MILLS SCORES AGAIN
M. M. Robinson Must Give Security 

For Costs.

Toronto, March 30.—The editor of any 
departemnt of a newspaper is entitled 
to come within the status relating to 
libel and slander, and is thus enabled 
to take advantage of any protection 
they afford, as is the editor, manager, 
publisher or proprietor of a newspaper. 
This is the purport of a decision given 
this morning by the Chief Justice in a 
motion arising out of the war between 
the sporting editors on the Hamilton 
papers, or at least two of these papers. 
The case is the well known one of Rob­
inson, of the Spectator, and Mills, of 
the Times. The Chief Justice allows an 
appeal of John King, K. C., for F. C.

WAS NO CASE 
AGAINST HIM.

Charge Against B. B. Morden 
Dismissed This Morning.

Judge Monck brought to an abrupt 
termination the case of Britton Morden, 
charged with stealing $44 from Wesley 
R. Bennett, in his chambers, by finding 
t-he accused not guilty, anil dismissing 
the charge. His Honor heard a portion 
of the evidence of the complainant, and 
then decided that no charge could be 
sustained on the account of the deal­
ings as explained by Bennett. The com­
plainant said that in the fall of 1907 
he was approached by Morden, who 
was collecting tickets at the Savoy, and 
said he had a chance of making a little 
money on the advertising in the pro­
gramme of the Hamilton Oratorio Socie­
ty, which gave a concert in the Dril 
liall in December of that year. Morden, 
he said, asked him for $50, with the 
understanding that he, Bennett, was to 
have half of the profits. Bennett said 
he agreed, and paid the money over to 
Morden. The witness heard nothing 
from Morden until after the concert, 
when he was told that there was $44 
coming to him. Morden left the city, 
and Bennett did not sec him again un­
til a short time ago.

Under cross-examination by Mr. A. 
M. Lewis, the witness admitted that lie 
had collected $25 for some of the space

Thomas Anderson said that he had re­
ceived the money front Morden, and that 
he had had all* the dealings in connec­
tion with the advertising with Morden.

“Did you initiate this prosecution, 
Mr. Washington,"’ asked his Honor.

“No,” replied the Crown.
“Can you better the evidence?”
“I don’t think I am called upon to 

answer that question,” replied Mr. 
Washington, with some asperity.

“Well, I can’t see where you hope to 
succeed. The criminal code does not 
compel me to try a ease tliat^ ought to 
go into the civil courts. I don’t think it 
is a proper case for the criminal court. 
To mv mind it simply calls for an ac­
count* of the partnership dealings of 
these two men.”

Mr. Lewis then presented a statement 
to the court, showing the disposition of 
the money. Morden had collected $166.30 
for the space in the programme, and 
had expended $1.32.15. There is a bal 
ance of $34.16. less $5 to the Traders 
Bank. The half profits would therefore 
have been $14.57. Bennett admitted 
that he had collected $25, and Mr. Lewis 
contended that Bennett owed Morden 
$10.34. Mr. Lewis went on to say that 
Morden had been working in Toronto re­
ceiving $75 a month, ana he had been 
discharged as a result of this charge be­
ing brought against him.

“I find the defendant not guilty,” con­
cluded his Honor.

SUBMIT A BY-LAW 
TO RATEPAYERS

In Connection With the Proposed Scheme for 
Hospital on Entirely New Site.

At the next meeting of the Finance 
Committee Aid. Lees will move to 
have a special committee appointed 
for the purpose of revising and con­
solidating tiie city by-laws. They 
have not been revised since 1899 and 
it is intended to make a number of 
important changes. One of these will 
be to limit the authority of civic 
chairmen and officials the matter 
of purchasing supplies. It is said 
that under one of- the by-laws at 
present a chairman can purchase 
stuff amounting to $2,000 $3,000,
although it was not the intention of 
the by-law that this construction 
should be placed on it. The idea is 
to limit this so that it shall only per­
mit of the purcha of si , lies fr n 
day to day. The matter will be dealt 
with at the next council eeting.

Mayor McLaren explained to-day 
that the idea in appc' tting a ecial 
committee last night to select a new 
hospital site was to pick rut a suit­
able property, which would provide 
accommodation for an isolatit and 
new general hospital, and .en sub­
mit a by-law to the p pie asking 
for permission to issue debentures 
to purchase the site and erect a new 
isolation hospital. The site would 
then he ready for any new h dings 
and eventually a new general hos­
pital would he erected. The present 

building, it is believed, will be re-

i

quired, as the city grows, for an 
emergency hospital. The mayor lisa 
named the following committee to 
select the site: Aldermen vooper, 
Lees, Peregrine, Allan, Farmer, 
Sweeney and the mayor. There ia 
considerable opposition in some quar­
ters to placing the hospital on the 
mountain. The aldermen have in 
view two or three sites.

To-night the committee which was ap­
pointed to name ferais of annexation will 
hear a deputation from Barton town­
ship. Mayor McLaren says the aldermen 
will devote one hour to listening to the 
deputation and will then consider the 
matter privately. It is likely that the 
dispute over an exemption from the 
southwest coiner of the portion to be 
annexed will b-,- left to the Ontario Muni­
cipal Board. The Mayor points out that 
the township people now have an aver­
age assessment of about 15 mills. The 
city would collect another five mills, and 
this would net about $4.000, which would 
scarcely pay for five policemen to patrol 
the district, to say nothing of lights, 
water supply, sewer accommodation, 
roads and walks. There can be no doubt, 
he says, that as far as the individual 
property owners in the city are concern­
ed, the city would be better without this 
district for the present.

1906 Went Over to the Unionist 
Candidate.

London, March 29.—The Union­
ists were victorious in the three-cor­
nered fight at Croydon to-day, Sir 
Robert Hermon-Hodge being elected 
by a straight majority of 3,062 over 
both his opponents. The vote was 
as follows : Sir R. Hermon-Hodge
(Unionist), 11.089; Mr. J. K .Raphael 
(Liberal), 8,041; Mr. Frank Smith (La 
bor), 886.

The election, which was rendered ne­
cessary by the death uf Mr. H. U. Ar­
nold-Foster, War Secretary in Mr. Bal­
four's Cabinet, drew out a considerably 
larger vote than in 1906, when Mr. Ar­
nold-Foster secured 8.248 votes; Mr. H. 
C. S .Somerset, the Liberal condidate, 
7.241 votes, and Mr. Sidney Stranks 
(Labor), 4.112 votes. The Unionist 
plurality at that time was only 638. 
The Liberals to-day polled exactly 800 
more votes than they did in the general 
election. It was the great landslide 
from tlie Labor ranks that gave the 
Unionist candidate his huge majority.

FAREWELL
TO PASTOR.

Rev. W. J. H. Brown Honored 
by Barton St. Baptists.

Two Presentations Made at Meet­
ing Last Night

And Many Expressions of Love 
and Good Will

The little Baptist Church on Barton 
street east was crowded to the doors 
last evening, when the congregation 
gathered to bid farewell to Pastor Brown, 
who in his two years’ ministry among 
them had completely won his way into 
their hearts, and had.been used of God 
in bringing blessing to many souls. Long 
before time for the opening of the meet­
ing the many friends of the pastor ami 
his wife had crowded into every avail­
able seat, and those who were a little 
tardy in arriving had to stand through­
out the service.

On the platform with Pastor Brown 
were many of the Baptist ministers of 
the city, among them being Revs. W. 
Quarrington, H. McDiariuid, R. McWhir- 
ter and das. Bracken.

