.CHARLOTTETOWN.

(Coooluded from last issue.) 
Manitoba is our elder sister. She 

was given for government and 
legislation the same amount as we, 
viz., $30,000. [n 1882 this was
increased to $50,000, P E I. was
given a subsidy for want of public 
lands $45,090. Manitoba was given 
the same subsidy for that purpose.
This was increased in 1885 to $100-
000.

Then the swamp lands were given 
to that Province, the most valuable 
hay lands in all Canada, and a pres­
ent of 150,000 acres was made for 
Manitoba University. Many ad­
ditional subsidies were also given, 
the list of which is too long to en­
umerate. In 1898 the Dominion 
Government paid them $267,026.43 
for the cost of the Legislative 
buildings and Government buildings 
together with interest compounded 
at 5 per cent since 1870.

Their annual cash subsidies alone 
now amount to $821,00. While all 
this was going on we seem to have 
slept.

Alberta and Saskatchewan ore 
the latest of the Provinces.

Their average population was less 
than ours but they were set up with 
subsidies of $1,030,375 each to be 
increased with their growth of 
population up to $2,220,375—but 
even this did not satisfy the gener 
osity of Canada. They went away 
from the recent conference the one 
with an increase of $100,000 and 
the other with an increase of $130.
000 to their subsidies for goveri - 
meets and legislatures and with th 
further advantage that they also 
should be paid the per capita sub 
sidy after their population would 
exceed the limit fixed by their 
original act.

Their annual subsidies for want 
of public lands began at $375,000.

This is at the rate of 1 50 per 
capita of their assumed population 
while on the same ground we re 
oeive only 45o. Wbat justice 
this 7 It is little wonder that 
'hese Provinces have closed the 
year with large surpluses while we 
have cur usua} deficit to add to our 
enormous debt.
CLAIM No. 9.—Our Share of the 

Fishery Award.
We have a claim in justice and 

equity to our proportion of four and 
a half millions of dollars held by 
Çarada. The damages had arisen 
to us belore Confederation, The 
award was paid after Confederation 
end thus the money went in'o 
Canada’s hands. They claim to 
hold as tmstees for the Provinces 
affected and a sum supposed to re­
present the net interest is distribut­
ed in bounties. But the lion’s 
share is secured by Nova Scotia. 
Our share has long been placed at 
one million dollars, apd jt 17e ob­
tained this share it would enable us 
to double the fishing bounties now 
paid and leave a large amount to be 
applied to improvements 

This, then, is the position in 
which the opposing local parties 
etand respecting this Island's claims 
against Canada,

The L'beral delegatee bad tbp 
opportunity at the conference of 
1906 to have presented our claims 
in full.

They utterly failed to do so 
Instead they agreed to make the 

settlement final und unalterable.
The local government and their 

followers in the House ratified the 
ruinons bargain.

So far as the Liberal Q ivernagent 
at Ottawa and the Local Liberal 
Government are oonoeroed these 
terms are “final and unalterable."

But this is where the people of 
this Province have a voice. The 
doors at Ottawa are closed against 
the present local government by

record of the past four years and 
judge of their zeal.

In 1905 a joint resolution of this 
House was passed setting forth this 
Island’s grievances respecting 
Winter Communication and urging 
the construction of- the Tunnel. 
The Opposition gave the Govern- 
ment every assistance in preparing 
and passing the memorial. The 
government sent four of its mem­
bers to carry it to Ottawa we bed 
to pay them $440 for the trip—and 
that is the only thing we have cn 
record in respect thereto. They 
never reported to the country what 
they bad done, nor where they had 
gone. Last session, When the oor- 

i reapondonce was arked foe. tbeai- 
swer was that there was none.

Again in the eeeeton of 1906, a re- 
solution of the House was passed 
ordering the government to draw 
the attention of the Governor- 
General in Council to the resolution 
Of 1905.

Last session Mr Morson asked 
what action had been taken on the 
Resolution of 1906 and he received 
the reply that it bad never been 
presented,

Mr Prowse asked fora copy of 
the correspondence between the 
government of this Province and the 
Government of Canada respecting 
the establishment of an experimen­
tal farm, and he received the an­
swer “There is no correspondence 
to be tabled at present. It is not 
in the public interest.”

Mr Prowse asked for a return of 
all correspondence to date in rela 
tion to the Hillsboro Bridge. He 
was answered "There is no corres­
pondence." Yet the government 
of Canada had charged two years 
interest when the bridge had only 
been regnlarly opened for tr&ffio for 
one year.

Mr Fraser asked for a return 
showing all the oorresdondence be­
tween the governments respecting 
the claim of this Province to 
share of the Fishery Award. The 
answer of the Premier was “There 
is no correspondence."

Peraonally, 1 asked respecting 
the unanimous Resolution of the 
House, passed in 1907, for the pre­
paration of all the Island’s claims 

{■Wghhwt Caeadit The answer was 
that the resolution was not com 
pleted.

We askid the Commissioner 
Agriculture for a statement of the 
immigrants who had pome to the 
Island through the instrumentality 
of our agent in Britain and for a 
copy of all bii correspondence. The 
answer was that no correspondence 
bad taken place. , One Immigrant 
had come and gone, T&o govern­
ment had not known his name nor 
wbat bed become of him.

It is thus with al| our interests. 
The present government either can- 
not or will not advocate our claims.

