SAYS STATHCONA 
ACTION ILLEGAL

FIND COAL NEAR BROCK.

Disfranchisement of Edmonton Res­
idents Owning Property in 

Strathcona Condemned.

Discover Coal in Large Quantities 
Near Saskatchewan Town.

Saskatoon, Nov. 29.—Coal has been 
discovered in large quantities two 
miles south of the town of Brock, 
Sask; Tw@ seven-foot seams have 
been struck, one at 139 feet and the 
other at 133 feet.

CORNWALL MAKES 
STIRRING SPEECH

MEMBER FOR PEACE RIVER DE­
LIVERS STRONG PLEA FOR A 

RY. TO FORT McMURRAY.

Scenes surpassed only by those of 
the memorable A. & G. W. debate of 
last spring were witnessed in the Leg­
islature yesterday afternoon. Every 
seat in the Hall was filled while 
cfowds who could not find other 
space stood in the aisles and occupied 
every available point where they 
might see and hear the proceedings. 
Ac the session proceeded the doors had 
to be closed and the general public 
were refused further admittance.

The features of the afternoon wa 
the impassionate speech of James K. 
Cornwall on the debate over the dis­
posal of the bonds of the A. & G. 
$V. Railway Co. With the exception 
of the five and a ihaif^hour |uraign- 
ment of the government and the rail­
way by R. B. Bennett in the earlier 
session of the year it is doubtful if 
a more effective contribution has been 
made to the debate on this much talk­
ed of project. But while last year 
the efforts of the speaker were to 
condemn the railway, the member for 
Peace River yesterday preached with 
all his ability what he has termed the 
“gospel of the north." The absolute 
necessity of a railway to Fort Mc- 
Iturray was his theme and his speech 
was undoubtedly the most powerful 
presentation of the case for the north 
that has yet been heard in the Legis­
lature. The adjournment of the de­
bate was moved by R. B. Bennett, apd 
he will address the House today. That 
he will make an exhaustive treatment 
of the situation was evidenced by the 
fact that he was unwilling to com­

Manitoba Court of Appeal Gives Im­
portant Judgment.

Winnipeg, Nov. 28—An important 
decision was handed down today by 
the court of appeal in the case of 
appeal by the street railway company 
against a judgment given some time 
ago by the present Chief Justice Ma­
thers in the action City of Winnipeg 
vs. Winnipeg Electric Co. The appeal 
sustains that judgment, which favored 
the city.

Hayes rivers, where after swinking 
tip one .water you carry your canoe 
over a rick some fifty yards wide to 
re-embark and sail along under sail, 
it may be, in g'ood deep water on the 
other side. “First the labouring oar," 
as Homer says, “and then the boon 
breeze to blow.” In the evening we 
reached Robinson’s Portage where we 
struck a magnificent camp within the 
roar of thundering falls. It is by far 
the longest portage in the whole jour­
ney, the river rushing like a mill race 
for a mile and a half through a series 
of rapids and cascades quite impas­
sable to canoes. Accordingly the Hud­
son’s Bay Co. have set up here a 
wooden tramway with four iron- 
wheeled trucks by which our canoes 
•and baggage were transported to the 
calmer waters below the falls. From 
this for five days of almost mono­
tonous sunshine and general prosper­
ity from the 11th to the 15th we 
went through a whole endless series 
of reedy island or lakes and lovely 
rivers, their low shores covered with 
the characteristic and rather value­
less timber of this region, mostly 
spruce, poplar and tamarack. The 
longest lakes were Knee Lake, fifty 
miles long, and before it Oxford 
Lake, which is thirty-five.

