Shooting at an Airship
Live Shell Fired Wt Duwiny Vessel

(Daily Mail, Sept. 13.)

New experiments in -attack  from
the air and defence against :such at-
acks are being undertaken in thre;e
sountries. A dummy airship, towed
v the scout Adventure, was-made the
arget for shore batteries near Ply-
mouth yesterday. In the United States
in officer carried in a Curtiss aero:
ylane: firéd ‘a rifle while -in  the ail
and hit his targets five times out .of
six shots. In Germany experiments
n bomb-dropping and photographing
frof aeroplanes are being commenced.

The dummy airship which has been
brought down to Plymouth by the bal-
loon detachment from Aldershot was
vesterday subjected to a fusilade by
twelve-pounder guns manned by the
Royal Garrison and by six eighteen-
pounders in charge of the 115th Bat-
tery of ghe Royal Field Artillery, sent
from Blandford.

After a series of experiments in
raising the airship with a string of
weight-lifting kites, the actual firing
took place in Whitsand Bay. The
Royal ' Garrison Artillery gunners;
were stationed at Whitsand Bay. Bat-:
tery, while the Royal Field Artillery
zuns were on a cliff about a mile to
the westward. Although a thin hazej
covered the water, the conditions
were on the whole favourable to the
gunners and to observers.

The firing appeared to prove little
except the difficulty in: judging . the
distance of objects at a. great altitude
In order to lift the airship a pilot
kite was first sent up from’ the’ deck
of the scant. Adventure, four thous-
and feet of wire being used. Then
geveral weight-carrying Kkites ' .were
flown, and below these was the dum-
my airship. In order to obwiate the
possibility of damage to Bhipping in
the vxcmlty, two destroyers were de-
tailed to clear an area about six miles
10ng and between two and three miles
wide.

Tewing ‘the airship, which was
about two ‘thousand feet ' above . the-
surface .of the water, the Adventure
steamed down the bay at eTghteen

that in his opinion the temperature. of
the water was considerably affected
by the absence of the Arctic ice on
Northern Labraddr, and ag: a .eonse-
quence the fish commenged thefr. an-
nual migration solith at a mudh eay-
fer date than is usual.”

e€n a man must protect himself and his
business although he is convinced that
the methods employed are killing the
goose which lays the golden egg. If
the introduction and continued use of
cod traps have done nothing worse,

“] am sorry to say that the fishery
is a bad- ofe this season here and
most every where else, as no doubt
you are aware, and the one thing I
wish to speak about is the bait freez-
er, as you are aware, and so am I,
that a fisherman cannot get fish when
it don’t come for him to get. But
what will we. say about this when the
fish is here and the fishermen haven’t
got any bait, ' They cannot get it then
and it may as well not come at all.
Well, gir, this is some of the reasons
that is without, I can be safe
in saying, 700 gqtls. of fish this fall,
and that is only a very small quan-
tity to what has been lost in my time
fishing, of something over thirty
yvears. ' I can say, sir, that the coun-
try and people have in years past lost
thousands of quintals of fish which,
if there was more bait freezers, it
would-have been caught. I say, sir,
that bait freezers are one of the great-
est neéds of the fishermen. 1It'is only
a couple of years ago that we know
the proef of it, since Mr. had
that one in Now we want
one in ; we are almost desti-
tute in that respect. ‘Now, sir, this is
what I want you to understand, as
you are aware that freezers are ex-
pensive and bait money is from three
dollars to four, which will not pay
expenses. I think, sir, if the Govern-
ment could help little more in this
matter it would be one of the great-
est things that ever public monies
were spent for. I say, sir, it would
mean thousands of dollars in this
country, as I say, sir, in my experi-
ence at I have'lost thousands
of quintals of fish; and I think, sir,
that if the public in general would
bring this to bear on the minds of the
present Government that they would
be better satisfied: Please, sir, give
me your views on this matter. I want
a letter of this kind to appear in the
Press. Will you be kind enough to
help me in this matter?”

I promptly replied to my friend
and’sent him a copy of the Cold ‘Stor-
age Actof 1910. There can be no two
minds on the bait supply question;
the necessity of bait stations around
the coast is obvious and must mot be
lightly regarded. The preservation of
the squid for bait purposes from year
fo year is a matter of prime import-
ance. The writer has seen as far back
as 20 years ago squid fresh dried,
fresh frozen, pickled and hermetical-
ly sealed in tins and in various other
forms, put up by Mr. M. Martin of
Harbor Grace, who, I think, is en-
titled to a word of praise for the great
interest he had always taken in these
matters. Only the past summer Mr.
Martin made applicaticn for patent
rights for preserving and drying squid
and had formed a company for the
purposes of exportation as food and
locally supplying for bait, which ob-
ject failed to materialize for reasons
which may not now be explained.
Twenty years ago Mr. Martin ship-
ped a considerable amount of squid
bait to Scotland, and at other times,
and even during the pdast sumimer, he
sent quantities to Labrador. 1 think
it would be a capital idea to ware-
house a quantity of fresh dried squid
with the object of fully testing their

It was decided to wire the Board
of Agriculture and the Premier, urg-
ing strongly that steps be at once
taken to destroy the infected tubers
and take all other steps necessary to
prevent the spread of this terrible
plague. Great alarm was expressed
over the prospect of its spread. We
may say here that we regret to state
that the warning we in public and
private have uttered respecting the
danger of delay in grappling with this
evil as it should be grappled with has
not been heeded. It is not enough to
warn and advise people. That is
good so far as it goes. But it does
not go far enough, as experience here
and elsewhere shows. The spread of
the disease shows this. Last year’the
pest Was confined mainly to a section
of Placentia Bay District, though one
of the potato-growers here interview-
€¢d by the men sent around by the
Society stated that this erop was sim-
ilarly affected last year, but only to
a.very small extent. This year the
damage done is far more widespread.
We are not certain that all the cases
of disease are regarded as canker are
really so; but it matters not so much
after all. It is enough that a virulent
potato disease is spreading, and that
the people cannot cope with it unaid-
ed, The authorities—better late than
never—should at once adopt meas-
ures to root out the disease.

Competent men, men who know
what canker is, should be commis-
gsioned to go around to find out what
areas are.infected, to destroy such
crops, stalks and tubers, to treat the
ground with lime or other destroyers
of the germs, and to take such other
steps as the Board will think neces-
sary. We have no doubt the people
will heartily co-operate. That will
cost a good. deal it _will be granted.
But to stamp out the, disease will cost
ten times more if steps are delayed for
another season; and' the plague will
likely obtain such a foothold that it
will be impossible to -prevent its
spread, and we all ‘know what dis-
tress, and we may almost say disas-
ter, it will meant to our people to
have no potato crop.

Indeed legislation ;is necessary, as
it proved to be in the Old Country and
elsewhere, to deal with the evil." For
one thing, it should be severely pun-
ishable to do as some are doing now,
namely, taking diseased potatoes
around, or to sell them. There were
no doubt many that laughed at the
notion that we expressed to summon
the Legislature to grant the Govern-
ment power to cope with the plague.
We trust it will not turn out that we
were right. At all events we could
