wife as he repeated the question.
She invited him inside? whereupon, 

after a rapid glance rdund the kit­
chen, he banded her two tickets— 
one bearing the name of a local but­
cher and the other that of a green­
grocer—and said that if She would go 
to the shops named she would be giv­
en “something useful.”

The same mysterious procedure 
having been repeated at adjoining 
houses, the gentleman visited other 
streets, till he had distributed the 
whole of the tickets in his possession 
—two hundred of each kind. He then 
called a cab, and drove away.

When the recipients presented the 
tickets they were told that those gifts 
were for six pounds of beef and two 
shillings’ worth of fruit' and veget­
ables, respectively; but nèither of the 
tradesmen knew the donor’s name, 
and to this day the two hundred fam­
ilies which enjoyed his bounty are ig­
norant of it.

Another real “Santy” appeared on 
the .éve of Christmas two or three 
years ago in the streets of Exeter. 
Collecting a crowd of children, he 
led them to a shop, and authorized 
them each to select an article up to 
the value of sixpence.

Later in the day the gentleman vis­
ited another part of the city, and. col­
lecting a few - children, employed 
them as scouts to gather more. S9 
again a host of delighted juveniles 
had their pick of toys.

The Finest Day of His Life
An attempt was then made to dis­

cover the identity of the stranger— 
vainly. All he would say was that, 
having emptied his pockets, he was 
gethg home after having had th"e day 
of his life.

Several times similar benefactors 
have appeared on the Thames Em­
bankment tin Christmas morning. A
few years ago a tofrlster collected
a dozen poor wretched from that
resort of the homeless,' took them to 
his chambers In the Temple, and gave 
them a splendid Christmas dinner, 

Equally strange was a Yuletide
S?.thering in a well-known hotel. A 
gentleman who was Staying at it 
brtiught from the Embatikment twen- 

• ty homeless men, and he and his 
guests enjoyed the best fare the 
house could afford. When the party 
broke up each ofythe fortunate “dos­
sers” wen ce We y1 with- eiroagh money 
to relieve him from all anxiety with 
regard to food for the .next few days.

There was another singular inci­
dent on the Embankment some years 
back. About noon on Christmas Dayt 
a geritléman started from the Houses 
of Parliament and walked along the 
riverside to Blackfriars Bridge, and 
to every homeless man or woman he 
met he presented a five-shilling piece, 
in the course of his walk he encoun­
tered scores, if not hundreds, of no­
mads: so altogether he distributed a 
considerable sum.

Perhaps the most singular real San­
ta Claus of late years, was Mr. Thom­
as Sutton, of Surbiton Hill, who died 
in February last. Mr. Sutton spent 
the greater part of his time in con­
verting old match, cigar, cigarette, 
and chocolate boxes, as well as dis­
carded tobacco tins, etc., into recep­
tacles, which he filled with sweets 
and caused to be distributed at 
Christinas to children in public insti­
tutions.

Altogether, he re-covered, lined, 
tilled, and distributed no fewer than 
forty thousand boxes.

The Short
Line Scheme.

A dispatch from London sets forth 
that Mr. Thomson and his associates 
have registered a company to acqiure 
from the Colonial Secretary of New­
foundland authority to equip and 
work a line of railway from Green 
Bay to Humbermouth. The title of the 
Company indicates that a Train-terry 
‘is part of the project. The title is 

' “The Newfoundland Railway and 
Train-Ferry Syndicate, Limited." Ac­
cording to the Daily News the follow­
ing persons are interested:—Senator 
Choquette. Hon. Richard Turner, pre­
sident of Le Boutillier Bros.. Fish 
Merchants: A. E. Douce t, C.E.; J. T. 
Ross. President of the Quebec Bank; 
J. G. Scott and Joseph Picard. Vtre- 
Presidents 'of the Quebec Board of 
Trade; Wm. A. March, President of the 
Quebec Board of Trade; Hon. W. C. 
Job and Hon. John Harvey.

The Great Western Railway Com­
pany of England and the Delaware 
and Hudson, and Erie Railway Com­
panies have promised co-operation. 
This is a revival of Mr. Thomson's 
Fog. Free Zone project in a modi­
fied form.

