I have always vimsetT the idea of 

employing children on the stage with 
something akin to repugnance.

To me it is quite plain that the life 
of the theatre or music-hall is an in- 
natural one for any child. We who 
have long been associated with the 
profession know .well the strain that 
devolves on even the most experienced 
player. What, then, must be the tax 
on the undeveloped mentality of the 
child performer?

There is no means of proving such 
an assertion, but I think it is extreme­
ly doubtful whether it can be truly said 
that a child gees on the stage of its 
own free will.

In the first place, few children of 
the age of most of these stage child­
ren have any really fixed ambitions of 
their own, and, again, it is inconceiv­
able that any child, however precoc­
ious he may be, would willingly share 
the trials and hardships of a stage 
career if he were capable of realizing 
what lies before him.

One is therefore forced to the corr- 
clusion that" most, if not all, stage 
children are sent into the profession 
practically against their will ; they are 
but pathetic little victims cf the greed 
cf parents, despite the fact that (h® 
children undoubtedly enjoy, for the 
time being, the excitement of per­
forming.

Here is the actual time-table of 
children who are employed at the 
present time in music-halls. To my 
mind ft is convincing testimony of the 
iniquity of the system : —

Rise 7.30.
Breakfast 8.1C.
School, 9 o’clock till noon; and 

from 1 p.m. till 4.
Tea and a s«-called rest, 4 to 6 p. 

m., after which comes the music-hall.

Some 
of ns still drive in a "brougham,” 
called after the famous Lord Broug­
ham.

The American word "lynch,” mean­
ing to execute a criminal in a sum­
mary manner, perpetuates the name 
of a Virginian tamer of the seven­
teenth oentury, a man well known for 
honesty and good Judgment, who was 
selected by his neighbours to act as 
Judge at their rough-and-ready trials.

"Boycott,” already an English word, 
comes from Capt. Boycott, the first 
to suffer under that abominable sys­
tem of terrorism prevalent in Ireland 
some forty years ago.

The Earl of 8a,ndwich, who invented 
Ule article of food ' which bears bis 
name, flourished in the time of George 
III., but CoL Negus, who first made

the drink bearing his name, was a con­
temporary of Queen Anne.

The bowle knife was the invention 
of Col. Bowie; the galvanic battery is 
called after its inventor. Dr. Galvani, 
of Bologna. Mesmerism was practised 
by the physician Mesmer about 1766; 
while the word “Martinet,” now a 
term for a strict disciplinarian, was 
the name of a French Colonel In the 
army of Louis XIV.

BRITISH SHIPS TORPEDOED FROM 
ALB.

Without advertisement, a certain 
section of the Navy continues to de­
velop the deadliest weapon of sea 
warfare. This is the torpedo-’plane, 
or aerial torpedo-boat, which is a 
fast, etoutly»-built machine designed 
to fly with one or more torpedoes. 
The scheme was tried in 1915, but it 
was found that torpedoes dropped 
from a height took the water so vio­
lently that their machaniem was de­
ranged, and they failed to run straight. 
That difficulty has now been over­
come, and at the present moment we 
have a small fleet of efficient torpedo- 
’planes. There is practically no de­
fence against their attack. Flying at 
90 miles an hour, they launch their 
torpedoes at a ship with more than 
even chances of scoring a hit. At a 
recent test in the Channel a squadron 
of battleships was attacked, and al­
most before the alarm could be given 
three vessels had been struck by un­
loaded torpedoes, the flagship i 
ceiving two hits. Naval officers say 
that a torpedo attack from the air 
is far more disconcerting and dead 
ly than one from below the surface, 
and there is little chance of hitting 
back.

