OUTRIGHT SALES AND PORTU­
GUESE TAX DISCUSSED.

That careful consideration must be 
given the question of outright sales, 
was the decision reached by the Fish 
Exporters’ meeting over which Mr. J. 
Long presided yesterday afternoon. 
It was admitted that outright sale, 
would be welcomed by the tr.de, but 
the London Broken, whose letter wae 
under discussion, were not the pur- 
chasers of the fish. The matter was 
one for arrangement between buyer 
and seller. It waS thought that any 
effort to force outright sales might 
have a bad effect on our markets, and 
would open them to our competitors.

Vital Statistics. .
Those who are interested in 

:the Vital Statistics of New­
foundland, as published month 

! by month t in the daily press, 
from copy furnished by the 
Registrar General, will have a 
subject for reflection in the per­
usal of the Annual Report t>f 
that official for the year ended 
December 81- 1921. This re­
port, of course, contains tabula­
ted, statistics for the full year, 
;and is therefore somewhat be­
hind the current monthly re­
ctums, which are always ready 
ifor press at the end of each 
period, so that those who like to 
keep abreast of the figures can 
always refer to the per mensem 
statements and make .up their 
totals from these. For the re­
port under review we beg' to 
thank the Registrar General, 
who epitomises the annual re­
turn from the various deputy 
registrars in the preamble of 
his official statement. It will be 
interesting to note that there 
were 12291 registrations for the 
calendar year ending December 
31, 1921. These are summar­
ized as follow : Births, 7,272; 
Marriages, 1,522; Deaths, 3,497, 
giving a natural increase in 
population of 8,776. A compari­
son of 1921 with 1920 statistics 
shows that there was a falling 
off in births during the former 
year of 527 and a decrease in 
the number of marriages total­
ling 816. The number of deaths 
however, were 762 less than 
■those registered in 1920- the 
irate per thousand being 13.29, 
the lowest hitherto recorded. In 
■the city the death rate was 16.06 
’per thousand, also making a 
’record, the number of demises 
'being 595, less by 102 than 
S those of the previous year. Âs 
usual, next to deaths from old 
age, Pulmonary Tuberculosis 
claims the highest number, that 
for the year being 389. At the 
same time it is worth noting 
that this is less by 110 than 
deaths from the same cause re­
ported for 1920. The rate per 
thousand of population is but 
1.47, the lowest in the history of 
the Colony, and to quote the 
Registrar’s words "speaks vol­
umes for the good work done in 
combatting this disease.” It 
would . be impossible here to 
give in detail the tables per town 
and district as published in the 
report. Space only permits of a 
general statement such as the 
above, but to show with what 
great care and accuracy the 
registers are kept, it is but ne­
cessary to refer back to the fig­
ures of population as estimated 
by the Annual Reports of this 
department in order to discover 
that there is but little difference 
between the approximate and

rATIONWe have all become so accustomed 

to go round to the chemist’s shop 
when we require medicine of any 
kind that we quite forget that our 
grandparents found remedies for 
every common complaint In the 
hedgerows.

An old manuscript book, written 
nearly a hundred years ago, tells ot 
many of these simple remedies.

For tonics for spring use she re­
commends an infusion of the common 
camomile. Of wild mint she made an 
Infusion which was à useful stomach­
ic, and valuable, she says, In case of 
colic. Sage tea she recommends as 
a stomach medicine, but adds that the 
plant should come from chalky soil. 
Gentian le another Common plant re­
commended for the tonic properties 
of its roots.

Instead of pills, she made an In­
fusion of the Inner bark of the com­
mon elder. She Says that this muet 
not be used too strong. The yellow 
Inner bark of the black elder Is also 
a purge.

Found In the Hedge-Row.
One ounce was boiled In a quart of 

water, and to this was added a email 
amount of ginger and some caraway 
seeds. Roots of the hemp agrimony, 
gathered fresh, and boiled In beer, 
are equally efficacious.

For children suffering from worms, 
the flowers of the common tansy were 
gathered, dried, powdered,* and mix­
ed with treacle. Yarrow has always 
had a great reputation with herbal­
ists. The freshly-gathered tops were 
used’ to make a drink which le said to 
have been most valuable In case of 
bad legs and ulcers.

Marsh-mallow, she writes, is ex­
cellent for poultices, having soothing 
properties, and mullein leaves boiled 
down she used for a liniment for 
bruises and sprains.

Without transacting any business, 
the House adjourned yesterday until 
Monday next. A lengthy adjourn­
ment for the purpose of allowing the 
Government to give all their time to 
the Railway question with a view to 
a definite settlement, was asked for 
by the Opposition,. but the Prime 
Minister declined to accede to this re-, 
nqest Sir Richard Squires stated that 
when the House meets on Monday the 
Government will be in a position to 
announce their Railway policy. 

CUSTOMS REVENUE.
During question-time, the Prime 

Minister stated that the Customs Rev­
ende for the first eleven months of 
the present fiscal year was $5,662,000. 
For the corresponding, time in 1931 
it was $6,373,600, and' In 1120 the 
amount was $7,753,000.

Sir Michael Cashtn’s question con­
cerning the alleged sale of pit props 
and pulp wood by Mr. Coaker, gave the 
Prime Minister an opportunity to con­
gratulate Hon. Dr. Campbell upon the 
good work he had done In this con­
nection.
