township of Albion, between Isaac Tay 
lor and Thomas Squires, which resulted 
in the death of the former. The men 
were ndt married aa staled, but bachelors, 
and quarrelled aboutja girl. Squires did 
not rub away to avoid arrest, but has 
been taken toto custody along with the 
tyo seconds, the stakeholder and three 
Others. The case has been investigated 
and the parties committed for trial, but 
since bailed out. It appears that Taylor 
was spoiling for a fight,*being urged 
thereto by some of his bothers, and re­
jected all proposals of reconciliation. The 
combatants were standing about 15 feet 
apart when the word was given, and 
they rushed towards each other. It was 
previously arranged that the fight should 
be a rough-and-tumble, Taylor’s brother 
in particular giving it to be understood 
that the men were to " kick, bite and 
box.” When they met Squires attempt­
ed to kick his antagonist, but the latter 
caught bis foot and threw him. Squires, 
however, turned his man, got above him 
and dealt him two or three blows about 
tho neck. This was all. Squires was' 
pulled off, and Taylor was dead. He had 
died, as a coroner's jury said, “ of over­
exertion and excitement while fighting 
a challenge with Thos Squires, constitu­
ting manslaughter.” He had said that 
he “ would fight, die, or be damned,” and 
he died.

NOYA SCOTIA’S PROTEST.
The undersigned, Delegates from the 

Province of Nova Scotia, before return­
ing to their homes, deem it a duty, alike 
to those they represent and to the peo­
ple of this country, to protest in the most 
solemn and emphatic manner against the 
decision of the House of Commons on the 
motion made by Mr. Bright On the night 
of the 16th of June last. As that deci­
sion zrnty effect the loyalty of a noble 
Province, and be followed by events of 
historical importance, the undersigned, 
on personal grounds, desire to shake 
themselves clear of the responsibility 
which one House of Parliament, acting 
under the guidance of her Majesty’s Gov­
ernment, has assumed.

With Ireland in a state of chronic in­
surrection, with a million of Fenians 
hovering upon a long and exposed fron­
tier, annually recruited by hundreds of 
thousands ofdiscontend men driven from 
their home in utter despair of the re­
sources of British statesmanship, it did 
appear to the undersigned but reason­
able to ask of the Imperial Parliament 
not to enlarge the area of discontent,or to 
give a new impulse to the elements of 
disturbance.

Nova Scotia fronts the populous, edu­
cated, warlike, and prosperous New Eng­
land States, that take all their great 
staples for which there is no market in 
Canada. The arsenals and dockyards of 
Boston and Portsmouth are within thirty 
hours’ sail of Halifax, and behind these 
stretches a whole continent, free trade 
with which would place factories upon 
all her streams, supplying capital for all 
legitimate enterprises ; and,though politi­
cal associations with the thirty-four mil­
lions of freemen who inhabit that great 
country might for a time involve high 
taxation, it would open a career for her 
children and ensure to them adequate 
protection for ever by land and by sea.

True to their old traditions, preferring 
their old flag and the old forms of admin­
istration,the people of Nova Scotia,while 
cherishing the delusion that they were 
Englishmen,entitled to the right, as they 
were.skilt'ul in the practice of self-gov­
ernment, Wére content, with all these 
temptations beside them,to follow the for­
tunes and share the glories and the vicis­
situdes of a Great Empire. But when 
asked by Lord Monck to form part of a 
new nation, in perilous association with 
a few million of people who offer no mar­
ket for their productions, who ‘have no 
capital to spare, who have a long de­
fenceless frontier,without a war ship up­
on the ocean, or an arsenal upon the sea­
board, it was natural that the Nova Scot­
ians should view, as they did in 1866, ’6, 
and ’7, such a proposition with evident 
distrust, suspicion, and alarm ; and it was 
most unnatural, unusual,and unconstitu­
tional, for British Governors misrepre­
senting their Sovereign to engage in 
small intrigues, to descend to personal 
solicitations, and to carry, under cover of 
reckless charges of disloyalty and gross 
edrruptida, a measure which the natural 
instincts of self-preservation in all the 
Maritime Provinces prompted their pop­
ulations to resist. It was natural also, 
when betrayed by a few rash and un­
scrupulous men, who came over to ask 
the Imperial Parliament to embody in a 
statute the first flagrant breach of trust to 
be found in our colonial annals, that the 
people of Nova Scotia, who had never in 
a century sent a petition to Parliament 
before, should claim to be heard before 
its tiual sanction was given to machina­
tions so astounding.

