Credit Valley Railway.—A meeting 
has been called by the Reeve of West 
Garafraxa, for Monday next, at HyneJs 
Hotel, on the Fergus and Douglas road, 
to take into consideration the granting of 
a bonus to the Credit Valley Railway.

Credit Valley Railway.—A meeting 
was held on Tuesday in Flad’s Hotel, 
Salem, for the purpose of discussing the 
question of giving 8150,000 to the Credit 
Valley Railway.

This man Staley is a brother 
of the brute who was sent down to King­
ston at the late assizes for biting off the 
thumb of Mr. Alex. Rowat, of Flos.—Ex­
aminer.

The Cowardly Knifb Again.—Twc 
young men were seriously stabbed in e 
street row in Hamilton on Monday. The 
Times says :—Edmonds was stabbed in 
back, near the left kidney, and was so 
seriously cut that he nearly bled to 
death. The other was cut almost through 
the outside of fleshy portion of the left 
thigh, and was very severely hurt. Had 
the knife passed an inch or so nearer the 
body the artery must have been severed 
and death would have almost instantly 
resulted. It is thought that the stabs 
must have been delivered when the poor 
fellows were lying on the ground. The suf­
ferers seemed desirous of keeping the af­
fair quiet, yet so nearly was murder com­
mitted that the case has assumed grave 
features.

A Domestic Tragedy.—A wife of a 
most unsentimental and ingenious turn 
of mind dwells in Pennsylvania with her 
husband, who possesses a very jealous, 
misanthropic, and withal romantic tem­
perament. The other day, this gentle­
man, George Jones, felt thaHifo was too 
muclufor him, and gave his wife ten 
centfeMjgo to the druggist’s for a bottle 
of cMW'poison. The excellent woman 
bad a Mottle filled witlf liquorice-water, 
and labelled 'poison.' Returning with this, 
the poetic master of her heart melodra­
matically filled a trine-glass in her pres­
ence, and prepared to drink. She 
screamed and rushed into the next room, 
where she watched him through the key­
hole, and saw him pour the deadly dose 
out of the window. She rushed back to 
him apparently overwhelmed with grief, 
and begged him not to kill himself. Mr. 
Jones, filled with poetry, merely pointed 
to the empty glass, and throwing himself 
on the floor, squirmed. She fondly ob­
served that she would share his fate, and 
swallowed the rest of the liquorice-water, 
whereupon he became really frightened, 
confessed his deception before all the 
neighbours, and said if she’d only get 
well he’d never 4° so any more. The 
world seems brighter to Mr. Jones now.

The Central Exhibition Building.
To the Editor of the Mercury.

Sib,—In reading the- reporte of the 
Town Council in regard to'the Exhibition 
Grounds and Buildings, I think many 
of your readers will agree with me that 
these have been neither creditable to 
them as a Council, or at all satisfactory 
or courteous to the Agricultural Associa­
tion. As I think that a very inconsistent 
course has been pursued by several of 
the members of the Town Council in 
their dealings with the Directors of the 
Agrisnltnral Associations, I will, with 
year permission, offer s few remarks up­
on the subject.

In the first place I may state that cer­
tain parties in the town of Guelph were 
the first to move in the matter of getting 
up a Central Exhibition, and the Agri­
cultural Society was induced to take the 
matter up by the liberal offer made to 
them by the Town that they would pur­
chase the ground and put up all the 
necessary buildings required. But the 
very first year of the Exhibition the Agri­
cultural Association had to expend over 
81,200 to finish fhe main building, the 
Town refusing to do so, and up to this 
time has expended altogether over 86,000 
in building on the Exhibition Grounds.
In view of this fact, was there anything 
unreasonable fer the Directors after so 
large-an expenditure of their money to 
endeavour to come to some understand­
ing with the Town Council as to their 
interest in the buildings elected by them, 
and an to bow these buildings should 
hereafter be protected and kept in repair?.'
For thin purpose a meeting was held by 
a joint Committee of the Directors and 
the Central Exhibition Committee of 
the Town Council r who unanimously 
came to a conclusion which has already 
been laid before your readers, and which 
caused,I think, a very great amount of gas 
to be unnecessary expended by your 
Town Council, who seemed to labor 
under the delusion that they were dic­
tated to by the Agricultural Association.
Now I wish it to be properly understood 
that the Directors have never, either 
directly or indirectly, wished to interfere 
with the Town Council in.the matter of 
letting the Exhibition Grounds or even 
building, or denied their right to do so ; 
in proof of which I would refer to the 
report of the joint Committee, and the 
By-law submitted in the first place to the 
Council, which was perfectly satisfactory 
to the Directors of the Association, in 
which there was not the least attempt 
made to interfere with the Town as to 
their letting the Exhibition Grounds and 
buildings to any party they deemed pro­
per. But a great deal of this unseemly 
difficulty between the Town and the Di­
rectors has arisen from, shall I say, the 
shuffling way in which several members 
of the Town Council have acted in the 
matter.

