One of ,our leading millers inform­
ed us the other day that it will not 
fetch within ten cents of other spring 
wheat, that it does not make the proper 
quality of flower, and that millers don’t 
want it and won’t buy it. Farmers had 
bettor, therefore, give it a wide berth, 
unless they choose to loose by growing it.

April Cattle Fair. — The regular 
monthly fair was held to-day, but owing 
no doubt to the Easter show last week 
was not up to the usual mark. Very few 
outside buyers were present, and conse­
quently not many sales took place. The 
display was confined largely to milch 
cows, which were net in great demand. 
Prices for them ranged ffom 830 to 835. 
There were but few fat stock, but they 
sold well, the rates ranging "from 84.50 
to 85 per 100 lbs. Working oxen were 
in demand at figures ranging from 880 
to 8120 per yoke. There were a great 
many people in town, and a large busi­
ness was done on the market and in the 
stores.

Moke Aid to the T., G. & B. Railway. 
—At the meeting of the Toronto City 
Council on Monday evening, Aid. Hen­
derson introduced a by-law for the pur­
pose of granting aid to the extent of 
*8100,000 to the Toronto, Grey & Bruce 
Railway Company^ in accordance with 
the petition of the ratepayers presented 
to this Council. The by-law was read a 
first time.

Scottish Statistics.—The Registrar 
reports that in year 1873 there were 119,- 
738 births registered in Scotland, being 
3.49 per cent on the populationestimated 
for the middle of the year ; 26Ï730 mar­
riages, or 0-70 per cent ; and 70,857 
deaths or 2-24 per cent. The birth-rate 
was about the average ; the death-rate 
was a little above, and the marriage-rate 
considerably above the average.

Lynching.—A young colored man came 
very near going to tho “ Happy Land of 
Canaan” on Saturday .through the practi­
cal joking of some coopers in a shop 
near the Phénix Mills at St. Catharines.

The Famine in Bengal.—Reports 
from the faminè districts of Bengal are 
much more favourable—Lord Salisbury 
having displayed a most energetic policy. 
In some districts once considered the 
worst there is now no extreme distress. 
Relief works are going on. Food is freely 
offering in the open market at cheaper 
rates than the Government tariff. The 
difficulties of transportation have 
overcome, and money is abundant. It 
seems, therefore, that the Government 
have very full control of the difficulty. 
No deaths are reported.

National Rifle Association.—At the 
annual general meeting of the National 
Rifle Association, the Duke of Cambridge 
said that £3,000 odd had been added to 
the funds of the institution, which sum 
would be carried to the reserve fund, 
making the total reserve £10,000. Allud­
ing to tho camp at Wimbledon, His 
Royal Highness said that a new road 
would be made across Wimbledon

An absurd rumor that several thousand 
Orangemen were on their way to wreak 
summary justice upon Btel, created some 
uneasiness.

A detachment of twenty-five men of 
the Garrison Artillery were on guard at 
tho drill shed Armories last night. A like 
force of Foot Guards occupied their 
armory.

Mr. Bo well, should he establish Riel’s 
identity to-day, will follow up his resolu­
tion by a motion for his expulsion Jrom 
the House.

A large reduction in the staff of Parlia­
mentary employees is to take place 
shortly.

Later.—Riel is reported to have left 
Ottawa, and persons arriving from the 
south assert that he was seen at Prescott 
bn his way, as was assumed, to Ogdens- 
burg ; but it is quite possible that he may 
still be within a short distance of the 
city.

Sad Case of Drowning.

Caledonia, Ont. March 1st.—Afcout 
seven o’clock last evening, a young lady 
about 18 years of age, third daughter of 
David Young, Esq., who resides close by 
the river, about two miles below here, 
was drowned while attempting to cross 
the river in a small beat for the purpose 
of attending a minister’s social at a neigh­
boring house. It seems the young lady 
was accustomed" to crossing the river in 
this manner,but having on rubber shoes, 
and there being ice in the bottom of the 
boat her feet slippedand she fell ever the 
side of the boat into the water, where / 
she screamed and made desperate 
struggles to regain, the boat, but all iu 
vain. She rose once to the surface after 
sinking. Several Mends who stood on 
the Opposite shore-were witnesses of this 
heart-rending scene, but as no boat was 
at band and they oquld not swim, wore 
unable to render any assistance. The 
body was only recovered this morning 
about eight o’cleek, after a long and 
weary search during the whole night.
Mr. Young is one- of the oldest and most 
respectable citizens on the river, and he 
and his family have the sincere sympathy 
of the entire community in this terrible

Prlccvllle- Correspondence.
It is now a long time- since you heard 

from us, but nevertheless we have been 
thriving as a village. We have had » 
prosperous winter here from several 
causes. In the first place we had excel­
lent crops last year, whioh the farmers 
have been buey bringing to market dur­
ing sleighing. And there are yet con­
siderable quantities of grain in the hands 
of the farmers, which is a hopeful sign» 
as in former years-they have often been 
compelled to sell more than they should 
to pay their debts.

