I have waited 
some time to see if some more competent

ing concerning the matters which -some 
unknown person haa keen kind enough to 
inform you upon. In the first mgtffi your 
informant aaye that Miss-.- Armstrong’s 
school, Nicola Lake, ia the enly school in 
the province which is composed exclu- 

* white children. Evidently your 
it is either a stranger in regard 

to the schools of Nicola, or else a person 
very regardless of what he says; for if 
he had taken the trouble to visit the 
school taught by Miss Carmichael at 
“Scott’s” he would have found that school 
to be composed exclusively of white chil 
dren. In the next place your informant 
•ays that at least oqe-fourth of the scholars 
attending” Woodward’s school,"Lower Ni­
cola, are half-bréèds. * Now, Mr. Editor, 
I don’t wish to say anything about the 
half-breeds, knowing it is a tender sub­
ject, but yonr informant speaks of them 
as if it was a disgrace for a school to be 
composed of half-breeds or to be associa­
ted with them in any way.. This I attri­
bute to an absence of common sense on 
Hit part. I know of half-breeds residing 
in Nicola who are more scrupulous as to 
the veracity of their word then your in­
formant apparently is, and aa to one-fourth 
of the scholars attending “Woodward’s 
school” being half-breeds, on a recent in­
spection of the register of that school I 
found that the totti number of scholars 
on the roll was seventeen; of these four 
were half-breeds; one of the four waa 
over school age and haa left school, yet 
in accordance with the rules 1er keeping 
the register, bis name ia retained thereon 
until tiie end of the year. That leave» a 
balance of three, and only one ont of the 
three has been in regular attendance dur­
ing the year. Bot suppose three of the 
regular scholars are half-breeds;/that does 
not make one-fourth, but lees than one- 
fifth of the whole number half-breeds, 
and consequently, your informeets words 
are false. In the next place your infor­
mant says that the “W. W.” correspond­
ent of The Ootonid might be improved 
by being in some way related to a school­
teacher. From a personal knowledge of 
the attainments or the “W, W.” corres­
pondent, I admit it, tut what person 
couldn’t, I ask?

Among the younger American potts, 

none are perhaps better known or uni­
versally admired than Will Oarleton. 
It ie a singular fact that the Western 
poets seem always to strike a new vein 
of thought or feeling. It is useless 
for the pedagogues to pour out the 
faults of Oarleton’s poetry and tell us 
that the verses are not properly 
structed here or ungrammatical there 
for there are pointed out the same er­
rors in Poe, they showed ua where the 
great Dickens waa at fault, in fact 
every one whom the people admired 
waa faulty fn their eyes, 
withstanding this Dickens touched the 
heart-strings of his readers, they wept 
or laughed at his bidding, and so it 
was with Edgar A. Poe. Say what 
hie maligners will, the author of Ulal- 
ume, the Belle, the Raven and Israfel 
stands higher in the estimation of the 
people than if they had let his mem­
ory rest in peace. Even so ie it with 
Oarleton. His is also a master hand 
in sounding the human heart-stringe. 
He was born near Hudson, Lenanee 
Go., Michigan, in 1845, and waa. bred 
ae farmer's boys usually are. His de­
sire for knowledge, however, led him 
to walk five miles to the district school, 
where he studied Latin, Algebra, etc. 
In 1865 he entered college, helping 
to defray his expenses by teaching. Grad­
uating in 1869 he joined the editorial 
staff of a Chicago paper and later be- 

editor of the Detroit Weekly 
Tribune. In 1868 he wrote hia first 
>oem “Fax,” and at hia graduation in 
.869 “Rifte in the Clouds.” In 1870 

for Decoration Day he wrote ‘•Cover 
Them Over.” 
work “Betsy and I are Out” appear- 
ed, and noon after “How Belay and G 
Made Up,” and “Over the Hill» to the 
Poor Houee.” In 1873 he produced 
“Farm Ballads,” and in 1875 “Farm 
Legends.” In 1881 -‘Farm Festivals’ 
appeared, all of whieh were handsome­
ly illustrated. Some of his work gives 
evidences of hasty production, hot 
taken altogether Oarleton ie a poet of 
whom Americana can justly be proud.

