THE TRADE returns of the inion fer
the year ending June 30 last, an ex-
cess in exports of $1,421,711 over the im-
ports for the same time. This is the first
time since confederation that the *‘ balance
of trade” has been in favor of Canada. The
amount of duties collected, $14,138,849, was
the largest of any year since 1875, when
$1,222,582 were collectéd in excess of that
amount. The trade with the British and
iforeign -West Indies and South America
daring the last year amounted to $7,562,-
678, and in 1879 to $5,498,929, showing an
increase in favor of last year of $2,063,749.
The teade with China and Japan shows an
increase in the last year over 1879 of $425,-
944, and a still larger amount over the two

preceding years.

Tee REvisEp New TESTAMENT, upon
which distinguished  scholars in England
and the United States have been engaged
for several years, will net be published unil
May. The intention was to have it ready
for publication in England on the first of
February, but final touches made this im-
possible. The American edition will be a
reprint of the English, and as there will be
no copyright on the work any publisher
will be at liberty to bring it out in any
form he pleases. Dr. Prime, of the Ameri-
can committee, says the result of their labor
is to establish the Bible in the confidence of
the world, the latest and ripest scholarship
not having found one doctrine of the gospel
to be weakened, but all confirmed and es-
tablished.

IN THE LEGISLATURE yesterday Mr. Hardy
introduced a bill for giving increased effi-
ciency to the lnvb against the illicit gale of
intoxicating liquors. It authorizes the
seizure and confiscation of liquors found
and kept for sale in any place contrary to
law; and the person engaged in selling, #s
well as the occupant of the house, is made
liable to punishment. The law governing
shopkeepers is also made more stringent,
and should this measure pass they will
in future be able to take advantage of t
tavern-keepers during the proscribed hours
from Saturday night to Monday morning.
Another provision of the bill authorizes the
commnissioners to issue licenses at a reduced
fee for the sale of lager beer, ale, porter and
wines made from Canadiangrapes. A good
deal has recently 'been said in favor of a
proposition‘ of this sort, and moderate.tem.
perance men will watch ifs operation with
inefest,

Tax rREPoRT of the jregistrar-general of
Ontarie for 1879 affords some curious sta-
tistics in reference -t matrimony. 'During
that year thirty-one females were married at
the age of fourteen, and thirty-five were
only fifteen years of 4ge when they took
untp themselves lawful jhushbands. . On. the
other hand a number of bridegrooms went to
the altar at the age' of seventy-five and gver.’
Of ninetesn suchffestive gentlomen twelve
were farmers, and should have known better,
But the greatest sinnbr of all was the old
fellow of eighty-six ' who married a' maiden
of nineteen. They were wedded in the
county af Halton.  The united ages of the
oldest couple reached 150 years, the bride-
groom being eighty-two and the bride sixty-
eight. The county of York claims this
ancient pair. The youngest couple belonged
to the county of Middlesex. Their united
ages amounted to thirty-two years, or about
one-fifth of ‘the combined ages of the oldest
couple.

The Canada Pacific mlnympnym
authorized by section 16 of the ‘charter to
build or acquire. telegraph and telephone
lines anywhere in the Dominion,
with the line they are te build for the use
of the railway. ' This means that they are
chartered as a telegraph company for busi-
ness throughout the Dominion, as well
as in the capacity of a railway com-
pany. The  same privileges which
tend to  make their railway system
nmonopolywﬂktondtoginthmn mono-
poly in telegng!ung ‘between the new
Canada in th noth-west and the rest of the
Dominion. - They get more than sufficient
bonus above the cost of the road to enable
them to build their telegraphs along the
main line and its branches, and they import
the material for these free of duty. It is
an open question whether the same privi-
lege of exemption may not be held fo apply
to material for other branch telegraph
lines they may build. At all events
they will ‘have their telegraphic connection
with the Northwest, and a network of lines
therein following the branch = railways,
practically free of cost to themselyes.
