- day Mr. Laurier took his seat,

L!r. Cameron, Huron, introduced an act
respecting the sale of intoxicating liquors
and the issue of licenses therefor. :

Replying to a question, Sir John Mac-
donald said it was not the intention of the
government- to extend the time tor pay-
ment to the settlers on lands in Manitoba.

Mr. Carling, in answer to a question
whether it was the intention of the govern-
ment this session to reduce the rate of
Ppostage on letters from three to two cents
as adopted in the States, said the govern-
ment had the matter under consideration.
It is confidently believed the government
will introduce a measure adopting the two-
cent postage.

Replying to a question, Mr. Caron said
the government did not think of recogniz-
ing in a substantial manner the services of
the volunteers in 1837.

Sir Charles Tupper stated that no art
rangement had been made between the
government and the Great American and
European short line railway company to
settle unpaid claims of contractors and
laborers for work done on the line between
Oxford and New Glasgow.

Sir John Macdonald promised to bring
down a return showing the average price,
exclusive of town sites, obtained by the
E:;;ernment for land sold in the railway

. Mr. Blake moved for copies of all orders
‘in council, correspondence and despatches
touching the negotiation of ‘commercial
treflhes, conventions or arrangements in
- which Canada is interested, and of all re-
ports of the high commissioner on the
subject not already brought down.

Sir Leonard Tilley said it would be im-
possible to bring down all the correspond-

“ence, as the regulations in many instances
were incompleted, and suggested delay
till the negotiations were finally con-
cluded.

Mr. Vail moved for correspondence on
the subject of the increase or readjustment
of judicial salaries. He remarked that
some judges in Ontario were overworked,
but said increasing their salaries would
not remedy the matter, and thought if
$670,000, the amount found in the public
accounts for the administration of justice,

_were properly distributed, a satisfactory ]

salary for all the judges in all the prov-
inceg would be provided. He deemed it
unfair that the judges in the lower' prov-
inges should not be placed on the same
; basis as the judges in other provinces.
Sir John Macdonald laughingly replied

. ‘that the matter had been fully argued and

settled by the government; of which Mr.
Vail was a member.

THE RHONDA VALLEY EXPLOSION.

Sixty-Eight Lives Now Reported Lost—
- Difliculties of Exploring.

Loxpox, Jan, 28.+A  gecopd exploring
party descended into the mine in the
Rhonda Valley where the explosion took
place yesterday, but were forced to return,
The workings are a complete wreck.
Sixty-eight ?ersons were killed. No trace
was found of the first party of explorers,
three in number, among whom was the
manager of the colliefy. 2 Another party
is preparing to explore the mine. Tﬁus-
ands of men are thrown out of work.

The third exploring part netrated
500 (yards into the pit and found two
corpses, including the body of the mana-
ger, Thomas, who led the first rescuin
party. Manager Thomas was award
the Albert medal for heroism in rescuing a
number of imprisoned miners from the
Rhondda valley colliery a few years ago.

THE MARQUIS TSENG'S ATTITUDE.

Only Waiting for an Attack on Bacninh
" to Declare War.

Paris, Jan. 28.—Le Temps, says the
language of Marquis Tseng, Chinese am-
bassador, continues most warlike. He is

only awaiting the attack Jon Baeninh to
make a formal declaration of war against
France. The Chinese government has or-
dered the viceroys of the different prov-
inces to report immediately what number
of soldiers they can furnish.

One of a Powerful Organization.

V1ENNA, Jan. 18.—It 'is now believed
the murderer of Detective Bloch is the
man who murdered police commis-
sioner Kluteke recently. The governor
of Floridsdorf and several police officers
have received letters threatening them
with death. The murderer of Bloch is ex-
amined twice daily. He merely repeats:
“You will never know who I'am!* ¥am
one of a powerful organization which is to
reform society and rid it of you blood-
thirsty rascals.” The general public is
admitted to the man’s cell all day in the
hope that he may be identified.

Henry George Criticised by Gladstone’s
Son.

