In these: later times, .Mr. Bourinot says,
with the development of civil liberty and
with® "o ‘wiser - understauding of the
principles’ ' that" 'should = govern  com-
munities the instances have been few and
relatively unimportant when a conflict of
opinion has arisen between the two races that
inhabit Canada. At critical moments coneili-
atory counsels have invariably prevailed- in
the end over the dictates of unreasoca and:
passion,

Mzr. Bourinot diseusses the qaestion logieal-
ly in its wvarious bearings,. and with  great
calmness and moderation, and he concludes
that no - one can foresee the time when
an amalgamation of the two races will
be possible—~whén the language and
institutions of Frensh Oanada will' dis-
appear. Itseems inevitable that the great
energy and coloniziog capacity of English
sipeaking’ peoplés will obtain supremacy and
open up and control the provinces that muss
soou be carved out of the territories’ of ths
Northwest ; the - French-Oanadian
will find iteelf in a far small-
er minority than &t present; bus
there is no reason to suppose that it will ever
cease to be an important influence in the con-
federation ‘which Canadians - irrespective of
race and religion are establishing in a continu-
ous line of provinces frum the Atlantic to the
Paafic shores.

The foundations of & new nationality have
been already laid by the common efforts of
the two races, united as they are by the strong
ties of & common interest, and as long as they
coutinue to pursue the same wise policy of
mutual compromise and mutual forbearance
on all occagions o difference it ‘is impossible
to exaggerate the possibilities that seem open
to a Dominjon i in the position of institutions so
tully worthy'of the respect and confidence of
its people. Candflians are familiar with many
works from . Bourinot’s pen, but -aparg
from biylarg wo:‘k—“’l‘he Practice and Pro-
cedure of Parliament”—we question if any that
bhe has writeén will prove of more solid
educational worth than this series of lectures,
which gives an insight mto the practical
operation of the vational system, and deals
eandidly wigh its defects and weaknesses.
