Buy Fruit by Weight.

Ottawa, July 29.—J. B. Jackson, com-
mercial agent at Leeds, sends word to the
department of trade and commerce that
the Hull and District Fruit Buyers’' as-
sociation has decided henceforth to buy
fruit by net weight. This movement,
which Mr. Jackson expects will spread
over England within two years, is due to
the light weights used by many districts
and shippers. The radical change in
selling conditions should enure to the ben-
efit of Canadian apples, as they are
superior 1n weight, and every barrel of
apples should have, if possible, the gross
weight marked on 1t

Mr. Jackson adds that there is every
indication of a great shortage of apples in
the United Kingdom, and that Canadian
apples should find a bumper market.
There is also an excellent market for
pears, into which, however, South Afri-
can pears are beginning to cut.

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Reduction of Freight Rates.

A matter that will affect shippers
in Watford and other towns in Wes
tern Ontario has been brought to the
notice of the Railway Commission and
has been receiving attention for some-
time passed, The commission have
now issued an order which should help
to remedy the grievances complained
of by tue commercial public. One
grievance was, that Canadian lines
‘charged ‘more for carrying freight,
which originated in Capada than for
carrying freight which originated in
Americancities acrossthe line- By this
means the railway secured the hauling
of treight which might possibly have
moved on some other line had the
rates on Canadian lines been higher
Bat it bred discontent. In the first
place it seemed as if the Railways dis-
criminated in favor of American goods
and in the second place it taught Can-
adians that they were paying the high-
er rates, because they could not ship
their goods on any rival lines and so
were at the mercy of the railway com-
panies,

By the order of the Commission,
the rate charged from Detroit or Port
Huron is to fix tho Canadian rate and
the rate charged from these two points
of entry will be_the miximum that can
be charged from adjacent Canadian
towns or cities. Theer is also to be a
material reduction in the rates between
Ontario and Eastern points, and it is
said, the rates approved by the Com-
mission are likely to prove satisfactory
to shippers and te the Railway com-
panies.

The
importance of clear and cool milk is
urged in the circular which says that
such combination is necessary to insure
good cheese and butter. Directions for
insuring cleanliness and cooling are giv-
en with information as to the instructions
and sanitary inspection of factories and
creameries,

ing the dairy industry of ultra-import-
ance fcr some time. Money, time,
energy and science are being spent to
build up a dairy herd of profitable
cows ; milk is being marketed, cheese
and butter prepared in first rate con-
dition. The .governmert has encour-
aged the business, as George Putnam
in a recent article in the World has
shown.

What is our government doing
ebout the hog?

FLIES AS UISEASE BEARERS.

The Common House Variety Are a
Menace to Health.

The United States Department of Agri-
culture has started a crusade against the
common house fly and is carrying on ex-
lensive experiments as to the best way of
banishing it from the abodes of man.
The fly has been found not to be only a nui-
sance, but a menace to man’s health, Its
hairy body carries both diseases and
death. Many epidemics which sweep
over commuuities in the hot season have
been traced to the fly. Having its origin
in filth, it brings with it the bacteria
which breed in filth. ‘And asit moves
about, now crawling over retuse, now
over the food on the table, flying from
the lips of the sick to the-lips of the
healthy ; it is said to be more dangerous
to piodern society than were the wild
bedsts to primitive man.

The high mortality among the children
in the congested districts of a city, where
families are closely crowded together,
refuse accumulates fast, where g)od is
often kept in living rooms, is due to a
large degree, so scientists now say, to the
the fly. Infant diseases chiefly prevail in
the hot season, when the flies abound.
Dr. J. T. C. Nash, in The Journal of the
Royal Sanitary Institute, giving his ex-
perience as an English health officer, says
that the fly is responsible for the death of
many children because of polluting the
milk which they drink.

“It is a matter which has been
entirely overlooked,” said Dr. C. O.
Probst, recently, ‘““but we now know that
the common house fly is an agent of im-
Fortancc in carrying the germs of typhoid
ever. It was formerly believed that the
germs were only carried in water, milk
or other liquid food. Flies both breed
and feed in places where the germs are
to be found, and then, flying into our
houses, no doubt often carry the germs
and deposit them on our food.

BRITISH JUSTIOE MOVES SWIFT-
LY

New York Jnm_ﬂom.Tm Notes
How System Differs In America.

g

New VYork, Jnly 26.—A London dis-
patch lengthily quotés Justice Vernon
M. Davis, of the New York supreme
court, on the difference between Ameri-
can and’ English criminal trials to the
disparagement of the former. Justice
Davis, it will be remembered, presided at
the second trial of Nan Pattersou, for the
killing of Caesar Young the turf man,
His remarks followed his attendance in
the central criminal court, London, at the
trial of John Smith and ‘‘Chicago May”’
Churchill for the attempted assassination
of Edward Guerin, of Deyil’s Island fame.
Justice Davis sat on the bench with Jus-
tice Darling and saw Smith _sentenced to
life imprisonment after a trial of scarcely
six hours

Justice Davis was asked if he thought
such a speedy trial wovld be possible in
America, To this he replied :

“Not under present circumstances.
There are two principal considerations
which militate such celerity. The first
of these is in conmection with the selec-
of the jury. Everyone in America reads
the newspapers, Itis almost impossible
te get together 12 men who have not
studied the case and reached a judgment
unfitting them for jury service. In to-
day’s case the jury was selected in exact-
ly two minutes.

