Electricity in Surgery.

OBJECTS CAN BE
IN THE STOMACH AND THE
FACE LIGHTED UP.

Flectricity is finding a wide field of use-
fulness in surgery, says the Washington Star.
By its aid the interior of the human body is
actually illuminated so that the physician
can gaze upon the internal mechanism of the
patient and find out what is the matter.

For instance, suppose that the digestive
organs of a child go wrong. Perhaps the
difficulty may be due to some object swal-
lowed, like a penny. [t is an easy thing to
settle the question by lighting up the sto-
‘mach from within.

The instrument - devised for this purpose
is as sinple as it is ingenious. Tt looks like
an ordinary rubber tube, to the end of which
a bulb of glass is attached. This with the
bulb end first, is passed-down the throat of
the patient, just like an ordinary stomach
tube.

A loop of copper wire extends through the
entire length of the tube. Its two.ends,
projecting from the other extredhity of the
cabber worm, are attached to the battery. .

It is but the work of a minute to pass the
rubber  worm down the patient’s throat.
The electric current is turned on, and &
light, equal in power to two candles, ap-
pears withia the glass balb. This light il--
luminates the inside of the stomach so bright-
ly that it can actually be seen through the
front wall of the body, which exhibits a rosy
glow.

If any foreign body has found lodgment
in the organ it will appear by an opaque
spot. In this way it is often possible to
tind out what ails a person whose illness
might otherwise remain a mystery.

The digestive fluids act so powerfully as de-
composing agents that ordinary substances
are quickly dissolved by them; most foreign
bodies that find their way into the stomach
and cannot pass out through the intestinal
canal are soon eaten up.

Accordingly, the notion commonly held by
ignorant people, that a frog or a lizard can
liveand grow in a person’s stomach is a very
funny one. Nor need anybody entertain a
dread lest a cherry tree or other vegetation
develop in his inside.

In ide of the cheekbone on each side is a
small cavity known to medical science as the
“antrum of Hymore.” Sometimes, owing
to inflammation caused by an abscess of a
tooth or by a blow, this cavity becomes
filled with pus.

To find if such a thing bas happea he
physician puts into the mouth of the ient
a small electric lamp, which bas an attach-
ment of gutta percha, so constructed as to
push down the tongue. The light, which
has a power equal to three candles and is
produced by a current of three volts, illumi-
nates the whole face, just as a hollow pump-
kin is lighted up by a candle. If there is
pus in the ““ antrum ” on either side it will
show black.

In the bone of the skull on either side,
just below the eyebrow, is a cavity called
the * frontal sinus.” These two cavities are
examined in like manner by means of an
eleciric light inserted between the ball of
the eye and the upper rim of the bony orbit.
Thus the rays are made to pass through and
transluminate the bones along the brow.

Another sort of electric lamp is employed
for looking through a finger which may have
a needle in it. Haviug found out exactly
where the needle is located it is easy for the
surgeon to cut it out, otherwise it might be
quite the reverse. By holding such a lamp
at the back or palm of a person’s hand the
whole structure of that wonderful piece of
mechanism can be clearly seen.

Within a very short time the operation
for cutting out and removing the so-called
veriform appendix has become a very com-
mon one in surgery. :

The surgeon must examine the intestines
to see that they do not require mending.
He mnust have plenty of light, and so he has
fastened to his forehead an electric lamp like
a dark lantern which projects its rays
throngh a lens into the abdominal cavity of
the subject. .

Electyic motors are utilized in surgery for
various purposes. One of these is to drill
away a diseased growth of the dividing wall
of the nose. A saw driven by electricity is
similarly employed for operations on the
bones of the jaw.

Bat, perhaps the most remarkable novelty
in this line is the telephone bullet probe.
To one end of the wire is attached a nickel-
plated bulb of metal; at the other end is a
steel probe. The bulb is puat into the pa-
tient's mouth. Accordingly, when the probe
enters the wound, the circuit is completed
through the body of the patient.

To the wire is attached » hearing cup,
with a diaphragm, and a horseshoe magnet
inside of it. This the surgeon puts to his
ear while he probes for the bullet.

3 Means having completed its
‘work made public the result of its labors
‘dﬁring the early part of last week. The
bill which the committee has prepared, and
which, if passed, will be the revised Ameri-
can tariff, is known as the Wilson bill, irom
the name of the chairman of the committee.
Since it was made public it has attracted
universal attention on both sides of the
Atlantie, and the opinions expressed of it
have been as varied as the standpoints of the
observers,

To meet our expectations a democratic
tariff mensure should contain two eesential
features—free raw material which enters
into the manufactures, and cheap necessaries
of life. This bas been the democratic policy,
expressed in a few words, for a good many
years. And the bill prepared by the demo-
eratic members of the committee and just
now made public is drawn precisely along
these lines. It makes a general cut all
around in the tariff, but it is in the two lines
of raw material, and the necessaries of life,
where the most marked changes are to be
seen, Should this bill be passed by Con-
gress, and corresponding changes be made in
our tariff at the coming session of the domin-
fon parliament, the conditions for carrying
on trade between this country and the United
States will be more favorable than they have
ever been at any time in our history, except
during the period of the old reciprocity
treaty. And we have no doubt that under
such conditions the trade between the two
countries will be increased manyfold to the
mutunal advantage of each.

The measure has yet to ran the gauntlet
of both houses of Congress, where of course
it will be strenuous!y opposed in almost every
line. The pet industries of the McKinley
tariff will leave nothing undone to defeat or
change some portions of it; but notwith-
standing all this and in spite of all the op-
position which can be offered, there is every
probability that the bill will pass both
branches in essentizlly its present form. It
may be modified in some of its details, buat
the priuciple of the measure will be adhered
to by the democratic majority. Indeed the
democrats have been purchasing the doctrine
embodied in this measure, for the last thirty
years and this is the first time they have
had an opportunity of putting it in practice.
If the party should fail now it will have no
further cause or excuse for its existence.

