IFINEST BRIDGE IN THE WORLD.

The bridging of the Strait of Canso 
between Cape Breton and the mainland 
of Nova Scotia is to bo undertaken at 
once. Ihe task is an immense one, in­
volving great engineering difficulties 
and an outlay of about $5,000,000.

J. A. L. Waddell, of Kansas City, 
has been engaged to oversee the work. 
He is a Canadian, and a graduate of 
McGill, and has been knighted by the 
Emperor’of Japan, where he was at 
one time professor of civil engineering 
in the University of Japan.

Mr. Waddell stated in a recent inter­
view- that the bridge would be 
tilever, with a span of 1.N00 feet, the 
longest in the world, and ha\ e a height 
of 58 feet c.car above Lio-h water. The 
bridge will span the strait between 
Dort Hastings on the Cape Breton side 
and Cape Por«- "'ova Scot­
ian shore, a distance of 2,800 feet. Two 
immense piers will be sunk near either 
shore, in about ÎH) feet of water. The 
Bridge is designed fur double tracking.

Mr. Wraddvll stated also that it would 
be the finest bridge in the world. A 
tunnel he said would be practically im* 
possible. An agreement has been reach 
ed between Mr. Waddell and the incor- 
|>orators, authorizing Mr. Waddell to 
proceed with the work. The construct­
ion of this bridge will remove all de­
lays and inconveniences now experi­
enced in crossing this strait.

It is said that the Canadian Pacific 
Railway is behind the pro'ect. which is 
preliminary to the establishment of a 
fast steamship line on the Atlantic.

—The proposed Canadian industrial 
arbitration law embraces something 
akin to the proverbial difficulty of 
framing nu indictment against a whole 
.people. The proposed law is an orig­
inal one and is no doubt an honest 
effort to ward off the evils that are 
multiplying so rapidly in the war be­
tween capital and labor. Industrial 
conditions in Canada now arc fairly 
eatisfactory to all classes, but the out­
laid!—prnmiin combines of capital, 
combines of labor, lockouts and strikes, 
and it is proposed to have legislation 
cut and dried for such contingencies. 
Whether the creation of a Dominion 
lloard of Arbitration will or will not 
servo to secure amicable adjustment of 
labor difficulties remains to be seen. 
The plan looks to be eminently practi­
cable if the contending parties are 
willing to have their grievances ad­
justed by such a court. If they refuse 
the good offices of the board and con­
duct their lockouts and strikes accord­
ing to the prevailing methods the pro­
posed law provides for a punishment 
by fines to the stubborn offender li­
gnins t industrial peace. This provis­
ion containing the penalty for misde­
meanor on the part of employer or 
employed does not look so practicable 
as the first named. The employer who 
locked out his men and refused to have 
his cause arbitrated might be fined 
and the penalty collected, but how 
when the case is transposed can the 
fine be gathered from the workmen? 
The fines proposed are adequate to 
prevent lockouts and strikes if it can 
i>e shown that they are collectable in 
both instances; if not the penalty of 
course will have an unjust bearing and 
will be intolerable. The action taken 
by the government in this matter is 
commendable and it is to be hoped 
<liat the matured legislation will prove 
an effectual prevention for such ini­
quitous conditions as prevail in the 
industrial communities of the United 
States at the present time. It may 
not be right to force a laborer to work 
for a wage arbitrarily fixed without 
his consent, but it is infinitely better 
to do so than to permit the same 
laborer to become an idler and an out­
law towards whose support the gen­
eral public is forced directly or indi­
rectly to contribute.

IM.ERIAL SYSTEM «ROUND THE EMPIRE.

London, Aug. 16.— The “Express"' 
«tales that a subsidy of L3U,UUU a year 
is to be paid by the Canadian govern­
ment and another subsidy of x, 15,000 
a year is to be paid by the British 
government to the combine running the 
service of steamers between Canada 
and South Africa. The inauguration 
of the new line will mark the begin­
ning of a huge Imperial shipping and 
railway scheme which is^ being organ­
ized with a view to drawing the Brit­
ish colonies closer together.

