come in the anxiety for a minimum
speed limit. Connecticat is the
first State to emact a law on this
point, and refuses registration 1o
vehicles that will not make 12 miles
an hour. Pennsylvania, New Jersey,
Ohio, Illinois, Iowa, Missour! and
California permit cities to expedite
travel on main arteries.

For the protection of the public
the penalties have wisely been made
increasingly severe for intoxicated
drivers. New Jersey makes a man-
datory jail term of ome to six months
for intoxication or drug influence,
while the offender’s licence is re-
voked for ome year on first offense,
and five years om any sSubsequent
offense. Massachusetts also makes
jail mandatory for the second of-
fence. Penalties in other States,
though less heavy, are also severe
Failure to stop after am accident
brings the heaviest penalties of all,
with fines running as high as $5.000
in some States.
