“An act for tho equitable distribution
of insolvonts’ estates.” We trust that
Mr. Be .y will not allow his mensuro to
be orowded out this session as it was last
timo, as it is an act that is demanded by
tho neoessitios of the times if we wish to
presorve the status of commeorcial mor-
ality amongst our morcantilo men.

We have often boforo stated thatno
or.e can find fault with the theory under-
lying all insolvent logislation, viz.. *“that
when a merchant becomes insolvent his
ostate should be divided pro rata amongst
the whole of his oreditors.” Every one
will admit that in thoory-this principlo
is oorreoct, and it is only when wo comse
fo carry it praotioally into effect that wo
experionce any diffioulty or disagreement.
The trouble seems heretofore to have
been that curinsolvont aots aimed:at too
muoh rather than too little, and in the
wultitude of provisions it became so
cumbersome and expensive as to defeat
its own ends.

What we want is a simple law for the
distribution of an insolvent's estate, an
act that shall force a trader te assign for
tho benefit of his creditors gencrally as
soon a8 he becomes unable to meet his
liabilities or can be pruven to be insolvent,
‘an act by which all debts against the in.
solvent’'s estate shall rank prc rata,
whether current or watared, and one,
mureover, that shall leave the disposition
of the as.etsin the hands of the craditurs
themselves.

This last feature, which contains within
it the clemeat of cheapness, o necessary
to any good insolvent law, is absolutely
necessary to make any legislation of this
kind successfal. Hitherto ander the old
insolvent law the assignee had n percent-
age on the full amount of any estate, and
by the time l.s percontage and other
expenses were paid the crediturs were in
many cases left pretty- badly. As a rule
these assignees fattened at the expense
of the creditors, and the estate could in
nearly every case have been wound
up equally well Ly the creditors them-
selves without his interference.

As a matter of equity the creditors own
all the debtor’s assets. WlLat more com-
mon senss scheme could be inaugurated
then than simply to let them do what
they-think fit with them. If they wish
to givo the estate back to the insolvent
they can do s, if they decide {o sell they

can do so, even should they decide to

buciness carecr, but they ¢an never tell | by the fureluck, and has given notice of § disiribute the goods themselves it is in
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thejr province to do so; surely those
who own an estate and are more in-
terested than anyonae elso cau possibly be
in seeing it properly administered should
bo ompowered to act as the oircumstances
seom to thom to demand.

Wo think sore tho law fromed upon
sich a basis as this, that moro genoral
satisfaction would bo felt throughout the
whole mercantile community, both whole-
snlo and rotail, than could possibly be if
tho winding up of estates were put into
tho hands of any oflicials, who eithor
dirootly or indircotly had to mako n living
out of it. Merochants genernlly think they
possess brains cnougly to run their own
business, and wo think this is about as
much their own basiness as any other
could well bo, secing that thoy own the
whole concern.

As regards the ingolvents them-
selves, whoso rights have always to be
considored in any such legislation, wo
think that if honcst thoy would bo safer
in the bhaunds of thoir creditors than in
thosa of any government ofticial, who
conldnot possibly bave asgreat an interest
in secing thom wake such a fair settle-
went a8 the creditor, who might, if things
went on smonthly, afterward replaco his
loss by the profits of future transections.

Asarulo croditors dro leniont with any
dobtor who fails through misfortune, and
if hho evincos any disposition to do right,
ho invariably receives a helping hand,
and this would bo more than over the
oase were tho croditors masters of the
situation as wo have suggested abovo.

We shall look forward with a good
deal of icterest to sece the result of Mr.
Beaty's altempt to remedy what is now
an adwitted evil, and wo in common
with many others wish him suocess:

AGAIN.

Wo had hoped that the discount sales
humbug which for four or five years has,
like some periodical epedemis, broken
out just before the Christmas holidays,
had become a thing of the past, but it
scems we were mistalen in our estimate
of the influenco that commen business
prudenco hsg in tbe direotion of the
affairs of some of our rotail jewedors.

We have on more than one occasion
attacked theso discount sales and proved
their folly or dishonesty, but in spite of
those and imany similar warnings, there
are to be fouud dealers who ave ecither

charitable onough to give away thirty or
forty per ocont. of their profits, or dis-
honest enongh to try and persuade &
gullable public that they are doing so.

