‘There was one-other point we desired to calt
attention to under the-above heading.  We be-
hteve the general impression is that_in wder to
enjoy the benefits- of instruction in. University
-College the student must pass a matriculation
exammation .and take.a regular course, Such
is not the case. Any one upon paying the
regular annual_fec.of $20 can enter-such-classes
as he pleases and pusue whatever course he
likes for.as'long or as short » period as he may
desire. ‘T'his furnishes a grand opportumty to
those who-froim age, or fack of “teans, or.from
any other cause, do not wish to take a fuil course,
.and yet are anxious to receive instruction from
thie ablest professors in the land, and no Ontario
man who-has but two or three years to devote to
“College work nced go to. the- States to College
wherrhe 1as'such a chance and such facilities at
home ; for speaking generally a student can get
just 60 much education in a givén time - whether
in Canada or in.the United States. .And the
education is what is wanted ; it isn ¢ absolutely
necessary, though, of course, very desirable, that

st s atow AN should be as graduate. -And therefore it

is.evident, that a person who has a given time to
spend in College should spend it where he will,
w the whole, be the best fitted for the .work- he
aeans to do. -We have in previous articles
-pointed out what- we considered to be’the- ad-
vantages of "l'oronto University for-our young,
men preparing for the ministry\and‘éﬁau not re-
_peat them herej-but shall simply declare our
conviction that the best-interests of the cause in
this country would' be served.by our-preachers,
using our-own University, especially if provision
were made in ‘Foronto for furnishing them with
such additional instruction as those entering upon
tie work of the ministry feel the need ot And
we may-say there are reasons for hoping that ere
long steps wilt be taken to provide in l'oronto
that spectal instruction.  And s0 our concluding

It is known to many Disciples that the Church
of Christ; on Denison Ave., has, for some time,
been endeavoring to sccure such a lot as-would
give it a desirable and advantagenus location
and one which they might venture to purchase.
Such a lot after, perhaps not too-long a delay
and much careful deliberation, has at last been
secured.  Its local advantages will be seen when
I say that-Spadina Avenue will in time become
the Broadway of "T'oronto, and that College St.
will be a great thoroughfare east and west cross.

‘T'his statement-of -loca-
tion is suflicient to argue its advantages.

The lot is ninety fect front and onc hundred
and five deep with a lane on either side, one of-
which is twenty. feet wide, itself a_little street.”
The-cost-is~$7200- - We-have-paid-$2200 in
cash and one payment of- $1000 in a year, with
the privilege of paying it sooner, and the balance
in five years. We have pledges ahd subscriptions
unpaid sufficient to meet the $x000 when they
are paid. ‘
" *I'o pay off the balance and erect a house we
will have to appeal to-the generous and liberal
hearts of brethren. who realize the importance of
the work in ‘Foronto.  We -have growing confi-
dence in our beethren who love the cause of
New ‘Testament Christianity that they. will come
to the aid of a work when they see its need, and
such a nced is upon us now of strengthening our
work, in the citics, and -especially hete. The
Lord has.been leading us as fast as we have been
able to follow. We have not hesitated to lay
‘hoid of his hand and now he'has opened a wider
door for us.  We have taken the pathway of a
strong faith in entering it and already the lightis
brightening over-us. ‘The need of strength in
the large cities is. recognized by all religious
bodics. Infact it can hardly be said thata people
are strong who are not strong in the cities. When
the Lord sent out the apostles they were to be-
gin in Jerusalem, not in a-villige, When he
was engaged in his Galilean ministry he made
his héadquatters in Capernaum, the largest city
in Galilce. It was from Antioch, the eastern’
capital of the Xmpire, that the Gospel spread
through Asia, and it was the great cities of Asia
and Europe that-Paul made the centres of.his
work.

In the cities 2. people are tested and woe to
them if they are found wanting. “There they
meet the busy thought and opinions of .an age
more sharply,—there the various opposing creeds
are more likely to'be entrenched,—there they
meet the great miltitudes, there the great wealth
of trade is to be laid hold on and invested in the
cause of Christ, there a people are scen more
conspicuously, and from there their faith must
radiate.

"T'o become strong in the cities many clements
contribute which I have netspace to write upon,
but one thing is needful to us now,—the carly
erection of a building suitable to meet our grow-

-Ing wants.

