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Brotherhood of Andrew and Philip.

10 great was tho interest in tho convention of the
L Christian Endeavour representativesin Montreal last
midsummer, acd 8o widespread have the influences from
thut organization become, that the Christian world is now
looking with special interest at another organization that
is coming into prominence, not as a rival of Christian
Endeavour, but as an associate in the field of Christisn
activity. This new organization is the Brotherhood of
Andrew and Philip, whose first Federal Convention has
just been concluded in New York city.

The Brotherhood of Androw and Philip is o young
wen’s organization. 1f it is asked, why o rev organization
of this kind, the Brotherhood makes answer in this way :
First of all thore are no mixed organizations in the Church
which engage the activities of young mon to any large extent.
The Young People’s Socioty of Christian Endeavour has
done most along this line, but even that Society does not
include within its membership any large proportion of
youug mer, Second, the desperate need of special effort
on the part of the local churches or congregations on behalt
of youngmen. The largest proportion of non-chyreh-goers
is found among young men. It is estimated that but five
per cent. of the youngz men of this country, and thoy con-
stitute about one-sixth of the population, are church
members, fifteen out of twenty-five attend church with any
degree of regularity, and seventy-five out of every one
hundred never attend church at all. On the other hand.
the saloon, billiard room, concert hall, and other worse
places are supported almost entiroly by the young men.
Tho land teems with secular orders, clubs and societies
whose tendency is to draw their mewmbers away from
religious induences and to unfit them for Christian work.
The changed conditions of mudern life has altered the
relations and social positions of young men most of all,
Thousands of young men are on the move, they have no
home life, they are strangers standing in special need of per-
gonal touch and sympathy. Third, the facts goto prove that
an exclusively young men’s organization is best able to
interest and reach tho men. Tho success of aumerous
similar orders, composed as they are exclusively of men,
the success of the Young Men's Christian Association as a
united enterprise of the church, the successof such parochial
organizations as the Young Men's Guild of the Church of
Scotland, the Young Men's Friendly Society of the Church
of Eogland, and others attest the truth that there is marked
power in this form of organization.

The general organization of the Brotherhood aids in
utilizing the social factor for the progress of the local
church, as well as the Church at large. Itis claiming to
have points of advuntage over the Young Men's Christian
Association. The Y.M.C.A. necessarily disregard the lines
of parishes and denominations. It has all the advantages
that come from undenominational and unchurchly work,
but it suffers from all tho disadvantages of this position as
the outpost of the Church and, as it wore, outside of the
Church, Opn the other hand, the Brotherhood Chapter
hasall the advantages of an organization within the Church
lines and under tho influence and control of the Church,

It sccures tho co-operation, not of a few volunteers, but of
tho larger number of men in tho congregation, The
Brotherhood Chupter engages first in work within the
bounds of the congregation. Tt has its limits and it can
hopo to cover its lield and do its work fairl~ woll. It
ongages in ovangolistic work outside the parish but always
from tho church as a ceatre, and it brings its fruits home
to thachurch. Tho Brothernood idea or system brings the
voung men of the congregation under the guidanco and
nstruction of their natural leaders, the pastor, olders and
deacons, And the Brotherhood work is, ns it were, the
missing link “stween the work of the Young Men's Chris-
tinn Association and the locul congregations in that it can
bring the young wen reached through the Association
under the influence of the Divinely instituted means of
grace in the Church,

Theo object of the Brotherhood of Andrew and Philip is
the spread of Ohrist’s kingdom among young men, and the
scope of the work is found in the light of the example of
Andrew and Philip. There are two rules of the Brother-
hood to which every wmember must subscribe, the rule
of prayer, and the rule of service. The rule of prayer
is to nsk daily for the spread of Ohrist'ss kingdom
among young men, and for God’s blessing upon the labours
of the Brotherhood. The rule of sorvice is to make an
earnest effort each week to bring at least one young man
within the hearing of the Gospel, as set forth in the ser-
vices of the Church, young people's prayer meetings and
young men’s Bible classes. In addition to the things

pecified under these two rules, the Brotherhood lays out
to dovelop the social and fraternal intercourse of young
men throughout the Church and in their respective congre.
gations in & manly, Christian way.

The Brotherhood of Andrew and Philip was started by
fifteen young men in Reading, Pennsylvania, in May, 1888,
In November of the seme year the objects snd methods of
the organization were made known by letters to ministera
of the Reformed Church,in reply to which many iecom-
mendations of the-plan proposed woro reccived. A pumber
of young men pledged according to the two rules of prayer
and service constitute n Chapier. Chapters camc ioto
cxistenco rapidly, so rapidly indeed that in the midsummer
of the year after the first was formed, & convention was
called to form a general organization. A second convention
was held ic Philadelphia in 1890, at which time it was
found that there were thirty-four chapters in existenco,
with a membership of over one thousand. Conventions
were held in 1891 and 1892 with an-increased mombership
and interest, and with reporis of growing interest and
influence. Within the half year fifty now chapters have
been organized, making in all over one hundred and twenty-
five, and these are being added to greatly. The Brother-
hood is now being utilized by five denominations on this
western continent, viz.: the Presbyterian, Congregationa),
Methodist, the Reformed Church in the United States and
the Reformed Church of America.