Rev. Mr. Bracken, of Ferguson Avenue 
Baptist Church, in a short speech, 
emphasized the fact that the important 
tiling to-day is a full acknowledgment 
of Jesus Christ as the Lord. Referring 
to the occasion on which they had gath­
ered, he spoke very highly of Pastor 
Brown, assuring the people that their 
loss would be some one else’s gain. Mr. 
Brown would 1m? sure to win his way into 
the hearts of the people to whom lie had 
been called, and he felt sure that it was 
God’s mind that he should be sent to 
his new field of labor.

Rev. W. Quarrington spoke of the 
friendlÿ relations which existed between 
Pastor Brown and himself. He loved 
him and admired him for his faithful­
ness to the truth, inasmuch as he had 
not failed to present Christ and Him 
crucified to the people. He spoke of the 
retiring pastor’s zeal in Christian ser­
vice, awl entreated the congregation to 
lie generous in their idea of things, and 
to believe that God was leading their 
minister into larger spheres of activity. 
“Stand true,” lie said, in conclusion, “and 
continue the work which has been begun 
among you. Do not leave because your 
pastor is leaving. Work for a new 
church, for if any part of Hamilton 
needs more church accommodation it is 
surely this section,”

Mr. Quarrington expressed the feeling 
of Wentworth Street Baptist Church in 
wishing Pastor Brown every success in 
his future work.

Rev. Mr. McDiarmid, of Herkimer Bap­
tist Church, went back to the old college 
days, when lie and the one of whom they 
were taking leave had studied together 
in Woodstock College, lie pleaded with 
the jievple to la? as loyal to the new 
pastor as they hud been to tlie old, and 
dwelt on the importance of a larger 
building, as he believed their progress 
was being hampered for lack of room.

Rev. Mr. MeWhirter, of Crown Point 
Baptist Church, in a few words told of 
his esteem for Mr. Brown. He could 
remember the advice he got from him on 
the occasion of their first meeting. It 
was simply this: “Be a praying pastor.” 
He could say he had carried out the ad­
vice, and pressed upon his hearers the 
great importance of prayer. “Keep to­
gether. lie of one accord in all things, 
and blessing will be yours,” were his 
closing words.

The choir during the evening rendered 
manv beautiful selections under the able 
leadership of Mr. Ivor Pritchard. Miss 
J. Fellows was soloist.

The event of the evening was the 
presentation to Mr. and Mrs. Brown of 
an address by Miss Near and Mr. F. 
Kemp, accompanied by a beautiful easy 
chair and a bouquet to Mrs. Brown.

The address expressed the tende rest 
regard for Mr. and Mrs. Brown, appre­
ciation of their devoted work, and God's 
blessing on their future.

Mr. Brow n in reply thanked the mem­
bers on behalf of himself and wife for 
their love and cheer at such a trying 
lime. Never had a parting been so 
keenly felt by him. He had grown to 
love the people whom he was ministering 
unto, and no one would know what it 
cost him to separate himself from them. 
He thanked them from his heart for the 
gifts, though to him they were nothing 
compared with the love and good-will 
behind them. Ilis ministry in the little 
Barton Street Church had occupied two 
of the happiest years of his life, and he 
could not wish for a more loyal people 
than they had been to him. There liad 
been little troubles, but love had over­
ruled them all, and fellowship had lieeri 
sweet between his people and himself. 
He assured them that, though absent in 
body, lie would still lx? with them in 
heart and would assist them with his 
prayers, lie was very glad that they 
had brought no pressure to l>ear upon 
him to reconsider his decision, because 
he lielieved God was behind it. and it 
was his life ambition to please God. He 
spoke very affectionately of the fellow­
ship and good will of the pastors pre­
sent. and, concluding, asked his j*eople 
to take from him as a parting message 
a verse in 1. Cor. xv. 58: "Therefore, mv 
lie loved brethren, be ye steadfast, im­
movable, always alH.unding in the work 
of the Lord, inasmuch as ye know that 
your lalKir is not in Vain in the Dvrd.
* Deacon T. McLean then presented the 
pastor with an address.

After the pastor had briefly responded, 
Mr Ivor Pritchard presented him with 
a beautiful oil painting of the church, 
the work of Miss K. Smith, saying that 
he trusted it would bring Uek sweet 
memories of his labors here.

Mr. Brown was much affected by this 
last token of love and replied feelingly, 
referring to the time and trouble neces­
sary to such a piece of w ork and a cur­
ing'his people that it would have a pro­
minent place in his study.

The meeting closed with the singing of 
two very beautiful and appropriate 
hymns. “God Be With You Till We Meet 
Again” and “Blest Be the Tie That 
Binds."

STAND TOGETHER.

Speech of GoTernor Aram J. Pothier 
Before Canadian Club of Bestoa.

On Friday last Governor Pothier 
spoke on “Canada and the States" be­
fore the Canadian Club of Boston. It 
was an eloquent plea for friendly rela­
tions between these two countries. He 
said in-part:

Allow- me to ask whether Canada does 
not, by proximity, geography, the char­
acter of her industries, and by the nat­
ural and artificial navigable waters that 
border her territory on the south, east 
and west, belong to the common indus­
trial system of this continent! 1 believe 
that she does, and 1 share the convic­
tion of an eminent American statesman, 
that God never intended that the pro­
vinces of the Dominion should be indus­
trially or commercially separated from 
the United States.

I am one of those who believe that 
the United States and Canada should 
be brought into a closer relationship in 
their affairs. With natural interests in 
common, and each liable to reap advan­
tage or to suffer loss through the same 
agencies, both are handicapped in exer­
cising that co-operation so manifestly 
desirable, by the difficulty of establish­
ing practical working relations.

Never before has the necessity for a 
closer union, if not a federal union, be­
tween these two countries been greater, 
nor more keenly felt. If the United 
States and Canada desire peace, for the 
extension of their trade and the secur­
ity of the Pacific slope, they must 
maintain and display a strong navy— 
strong in its fighting units, adequate in j 
its transports and coalers. Canada as j 
well as the United States must lie s 
equipped with the means for coast de- j 
fence, if she is to do her share in im- - 
pressing the world with the mightiness 
of this continent.

And thus it becomes the duty of Am­
erican and Canadian statesmen to fos­
ter and encourage always the most ami­
cable and intimate relations between 
the two countries, that the problems af­
fecting the future of the continent may 
be more easily solved; that the destiny 
of both, whether that destiny be politi- ■ 
cal reunion or commercial reunion, may ! 
be gloriously accomplished; and that 
we may make common cause for the de­
fense and protection of our civilization 
before and not after the hour of danger 
shall threiten.

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WHERE CANADA STANDS.
The debate precipitated in the House 

of Commons last night by Hon. Mr. 
Foster’s motion declaring that “Canada 
should no longer delay in assuming ncr 
proper share of the responsibility and 
financial burden incident to the suitable 
protection of her exposed coast-line and 
great seaports,” was sufficient to indi­
cate two things : that Canada will not 
be stampeded into any foolish plunge 
into military or naval expenditure, and 
that Canada will do her whole duty in 
the matter of defence, and will do it 
along lines which have been well con­
sidered and which have the approval of 
the Imperial authorities.