A new department of Agriculture 
was established by the present Gov­
ernment. It never was given a 
fair chance. The Commissioner of 
Agriculture should have been a man 
of experience and of special kndw, 
ledge in his snbj 'Ot. This fias BOt 
been the case. Good men holding 
subordinate positions in the service 
have not been wanting and we ijave 
some excellent men still, but until 
we place at the head of this depart 
ment a man of special fiipess failure 
will continue to mark it for its own 

There was no more important 
matter unjer the control of this 
department than the Stbck Farm.
It bad rendered a splendid service 
to this Island and might have been 
developed into greater vsjoa still 
hut it has been destroyed, possibly 
beyond repair, ihrcngh the 
negligence and incompetence of the 
successive Commissioners of Agri 
culture, gsfore their qnfortqnate 
advent it was a thriving and bene- 
fioial institution.

The buildings on the farm were 
growing old and required attention 

Of this he was duly warned in the 
House but without avail and an em 
ployee of the department reported 
in 1904 : “The stables are cold 
poorly lighted and ventilated, en 
tailing an increase amount of feed 
and vitiated conditions in the 
auimalg. The roofs require to bp 
re-shingled and the floors are in 

[ need ol repairs."

The expected happened. Oat tie 
imported without inspection and dis­
eased.breeding conditions fostered, 
tuberonlosie seized upon the herd, 
Concealment was practised to an ex- 
tent that was little less than crim­
inal and many a progressive farmer 
in this Island purchased the dis­
eased stock to the injury or ruin of 
bis herd. Long before the general 
exposure came it was known by the 
department that the herd had be­
come diseased. The reports show 
only that it vu being “weeded oui" 
which in plain English meant that 
on many a night the cattle, sickened 
unto d*)tb, *»r|.take-out, 
teted, end buriçd in the dark w 
G*** not sa'WFWHneed in 
were sold for food to the innocent 
publia

Professor Ready said in 1905 
“That until the oversight of the or­
chards is given to a competent mar, 
the orchards can serve no useful 
purpose and because of their negleot- 
ed condition will be an injury rather 
than.a help."

Step by step we have moved 
backward until today the Stock 
Farm is regarded as a danger to the 
country rather than a benefit. The 
experimental efforts have been given 
up and no 00a can say that in the 
field of oo-operalive dairying this 
department has rendered any ap­
preciable aid.

The educational system of this Is­
land must be brought into accord 
with its main business—agriculture 
No man was ever endowed with 
such.mental gifts that he might not 
find full expression for them in the 
field of agrioulture and subjects 
bearing upon it. la our public 
schools we profess to teach agricul­
ture but it is a sham. The text 
book is obsolete and deals with con­
ditions that may exist in England 
but do not apply heFe,

We must next consider what our 
rights are from Oauada in respect 
to agriculture. Experimental 
Farms have been established in the 
varions Provinces of the Dominion, 
egoept in P E Island, at an immense 
cost in which we share. Their ex­
periments are of little or no value 
to us because applied to soil and 
climate conditions different from our 
own. We need tne experiments 
be made here and in conditions tha 
will be of actual value, It Is easy 
to show that ia the Royalty 0f 
Charlottetown the rich old heavily 
manured lands can produce certain
results but that is not all wq espec­
ially wish to know, What we <ib wieb 
to kn0T is how we r-o take oar ex- 
haaeted la-L, oar ..baok4e]ds„ aod 
with the means at our command 
greatly increase their production. 
Science can help up and that is the 
help we want.

PUBLIC WORKS.
This service has been growing 

from bad to wovse for many years. 
Ihis year the work upon the roads 
was delayed until the summer was 
over and now iu the face of an elec­
tion, activity in spending money on 
work that is too late, is to be seep 
on every band,

We bel|eee that (he people desire 
to see the direct result of their taxes 
and that under the system proposed 
we will got far better results than 
heretofore sod that waste will be 
reduced to the minimum.

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The Patriot says the Lib­
eral Provincial Government 
had larger revenues annually 
than the Conservatives. That 
is very true ; but they had 
$64,000 a year in taxation 
while the Conservatives had 
none, and notwithstanding 
this they had annual deficits 
twice as large as the Conser­
vatives. With all their rev­
enue, taxation and deficits, 
the roads and public works 
generally are much worse 
under the Liberals than under 
the Conservatives.

The Patriot says, the Con 
servatives had average de­
ficits of $23,000 for eight 
years. That is nothing in 
comparison to the Liberals, 
who had average deficits of 
$53.00 for seventeen years. 
For fourteen of these years 
they were collecting an an­
nual average of $64,000 in 
taxes ; but in the years the 
Conservatives are alleged to 
have had deficits they collect­
ed no taxes from the people 
Makes all the difference in 
the world does it not ?

In his so-called manifesto, 
Premier Haszard says a com­
mission has been appointed to 
enquire into the educational 
question and especially the 
price of school books. This 
is surely adding insult to in­
jury. In the session of 1907 
Mr Mathiesen Leader of the 
Opposition introduced a reso­
lution asking that a committee 
be appointed to enquire into 
these matters. On the 
promise of the Leader of the 
Government that the matter 
wouid be taken up, the reso­
lution was withdrawn. Last 
session, he asked for infor­
mation on the point and found 
that the only thing done was 
a report made by the Super­
intendent of education, justi­
fying the frequent changes of 
school books, and stating, 
that some other places paid 
as high for their books as we 
did. Thereupon, Mr Math- 
ieson again moved for a com 
mittee on the question. The 
Government immediately ad- 
dopted the whole preamble 
and incorporated a resolution 
of their own, to appoint a 
committee. They never ap­
pointed the committee until 
the meeting of the Executive 
at which the Legislature was 
dissolved, three weeks ago. 
In view of these facts does 
anyone imagine the Govern 
ment are sincere in this 
matter ? Mr. Haszard, is 
trifling with the intelligence 
of the electorate by such bare­
faced political hypocrisy.