Late in the evening of the 12th af­
ter an unusually splendid sunset on 
the water as we paddled along we 
rea'ched Oxford House.at'the head of 
its lake, another station of the 
great company and the only settle­
ment. throughout the whole stretch of 
four hundred miles from Norway 
|House to York Factory. Sir John 
Franklin mentions it as an already 
decaying station in 1819. The Indians 
made the most of their stay here— we 
did not leave till the afternoon of 
the 13th—brightening up the links of 
old acquaintanceship and indulging in 
a good deal of dancing and general 
jollification. During these days we 
had a great deal of delightful rest 
and exhileration of sailing. Once on 
the fifteenth as we crossed an arm of 
Knee Lake the wind freshened and 
gave us a little thrill of excitement. 
The canoes shipped some water, one 
mast snapped to the great amuse­
ment of the Indians not involved and 
we realized for a moment that our 
journey was not altogether lacking in 
the spice of danger. During these 
nights we had many displays of the 
Northern Lights. But they were not 
specially brillant. Strange to , say they 
are not to be seen at their best so far 
north.

The 
working day was in this instance about 
the average length, namely ten hours 
broken by two periods of rest for the 
purpose of “bailing the kettle,” às it 
is called, the Indians invariably mak­
ing very strong tea, of which too they 
generally take a supply with them on 
board to drink cold from time to time, 
and eating bacôn and bannock—a 
large round very thick Scotch scone— 
while the rest of the party enjoyed a 
considerably more varied diet. Be­
sides these pauses, there were some 
five-minute breaks in the continuous 
paddling at intervals fixed by Com­
mander Gar sen, according to hts own 
fancy, the Indians filling their pipes 
and engaging with much abandon in 
outbreaks of Cree factiousness, 
which seemed by tlie laughter they 
provoked to be highly appreciated.

NORTHERN RAILWAY EXTENSION 

BEGINS NEXT SEASON.

The silly story that Premier Sifton 
Is indifferent to railway extension In 
the northern portion of the province, 
or hostile toward It, received Its finish 
from the statement of Vice-President 
Mann, of the C.N.R., that he was able 
to assure the Premier—in reply to his 
urging that rapid headway be made 
In construction work—that steel would 
be laid on three hundred miles of the 
lines guaranteed by the province next 
year. Three of the lines to be built 
next season affect the “Twin Cities,” 
and two of them penetrate the nor­
thern country, which has been as yet 
without railway accommodation. The 
line from Vegrevtlle to Calgary is to 
be completed to that city and ex­
tended. The cut-off from Camrose to 
Straihcona Is to be built. The Atha­
basca Landing line is to be finished, 
and a hundred miles is to be built on 
the line running from Morlnvllle east 
to Lac La Biche and thence to the 
eastern boundary of the province. 
The line to the Landing and the north­
easterly line have both been projected 
for some time, but work has proceed­
ed "slowly on the former and no work 
has been done on the latter. The rea­
son for this delay Mr. Mann did not 
announce, 'but whatever It was it has 
been removed and the company are 
to undertake the completion of these 
lines with the speed which charac­
terizes their building operations gen­
erally. The line to the Landing will 
tap the great waterway system of the 
north at the point nearest Edmonton, 
and will accommodate greatly traffic 
to and from the Peace River and 
other, north-western districts, as well 
as that to and from points down 
stream to the Arctic. The north­
easterly line will tap one of the best 
settled and most fertile districts in 
the province, and as it is being started 
from this endr Edmonton merchants 
will be able to get on the ground first 
and capture business as construction 
proceeds. The suggestion that the 
line will touch the Lac La Biche coun­
try is, a hint that it may be diverted 
farther north than bas usually been 
supposed, or that a branch w’ll be 
built to give facilities to that district. 
In either event, it is made clear that, 
in accord with the desires of the Pre­
mier, railway extension into Edmon­
ton's hinterland is to be energetically 
taken up next season, and prosecuted 
in a business-like manner. The news 
will be received with satisfaction alike 
in the" clty-and in the districts affect­
ed, and to those people in both who 
are amenable to reason will be the all- 
sufficient reply to the foolish impres­
sion that some have sought to convey 
that the head of the Government was 
either callously Indifferent to the de­
velopment of the country tributary to 
Edmonton or actually hostile toward 
It. Instead of railway talk we are to 
get railways.

A WORD TO THE PRESIDENT.