Civic Improvement.
The Citizens' Committee for Civic 

Improvement has already taken steps 
to broaden its membership. The 
meeting on the 22. was merely a pre­
liminary one, and a larger meeting is 
announced for Monday, to which many 

, citizens have been invited. It is sug­
gested that this committee should en­
quire into every detail of our Muni­
cipal affairs, with the intention of 
taking such action as may be found 
necessary to improve the condition of 
the City. With the aid of those ex­
perienced in Municipal management, 
who have gained a practical insight 
into the needs of the city and others 
who are keenly interested in the mat­
ter. a useful inquiry can be conducted, j 
and there can be little doubt that j 
such an investigation will do much ; 
to stimulate and formulate a sound j 
public opinion, which will go far to ; 
convince others of the desirability of ! 
creating a greater revenue for the •

city to find a remedy for many of the 
evils which need to be redressed. The 
city has the advantage of being built 
on the side of a hill, so that as the 
Mayor pointed out it has the advan­
tage of gravitation to aid the sewerage 
scheme. It is in close proximity to the 
sea. and their is no sound reason why 
St. John's should not be made one of 
the healthiest and most beautiful 
cities of the north. Nature has done 
much for us. Science is showing the 
way as to what can be done to make 
a city healthy and beautiful. It is 
only needs the will to do it, and a way 
will be eacily found. If anything is 
to be done at the forthcoming session 
of the Legislature, the work will have 
to be pushed forward immediately.

The Pantomime
Those who were present at Ross-

Dear Sir.—Replying to your weak 
letter in last night's “Telegram," I 
would say, that 1 am perfectly willing 
to leave the verdict of “who is cow­
ardly” to the judgment of the public.

The facts are these : that you have 
a light weight boat built for speed 
with a 6 H.P. Engine installed; know­
ing that I have a heavier boat and one 
twice as hahd to drive, you thought 
you could take a rise out of the Agent 
of the Ferro by offering to race your 
boat against mine.

Reid Newfoundland Company, v js 
crushed to death shortly after S o'clock 
Wednesday night by the incoming J 
local train at Brien's Stand.

Nangle was called 
and administered the last Sacraments, 
shortly after, which the man expire d 
without heaving regained conscious­
ness.

Constable Nugent accompanied tne 
body to town, and acquainted Rev. Vr. 
Greene, who broke the sad news to the 
ihceased's wife.

Vpon arrival in the city the re­
mains were coffined by Undertaker 
i arnell and taken to his late rosi­
er nee on 41 Bond Street,

The whole* affair was an exceeding­
ly sad one. The wife was making 
preparations for the children's stock­
ings when^Dr. Greene broke the news 
tc her. and his three little children, 
tbt" eldest of whom is but five years 
old, were looking forward for the ar­
rival of the father who had sueii a 
sad homecoming.

The deceased was 32 years of age.
He had only been employed with the 
Company for about five mouths. He 
had worked at Anderson's as draper 
for about 13 years, when he went to 
the States, for a short while, having 
returned from there a little over a 
year ago. * He was one of the must 
popular young men of the city, be­
ing prominent in athletic circles, and 
possessed an affable disposition uiat 
won for him a large host of friends.
He was a prominent member of the 
C. C. C. Reserves.

The Christmas
Turkey.

Nowadays Christmas would seem 
quite incomplete unless the presence 
of a turkey graced the festive board; 
but the custom of eating turkeys at 
this season of the year is—as customs 
go—by no means ancient.

In fact, until the sixteenth century, 
the birds were unknown in Europe. — 
Natives, not of Turkey or of any coun- J 
try under Turkish rule, but of North 
America, they, were introduced origi­

72 Killed in 
A Panic Rush,

Unused by False Alarm of Fire. 
Special to Evening Telegram.

COÙJMET, Mich., i'o-day.
Many children were killed at a 

Christmas celebration by Copper Mine 
Strikers in ythe Italian Hall, because 
or a needless panic, caused by a false 
alarm of fire while over a hundred 
miners and their wives looked on. The 
children pressed eagerly towards the 
stage for Christmas presents. In­
stantly a man pushed his head in at 
the door of the hall and yelled tire. 
Those in the hall took up the cry and
everyone started for the doors, the 
weaker were thrown to the floor, those 
behind tried to climb over those ahead 
of them. The stairway and other
avenues of egress were blocked so ef­
fectually that those inside could not 
get out and those without could not 
get inside. It was sotne time before 
the panic subsided. The principal exit 
was a narrow stairway at the back of 
the hall. When this had been cleared 
of the bodies that filled it to the top 
and quick accounting had been made, 
it was foqnd seventy-two corpses had 
been piled up, besides those in the hail 
it is thought a dozen others weYe car­
ried away by friends. ' The greater 
number dead was at the bottom of the 
stairs. Those who reached the stairs 
firsL-jvere evidently hurled to the bot­
tom by those behind. In this fashion 
the stairway was filled to the ceiling. 
That death in most instances was due 
to suffocation under the weight of 
those who fell last was indicated by 
the fact that of the few corpses that 
bore marks of injuries, the shoulders 
were crumpled and broken, but the 
faces were not cut or bruised.