Until M. Clemenceau formally and 
finally announced his decision to 
withdraw from political life, there 
were people in France who still be­
lieved and hoped that tlie “’Tiger” 
would return to power. As a matter 
of fact, he will not even stand for the 
Presidency of the Republic, although 
of course he may he sent there in 
spite of himself by the combined 
Senate and Chamber next January. 
But only in recent days, to a friend 
who ïfras urging his hypothetical ac­
ceptance of the Presidency, he re­
torted vehementiy, “Although I’m 80 
I feel too young for that!" In this 
respect M. Clemenceau, however, was 
doing a serious Injustice to President 
Poincare, who, when he quits the 
Elysee, means to resume his enormous 
practice as a commercial barrister, 
his seat in the Senate, perhaps even 
a Ministerial portfolio, especially that 
of Finance. For--it is M. Poincare’s 
ambition to effect France’s financial 
rehabilitation. It is no secret that 
M: Deschanel, the distinguished presi­
dent of the Chsmbef, is, barring M. 
Clemenceau's acceptance, certain of 
the Presidency. It is far more di­
fficult to see whojvill be M. Clemen- 
ceau’s successor in the Premiership. 
M. Briand’e popularity has suffered 
a rude eclipse of late, as, indeed, has 
M. Painleve’s. M. Barthou has a good 
chance, as also has M. Viviane. More 
likely is it, however, that we shall 
find M. Vivian! and Barthou, together 
with M. Poincare, serving in an all- 
star Cabinet under the nominal leader­
ship of that benevolent old' Radical 
leader and apostle of the League of 
Nations—“Papa” Lion. Bourgeois.

It was an experience calculated to 
destroy faith In one’s fellow crea­
tures.

.Notoriously, quite reputable citi­
zens think nothing of "doing" a rail­
way company by travelling without a 
ticket or saying “Benson!” without 
cause.
y Certainly, In the matter of claims 
for lost or damaged goods or property 
all classes seem to consider the com­
pany "fair game."

Small wonder if their claims are 
usually resisted, 

i With my own line—and I think the 
practice is general—the "Claims De­
partment” has power to settle claims 
not exceeding £20 only. Anything 
over this amount must be referred to 
the General Manager, by whom It la 
usually referred back, with in­
structions to light, settle or com­
promise for no more than so much,
I remember, however, once settling 
a £ 1,100 claim on my own.

How We Settled the Cab-Horses.
It was in respect of a number of 

cab-horses which had been in a col­
lision, some being killed, others In­
jured. It seemed to me that the 
claim of £1,100 was well in excess 
of the then market value of the aver­
age cab-horse. My own boss and thh 
G.M. were both away. Being young 
and ambitious, I decided to see what 
I could do on my own account, fixing 
£700 as my limit I found the claim­
ant at his London home, and we chaf­
fered until there was only £50 be­
tween us—my maximum of £700, his 
minimum of £750. Meanwhile a 
friend of his. also In the cab trade, 
had come In. Taking - a sporting 
chance, I agreed te his arbitration, 
and he decided in my favor. The 
claimant, however, hacked oat' and, 
disgusted, I left accompanied by the 
"friend."

We were walking along when the 
claimant, driving a smart dogcart, 
overtook us. "Hi!” shouted the 
“friend,” "come out of that and be a 
man.” Claimant pulled up, descend­
ed, and in an adjacent hostelry the 
matter was settled. I got an official 
wigging for my pains and promotion 
a few days later.

After I had become Claims Chief I 
received a demand for £6,000; one 
table, two or three chairs—anyway 
a few pieces of furniture damaged in 
transit. Five thousand pounds ; 
antiques of great value, I surmised, 
and went d<ywn to see—some very 
homely bits of wood—plain deal, 
market value under 5s. Then I found 
that these common-place “sticks” 
were the original furniture of Robert 
Burns’ living-room, which had beén 
going about on exhibition.

However, as there had been no de­
claration of special value, the Com­
pany compromised for a few pounds.

Lost—a Lighthouse I 
Of course, things do get lost in an 

extraordinary manner. The old tale 
o' the man who lost the big drum Is 
pallid compared with that of the 
railway company that mislaid a light­
house.