What did they ask ? That the bill 
should be thrown out ? That a scheme 
of government, at best but an experiment 
secretly prepared in a London hotel, and 
never submitted to either 6f the Colonial 
Legislatures, should be abruptly rejected? 
They nright in all reason have asked this ; 
but they did not. In the preamble to the 
bill it war assumed that the people of 
Nova Scotia desired the revolutionary 
changes proposed. In the summer of 
1866 onefilth of the population of the pro­
vinces, following their ordinary avoca­
tions, and known to be hostile to Confede­
ration, were upon the sea. In their ab­
sence 31,000 men, a number equaLto 
three-fifths of the entire militia force of 
the country, signed a petition, which was 
presented by Admiral > Erskine to the 
House of Commons. All that these men 
asked was but a week’s delay, that they 
might have an opportunity, in due course 
of law, and without any extraordinary 
exercise of the prerogative of dissolution 
in their favor, to express their deliberate 
convictions. The general elections were 
to come off in June. It the people of 
Nova Scotia decided against the Bill, it is 

. clear that they would be entitled to the 
benefit of the exemption made in favor of 
the people of Prince Edward Island and 
Newfoundland. If they consented to ac­
cept it, as Parliament would sit till Au­
gust, there was ample time to perfect the 
measure, and to proclaim the New Domin­
ion long before the close of the year. The 
prayer of this pétition, so modest and so 
reasonable, was rejected,, and the under­
signed cannot recall, without a sense of 
deep sorrow and humiliation, the manner 
in which thé subject was treated last year 
in both Houses of Parliament. In the 
Commons the petition was never 
and scarcely referred to. I» the Lords 
its existence was hardly recognised, the 
exercise of the right of petition was 
sneered at, and the allegiance and affec­
tion of a high-spirited and loyal people 
were treated with supreme indifference.

A few nights since the claims of 700,- 
060 persons, who claim ae ascendancy 
over three or four millidhitrf tbiiifWlow- 
subjects, regarded by the House of Com­
mons as perilous to the peace and integ­
rity of the Empire, came up for discussion 
in the House of Lords. There was a full 
attendance. The Chamber was crowded. 
There were royal Princes on the cross- 
benches,a goodly array of Bishops in lawn 

>und the * J

too much for such a 
the first time before

most subtle investigation—touching feel­
ings so sacred and so honorable, and 
national considerations of the very high­
est moment, they would be protected by 
at least the semblance of serious consider­
ation? Had this been a case touching 
the honor or the estate of a single noble 
Lord, it would have been heard and re­
heard with exemplary patience—months, 
nay years, would have been granted for 
the protection of a piece of evidence on 
which it was apparent the whole case 
turned.

Hdw different was the treatment which 
Nova Scotia received I At no time while 
the Bill was under discussion were fifty 
Peers in their seats, and on the only 
occasion when an appearance of contro­
versy was vainly attempted to be provok­
ed by one or two noble Lords who kindly 
volunteered some sort of remonstrance 
the number» gradually thinned, till there 
were but ten members present when the 
Bill finally passed. A good many historic 
delusions were dissipated on that day. 
Franklin, standing before the Privy Coun­
cil, and enduring the sarcastic insults of 
Wedderburn, did not, it is fair to assume, 
retire more grieved and indignant than 
did the gentlemen who represented the 
people of Nova Scotia on that occasion.

They did not, however, follow Frank­
lin’s example. They were reluctant to 
throw overboard the traditions of their 
fathers—the sentiment of loyalty. They 
used this language :—“The Government, 
Parliament, and the People of England 
have been deceived. They have done you 
a cruel wrong, but no wrong was intend­
ed. Do not blame those who have erred 
with the best intentions, bnt punish those 
who have deceived them. Prove that the 
evidence upon which the whole case turn­
ed was worthless, and trust to the honor 
of the Imperial Parliament to relieve yon 
from a thraldom, as wounding to your 

ride as it is disastrous to your interests.” 
'his advice was taken, and at the elec­

tions, without a disloyal word spoken or a 
blow struck, the evidence was produced, 
proof more overwhelming than can be 
gathered from the political annals of 
England in the most momentous of her 
controversies.