At a meeting of the Directors of the 
Association held in the beginning of June 
last, at which Messrs. Elliott and Chad­
wick attended as ex officio Directors on 
behalf Of the town, Mr. Elliott stated 
that as the Town Council intended, to 
pass a By-law for the regulation and 
letting the Exhibition Grounds, and ik 
order that such By-law might be satis -J 
factory to the Association ,«it was desirable 
that a committee of the Directors should 
be appointed (Ô be consulted on the 
framing of such a By-law. He therefore 
moved that Messrs. Whitelaw, Hobson 
and Swinford be a committee to meet 
the Exhibition Committee of the Town 
Council to frame a By-law for the regu­
lation and letting the Exhibition Grounds.
In the first place this motion with the 
other motions having been previously 
put to the meeting were voted down by a 
majority of the Directors. Bo anxious, 
however, was Mr. Elliott to get his mo­
tion passed that he proposed his own 
motion again ; but it being objected to 
as out of order, Mr. Elliott got Mr.Sharpe 
to come to hie rescue and move a similar 
motion, with the simple alteration of sub­
stituting the name of Mr. McCrae for 
that of Mr. Swinford, which was put to 
the meeting and carried by a majority of 
only one or two—of course both Mr. El­
liott and Mr. Chadwick voting foi the 
motion. Now I find, after all, that Mr.
Elliott was only acting the part of a 
trickster, being actually opposed to his 
own motion, which was only brought 
forward by him (as stated by the papers) 
in order to get the opinion of the Direc­
tors and for his own information. Was 
such information wanted by him so that 
afterwards he might trim his sails to suit 
the popular breeze ? I find also that Mr.
Chadwick stated at the Council meeting 
that they did not want to be dictated to 
by the Directors of the Association ; that 
the Council were quite capable of framing 
their own By-laws without any aid from 
the Association. Yet Mr. Chadwick voted 
for the motion appointing the committee, 
and at a subsequent meeting of the Di­
rectors where he was present—a Director 
having alluded to some remarks made in 
the Council Chamber about the al­
leged interference of the Directors in the 
matter of framing their By-laws—
Mr. Chadwick explained by saying that 
such remarks arose from the matter not 
being properly understood, but he could 
assure the Directors that the By-law 
which would be passed by the Town 
Council would be satisfactory to the 
Association. I find, however, that as far 
as he is concerned, he did all he could to 
make it as discourteous andunsatisfaetory 
as possible. Then, with regard to Mr.
Horsman, I find he has also one policy 
to advocate when at a meeting of the Di 
rectors, and another for the Council 
Chamber. Of the four members of the 
Town Central Exhibition Committee .none 
seemed so well pleased with the result 
arrived at by the Committee as Mr. Hors­
man did ; he seemed actually delighted 
with the unanimous agreement of the 
joint Committee. It is rather amusing 
to read the oratorical efforts at the 
Council meetings relating to the By-law 
for the regulating and letting of the 
grounds—one legal gentleman objecting 
to the Association having anything to do 
with buildings erected by themselves, for 
fear that if insured, and at any time 
burned down, the Company might re­
pudiate payment. Would the Wellington 
Mutual or any respectable Company re­
fuse to take an insurance on the building 
under the By-law as introduced, or even 
think of refusing payment should any 
loss be sustained under the circum­
stances ? Another gentleman thinks the statics.

The St. Thomas Shooting., 
fanny battersby honoubably acquitted.

The trial of Fanny Battersby for killing 
Alfred Bradley was concluded on Tues­
day. Farther evidence was given. The 
Crown prosecutor declined ; and, the 
prisoner having declined a jury, Mr. 
Justice Hughes gave judgment. In ad­
dressing the prisoner he said :—