Great quantities of square timber have 
been taken out in this vicinity this win­
ter, whioh has brought in quite a circula­
tion of money. It has to be shipped by 
the Toronto, Grey & Bruce Railway.. 
This railway has made a wonderful . 
change in this part of the country. It 
has been the means of giving the people 
a market, within a convenient distance 
from home, second to few in the Province^ 
Tho poor lands whioh xvere .considered 
not worth settling upon before wo had a 
market, are being rapidly taken up and 
settled, and naturally enough as popula­
tion increases so does trade.

Tho gioatest drawback that we have 
had here has been the want of - capital 
among the farmers, but the building of 
the railway has made a large part of 
what was waste timber into so much 
capital which will be coming into the 
country for some years to come. People 
here are very much pleased with the 
Ontario Government fo* giving further 
aid to the company, and no wonder, for 
the railroad has been a great boon to us.

Another grist mill has been put in 
operation in the village in connection 
with Mr. McKay’s steam saw mill. No 
doubt it will get plenty to do, as a great 
deal of trade that used to go towards 
Durham is now coming here. There ia 
a good opening at present for a tailor 
and a tinsmith here. Both of them 
might do well if they were steady, push­
ing men.

We are having another snow storm 
whioh we hope will give ue another week 
of sleighing.

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Tho Case of Biel.
In the House of Commons on Tues 

day, Attorney.General Clarke, of 
Manitoba, was examined at some 
length in regard to the Riel case. 
The House cannot try Riel for mur­
der, but after satisfactory evidence it 
can decide that as a fugitive from 
justice he cannot sit among its mem­
bers. To this end the examination 
is now being held, and when finished 
a motion will doubtless be passed to 
that eiiect. Mr. Clarke's evidence 
was conclusive on the. following im 
portant points :—That Riel had signed 
the Parliamentary roll; that he was 
elected for Provencher; that he is 
under indictment for murder, and 
eluding the search of the officers who 
hold warrants for his arrest: that a 
bench warrapt was issued in Manitoba 
last fall for his arrest ; and that Mr. 
Clarke had tiled, but failed, in.,his 

• efiorts to have him arrested. Before 
the House adjourned, a motion was 
passed orderin': Riel to attend iri his 
place to-day. Should he do so, the 
officers of justice will doubtless arrest 
him. Should he not appear, then it 
will be an admission of his guilt, and 
the House will decide that he be ex­
pelled from Parliament.

It was reported in Ottawa that on 
Tuesday he applied for his mileage, 
by deputy, but djiiled in his object, 
as the rules require that he should 
appear in person to receive the some­
what considerable sum payable to a 
member from so distant a part of ^he 

, Dominion. This prompt application 
to the Accountant affords pretty 
strong presumptive evidence that 
his intentions wero to make his re­
treat good at the earliest possible 
moment. A correspondent writes 
to us, that when the House met on 
Monday every strange face was care­
fully scannedin the expectation that 
it might be Kiel's; JHs seat was 
ticketed, and was immediately be­
hind that occupied by Sir John 
Macdonald, and among those occu­
pied by the hottest Orangemen in 
the House. Montoith, McCallum and 
Orton occupy seats adjoining, so that 
one can fancy how these gentlemen 
would feel. Monteith was very fid­
gety, and eyed suspiciously every 
one who approached with a heavy 
beard.

The course adopted by the House 
will soon have the effect of disposing 
of'this case, which the Opposition 
hoped would involve Government in 
trouble, as it is known that many of 
the Quebec members are in favor of 
an amnesty being granted to Riel, or 
in some way condoning his crime.