The conscience with 
its tin tubes does this 400 times a min­
ute all day long, when it is running 
full tilt The conscience was made 
in Austria. Mercy towards an improp­
erly constituted dollar enters into its com­
position to the extent of just one grain 
and a half—the amount by which the law 
allows a dollar to vary. More than this 
It is impossible to describe the conscience.

Corporal Punishment.

To the Editor:—In your issue of the 
22d iuat. appeared a portion of an essay 
read at-a rodent meeting of the Teachers’ 
assqpiation£byj{a lady teacher. With your 
permission, I offer a few comments on the 
review, and at the same time wish to ex­
press the hope that the following will be 

, taken in thé same good spirit in which it 
is intended. .

In the first place, then, the answer 
“Yes,” given so emphatically to the ques­
tion “Should corporal punishment be ad­
ministered in school?” is at least a per­
sonal opinion and one not based on any 
arguments given by the fair writer, i. e. if 
we are to make any distinction between 
“punishment” and “corporal punish­
ment.” And just here I would call at-, 
tent inti to ihe jumbling together through­
out the essay of these two distinct ideas.

“As long as man remains morally the 
imperfect being he is, just so long must 
lie be hedged in by la^s,” may be a ' fine 
sounding-sentence, but it will occur to 
anybody having tne slightest acquaint- 

with the rudiments of mental sci­
ence, that man is in reality the more 
“hedged ip” by laws the more he tends 
towards a perfect state; hence the idea 
conveyed in the sentence quoted is worse 
than nonsense, for it shows a sad lack of 
a knowledge that above all others under­
lies the science of teaching. If such mis­
takes, as these are made in a public es- 
.•ay,' can there be any wonder that cor­
poral punishment is still necessary in oar 
schools? v

To those who take an interest in con­
undrums I must leave the answer to the 
question “If punishments of all kinds 
were to-morrow to be abolished through­
out the length and breadth of thqlend what 
would be the consequence ?” “The bare 
idea” of such a question being asked “is 
atartlinÿ’ jhfltiSi; !

“Writing* impositions, learning addi­
tional tasks fry rote, etc ,” but above all 
“detention during recess or after school 
hours,” arp not the substitutes for cor­
poral punishment recommended by any 
but the most ignorant. Besides, this ar­
gument carries the idea conveyed by the 
old adage ‘ ‘Give a;dog a bad name and 
hang him,” and might not the same re­
mark be made in answer to the paragraph 
referring‘to thé different results of t»ooio 
training ? All’ boys know just how this 
Works—the quiet obedient boy (usually a 
hypocrite) gets all “the soft snaps” (if 
ydur will excuse the -expression) and his 
large Kearted but more "restless neighbors 
get the'other ebd of the cud. No, un- 
leak teachers are of the very highest order 
of intellect, and can thoroughly sympath­
ize with those in their charge (like par- 

’enU) their estimate of character and capa- 
bilities is not’ very likely to be correct. 
Farïie it from me to underrate thé task 
of the teacher,Jm the contrary, I am of 
Opinion that the task is for more difficult 
than the teachers themselves assume it to 
W Let any of your readers recall their 
experiences during school days and how 
W but will remember the teacher’s offices 
perfdrilled in a heartless, perfunctory 
matiner. The outcry against the “birch 
is dot withodt reason and I apprehend 
boys ai#a rule are better judges of the 
pros And cons than, their fair companions.

But let us. rfsturn to the composition, 
under review. To call the application of 
scientific principles, to teaching “new- 
fashioned rüles-ôf-love principles” does 
not bespeak,» very’wide acquaintance with 
modern thought, and the remark woteld 
"have been muèh better left out. And we 
now-come to the pith of the essay, viz. ; 
“Bonde teachers upon assuming charge of 
a die orderly class ihay, by sheer, force of 
will-powerevoke order from disorder. - 
Professor Tiain says : ‘ ‘The uniformity 
of" sequence’ admitted to prevail in the 
physical world, is held to exist in the 
mental #<irlci.”; “Like cures like,” and 
if one teacher cap and does accomplish 
the task pf bringing “order opt of dis- 
ordW/’/what is to prevent every other 
.teacher from being equally successful ? 
"By Way of adding to the list of “au­
thorities” I would suggest that some of 
those “misguided philanthropists” (nota­
bly Herbert Spencer), might be read to 
advantage. -.