LoxpoN, Jan. 28.—Mr. Herbert J. Glad-
stone, M.P., son of the premier, speaking
at Leeds on the subject of the nationaliza-
tion of land, said that the theories of Mr.
Henry George were impracticable. To
attempt to put them into practice would
only result in burdening the government
with a vastamount of work which was not
in its legitimate province and in creating
a vast bureaucracy without touching or
relieving the existing poverty.

The Bible in Spain.

Loxpox, Jan, 28.—In the small city of
Astorga in Spain, 'yesterday ‘a party of
students under the leadership of priests
attacked an Englishman and a native wheo
were hawking bibles about the streets.
They threatened to burn the Spaniard.
The victims fmade unavailing appeals to
the police for protection.

.\n‘ Anti-Republican Crusade in Spaln.

Maprip, Jan. 28.—The government has
commenced an anti-républicnn crusade,
Castlelar’s organ, El Globo, has been
seized. The cabinet will not allow any
anti-dynastic speeches to be made or toasts
proposed - if the republicans attempt to
commemorate the proclamation of the re-
public of Feb. 11, 1873.

OLD WORLD IN BRIEF.

Haworth & Co., commission merchants,
Liverpool, have failed for £50,000.

Prof. Klinkerfus, a German astronomer,
shot himself in the observatory at Gottin-
ger yesterday.

The Jennette victims arrived at Moscow
yesterday.

It is proposed to create a ministry of im-
perial police at St. Petersburg under the
direction of General Tcherevoff, which
shall deal especially with internal politics.

AN IMPORTANT CAPTURE. '

Two Safeserackers Arrested With Their
Spoll at Windsor, Ont.

DerroIT, Mich., Jan, 28.—The safe in
the postoffice at Harrow, Essex Co., Ont.,
was blown open about two o’clock on Sun-
day morning, The instruments in the
telegraph office, connected with the post-
office, were torn up and thrown away, and
the dry goods store kept in the same
building by the postmaster, John McAfee,
was rifled of a quantity of goods. Over
$130 worth of stamps and $130 in money
were taken. The safe-erackers—three in
number—were from Detroit. They ar-
rived in Windsor at five o’clock on Sunday
morning in a livery sleigh, and made in-
uiries for the first boat. One of them
ve the team to the ferry, and the other
two walked about on Main street. Shortly
before 7 o’clock policemen Condron, Lyster,
Cody, and Willis, of Windsor, determined
to detain the strangers in accordance with
the general instructions from Chief Baines
to hold all suspicious characters for inves-
tigation. The policemen approached the
two and made them prisoners, but not be-
fore one of them r for his revolver.
Before he could draw it, however, Con-
dron got the drop on him. They were se-
cured, and officer Willis started to secure
the rig and the third man aboard. He
took jon of the horse and sleigh,but
through some mistake let the boat go with
the burglar to this side. Tne bulk of the
roperty found in the sleigh was packed
in a United States mail sack,and consider-
able was also found upon the persons of
the prisoners. The ‘capture also included
two kits of ‘- burglar’s tools, a
bag of powderr a roll of wax
explosive, a dark lantern, etc. The
captured burglars ':ane the names of
James Murphy and James Moran. From
papers found on the former it was clear to
the police of Detroit, who were well rep-
resented in Windsor on Sunday, that he is
no other than the notorious crook M. Ken-
nedy, known as the “kid,” because of his
youth, he being no more than 19 years of
age. The other claims to be a Canadian,
and is thought to be a new arrival. He is
short, stout, chunky, having a dark com-
plexion, dark hair, and no beard. No de-
seription of the man who was permitted to
escape is given, exce?t that he was the
largest of the thrée. The prisoners were
taken to Sandwich jail and examined this
morning, when they were committed for
trial. ithin the past two years several

AN ANTI-POLYGAMY B_iLL.

Provisions for the Prosecution of Viola-
] tors of the Marriage Law.
WasHINGTON, Jan. 28.—An anti-polyg-
amy bill reported to-day by Senator Hoar,
provides that in any prosecution for bigamy,
polygamy or unlawful cohabitation under
any statute of the United States, the law-
ful husband or wife of the accused shall be
a competent witnessand may be called and
compelled . to testify.  Prosecution for
bigam&polygamyorunhwfnl cohabitation,
may be: e at any time within
five years after commission of the offence.
This provision does not apply to offenses
by statute limitations. One section
provides for a certification of marriages in
territories and prescribes penalties for its
violation. Records of marriages, or of
anything in the natore of a marriage cere-
mony, shall be subject to inspection at all
reasonable times by proper officers.