“‘Undoubtedly, however, the chief fac-
tor in expediting trials here 1s the absence
of appeals. This does away with the con-
stant interruptions arising out of objec-
tions by opposing counsel. As there is
no appellate division here, there are prac-
tically no objections and the trial pro-
ceeds rapidly and smoothly.”

Township of London Buys Toll Road
tor $11,000.

The Township of Iiondon, Middlesex,
has notified the Ontario Government of
the purchase of the last toll road in the
county, ata cost of $.1,000. The gov-
ernment’s share of the cost is $3300.

There are stilla dozen toll roads in
eastern Ontario.

Frohtenac is asking the government to
approve of a bylaw establishing a system
of roads for that county. This involves
the purchase of the Kingston-Perth toll
road. There are two left in Frontenac.

The Ontario order in council passed
recently, approving of a system of good
roads tor Perth County, invelves an ex-
penditure of $225,000, of which the gov-
ernment will bear one-third. Two hun-
dred and sixty miles of road are to be
taken over.

But while this may do for sharks,
it is not the business methods to be
employed by responsible men of today.
An institution ought to stand on its
merits. It should not be stampeded
into failure by the interested motives
of a few competitive buycrs If the
members of these co-operative concerns
are being msde the butt of attack by
the independent buyers it is for the
purpose of dislodging one member
trom the camp and using his desertion
as a lever for wholesale purchase from
us.

O ye guds of mammon, are not the
ways of the schemer past finding out?
Are they not 1nnocents abroad and
philanthropists of the first water.
Their sole aim 18 to protect the farm-
er. They want to do thesjuare thins.
They encourage that magnanimous
spint which lives and lets others live.
Their power of estimating the world’s
demand is most persistent. Soon
these large-hearted ones want to close
& price on the orchard, They will ad-
vance a goodly sum now, the glitter of
which blinds the seller to the little
defects at first apparent. The deed is
done. The buyer rides off with a
wink in the other eye.

Yet why is it that the same men
who think the association is so weak,
will try to kill it ? Did ever a big man
use all his energy to hunt down a
wounded dove? Why is it the secre-
tary could be given a goodly sum to
let the matter go under for one year?

Two Cent Fares in Canada.

The railway commission of Canada
yesterday issued an order affecting
railway fares in Canada that may
have a far reaching effect. The order
appears very much as the entering
wedee of two-cent-fares in Canada.

The Grand Trunk Railway Com-
pany, upon the application of a Toron-
to petitioner, are required to operate
mpon their lines between Montreal
and Toronto at least one passenger
train having & third-class coach or
«coaches, the charge for riding in which
shall not be more than at the rate of
two cents per mile.

The railway company are given per-
mission to carry an appeal to the
supreme court, and it is reasonable to
expect that this will be availed of,
Unatil the court hands down a decis-
ion, it is premature to consider the
matter at any length. However, it
seems that the'railways in Canada, as
well as across the lines will have to
fight if they would retain the higher
rates of travel. The agitation for
two-cent fares gains a foothold in this
decision of the commission, and should
the supreme court fail to upset the
finding, two-cent fares, thoughin a
third-class carriage, it is true, will
have become an actuality. It is un-
reasonable to suppose that the ruling
of the commission would long be con-
fined to the Grand Trunk between
Montrea! and: Toronto.—Free Press:

French in the battle of the Nile, and
fought so well under the British colors
at Trafaigar that_the painter Turner
udded to ‘her fame by his picture,
“The Fighting Temersire,” which is
onpe of the treasures of the national
gallery.

Comparison of ~the several
types which are honored from time
to time as vessels become obsolete
and are retired or broken up shows
epochs in naval construction.

There are honored names in the
history af the American navy. Even
when we werc a very weak under dog
worrying a powerful enemy we did
things that have marked epochs in our
history, but there séems to-'be little
disposition to perpetuste the achieve-
ments of the Bonhomme Righard, the
Essex, the Constitution and other
craft that are well worthy of the hon-
or.

THE PRISONS IN CHINA

Fearful State of-the Criminals
Confined In Them.

ALL PRISONERS FETTERED.

Some From Cruelty Become In Appear-
ance as Wild as Beasts of the Forest.
Punishment, For Purposes of Extor-
tion, That Kills Many.,

The first thing which impresses the
[BEuropean visiter to the Chinese prison
fs the absolutely flimsy character of
the structure itself, If one gets per-
mission to visit the prison in Canton,

and shoals of globe trotters do wend |

fheir way thither afier they have seen
the execution ground, it will be found
to be a ramshaekle building of no pre-
tense whatsoever.

The question will be asked, “By
pwhat means are the prisoners held in
safety if the structures in which they
are incarcerated are so flimsy and in-
gecure?’ 'The answer, says the East
of Asia Magazine, is brief.
exception the prisoners are fettered.
fMany bave chains on the legs only.
{These are the less dangerous amd have
been guilty of the less important
wcrimes, Others, In addition, have fet-
#ers on the arms, which make it im-
possible for them to escape.