Agricuttural,
How To Do It.

AWill the farmer please stop and ask him-
self what kind of eggs he would wish to buy
were he an inhabitant of a city, and depend-
ingona retail grocer for hissupplies? Will the
farmers stop and consider the importance of
good fresh eggs ‘to the city housewives?
Were you in their place how much more per
dozen would you be willing to pay for large
clean fresh eggs than for the little, puny,
salted or stale eggs so many are now com-
pelled to use? Our country producers must
disabuse their minds of the opinion that city
consumers do not know the difference be-
tween a fresh egg and a fresh-looking stale
agg‘. Facts are that many do not; but the
majority do, and enjoy a fresh egg on a
piece of toast fully as well as the farmer.
Remember this, and take more care of your
eggs. City people are perfectly willing to
pay well for the luxury of fresh eggs if you
will supply them. Take care of your eggs,
and it will be money in your pocket. All
we can say about breeding and attention to
fowls is absolutely valueless unless you take
good care of your eggs. Gather them every
day, and market them often. The appear-
ance has a great deal to do with the sale of
an article, and there are not many people
who want to buy a dirty shelled egg. When
you fix them to go to the store, don’t place
them on dn;uty,dirty, or damp straw, chaff
or hayseed, but use clean, bright and dry.
It does not cost anything to do this, and it
makes all the difference in the world to the
dealer. ’

The pernicious habit of holding eggs at
home until they are stale, or putting them
away in solution of salt, needs the severeat
condemnation from every worthy farmer.
Never put eggs down in salt. They degen-
erate staleness; worse than poor are solution-
ed eggs. One salted egg put in ten gallons
of ice cream or in a batch of cake dough
will spoil the entire mixture. Always mar-
ket them fresh, and you will invariably com-
mand the best prices, and your trade will
be appreciated far more than if you specu-
late by holding. Then, too, you can sleep
better, with a clear conscience.

To Make Hens Lay.

Plenty of eggs in winter, when the price
is high, are needed to make hens pay. To
secure this the henhouse should be dry,
warm, light, well ventilated, without drafts
and scrupulously clean. Hens should never
should be worried or frightened. Perfect
quiet is necessary to success. In cold wea-
ther the temperature of the house should
not go much above freezing. Chickens
should be hatched early in April and on till
the middle of May it is best time in this clim-
ate. If well fed they will begin to lay in
November and be in full blast by January 1.
Don’t keep hens after they are two years
old Wheat should be the principal food,
but a variety is desirable, such as corn,
buckwheat and oats. Never feed rye or
barley. Hens need meat daily. Lard and
tallow scraps are good. Clean water, brok-
en oyster or clam shells are necessary as
well as green food, such as cabbage, beets,
sweet apples or carrots. Clover bay is also
good. No wet or soft food should be used
later than the middle of the day in cold wea-
ther, and hens should have only dry grain
in their crops when going to roost. On the
south side of the house have large windows

with a dust bath. It is easier to avoid dis-

ease than to cure it.

Look For Lice.

If the hens or chickens don't eat and seem
out of condition, look for lice. If the chick-
ens or hens are dumpish, look for lice. If
the chickens or hens don’t grow and thrive,
look for lice: If the chickens die in the pens
look for lice. In fact, ninety per cent, of
the trouble which afflicts -he poor suffering
birds may be charged to the presence of ver-
min, and they are there because the owner
wants them. This last must be so, if not,
he would get rid of them. No wonder so
many poultry men are round shouldered
carrying the burden of vermin. Cleanliness
was long ago declared to be next to godli-

ness and it is surely so in the poultry yard. |

If you want to clear a dollar or more on
every hen kept, stop feeding lice. Try rub-
bing a few drops of sweet oil on the heads and
necks, and in a majority of cases recovery
will be the result. Oil will destroy the large
lice, which you cannot discover until you
look on the places designated. Such lice are
never seen in the poultry-houses, as they con-
five their operations exclusively to the head
and necks of the fowls.

Biddy Takes the Cake.

Our sheep breeders point with pride to
the fact that the sheep is a double geared
animal, so far as profit is concerned and
that either the lamb or the wool of the pelt
on or off it, will pay for its annual keep. The
advocate of the ‘‘ granger’s cow” say here is
milk every day if you want'it, whether for
butter or cheese, and a calf once a year.
Horsemen point to the blood mare that will
work her way and give the colt as clear pro-
fit. Biddy, however beats them all. First,
there are the eggs fresh and bright, cash any
day in the year; young chickens when she
gets tired and need a couple months’ vaca-
tion; chickens, which in from three to five
months, are a cash crop for which the world
will pay a good price; then manure, fit to
grow premium crops of corn, and lastly the
body of the hen itself, a valuable product
after yielding three distinct profits A
double-purpose animal is a good thing, but
biddy doubles the double-purpose and cac-
kles, as she has clearly a 1ight to do.

—A good and simply remedy for ear-ache,
caused by exposure to cold, is a flannel bag
filled with hops, and dipped into hot viune-
gar, which must be carefully wrung out.
Lay this as hot as can be borne over the
suffering ear, cover it with dry flannel, and
change the hop bag as often as it gets cool.
This usually comforts the child, and induces
sleep. TFomentations with flannels simply
wrung out of hot water often do a great deal
of good, and the best way to manage them
is to have boiling water in a narrow jug,
roll up the flannel, put in first one end and
then the other, and then, holding the roll
by each end, to twist and wring it over a
basin. The heat remains in the flannel for