In conjunction with the Canada- 
South Africa service, vessels will sail 
from England’ conveying passengers 
and cargo, on a working understand­
ing with the conference which regulates 
British shipping to South Africa. 
^\ith the three powerful shipping lines 
which are combined the Canadian Pac­
ific Railway has thrown in its lot, and 
it is stated that arrangements are be­
ing completed between the British gov­
ernment, the Canadian government,the 
Canadian Pacific Railway Company 
and the Allan, E1 der-Dcm pster and 
Furness lines combine to carry on a 
fast mail service between Montreal and 
Liverpool with a subsidy. A through 
freight service with Australia will also 
be initiated.

While Sir Wi.Iiam Mulock has made 
arrangement with the Allan, Furness 
and Elder-Dempster lines for a month­
ly service between Montreal and Cape 
Town, he evidently regards it as the 
first link in a much longer circuit, end­
ing in New Zealand and Australia. He 
received many compliments from the 
English press, and is urged to per­
severe in the attempt to establish a 
fast service across (he Atlantic. The 
three steamship interests named have 
not yet agreed upon the tenders which 
cither the Canadian or British Minis­
ters can consider.

BIG STORM AMD PANIC.SUNDAY SCHOOL CONVENTION.EABCLAHHTVIILB.LAWRENCBTOWN. 1[H (rt wit felBPsTi f»
New York, Aug. 11.—Reports from 

the great storm that bareiy missed 
Nuw York last night came to-day from 
the w trie).en sections, especially New 
Jersey. At Trenton the damage done 
was partially repaired, but in other 
parts of the state the injury was ir- 
repairable, as corn and peach crops 

utterly wiped out. Railroad 
traffic was patched up, but it will be 

before the systems are 
again operated on schedule time. The 
work of repairing washed out tracks, 
strengthening weakened bridges and 
replacing telegraph wires having only 
been started.

Trenton was again visited by a ter­
rific thunder storm to-night. Falling 
on the heels of the tornedo this 
brought a panic. A gilded cross 
the church of the Sacred Heart was 
dashed to the ground by a lightning 
bolt, and at the county jail a prisoner 
was partially paralyzed by a light­
ning stroke.

One hundred graves were burst open 
at Madison. N. J., and the bodies car­
ried away by the flood. Searching 
parties recovered over 90 during the 
day, some from the Passaic river, 
others from trees, lawns, fields, streets 
and roads.

At Pawling, N. Y.. the North Adams 
express train on the Harlem division 
of the New York Central was thrown 
from the track by spreading rails, and 
more than a dozen passengers were in-

A shocking instance of youthful de­
pravity - occurred in St. John last week 
in the murder of Willie Doherty by one 
of his companions.

He had 
accused Doherty of stealing money 
from him, which furnished motive for 
his crime. The preliminary examina­
tion is now being held, and both boys 
will undoubtedly be held for trial at 
the Supreme Court.

A commercial valuation is an ap 
proximate estimate of the value or 
cash c,ost in un mixed raw- materials of 
.the nitrogen, phosphoric acid and pot­
ash in one ton of fertilizer.

The following elements of cost and 
expense enter into the total cost to 
the farmer of a commercial fertilizer; 
(a) retail cash cost of unmixed raw- 
material; (b) the cost of mixing; (c) 
cost of transportation; (d) storage, 
insurance, commission, long credit, bad 
debts, etc.

A commercial value, it will be seen, 
excludes all elements of cost but the 
retail cash cost of unmixed raw- ma

As the questions asked are so nearly 
alike, wo can answer them both at 
once.