Wo have yot to learn that tho dealers
who wore foolish enough to injure their
own business and the trade generally by
such a praoctice, have ronlly received any
benefit at all commensurate with the
ovil thoy bave inflicted. =~ We havo even
yot to loarn that thoy sucoceeded in in-
creasing their salec beyond that of their
competitors who sold at met prices, or
oven bégond what they themselves-would
bave done had they followed a similar
course.

1t is somowhat singular that the
jewelry trade is almost the cnly one that
is forced to sacrifice goods in this manner.
With tio exception of a fow dry goods
dealers who have been * going out of
business "' for the last twenty years and
therefore offering thoir goods at their
usual tremondous bargains, we aro not
now awaro that any other trade is
similarly afilicted.

Tho more we examine iuto this thing,
the more we are convinced that the
whole trouble arises from the greed or
inoapaoity of those dealers practicing it,
and not from any resl neocessity, either
from the state of trado or the demands of
the public.

People don't buy jewelry beeauso it is
chonp, for as a rule very few know
whether an artiole of jewelery is cheap
or dear at the price asked forit, and have
to depend almost entizely upon the
honesty and reputation of the seller.
This being the case, it must be acknow-
ledged that it is not because they know
anything about its value that they buy
jewelory at these discount sales. They
fanoy they aro getting bargains, bul in
nino cases out of ten they are not, and
this they will surely find out in the leag
run. Tho same thing explains why some
retail jewelers profer salling goods by
auction to selling by regular private sale;
they say the latter way is too slow, and
that they can make fully as much if not
more profit on cheap goods by auction.

The fact of the matter is that the
public are easily gulled, bat even this is
no reason why the jewelry trade, which,
beyond all other trades. should be above
evan the breath of suspicion, should de-
mean itself by coming down to the level of
business sherpers. The jewelery business
is peocnlisrly one of confidence, and it
seems o pity that those engaged in it

should of their own accoxd lay themselves
doliborately out to ruinit. They may
not think that theso discount sale hum.
bugs have such an effect, but if they will
only take tho trouble to look below the
surface they will find that what we say is
correct beyond the shadow of a doubt.

Theso disconnt sales may not bo dis-
honest, but .hiey verge so olesoly on it
that mony people not gifted with a supor.
abundance of iutelligence fail to com.
prehend tho difforenco.  Of course they
ought to know better than this as it is
only a sharp business praoctice, and hum.
bug is uow-a-day's considered legitimate
if it be only-successful, but in our cstima.
tion it is a practice that is detrimental to
the best interests of the jowelery trade
and one that should be discouraged by
all jowelers who have the good of the
trade and their own interests. at. heart.
Our ides is that tho only way a safe and
paying business can be builb up is to
make a reputation for honesty and iu-
togrity by selling goods for what they
renlly are and at their true value.

This method may be old-fashioned and
behind the spirit of this fast, wide-awake
age, but it is at least safé as well as
having tho merit of being honest. Any
rystem of discomnt sale hombug and
Fohitankry, hlthough it may flourish for
& season, is sure to come to griefin the
long run, and we would strongly advise
our readers to keop clear of all such and
stick to the ola-fashiored though slower
and more honest system.

An astronomer noticed that the steel
parts of & very valuable clcok were
coated with rust, in spite of a most
careful provions cleaning. Since no
other instrument in the observatory
exhibited a similar appearance, the
cause was assigned to the case, and
this submitted to a thorough oxam.
ination. The front of the case consisted
of mahogany aund the back part of onk
wood, while both wore conncoted by

the oak wood exerted the injurious
influonco, whorefore tho copper braces
were nusorowed, and it was found that
those parts passing through tho ma.
hogany weore ontircly lustrous, while
the onds through tho oak wood were
covered with copper oxide, Small holes
wero bored into the ‘wood, tho ohips,
amounting to a small fraction of a gram,
were hontod in boiling water above a
flamo and himus papor was dipped into
it, which was at onco reddened. Per-
footly dry, stuffed for a few seconds
into the holes, were strongly reddencd
after o fow seconds. From this may
bo seon that the acid contained in vak
wood is oxtremely volatile, and this
wood is not whatever suitable for instru.