Mere can soon be planted a central congre-
gation-strong in all the clements of our cause.
I believe Denison Avenue has the character out
of which missions grow. From this other
churches will arise.  We ought to have in the
next ten years & co-operating circle of fonr or

five churches i this city, and here very soon
the Discipies should have a Bible College to
educate young men for the ministry and to afford
young men from the University and other
Schools an opportunity to learn our poswion in
its full and best presentation. .

We ask brethren to whom the Lord has given
means, large or small,_to oughifully and prayer.
fully consccrate a liberal portion for this city
work and we will s001f rea.ize a blessed fruitage.
Fifteen or twenty thousand dollars invested now
in ‘I'oronto would.send bawk in a shei+ time a
large interest to magnify the cause mn all the
province,  Who will “come to the help of the:
‘Lord against the mighty?” [ send this out with
a prayer upon it to the Master on his throne
that he will give it a ready entrance to generous
hearts, and that he will guide us all in a umited
worh to his praise.

The following is the address delivered on the
oceasion by Sister Fowler.

THE PRESIDENT'S ADDRESS.

‘The most of you present, I beheve, are ac.
quamnted with the object of our mectng tins
evening, It is sufficient for me to say that it
is in the interest of Mission Work, and for the
purpose of fostering a mussionary spirit among
the Sisters of the chw:eh,

While we are prohibited both by nature, and
tire Worid of Goa from gong‘forth as public pro-
clammers of the gospel, yet, we have, 1 believe,
sotne little part to perform in the greatest of ail
cnterprises —the  evangelization of the world,
Although we are a tutle rastricted in our sphere
of Christian -activity, we certai~'y do not wish o
make that an excuse for heing idle speetators in
the vineyard of our Master.

Woman has 1n a special sense, been placed
under the deepest debt of grautade to the
Saviour; It is only through the gospel that shie
has seclired, and it has been freely accorded her,
those privileges and prerogatives which belong
to her as man’s equal.

“The condition of woman in antiquity,” Prof.
Geikie says, “was little better than that of a
slave.”  *She was the property of her husband,
bis inferntor, not-his equal.?

“Among the Romans she was more highly
honored, yet was destitute of rights apare from
her husband. .Full and perfeet worth as a human
being -antiquity never conceded to- woman, man
alone possessed this dignity.”  “Fven the phlo.
sophers,” says & recent writer, “thought hier a low
order of creature.”  Plato represents a State as
wholly disorganized, where slaves are disobedien.
to thewr masters, and wives 2qual to ther hus-
bands” A wonderful change in this respect
never thought of by ancient morabsts nor
dreamed of by ancient. philosophers has been
brought about by the gospel of Jesus Chrnist.

‘The-declaration of Paul that “the gospel is the
power of -God and the wisdom- of God” has
been literally fulfilled. By jt we have been saved
from many evils in fife, and through it we will be
saved from all evil in eternity.

Activity in.spreading. such.a gospel should
then be a delightful task—a-iabor of love. But
what'can we do?  What can_women do towards
soreading the jfospel? It is presuibption in.the

estimation of some for them to even think of

doing anything. . Why should they not, in their
sphere, be as active as the men in spreading the
truth avroad: The Scriptures teach us if we
would share in the reward, we must be helpers
in the good work.

We fiad that women at the very beginning of
the Christian_dispensation before there had been
much time for themn to adjust themselves te the'
sew life and new liberties afforded by the gospel -
were active helpers.ivith the apostles in the bless-
ed work, for which the apostiec commended thetu,

 Paul says “I commend unto you Phebe our

sister which is a scrvant of the church which is
at Cenchrea, that you receive her in the Lord as
becometh saints and that you.assist her in what.
soever dusiness she hath need of you”  He says
again in another place, “I entreat thee true yoke-
fellow help those women whichi labored with me
in the gospel.”

Hrom these scriptures we learn-that in those
early days even, women were servants of the
church, transacted business in the mterest of the
church, .and were helpers of the apostles and
others in the good work.

But what can wz do more than we have been
doing? Can we not learn more about the aeeds
of our fellow-beings in other parts of our country
and in other countries, and can we not assist in
devising ways and in rasing means by-which the
blessed gospel of the Son of God might be
preached to them?