Romse and Reason.
ROM a letter in anothor coluum it will be observed
that Rov. L. H. Jordan takes exception to our
remarks of last week in reforenco to the Church of Rowme
at the Congress of Religions at Chicago. The letter is
well worth a careful perusal.  To those who can see eye to
eye with Mr. Jordan, there is cause for rejoicing—and this
mwuch may be said, to those who cannot adopt so sanguine
a view ag his, it is at least & significant siga of the times,
that therc are dovoted and enlightened Protestants who can
gee 80 much that is fraught with bright promise in the
future of the Church of Rome. Werea radical, fundamental
change to take place in the constitution and creed of that
Church, bringing her on a commnoa platform with Protestant
beiiefs, what a religious and intellectual revolution there
would be? Even such a consummation ir not beyond the
highest flights of hope, but hard facts preclude the conclu-
sion that such an end can be rcached by a logical sequence
from the preserc differentiating doctrines of Rome asa
starting-point. A development of Roman Catholicism
which would accord with itc dominating tenets would boa
backward one. Whatever outward changes may be observed,
and they are necessarily many, must not be con-
founded with & natural growth as is seen in, say the
Presbyteriun Church, This is not a matter of speculation;
the truth of the statement may be found, not probably in
the methods of work, but in the written und preached doc-
trines of Romanism.

Reverting to JMr. Jordan's letter, a word of explanation
raight seem to be necessary. Our remarks were based on
the assumed accuracy of «.n interview given by Mr. Jordan
to the Montreal Star. It was stated that Mr. Jordan said
““the Roman Catholic Church is always willing

to submit its dogmns to the test of reason.” We
did 'not observe a contradiction in the Star,
whose readers as well as our own we have

placed under an obligation by givicg Mr. Jordan an
opportunity of correcting that statement. When he says:
‘ Not even yet does it submit its dogmas to that test,”
little romains between us on that point. But as to the
true and real progress of Roman Catholicism, which he
assorts, we essentially differ.  Nor will it do for Canadians
to bo blind to the actual state of things in that body.
When this continent is cited to prove an advance
in enlightenment, Mr. Jordan is surely rash. What has
he to say of Quebec, of the -eports of the Board
of Fronch Evangolization, of the tithes, the parish system,
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the scparato schouls, thosupression of public criticiem, and
80 forth 1 Theso aro ncts which cannot bo sot asido by a
fow strokes of tho pen, and thoir source is to bo found in
the modiwval spirit of the Church of Rome. A dangovous
secularism is working in Irance, Italy and Spain, and tho
Church of Rome bonds to meet that which she cannot crush.
This differs from the rigidity of hor “ ancient ecclesiastical"
m.thods , of a chango of spirit, of & now heart, would there
woro somo tangible sign! Che fncidont at Chi..go isa small
ons, indeed, and only ono wore ovidencs of very many
which shov how accommodating Romanism can ba
when an object 18 to be gained. Weo belivve there has
Leen too mueh coddling of crcor for tho sake of goodl feeling
and peace. The Christian charity and lovo for all en,
which is prayed for, can only live whero the conditions
have beon properly adjusted, and that can nover be at the
oxpenso of truth, Yet, having duo regard to tho import-
ance of preserving Protestant principles intact,it isobvious
that kindliness and genuine sympathy must be the spirit
in which the Roman Catholic problom should be viewed.
Consorting with their dignitaries and taking counsel on
quostions of common interest, may not undermine Protest.
antism and wmay do much to win Roman Catholics to greater
liberality of thought and, eventuilly, of doctrine,

Jesus clovatod the passover ints tho Lord's Suppor, tho central
truth of the Christisn religion, a1 the bond of union in the Church
of Gol.  But this sscramont which ought to havo united the Church
lias through man’s weakness divided it. So many doplorable supor-
stitlons surround the supper that its original dosi{;n is in some scctions
of the Church almost entirely overlooked. My ohject this morsing is
not to controvert the conflicting of exegesis of this portion of theWord,
but tc givo an exposition of the ordinance as I uuderstand it in the
light of the Gospel, removing as much as passible of the rubbish which
aucln; eighteen conturies gathered around this the grandest memorial
mounumont ever crocted, erected by the Master himsell, to commemnor-
ato hus owndesth, the death of tho Son of God.

Tho Feast of the Pazsover was tho most intoresting ceremony in the
Mossis ritual, bocause it indicated a separation of tho Israclites from
tho Egyptisns, and as a nation thoir consecration to God. The Pass.
ovor was to commemnorato tho deliverance of tho Israclites from Exy? .
yot it was inatituted before tho Exodus, just as the Lond's Supper wasin-
stituted beforo the death of Chirist, although it
was to commemerate that event.  When God
was about to sond His angel to slay tho first.
bora of tho Egyptians, because Pharoal refused
to let tho peoplo go, Moses warned tho Israel.
ites, and commsnded them in order to esca
the doom of their oppressors, to slay a lamb,
and to sprinklo tho blood on the door post,
and having roasted the flesh to eat it with
unleavoned bread and bitter herbs. During
the night every house not marked by tho
Vlood was visited by death, and in the morn.
ing thero was a wail throughout theland of
Egypt, and the lsraclites marched out without
striking a blow, for the Lord was their de-
liverer. Whon the Temple sorvices wero cstab-
lished the modo of observing the Passover was
somowhat changed. After the slaving of the
lawb at the Temple, and the sprinkling of the
blood on the altar, the offerer took the Qesh
to his abode, and thero ato it with his family,
or his triends. Each group, as they mot in
sacred commumon to celebrate tho Passover,
had its own peculiar history. Rich and poor
relatives et around tho table, disdain and
onvy being laid asido through consciousness of
their being brothren. /s you luok at avother
group you see bercavement on every brow, for

}{is graco  Ono of the most interesting groups that over et to
colebrate the Passaver was Jesus and His disciples.- It was the
lastand tho greatest of all tho passovers.  As wo enter tho reom where
thev are assombled wo hear words indicating great changes which
are about to take place in the Church of God. Harkl < As thoy
wore eating Jesus took bread, and blessed it, and brake it, aod gave it
to the disciples, and said, take eat; this is My body. And He took
the cup, and gave thanks, and g;vo it to thom, saying, drink yo all of
it ; for thisis My Llood of tho New Testament, which is shed for many
for the remissiou of #ins.” 'Tho clements wero not changed ‘in thoir
nature, for tho bread and wine being embloms wero bread and iine
before the supper, and they wore nothing more, ot nothing less at the
supper than bread and wine, for thoy were symbols, and their valve
dopended not on any material or spiritual change in them, but on
their significance.