Mr. Foster’s speech, like his motion, 
was marked by great indofiniteness. 
and it contained the assumption that 
Canada was doing less than her duty 
and hinted at the propriety of our mak­
ing contributions, in money or vessels, 
to the Imperial navy.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier spoke at length, 
and with great frankness. He regretted 
that Mr. Foster’s resolution was not 
crystal-clear, and that he was less ex­
plicit tiian he might have been in defin­
ing what policy he would favor, lie took 
issue with Mr. Foster because of the as­
sumption conveyed in the words of his 
resolution that Canada had been remiss 
in her duty to the Empire. Canada, he 
said, was not conscious of being remiss; 
he denied the impeachment, and he re­
fused to he carried away or stampeded 
from a settled course of policy which 
had the approval of the British Govern­
ment, and rushed into any hasty, fever­
ish action, no ma tier how spectacular 
it might be. The Premier pointed out 
that the policy laid down at the Imper­
ial conference of 1902, and which had 
never been seriously challenged, certain­
ly not in the Canadian Parliament, has ! 
been adopted since that time by the j 
Commonwealth of Australia, the resolu­
tion being introduced by Mr. Deakin. 
That policy respected the principle of 
autonomy. He quoted from Lord Mil­
ner to show that that ardent Imperial­
ist did not think well of the acceptance 
of contributions to the Imperial army 
and navy by the self-governing British 
States. Sir Charles Tapper shared his

Sir Wilfrid denied that Canada was 
not living up to the policy thus approv- 
fd by the home Government. Canada 
bad taken up the work of providing for 
Iter own defences by land, and had. to 
some extent, relieved the home Govern­
ment of expense.

When Trade Needs Brightening Use Times Ads
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CANADA WILL FORM NAVY 
TO PROTECT HER OWN SHORES.

To Co-operate With British Navy in Defence of the Empire— 
British Admiralty to be Consulted.

Eloquent and Patriotic Speech of Premier Laurier—Foster Makes 
Moderate Speech—House Unanimously Passes Resolution.

Ottawa. March 29.—Canada’s tribute 
nf loyalty to the empire was offered in 
the House of Commons to-day amid -i 
scene which was marked by the signifi­
cance and impressiveness of a critical 
occasion in the history of the Dominion. 
The public galleries were crowded to an 
Extent only associated with Parliament­
ary events of the first, importance. The 
members were out in full force, eager to 
hear in every detail what was expected 
to be a pronouncement of great moment. 
Over all brooded a spirit of gravity that 
seemed to have been reflected from 
across seas. For the time being party 
issues were forgotten in the common 
thought that Canada was about to 
make her response to the call of dutv. 
There was an intense hush as first Mr. 
Foster, then the Prime Minister, and 
after him Mr. Borden voiced the senti­
ments which have found so acute expies 
sion througliout Canada during the past 
few days.

speech in movingMr. Foster’s speech in moving his 
resolution was delivered with a due 
sense of responsibility. It was lofty 
in tone throughout, picturesquely 
phrased and broadly Imperialistic in 
spirit, but it lacked definiteness, in 
this respect, resembling the resolution 
itself, which was in the following

“That in the opinion of this House, 
in view of her great and varied re­
sources, of her geographical position 
and national environments, and of that 
spirit of self-help and self-respect which 
alone befits a strong and growing people, 
Canada should no longer delay in assum­
ing her proper share of the responsibility 
and financial burden incident to the suit 
able protection of her exposed coast line 
and great seaports.”

MR. POSTER’S PLEA.
Narrowed down, Mr. Foster's plea was 

that the time had arrived when Canada 
should undertake a share of the burden 
of Imperial defence by constructing coast 
defence works as necessary anti perinan- 
ent bases, creating an auxiliary fleet, 
and developing steel shipbuilding enter­
prises on both the Atlantic and the Paci­
fic coasts. It was only incidentally that 
he alluded to the recent developments, 
and it was to assure the Government 
that if they resolved to assist the moth­
er country in the present supposed crisis 
either in the way of contributing 
Dreadnoughts or money the Opposition j 
would be behind them.

THE PREMIER’S RESPONSE.
it was an occasion on which much i 

was expected from the Prime Minister. I 
and he ro>e to it in a speecdi that was 
eloquent, dignified, frank and courage­
ous. While agreeing in the main with 
the resolution, he commented upon its 
indefinitencs* and upon the coresponding 
vagueness of Hie mover’s speech. Can­
ada, he claimed, had already done much 
and was willing to do more in fulfill­
ment of her duty to the Empire, but the 
Government declined to be stampeded 
by any wave of popular enthusiasm into 
hasty and ill-considered action. The 
policy of the Dominion with reference 
to defence had been laid down at the 
Imperial Conference of 1902. and to that 
they adhered. It was true that Canada 
had not done as much for naval defence 
as for the militia, but a beginning could 
be made along lines suggested at the 
1907 conference by the creation of a 
nucleus of a navy controlled by the 
J>ominion Government, but co-operating 
with the Imperial navy. The principle 
of autonomy must be preserved, how­
ever, and as a first step there should be 
a consultation withethe Imperial author­
ities and naval experts. It might be 
that Germany was contemplating an ef 
fort to wro>t the supremacy of the seas 
from Britain, but lie did not think there 
was cause to be unduly alarmed.

Sir \\ ilfrid closed by moving the re­
solution appearing above as an amend­
ment to Mr. Poster's motion.

Mr. Borden, who followed maintained 
the high plane set by Mr. Foster and 
the Prime Minister and while accepting 
in the main Sir Wilfrid's pronounce­
ment suggested several changes in the 
Prime Minister's resolution which he 
thought would give greater point to the 
message, sir Wilfrid accepted the 
changes proposed by the leader of the 
Opposition and after a series of able 
speeches the resolution was carried
unanimously.

Having entered the game, I believe it is 
just to the Canadian people to play it 
valiantly, play it honorably, and play it 
successfully." (Cheers.) It was up to 
the people of Canada to prove their 
faith and their worth by their works, 
to grasp fully the meaning of their heri­
tage and its responsibilities, and to pre­
pare to defend it as well as develop it. 
In graphic terms Mr. Foster pictured 
Canada with her vast resources and her 
great coast line, faced across the ocean 
in the east bv 3.">0 million people, waking 
up into new activity, and in the west by 
the old and well tried nations of Europe. 
Having taken lier place on that stage 
Canada must play her part, and it was 
an absolute condition of prosperity that 
tier ports and means of transportation 
must In* secured. Suppose, lie said, a 
third class cruiser was to show her face 
in Victoria or Vancouver, or in Halifax 
or Sydney, or St. John or Quebec or 
Montreal, would not a great deal of the 
fancied pe-aoe and security into which 
they had lulled themselves quickly crum­
ple up and pass away, to l>e succeeded 
by anxiety?

NO ADEQUATE DEFENCE.
The position to-day was that. 6,500.- 

000 of people with a mighty heritage had 
no adequate defence against a third- 
class cruiser that- might suddenly appear. 
It was enough to make them think. 
They might excuse it. palliate it. laugh 
at it. and say it was fanciful, but it 
ought to make Parliament and every 
good citizen think. They had developed 
Canada, but- development was not, de­
fence. and their development might be 
rather a source of weakness. If they 
showed their riches to the world and 
made no proper provision for their de­
fence they would lx* weakened in the 
eyes of the outside world, and thev were 
apt to grow careless and become listless. 
It was true they had developed a militia 
force, but. though it had done excellent 
service on several critical occasions and 
could lie relied upon to do so again if 
war descended on the country, while the 
militia could stand to their colors, tlie 
eyes of "Canada would turn in wistful 
longing for the regular troops of the 
British empire.

I'NCLE SAM’S WING.