At last, on the eve of the 
election, the Leader of the 
Provincial Government has 
issued, what the Patriot calls 
a manifesto. It certainly is 
the most insignificant, feeble 
mamby-pamby political do 
cument that ever emenated 
from the Leader of a political 
party. It is a mere squeak. 
It occupies what would make 
about a column ol the Patriot, 
clear of the flaming headlines. 
It embraces ten propositions, 
of the most perfunctory na­
ture, feeble imitations of the 
platform of the Leader of the 
Opposition. The questions 
mentioned are handled so 
gingerly that one is tempted 
to believe Mr. Haszard would 
prefer to have left them 
severely alone were he not 
compelled, for shame sake to 
say something. The Pre­
mier has nothing to say about 
pressing for a return to us of 
the cost of the P. E. I. Rail­
way. He has nothing to say 
about our right to an eq"iv 
aient for the im rrased subsi­
dies granted ;o iLe larger 
Provinces. He says nothing

about the non-fulfilment of 
the terms of union respecting 
winter communication ; noth­
ing about reform of our elect­
ion law ; nothing about im 
provement in the keeping of 
our public accounts ; nothing 
about numerous other import­
ant matters treated in the 
platform of the Leader of the 
Opposition. As a matter of 
fact, the document is much 
more remarkable for what it 
omits than for what it con­
tains. Were the Patriot’s 
scarehead lines not in evi­
dence, the precious “mani 
festo” would scarcely be 
noticed by anyone. It is 
verily a case of the mountain 
in labor and bringing forth a 
mouse.

A Bad Record.

In the consideration of 
public questions up for dis­
cussion in the election cam­
paign now going on, our 
readers should constantly bear 
in mind that Provincial, and 
not Dominion, politics is 
under review, and the line of 
cleavage between these two 
should be kept clear and dis­
tinct. The all important 
matter to which the electors 
should give their candid and 
honest consideration, is the 
manner in which the present 
Liberal Government of this 
Province have conducted our 
public business for the last 
seventeen years and upwards. 
How have they kept their 
preelection pledges ; how 
have they lived up to their 
preelection promises ; how 
have they husbanded our 
resources ; how have they 
economised in the expendi­
ture of the people's revenues ? 
These are the questions of 
vital and paramount import­
ance to the tax-payers of this 
Province and upon these the 
Government of the day 
should be judged. The Gov­
ernment’s conduct, under 
these heads, can be fairly 
tested by examining their 
record ; by viewing their per­
formances in the light of their 
promises and by comparing 
their accomplishments with 
those of their predecessors in 
office.

W ere the Government de­
sirous of joining issue in this 
manner of comparison, it 
would not require much ar­
gument to prove them utterly 
unworthy of the slightest 
scintilla of public confidence. 
But our Liberal friends take 
particular pains to avoid all 
reference to the record of the 
Government of this Province 
for the past seventeen years, 
and devote all their energies 
and exhaust all their ingenu­
ity to conceal that record from 
public view, as far as possible. 
The Leader of the Govern 
ment, in his public utterances, 
in the House and out of it, 
usually dwells on ancient his 
tory, rather than the perform­
ances of the present Provin­
cial Government, and the 
prgan of the (government 
dishes up Liberal sophistry 
by the column in its endeavor 
to divert public attention lrom 
the real issues before the 
electors of this Province, 
Since our friends of the Gov­
ernment fight so shy of the 
Liberal Provincial Govern 
ments' record it becomes 
necessary for us to throjw 
some light thereupon,

When the Liberals came in­
to power in 1891, they suc» 
ceeded a Conservative Gov 
eminent that had held office 
by twelve years. During 
nine of these years, this Gov­
ernment had collected no di­
rect taxes from the people of 
this Province, and altogether 
had taken from the people 
only $83,000 by way of taxa­
tion At the rate the previous 
Davies Liberal Government 
had taxed the people the re­
mission of taxation by the 
Conservative Government had 
saved to the taxpayers the

sum of 1860,000. Notwithstand­
ing this saving to the people, the 
debt of the Province when they 
retired from office was only $128,- 
000, in round figures. This cer­
tainly was an excellent record ; 
but oar Liberal friends raised the 
cry of Provincial debt, and blamed 
the Conservatives for withdraw­
ing the sum of $200,000 from our 
capital at Ottawa. This vener­
able chestnut has done duty for 
the Liberals for the last twenty 
years ; but let us see what part 
they themselves took in procur­
ing the withdrawal of this money. 
When the bill empowering the 
Government to withdraw $250,- 
000 from Ottawa was passed in 
the House of Assembly in 1888, 
there was a large Liberal major­
ity in the Legislative Council 
and when the bill came up for 
consideration there, Hon Alex. 
Laird moved an amendment that 
the amount to be withdrawn 
should not exceed $183,000. 
Eight Liberals in the Council 
voted for Mr. Laird’s amendment, 
the three remaining members 
voting against it. When the bill, 
as amended came back to the 
Assembly the amendment was 
not accepted ; the bill in its origin­
al form was sent back to the 
council and passed unanimously. 
This information is found in the 
Journals ot the Legislative coun­
cil.