If his frequent change of address 
does not prevent him receiving regu­
larly copies of the Edmonton papers, 
President' "Clarke, of the A. & G. W„ 
will be pleased and surprised In a 
few days to observe In some of these 

how many people there are in this 
city who are said to have unshaken 
faith in the integrity of his company 
and to regard as criminally cruel the 
proposal of Premier Sifton to drop 
him out of a contract which he has 
already twice broken. If he takes 
the reports of some of these papers at 
face value It win appear to the loco- 
moting president that he Is a very 
popular man In Edmonton, that he is 
regarded here generaly as the head of 
a bona-Ade. concern, that the acclaim 
of the populace is that he be allowed 
to return anfl^omplete his project un 
der the much-discussed agreement 
made with the late government. It 
Is eiily kindness, however, to proffer 
te",Wë worthy President a gentle hint 
that the picture Is somewhat over­
drawn; that his friends are letting 
their wishes run away with their 
judgment; that they are seeing 
double, triple, multiple in fact, when 
they come to count noses among 
themselves; that there Is here no out­
cry from an incensed people against 
the spoliation of an innocent and well- 
meaning man; that, In fact, the people 
of this community are neither shout­
ing that Clarke be crowned nor tnat 
Sifton be crucified. Were such hint

not dropped in time, who knotvs but 
the ill-advised friendliness of the A. & 
G. W. Press might get the respected 
head of the institution into trouble? 
Relying on their representation of 
things he might even determine to re­
turn to Alberta, forgetful of the lurk­
ing vigilance of the Royal Commis­
sion, which has been seeking the plea­
sure of his company In vain, lo these 
many months. It is hoped that he 
will not take amiss, therefore, a few 
statements of sober fact, calculated 
to help him keep his feet on the 
ground and his head from swelling, 
To put the matter as briefly as pos­
sible, and as gently as can be, the fact 
is that his newspaper friends are ly­
ing to him. Perhaps their aim Is not 
to help him so much as to hurt the 
Government. To their peculiar kiild 
of Judgment It seems to be capable of 
belief that the public can be roused 
to frenzy with the statement that 
Clarke Is being abused, and the Gov­
ernment thereby hurled from office by 
an Indignant electorate. The delu­
sion seems to please them, and the 
friends of the Government can only 
hope that they continue to abide in 
it until the elections oome around, and 
then make their stand against the 
Government upon it. To be specific, 
the President is Informed in scare 
headings that the Edmonton Boaru 
of Trade fathered a resolution ap­
proving of his scheme. If he will 
scan the resolution he will be saved 
frem this snare. A resolution was 
submitted to the Board which might 
have been made to bear that construc­
tion, but the Board took It in hand, 
wrung the politics out of It, pan dried 
It, and produced a simple and 
straightforward expression of opinion 
that railway extension should proceed 
into the northern portions of the 
province, an opinion that no one here­
abouts will dissent from, but that 
does not' hold much In the way of 
compliment or hope for the Presl 
dent. Then in “ forty-eight point 
black face” he was told yesterday that 
the people of the city stood for two 
hours or so in the bitter cold while 
orators preached the greatness and 
goodness of his project. The Presi­
dent should take this with a handful 
of salt. One of the friendly papers 
puts the crowd at a half thousand. 
But there were some details that were 
not added. One was that the peti­
tion asking the Mayor to call the 
meeting was circulated simply as a 
means of getting an expression of 
opinion In favor of the construction 
of railways Into the northern dis­
tricts. Another was that the Con­
servative parity, which was holding a 
kind of grand rally that evening, de­
cided that they could do better work 
piomoting dissension among the 
Liberals than making speeches to 
themselvea They adjourned the 
conclavez and joined the crowd. Thus 
augmented, the crowd reached a 
number put by the friendly paper at 
five hundred. This may be taken as 
the official estimate of the number of 
Conservatives In the city who are 
ready to swallow what they said six 
months ago In order to promote dis­
sension among the ranks of their op 
ponents, and of the Liberals who are 
prepared to take sides with them In 
the hope of upsetting the Sifton 
Government; plus the people who 
were Induced to attend the meeting by 
the assurance that it was not Intended 
as a white washing bee for the A. & 
G W. bargain. It is fair to add that 
Edmonton is the only place in Alberta 
wh.ere anybody thinks the A. & G. W. 
Company should be allowed to meddle 
further with the matter. These may 
be unpleasant truths to the President, 
but If he ponders them they may save 
him from letting the over-kindness of 
his friends lead him to think more 
highly of his repute In these parts 
than is warranted. He will under­
stand that the information is tender­
ed in a proper spirit, and will no 
dcubt accept it in the same way.