Last Xmas.
While a building was in course of

But 
eventually he was released, and di­
rectly the rescuers freed him he 
fainted from sheer exhaustion, and an 
examination revealed, not only his 
head wound, but a dislocated collar­
bone. His name was George Banks, 
of Great Colmore Street, Birming­
ham.—Tit-Bits.

Box-245. C

Two Big Pork its Weigh as Much as 
ThSfce Lions.

A fifteen horsepower motor car,

with a five-seated tody, hood, screen,
and all complete, wlghx about twen­
ty hundredweight. Fancy making 
your Christmas dinner off a piece of 
beef cut from an animal that, weighed,
when alive, a good deal more than 
that car!

Yet you may have done so. Many 
people have. Every year there are 
bullocks brought up to the Christmas 
Cattle Show which weigh a ton, and 
sometimes a good deal more.

Mr. Thomas Cook, for instance, 
sold for Christmas beef a black-poll­
ed Scot which weighed one ton, two 
hundredweight, and seventy-eight 
liounds.

Put the beast on one side of a giant 
pair of scales and it would take 
seventeen grown men to weigh down 
the opposite side. Or, as Rugby 
footballers are usually rather heav­
ier than the average, you might put 
it that this bullock was just about 
equal in weight to a complete team 
of Rugby players.

The animal fetched the comfortable 
price of £50 at the Great Yarmouth 
Cattle Sale; but two others not quite 
so heavy, sold, respectively, for £51 
and £60 apiece.

Jumbo, the Giant Ox.
The Yarmouth animal is not a re­

cord for his kind. At Birmingham, 
just a year ago, there was shown a 
roan shorthorn which reached the 
colossal weight of twenty-six and a 
half hundredweight. He had been 
fed up to this enormous size by Mr. 
Fred Lockwood, of York, and it was 
said that Jumbo, as the giant ox was 
called, had actually lost a’ good many 
pounds on his journey from York to 
Birmingham.

There were three other beasts 
shown at the same time, all of nearly 
the same size—that is. a ton and a 
quarter apiece.

Roughly speaking, a thousand 
pounds of live bullock is equal to 700 
pounds of dead beef, so that Jumbo's 
equivalent in beef approached 2,000 
pounds. Allowing that each person 
eats half a pound of beef for his or 
her Christmas dinner. Jumbo would 
provide a Christmas meal for each 
grown person in a town the size of 
Dorchester.

Mutton is not usually regarded as 
food for Christmas, yet any amount of 
fat wethers are sold at this season. 
Few people except breeders and but­
chers have any notion of the weight 
of sheep, and it is safe to say that 
most of them very much underesti­
mate it.

l*igs are Heavier than Sheep.
As a matter of fact, a wether, just 

over ten months old. has been known 
tc weigh considerably over six hun- 
derdweight. Fancy a lamb which it 
would take four sturdy men merely 
to carry !

Pigs run a bit heavier than sheep. 
At Birmingham last year were shown 
some Berkshires which, although net 
yet a year old, weighed nearly seven 
and a half hundredweight apiece. A 
full grown lion weighs about 500 
pounds. Two of these mighty pork­
ers weighed, therefore, more than 
three large lions.

A year earlier, namely in Decem­
ber; 1911, the record price of £30 
was given for a Berkshire bacon pig. j 
This was at the Slough Show.

Ask a cook what is the ideal tur­
key, and dhe will say a young hen of 
front eight to ten pounds in weight.

But nowadays they raise chickens 
of that size, and as for turkeys, they'll 
scon tie in weight with ostriches. At 
Little Bucksteep Farm in Sussex 
there was bred in 1911 a gobbler that 
weighed no less than thirty-nine lbs.
A golden eagle—a bird which has 
been known to lift and fly away with 
a three-months’-old baby, weighs 
less than one-third as much as this 
splendid turkey.

At Headenhall Market, at this time 
of year, you can always see plenty 
of thirty-pound turkeys; while ducks 
of teh pounds each are also at times 
on exhibition.

Panama Tolls.
Special to Evening Telegram.

WASHINGTON, Dec.
A joint resolution conditionally, to 

suspend the operation of the provis­
ion. of the Panama CanaL Act. grant­
ing free passage to American coast­
wise vessels, was introduced to-day 
by Chairman Adamson, Georgia. 
House Commerce ' Committee. The 
suspension will be subject to the fol­
lowing conditions. At any time af­
ter the Panama Canal shall have been 
opened and operated for two years, 
if in the judgment of the President 
the revenues received from the tolls 
of other vessels other than these 
engaged in the coastwise trade of the 
States, shall be sufficient to defray 
the cost of maintaining and operating 
the Canal, the expenses of the Gov­
ernment Sanitation Canal Zone, and 
all diplomatic questions touching the 
treatment of vessels as conditions 
or charged on traffic at the Canal 
shall have been adjusted, then the 
President is authorized to issue an 
executive order declaring such sus­
pended exemption cf full force end 
effect. It would further provide from 
the date of such executive order, the 
exemption should be allowed, hut 
until that time the vessels of the 
States shall pay the same tolls as 
others. The free tolls provision is 
now under the diplomatic protest. 
Representative Adqmson introduced 
the resolution on his own responsi­
bility. It will not go befoi'e Con­
gress as an administrative measure. 
It was said in high official circles, 
however, that the silence of the ad­
ministration did not mean the propos­
ed step was disapproved. Any de­
claration on the policy of the subject 
of Canal tolls has been avoided since