My own company, however, has 
nothing to boast of, for in my own 
experience we were nearly success­
fully accused of having lost a loco­
motive.

Later the Government In question 
reported to us that they had only re­
ceived twelve locos., and claimed a 
large sum for the missing one.

High and low we 
searched for the missing one, but -not 
a trace.

The Company was on the point of 
paying up when by a fluke it was 
discovered that the thirteenth engine 
had never been built The “thir­
teenth" signed for was our own 
hauling locomotive.

tag The British Imperial Antoretie
Expedition Talks About Hie Coming
Greet Adventure.
So many people are under the im­

pression that when Boott discovered 
the South Pole in 1912, it wap the be- 
all-and-ead-all of Antarctic explora­
tion. On the contrary. It was only the 
beginning.

I accompanied Shackleton on bid 
last polar expedition, and it occurred 
to me then what great possibilities of 
exploration the Great Bpow continent 
offered. A lightning dash to the Pole 
is far from exhausting the secrets of 
the Antarctic. Columbus wasn’t con­
tent with Just finding America, was 
he?

The present expedition is due to 
start next June, and will last five 
years. We are securing Scott’s famous 
vessel, the Terra Nova, which we are 
going to fit with oil engines and im­
prove by the addition of another deck. 
When she is ready our intention is to 
cruise her from the Thames down to 
Cowes, calling on the various seaside 
resorts an route, to provide a spectacle 
for the holiday makers ere we depart

The expedition will cost' at least 
£100,000, of which the vessel and its 
fittings, will run away with £46,000.

2,000 Want to Come With Me.
Our personnel will consist of fifty- 

one, and every man will have his own 
particular qualification. We are taking 
our full quota of scientists—geolo­
gists, meteorologists and th* like. I 
might say that since the scheme has 
been announced no less than 2,000 ap­
plications have drifted in.

There were three from women— 
which were politely declined—and 
several from young adventurers, one 
only sixteen and a half, who saw in 
this a chance of seeing life.

However, enthusiasm without skill 
is not much use to the expedition. 
Among the crew we shall probably 
take some ex-R.A.F. men.

Several well-known firms have been 
kind enough to present us with 
stores. In this way we have been re­
cipients of 50,000 cigarette, three 
gramophones, each with a hundred re­
cords, and large supplies of whisky, 
beef extract, custard powder, end so 
on. Of course, five years’ stores will 
accompany the expedition. A large 
portion of this will be canned stuffs. 
When in the polar region we shall eat 
seals, penguins and fish. I am often 
asked what penguin tasts like. It is 
not “fishy," as many people suppose, 
but has a flavour very much like beef 
steak.

What We’re Going to Do.
Our plan is to set out front Welling*- 

ton, New Zealand, in October next 
year, establish our bases in the Ant­
arctic continent, and start our inves­
tigations. There is much to be found 
out. We have reason to believe that 
valuable mineral deposits are likely 
to be discovered. Manganese, coal, 
marble, granite and rubies have al­
ready been unearthed in these regions. 
Another feature is to gather informa­
tion for the improvement and enlarge­
ment of the whaling industry..

Perhaps the greatest effect of a suc­
cessful expedition would be the es­
tablishment of a great observatory on 
the Antarctic continment. Do you 
know it will be possible from observa­
tions made to give accurate forecasts 
of the weather for all countries of the 
■Southern hemisphere?

Once a station is set up and main­
tained, scientists wilt-be in a position 
to give the most valuable information 
to Agriculturalists ' with regard to im­
pending weather.

The great novelty in next year’s ex­
pedition is that we are going to fly to 
the Pole, but I have not "yet decided 
what type of machine to employ, al­
though several firms have offered to 
supply one.

All flying will be done In December, 
that being the lightest and warmest 
month. The distance to be flown is 1,- 
600 miles.