With this evidence in their hands the 
undersigned came to England, instructed 
to ask for the repeal of so much of the 
Imperial Statute as related to Nova 
Scotia. They obyed their instructions, 
but yielding to the opinion of their best 
friends here, who thought that Parlia­
ment might fairly require, 6s a condition 
precedent to repeal, an independent in­
vestigation into the real state of the facts 
and of the feeling of. the Provinces, they 
were content that the subject should be 
again presented with every security 
against the possible evils of unwise pre- 

Audintr ‘cipitancyji i the full reliance that any
fair inquiry could be followed but by one 
result- The House of Commons have 
thought proper to reject Mr. Bright’s re­
solution. It was dear that no other re­
sult could be expected after the promul­
gation of the Colonial Secretary's des-

Ktch. It is evident from the division 
ts that, with few exceptions, the sup­

porters of the Government rallied to sm- 
l&in its policy, and the aid of Mr. Card- 
well made a triumph over justice and 
common sense extremely easy.

The undersigned, having discharge d 
their duty,—they trust with courtesy and 
independence,—will return to their homes 
in a few days. Hie Grace the Colonial 
Secretary, and Mr. Adderley, acting upon 
the representations of the Governor-Gen­
eral and of the Canadian agent in this 
country, have guided the House of Com­
mons to a position which,regarded either 
with reference to Imperial interests or to 
the mutual co-operation and good neigh­
borhood of the British American Pro­
vinces only, the undersigned cannot bat 
consider as most unwise. The people of 
Nova Scotia were hardly prepared to be­
lieve that the Imperial Government and 
Parliament would refuse redress for a 
great wrong, even though, done Inadver­
tently and with the best intentions. 
They certainty could not have imagined 
that, in a case involving the honor of tie 
Empire, the good name of Parliament, 
and all the rights and revenues of an 
ancient and noble Province, they would 
be denied the most obvious form of in­
dependent investigation.

[Here follows a criticism of the lan­
guage used by Ministers in Parliament.] 

But what of the future ? The question 
is natural, but we have no answer to 
give. With the publication of this paper 
our responsibilities end. We have pro­
posed our remedy ; It has been rejected. 
His Grace the Colcnial Secretary and 
Lord Monck have assumed the task of 
making things pleasant and harmonious. 
They will have had' ample time to try 
their experiments before the Legislature 
of Nova Scotia meets in August. In the 
ieterlm, we presuSqe the future of our 
country will be anxiously considered by 
its people. May the Almighty guide 
them. Having discharged our duty to 
the Empire, we

These gentlemen are now staying at 
Valentia, the guests of the Knight of 
Kerry, whose co-operation they have 
secured, as his territory is to be the 
starting point of the new route. Be 
tween the port of Valentis—which is 
to be linked in civilization by an ex­
tension of the railway from Killarney 
—and St. John’s Newfoundland, swift 
•ailing steamers, capable of travelling 
at the rate of sixteen nautical miles an 
hour, are to run, by which means the 
Atlantic voyage wDl be reduced to 100 
hours. From St. John’s the passen­
gers are to be conveyed by rail and 
steamboats to the eastern terminus of 
the ttrand Trunk Railway, from 
which point they can proceed to any 
part of the Transatlantic continent. 
By this route a traveller would arrive 
in New York from London in seven 
days. The projectors are very san­
guine as to the success of their propos­
ed undertaking.

The Dublin correspondent of the 
London Morning Herald says : We 
ore promised a new means of commu­
nication between this country and 
America, which will enable a travel! 
er to perform the journey from Lon­
don to New York within seven days. 
The projectors are the Hon. Charles 
Tapper, late Prime Minister of Nova 
Sootia, and Mr. Sanford Fleming, En 
gineer to the Intercolonial Railway. 
These gentlemen arc now staying at 
Valentis, the guests of the Knight of 
Kerry, whose co-operation they have 
secured, as his territory is to be the 
starting point of the new route. Be 
tween the port of Valentis—which is 
to be linked in civilisation bfc.an ex­
tension of the railway from KUlarney 
—and St. John’s Newfoundland, swift 
sailing steamers, capable of travelling 
at the rate of sixteen nautical miles an 
hear, are to run, by which means the 
Atlantic voyage will be reduced to 100 
hours. From St. John’s the passen­
gers are to be conveyed by rail and 
■totalboats to the eastern terminus of 
the Grand Trunk Railway, from 
whieh point they can proceed to any 
part of the Transatlantic continent. 
By this route a traveller would arrive 
in New York from London m seven 
days. The projectors are very san­
guine as to the success of their propos­
ed undertaking.

Runaway Mabe found after Four 
Tears’ Absence.—On the 24th of May, 
1864, a mare belonging to Mr. W. Farris, 
and at pasture on Judge Wilson’s farm, 
strayed away, and no trace of her was 
found until a few days ago, when Mr.