The men came to your father’s house 
for an unlawful and violent purpose. 
They threatened,to beat your brother, and 
yon bad strong grounds to fear their in­
tentions towards yourself. Their lan­
guage and their acts outside gave yon 
good reason to apprehend the worst; 
they attacked the doors with seeming 
determination to break them in, and fail­
ing to succeed they took to the windows. 
Tour Brother tried to get assistance by 
alarming the neighbours, and failing in 
that, I can conceive how hope was aban­
doned. Considering the consequence of 
their getting into the house, considering 
their threats, and the rude and brutal 
language they used ; considering the 
dead hour of the night at which their 
attack was made, the wonder is, not 
that you<were afraid, but that you were 
not maddened to desperation. Yon 
warned them ; you repeated the warning, 
and gave them ample time to. act upon 
it. Having a weapon to defend yourself, 
you would have been more than human 
if yon did not use it. The question was 
when yen might be justified in using it. 
It is my opinion that you were not in a 
position to judge, when by their conduct 
they took away your judgment, and 
your act was the consequence of their 
conduct. I am here in the capacity of a 
juror as well as a judge, and I am bound 
to take a juror’s view of your case. 
Having carefnlly considered the law, and 
all the facts, I have reached the conclu­
sion that yon are not gniltv of having 
unlawfully and feloniously taken the life 
of Alfred Bradley. The homicide was 
brought about by Bradley's own conduct. 
In so far as you are concerned, your act 
was justifiable.

The finding of the Court was received 
by the spectators with a burst of 
applause.

Miss Battersby was removed from the 
dock, and left the court-room surrounded 
by her friends.

HarrisWn Affairs.
The farmers have commenced haying. 

The crop generally is light though in 
some cases better than was anticipated. 
The weather for the past few days has 
been favourable. There was a fine rain 
on Wednesday night, but there being 
scarcely any cut there was no damage 
done to the hay, whilst it was a consider­
able benefit to the other crops. The 
faces of the farmers generally carry a 
brighter look now than previous to the 
rain. They had almost given up the 
prospect of a crop of any kind, but the 
harvest now bids fair to be an average 
one. There was a frost one night last 
week which has done considerable dam­
age among the vegetables in the gardens, 
but has not affected the grain. Mr. 
John D. McE»ch<ra is completing a large 
building for a cheese hoop factory and 
shingle mill. Mr. Thomas Robinson, rail­
way contractor, is erecting a fine brick 
residence near the school.house. There 
are several other buildings in course 
of erection.—Har. Cor. - •

St. Catherines Items.—The Town 
Council have wisely determined to retain 
two steam fire engines. Lake-st. is to 
be widened considerably from Welland 
Avenue to Queen-st. The Council deny 
that they or the people have any wish to 
repudiate their M. L. Fund obligations, 
and say that they have more honour than 
to do so.

Brantford.—The politicians in Brant­
ford have just concluded a hot contest 
over the assessment rolls. TheSzpou lor 
says:—At last the assessment frauds 
have had justice dealt out. All Monday 
afternoon His Honor Judge Jones wa» 
engaged in making the proper demotions 
in the rolls, and these have now been re­
turned to the pioper officer. Over forty 
names have either been struck from or 
added to the rolls or reduced in as­
sessment, making a difference of at least 
eighty votes in favor of Reformers. Be­
sides this the Court of Revision, partizan 
though it was, still felt themselves bound 
to strike out about twenty names. With 
the most persistent obstmaey the mem­
bers of the Court ot Revision have fought 
to maintain these fraudulent votes upon 
the assessment rolls.

The Mowers and Reapers at Ottawa. 
—The single machines-that competed at 
the mowing match on Tuesday were the 
Warrior, the Sprague, Buckeye, Model 
Buckeye and the Cayuga Chief. The 
combined machines mowed to-day, but 
did not reap ; they will reap text week. 
The first named of the single machines, 
the Warrior, manufactured at Prescott, 
received the first prize and diploma ; the 
Model Buckeye, by Frost & Wood,Smith’s 
Falls, and the Cayuga Chief were equal 
for second prize.. The machines were 
tested by the djmanometer in respect of - 
draught, a test upon which the awards 
were largely based. Appearances were 
thought to indicate that Forsyth’s ma­
chine, from Dundan, Ontario, would be 
the winner amongst the combined. The 
trial took place among heavy clover, and 
under favorable cireamstacoes in other 
respects. The attendance of farmers 
was very large.

A significant indication of the ef­

Mr. Bergeoin was nominated 
in the Ministerial intèrest, and Mr.

Notwithstanding the exertions of 
Mr. Chapleau on behalf of the Gov­
ernment, Mr. Bisson was returned by 
an immense majority, worthily follow­
ing the example of Montreal at the 
general election. The result of this 
contest—the first in Quebec since 
the recent disclosures—goes to show 
that the-Quebec people are* not im­
posed upon by the hollow pretence 
that the Ministry were sweetly un­
conscious of the huge schemes the 
Great Briber was working for their 
benefit and his own.