A Great Cattle Ranch.
<J. C. Fulton writes to the Baltimore 

American:—" What is regarded as the 
greatest of the cattle ranches in Southern 
Texas is that of Captain King, located in 
Neuces County, about thirty-eight miles 
southwest of Corpus Christi, on Santa 
Gertrude’s creek. It is undoubtedly the 
prettiest homestead in the country, 
surrounded by all the comforts and lux­
uries that money can purchase, indica­
ting a refined taste on the part of the 
proprietor and his family, which is not 
usual among the cattle ranches of Texas. 
Captain King has an enclosed pasture of 
70,000 acres, though he owns about 160,- 
000 acres of land in Neuces and Duval 
Counties. The entire stock held by him 
at the present time is 60,000 head of 
cattle, 20,000 head of sheep, and 10,000 
head of horses. He overstocked his en­
closed "pasture to such an extent last fall 
that he was compelled to turn a great 
many out ‘ on the range ! again, although 
he sent 4,000 head to Kansas and slaugh­
tered 4,000 head for their hides and 
tallow. He disposes annually of about 
8,000 head of cattle, either by sale or 
slaughter, notwithstanding which his 
stock is steadily on the increase. If the 
shipping of stock is commenced at Cor­
pus Christi he will probably find a mar­
ket for some of them. He has recently 
purchased another ranch in Cameron 
County, on which he has 10,000 more of 
cattle, and attached to which is about 
10,000 acres of land.” _

Public Accounts.—The Public Ac­
counts of the Dominion for 1872-73 were 
published on Tuesday. They show the 
total receipts for the year, chargeable to 
Consolidated Fund, to have been 820,818,- 
469, against an expenditure of 819,174,- 
647, giving a surplus of revenue over ex­
penditure of $1,638,822. The income of 
1872-73 exceeds that 1871-J2 by 898,656, 
and the expenditure, that of the same 
yèar, by 81,585,179. Under the head of 
Loans, the account shows receipts 84,158- 
193, and expenditure, 82,807,232. Open 
accounts receipts amount to 88,338,642, 
against payments, 813,305,369.* The 
gross totals therefore are, receipts, 833,« 
305,305 ; expenditure, 835,287,250.

Barker’s offence is that he supports 
the Reform candidate in West Dur­
ham.

The report is current in legal cir­
cles that the three new Judges pro­
vided for by the Act passed by the 
Local Legislature for the better ad­
ministration of justice will be Hon.

It was that be attached much 
more importance to the speedy improve­
ment of our canals and harbors than to 
the Pacific Railway, because the former 
would be of immediate benefit to our 
people, while the Railway’s benefits are 
prospective, mainly for a people in our 
Northwggt, who are not yet in the North­
west to be beuclitted.

Still Another Libel Suit.—On 
Saturday the Montreal Herald published 
a letter signed by “ Justitia ” which re­
flected on the charge of Judge Ramsay 
to the Grand Jury at tho opening of the 
Court of Queen’s Bench, charging that 
he indulged in special pleading in the 
case of Brydges for acquittal, and in the 
case of the Witness tor conviction. On 
Monday morning at the opening of the 
Court, Mr. Ritchie, Q. C., called Judge 
Ramsay's attention to the article, and 
charged that criminal proceedings be 
taken against the publishers of tho Her­
ald. Hi3 Honor stated that he was per­
sonally indifferent to the attack, but be 
could not in tho interest of the public 
justice permit this gross libel to pass un­
noticed Proceedings will be taken for 
libel.

Sib John and the Opposition.—The 
Ottava correspondent of Le Nouveau 
Monde says Sir John Macdonald's illness 
is not believed to be the only cause of hie 
retirement from the leadership of the 
Opposition. Tbe two leading causes 
assigned therefor in political circles are, 
1st, the Manitoba difficulties, and, 2nd, 
the facts with which he if mixed np in 
the Pacific Scandal. In regard to the 
first, two oontradfctory opinions are held 
—that the Orangemen of Ontario refuse 
at any cost to entertain the idea of am­
nesty, and that the Lower Canadian 
Cooservatives are unanimously resolved 
to separate from him if he will not help 
them to obtain tiaid amnesty. In regard 
to the Pacific Scandal it is said Sir 
John’s old friends insisted on his resig­
nation, because tney believed him loo 
much compromis d in tho matter of ob­
taining money from Sir Hugh Allen to 
corrupt tbe electors, and attribute to the 
disgrace.he thus got himself into the 
ronaeror.B losses they suffered during 
tbe i.'to elections to the Dominion Par- 
jicmCLt.