New York Truth and the Morey Letter.

NEw York, Jan. 28.—The trial of Josh
Hart, publisher of Truth, against George
Alfred Townsend, correspondent of the
Cincinnati Enquirer, for $20,000 damages
for libel began to-day. Mr. Hart testified
that he did not know who wrote the
‘“‘Mory” letter. Tt was not discovered until
several weeks after the campaign that the
alleged Garfield letter was discovered to
be a fraud. He said he could prove he

Got Away with $30,000,
Warerrowy, Mass., Jan. 28.—Tilden
Abbott, for ten years cashier of the Union
Market national bank here, has absconded,
taking funds of the bank aggregating as
far as known $31,000.

The Usual Verdiet.
Rosrro, Col., Jan. 28.—-Frank Willidms
and John Gray, who shot and killed Orion
Kurtz in a saloon row yesterday morning,
were taken from jail at 2 o'clock this
morning by a masked mob and hanged to
the rafters of a log shanty near by.  The
coroner’s jury returned the usual verdict
—hanging done by parties unknown.

ROUSING _MEETING AGAINST THE
TENE. NT COMPANY’S SCHEME.

The People of Umiversity amd Cemtre
Streets Bound to Keep Their Little
mnomes—Strong Resolutions Passed.

The meeting held in the mission church
at University and Elm streets last night to
protest against the expropriation of prop-
erty on University and Centre streets by
the Tenement building association was, as
qne of the speakers declared; the most
uhanimous ever held in the ward. There
was a fair attendance of representative
men and one lady property-owner, who
seconded the resolution of the evening.
Mayor Boswell’s share in the scheme was
universally denounced, and the whole
business pronounced an outrage. The
-University and Centre streets people were
up in arms, and would have none of it.

After ex-Ald. Ryan had taken the chair

and warmed up the audience with a little
speech, Mr. McCallum, the , read
a petition to the legislature signed by 130
ratepayers, asking that the request of the
Toronto tenement building society for in-
coporation be refused. e then read let-
ters from Drs. Burns, Leslie, Wagner, Mc-
Phedran, Smith and Constantinides, stat-
ing that they had signed the company’s
petition for incorporation through a mis-
conception.

Ex-Ald Hallam eztzglained that he had
signed the petition through a . misconcep-
tion, and that he intended to go before the
committee on private bills inthe house and
explain why he signed it, and would op-
pose anything derogatory to the working-
men in it.

Alfred Jury criticized the association
very severely, and condemned such com-
binations and all monopolists who cloaked
a species of rob under an act of the
legislature. He did not believe that the
members of the association had any phil-
anthropic intentions in view at all, and
thought that they were men, many of them
at least, who were in the habit of living
on otherpeople’s misfortunes, It was ten
times worse than the eviction system of
Ireland. He branded Mr. Prittie and
men like him as a k of adventurers.
He advised every effort to be made to
checkmate this most iniquitous scheme,

Ald. Irwin belleved that the people on
University street if they got 4 chance
would build nice houses themselves. If
the legislature permitted this outrage it
would make him a land leaguer [cheers].
He condemned the mayor, as a public ser-
vant, for countenancing the scheme.

It is now alleged that the rosy state-
ments made as to the value of the limits
have not been realized, and that not only
will the shareholders loose all the money
that they put in it, but the ordinary
creditors will not be paid, and the banks
will be out a large amount.

A short time ago it was hoped that the
company would pull through by each of
the banks advancing ,000 and the
Scotchmen the same amount, but this ap-
pears to have been abandoned.

An Agnostic’s Dedge.