Lastly, a few prisoners were not only
manacled on %the ankles, but wore a
ehain around their necks, at the dan-

gling end of which was attached a block ‘

In addition to the chains worn by
day, all the male prisoners are further
shackled at night. By means of two

theavy beams, in which holes have been

made for the ankles-of the prisoners, a

rude but effective method is discovered |

for detain'ng the prisoners in absolute
security.
The prisoners, who during the day

have been loafing in the courtyard, |

are in the evening driven into the

wards and made to lie side by side on |

a raised platform. The upper of the
two beams is then raised, and each

man is compelled to place his ankle in |

the hole made to receive it, whereupon
the upper beam is replaced, and the
prisoners are heid by the feet in these
rude stocks. There is no possibility
of escape. They are allowed bricks
for pillows, and in this uncomfortable
position they pass the hours.

In addition to this, however, special |
cruelties are perpetrated on certain |

prisoners who, for some reason or
other, are exempted from capital pun-

t. Prisoners there are whose |

appearance becomes as wild as the
‘beasts of the forest; who, with heavy
cangues on their shoulders, are incar-
cerated in a filthy dungeon for the
term of their natural lives. I have
seen them moving to and fro like caged
hyenas in their dens at a menagerie.
Their appearance is revolting.

Night and day, as far as I remember,
‘both asleep and awake, this heavy bur-
den rested on their shoulders, though
how it was possible to sleep therein I
was unable to -understand. On _the
wother hand, in a prison I visited a'few
weeks ‘ago I was -informed that the
cangue was removed at nights that the
prisoners might sleep. A crowd in the
jprison quadrangle, with their unshav-
en heads, tReir unwashed faces, their
elanking fetters, their hopeless looks,
their diseased bodies and their bebrut-
ed souls, can never be forgotten.

But, although under the recognized
system of punishment Chinese prison-
ers must live a life which to us of the
west would be unbearable, it would
not be so to them if they were fairly
treated and iwere saved from the exac-
tions and barbarities to which they
@are exposed at the hands of their ra-
pacious keepers,

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Toronto, July 30.—There was a very
light run at the city cattle market to-day,
in all only 50 loads. These comprised
1,584 head of cattle, 841 sheep and lambs,
300 hogs and 121 éalves. . Trade was pretty
fair and prices were good.

Receipts of live stock at the Union Stock
Yards were 89 car loads, composed of 1,833
cattle, 187 sheed, 28 calves and 4 horses.
Twenty-six of the above loads were not on
sale, being export cattle, bought in the
country and delivered to dealers here for
shi‘)ment.

The quality of fat cattle was fair.

Trade was fair bet slow, especially for
the lower grades, which sold ats lower
prices, both for exporters and butchers.

Footsore Douks Reach Winnipeg.

Winnipeg, Man., July 31.—Twenty-
seven Doukhobors, men, women and chil-
dren, footsore, hungry and weary after
their long tramp over the roads between
Swan River and here, a distance ot near-
1y 300 miles, have arrived in the city,

early Saturday reports of their nearing
the city have been coming in and today
large numbers of people went out- the
road to see the strange people, They did
not arrive as soon as expected, and it was
dark when they reached the city.

The Doukhobors are looking for a
warmer land where they do not need to
work, and where they expect to find the
Messiah. They are clad in pink night
robes, and have been living chiefly by
begging while on their pilgrimage.

Up to the present time they have not
been molested by police authorities at any
of the towns they have visited, but on
Saturday Mayor Ashdown, of Winnipeg,
gave orders to the local police that they
should be prosecuted on the slightest pro-
vocation. ‘What charges they may be ar-
rested upon, if any, have not been deter-
mined by the police, but if they are found
begging they will in all probability be
taken up as vagrants.

Good Results ot Visit.

Mr. J. L. Englehart, of the Temiscam-
ing and Northern Ontario Railway Com-
misston, expressed himself as highly
pleased with the visit of the members
of the American Institute of Mining En-
gineers up to the Cobalt district.

‘It will undoubtedly do the Provine
agreat deal of good”’ he said to The News
today. ‘‘The only thing, that our north
country needs is that people should ac-
tually know what the resources of the
country are.

Army World Pest.

Windsor, July 30.—A species of the
army worm has appeared in the southern
part of the country and is doing comsider-
able damage, It has attacked peas, to-
matoes, tobacco, and is particularly fond
of clover. One farmer ploughed up a
field of oats that was ruined. Others
have had tobacco fields entirely stripped
and acres of peas have disappeared in a
night. The vest gets inits fine work after
dark.

An expert from the Guelph Agricul-
tural College came up and issued instruc-
tions how to fight the grub. He found
that the pest devours almost any kind of
green plant and will climb trees and eat
the foltage. During the night it hides it-
self half an inch or so under the soil. He
advises the farmers plough furrows
around their fields and dig holes .about
twelve feet apart. The caterpillars will
fall into the holes and may be scalded to
death,