To estimate the value of a fertilizer 
from the guaranteed analysis one must 
first know what the guarantee 
If wo take the case of No. 2, we find 
stated first that the percentage of total 
phosphoric acid is from 9 to 12. This 
means that every 100 lb. of the fertili­
zer will contain U lb. of phosphoric 
acid, while 12 lb. of phosphoric acid 
may possibly be there; yet if only 9 lb 

present the guarantee 
Available phosphoric acid is guaranteed 
from 8 to 11- |>er cent 
phosphoric acid is of value,the value 
is imparted by the a\ ailable, and in 
estimât ng the value of phosphoric acid 
in mixed goods, only that should be 
taken into consideration which is 
available. In the present case there 
are guaranteed 8 lb. of available phos­
phoric acid in 1U0 lb. of this fertilizer, 
or 160 lb. in one ton. Available phos 
phoric acid can be purchased in the 
form of acid phosphate for from 41c. 
to 5c. per lb. If we take the higher 
price, the phosphoric acid in one ton 
of No. 2 would be worth 160 multi­
plied by 5q., or $8 
buy it in unmixed goods for 98.

‘Equal to available bone phosphate,* 
means that in order to supply the 8 
to 11 lier cent, of available phosphoric 
acid there would be required from 17.46 
to 24.03 |>er cent, of the bone phos­
phate of lime, or, as it is commonly 
called, the tri-calcum phosphate of 
lime. This portion of the guarantee 
practically means nothing, and need 
not be taken into consideration. T-here 
are guaranteed 2.06 lb. of nitrogen per 
100 lb. of fertilizer, or 41.2 lb. of ni­
trogen per ton. Nitrogen at the pres­
ent time costs approximately 15c. |>er 
lb. in unmixed goods, thus making the 
value of the nitrogen in one ton of 
No. 2—41.2 multiplied by 15c. equals

is based upon its power to produce

A commercial valuation does not 
necessarily l>car any relation to crop 
producing value. The agricultural 
value is determined by the soil and 
the crop to be raised, while the com­
mercial value denends upon the money 
cost of the essential fertilizing consti­
tuents contained therein.

A particular fertilizer may have a 
high commercial valuation and also a 
high agricultural value for n particu 
lar soil and crop, and yet for another 
soil and another crop, while its com­
mercial value remains the same, the 
agricultural value may be compara­
tively low; and conversely, a fertilizer 
having a low commercial value, may 
have a high or a low agricultural val­
ue according to the soil and crop to 
which it is applied; or to summarize—

(a) The commercial value is deter 
mined by the cost of raw materials.

(b) The agricultural value depends 
upon Crop-producing power

As an exam 
zer (formula 1) contains nitrogen as 
nitric acid in nitrate of soda, as am­
monia in sulphate of ammonia, and as 
organic nitrogen in dried blood, dried 
fish and dissolved bone meal. It is a 
fertilizer of high commercial value, but 
its agricultural value on a light soil 
planted to clover or <dher leguminous 
crop would be less than that of the 
mixture in formula 111. The latter 
has a much lower com merci al value, 
but its agricultural value on a legum­
inous crop would be higher than the 
more costly manure.

WHEN TO KNOW BALSAM.

.200 “ Said a veteran of the forests the oth­
er day: "Why. yes, 1 know balsam, 
but 1 cannot tell you how to recognize 
-it. Here is another instance where 
learning must be had first hand. To 
know balsam from the other spruces, 
not only the eye but the nose must be 
trained. No doubt numberless groups 
on hotel verandas in wdldergcss re­
sorts, such as Maine and Adiroudacks, i ^ 
arc stripping the needles from branches J X 
of pine, hemlock and spruce and in­
dulging meanwhile in fancies of frag­
rant balsam pillows which are later to 
fume their “dens.” To know balsam 
beyond a doubt one must be familiar, 
too, with the hemlock and thc spruces.
In the spruces th<y clusters of needles 
arc round, and the needles have a ten­
dency to turn in. In the balsam the 
under side of thc cluster of needles is 
Hat and exposes the stem, while the 
needles turn outward. The odor of the 
balsam is distinctive but that must 
be learned by familiarity and associa­
tion with it