The Nuptial present of tho Province
Saxony for the Prince and Princess
Wilhelm of Prussis, and which at- the
fostival was only donated.in.design, has
beon finished. The central piece, a
silver oup about one meter (89.87
inches), Las been completed gorbe time
ago by the firm of Sy & Wagner, It
was modeled by the seulptor Zacharias,
and is surrounded by a border repro-
senting a marriago procession, em.
bellished with exquisite. figurative .and
ornapmental adornments in - relievo,
gildings and sottings of cslored jewals,
of an admirable effect. The three-story
buffet, destined for reseiving this chef
d'euvre, was oarved out of walnut by a
soulptor of Magdeburg, assisted by

architect Schutz, and, of course, is orna.
mented in the highest style of wood

carving; while paintings at either side
of the main division lend an additional
effect. They consist of two sllegoridal
fomale figures, standing in half-round
niches. They ropresent the two chigf
branches of the Province Saxony,
mining and agriculture, The former
has tho hammer in the right hand,
while the left raises the ray-encircled
gems, with tho mining lamp in the
diadem ; tho othier one rests a foot upon
the plow, carrying a pigeon in the right
hand, whilo embracing a cornucopia
with the left arm.

A OUEIOUS CONSFIRAOY.

———

At the instance of Hagstoz & Thorpe,
proprietors of ‘he Keystone Watch-case
Mannfactory, a capias was issued on Fri.
day for the arrest of Jobn 'C. Dueber,
the ohief owner of Dueber Watch.case
Manufacturing Compary, of Newport,
Ky., and three of his employees, Richard
Clarke, A. Williman, and Christopher
Naul,

Somo yenrs ago Ducber owned o \mtch
onso maunfactory in Cincinnati, and
produced some of the best watch-cnses
mado. As his business grow he moved
aoross the Ohio river to Nowport, Ky.,
whoro he ostablished largo faotories, and
was ono of the largest manufacturers of
tho kind in tho country. He mado some
of tho finost cnses there in the trado, and
found » roady market for his wares, in
1876 Hagstoz & Thorpe started in the
business with ‘thirloon hands, huving
their manufactory in the Ledger building
in this city. Thdy obtained possession
of the ** James Boss' patent gold watoh.
oase,” which was a botter case, and
manufacturad for less money theu any
then mado. It consisted of a heavy-solid
gold plate on the outside and inside of
tho case, with an inner plate of a cheaper
metal to give it the necessary strength.
‘This was the prinoiple of the patent, but
of courso the manner of prcducing the
result was a seoret known only -to them-
solves. The business so grew that in
1880 they moved to the new buil dings at
Nineteenth and Brown Streots, where
they now employ 500 hauds. At that time
George W. Chills entered the firmasa
speoinl partner, putting $100,000 into
the business with the idea of manufac-
turing silvor cages as ‘woll as gold.
Hagstoz & Thorpe had discovered a now
way of making silver watch.cages, using
one pieoce of solid silver for each part of
the watch-case instend of making the
parts of different pieces of metal, soldered
together, as iad boen tho custom under
the old method. In this way they made
a case much finer in appenrance and al.
most absolutely dust and damp proof.

A VAIN COMPETITION.

Ducber endeavored in vain to equal
their work, and now that silver cases of
such qaelity were produced, found his
trado fast slipping away from him.
About two months ago Richard Clarke,
one of Dueber's subordinates, came to
this city and took up his quarters in a
boarding honse ou Wylie Street, occupied
by the workmen of the watch-casge fac-
tory. Heo made himnself very agreeable
to the workmen, was very liberal with
his 1a0ney, tried to get hiold of cases in
process of manufacture, and ecdeavored
to decoy several of the skilled workmen
away from Hagstoz & Thorpe to work for
Dueber, at Newport. If he could have
obtained the cases in the differont stages
of completion, he could have got hints at
the peculiar tools used in the different
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processcs, which tools were trado scorots
of their firm, and which Duobor was
ospocially anxious to obtain a knowledgo
of. Tho workmon, however, woro faith-
ful to their omyployors, and detectives
woro placed in Clarke's shadow., Boveral
days ago Duobor, himsolf, camo on with
tho two othor omployecos, Naunl and Wil-
liman, and ostablished himsolf at tho
Continontal Hotel, whoro ho invited the
workmon of his rivals to sup with him,
and to partako of tho good choor of the
hotel, The goninl workmon dined with
him, talked business with him and wont
homo to their emyloyers aund reported
thoir adventures, The Philadelphia firm
thought that the mattor had gone too
for, and isened a capias as above sel
forth. Dueber and Olarka were arrosted
at the matinos of tho Wall 8treot Thoeatre,
whero thoy had gone to enjoy a different
speoics of *¢ Forbidden Fruit " from that
whioh they bad been secking for somo
timo, littlo thinking that the meshes of
tho lew wero closing about thom. Tho
complainants Dbring suit against the
defendants for 860,000, claiming that
this is the amount of damage to their
business through the loss of their exolu-
sive knowledge.  Judgo Piorce fixed the
bail of each of the defondants at $8000.