We are somctimes told that” the most of
women do not handle very wmuch money. This

way all be true, but should we.not consecrate &
portion of the little which we do handle for the
holy purposc of sending the truth of Heaven to
those who are | erishing.

We should remember that the man that had
but the one talent was held strictly to account
for the use he made-of 1, and jet us also re-
member that if there be a willing mind our offer-
mgs will be accepted, according to what we have
and-not according to what we have not. Our
abilfy is the himit of our aesponsibility. Our
Saviour says, “He that is faithful in that which
is Jeast is faithful also in mue/, and he that-is
unjust in the least is unjust also in much.”

People say that we have
Just as much need now to have the word con-
firmed as in the apostolictimes, Not if you une
derstand the Scriptures.  When you take a man
in Hamilton on trial and pass sentence upon him
and send him to the penitentiary for the crime
committed. you do not need to bring him out of
the penitentiary cvery three or four years and
try him to see whether he is really guilty or not,
the thing that made him guilty at the first will
make him guilty for all time. “That which con.
firmed the truth of God at the first will confirm
it until the last trump shall sourd-—suflicient to
every candid man.  If there is any doubt of this
man's guilt, you can go to the court house and
examine the testimony and proceedings and see
if everything is legitimate and regular.  If you
are m doubt about the confirmation of the word
of God, the same evidence that confirmed it then
confirms it-now, satisfactorily to all humble
Christians.

“That there are instantancous cures 1 have ad-
mitted, but they are not worthy to be-compared
to the miracles recorded in the New Testament,
The men that say. that are inconsistent, They
say God is no respecter of persons, Dr. Simp-
son says this, and yet_why does he cure z woman
in Memphis or e.sewhere, why does he not ex.
ercise his_power on the suffering in Hamilton, if,
God is not a respecter of persons.  If I had the.
power I would not take time to cat my meals,

“but would relieve all the sick and distressed.

Now let us look at the next joint : “What kind
of miracles did they perform?  Sce Luke 4 44405
“Now when the sun was settinig all they that had
any sick with divers diseases brought them-unto

-him, and he laid his hands on ¢very one of them

and healed them.” No one was sent away that
came to hiln to be healed. Not some excopt-
fonal cases which are trumpeted: from- one] end
of the world to- the other; no difference what
the disease was, the lame, the maimed, the deaf,
even to the raising of the dead. “Those who
have been here recently say you must have faith.
When people are not cured it is because they
had not faith ; how much faith had the.widow of
Nain’s son when the Saviour raised him from the
dead, how much faith had he lying on his bier,
or Lazarus in his grave? How much had Jairus
daughter when the Saviour went in and took her
by the hand?  In some cases the Saviour did
demand their faith, as for instance where they
had a chance 10 know him, but in most of the
wonderful miracles there is not one word about
their faith, He'had enough power to heal them
by simply laying on his hands. That was the
kind of miracles performed. Dr. Stmpson is
building a house in New Yorkjcosting $300,000
and has never begged a-dollar-from any man,
but he quietly tells the Lord when he wants
money and always gets it God is no respecter
of persons, but what he has done for him (Dr.
Simpson) He is willing to do for all. [ have
been in poor circumstances and have known hke
the apostle, what}it,is to want, but I?have never
expected-to get money from God, I would just
as soon in praying “Give us this day our daily
bread” expect to get a loaf from heaven as that
He would send money.

Again about these cures that were performed
as recorded in Acts 5:15: we find that the sick
were brought forth into the streets and laid on
beds7and couches, that at the least shadow of
Peter passing by might overshadow some of
them. "I'here was benefit even in the shadow of
the apostles, and yet people will compare these
miracles of the present day with the mimcles in
the New Testament.  Again in Acts 28th, we
learn that our Saviour’s words were fultilled, that
they (the apostles) could stand the bite of veno-
mous serpents.  Again in the same chapter we
learn that the father of Publius lay sick of a fever,
to whom Paul entered in and prayed and laid
his hands on him and healed lum.  Here was a
heathen who did not know anything about Christ.

and healed ; so when this wis done others also
who had diseases in the island came and were
healed.