The timo at which tha Lord’s Supper was instituted seems
strange. It was while the Pastover was being observed, and beforo
the crucifixion, although commemorative of it ; and whilo tho Mosaic
economy stood, although it must be classed as one of tho constituents
of the Gospel cuspensation. Tho reason for this can only be conjec-
tured, as tho Word is silent. By instituting tho Supper then, Jesus
showed His enemies who intended to crush Himm unawares, that He
knew all things, and that His death was part of tho plan of salvation,
and in trying to defeat His purposes, they wero actually fulfiling
them. Again, tho Pascover and tho Lord’s Suppor wero emblematic
of the same truth, and it was therefors natural that they should be
assweiated. Tho lamb of the Passover pointed forward, as the bread
and wino of the Supper pointed backward to tho same event, the
death of Christ. Again, the bread and wino used in tho Passover
were the samo as used in instituting the Lord’s Supper, thus ongraft.

Wo aro asked to commemorato tho death of Christ, not by a
mournful, but a joyous foast, eating Lread and drinking wine, Al-
thongh this may sean rtrange, yot, whon wo considor the relation of
God and man to oach other, it is just what wo might expect.
Through thoe death of Christ, tho moral government of God wan so
effected, that Ho could be just and tho justitier of all them that
belisve. It isa mistake to supposo that the only purposo of Christ's
death was to recoucils man to God b{ the mant(catation of Divine
love. \Whilo we recognizo the grestest love in the doath of the cross,
we hold that if man could be saved without tho death of Christ, that
death was not a manifestation of love but of folly. Tho righteous.
neas cssential for tho salvation ot man shows that Christ died as onr
substitute, and that His death for our salvation was imporative.
Parden to the sinner comes through tho offect the death of the
Saviour had on ths moral government of God.  But more than thisis
necessary to bring man aud God together; for sin produces enmlﬁ' to
God in inan's heart. This cnmity cau be ramoved only by the Holy
Spirit. which Is sent through tho atontug work of the Son of God to
chango the heart of inau, Christ satisfies the demands of God's
justice, and tho Hcly Spirit romoves the onmity from man's heart.
When by the pawer of the Spirit the sinner’s eyes avo oponed co that
ho sces the love of the Father in the work of tho Son, hoconfosses that
ho was in error in looking on God as 8 hard Master, and in contrition
ho casta himsclf at the loot of tho cross, asking forgiveness, Thus
Calvary becomes the meeting.place of the Creator and tho creature,
God and thesinner. Thero *‘ inaroy and truth
meet together ; righteousness and peaco kiss
each other.” If wo don{ that Christ was a
voluntary sacrifice, and His work absolutely
necessary for man's salvation, thero is no solu-
tion to the problem that wo are commanded
to commeomorate His desth by a joyous feast.
But if we adinit that Christ dicd as the sub-
stituta for sinners, and that man could not be
saved but by the sacrifice of tho cross, and
that through faith, Christ’s wotk becomesours,
the difficulty vanishes, the problem is solved.
Surely we ought to remember Chnst, who has
opencd fot us tho way of salvation, #1th ardour
nising ioto tnthusizsm. But we must know
Christ by faith as our Saviour in order to be
ablo to remember Him; for wo cannot te-
member Him unless wo have known Him.
Tho unsaved aro represented in the Word »s
dead, and the dead caunat remember what
they never cxperienced 3 therefors, the firat
call to them is not ** This do in romembrance
of me,” but **Awako thou that sleepest, arise
from the dead and Chriat shall give theolight.”
The spirit of love is that by which the Lord’s
Supper was instituted, and it is only by the
same spirit it can be Xroporly observed. How
pleasing to God and profitable to ourselves
that wo sit at tho Lord’s table, hearts throb.
bing with lovo and hands strongthoned with
faith, tounite in Isracl’s song of joy and glad-
ness: *“ Wo will take the cup of aslvation,
and call upon the name of the Lord.” It is
impussible tu prufiv by vbserving the Supper, or to prosper 1n spintual
life, if"Christ and His love are remombered only in partaking of the
emblems of tho Sacrament, ¢ That righteousness which is like the
great mountains, and that morcy which is high above tho heavens,”
should be clearly kept in view by tho pilgrim as he journeys to his

lorious home beyond the Jordan. The miore we view Christ as we
fourney on, tho more worthy of remembrance He sppears to bo, till we
exclaim over the memorials of His love, ¢ Worthy the Lamb that was
slain to receive power, and riches, and wisdom, sod strougth, and
konour, and glory, and blessing.”

Tho words *“Do this in remembrance of me,” may bo rendered,
Do this for mg momorial — meaning, Do this that you may remember
me ; or, Do this that {ou may put mo in remembrance of you. The
analogy of Scri\)ture cars ont tho latter interpretstion better than
tho ono generally given. While tho symbols aro to remind us of
Christ, they aro also to remind Christ of us. The remembrance is
mutual, just as the union is mutual —**Ye in me, and I in you.”
The bow in the cloud was not only a reminder for man but alro for
God: *I will look upon it,” said God, '‘that I may remembr.r tho
overlasting covenant.” Thoe bow reminds Noah of God's promise, but
ho knew that it also rerminded God of His promise. So the Lord’s
Supper is a pledge that Christ will never forget His covenant twith
God on our behalf. Whilo the Lord's Supper puts Chriat in mind of
us, it also puts us in mind of Christ. It is like a beautiful monument
set up on tho grave of our dear Saviour, whose inscription is legible to
tho ends of the earth. Tho foundation stone of this monument was
laid by the Son of God Himsclf, cighteen hundrod years ago; and
sach communicant has been building it ever since ; for, by cating thia
bread and drinking this cup, thoy do **shew the Lord's death till
hocome.” In tho Gospel, as in tho Lord’s Supper, Christ is offered, but
in the latter He is offered to those who have already accopted Hirn,
ropresented by the symbols ; while in the former He is offered to those
who have not received Him. Christ can bo moro fully accepted by
conscious possession in the Supper than in the Gospel,
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For the Sabbath School.