HON. GEO. E. FOSTER.
Mr. Foster began with an explanation 

that t>? resolution had not been 
yrompti’d by recent events having been 
Smong the first of the motions on the 
order paper nor was it offered in any 
party spirit. For a good many years he 
had been more and more impressed with 
the necessity of meeting the questions 
involved in the resolution and it seemed 
to him a.- if the time had now come 
when the Parliament of Canada should 
sit down together and take stock of the 
possibilities and come to >onie conclu­
sion as to whether they have duties and 
as to what these duties are. with refer­
ence tv the defence of the heritage 
which they enjoyed. He had a sym­
pathy with those who declared that war 
was horrible, and its burden intolerable, 
but the history of the world showed 
that, after all. physical force lay at the 
foundation of all progress and civiliza­
tion. They deduced from history the 
fact that to defend and preserve was 
right, and the duty of the individual, 
of society and of the nation. The last 
fifty years were full of sad disappoint­
ments for those who had believed that 
the era for enduring peace had been 
nshered in, and led them to the conclu­
sion that neither Christian teaching nor 
peace conventions, Hague conferences, I 
nor triple alliances availed to keep the 
peace. In a single night, within the 
past few weeks, a great nationality had 
torn in tatters the treaty of Berlin and 
launched a war cloud over the Bal-

CAN ADA’S POSITION.
Amongst the nations of the world 

Canada had pushed forward and obtain­
ed a place which would become more 
and more important as the years ad­
vanced. Her ship of State was launched 
in the world's current. It was open to 
evefy storm and exposed to every dan­
ger. “She cannot escape the common 
burden,” declared Mr. Foster, “she can­
not ignore the common responsibilities.
I do not believe that she wants to.

As to the argument that Canada 
could, in any event, take shelter under 
the aegis of the l nited States and tin* 
Monroe doctrine. Mr. Foster deelared 
that such a humiliai ing stand could" 
not lx* taken by any country that wished 
to preserve its self-re>|>ect. Canada did 
not wish to live by the grace of any 
stranger. The application of the Monroe 
doctrine meant that Canada would soon 
Iw* forced to absolute dependence on t he 
l "nited States. The lotriral conclusion 
of the argument, said Mr. Foster, was 
that more adequate defence was neces­
sary. that this defence must leave out 
of considérât ion the Monroe doctrine, and 
that it must lx- worked out by Canada 
lier self working in eo-opera lion with the 
mother country.

SOMETHING MI ST BE DONE.
“Something must lx» done: some­

thing adequate, ami something now,” 
was Mr. Foster’s summing up of the 
argument. Great Britain has given us 
the protection of our lilx-rtie- and lauds; 
has given us all the privileges of part­
nership in the empire. Tin- only thing 
we have given in return lias l*ccn cheap 
criticism sometimes and scant grati-

Touehing in conclusion U|kiii the re­
cent events. Mr. Foster said that any 
offer the Government might see fit to 
make to the mother country «either in 
tlie way of Dreadnoughts or of money 
would receive the endorsation of the 
Opposition.

SIR WTFLRID I AIRIER. *
Sir Wilfrid Laurier, who was re­

ceived w ith loud cheers, said : To t lie 
eloquent and able observations with 
which the lluuse_has just been favored 
by lion. Mr. Foster, very little excep­
tion, if any, can lie taken by anyone, 
certainly not by myself. If uiv lion, 
friend will permit me I will offer him, in 
all sincerity, a word of congratulation 
for the temperate and moderate manner 
ill which lie has approached a difficult 
and very important subject. Let me say 
at once that the only exception 1 ought 
to take to the observations that he has 

| offered to the House, and to the policy 
that he has to some extent outlined tor 
us. is that his conclusions have lx-en too 
indefinite, and that they should have 
been presented in a more concrete form. 
1 was anxious to hear from my hon. 
friend what would be tlie argument 
which he intended to apply in support 
of his resolution, but 1 am sure I will 
not offend my lion, friend when I tell 
him that in my estimation his resolu­
tion was not iierhaps as clean a> the 
crystal waters of the mountain brook. 
He did not define what the policy was 
that he would like u< to look uix.n with 
favor as explicitly a- 1 would have de­
sired. The gist of his proposition is to 
lie found in thes;* words. “Canada should 
no longer delay in assuming her proper 
share of the responsibility of the fin­
ancial burden incident to the suitable 
protection of her exposed coast line and 
great seaports.”

HAS CANADA BEEN REMISS7
The only interpretation 1 could give 

tIh-sc words were that in the opinion of 
Mr. Foster Canada had been remiss in 
the duty she owes to herself of provid­
ing for her own defence. This is some­
what surprising in view of the fact that 
Canada has no quarrel with anyone, that 
she does not require any territorial ag­

grandizement, that she occupies geo- 
praphivally an isolated position, and 
that she has been at peace for now 
nearly one hundred years. But now we 
have learned that in Mr. Foster’s opinion 
Canada has not been remiss in the duty 
that she owes to herself, but that in his 
estimation Canada has been remiss in 
the dut3T she owes to the empire.

Well, let me say—and I say it with 
all sincerity, because I hope that if 
we differ in detail we shall be able to 
agree on the main issue—let me say that 
in my estimation if Canada has been re­
miss in the duty that she owes to the 
empire we are not conscious of it.

CANADA WILL DO HER DUTY.
Sir, we will not at all admit that 

impeachment. We are British sub­
jects. Canada is one of the daughter 
nations of the empire, and we real­
ize to the full the rights and obligations 
which are involved in that proud title. 
It has been, it is, it shall be our unal­
terable determination to meet and to 
carry out every duty which is implied 
by that title, but I think I can say that 
we will rise to every sacrifice that may 
be needed in order to maintain unim­
paired the rank and status which is oc­
cupied by Canada in the British Em­
pire, and her rank and status which is 
maintained by the British Empire 
throughout the world.

NOT TO BE STAMPEDED.
But I may say—and I do not say it 

in reference to the speech we have 
just listened to—I may say we are 
not to be carried away, we are not to 
be stampeded by the transitory events 
of the moment from what has been the 
settled policy and the deliberate course 
which we have laid down, by any hasty, 
feverish action. however spectacular 
such action may be. It behooves us as 
free men to look first at the situation 
calmly and deliberately, to review the 
situation as it is, to ascertain whether 
we should persist in the course we adopt­
ed long ago. Mr. Foster has told us, and 
I agree with him. that this question 
should lie approached not only from the 
point of view of Canada, but from the 
point of view of the British Empire at 
large. I agree with everything he has 
eloquently said with regard to the ad­
miration and devotion which every Bri­
tish subject, every Canadian, ought to 
hold in his heart for the British Empire.
I agree wi<h him that the greatest phen­
omenon recorded in the pages of history 
is the existence of the British Empire 
as it is at this moment. In its origin 
perhaps it may not have differed widely 
from other empires, but it is in its con­
tinuance and permanency that it is phe­
nomenal. The empire of Rome, the em­
pire of Alexander, the empire of Charle- 

j magne, the empire of Napoleon, were all 
| built and maintained by force, and the 
j moment force gave way the empire fell 
: to pieces. The empire of Great Britain 
! bas been founded less on war than on 
j discovery and on colonization. But wher­

ever founded, in any part of the world, 
whether bv force or discovery or colon­
ization, it has been maintained only bv 

I the free will and consent of the people 
j who now acknowledge British supre-

COXfc’ERENCE OF 1902. 
j It preseuted itself m a concrete 
form at the Imperial Conference of 
1902, to those who were there assembled 
from all parts of the empire, conferring 
with the Government of the mother 
country. The proposition was placed be­
fore us that all the self-governing dom­
inions of the British Empire should con­
tribute to the army and to the navy, 
lhe Canadian Ministers who were pres­
ent at the conference did not view that 
proposal with any favor. They received 

j it with respect. but they declined to 
• wept it. and they presented their views 
; ln another form and stated what thev 

were prepared to do, so far as Canada 
I is concerned. Their views on that occas­
ion were stated in a paper which has of- 