Now, if there was anything 
wrong in the withdrawal of this 
mone/ from Ottawa the above 
evidence shows that the Liberals 
must bear their share of the 
blame. They were willing to 
withdraw $183.000, and when 
their amendment in this direction 
was rejected, they could have 
thrown out the bill ; but instead 
of doing that they unanimously 
passed it The Government of 
the day, although having power 
to withdraw $250,000, only took 
$200,000, just $17,000 more 
than the Liberals in the council 
voted for. Surely that should 
not constitute a serious wrong in 
the estimation of the Liberals. 
They simply have no case in the 
matter. If the Conservative Gov­
ernment of that day, reduced our 
annual subsidy, by this with­
drawal, to the extent of #10.000, 
they likewise increased the sub­
sidy by $20,000 a year, so that 
we are better off to the extent of 
$10,000, through their exertions. 
When we consider that some 
Government had remitted to the 
people $360,000 in taxation, we 
must conclude that their record 
was exceptional good.

We said above that when the 
Liberals came into power in 1891, 
the Provincial debt was $128,000. 
But nearly $52.000 of this amount 
was inherited from the Davies 
Government, as per the statement 
of Mr. Hyndman, auditor of that 
Government, found in appendix N 
of the Journal of 1879. It will 
thus be seen that the Conserv­
ative Government are responsible 
for less than $77,000 of the debt 
of the Province in 1891. Chal- 
mer’s and Davison's report, found 
in appendix N of the Journal of 
1891, places the balance against 
the Province on December 31, 
1890, at $128,429,21. This state­
ment is proved by the Public Ac­
counts of 1891, published in 1892, 
which shows the public debt on 
Dec. 31, 1891, to be $158,450, and 
also shows a deficit for the year 
1891 of $30,439.20. From the 
public records we have fully es­
tablished the fact that the debt of 
this Province in 1891 was $128,- 
429, and the further fact that less 
than $77,000 of this debt is prop­
erly charged to the Conservatives

This was the condition of affairs 
against which the Liberals raised 
such a hue and cry,, and upon 
which they ultimate!/ succeeded 
in defeating the Conservative 
Government The Liberals pro­
claimed themselves economists. 
They declared the era of deficits 
was at an end ; revenue and ex­
penditure should henceforth meet, 
and the day of taxation was far 
off. This was their cry over the 
length and breadth of the Prov­
ince ; this was the sbiboleth upon 
which they succeeded in displac­
ing the Conservatives.

As we have just shown, the 
Liberals reached power in 1891 
on the cry that this Province roust 
not go any further in debt than it 
was then ; revenue and expendi­
ture must henceforth meet j no 
deficits were to be permitted and 
the day of taxation was far off. 
This was the platform on which 
Mr. Frederick Peters rode into 
power. He formed his Govern­
ment and started in to carry out 
t)is policy. Let ns pause here for 
a moment apd fully consider the 
existing condition of things. Vfe 
have shown aboye what the record 
of the Conservative Government 
had been, and we have pointed 
out what the debt of the Province

was when the Liberals came in in 
1891. If the Conservatives were 
guilty of any political faults, they 
were punished for them by suffer­
ing defeat. The Liberals, as we 
have pointed out, promised to rem­
edy the evils and right the wrongs 
of which they accused their Op­
ponents. Now they are in the 
saddle and about to commence the 
political regeneration they had 
promised. Let us take them at 
their word and accept the public 
and official declarations of "their 
Leader at the starting point, as 
the corner stone of their platform.

What then was the official 
declaration of policy of the Lib­
erals, through their Leader, when 
they took up the burden of Gov­
ernment ? It was this ; Mr. Fred­
erick Peter’s Leader of the Gov­
ernment, asked the Legislature 
for authority to issue debentures, 
to the amount of $185,000. He 
declared that this money was for 
the purpose of funding the** then 
existing floating debt, and to 
make some repairs to the Provin­
cial building. He further said 
that the accounts being adjusted 
by means of the money thus rais­
ed, there should henceforward be 
a clean sheet ; there would be no 
more deficits ; revenue and ex­
penditure would henceforth meet. 
Mr Peters made these declarations 
with the full responsibility of his 
official position, as Premier of this 
Province. We must assume he 
meant what he said. At any rate, 
the Legislature gave him the 
necessary authority to issue the 
debentures. The money was 
raised and the new plan of con­
ducting the public business of 
this Province was inaugurated. 
This was the starting point in the 
Liberal financial management of 
our Province. We can no more 
go back beyond this point Our 
Liberal friends solemnly declare 
through their Leader that they 
found a certain debt left by the 
Government that had just gone 
out of office, and that $185,000 
was to fund this debt and have 
several thousand dollars for cer­
tain public improvements. All 
these things are accepted for ar­
gument sake as stated, and we 
are from that date to look ahead ; 
never to look back. The Conser­
vatives had been punished for 
their iileged short coming’s. The 
Liberals came into power ; pro­
pounded their financial policy 
and the new financial regime was 
launched.

the million dollar mark. This is 
how revenue and expendituie 
have been made to meet ; this is 

; how deficits have been warded off. 
Surely the party that thus fla­
grantly broke their promises ; de­
ceived the people and ran our 
Provincial debt up from $128,000 
to $1,000,000, are absolutely un­
worthy the confidence of a free 
and independent electorate.

A debt is measured by the in­
terest paid on it. Given the a- 
rnount of interest and the rate, 
the debt can be computed. In 
the case of the Provincial debt 
the interest is not uniform ; but a 
fairly approximate calculation in­
dicates a capital bordering on the 
million mark. To show how our 
Liberal friends distinguished 
themselves in the matter of in­
terest as well as in every other 
phase of their financiering it is 
sufficient to state that the interest 
charge in 1890, the last year for 
which the Conservatives are res­
ponsible, was only $2,987 44, 
while the interest paid in 1907 
was $31,531.15 and to this must be 
added accrued interest on loans 
$11,004.33, making a total interest 
burden for 1907 of $42,535.48. 
This indicates splendid economy 
surely.