TORYISM.
The “free hand” with which the 

member for Red Deer was said to 
have been elected remained “free"

by independent votes undertakes this 
responsibility he at least debars him­
self from accusing others of lacking 
consideration for the rights of the 
voters. When Mr. Sifton assumed u»« 
leadership of the Liberal party he 
went Into a constituency as such and 
was elected. When Mr. Michener as­
sumed the leadership of the Conser­
vative party he simply sat tight and 
gave no voter a chance to say what 
he thought about it. Whether he was 
Justified In doing so Is for the men 
who voted for him .on the under­
standing that he was to have a "free 
hand" to say. But his having done 
so certainly gives him no license to 
accuse a man who appealed for en- 
dorsatlon and received it, as want­
ing in consideration of the public.

Any doubt the Independent voters of 
Red Deer may have had as to whether 
and how their member’s new duties 
affected the understanding on which 
they voted for him should be set at 
rest by his contribution to the debate 
on the resolution Introduced by the 
member for Lloydmlnster. Mr. Moore 
wanted the Province to secure the ad­
ministration of the fisheries, timber 
and minerals of the Province. The 
Opposition leader went him one bet­
ter. He wanted the Province to get 
possession .of the crown land also. 
Nor did he stop there. He proceed­
ed to say what the Province should 
do with the land. First, the policy of 
giving away free homesteads should 
be stopped. Instead of giving a quar­
ter-section to the man who puts his 
money and labor into the task of con­
verting it into a farm, Mr. Michener 
would make him pay for the land in 
cash, as well as doing the homestead 
duties. Land, he thinks, is too cheap 
for the settler in this country. He 
dies not agree that the man who 
clears and breaks up a homestead 
earns it. Neither does he agree that 
the increase of production and busi­
ness brought about through the set­
tler's efforts compensate the country 
for the land. On the contrary, be 
thinks a man who gets 160 acres for 
doing the homestead duties gets it too 
cheap, and in the getting does nothing 
to compensate the country for the 
land. He should, according to Mr. 
Michener, he obliged to also pay so 
much per acre into the treasury of the 
Province. The price he fixes at from 
$3 per acre to $5 per acre, or from 
$480 per quarter section to $800 per 
quarter, with interest, of course. That 
this would have a discouraging effect 
on settlement and would tend to di­
vert immigration to the free lands of 
Saskatchewan, the Opposition leader 
does not consider a serious matter at 
all. In fact he rather hints that he 
would not be grieved if settlement in 
this Province preceded more «lowly, 
so long as the man who undertook to 
bring a wild quarter under cultiva­
tion was made to pay for the privil­
ege/ It Is to be said for Mr. Michener 
that he admits the result of his policy 
more candidly than his predecessor. 
He is not foolish enough to argue 
that a man would be as willing to pay 
for a thing in cash as he Is to take It 
without any cash payment. He ad­
mits the patent fact lnferentially at 
least, and tnr tes the illuminating ex­
planation Cmt he is not concerned 
abov' the discouragement of settle­
ment. What he wants is that a price 
be put the privilege of bringing 
wild land, and boost as well the 
course that a corresponding margin 
be added to the price of every acre 
held by land-speculating corporations 
In the Province. Assuming that he is 
angling for the votes of the share­
holders In the C. P. R. and other cor­
porations which are holding immense 
tracts of wild land at fancy prices, 
his policy may be politically sound. 
Be that as it may, the policy he cham­
pions is the policy to which the party 
he now leads has set the seal of its 
approval. Let there be no further 
misapprehensions about the “free 
hand.” Mr. Michener Is a Tory of the 
Tories. He proclaims It even when 
car,der compels him to admit that the 
adoption of the party policy would 
stop the rush of Immigration, would 
check the process of settlement of our 
wild land, and to boost as well the 
price the farmer would pay to the land 
speculator.