President Wilson assumed office last 
May. The weight of opinion in offi­
cial circles is that now that Sir Cecil 
Spring Rice, the present British Am­
bassador, has regained his health. He 
will be prepared to resume negotia­
tions at the point where they were 
suspended. He probably will wait a 
reasonable time to afford Congress 
an opportunity to act upon the Adam­
son hill.

Fédérais Adnpt
Guerilla Warfare

Special to Evening Telegram.
JUAREZ, Mexico. Dec. 24.

A flying wedge of Federal troops 
swept into Rebel territory yesterday, 
adopting' the tactics of Guerilla war­
fare and began a campaign to destroy 
railroad bridges and telegraph lines. 
According to reports, their first act 
was to cut off communication between 
General Villa’s six thousand rebels at 
Chihuahua and the rebel base at Ju­
arez. A small Federal band went 
out front Ojinaga border. They were 
believed to have been commanded by 
General Salazar, who was well seas­
oned in Guerilla warfare. The plan 
of the Fédérais, it is understood, by 
Rebel chiefs, is to operate extensively 
over Northern Mexico and by working 
in a circle, to destroy all property 
that might be of use to the rebels, 
without engaging the latter in fight. 
According to the report. Salazar's 
men were heading for Casa Grandes 
District, west of the railroad run­
ning from Juarez and were designing 
to burn houses and other property in 
this district located comparatively 
rich in grazing, cultivated by Mor­
mon colonies. Most of the Mormons 
have left.

Christmas 
Tree Tragedies.

The Pretty Little Colored Candles are 
Usually the Cause of ihe Acci­
dents.

It seems all wrong to talk of tra­
gedies in connection with Christmas, 
especially in connection with Christ­
mas trees. A Christmas tree ought, to 
be, and generally is, the jolliest event 
of the whole year. It is too cruel that 
all the fun and amusement should 
end in horrors, but this unfortunately 
does sometimes happen.

Nearly all these Christmas accidents 
are due to carelessness. Perhaps an 
account of some of them will lead to a 
little more caution, and the avoidance 
oi such sad happenings during this 
year's festivities.

The practice of lighting up a 
Christmas tree with unprotected can­
di, s is one of the most dangero.is 
imaginable. It was this that led to Lie 
burning of the Geek royal palace at 
Tatoi, three years ago.

The late King had ordered a big 
Christmas tree for the benefit of his 
grandchildren, and before the young 
people were admitted to the hall where 
the tree had been erected servants 
were employed to light it up.

The next thing was a wild shout of 
“Fire !’ The great tree blazed like a 
torch. Before anything could be done 
the whole apartment was one enorm­
ous bonfire.

In this case there were no lives lost. 
Last Christmas, however, saw a 
Christmas tree fire which had a much 
more terrible ending. A member of 
the well known firm of architects, 
Messrs. Carrere and Hastings, had. 
with his wife, prepared a Christines

tree for their children, and left it,
with the candles lighted, wnile they
went to receive some guests.

All of a sudden there came a roar of
flames. The house was old and dry as 
tinder, and within an incredibly short 
time the whole place was ablaze.

Firemen came in a hurry, but be­
fore they could extinguish the flames 
the lower pat of the house was ournt 
out. •

Forcing their way upstairs they 
found the dead bodies of the father and 
mother in the nursery. They coaid 
easily have escaped by the front doer, 
but. they had evidently rushed up in a 
wild search for their youngest son, not 
knowing that the nurse had saved the 
child by getting out through the roof 
into the house next door.

Those colored glass balls which are 
used to decorate Christmas trees are 
most dangerous things in the hands of 
small children. At Christmas 1910. a 
little Nottingham girl, not quite .1 yuar 
old, got hold of one and put it into 
her mouth, it broke, and toe finely 
splintered glass injured the poor 
baby’s throat so badly that t.nere was 
no saving her.

Much evidence has lately been ad­
duced to show that gas Is more useful 
than the electric' light in promoting ef­
ficient ventilation of air. It 1» for this, 
amongst other reasons, that gas IS be­
ing frequently substituted for the elec­
tric light The latest example is, per­
haps, the Soèlety of Medical Officers of 
Health, which has recently installed