Charles A. Watts, who lectured here
not so long ago is the editor of a new free-
thinkers papers published in London, who
took a novel way of booming the first
number.

to supplant religious supernaturalism
This letter was sent to Prof, Huxley, and
he answered it. He now. declares that his
answer was a private communieation to Mr.
Watts, and a sharp controversy has arisen
in regardto the propriety of publishing it.
Upon reading the whole correspondence,
we are satisfied that Prof. Huxley ought
to have perceived that Mr, Watts intended
to make public his response, and if he
desired to have it kepf private, he should
have signified his wish to that effect, At
all events, it is reprinted in the second edi-
tign of the Agnostic Annual now before us,
and Prof. Huxley’s views on the real atti-
tude of modern science toward religion
have been made far more widely known by
his belated protest against their publica-
tion'than they would have been if he had
found no fault with Mr. Watts.

Here'is what the president of the Royal
society of London—the most distingunished
body of scientific men in Great Britain, if
not in the world—has to say concerning
the effect of scientific criticism upon exist-
ing systems of religion :

Pr. Robillard’s Maiden Speech—Meredith,
and Morris on the Floor—The
- ‘80 beé Continued.

* The debate on the address in reply to
the speech from the throne was continued
yesterday by the leader of the opposition,
who occupied an hour in commenting on
- the different paragraphs of the speech.
* First of all he took occasion to characterize
2r McIntyre, the mover of the address, |
as presumptuous and cautioned in the par-
liamentary neophyte to speak more res-
pectfully of men in high positions. Mr.
Meredith thought the government should
show, their appreciation of the farming
community by having one from that body
i,nthe cabinet. The board of health he
‘contended should be under the control of
and paid by the dominion government, and
steps shiould be taken to bring this result
about. In regard to settlers on free grant
lands the government are sacrificing the
interests of the settler to those of the
Jumberman, a circumstance which he op-
posed. Provided the measure proposed to
be introduced in regard to elections could
tend to diminish corrupt pratices, his side
of the house would give their hearty sup-
port to it, but he believed bribery was to
be overcome more. by general education
than by act of parliament. More elections
had been contested subsequent to the last
general election than at any other time,
and the judicial reports upon those elec-
tions showed on the whole they had been
conducted with comparatively little brib-
ing on either side; and again he cau-
tioned the memper for South Victoria to
talk respectfully of the conservative party
in their conduct of elections as well as in
othet matters. On the liquor license act
the speaker held, as he had always held,
that the provincial legislatures, in the ab-
sence of dominion legislation at all events,
had the power as a police regulation to
deal with the question of regulating the
traffic in intoxicating liquors. He held
however that it was from the partizan man-
_ner in which the Crooks act had been ad-
‘ministered that the federal government saw
fit to interfere. In all questions of dispate
between ' the provincial and federal gov.
ernments he urged the use of calm, temper-
tate language, and depreciated such epi-
“fhets as that of ‘‘arch enemy” and the like.
The speaker upheld the action of the fed-
eral parliament in placing under federal
control all provincial chartered lines as
soon as they became part of the railway
system of the dominion. He thought no
one could object to such lines as branch

_lines of the Grand Trunk becoming
of the dominion railway system.
gr:dverﬁng to the disallowance of ‘the
streams bill the speaker remarked that it
was very necessary for the federal govern-
ment to have the right of exercising a veto
on the measures of the local houses. Sup-
pose a local legislature should pass a meas-
ure repudiating its debts, in that event
would it be anything but proper for the
federal government to interfere? Were no
veto to be allowed it would be possible for
a religious mingrity inany of the provinces
to be deprived of the right to hold prop-
erty or to exercise the o%ices of their reﬁ-
. gion. Such arguments went to prove the
iederal government must have a vetoing
power. The next topic touched upon was
the agreement between Manitoba and On-
tario respecting the boundary of the prov-
inces. - It was on account of the govern-
ment’s action on this important question
that there were so many empty saddles
among the horsemen on the opposite side
of the house. The government occupied
an unenviable position in its action on the
houndary. question. They have at this
iate hour been compelled to accept far
less favorable terms than those offered by
Sir John Macdonald in 1882. Not only
would better terms have been obtained by
that offer, but by this time they would
have been acquired and realized. He ob-
jected that the most important considera-
tion had been overlooked. It was not so
much the right of government that
people were interested in as in the settle-
ment of the ownership of the disputed ter-
ritory. -Mr. Meredit.g was well applauded
during his remarks.