DECOYING APPRENTIOES.

Failing to gain over any of the men in
the employ of HBagstoz & Thorpe, Due.
ber & Clarke approached several appren.
ticos and endeavored to get them away,
thus rendering themselves direotly amen.
ablo to a special State law relating to
tho decoying of approntioss. One boy
who was gotting 816 o week was offered
$17. Duober said to him that he could
not roll out the stock without showing
tho marks of the cogs, and asked how
Hagstozr & Thorpe did the work. One
man, who made peouliar dies for the
gotting up of different paris of a case,
was offered $24 a week, and then $80,
and was told by Dueber that he wonld
sce him again. These casss and many
others aro testid.d to by the operators,
snd their affidavits are in the hands of
the prosocuting firm.

Appended is an oxact copy of a letter
found in Clarke's porsou, tho original of
which is in tho possession of Hagstoz &
Thorpe. This letter, written from the
office of the firm, aud setting forth that
tho firm will pay all bills inourred by
Clarke, implicates without doubt the firm
and their subordinates. 1t also renders

In rotnen for all this constancy what
kind of treatmont doos this faithful com.
panion roccive ? In tho first instance
wo oall on the watchmaker and drivo the
olosest bargain wo can. For instancs,
wo only want o cheap artiolo for the
prosent, but will get & botter when more
ablo; so wo will just tako an Ellory or a
Wheoles, or perbaps o Broadway, as
mounoy is a little scarce, and that will
answor us just now. e manage to
scrapo up say ten dollars, and shako it
at the watohmaker, and get the hand.
some and perfect timekeaper that ths
munufgoturer has spent hundreds of
thousands of dollars to produce in its now
complete state, Wahave it set just on
time by the shopkeoper's regulator, turn
out our old pocket and shake a spoonful
of dust on the door, place the new
chronometer in its place and start on om
regular avocation, perhaps that of a rail-
way brakesman. We mako one round
trip, compare our time by the regulator,
and find after two days' running our
pocket darling is just three seconds
We
oall again in a few weoks, and find that
we aro just ebout on time., Wecks and
months roll ou, and our darling gives
the best of satisfaction. Bat alas! it
stops short. We carry it back to the
dealer, when upon examination, he finds
large quantities of dust in every part,
and so informs the surprised owner, who
is astonished that a little dirt like that
could stop a new watch. Why, it ain't
fourteen or fifteen months eince I bought
her new ; she can't be dirty 8o soon as
that, as I have taken the best of care of
her, and how can she be dirty.”

The watohmaker, comewhat ennoyed,
requests the oustomer to just turn out
his pooket where the watch has spent the
last fifteen or eighteen months, when
nearly a handful of tobacco, lint and
what not falla upon the floor, when the
wearer looks with astonishmont and
admits there may a little dirt got into
the watoh, but can hardly nnderatand it
either, as **you said them ocases would
hold water.” To ond the matter the
watchmaker takes the watch down,
cleans it all through and retarns it to
the owner as good and nice as the day it
left the factory.

We say fair prices because they charge
about four to six times as much for the
separate articles which compose the
watch as théy do for the finished move-
ment, and -about twice as much as the
imported can'be had for. It is all, ; very
well, because they can seli all the move.
ments they can make, not. to heed the
life of the watch oncé it passes out of
their bands ; but this neglect will come
homo to.most one.of these days. The
companies who are making those low-

right; guess sho wants a little regu-
lating. 1o opens it and pushes the
rogulator as far around as the mndex will
allow. Now she runs tho other way.
Ho handspikos it back to the other side.
but still tho watch runms badly. DTe
carrids hor to another watchwaker, who
informs him that the watch is very dirty,
and must bo cleaned before it will keep
good time agnin. He leaves it to be
oleancd, pays his money, and gives the
watch another trial, he finds it no better ;
runs all sorts of ways; stops and starls.
8o he comes to the conclusion that
that watch is no good, mot worth fifty
cents; don't believe its manufacturers
can weke o watch worth a cent, anyhow,
and ho'd never buy one of their make
again; wouldn't give them pocket room.