Others doubtl us to all things, yot are moral,
and a thicd closs aro pleased to think there is no God, noe
horoafter, hence, like our Epicureans of old, oat, drink and
aro merry, for to-morrow thoy die. Thore 13 a fourth class
who really look upon the lifo to como as a roality—live in
the spirit of Christ, act as if this world was a secondary
consideration, and the only good thing is that futuro life as
desoribed by Christ and His apostles, hence their treasuro
isin hoaven. These four classes oxist amongst us and in
all Christendom, and always have since Christ founded His
religion—(See the parable of the sower), Which of these
is tho wiser ? I proposo to say a few words on cach class,

1st.—DBlixine Six with ReLicioN—Does any man think
Qod is going to accept him if he knowingly, willingly doss
this? ‘A'rue, we ofton sin in the world, lightly, thought.
lesly, but, immediately after, repont and express our sorrow
to God in prayer. Iallude not to this class—but to those
who think they can reconcile the world as it isto the
Gospol. Seo what Sc¢. James zay= as follows: “ Yo adult.
erers aud adultereses, know yo not that the friendship of
tho world is enmity with God? Whosoever, therefore,
will be a friond of the world is the enomy of God."—
Jamesiv. 4. The meaning of this is that we must not be
the friend of the sin or pleasures of the world ag we find
them.

So St. Paul says, Romans viii. 1..—* Thereis, tharefore,
now no condemnation to them which aro in Christ Jesus,
who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit”—
and 13th verse—‘‘For if ye live after the flash ye
shall dio, but, if ye through the Spirit do mortify the deeds
of the flesh ye shall live,” and also 8th verse, *So thon they
that are in the flesh cannot please God,” and 7th verse
“ Because tho carnal mind is enmity against God."”

Then we must have the Holy Spirit in us—how then
can wo mix the things of the world, willingly with the
things of God, or the Spirit? Carter Harrison, Mayor of
Chicago, most worldly and wicked man, governed Chicago
in this way—he patronized sin.

A GIRL'S BEDROOM,
HOW TOo MAKKE IT DAINTY AT SMALL EXIPENS_

Most glrls appreciate & room, however amall, which they can
aall thelr own, armnge according to their own fdeas, and keep
all thelr work, hooks, and treasures in, subject to littlo or no in-
terferenice. It 1y not tho lot of every girl, lowever, to ho abla to
enjoy the poswssion, in her room, of the most luxurlous of
modern furniture 5 but, at the sane time, with a ittle taste,
much may be done at a very suuall cost. At no period has it Leen
possible for one who hias a fair amount of ¢ house pride’® In her
dlsposition, to follow lier funcy and give tho reins to hep fdvas so
freely and Inexpensively as at present.  As so many gitls have to
use thelr bed-room as a sltting-room, and as {ndeed many have
no other room in which to receive thelr friends, ono afm should
bo to furnish it as far as poseible to combine tho comfort of an
American bed-room with the convenience of the doubly useful
room #o conmmnon on the Continent. )

With this object in view,
a sereen, which can be
drawn in front of the bed
in tha daytime, i3 one of
the first things to be pro-
vided. If the occupant of

. the room cannot atford to
buy one, n very good sub-
stitute niny he arranged by
an ordinary clothes-home,
and a few yards of crs-
tonne. The frame of the
horse will require enamel-
ing. Ivory always looks
well, but will not wear so
long as black or dark
brown, The cretonne is
folded into small pleats,
stretchied tightly, and nail-
od to the frame of the horse
with faucy brass aatls. The
reverse shlo,of the screen
nced not be fluted, but may
have the cretonne drawn

tlghlly and plainly across it.

Flan of bedrosm,
'ie Led must be madeo

as ornamental as possible, ax it Is not likely to be altogether
hidden by the screen, I can scarcely advise any girl to go
to great expense for a bed-spread, but to Invest at once in a so-
called ““ chailty *° bLlanket. These cost about two dollars and &
half, and are to be had In grey and brown. 1 can fancy that at
first my ¢ ghrl*? will disdain its dal), fusty hiue ; but it she can
embrolder & good, bold scroll pattern over it with tapestry wools,
in fairly biight colors, she will soon convert the ugly brown thing
into a very smart-looking quilt, which will have the merit of
being useful as well as ornamental.  In summer this may be re-
placed by a large square of cretonne, edged with & deep flounce
-of the same, or with a similar square of muslin lined with sateen.

Many modern iron bedsteads are now arranged with a slender
iron or brass rod at the top of the head and fout piece, which can
be removed and passed through the hem of ashort curtain of
cretonue or art muslin.  Thisshould be made with an upstanding
friil at the top, and will greatly add to the ornamental appearance
of the Led.