: ten been quoted in this House. TL. is 
i the statement ;
j "The Canadian Ministers regret that 

they hate been unable to assent to 
j llie suggestion made by Lord Sel- 

iM.rne respecting the navy, and by Mr. 
j M. John Brodrick resptx'ting the 
army. The Ministers desire to point 

| t*ut that their objections are not so 
j much from the inefefents involved as 

from a belief that the acceptance of 
the proposals would entail an import­
ant departure from the principle of 
colonial self-government. Canada 

j values highly the measure of local 
independence which has been granted 
it from time to time by the Imperial 
authorities, and which has been .*> 
productive of beneficial results, both 
a> respects the material progress of 
the country and the strengthening of 
the ties that bind it to the mother- 

j land: but while for these reasons tlie 
I Canadian Ministers arc obliged to 
j withhold their consent to the propo- 
j sit ions of the Admiralty and the War 
1 Office, they fully appreciate the dutV 
of the Dominion, a- it advanees in pop­
ulation and wealth, to make a more 
liberal outlay for those necessary pre­
parations of >eli-defence which * everr 
country has to assume and bear. At 
present the Canadian expenditures for 
defence services are confined to the 
militia side. The Canadian Govern­
ment are prepared to consider the 
naval side of defence as well. On 
the sea coasts of Canada there is a 
large number of men admirably quali­
fied to form a naval reserve, and it 
is hoped that at an early day a system 

1 may lie devised which w'ill lead to the 
training of those men and to the mak­
ing of their services available for de­
fence in time of need. In conclusion the 
Ministers repeat that while the Cana­
dian Government are obliged to dissent 
from the measures proposed, they fully 
appreciate the obligation of Canada to 
make expenditures for the purpose of 
defence, in proportion to the increas­
ing population and wealth of the 
count rv. They are willing1 that those 
expenditures shall be so directed as to 
relieve tlie taxpayer of the mother 
country from some of the burdens 
which lie now bears, and they have 
the strongest desire to carry out their 
defence schemes in co-operation with 
the Imperial authorities, and under 
the advice of experienced Imperial of­

ficers, so far as this is consistent with 
the principle of local self-government, 
which has proved so great a factor in 
the promotion of Imperial unity.”

POLICY GENERALLY ACCEPTED.
Now this paper has been some­

times criticised, but it has never been 
seriously challenged, so far as 1 know. 
At all events it has never yet been 
challenged on the floor of the House, 
and if 1 understood the observations 
of Mr. Foster aright, he does not now 
dissent from the proposition which is 
therein made. Nay, more, the policy 
which is there laid down has been 
adopted by some of the dominions 
which had not accepted it before. The 
Commonwealth of Australia had for 
many years made a contribution of a 
million dollars a year out of its own 
treasury- to the Imperial exchequer 
for the purposes of the navy. This 
policy has been reversed by the Aus­
tralian Government, and Mr. Deakin. 
the late Premier of Australia, one of 
the ablest men of the British Empire, 
has himself introduced a resolution on 
the lines of the Canadian jKiliey, pro­
viding for the local defence of Aus­
tralia. There is more than this. If 
there is a man in the British Empire 
who has given his thought, his heart 
and his soul to the great problem of 
the defence of the British Empire it is 
Lord Milner, lie was in this country 
a few months ago. and discussed this 
question at various places, and every­
where he took the position that we are 
now taking.

Kir M ilfrid quoted from Lord Mil­
ner’s Toronto speech, in wh(ch he 
stated that he had never been a great 
advocate of contributions from the 
self-governing States to the army and 
navy- of the I nited Kingdom. He also 
quoted from Sir Charles Tupper’s ex­
position of Canadian policy : “The
policy- of levying a large tax upon the 
colonies for the support of tlie army 
and navy of England is a policy- found­
ed on misapprehension and fraught with 
danger.”

This is the position we have taken, 
continued Sir Wilfrid, this j< the position 
yve maintain to-day, and, as 1 understood 
Mr. Foster, while he was not very- em­
phatic for it. he was not against it. 
either. If I understood him aright he 
rather insisted that something should be 
done, but what particular form it 
should take, whether by a contribution 
or whether by the development of our 
own naval resources, he left an open 
question. \\ ell, to us it is an open 
question, and we see no reason in any­
thing that has taken place recently- to 
depart from the policy that we‘ laid 
down in 1902.

It may be said that though this was 
our policy yve have not lived up to it. 
I deny- the impeachment. We have 
done a great deal for defence, though 
not, perhaps, as much as we would 
have liked to do. At the conference 
of 1902 I stated that we would un­
dertake to develop our own defences 
by land and by sea. and by land yve 
have done more than our duty*.

CANADA’S LAND DEFENCE.

believe that Germany is building war­
ships faster even than Great Britain. 
Possibly- there is a conclusion to be 
drawn from this, and the only conclusion 
is that Germany- intends some time to 
do on the high seas with Great Britain 
what she has done with France on land. 
Everybody knows—it is a matter of his­
tory—that Prussia had been silently pre­
paring to cope with France, yvhich up 
to that time had been the greatest mil­
itary nation in the world : that Prussia 
waited its opportunity, and when that 
opportunity came delivered its mortal 
blow. Well, if it be true that Germany 
is organizing on the -high seas no Bri­
tish su eject can afford to be indifferent 
to the prospect.

THE DANGER NOT IMMINENT.
For my part I do not think that the 

danger is imminent ; I do not believe so. 
Germany is a great nation. She has 
made more progress in peace and war 
during the -last sixty years than any 
other nation. She lias increased her po­
pulation from forty millions to sixty- 
two millions. She has developed her 
t-'ade and industries in a marvellous 
manner. She has increased her wealth 
in a prodigious manner. But with all her 
energy and ability and resources, if it 
be her object to aim to bring the Ger­
many navy to the standard of the Bri­
tish navy, to do in a few years what has 
been done by Great Britain in the course 
of centuries, if that lie Germany-’s ob­
ject, it is a task which, I think, is be­
yond even her resources. At all events, 
we know for certain that the British na­
tion is not unduly alarmed. We have the 
testimony of the great organs of public 
opinion that Britain can cope with Ger­
many alone without the assistance of 
the colonies. We know that the British 
Government, in response to the generous 
offer made by New Zealand of a Dread­
nought , replied, postponing its accept-

Thcre is more than that. I appeal to 
every student of history whether it be 
not the case that, although Britain has 
been of all the nations of Europe the 
nation which has given more attention 
to trade than to war, she has generally 
come out victorious in all the wars in 
which she has been engaged. This she 
owes in the first place to the courage, 
the endurance and the valor of her sol­
diers and sailors, but it is due also in no 
•‘■mall degree to the fact that while other 
nations were wasting their energies in 
war she 'war, attending to the arts of 
peace and amassing that wealth which is 
so essential to success. But, although I 
do not believe that the. danger is im­
minent I have no hesitation in saving 
that it would lie absolute folly to sleep 
in a sense of the fullest security. Vigi­
lance. eternal vigilance, must be the 
watchword to-day, not only- in England, 
but in Canada, and in every other part 
of the British Empire. On more than one 
occasion I have said that I would depie 
cate Canada being drawn into the vortex 
of militarism existing in Europe.
Dl TV OF THE DAUGHTER NATIONS.

In the «levehipment of naval defence 
1 admit that we have been behind Ul ­
times. Engaged as we have been in 
works of peace, we have delayed and put 
off the development of our navy.