Starting from this point, let ns 
review the financial history of 
our Province for the last seven­
teen years. We were to have no 
more deficits, according to the 
Liberal platform ; but they had 
scarcely warmed their official 
seats when the work of rolling up 
deficits commenced. As we have 
already seen, they created a de- 
Sfit of $30,500 the very first year 

were in office, and from that 
day forward they have had an­
nual deficits ranging in magni­
tude from #12,000 to $120,000. 
These deficits have kept piling up 
the Provincial debt until it is now 
in the vicinity of $1,000,000. 
That means $1.00 an acre on every 
acre of land in this Province. 
That is quite a mortgage for the 
farmers of this Island to carry. 
The Provincial auditors report on 
the public accounts for the year 
ended 30th Sept 1907, the last 
we have, placed the receipts at 
$350,479.09 end the expenditure 
at $361,158.94. These figures 
showed an apparent deficit of 
$10,679 85 ; but this was very far 
from the real deficit on the year's 
transactions, and was arrived at 
by placing among the receipts 
$35,000, half the increased -sub1 
sidy, which was not received until 
two months later. Making this 
necessary porregtipn in the ac­
counts, as they stand, the appar­
ent deficit would be $45,679.85. 
But even this addition leaves an 
unpaid liability on unfinished 
contracts of $43,304-84 as well as 
an item for interest on loans, 
amounting to $11,004.33. These 
items taken together bring the 
deficit up to $99,989.02 without 
taking into account other deferred 
payments which woqld swell the 
amount to ap enormops sum. In 
his budget speech iq the Legis­
lature last sessiop, Premier Efas- 
jtard anticipated a deficit on this 
year's financial transactions of 
If ,l3f. But we may be very sure 
the deficit will bp much pparer 
seven times seven thousand ; and 
this is not all. Statements sub­
mitted to the House last session 
by the Premier indicate that the 
deficit for the current year, up to 
the 29th of February last, sup­
posing all bills and interest to be 
paid and the half yearly subsidy 
all usefi up, amounted to $129,- 
900- This added to the Proyip 
cial debt already admitted by the 
Government easily brings it up to

remedy applied have failed. There 
are a hundred and one other sub­
jects upon which the Government 
deserve the execration of the elec 
torate ; but we are not able to deal 
with them in this issue. For more 
extended explanation of these im 
portant public questions we reoom 
mend the careful reading and re­
reading of the great speech of Mr 
Mathieeon, Leader of the Opposition.

We invite the earnest attention 
of < ur readers to what we have said, 
here and now on the different pub 
lto questions of importance to this 
Province. A careful study of these 
questions will surely convince any 
unbiased honest and honorable el c* 
tor that the present Provincial Gov­
ernment have forfited all claim to 
the people’s confidence.

While our Liberal friends were 
thus creating deficits, amounting 
tn all to $900.000 and averaging 
about $53,000 a year, they were 
also keeping “taxation far off,” by 
bleeding the people to the time of 
over #900,000 or an annual 
average of over $64,000 for four­
teen years. $900,000 in taxation 
and $900,000 in deficits. That is 
surely a splendid record for a 
party that promised to make 
revenue and expenditure meet, 
and keep the day of taxation far 
off.

The Liberal Government of 
this Province have made a record 
for broken promises, violated 
pledges, extravagance and mis­
management unequalled in politi­
cal history. Their disastrous 
management of our Provincial 
finances may be thus briefly 
sumed np :

Provincial debt increased from 
$128,000 to $1,000,000.

Interest charge increased from 
$2,697, to $43,000.

Taxation increased from $83,* 
00C to $900,000.

The average annual deficits hag 
been about $53,000.

The average annual taxation 
for 14 years is $64,000.

What a scandalous record for 
a party that promised to make 
revenue and expenditure meet 
and keep the day of taxation far 
off!

It is not in the management of 
our fioances alone that the Govern 
m»nt have been derelect in tbeir 
duly and recreant to the trust re 
posed on them. In every matter 
of public importance they sacrificed 
our rights, in obedience to the 
promptings of those high up in the 
councils of tbeir party. Oo the 
subsidy question, they failed to pre 
sent our claims to special treatment 
and allowed the geldeo opportunity 
of receiving an additional SIQQ.OOO 
to pass. So far as oar Government 
and tbeir delegates to the Ottawa 
conference are concerned, they 
allowed the Federal authorities to 
walk over them and slam the door 
in their faces. Oar delegates sat in 
the conference, as dam as mummies 
with lock jaw, while the Premier of 
British Columbia was busying him­
self in securing better terms lor his 
Province, Had we not been re­
presented there at all we w nld 
have fared just as well off. With 
regard to pressing oar claims on 
the attention of the Dominion G j. 
emmênt, they have utterly Jailed. 
Session after session resoltvionw 
have baen passed on this subject and 
inquiry at tlp next stssion ijioited 
tbe information that the resolutions 
had never been presented. Infor­
mation to which the people’s repre­
sentatives are entitled hae been 
withheld from the members of tbe 
L gislature, by command of the 
Leader of the Government. Tne 
parents of the school children if this 
P ovince have been fl-ooed to the 
tune of $15,000, in cone quence of 
the frequent changes and exorbil 
ant prices of school hoi ks. These 
changes and these outlawed prices 
have been arranged fiy the mom • 
p. list publishers and the Govern 
ment have favored them and on 
oonraged them at the expense of the 
parents, who have to buy books for 
their children. In Q ilario and 
Mew Brunswick, wherp the L'beral 
Governments have been turned on', 
the succeeding O meervative G >v- 
ernmenta have grappled with this 
evil end now in Ontario, school­
books that formerly cost 36 's, are 
purchased for Î cts. In New B' uns 
wick a saving of 40 per cent has 
been effeo'ed io the purchase of 
soborl books. Too so m !al ms 
monopoly bas fi'en enoca "'gsd by I 
the Government here, sod all >'-! 
tempts of the Opposition to have a1

British People on Prefer­
ential Trade.