STRICKEN WHILE AT WORK.

Died Suddenly From What Was Taken 
- to be Apoplectic Stroke.

Regina, Nov. 38—Stricken while at 
work with what is believed to have 
been a stroke of apoplexy, Alexander 
FisWirth, a German workman employ­
ed upon the new Government build­
ings, died sudddenly this morning.

“We 
speak as though' God had somehow 
forsaken them all'these centuries,’’ he 
continued, “and had given us a mort­
gage? upon truth.

“The missionary, who says to him­
self, ‘The next minute there are sev­
eral millions of people going to hell/ 
is guilty of uttering a gross libel up­
on the love and fatherhood ,of God/’ 

God Their Guide.
Despite their ignorance and super­

stition, their mistakes and blunders, 
said the preacher, God had been with 
these people as with others, through­
out the centuries, educating and pre­
paring them fôd the reception of the 
truth in all its fulness.

In teaching them it was necessary, 
he said, to look for that which was 
good in. their beliefs and to build 
upon that- When they found men 
who had not learned to distinguish 
between the material and the spiritual 
it was not possible to use the same 
methods which were used in the case 
of those who knew and appreciated 
the difference between soul and body.

It 
remained for Jesus to say, - “The day 
cometh when not in this mountain 
nor in Jerusalem shall man worship 
the Father, but everywhere in spirit

There were people who did not care 
for the Japanese; who thought of 
them as dishonest and treacherous. 
He suspected that it was not in Japan 
alone that dishonest and treacherous 
men were to be found.

Not a Mushroom Growth.
The modern progress of Japan was 

by no means the mushroom growth 
that it was commonly supposed to 
be. Behind it was a gradual pre­
paration in the life and thought of 
the people in which; there was much 
to be admired.

While the Japanese were kindly dis­
posed towards Christianity they must 
not be expected to part willingly and 
at once with all that bound them td 
the past.

A certain Japanese mother had a 
son who becaiiie a Ijtoman Catholic 
priest. Hoping to effect her con­
version he sent her a present of liter­
ature. She returned it and in the 
fashion of the true Samurai mother 
addressed him in poetry. “Those who 
know the secret of ancient Japan,” 
she said, “have no need of the arti­
ficial foreign flower. I am as a tall 
reed blown by the wind which seeks 
to break me. I wish the wind would 
cease blowing and leave me alone.”

Their Ritual Observances*
It was the practice with the Jap­

anese upon the anniversary of' the 
death of a relative to open up the 
tomb and to place there a candle and 
food, accompanying the act by certain 
ritual observances. There were mis­
sionaries who would go to them and 
tell them that this was folly. In 
reality they were decorating the grave 
as if were of the dead, and there 
was some truth in the saying of the 
Chinaman, who, iwhen asked “When 
do you expect the dead to rise and 
eat your chicken,” replied, “When 
the dead rise to smell your flower.”

In every Shinto shrine there was a 
mirror before which the worshippers 
bowed in worship. The miror was 
said to be the copy of a mirror given 
by the ancient ancestor of Japan to 
his successor to whom he said: “This 
mirror is my soul. When you are 
before it, think you' are before me 
and bow.”

The difficulty with the Japanese 
was that they could not easily dis­
tinguish between the soul and the 
body. They thought of their own 
souls as little mirrors. There Was a 
story of a boy who in a dream saw 
a number of mirrors and among them 
a little one covered with dust. He 
asked his mother for an explanation 
and she told him that its meaning 
was that his soul and undeveloped. 
By the practise of virtue, she said, 
he must polish it and seek to make 
it shine

A Maker of Organs.
In a certain town there was a man 

in' whom he was interested. They 
had an organ there which was badly 
in need of repair. They took it to 
this man, who was a clever mechanic. 
He had no knowledge of organs,, but, 
with confidence which was character­
istic of the Japanese, declared that 
he could mend it- Having mended 
it he said, “What I can mend I can 
make.” He had now an organ fac­
tory which exported organs even to 
Sah Francisco.