The premier followed in a speech lasting
something over an hour. }fe alluded to
his hon. friend opposite coming back to
the house with a hopeless minority in spite
of all the personal influence of the federal
govemment and the federal issues which

ad been thrown into the recent general
election. The mover of the resolution had
made a very able and creditable address,
and he gave promise of becoming of con-
siderable value in the deliberations of the
hoase. The speaker congratulated the
leader of the opposition on having said so
much in favor of and so little disparaging
to the speech from the throne. Every-
thing in the speech had the hon. gentle-
man’s approbation. As to having a far-
me# in the government, he could say that
every member of the government repre-
sented a farming constituency, and it was
by the confidence reposed in them by the
farming community that they held their
offices. The government objected to
the, federal authorities assuming -the
control of railways in eve part
of | the country. Such  wholesale
appropriation was not the inten-
tion of the British North America act. In’
‘reply to Mr. Meredith on the veto ques-
tion he said he knew of no act being passed
repudiating state contracts or debts. (A
voice : How about Mississippi?) He be-
lieved there was no such example in the
United States, or at all events in a British
province. Experience had shown it was a
mistake to give the veto power to the do-
minion government, and confederation in-
stead of being weakened would be strength-
ened if that power were to be taken away.
On the boundary question the speaker
held the recent agreement was a better
agreement than they had ever before had
au opportunity of making. He thought
the privy council would come to the opinion
that the award of 1878 was Perfectly valid.
It would be & monstrous thing to give up
the right to argue that point before the
privy council, as some had contended the
government should do. By the agree-
ment they had reserved the right to have
the opinion of the privy council on that
point. A very important fact in
the agreement was  that they
had agreed on the case, and
to a large extent in the evidence to go be-
fore the judicial committee, and the hear-
ing is to take place in June or July. As
soon as the agreement was ratified by the
_legislatures of Manitoba and Ontario-the
considerations contained in it would he
sutside of the influence of either party and
the case consequently could not be long
delayed. From the fact that a speedy

Mowat had put in the mouth of the gover-
nor ; they were nibbling at it from every
side, but they would swallow it all [laugh-
ter]. But speaking of butter reminded
him that in these latter days they did mot
give you the good old fashioned roll of
butter, but a little piece on a
little plate, a button-plate. The re-
formers were giyving the country
button - plate reform.
Then going into French he asked why did
he recognize the prdpriety and even the
necessity of governing this country by
party? ~He still reserved to himself the
privilege of following the dictates of his
conscience, and of whatever little brains
(3od had endowed him, when the interest
of his country was at stake. But he re-
gretted that the interests of the country
had been lost sight of by the government
for party’s sake. He then resumed in
English for he was afraid the eye of the
:lobe reporter was on him. . His fellow-
countrymen had been attacked by a paper
in Toronto—it was only a cabbage leaf—
and called servile and other insulting
things had been said by the same paper of
their attitude toward the new governor-
general. If that paper had referred to
their civility instead of servility they
would have been nearer the mark; and as
for loyalty he and his people would always
show the highest respect of the representa-
tive of the queen.

Decline of the French Population.
From the Pall Mall Gazette.

If all the blessings of life came to that
nation which has a stationary or decreas-
ing population, what a" happy country
France ought to be ! According to the re-
turns of vital statistics for 1882 recently
published it would seem that France is
rapidly reaching the condition in which
the births are only just sufficient to sup-
ply the waste caused by death. In 1882,
as compared with 1881, there were 10,000
more deaths and 1500 fewer marriages.
Sixty years ago, under the restora-
tion, France would have doubled its
population in 112 years, at the pres-
ent rate the ~doubling would oc-
cupy 267 years, but for the steady immi-
gration of an enormous body of foreigners
into the couutry every year. This is a
state of affairs which ought to bring com-
fort to our Malthusians who, no doubt,
will be able to demonstrate to us that
there isno such thing as discomfort or dis-
tress in a country existing under such
sound economical conditions. It does not
seem to be regarded with quite so much
complacency by French statesmen and sta-
tisticians, who are asking themselves, with
some anxiety, what is likely to happen
when the population of France, even with
the addition of a few millions of Germans,
Italians, and Belgians, will be rather less
than half that of Germany.