Thero are dozens. yes hundreds and
thousands of just such cases azising, and
what is tho cause ? The answer is pluin :
In the first place the watch is abused ;
ves, worse than abused—shamefully
treated ; first by the wearer, second by
the botch who placed a half-made sounl
(as the mainspring is the soul of the
watah)in the watch. But thero is blame
further back thav thebotch. Themanu-
facturers who made the watch are
materially responsible for this botsh
work, in that they allow foreign watch
waterials (mado like theirs) imported at
tho disadvantago of & high duty, to.be
sold at & much less prico than they will
supply ths trade. Tho result is that this

|

of similar grades cannot afford to neglect
thelittle wonder even ifithaspassedoutof
their control and they have their money.
Those foreigners who now send materials
into this conntry, paying duty, freight
and other oxpenses, will continue to do
so as long as the people are uneducated
in the superiority of the American pro-
dnotion, and unjess the watch continues
to perform well for ycars, as well after
répairs as before, the aim will be 8t the
home-made article, as it stands up as a
land mark, while the forvign produéer is
lost sight of, having no reputation to
maintain.

Beng an old watohmaker, I have long
felt this trouble, and have found many
good American watches ruined as time-
keopers on account of bad materials used
in their repairs, and there is mo
remedy for the evil but that the manu-

frotarers of American watches look well|

to the fuluro of their own interests, and
seo as far as possible that the trade is
supplied with suitablomaterials for repairs
as cheap as they can proours them
through other sources. Even poor work-
raen are hkely to prooure fair results if
they have good timber with which to
operate, but when outting, trying, filing
and fitting is tho the word, as is oon.
stantly going on, the result is as stated
sbove, and I fecl assured every properly
instruocted horologist in the landg will
endorse the above statements.—W¥. D.,

Tug annual consumption of watch-face crys-
tals is placed by the Revue Chronometrigue at
100,000,000. ‘This total, however, includes the
crystals required for toy watches, lockets, com-
passes, etc. The annual production of watches
is placed at 2,500,000, and the stock manufac-
tured during fifty years at 70.000,000. To this
is to be added 50,000,0co ** old watches.” Of
the number in use it is believed that 87,000,000
require a new crystal face once a year. This,
with stocks kept on hand, call for the annuat
supply named above.

A WESTERN exchauge says that burglars are
so plentiful and daripg in his State that mer-
chants are afraid to lock their safes at night,
but content themselves with leaving them open
in preference to having them spoiled by being
blown open. One large milling firm, it is said,
has a card attached to the front of their safe
giving the combination of the lock and asking
burglars to be kind enor:h to open the lock
according to the instructions on thecard. Itis
quite evident that those verdant Yankees out
west never heard of J. & J. Taylor's safes, for
if they had they would have secured them, angd
then had peace of mind, and been able to snap
their fingers at the midnight prowlers.

CoLoNEL Paxet, Deputy Minister of Militia,
has returned te Ottawa, and brings with him
sample boxes of cartridges manufactured at the
Government Works in Quebec, for distribution
among the members. The cartridges are for
Snider rifles, and he claims that they are
superior to English or American manufacture.
The capacity of the factory is about four
million cartridges per annum, but it is not in
full blast yet. Although the machinery was
built for Snider sizes only, itis so arranged that
with the expenditure of not more than $1.000
it can be altered to Martini-Henry size. This
was considered advisable in the event of the
Martini-Heary replacing the Snider.

A NEW INDUSTRY FOR CANADA

Last week we paid a visit to the works of the
Toronto Silver Plate Co., the first factory in
Canada that has commenced the manufacture
of electro silver-plated ware in all its details in
this country. It 15 true we have other plate
factories here, but they are branches of well-
known American manufactories, who make the
blanks, (as the goods in the metal, unplated,
are called) at their works in the United States,
and simply plate them at the factones here.

The Toronto Silver Plate Co., however, pro-
pose to manufacture the goods from the very
foundation, and to combine within the walls of
their own factory every detail and process from
the alpha to the omega of the trade.