In rooms of an ordinary shape It Is a rare thing to find the
eorners uade so much of as they talght Lo, JU Is often & great
oconomy of space to put a small plece of furniture in this posi.
tion j and certainly in a ﬁirl's Led-10om, such as is shown In the
{ltustrated plan, it would be advisable so to placa both washstand
and dresslng-mi)]c in the corners,

A very convenient, as well as an economieal, washstand may
bo contrived of two triangular wooden brackets. ‘I'he lower and
largeronc should measure eighteen nchesalong the stralglhit edge,
and thie second one, six inchies wide, must be placed at such a
height above the other that the head will not come into contact
with it when the basin is being used.  These two brackets must
bo enamelled before they are pliced in position, and \'cr{ pale
blue s a suitable and pretry color to choose for this, if it willnot
quarrel with the crockery. ‘Lwo small curtains of cretonne,
arranged liko a flounce, aro nailed along the edge of the lower
shelf, and thespaco behind them can bo utilized for stowing away
bools amd shoes and other unsightly objects, The u})pcr shelf
may eltlier be finishied at tho cdge with a narrow frill of the same
cretonne, or can be left plain, accovding to taste.

The dressing-table Lracket sheithl occupy the apposite corner,
hetweer the window andlthe fireplace orstove, Thisslielf should
be covered with some of the same material as the washstond cur-
tains, with ashoit flounce rouiyl the edge. It is more convenient
to arrange the dressing-table without the curtaing to the ground,
as it {s often comfor’.able to sit down while dressing in the morn-
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tng, especlally whilst dolng the hair, aiud this would he detrimen-+
*al to the curtains and the contents of the little corner behind
them. ‘There will be ample space on thly shelf, if of the same
sizo ay tho washstand, for the brush and comb case, pin-cushion
and tollet bottled 5 while the looking-glass will b In a betterlight
1€ it bo hung agalust tho wall between the dresing-tabls or wash-
stand and the window,  Tho fortuer situation Is perhaps the best,
as the other spaco will bo needed for the towel-rail.

The window hias next to be conshdered, and this §s a very fms-
portant part of the business, ‘Tho cutaing shown In tho sketeh
are of art musting and they are simply arranged over an old-
fashlonwd wooden pole.  ‘The curtains aie quite shart, and reaek
only totha window il 5 onv Is drawn back with a band of mustia,
the other may ho elther left looss or eaught back in the same
way. The cartains wHl requiro two widths of muslin if it be of
the narrow, chieap nake, and the valance at tho top will need te
Le of the ~ame width, wnless the window Is a very sinall one.
‘Tho curtaing are ])h-:u--:l to tha required width at tho upper end,
amd are lightly nailed to the extreme top of the window frame.

Thomuslin wLich Is to make the valance Iy gathered up ughtly
atone end aud fastened with a laiga nall to the top of the window
frame, abont six Inches from thoe end, The other end I3 pleated,
30 that it 13 about hatf ita full width fastened at thotop edge, and
then left free, The pole Is then put up, and the muslin s
arranged that it falls over it on the right hand shde, and Lelow &
on the left.  ‘T'he valance haugs enticely over the pole, If all
this dripery I3 properly done it should hava theappearance of one
long plece of musling diaped with carefal carelessness over and
under the pole,  When it sequires washing the nalls ase takea
out and the pleats undone. ‘T'he three straight pleces can thea
be washed (of course not starched) without Injury by the mnost
ordinary of futtdresses, *

Below the window i3 arranged a sct of small book-shewves and
cabinets for china, These are contrived of nothing move elabos-
#to than six wooden boxes, four Jeing the same slze, and two tha
same depth and length, but narrowerin width.  ‘Chesoare screwed
one over the other In two sets of three, tho small ones being in
tho middle. They mast be neatly enamelled or stalned vutsulo
the inslde, too, must be painted — pale blue, or what is kuown g

By fireplaze looks very artistlt,

hedge-sparrow’s egg tint would ke pretty. The shaped top foe
the two upper recesses must be cut out of stout cardboard coverod
with Japanesa leathier paper, or lucrusta, and glued to the box,
or may be omitted altogether i€ preferred.

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This s how F made the most of the space

avout. A narrow frillof the same serge is nailed along the top
of the second box, which {s to be used as & book-shelf,

*Tho top of these cabinets forms a sujport for u wide, long shelf
of plain deal, enamelled at the edges to mateh the lower part, and
edvered with a slip of art serge, simply edged with ball fringe.
‘Three or four drawing pins, pushed into the serge and board at
the cdge nearest the wiidow, will be sufticient to keep it in place,
and it can then be radsed and shaken oceasionally in front to get
na of :ul{ dust there may bLe. ‘Llus contrvance will wnke o
mowy writlng or work-table, 1f the buxes below are perfectly
straight and even. A waste paper basket diaped with sotse of
the samne serge, and ttinuued with Lall funge, fills 1 the spaco
hetween the two cabincts, and s invaluable tn a room m which
much work is done.

Now we come to the fireplace and its decoration, which is
samewhat difficult to accomplish satisfactorily without drapery 3
aud this can searcely be recommended in i sootn of tlns sost, for
it 18 too apt to serve as a dust ixtp.  Anineapensive saedicne
capboard, enamelled, and made more important-looking at the
Wp by the addition of two lage Japanese fans, fors the over-
mantel.  The cupboard may be further improved by covering the
wallat theback of the book-case with a piece of Japanese leathier
paper.  Divide the book-shelf into two divisions, or three, if there
5 gpace enougl, Ly means of a thin picce of wooil the right size,
cuamelled, and glued into place.  This will give room for a vase
@r Lwo amonyg the books, which will break up their straight mon-
otony. ‘I'he mantel-picce must be covered to correspond with
the writing-table, with a plain straight slip of art serge, trimmed
®ith soie of the sawe Lall faiinge.  "The tireplace may be hidden
by any little contrivance that miy Le convenient. ‘L'hat in ot
slietelt represents an easel cut ont in Bristol board  Any mount
eutter will do this for & very small cost.  ‘The whole of the casel
must be covered with brown paper-to imitate waood, and which
mxy be hiad from any paper hauger.