Ml>T HAVE A NAVY.
But I agree with Mr. Foster that

THE GERMAN CHALLENGE.
This brings us to something which is 

in the air at present and which no 
British subject can.ignore. For one hun­
dred years and more the navel supre­
macy of Great Britain has been unques­
tioned. Nay, more, British supremacy of 
the seas ha- been so absolute for the 
last hundred rears that it was not sup­
posed by anybody that it could ever 
again be disputed by any any nation.
But this is an age when events happen 
very fast. We have learned lately that 
the foremost military power in the world 
at the present time is contemplating per­
haps to cope with Great Britain on the 
high seas. We hare perhaps reason to

promote t Io­ nization of a Cana­
dian naval service in co-operation with 
and in close relations to the Imperial

“Tlie House expre-ses its firm convic­

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FAVOR NEW SITE 
FOR A HOSPITAL.

City Council Appoints Special Committee to 
Consider This Important Question at Once.

No Objection to Appointment of Firemen—- 
Question Asked re Police Reorganization.

By a vote of 12 to 0 the City Council 
Iasi night struck out the clause in the 
Finance Committee's report, which re­
commended that the present isolation 
buildings l>e enlarged at a cost of from 
$8,000 to $10,000 and appointed a special 
committee to select a new site for a gen­
eral hospital. Two years ago the rate­
payers voted $75,000 to build a new iso­
lation hospital, and the Board of Health 
lias worked energetically to have it 
erected. There has been such a strong 
opposition, however, particularly from 
the medical fraternity, to taking the iso­
lation buildings off the hospital grounds, 
that nothing was ever done. The recent 
scarlet fever outbreak, which taxed the 
capacity of the old isolation buildings, 
brought the matter to a climax. The 
Board of Health took a determined 
stand, expressing itself opposed to spend­
ing any more money on the present hos­
pital grounds, and requesting that the 
Council furnish the funds for a new iso­
lation hospital. This the Finance Com­
mittee refused to do.

Its recommendation to the Council

' l he question of increased accommoda­
tion for contagious diseases was fully 
considered, and the committee recom­
mend that the present isolation wards 
at the City Hospital be enlarged, as a 
probable cost of $8,000 to $10,000, so as 
to give the necessary accommodation.*’

Aid. Lees, seconded by Aid. Cooper, 
moved in amendment that the words, 
"when funds are provided for the pur­
pose," i)p added. As tin* clause stood it 
was out of order, and this would permit 
of a by-law being introduced for the pur­
pose uf issuing debentures.

Aid. Fanner, seconded by Aid. Allan, 
moved another amendment, that the 
clause be struck out and a special com­
mittee appointed to select a new site. 
Aid. Farmer said his idea was to get a 
site for a general hospital and place any 
new buildings on it at once. La-st year 
he thought the same as did Aid. Lewis, 
that the hospital grounds were no place 
for the iSoutham Home for Consump­
tives, but because the building was so 
far advanced before action was taken, he 
supported the Southam Home going 
there. He thought it was time now to 
slop and make some provision for the

Aid. Lees spoke strongly in favor of 
enlarging the present buildings, pointing 
ou# that it would probably provide ac­
commodation for another ten years. The 
building of a new hospital would entail 
a large expenditure for operation and 
maintenance. There would also be diffi­
culty in getting' nurses, and a separate 
staff would have to be appointed. Tin- 
doctors of the hospital and the Hospital 
Board were practically a unit in desiring 
to retain the isolation buildings on the 
hospital grounds.

Aid. Sweeney strongly championed Aid. 
Farmer's amendment, and Aid. C'rrrar 
also appealed to the aldermen to appoint 
a special committee to look after a new 
site for a general hospital, irrespective 
of what action might, be taken in tin- 
present matter. A site now could W 
purchased at ft saving of fifty per cent, 
over what one would cost, in a few year-.

Aid. Wright also urged his colleagues 
not to spend any more money on tin- 
present hospital grounds. W hat was 
the use of having n Board ot Health it 
its recommendations were not acted 
upon ? Should not the Council place as 
much importance on the Medical Health 
Officer's views as on what any other doc­
tor might say? The reason the doctors 
were unanimous in desiring to have tin- 
hospital maintained on the present site 
was because it was convenient for them 
to have it there.

Mayor McLaren, who is opposed to j 
any more money being spent on the pre- j 
sent grounds, said that the question of | 
a new site had been a live topic since j 
the Canada Screw Company exchanged j 
property in rear of the hospital grounds : 
with the city. Since then one building ! 
had practically l>ecn forced upon the 
grounds. It was time now to call a halt. 
Building on the grounds was going on 
now on a le.ige scale. Every new requis­
ition was for just a little more than the 
one before. He took the trouble to ask 
a number of doctors, when they were 
not thinking about this, if there would 
be enough patients to fill the extra ac­
commodation if it was doubled, and they 
assured him there would be more than 
enough patients. This meant that in an­
other year they would be asking for an­
other storey. Surely a city of 75.000 was 
going to grow faster than one of 40,000 
and he thought, it was high time they 
began to look for a site. The hospital 
governors he considered should run the 
new isolation hospital.

By adding another storey Aid. Hop­
kins, who is also a physician, declared 
that the city would have a unit hospital 
that would provide sufficient accommo­
dation for ten and perhaps twenty years. 
He dealt exhaustively with the cost of

maintenance and operation, declaring 
that the enlargement of the present 
buildings, instead of erecting a new hos­
pital would mean a saving of about $10,- 
000 a year. It cost between $10.000 and 
$12,000 a year to operate the Ottawa hos­
pital, which was on a separate site.

Aid. Ellis said the comfort and care 
of the patients, who occupied the build­
ing, should be considered before the con­
venience of the doctors.

The Mayor, before the vote was tak­
en, made this comment, “We are not 
legislating specially for the medical fra­
ternity of Hamilton. They did not care 
about us when they made us spend $30,- 
000 to change the property with the 
Canada Screw Company.’’

Aid. Farmer's amendment to appoint a 
special committee carried on a 12—6 di­
vision, as follows :

to the arrest and conviction of Consta­
ble Harry Smith's assailant. Aid. Ellis 
said lie was aware that the Mayor was 
opposed to offering rewards promiscu­
ously when the city had a paid depart­
ment, but he thought that the city 
could afford to offer a reward for one 
of its officers as well as it could for 
any citizen. If the man was caught the 
money was well spent, and if lie was 
not nothing was lost.

The Mayor said that this was a ease 
of where a man simply did his duty. “ l 
think it is a mistake,” he said, "to of­
fer a reward, and I hope the aldermen 
will defeat it. We cannot afford to do 
this sort of thing. I will put the mo­
tion. but I hope it will not carry.”

NEED MORE MONEY.
Farther Estimated Expenditure 

Presented.

Four Hundred Thousand Dollars For 
Ensuing Financial Year.