In tbe coarse of his address before the 
Canadian Club of Toronto on Wednes­
day evening last, Lord Milner said that 
he had been reading the comment in 
the London papers in regard to the re­
cent elections, and was amazed to find 
that some Rip Van Winkle had said 
that the result showed that the tariff 
craze had been killed. Tbe writer mast 
have been asleep since 1888, for bow 
could the policy ot Imperial prefereace 
be killed when the party that introduced 
it and maintained it for twelve years bad 
been returned to power ? This but 
showed that such s speech as Col. Den­
ison’s was needed in England, and yet 
a certain amount of information regard­
ing Great Britain might be serviceable 
in Canada. He had often heard re 
cently that the people of England wae 
very much against reciprocity in trade 
relations or that they would never think 
of a scheme involving the taxation of 
food staffs. People who made such 
statements are entirely ignorant of the 
progress made in the last two years in 
England. None would now be so brave 
aa to say that tariff reform was ont of 
the question or even improbable in the 
early future. The English election of 
1906 didTiot mainly turn on this quest 
ion, though it did militate to some ex 
tent against the psrty in power, aa it 
will militate at the next election against 
the present Government. If the quest 
ion were to be “yes ” or “no ” on fiscal 
reform, be believed the answer of the 
people wonll be decidedly in the affirm­
ative. Tbe nation was now prepared to 
look at the proposals as a whole, and 
to favor the adoption of a fiscal policy 
combining a moderate, reaonablo de­
gree of protection to the productive en 
ergiee of the country with arrangements 
for giving a preference to the products 
of the Empire. It wae turning toward 
a tariff in no case embracing very high 
duties, bat with a high scale for import­
ation from foreigm countries and a lower 
scale for importations from other parte 
of tbe Elm pi re. The people were unable 
to withstand a combination of argu­
ments, they saw the increased need of 
new sources of revenue and the neces­
sity to secure mw markets, and under 
stood that the best and easiest markets 
to secure were those of the sister nations 
across the seas.

Lord Milner on Mr. Cham­
berlain.

In the course of his latest address 
jn Toronto, Lord Milner said that : 
It was hard for one not brought up in 
England to realize how difficult-the 
change of mind as to prefercntal trade 
was f >r the English people* They 
bad been taught free trade as the 
eleventh commandment, and as such 
worth as much as all tbe others put 
together. It was a tall order for men 
brought up in that faith to abondon 
or even to modify it. Personally he 
did not believe that the truth lay en­
tirely with the abstract free trader or 
with the extreme protec ionist, but 
every proposal must be jubged on its 
merits, and it was with the actual con 
ditions ol trade and industry today 
that the propaganda for tariff reform 
won. When considering the enor­
mous change in public sentiment in a 
few years, they must appreciate 'he 
service of the great statsmau who 
brought it aboqt, and the courage of 
Joseph Chamberlain when he brake 
from the traditione of a lifetime and 
Went out into tbe wilderness, forseeing 
defeat and long exclusion from power 
because he law it was neceaeary to pro­
mote the idea of Imperial unity. It was 
tbe braveet, (the moet historically me 
morable thing ever home by a British 
statesmen, (Load cheers.) The fight in 
England was won nnlega a new factor 
were introduced at the eleventh hour. 
It remained lor the yonnger members of 
the Imperial family to continue their 
preference for the colonies now hel d the 
question of .Imperial reciprocity in their 
bandit and bad only to sit tight and do 
nothing to weaken their position 
Whole after Joseph Chamberlain in the 
thought there wae no m*n in the 
Empire to whom they were more indeb­
ted than Col Denison, he wonfd break a 
lance with him in regards to one por. 
tion of h|s speech. While there was a 
great difference of opinion in the Old 
Country on thie matter, it wae not due 
to any lack of sympathy on rhe part of 
the great majority of the British people. 
There w*S opposition especially with an 
educated class who were brought up in 
the Cobdenlte political economy, but the 
opposition was an intellectual one. 
Then allowance must be made for the 
distorting effect of party politics. It 
wga big conviction—he said it with fear 
and trembilag, bat abeolatly of all parts 
of the Empire—that the infioence of 
party politics was in nine cases ont of 
ten always hampering and unfavorable 
to the great national movement. He 
gfas not prepared to say what the end 
of the great struggle would be hot if ob-. 
staclea of any kind should ultimately 
prevent the realization of the great ideal* 
to which they were all devoted, It would 
be all the greater (gisfortqoe because it 
would be contrary to the deepest wish 
and desire of tbe British rase in what, 
ever part of the world.

Heart failure is said to have been the cause 
of death, but the deceased was not known 
to have suffered previously from the oom- 
plaint.

At the request of the State of Maine 
Board of Health, the Governor and Coun­
cil approved the rules and regulations re­
lating to smallpox in New Brunswick. 
The regulations provide that no person 
from New Brunswick shall come into the 
State of Maine unless he can prove that he 
has been successfully vaooinated and has 
not been exposed to the infection of small­
pox.