Above the door of this man’s house 
was an idol. Asked why a man such 
as he could worship idols, he ex­
plained that he felt that he was a 
finite being and that there was an 
infinite being upon whom .he was 
dependent. This image was the sym­
bolic representation of that being, 
and he hoped that his attitude would 
be understood and that he would be 
blessed. •

The Emperor of Japan at the time 
of the war with Russia addressed his 
solder* In these words: “The foe that 
strikes you for younr country’s sake 
strike with all your might, but when 
you fight forget inot "still to love 

him.”
To these Mr. Armstrong added 

many other instances of lofty ideals 
held by many of the Japanese though 
not practised by all. If they did not 
accept Christianity as they had ac­
cepted western civilization it would 
be because Christ was not lifted up 
in the countries which claimed the 
name of Christ. It would be well for 
them to ask were they worthy to ev­
angelize this race.

The 23rd of August was spent in 
crossing Hudson’s Bay as we made for 
the Straits. This sea Is the Mediter­
ranean of British North America, and 
for anything we saw to the contrary 
it might have been the sea of old re­
nown that has appropriated thé name. 
It was just as sunny and scarcely less 
blue. We had coffee on deck before 
breakfast in our pyjamas, in latitude 
63. There seems to be no earthly rea­
son why navigation here and through 
the Straits, if the ordinary precau­
tions in the matter of buoys and 
charts and lights are taken, should 
not be just as safe for at least three 
months of the year as it now is dur­
ing the season through the Straits of 
Belle Isle and the Gulf of St. Law­
rence. Fort Churchill is as near Liver­
pool as Montreal is. What this means 
to the Northwest and to the more ef­
fective commercial unification of 
Canada and the Empire, if the route 
is taken in hand and vigorously push­
ed through there is no need to dwell 
upon.

On the 24th we stopped to visit 
Prefontaine Harbor, a magnificent 
basin on the north coast of Ungava 
which could easily accommodate the 
whole British fieet (two power stand­
ard).

can and English girls in enthusiastic 
devotion to the wonderful work he 
is doing and in perfect enjoyment of 
their own lives. At St. Anthony with 
its splendid hospital (where, by the 
way, one of the most distinguished 
surgeons on this continent performs 
miracles of trepanning and other 
spectacular operations), its orphanage 
industrial school, experimental farm, 
delightful society and charming houses 
one felt in the presence of the Uni­
versity of Labrador, where only the 
discomforts of civilization had been 
left behind. We saw among the hills 
bout two miles from the colony a con­

siderable portion of Dr. Grenfell’s no­
table reindeer herd, about 700 of 
these beautiful and gentle creatures 
sleek as well groomed horses, the vel­
vet often hanging In strips from their 
great branching antlers as from par­
tially peeled wands.

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NEW UNIVERSITY 
BILL DISCUSSED

IMPROBABLE THAT ACT OF IN­
CORPORATION WILL BE 

PASSED BY HOUSE.

(From Saturday’s Daily )
It was expected that there would 

be some sensational incidents at the 
session, of the Legislature yesterday 
afternoon, and long before the hour 
for meeting came every available seat 
was filled. But the big crowds were 
doomed to disappointment. There 
were no charges made as had been 
expected and those present had to 
content themselves with an eloquent 
speech by R. B. Bennett in moving 
the second reading of the Calgary 
University bill- ,

The address of the junior member 
for the southern city was an able 
one. but apparently it did not con­
vince a majority of the members. 
From present indications the bill will 
be defeated in committee of the 
whole, as many of the members are 
of the opinion that a second univer­
sity in the province at present would 
cripple the present institution at 
Strath cona.

The promoter of the bill was fol­
lowed by W. A. Buchanan, Leth­
bridge, and Malcolm McKenzie, 
Claresholm, both of whom expressed 
themselves as unfavorable to a sec­
ond university. The adjournment of 
the debate was moved by C. M. 
O’Brien.

Reasons for New University.
Mr. Bennett in introducing the bill 

to the House said he would endeavor 
to give briefly the reasons for the 
action taken by the people of Cal­
gary. He did not intend to review 
the placing of the present institution 
at Strathcona, suffice it to say that 
there were many who believed that 
the interests of the province as a 
whole and of the south especially 
would be better served by an institu­
tion at Calgary.