A visit to their factory, on King Street, wilt
well repay any person interested in the manu.
facture of articles of this class. Accompanied
by the general manager, Mr James A. \Watts,
we were conducted from garret to cellar of the
entire building. and while thanking him for his
courtesy, we could not help expressing
our astonishment at the perfection and com-
pleteness of the factary’s cquipment. From
the mighty * Corloss " engine of fifty horse
power, that silently and apparently twithout
cffort, drives the heavy and rapidly revolv.
ing machinery, to the powerful presses, soms of
which cost necarly 93.000, and steam rollers,
everything was of the most perfect description
and gave promise of fully carrying out ths
wishes of the makers.

Inonedcpartment we found the mouldersbusy
ladling the liquid metal from red hot caul-
drons into moulds, and turning out with great
rapidity, caster, pickle and-tea pot handles, and
many other articles of like kind, destined to
{orm a prominent part of the elegantly finished
goods with which the show room is fast being
filled. In the spinning department might be
seen the wood turners making chucks on which
to turn the metal, and the metal spinners, with
the help of these wooden chucks, fashioning the
metal into caster bands, cake baskets, &c., on
their rapidly revolving lathes. But time would
fai) us to tell of the plating department with its
immense vats of silver solution and its rapidly
revolving clectric motor, from which is gene-
rated the electricity which modemn science has
so well utilized in this department of the fine
arts, or, of the burmshing room with ats long
row of men with their steel bumishers, driven
with therr seemingly tircless arms to the cheery

signers and mould makers reign supreme, and
everybody seems so quiet and studious that a
novice might imagine that the workers were
amusing themsclves instead of working , or of
the immense stock room, whose shelves are
loaded down with glass of cvery description,
from the cheap, plain pickle jar to the richly
decorated vase or berry dish of Bohemian
manufacture. The show room, with its clegant
cherry and plate glass cases, with their maroon
linings, and clegant display of silverware, is a
sight that once seen cannot be casily forgotten.
In fact the whole equipment of the establish-
ment is complete, and this country is to be con-
gratulated upon possessing within its limitsa
maunufactory that bids fair to produce goods in
this line fully equal in design, finish and
quality to any imported from abroad. We sin-
cerely trust that this new industry may grow
and flourish, because it is by such establish.
ments as these that any country is made
commercially great and indcpendent.

The latest attempt of this kind,
we are sorry to observe, was on the part of the
Deuber Watch Company, who it appears at-
tempted unsuccessfully to entice away some of
Messrs, Hagstoz & Thorpe's workmen in order
to.]earn their trade secrets in connection with
the Boss case. The proprietors of the Boss
Cass allowed the matter to go so far, and then
quietly nipped the thing in the bud by having
Mr. Deuber arrested for conspiring to entice
away theirr workmen. Mr. Deuber was, of
course, released on bail, and so the matter ends
for the present.

It certainly seems a great pity that rival
manufacturers can't stick to honest compstition
instead of resorting to such underhand strategy
as appears to have been employed in this case,
Messrs.Hagstoz& Thorpe are to be congratulated
on the fact that the treatment of their employeeg
has been such as to make them serve them with
unswerving loyalty, for by their honesty and
good will only could they have been enabled to
baffle such designs as those of the Deuber
Company.

The result will probably be that after the
smoke has cleared away, it will be a good
advertisament for a good article, for certainly
as imitation is the highest form of flattery, so is
such an attempt of a rival manufacturer an ad-
mission that the article heattempts to obtain by

It is of great adheaive
power, and not permeable to petrolenm, a low
conduotor of heat, but superficially attacked by
hot water.

Rousr Paevexrive.—To keep machinery from
rusting, take § oz. of camphor, dissolve in one
pound of melted lard ; take off the seum and mux
in ag much fino blacklead as will give it an iron
color. Clean the machinery and smear it with
this mixture. After twenty-four hours, rub clean
with a soft linen cloth. It will keep clean for
months under ordinary circumstances.

To Parvexrt Rust.—Cast jron is best pre
served by rubbing it with blacklead. For poli-
shed work, varnieh with wax dissolved in benzine,
or add a little olive oil to copel varnish, and thia
with epirits of turpentine. To remove decp-
saated rust, use benzine and polish off with fino
caery, or use tripoli, 2 parts; pulverized sulphar,
ane part, Apply with soft leather.  Emery aud
oil is also very good.

To Creax OuLp O Parntines.—Dissolve a
smsall quantity of salt in stalo nrine; dip s
woollen cloth in the mixturo and rnb the paint-