A pretty chromo, such as is often given as a Christrnas supple-
ment to an Hluasteated paper, is then neatly mounted on i piece
af stout cardboard the same size, has a frame of gilt paper added
a3 round, and is firly glued to the front of the easel. The leg
of the casel at the back is also made of cardboard, covered with
sene of the sane brown paper as the front.  ‘Thyeeor four piceds
af this card should ve cut the proper size snd shape, and gunmed
togethier, one above the other, to make the leg both thicker and
tirmer than a singleslicet of cardboard would be.  The leg is then
fastened to the back of the casel with asmmall hinge of linen care.
fully glued into place. A strap of tape is glued, one end to the
leg Lalt way down, the other to the back of thie casel, to prevent
e whole thing from opeiming out too widely, and so falling down.

For about $1.00 neat littie one-fold screens may now be bought
for fircplace omawents, ‘They requiie filling In with a panel of
exrclonne or embroidery, and also hiave to Le enamelied, but for
all that they are much more durable and so really cost very little
more than arrangements of cardboand such as the one I have
deseribed.

1t the remainlng corner of the voom is unoceupivd, another
large wooden bracket, furmshed with pegs below, places high up
against the wall, and with twao cretonne curtains hanging from it,

will make a convenlent place for dresses and jackets, the
shelf at the top belug available for a luge vase or artistle
crack of some kind.

Along the remaining wall must be placed the chest of
drawers, the tol) of which wHl look well covered with serge
and arranged with pretty photogeaph frames, a swuaet work-
basket and n few little elegancles of this kind.

A cosy chair and a stal] talle, to stand comfortably near
the fire rn the winter, should be procured {f possible. The
chafr, howeves plaln and simple in make, may be greatly
improved by n cushifon or two, which should be made of
cretonne aud trinnned round the edge with a narrow frill.
‘This whl hiasve as mood an effect as the printed Pongee siik
that has been so populer of late, and hus the advantage of
wearing far better. .

‘The chalr wight be covered entirely with a pretty cre.
tonne, but for this 1t is neceseary to make a linfnyg of coarse
sacking first, and to pad this with flock, Several layers of
cotton wool will have to be tackod over this, and then the
cretonne,  This will, perhaps, nake the operation more
complicated than is desirabie, as the chair will scareely de
without more finlsh. A scalloped valance, trinmned with
ball fringe, will be necded round the set, and a row of
swall puifs or a thick ruche upon the edge all round the
back and arms. A superanuated leather casy chalr that is
considered ton shubby for the sitting-toom is easier to cover
than a wicker one, as it requires no padding. ‘The portions
of the legs that show below the cretonue cover may be
casily smartened up with a little enamel.

Small square wooden tables may bo had very cheaply,
and If the legs are painted the top will cover very prettily
with art serge lakd ficst over alayer of coarse flannel. A serles of
festoons of serge edged with fringe would took pretty faliing
round the tor. . .

Very cosy-looking rugs may be inexpensively made of odds and
cuds of cloth or flauel.  Get some canvass or sacking, the exact

sizo that the rug is to be, and a nunber of scraps of cloth and
tweed of several colors.  Cut all these picces about three Inches
wile, and sew them strongly together into long strips,  Uso first
the grey picces.  Pink one edge, and sew the strip very ficnly
down to the canvas in a straighit row all round, so that the pinked
cdgos sct about an inch beyond it.  The strips will havoe to bo cut
and joined again at the corners to make them lic perfectly fat,

For tho next row take the Jlack cloth, pink theedgesin thosame
way and sew the strip along the straight cdge so that it overlaps
the first row about an inch and a bhalf. Then uso groy scraps
again, then a row of acarlct cloth,

For sowing down the strips, finc twine or carpet thread must bo
used or tho rug will not be durable. When all the sewing hax
been done, the back of the mat must be made tidy by a lining of
black holland, thoe cdges of which arc turned in ucatly beforo it is
sown to the canvas.

Much of tho success of the rug will depend apon the care with
which tho strips arc 8ewn to the 3acking, as any stitches that arc.
dn:;n éoo tightly will pucker it, and prevent it from resting flatly
oa the Hoer.