Toronto, March 30.—The Provincial 
Treasurer laid ou the table of the Legis­
lature yesterday supplementary esti­
mates for the ten months which consti­
tute the ensuing financial year, and also 
the main estimates for the year follow­
ing, ending October 31st, 1910. The sup­
plementary estimates call for an addi­
tional expenditure of $417,917.0U, mak­
ing a total estimated expenditure for 
the ensuing financial year of $7,301,- 
578.21. Among the principal items of 
interest is the vote a^ked for in connec­
tion with the establishment of the »<*e 
Provincial police force, there being set 
aside for the chief of Provincial police 
for seven months $1,100.67, with $750 as 
travelling expenses, presumably in con­
nection with organization work. For 
the Treasury Department $1.000.07 is 
put down for the railway auditor. Un­
der the head of administration of jus­
tice $1,250 for assistance to the Grown 
Attorney for Toronto, and constables at 
Gowganda and Cochrane $1,105. Fur as­
sisting public and separate schools in 
new districts $4.000 is asked, and for 
high schools examinations in the same 
districts $2,500. Technical education 
calls for $11,000, divided as follows: 
Hamilton, $3,000; Sault fStc. Marie, 
$5,000. and agricultural departments of 
high schools, $3,000. Under the head of 
public institutions maintenance the Mer­
cer Reformatory gets $3,450. The Agri­
cultural College is given $5.333; agricul­
tural societies, $7,000; expenses of local 
representatives, $3,000, which, with a 
number of smaller items, make up the 
total additional grant for agriculture 
to $10,509. The King Edward Sanitar­
ium gets a grant of $4,000. Public 
buildings get the large appropriation 
of $180,573, the biggest item being $150,- 
000 for the purchase of land and erec­
tion of buildings for the new Central 
Prison. The sum of $25,000 will be 
spent on erecting the Kenora Court 
House. The other items arc fur 
painting and repairs to various public 
buildings.

The item which will interest New On­
tario most is the appropriations of $50,- 
000 for a road from Charlton to Gow­
ganda. Un other colonization roads $8,- 
310 will bo spent, and other public works 
of minor importance will absorb $17,200. 
In the Crown Lands Department fire- 
ranging will cost $35,000, forest reserves 
$10.000 and additioual mining recorders 
$3,000.

A conditional grant of $15,000 for the 
Ilawkesbury bridge and the first annual 
payment of $20,000 to the Kingston Min­
ing School complete the important ex­
penditures.

The main estimates for 1909-10 call 
for $0,508.004.

Uf this sum $205,000 is on capital ac­
count in connection with public build­
ings. It may be pointed out that the 
contemplated expenditure for 1910 is 
two millions less than the total expendi­
ture for last year, but, as was forecasted 
in the Provincial Treasurer’s budget 
speech, the estimates only include such 
items as the Government can be reason­
ably certain about. In view of what lias 
occurred in past years it may be expect- 
«*(1 that at least a million or a million 
and a half dollars will be added in the 
further supplémentaires.

FOR NAVAL 
SUPREMACY.

Hopeless to Expect Cessation of 
Warship Building.

Parliament, by Party Vote, Rejects 
Resolution of Censure.

Von Buelow on British-German 
Friendly Relations.

London, March 29.— By a strict 
party vote of 353 to 135 the House of 
Commons to-night refused to express 
lack of confidence in the Govern­
ment's naval policy. The motion on 
which to-day’s notable debate hinged 
was proposed by Arthur Hamilton Lee, 
Conservative member of the House from 
Hants. It set forth “that in the opin­
ion of this House the declared policy of 
his Majesty’s Government respecting the 
immediate provision for battleships of 
the newest type does not sufficiently 
secure the safety of the empire.’’

The result of the vote on the ques­
tion was expected, but the debate pre­
ceding it was one of the most rao- 
mentuous the House has listened to for 
years. The assembly of diplomats and 
Peers testified to its international as 
well as domestic irapertance. The lead­
ers of both sides took part in the de­
bate, and in addition Sir Edward Grey, 
Foreign Secretary : Mr. Reginald Mc­
Kenna, First Lord of the Admiralty, and 
Mr. Alfred Lyttelton. Mr. Balfour and 
Mr. Lee accused the Cabinet of incom­
petence, and demanded that eight 
Dreadnoughts be laid down immediately. 
Mr. Asquith and Sir Edward Grey re­
proached their opponents for making a 
party question of the most vital matter 
of the country’s foreign relations.

RACE FOR ARMAMENTS.
Sir Edward Grey’s speech was the 

most notable contribution, because of 
its remarkable candor. He dwelt on 
the diplomatic aspects of the British- 
German rivalry, and the hopelessness 
of expecting any cessation of the race 
for armaments, and he predicted 
eventually European "bankruptcy if it 
continued. He did not attempt to 
minimize the seriousness of the situ­
ation created for Great Britain by 
the German naval programme. He de­
clared it meant that when Germany 
had completed this programme she 
would have thirty-three Dreadnoughts, 
the most powerful fleet the world had 
ever seen, imposing upon Great Britain 
the ^necessity of rebuilding her fleet en-

At the same time Sir Edward took 
the House more into his confidence 
than other members of the Cabinet arc 
in the habit of doing. He outlined the 
steps already taken by the Admiralty 
to secure increased plants capable of 
coping with any acceleration in war­
ship building that the situation might 
demand. He assured the House that 
the Government had taken adequate 
steps to place British capabilities of 
construction beyond doubt.

There was apprehension in Ger­
many that Great Britain was prepar­
ing to attack her. This he character­
ized as “ a wild and absurd idea.” He 
did not consider it a cause for com­
plaint that Germany had not entered 
into an arrangement with Great Bri­
tain, as one could be proposed only 
on *he basis of a superior British 
navy, which would Ik* a difficult thing 
for the German Government to put 
before its people.

“The Germans,” said the Secretary,
view their programme as one made for 

their own needs, and one which has uo 
reference to our programme. Their idea 
is that if w~ built fifty Dreadnoughts or 
a hundred they would not build more 
than the number already decided upon, 
and if we cease to build altogether thev 
would not build one less. We have no 
difficulty in accepting that view without 
reproach, and just as little difficultv in 
saying frankly that our view of our’ ua 
val needs is that our expenditure is and 
must be dependent upon German ex­
penditure. It is essential that wc keep 
our navy in a superior position. If I 
were asked to uame the one thing which 
would most reassure us with regard to 
the prospects of peace it would be that 
Die naval expenditure of Germany is be­
ing diminished and that ours is follow-

Germanv lias given verbal but explicit 
assurances, continued Sir Edward, that 
she did not intend to accelerate her 
naval programme, and would have onlv 
thirteen Dreadnoughts by the end of 
1912. The British Government had ac­
cepted these" assurances, but was inform­
ed that four more would be in the trial

six months earlier, according to 
the German custom, capable of being 
put into commission. Moreover, changes 
m the European situation might lead to 
a change in the German programme. He 
did not believe in the British Govern­
ment ordering eight ships immediately, 
as they would not be completed any* 
sooner than if four were withheld. Some 
time, lv pointed out, Germany might 
change the type of her ships, which 
would necessitate a British change.

He then spoke of the progressive im­
provement in Anglo-German relations, 
and said that in his opinion the only 
thing that could disturb these rela­
tions would be an attempt by either 
country to isolate the other, a thing 
which neither contemplated. 
SOCIALISTS ANI) REDUCED ARMA­

MENTS.
After Sir Edward Grey’s exposition of 

the Government’s policy the speeches 
from the Opposition benches seemed-half 
hearted, although flashes of enthusiasm 
were kindled among the Opposition 
members by the announcement, while 
Mr. Balfour was speaking, of the victory 
of the Conservatives in the Croydon elec-

The Socialist members of the Reichs­
tag and the British Laborites exchanged 
telegrams, pledging themselves to work 
for the reduction of armojments, just 
about the time that the Brtiisli Foreign 
Secretary was frankly declaring that the 
British navy was designed solely for pro­
tection against Germany.