Wreckage picked up in the North Sea 
confirms the fears that the steamer Yar­
mouth foundered several days ago while 
crossing from the Hook of Holland to 
Harevioh. The Yarmouth was a channel 
freighter belonging to the Great Eastern 
Railroad Company. She carried a orew of 
23 men, and it is believed that they all 
perished.

Berlin, Nov, 2.—Chancellor Von 
Buelow’i position appears almost un­
tenable. Fat and wide throughout 
the Empire newspapers of all parties 
discu# with mockery, amazement and 
regret the Government's explanation 
of how what purported to be the en­
ormously important utterances of the 
Emperor, affecting three Great Powers 
passed through the hands of the Chan 
cellor and a long line of Foreign Office 
officials without having been conside­
red by any of them, or even read by 
most of those responsible for the deli­
cate foreign relations. The Emperor 
fully condones Prince Von Buelow’i 
partin the after. But the Chancel­
lor's authority and prestige with the 
country have been so shaken that he 
may again ask the Emperor to relieve 
him.

Terrible Ending.

Windsor, Ontario, Nov z.—As an 
ending of the Hallow E’en celebration 
here Walter Gilbula, Jean and Fraacia
Hatteriby, brothers, were instantly 
killed while running down the 
street cat tracks in Belton, six miles 
south of here. The three men had 
been attending a dance. Batterby 
was the keeper of the tower at the 
point where the Pere Marquatte tracks 
and Michigan Centreal tracks inter, 
sected and was trying to reach the 
towor in time to let down the gate for 
the approaching train the rumble of 
which drowned the noise of the elec­
tric train coming behind, and without 
knowing that the car was tearing down 
on them the two Battersbys and 
Gilbula were struck. Gilhula was 
thrown far into the field, being inst­
antly killed, while the two brothers 
were ground to death under the 
wheels.

Early Sunday morning last the starch 
factory at Hunter River was discovered to 
be on fire. Fanned by the fierce north’ 
western gale, the flames had gained such 
headway that nothing could be done to 
save the building, which was rapidly re­
duced to ashes. Nothing remains today 
but ihe brick and iron, the boiler and ma­
chinery, and smouldering ruins. The cause 
of the fire is at present unknown. The 
night men had left at midnight, and every­
thing was apparently all right, the fires 
being banked. A tank containing 10,000 
gallons of water was in the upper part of 
the building, but it could not be reached in 
time to be of any service, so fast did the 
flames spread. Inside of an hour every 
thing was destroyed. The factory was 
built twenty-five years ago, but has been 
enlarged and improved since that time, 
New tanks and new machinery were instal 
led within the past few years. This sea­
son it was grinding about 2,000 bushels of 
potatoes per day, and this promised to be 
one of the best seasons in the history of the 
industry. About $4,000 worth of stock 
in the form of finished and partly finished 
stock was distroyed. Five buildings in 
all were destroyed, and tbs total }osa wil} 
be about $8,000, covered by $4,0QQ insur 
ance. By the distruotion of the factory 

i twenty men are thrown out of employment 
and the farmers are deprived of an import 
ant home market at the present time.

Victoria, B C Oct 33—News of 
the arrival of a pleague ship at Yoko 
hama a few days before sailing "with 
50 dying and 52 dead, was brought 
here by the steamer Monteagle. The 
German steamer Landraft Schieff, 

hich had taken 416 Chinese collies 
from Hong Kong for Safina Oruz, 
Mexico, had failed to secure permis­
sion to land her passengers, and beri­
beri had broken out on the return 
voyage. Tne Mexican officials held 
that the Chinese were suffering from 
eye disease, and landing was refused 
on this ground. Protesta were un­
availing, and the steamer remained 
some time at anchor at Sahan Cruz 
while the question waa beiug disputed, 
Finally she left bound back to Hong 
Kong, aod put into Yokohama with a 
terrible condition prevailing on board. 
Beriberi had broken out goon after 
leaving Mexico, and 52 of the Chinese 
succumed. Despite loud protests on 
the part of the survivors, these were 
buried at sea. When the steamer ar 
rived fifty more were lying in a pre 
carious condition-

New Brunswick, has taken the 
matter up under Premier Helen 
and already has made arrange­
ments whereby 40 par cent of the 
cost of the school boqke issued and 
the price of school supplies greatly 
reduced. What would such a re­
duction mean to us?

Last year the enrollment of pupils- 
in our public schools wag 19 
The average cost of books for dtob^ 
pupil is generally .-placed at $2.00 
which would total $38,000, 40 per 
cent saved on this would equal $15,. 
200 per annum. It is well worth 
while.

The Government is cot in sym% 
pathy with the movement for 
cheaper school books In 1907 I 
introduced a resolution sk r g that 
a committee be app.ii. ed by the 
House to take the matter up. Qo 
the request of tbo Premier and rely 
ing upon hie promise, given in the 
House, to have the grievance re­
moved at once I withdrew the reso­
lution. The only action taken waq 
the publication of a report by thf 
Superintendent of Education jus i- 
fying the frequent change of text 
books and their price, ft was noth­
ing more or less than a brief pre­
pared on behalf of the school book 
publishers to show we ate not used 
any worse than the Yukon, Jamaica, 
and some of theCanadiac Provinces.