He then outlined the present move­
ment of the southern city. In Cal­
gary men of large wealth and others 
of lesser means but all of strong faith 
conceived the idea of establishing a 
university. They were of the opin­
ion that the necessity for such an 
institution was apparent.

Mr. Bennett said he had studied 
the development of universities in 
Great Britain and the United States 
and it was not always the large uni­
versity that did the best work- The 
great universities of the past were 
not state universities, but were cre­
ated by the necessities felt by the 
students themselves to have the best

be given in order that advantage be

Buchanan Opposes.
W. A. Buchanan (Lethbridge) said 

that the promoter of the bill would 
find the south divided. He was a 
firm believer in a state university. 
Though Mr. Bennett had quoted in­
stances where private universities 
were more successful, there were 
many cases where state universities 
had done better work. The province 
for the sake of unity should adhere 
to the present institution. He agreed 
that there were many who were dis­
satisfied with the Strathcona institu­
tion. He believed that a good deal 
of the Calgary spirit had been in­
spired by a desire for publicity. If 
this were passed he was afraid he 
would soon be asked to father a uni­
versity bUl for Lethbridge, as it, too, 
was an ambitious city. He did not 
believe the House would be acting 
wisely in granting this act of incor­
poration, as it would thus cripple the 
university at Strathcona. Probably 
there would be no request now for 
state funds, but later there would be 
a division of the grants asked. A 
state university would do more to 
unite the province than any other 
means. He %iutended to oppose the 
bill in committee.

Another Opponent 
Malcolm McKenzie (Claresholm) 

ffcid the last speaker had largely 
Voiced his sentiments- He strongly 
Questioned the advisability of grant­
ing power to a second institution. He 
was doubtful if the time had arrived 
for one institution, not to mention 
two. As Mr. Benne.tt had said, facts 
were facts and the brick walls across 
the river were stubborn things to an­
swer. Two universities would cripple 
the provincial one amd probably the 
Other as well. He urged that all un­
ite and make the’ one already estab­
lished a credit to the province.

C. M. O’Brien moved the adjourn­
ment of the debate.

J. L- Cote (Athabasca) in continu­

LOCAL IMPROVEMENT 
DISTRICTS CONVENTION

Large Number of Resolutions Passed, 
Including One In Favor of Having 
tile" Province Divided Up Into 
Municipalities.

E. J. Fream, secretary of the Unit­
ed Farmers" oT Alberta, came to the 
city Thursday from Red Deer, 
where he has been for the past two 
days attending the convention of the 
Local Improvement Districts of the 
province. There were over eighty 
■deiegates in attendance and consider­
able important business was trans­
acted.

"OHe of tEe principal resolutions 
passed,” said Mr. Fream to the Bulle­
tin, “was the one dealing with muni­
cipalities. It provided that the pro­
vince be created into municipalities 
similar to the system in vogue in 
Saskatchewan. These would take 
the place of local improvement dis­
tricts and the new scheme would be 
adopted on the malprity of the resi­
dents so signifying."

A large number of resolutions were 
passed by the convention, some of 
them being along the lines of the ones 
adopted last year at the Strathcona 
convention.

W. Mason, of Battenburg, was re­
elected as president of the ossociation 
and a strong staff of officers was 
chosen.

Wealth Not Needed.
“It is not wealth that is needed to 

make a great university,” be said, 
“but hope among the people, faith 
among its founders, a sense of re­
sponsibility and a realization of op­
portunity.”

Some of the smallest universities 
had sent out the greatest men, men 
who, to use the words of Webster, 
“had coined their age and marked 
it with their own image and super- , 
scription.” But this university was by 
no means poor. Many men had con­
tributed and some had agreed to sup­
ply as much as $50,000 in individual 
contributions.

They have been carrid 
on very quietly by E. C. Dobell and 
his solicitor, J. E. Wallbridge, acting 
on behalf of the Grand Trunk Pa­
cific, and it was only this morning 
that the deal was completed.