Miss M. Qliver,
M.D., missionary at Indore, Central India,
gavoan cxcellent address on the spintual
condition aud needs of Jentral India, She
compared tho cities and country of that land
with uur own cities and country, giving many
interesting  points of difference an the hife
there compared with lifo in Cansda. Each
village in India has its own municipel govern.
ment, which attends to all social details such
as marriages and funcrals.  Hindoos comprise
three-tourths of the population, and the re.
maing fourth is mostly Mohammedan, while
a small fraction 18 made up of the Bhicels and
other nativo tribes. Hindooism is iu the main
a mass of superstitions, traditions and beliefs.
1t contains many gods and goddesses, e g.,
tho Shivites, worshippers of Shiva, the Des-
troyer, have a peculiar mark like a trident
dowa the forchead, while the Vishnuites,
worshippers of Vishnu, havocutrved lines on
tho forchead. Tho Hindoos believe in the
tansmigration of the soud, and consequently
in the sacredness of all animal life. ~ Their
heavon is to get 1nto a higher formol life,
and ther hell is to bo translated tosome
lower forin as that of the cruel jackal. The
cobra is sacrcd because tho carth is supposed
to rest on that hugo reptile, and carthquakes
and great storms are duo to tho anger of the
cobra ; therefore it is part of thuir religious
lifo to placate that monster. They have an
idea of anall-pervading God, who is teared,
but not worshipped nor loved. Hindooism
makes no proselytes. Its dovoles are born
in it and remain in tho *‘caste” in which they
arc born. Caste lines are drawn very strong.
The food of a high caste Hindoo is defiled if
even looked npon by one of a low ceste. Thoy
delight in what is old, and are, in their oyes,
ke people,  They are lacking in progress and
largely inclined to fatalism. Theson must do
:;ﬁls father did.  The people do not sec any-
thing to admire in tho “beauty of holincss™
nor in a sivless Christ.  The Mohammedans
have less spiritual life and longings than the
Hitdoo, They domnot fecl nor understand
qan's need of forgiveness. Butthough there
isa lack of thedesiro to know, still thereis a
growing spirit of umiest alroad—for this
Christianscan be thankful. Thosigns of the
times in  India may bo grouped as follows :
Thochanges wronght in social lifo by means
of the railroad. Thodesiro to know Eog-
lish forms of life, thought and literatare
show that Indiais in a trausition state.
Societics of tho Brahina Soncaj are increasing.
They take tho morality of Christianity and
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leavo out Christ, There is uo acknowlodg-
mont of sin, but thoy think they can gain 55-
vation by works. Again therois a desiro to
have their boys and girls taupht at the mise
sion schools. ~ The urgent need of India is tor
trained nativo teachers. It is only by means
of such aid that the turning of 230,000,000
of peoplein that laud to Christ can be accom.
plished. There is a great mass movemens
#oiug on among the Mangs, Tolegus, and
othor low casto tribes.  In concluding her ad-
dress Dr. Oliver pointed out the urgent veod
for tho complotionof the 1ission school at
Indore. Tho Indisn government had prom-
ised $10,000 to aid this building, but tho de-
preciation in silver has reduced the truasury
sothat thoro is little hopo of getting that
grant for ycars. But meanwhile Mrs. Ross,
of Beacefield, Ont., has received tho sanction
of the church to obtain funds for this very
worthy object. After tho offering was taken,
Mrs. Geo. Archer sang a solo entitled **Zion,”
with excollent taste,  This was followed by
an anthem from thoe choir. The pressdent of
tho socivty read tho text enclosed with the
offeriugs, and the vice-president offcred up the
dedicatory prayer.

The Campbell Case.

Editor of PrEanyTrRIAN Revirw.

Smt,—Inreply to * Pastor* and Dr. W
T. McMullen [ beg to refer them to * Rules
and Formsof Procedure.”

(Seerios 300 ) * Primary jurisdiction over
ministers and licentintes belongs to the
Presbytery but the superior court may
instituto process when the court of primary
;uriadiction has been enjoined to do so and
ave refused or neglected to obey.” The
Campbell caso wasin tho hands of 3ontreal
Presbytery.

(Seoriox 96.) * Ono Presbytery may not
interfere with or roview tho proceedings
of another Presbytery. If a Presbytery
considers itsclf aggricved by the proccedings
of another,it may remonstrate or usk explan-
ation. Ifnot satistied, it may bring the
matter bofore the Synod to which tho Pres.
bytery complained of Yelongs. This must
bu done by written statenent, a copy being
first furnished to the Presbytery whose pro.
ceedings are called in question.  In the
cvent of not obtaining satisfaction, the
Presbytery which deems itself aggrieved
nmy complain to its own Synod—but the
complaint must bo 1n writing.”

1 am perfectly aware that {Section 173)
‘* every member of the Church hus the right
of access to any Church court by petition or
memorial....and that it is competent for
the membcers of a higher court to approach
that court dircctly by overture which if
(Section 177) in proper form and in respect.
{ullanguage is transmitted in the samo way
ag a petition.”

(Sterioy 135) “'The Committeo on Bills
aud Qvertures reccives all papers intended
for the Assenbly, comsiders whether they
aro in proper form, expressed in proper lan-
guage and regulusly transimtted—also
whether they arc part of the lecgitimate
business of the Assembly—and transmits
them o refuses to do s0.”

{SeetioN 131 ) ** The Committee on Bills
and Overtures consists of Clerks of Assembly
of Synods and Presbytcries who are com-
miesioners, wgcthcr with one member nom-
inated by each Presbytery and such other
mimsters and  clders as the Asscmbly may
sco lit to appoint.”

And I niaintain this commillee war not in
ignorancs that the Campbell caso was before
the Montreal Presbytery and should have
refused, as thoy had perfcct power and
right, to transmit the Maitland ovcrture
becanse of irregularity.  1f tho Maitland
Presbytery felt aggrieved, Section 133 would
tell than that “Appeals and complaints
against thedecision of thy Committee may
be brought directly befors the Assembly to
be disposed of by the court.”  So much for
the Committee on Bills and Overtures,

Now for the Modcrator and Assembly.
I quote from Tk PresBYTERIAN REVIEW of
Juue 22ud, 1893: ¢ Before Mr Hartley
began to speak to the overture, Dr. D. L.
McRac, of Collingwood, rosc toa point of
ordcr, contending that it was uttenly incom-
petent for the Assembly to deal with the
matter as it stood at present as the Montreal
Presbytery had it uader their consideration
and it mustbe dealt with by that body
first,

** On behalf of Montreal, Principal McVicar
explained that the Prrabytery was pro.
ceeding in tho matter according to the laws
of the Church and had appoioted a commit-
tee to confer with thoaccused.”

*“Upon hearing this, the Mloderator
appealed to the representatives of Maitland
Presbytery to withdraw their overture.”
Now had this been dopo beforo lengthened
discumsion, the Moderator and  Assembly
would not have incurred blame.  Bat the
Asscinbly did not **at onco,” a3 Dr. dicMul-
len asserty, desist from proceeding, it entered
ints_a long, rambling and unscemly dis-
cussion. Somuch so that *'Dr. Macdon.
ald, of Scaforth, fearcd tho spirit of tho
Asscmbly would judgoe the accused first and
try him afterwards. ~ Ho desired to point
out that it was dangerous to interfere with
the constitution of the Church and it would
bo plenty of time to  talk to the Mcntreal
Presbytery when they showed signs of cow.
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ardico. Ho endoreed the contention that it
was unfair to take up the matter in Profes-
sor Campbell’s absence.