THE GERMAN CHANCELLOR.
Berlin, March 29.—Chancellor von Bue 

low made a speech in the Reichstag to­
day on the foreign relations of the cm

The Chancellor alluded pleasantly 
to the recent visit to Berlin of King 
Edward e and Queen Alexandra, and 
spoke of the excellent terms upon 
which Great Britain and Germany 
were now living. He then referred to 
the ‘absurdity of the political fanatics 
in assuming that there was any hostile 
feelings between the two peoples," and 
reviewed the economic “community of in-

terests" that united Great Britain and 
Germany. •

“Great Britain,” continued the Chan­
cellor, “is for us the most important of 
all countries with which we trade.”

One-fifth of all that Germany sold 
abroad went to the United Kingdom 
and the British colonies, tin* Chancellor 
declared, and Germany during the past 
ten years bad taken an average of nine 
per cent, of all Great Britain’s exports, 
while the United States had taken seven 
and France five per cent.

The Chancellor was warmly ap­
plauded. lie closed without making 
any reference to the Socialist interpel­
lation as to why the German Govern­
ment took no step toward the limita­
tion of naval armaments through 
agreement with the powers.

Superintendent of Education Added 

to University.

Heavier Succession Duties to be Im­
posed on Heirs of Estates.

Toronto, March 30.- - Ill's Honor tin* 
Lieutenant Governor attended the open­
ing of yesterday’s session of the Legis­
lature. and from the throne gave his as­
sent to the following measures, the first 
completed legislation of the session : 
Respecting the fiscal year, to amend the 
municipal act. to amend the forest re­
serve act. lo amend the act to provide 
for development of water power at Dog 
Lake, respecting the Rideau Club, to 
amend the audit act. respecting the 
municipality of Neebring, respecting the 
Ontario Veterinary College, to amend the 
act respecting stationary engineers, and 
an act to provide for the transmission 
of electrical power ami to validate con­
tracts entered into.

Two important Government measures 
were introduced, that of Hon. A. J. 
Matheson to amend the succession duties 
net, and that of Hon. Dr. Pync to aaneud 
the university act. The amendments to 
I lie succession duties net are largely 
technical." said Hon. Col. Matheson. “and 
aim to remove some of the objections 
to the act made in a recent ease.” The 
Treasurer explained that the surtax on 
lineals, which stopped at three per cent, 
on gifts to single individuals getting over 
$800.000, now imposes four per cent, on 
single gifts of $1.000,000 to $1.200.000, 
and five per cent, on gifts to single per­
sons over $1,200.000. This is in addi­
tion to five per cent, they would other­
wise pay. making to the total pnymciy. 
where lineals (i. e., the children) get 
over $1.200.000. equal to ten per cent.

The Minister of Education’s hill, Hon. 
Dr. Pyne explained, proposes to place the 
Superintendent of Education (Dr. John 
Seatli) on the faculty of education of 
the University of Toronto.

On the second reading of the Gov­
ernment hill to amend the net respecting 
agricultural societies. Hon. J. S. Duff ex­
plained that its purpose was to give the 
Minister of Agriculture power to add six

directors to such of the larger societies 
us required additional directors.# For 
newly-organized societies it is proposed 
to plats* tlH*-.-meml>ership at 300, instead 
of 000, the Provincial grant being $1 for 
each member.

When the House went into Committee 
of Supply, lion. Mr. Matheson explained 
that the supplementary estimates asked 
for a sum approximating $417,000.

The estimate of $1,006.67 for a rail­
way auditor, tin* Minister explained, had 
I km* 11 made at the solicitation of the 
Railway Board, as it was considered 

! necessary in the public interest. This 
j officer would lie identified with the Rail 
I way Board, hut would he under and sub­

ject to the Provincial Treasurer.
The Attorney-General, Hon. J. J. Foy, 

explained that the item of $1,666 for a 
chief of provincial police represented a 
new appointment, such an officer being 
deemed necessary. He would be in charge 
of t lie constabulary in the newer districts 
and report to the department as to the 
necessity for police protection and make
recommendations.

Hon. A. G. MaoKay observed that when 
the Government was expending over 
half a million dollars on the Parliament 
buildings an effort should be made to 
improve the acoustics of the Legislative 
Chamber. If nothing could be done, he 
suggested turning the present chamber 
into office rooms and erecting a new or 
second chamber".

Sir James Whitney agreed that pre­
sent conditions were deplorable. It was 
his intention to have the engineer look 
into the question of extending the gal-

Synopsis of Canadian North­
west Land Regulations.

ANY person who is the sole heed of a fam­
ily. or any male over 18 yearn old, may 

homestead a quarter-section of available 
Dominion lard in Manitoba. Saskatchewan or 
Alberta. The applicant must appear In per­
son a*, the Dominion Lands Agency or Sub- 
Agency for the district. Entry by proxy may 
bo made at an* agency, on certain conditions, 
bv father, mother, son, daughter, brother or 
sister of intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months" residence upon and 
cultivation of the land la each of three years. 
A homesteader may live within nine miles of 
h's homestead on a farm of at least SO acres 
solely owned and occupied by him or by hit 
father, mother, son. daughter, brother or elu­

lu certain conditions a homesteader In good 
standing may pre-empt a quarter-section 
alongside his homosteed. Price $3.00 per 
acre. Duties—Must reside six months In each 
of six years from date of hornet toad entry 
(Including the time required to earn home­
stead patent) and cultivate fifty acres extra.

Toronto. March 30.— A prisoner at the 
jail, who gave the name of William 
Jakes, died early yesterday morning, 
aged 03 years.

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CRAZY SNAKE.
The Chief of the Creek Indians 

Offers to Surrender.

Was Trapped in His Lair But Safe 
From Troops.

Guthrie. Okla., March 30.—Crazy 
Snake or Chitto Harjo, the chief of 
the Creek Indians, offered to-day to 
surrender. The proffer of the wily 
old chief, who has been sought by 
five companies of state militia since 
Sunday, was made to officers of the 
militia this morning. He sent word 
that he desired to come in but feared 
surrendering to the local authorities.

With Crazy Snake and a large por­
tion of his band of Indians, half 
breeds and negroes apparently trap­
ped in the north Canadian bottoms, 
more than 300 Oklahama militiamen, 
deputies, cowboys and farmers hur­
ried forward at dawn to-day to join 
those already on guard to crush or 
capture the belligerents.

The Indians were in a timbered 
stronghold. On all sides ranged a 
dense growth of underbrush, flanked 
by great trees, capable of affording 
protection against a legion of galling 
guns. In this fortress, but by nature 
the like of which has .afforded pro­
tection to red men and paleface alike 
in many a fierce affray. Crazy Snake 
and a portion pf his band crept last 
night when Col. Hoffman s pursuing 
soldiery got too near for comfort. Here 
they prepared to make their last 
stand.

He was well protected in his wood­
ed retreat and all his followers were 
well armed and desperato and had 
sworn with their Indian rites to stay 
by him to the last The white men 
had Crazy Snake in their grasp, but 
were unable to take him. Ho could 
not escape, but so great was the peril 
of the situation that none of the 
State’s representatives cared to risk 
any engagement in the darkness.

Fighters under both civilian and 
military rule were rushed to the 
scene, mounted and afoot. Ammuni­
tion and supply wagons, all loaded for 
emergency, soon were rumbling on 
their way to the front. While this 
was in progress scores of white fam­
ilies had fled to their homes.

Adjutant Gen. Ganton in Guthrie 
is keeping close watch on the situa­
tion, ready to move into the field and 
take command at a moment’s notice.

Had the Snake massed his forces 
and given the whites open battle after 
their own fashion he would have been 
annihilated. So he tore iii.- com­
panies apart into mobs, sending some 
here, some there. With their savage 
instincts, they may be expected to 
make full use of the natural defences 
in which Oklahoma abounds and so 
prolong the conflict.