In the last ressior I again intro­
duced the resolution which is in the 
following words: Whereas the tre 
quent changing of our text books 
authorized for use in the Public 
Schools and tbe _ excessive prices 
charged for the sam*.,impose a 
heavy burden upon the parents and' 
guardians of the children of this 
Province—“Be it tbereto/e resolved 
that a committee be appointed to 
enquire into tt.q mutter and to ueleo1 
suitable text books for use io the 
public schools of this Province and 
to recommend eqoh action as ap­
pears beat in order to secure such 
books at reasonable prices and to 
prevent unnecessary changes for 
the future."

The Government adopted the 
whole preamble of this resolution, 
thus admitting all tba grievances 
and substituted for the resolution 
the following:—

“Beit therefore resolved that this 
House authorize the Government to 
appoint a Commission to examine 
into and report upon the whole 
question of education lo this Pro­
vince including the- most suitable 
school books for use in the public 
schools and the best means of ob­
taining the same.
We claimed at the time that this was 

but a means to dodge the question 
and so it has proved, T >e spring 
is gone, the summer is ended, the 
harvest ie past, and R'.ill there is no 
commission and a,ill the paten s are 
paying tribute to tbe rru>nr polists 
in Toronto who fatten on tbe plunder 
wrung from them cod from tbe 
children of this Province.

Toe average salaries of teachers 
of every class has fa'l-.n greatly 
under this Government.

The Election Results.

The country has decided that 
Laurier shall have an opportunity 
to finish his wo;k. The elections 
have not seriously affacted the 
standing of parties in the House of 
Commons. Changes in one locality 
or one province have been offset by 
those in another locality or another 
province, The Government, when 
all the returns are in, will have a 
majority slightly less than that 
which supported it in tbe late Par­
liament,4mt amply large enough to 
enable it to carry out its policies. 
The result is unfortunate. The de­
feat of the Government, or even a 
serions reduction in its majority, 
would have been a lesson to those 
over-inclined to extravagance or to 
improperly making profit out of 
their public trust. There has been 
»uoh of both these abases daring 
the past eight years. Tbe expen­
diture has reached figures that 
should cause serions concern to 
more than the ministers, snd with 
the frequent and heavy borrowings 
that have recently been made has 
bnrl Canada's credit in the great 
money markets. Men io the Gov­
ernment’s following have taken ad­
vantage of their poaitious lo make 
fponey for themselves, with the 
knowledge if not tbe aid of those 
whose duty it was to protect the 
public property. Much has been 
said about this latter impropriety in 
the oclnroee of The Gazette, and it 
ia here tffirmed that wbat waa said 
was based op the reperds of farlia- 
tppol. waanot exaggerated or die- 
'orted for the purpioie of farming the 
Government or the individual» con­
cerned in it. It was pot forth in tbe 
conviction that it was the truth, and 
that jt indicated tbe existence of con­
dition» that were working have and 
leweiing tbe standard of public mor­
ality. Tbe elector» have done tome 
thing to condemn the evil. Some 
who were foremost in defying the 
decent sentiment of the country will 
not »it in the next Parliament. It 
would have been well if mote had 
been condemned. There has been 
much arid about tbe employment of 
money in behalf of the Government 
§pd report» that in worker» were 
backed by ao imtieeoie fqod have 
been frequently heard. There are 
the record» of the court» to »how that 
io Canada there are many venal voter» 
and many n en ready to purchaie 
them, Tt?e two çlaiee», doubtle»», 
combined to add fomething to tbe 
strength of the victoriou» patty. It 
i» not to be asiumed, though, that 
briber» ot bribe taker» did more than 
«a$igt jq what i« a somewhat unex. 
peeled and altogether uudeiefyed en­
dorsement of what tbe Government 
has done and wbat it proposes to do.

Edwinfi Island. Quebec responded
to the extrsordiuary effort» put forth 
by Sir Wilfrid Laurier and the appeals 
to the French-speaking people to 
stand by their distinguished com 
patriot. The province will be quite 

pronouncedly with Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier in tbe new a» it wi« in the 
old Parliament. On the other hand, 
Ontario, which it i» the fakhion in 
this province to hold up ai a centre 
of Proteitant bigotry, ha» only «light­
ly increased the modeiate majority 
that it gave four year» ago to tbe 
Conservative». The Opposition 
gains have come from the West. 
Manitoba has increased ita Comer 
vative delegation. Tbe solid British 
Columbia has been broken up. There 
will probably be some Conservative 
gains io Saskatchewan and Alberta, 
which is a doubly good thing, as 
•trengtheniog the Opposition and as 
putting some mark of censure on the 
transactions that have brought shame 
upon the administration.

One minister has been beaten, Vic 
toria, B. C. having rejected Mr Tern- 
pieman. He is a respected gentle­
man of no great weight in the Cab­
inet or Parliimeot. Mr Burrows ap­
pears to have been beaten in Dauphin, 
which isi good ttiieg. The Con­
servatives have lost Mr Bergeron, a 
tireless worker, and a man well liked 
wherever he appears. With him alio 
has gone Mr Leonard, who has for 
most of two Patliaments represented, 
Laval, Mr Brabazon, of Pontiac, and 
Mr Walsh, of Huntingdon. It has 
however, gained Mr Doherty, who 
has carried tbe St Ann's division of 
Montreal, and who should be one of 
tbe most useful members of tbe new 
Parliament.

While regretting the result, the 
Conservative party as a whole should 
not be discouraged. It wis io tbe 
right on tbe main issues before the 
country, has little to regret in what it 
did, and has but to go forward doing 
its duty, trusting that in due time its 
work will be appreciated and its suc­
cess made sure.—Montreal Gazette.