‘* Dr. McRao it speaking on the point of
order ho bad proviously raised said that to
discuss the caso in Assembly and still put it
in the bands of Montreal Presbytery was to
try Professor Campbell twice and with no
unprejudiced spint apparently, and such a
courso tado his British senso of fair play
rebel ”  Principal  Forrest,  Halifax,
“ warned the Assembly that they would
gain nothing by losing their heads, and
warned them to mako hasto slowly.” Prin-
cipal Caven ** besought the Asscmbly to be
extremoly careful to guard personal rights
and have a clean record,” and by his wise
counsol extricated tho Assembly out of its
difliculty, putting its business on the proBcr
footing of **allowing the Montreal Presby-
tery to proceed in tho case in a copstitu-
tional way.”

Tho zeal of Maitlund Presbytery perhapa
may hayo deseived cominendation—hardly,1
thiok, its piudence or judgment—and Dr.
Caven's motion shows this by leaving the
matter with Montreal,

I havo done with the matter. Let mo
however remind Dr. McMutlen that Assem.
blics, Moderators and Committees on Bills
and Overtures aro not infallible aud that the
calim, judicial spirit so eminently necessary
in dealing with Assembly business was, in
my humble opinion, sadly lacking in the
Assembly of 1893,

Rome at the Parliament of
Religions.

Editor PResnYTERIAN REVIEW :

Sin,—It was with somo surprisc tict 1
read last weck your criticism of a remak,
touching the Roman Catholic Church, which
I was reported to have wmade to & represent-
ative of the Montrcal Star. As a matter of
fact, the remark was a mere interpolation,
The stateruent attributed to e wzs a slip,
and ¢vidently only a slip, on the part of the
newspaper reporter, and, in fairness to me,
1 do think that the interview, as a whole,
might have been read with somen hat closer
attention, for, if yon wiil glance over it
again, you will scc that 1 expressed the
opinion that the Roman Catholic Church had
made what secnied to me *“a departure in
scnding representatives to this Parliament
to discuss theological issucs with opponents,”™
Such a belief is hardly compatible with my
holding, as you affirm, that ‘“tho Roman
Catholic Church is always willing to submit
its doginas to thotest of reason.” Not even

yet docs it aubmit its dogmas to that test.
far from maintaining that such a procedure
was universal, or even usual, on the part of
thc Roman Church, I noted with pleas.
urc its rcadiness to adopt somewhat moro
fully the ondinary Protestant attitude on
this question. Sofar, I takeit, we are found
in substantial agreement.

But when you go on to affirm your
judgment that the Koman Catholic Church
18 always and everywhere the tame, wo part
company at once. The motto of that Church
and its intenscly conservative =pirit, remnain
indeed unchanged; but semper tdem isno
moretrus of Roman Catholicism than itis
of Proteatantism.  Who, that has studicd
the former faith at firat hand, as it cxists
on different continents or ¢cven in different
countrics—in Italy ascontrasted with Spain,
or in Cunada as contrasted with tho United
States, will dave afiem that it is iuvariably
tho samc. The groat religious uphcaval of

tho sixteenth c'ontury, 1epudinted though it
8 by tho Roman Cburch, has affected that
Church for good almost as much us cither
the Lutheran Church or the 1t formed
Church. In every land, moulded necessarily
by its environment, the Church of Romo is
changing ; and nowhero is this fact more
manifest than in America. One of tho beat
proofs of it that can bo adduced, is found in
the position which that Church so honourably
claimed in thoe recent Parliament at Chicago.
Custow, tradition and its nssumption of
supreme ccclesiaatical authority mixht scem
to huve precluded its participation in tho de-
bates ang conferencesof such a uniquely dem.
ocratic council ; but tho statement remains
truo, thatin such dcbates and conferences it
did take its part,and with-scarcely an excop-
tion it bore itself right nobly.  Morcover
its religious cnquiry-room in the Art Insti-
tute, — voluntarily opened and Lept open for
cight hours every day and to which all who
had difficultics as to their faith (whether
Protestants or Catholics) were invited for
the purposo of friendi, conversation,—was
eagerly mado use of by hundreds who wore
anxiouns or perploxed. Verily such cvents,
it scems to me, are woll worthy of boing
chronicled. ‘They deserve to be spoken of
often and with emphasis, Especally by
Protestants ought they to be quickly and
gladly made note of, Jor they ure full of sig-
nificance. They indicate that under the
influence of our less conventionnl Western
life, Roman Catholicism is relaxing some-
what the rigidity of its ancient ecclesiastical
bonds and this fact wo ought frankly and
cheerfully toadmit, whilst wo applaud this
advance towards an ever-widening intelleo-

tusl enlightenment.

1 hail  then the support which
the Church of Rome lent so cordi-
ally to the Congress of the Creeds

at Chicago, and with special satisfaction for
the three following reasons: (1) This step ia
prophetic. It cnsures yet other advances,
which the Chur.l: in question will certainly
boe constrained to make in the not distant
future.  (2) Notwithstanding your personal
conviction to the contrary, I cannot but be-
lieve that many of the adherents of toman-
ism have carried away the impression that
greater freedom of discussion is now to be
allowed in the elucidation of difficult theo-
logical problems. This impression may be a
mistaken one, wholly unwarranted by cither
Popcor bishop ; but it is onc of the unmis.
takable fruits of the Parliament, and i’ ro-
mains now to bo reckoned with., It will be
as uscless to strive to control it as it would
be hopeless to seck to cradicate it. And
finally, {3) a great deal has Lven 2ohiz,ed in
the removal of yct another ill-grounded
porular prejudice :  Protestantism  exalts
much higher, but Romanism docs not ignore
the claims and prerogatives of reason.
