Caso 8. Mrs. W. oot 32; fair complexion and hoalthy appear.
ane, was married about threo and a half years ago. She has
two childron; the oldest twenty-soven monthbs old, the youngest
thirtcon months, both living and healthy.

In Deeember, 1866, sho first had an attack of pain in the left
ovarian rogion, which was supposed to bo of an inflammatory
charnetor, and treated accordingly. This pain Jasted for three
days in a sovero form, gradually subsiding altogother in about q
week.  Sho has had sovoral attacks since, but noro so sovero.

About twelve months ago, a Tumonr about tho sizo of a
80030 egg, wasdiscovered luw down in the left hypogastrie region,
psinful ooly under heavy pressuro, or when the attacks of pain
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camo on.  On theso oceasions the tumour increased much in size,
and again subsided as the pain went away. Tho usnal applica-
tion was & mustard plaster and somo ordinary sedative.  Within
the Inst year sho has had three or four of theso attacks, and five
months ago she was obliged to wean tho baby in consequenco of
tho soverity of her suflerings. With tho excoption of theso at-
tacks of pain sho enjoys good health, although sho has gradually
lost flesh and strongth.  ller appotite continues good, she sleeps
~woll, and tho catamenia continuy regular. The abdomen is not
+ very much enlarged, being about the rizo it is at full term, mea.
suring thirty-five inches ronnd the umbilicus and thirty-four
above tho pubes, and one and a half more on left side from ant.
sup. spinous process of ilium to umbilicus, than on the right.
Two or three cysts appear to bo cnlarging vapidly, fluctuation
boing pereeptible in them. Since Christmas it has grown rapidly,
for at that poriod it did not reach tho umbilicus, wherens, it is
now noarly as high as the ensiform cartilage. Thero is no doubt
as to its being a multilocular ovarian tumour, three distinet
cysts existing, besides numorous small and hard ones. It can
casily bo moved from side to-side, showing but fow, if any at-
tachments. Tho ulorus is normal, being very slightly larger than
in tho virgin state, and no pain is cxperienced in making the
necessary oxaminations.

Thursday, April 30th, 1868.

A consultation having beon called and an-unanimous opinion
given in favour of an operation by Drs. Beaumont and Bovell; in
tho presonce of Drs. McKinnon and Baker, Army Medical Staff,
and Drs. Agnew and Phillips, the operation was performed.
Chloroform was given by Dr. Boveil, and sho camo casily usder
tho influenco of it.  An incision about six inches long was made
alittlo to tho loft of the linea alba, between tho pubos and umbili-
cus, tho poritonocum opened, and tho iwhitish glistening tumour
brought into view. It was, as suspeeted, multilocular, two very
largo cysts forming tho bulk of ‘the mass, while incumberable
suall oysts:from.tho sizo of & pea to that of a walnut, gave the
fecling above described. Tho largest-cysts woro tapped-and sov-
eral quarts of very viscid tenacious greenish fluid, as thick as
hongy flowed.awey, This fluid'was glistoning with cholesterino,
_Aftor the reduction in-bulk by the omptying of the two larg?
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eysts, 1 was enabled to withdraw tho rest of the twmour oxternal
to tho abtdomoen. The attachments wero fow but strong, nono of
recentdato, and principally to the omentum, Thepeduacle was loog,
tho voins Inrgo nnd turgid, and not having one of Spencer Well's
Clamps, I determined to seeure it by tho double whip-cord Jiga-
ture, the ends buing bronght out at the lower angle of the wouad
and transfixed by a long needlo which was passed through tho
wholo of tho abdomunat walls. Two oth:er long needles wero also
used, aud soveral points of intorrupted snturo ; long strips of adhe-
sivo plastor, and & flannel bandage completed tho dressings.

Nothing of moment oceurred Cuving the operation; ¢hs ral-
lied well, but complained moro of pain in the back, and situa-
tion of tho peduncle than 1s usual after these operations. Boforo
tho cperativn the pukso was rapd, as hour afterwards it had
fallen to 80, but rose again in tho evoning to 112—and vomiting
also took placo.  Ono grain of opium was given and ordered tobo
repented until sleop wag induced or tho pain rolioved.

May 1st, 1868, 7.30 n.m.—Sho passed a restless night from
{he pain in the back and lower parts of the wound, both of which
avo now passed away and she feels comfortablo ; pulso 104, soft;
ekin moist; tongno whitish; and urine sceroted in good and
normal guantities. 10 p.; Tho opium cansed vomiting and
was consequently omitted, the stomach is now comfortable, she
bas no pain, is cheerful, and inclined to talk—I injected a
quarter of a grain of morphino subcutancously.

May 2nd, Sa.m. Sho passed a good night, sleoping about
soven honre, but sow complained of griping painsflying from placo
1o place, with goneral tenderness of tho abdomen and slight tym-
Panitis. Mer countenance is good ; skin moist; pulso 100 soft;
Tespirations not increased, urino secroted in healthy quantitics
and she feels no pain when the griping passcs away. To have ono
grain of opium immediately and ropeated in an hour, aud Tur-
Fentine Mix, in mucilage occasionally.

. May 2nd, noon.—Tho opium ceused vomiting again, but was
0sed'because the syringe Was not at havd.  Sho is quito freo from
Pain; pulso 94, skin moist; and sho is choerful.

10 p.m. Quito casy and-feols inclined-to sleep. Thero has
been o quantity of durk coffeo-ground looking dischargo from the
aterus all day,
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sy 3nd, a.m. Has passed a vory good night; no pain;
pulso 92, tonguo clean, feels huugry and wants moro solid food ;
svound nealed, dischargo still continwes from the uterus. To
havo a littlo chichen for dinner 10 p m. Stight headacho, other-
wisowell.

May 4, 9 am. Doing woll in c¢very mespect. 5 pom. On
visiting her this alternvon, Ysaw a very marked change; her
countenanco was sunken and haggud ; pulso quick and sreall;
respirations hunicd; and she complained of pain low down on
tho right side. On examising the abdomen a tumonr tho sizo of
an orange cuuld be distinctly feltin the situation of the right ovary,
and very tender to tho touch, but the wound looked woll, and
thoro was no tenderness in tho situatica of'tho pedunclo. It wasdifs
ficult to account for this suddon chango, for aftor the removal of
the tumour, I mvxm'\bly oxamino the opposite ovary, and in
thisi Dr.B t ined it also. It was found to bo
quite bealthy in sizo and app On investigation, I found
that about two ur three hours bofure my visit somothing had an-
noyed her and ehe got into a violent passion, in fact it was de-
seribed to mo by two ladies who isere present, as a perfect §it of
phronsy, Leing much too violent for ordinary it tempor. During
tho paroxysm sho roso from her bed, commenced to dvess, do-
clared she would not remain an hour longer in fhe hause, foamed
at the mouth, hor faco became livid, and after about hailf an hour
of this furious cxcitement, sho foll back in the bed oxhausted.
Fear:ng tho worstconsequences, I put hor at once on targo doses
of Bromide of Potassium and applied turpentino to the right sido
of tho abdomen, and at night I found her calm and quict, and
with tho cxcoption of the tumour, noarly as woll assho was inthe
morning.

May 5th. Passed a quict night and feels well; but weaker
thansho did, wound.bealed, and as sho was calm and quict, I
removed thoe long ncedles, tho ligatures remaining at.the lower
part of tho wound. To havo wine and rore nourishmont.

May 7th.  Sho is cheorful aod happy; the pain and tender-
ness of tho right ovary passing away, the points of suture wore
romoved to day, and all doing well.

May 9th. Anothor fit of phronsy ! on visiting hor at noon I
found her dressed and ready to leavo the hoase, with bonnot,
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cloak, otc., on, aud a carriage had Leen sont for. Remonstranco
was of no avail, sho-would not Iiston to reason, and shortly aftov-
wards she drove a mile, toa uow placo of restdenco. In theoven:
ing I found her nono tho wurso, but fatigaed, and cantioned her
against theso vagaries,

May 10th. Sho fools well and wmoro contented with her now
home. Bowols muved two or threo times without medicing 5 not
a bad symptom.

May 18th. 0. again to 2 now abodo, o nulo in anothordin..
tion. Sinco last report oversthing has gono on well and sho has
gained much strength. Tho pam bas entiroly lofe tho right
ovary, and it is decreasiug s size, hgaturos still firm and wound
entively healed eacept at the lower angle.

May 25th, Sinco her last move sho has had a drivo or a watk
daily, her gonoral health is very good aud she roturns home to-
day in good health and spirits.

August 4th. As tho ligatures had ot como away, and taking
o great ioterest in my httlo pationt, I visited hor at hor own
house.  Sho was quito well in health, activo and cbeerful, but-as
tho ligatures Lad not scparnted sho feared jthat somothing was
wrong. On exanmunation I found one quite froo and 1t came
away withont any force, but tho cther was still firm and gave
great pain when pulled.  It, howover, came away twodays after-
wards, or ninty-six days after the opcration. Tho nght-ovary
had fncreased in sizo sinco she had left Toronto, boing about the
8iz0 of tho fist, not painful , very moveablo, und givng her no
incunvenience. Sho menstruates regularly both as to time and
quantity, and sho considers herself as well as ovor.

Remarks.—Sho stull continues to tako tho Bromide. Somo
months afterwwards I met her husband who told me that the right
ovarian tumonr had entiiely disappeared and sho was quite well.

In Septombor, 1869, I rcceived a Jotter from Mrs. W. in
which sho says, “whon I was n Toronto I suspected only, bug
now I am convinced, that I am m tho family way," and wn tho
Fcbrnary following (1570) Mr. W. writes, ** at my wifo's request
1 bave to inform Jou, that on the 5th iost,, sho was sutely deliv-
ored of o healthy boy.” Sho made a good recovery and nursed
her ehild for thirteen months.

The tardy scparation of tho ligatares, left asit were, an
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opening through tho abdominal purictes, cosered only by tho

and the distention of tho abdominal walls by tho
gravi aid uterus, so sucrcased tho sizo of thoe oponing that ufter her
confinomeat, nlm'[.o liormia cxisted. It was geuceally easily ro-
duced and gavo her httlo inconvenionco, as a woll adjusted
bandage usun") gave her support and cumfort.

Ta April 1871, howevoer, it beecamo strangulnted, aod was re-
turned with groat difficuity.

Case 9.—Mrs. W. tho subje:t of tho iast caso, wroto to mo a
fow weoks ago, saying that tho right ovary had again taken on
Tapid growth, and that sho was coming to Toronto to consult mo.

Juno 20th 1871.—On making a caroful cxamination to day,
T found tho right ovary increased to tho sizo of a child’s head,
very movenblo and not painful.  Sho states that during tho timo
she was nursing sho novor onjoyed bettor health, aod that sho
was not awaro of the existonco of tho tumounr, but in Fobrrary
last, when tho child was a year old it began to enlargo, and aftor
tho child was woaned in March, it increased wery rapid
1y. It was multilocular,ono cyst only taking cn rapid dovelop-
ment. In consultation with Dre. Beaumont ard Bothune, tho
operation was decided upon, and fixed for the 24th ist.

Juno 24th.—Chloroform baving beon given, an incision about
two inches in longth was mado near tho linen alba, and tho pori
toneal cavity opened. X had determined to try a radieal cure for
tho hernia while romoving the ovarian tumour, theroforo, after
opening tho abdomen T continued the incision until T camo with-
in an inch of tho thinned intogument which formed the hernis)
8ac, I then madoan olliptical incision on each side, including- the
thin covering of tho hornin, and brought tho two cuts again into
onojust abovo tho pubes. In this way I romoved tho whole of
tho sac, and was onabled to bring tlie cut surfacos of tho reeti
and pyriform museles into closc contact. The bulk of the tumour
consisted of ono largo ¢yst, which was tapped, and a quantity of
dark brownish viseid fluid flowed away; tho rest was mado up
of numorous small cysts, Thero weee only two adhesions to tho
omentum, which woro oasily scparated, and the pedicle was
sccured by tho clamp.

10 p.m.~—Sho is quite casy, and doing well.
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Juno 25th.—Passod a cumfurtablo might, pulse 101, n
pain or uneasiness. .

Jane 26th —3evore pain camo un an tho mght, confinod to
one xmall sjiot, abvul midway botweon ant. sup. sjnno of Ihum
and the pubes, and cxtonding down the tingh, but not telt ono
inch o either side of tho above named xpot, sehor 18 there
tendernoss,

It is intormittont, coming on at about 9 a.m., and leaving to-
wards nightfull , she has had simifar pajos for two months past;
pulso 92, soft; skin cool; no tonderness. To have Palv. Opii.
gr. L immedintoly, and at bed time,

Juno 27th, S aan.—Sho was relioved by tho opium, but it
was followed by zick and head-acl Tho pain roturned at
10 a.n., and bocamo vory sovero, continuing all day, and leaving
her at night; pulse 96; no fover; nausea, and disinclination
for food.

Tho catameonia came on, as frcoly and naturally.as usual ;
wound unitiog weli , no suppuration. Morphia Sulph. { gr. was
injected at night, but it eaused vomiting. and loathing of food.

June 28th.—Sho passod an uneasy night,and, in anticipation
of a return of pain, 1 injocted ¢, gr. of Atropine, but it pro-
duced tho samo offeot a3 morphine, and did not rotard tho return
of tho sovore pain.  Thero way littlo sloop during the night, and
her head folt uncomfortable.  Tho catamenia conttnued rogualar,
and the bowols wore inchned to act naturally; thore was no
tympanitis or pain in the abdomon gonerally, still this painful
spot oxisted—pulso 90, soft ; skin most; no appotite.  Urdered
an injection por rectum of 1 drachm ot Te. Opn. at bed timo.

Juno 29th.—Pain gone; sho slopt woll, and feels comfort-
ablo, thoe bowels bavo acted, and the catamesia continucs ; pulso
96, and tonguo clean. L removed nll tho dressings and found
tho wound honled, nod tho clamp firm.  Adhesivo plastor was
again applied with a bandage. As sho had no appotito, aud tho
pulso was feeblo, I orderzd 1 ognce of wine, with a chop or fresh
fish, &e.

Juno 3Cis—She slopt wolt, pain gone, no rolish for food ;
catamenia nearly gono, sho feols weak ; pulse 94, tongue shght-
Iy furred in tho contro, and the wino turns sour.  To substitute
brandy for wine.
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July Ist.—Sho feols much Lotter, slopt well; appetite ro-
turning, pased water twice without the catheter, and who is
choorfal,

July 5th—Sho continaed steadily to improve until this
morning, when sho was attacked with a suddon and mos. sevre
attack of inflammation of the loft parotid. The sympfoms werd
most ncuto, nothing appeared to reliovo, and ruppuration tovlc
place. An oponing was ado the momont matter was detected,
yot the symptoms did not albato, and her sutlorings wers sovere.
In this stato sho continued until tho 10th July, whon the pain
eradunlly passed away, and she was loft in a weak and debilitated
condition. Being unuble to masticate, sho was fed on beof tea,
e,y &e,

“hero was comploto paralyrix of the fac'~1 vervoe from pres

sure, and quontly the f wero drawn tu the opposite
side.

Tho cl.mp was romoved to-day, and tho wound soon
granulated.

July?10th.—The pein 1o tho parotid has gradually passed
away, yot, sho cannot open her mouth, and 13 consequontly
obhﬂed to feed on broth, bcci‘ tea, nnd othcr slops, The paralysis

Sho i lually to smprovo and gain
strongth untsl the ond of tho mom.h. whon sho roturned to her
own homo.

Un the 21st August, 1871, I recerved a lotter from my
patient, m which she says. © Leel quito woll and steung, Len-
Joy my mealy, and in fact scem wondorfully woll, * and in tho
followsng Uctobor sho writes again, ~aying, that tho swolling in
the fuco has gouo down, but the jaw remains stifl, aod concludes
hor letter by toling o that sho is quuito well, excopt the suiffucss
of the jaw, and that she bas oot had an ache vr pain sinco sho
Ieft Toronto.

Resaris.—The records of Orariotomy contaln bat fow
<ases m which the vpuration has beon twice porfurmed, and still

. fower in which it was suceessful in both.  In tho two cases now
published, maoy advorse circumstances took placo, und hadit
not been for the indomitable conrnge of my littlo pationt, I think
tho result might bave been different.  Duriag the first operation
sho changed her lodgings within & weok of the oporatien, and
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again beforo tho ligawires came away.  Sho alvo returned home,
a distanco of nearly ono huodred mies, the hgatuves being still
attached to the peduncle, and from which they did not como
away for upwards of threo months,  Sho thea beeamo pregnant,
wont her full timo, gave birth to a strong, healthy, male child,
which she nused for thirtcon months, and weaned him only
whon the second ovanan tumour took on rapid growth.

Tho history of the sccond tumour is to me vory singular, for
T had a<fted Dr. Beaumont during tho frst oneration to examino
tho right ovary, which I bad presiondy mysolf done, and both
of us considored it healthy in every respeet.

Tho siolent passion into which she throw herself a fow days
aftor the operation, appears to have been tho wvuly exciting
cause, and within three Foure afterwards, tho right ovary could
be felt as largo as an orange. This passed away, sho regained
her ordinary health, and beeamo prognant. During her prog-
nancy sho onjoyed oxcellent health, with tho oxception of oc-
<asional sympathotic symptoms, anl nursod her child for thictoon
months, a period too long for most womes, particglarly for ono
whoso eanstitution had recently received so sovoro a shock. It
was only when she was worn down by lactation that the tamouc
again inereased rapidly in size, aad her former oxporionco led hor
ot to postpono operative procedure too long.

Tho vory sullen and acute attack of inflammation in the
parotid glaud, withou! appatcut Lauzy, is vbstinate tevistanco to
treatment of cveiy hind, its pressuro upun tho ficaal oorve, pro-
ducing complute puralysis, and its «wy tardy restoration w us
gatural condition, ary, to eay the leasl, very unusual. Could it
bo looked npon ia the light uff Mctastans, such as we sco oc-
casianally in the male, Where paroutis suldeoly lenves tho ginnd
and attacks the testiclo, or was it simply a coincidenco?

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QURIOUS NERVOUS PHENOMENA.

DY W.B. CIIRIBTOE, M. D,, FLESHERTON, ONT.

For want of & bottor torm, I have gisen the case I am about
to describe the abovo caption.

My patient was alad, living in tho Township of, Proton,
aged 11 ycars, of sleader build, fair complenion, ennguino tem-
perament, and possessing fair intellectual dovelupment.  Fight
weoks ago I fimisaw him.  Tho history of tho caso, briofly givon
by the lad’s mothor, is as fullows ,

For atont two wocks provivus to my visit, ho manifested 8
vory voracious appotito, eating.evory thing, and wouald, if per
mitted, Lo alwags eating, i the midst of whichhic took a sovero
pain in tho sudo of tho face, Suppusing it was frum tho teoth,noth-
ing was dono forit. Suddenly ho becamo scized with somo cor
ious domunstrations uf nervuas derangemont.  Antispasmodics
woro used, but with very lituo offect, Ifouud the lad breathing
stertorously, and at each inspiration tho body was rajsed fully
&' inches, tho points of contact Loing the heols and head , this
would continue for a while,thon ho would talk over every imagin-
ablo thing passing theough his mind, whistle, sing, eat, snap and
oceasione!l; turn a half sumorsault, without touching the bed
with his hands. It was asserted, in fact, and s0 1t scomed, that
tho Iad was bowitched.

My firet impression was, that it was intestinal irritation,
srom the cxcessive appotito present. I gnave Lim wantonine, tur-
pontino, asafactida, butonly to find my diagnosis parely imagin-
ative.

During theso paroxysme, the lad appearcd to be sleoping,
from-which he could not bo awakened by calling, howovor Joudly
or pinching, howovor ses ercly, but when shakon and his name
called simultauconsly, ho would invariably Lo awakoned, rub his
oyes, laugh and converso pleasantly, and to questions put, would
say " nothing was tho matter with him" —he recollected sothing
that had transpired—but porhaps sn tho midst of conversation he
was off agaun. I was pressed o give my opinion, and namo the
disense, 1 frankly admitwod my ignoranco. Bofore leaviog, how
over, I thought I would test 1t stu farther, aod  ascortain if it
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wero sleop or not. I gave him about thirty grains of chloral
bydrato in divided doses. Ifo slept six hours, during which ho
was porfectly ealm, affording no intimation of his previous phon-
omena. I avoused him from sloep, and in & fow minutes he was
again in Lis rovelrics. Such 1o briof was tho caso at my first
wisit.  Not satisfiod with my courso, tho frionds of the lad sought
further advice, Another medical man was catled n—ho had a
namo athistonguo's end—hysteria was tho dixeaso ; smd tho
1ad manufuctacod the must of 1t, and gavo directions nut to one
courage the little folluw sn his trantrums.

Thisopinion got the poor little follow into-bad grace,and,but
for tho discrotion of kindor hearts—who noticed that by no offort
could ho avoid it, aud that ho was wholiy unconscious of his
sayings aod doingy, uthor than bowg teld afterwards, ho would
porhaps have wanted necossury attontion, I lost sight of him,
until about four weoks since, whon having a call to tho houso
whoro he then was, I was roquested to oxamine hun agmn.
The lad had lmpmvcd matorially, butwas by numcunsnoolx‘omlt.
Whenever placed in an casy gradual
Iy passod into the somestato, Accurdingly hu was dirested {0 hio
down, to rest before dinnor—in & few minates he got mto the
peculiar state montiono? above. Ho breathed stertorously as
before,but thoy had fouua that'if his shurt was loosoned ho would
immediatoly stop,—taking tho bint, I luwsened tho shirt cotlar
aud found the statomont correct. I practiced prossuro on soveral
portions of the body and notod dowa tho rosubts.

Tho great sciatic nerve was ficst manpulated, and tho
momont pressure was mado, tho.leg was sirotcbed and stutlenod
liko a polo, cach ropetition-produced the samo result. [ then
placed my thumbs v tho suprawrbuat foramen, righs and lof
alternateiy, and instandly tho muuth was drawn towards the
sido pressed—pressing buth ot onco tho mouth wax drawn
to a funnel shape, with the tonguo protrudiog and rapidty
Passing from sido to side.  Tho Iofraorbital was tho next
point, but no extornal smuscular activn took place, o pressure, an
invariablo attempt to pronvuaco themunosyilabics, - sah, ab, or
yes"” was made, I tried the mental f but found no resy ,

rhaps!mnsse& it. Tho right ulnar nervo was mamputated,
it oxcited him to cough, as thy' suimy forcign body had fastened
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in the (raches, the stmo carnest altomptio got somothing ont
of his throat was the result of pressing this nerve.  Tho left
ulnar, however, produced no such phienomenon, but instcad the
Jad would begin to kick most violenfly, Pressaro ovor tho region
of the carotid artery on one sido, caused the body to be thrown
into a wriggliog kind of motion, with the-head inclined tuwards
the side pressed—on both sides the inovitablo stertor in tho
breathing was prinduced. Tressure on the dursal vertebrao would
causo him tospeak. I placed my hand on tho occipital bono
and iostantly the half sumorsault was produced, Although lying
on his back, this motion was quick and certain, tho whole budy
beiog thrown forward , by placiog the thumbs on or abont the
coronal suture, above tho supereiliary ridgo, the pain scomed to
be iotense, uttering a kind of muttoring groan, out of pity you
instantly desist. Grasping the foot, and placing the thumb over
tho instep, ho at once commenced to manipulato the damb alpha-
bot on his fingors, which under ondinary circumstances, he i8
ontirely ignorant of. I onquired particularly about thix, and
was informed that when a-vory littlo fellow ho saw a doaf and
dumb lad perfurming , I tested his knowledge 1o overy possiblo
way, by repeatiog tho letters made by him on my own fiogers,
but all scemed a blank.

This phenomepon o interested the little folks of the house, that
while I was esaminiog other parts, they would grasp Johany's foot
to sco him make the letters, The cranial merves, right and left,
secroed to bo alike impressiblo, and produced siwilar ph , but
ot so with tho norves of tho cxtremitics, tho right haviog cxcess of
seosibility. Pcrhaps tho most juterestiog point of all is, thatif you
press on the squamo-parictal suture a little posteriorly, be recovers
jnstantancously. rubs his cyes, acts a little strangely and goes about
his business as if nothing had happened. I mightadd that any two
or more of these-ph wight be produced at the same time. The
features durin,, the paroxysm are much flushed, and the slightest
touch on the cranium produced thé results named. .

I think, certainly po blame can be attached, if I ean'not place it
under any specific-name in Medical Nosology. Is it bysteria ?--not
in the popular scose of that term I thint,—that it is some exalted
state of-the nervous system, 1 am free to admit, bat tho phenomena of
bysteria, compared with this case, very naturally precludo the conclus-

Dr. Comfort ia tho chair.

In tho continuation of tho discussion upon Pelvie Cellulitis
Dr. Muck wished to state that peri-uterine inflammation of the
conncetivo Gssues was frequontly brought under tho notico of
Gynacists from tho uscor abuse of Spungo tents and intra-uterino
medication generally, If the cavly indications of this disease
Wero recog! i and treated intelligontly they were manageable,
and suppuration might ficquently be aserted, yet it must be
confessed that cases vccurred in which pyogenesis appeared to be
incvitable.  When tho symgp present th lves, frequent
vaginal examinations are called for. T promoto resolution, the
bip-bath at from $5 to 90 for 20 minutes, increased in duration
slowly-up to two hours and followed by friction has proved to be
valuable, lccching the Cervix, cupping the sacral region,
fomentations, rest, the bromides, and keeping tho rectum ompty by
gentlo-measures 50 a3 tv provent accumulation of feecal matter,
omolliont ocnemata per rectum and vaginam aro valuable. When
suppuration appears to bo inovitablo vesication of iliac and sacral
regions-1s expedient, and as soon as tho exploring trocar has
demonstrated tho existenee of pus, it should bo withdrawn by
the nspirator. Dr. Mack gavo the history of several typical
cases. N

Dr..Goodman mentioned an instance where a lardaceous
mass had beon discharged per rectum, apparently a fatty tumotr
which had in this way-been got rd of. From first to'lnst about
two quarts of fatty substanco had beon voided. A pre-existent
pelvic tumour disappeared after tho ovacuations.

Dr. O1llo wished to know-what end-was attained by Sims’
oporation of bilateral division of tho corsix uteri, as for ad
roheving dysmenorrheea was concernea.  Dr. Mack roplied that
xelief of dysmenorrhaa was by no means tho only object of that
oporation, ho had porformed it a great number of times and
although the oporutivn had been catied 1n question ho' had secs
00 instanco in which-ho had found cause to regret having joined
tho ranks of the  womb-splittors.”
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Dr, Goodman roported a case of disbotes, appsvontly conso.
quent upon A sovoro injury. As tho pationt recovored trom tho
immediate offects of tho accident, diabolic symptoms becamo
manifest until eight pints of the chavacteristio urine wero voided
daily. ‘Tho treatmont consisted of vapor baths, pepsine to
romedy tho indigostion, and other usua measures, resulting in
completo recovery.

Dr Mack spuko of an interearront form of Inabetes obser-
ved in gouty su'jeet, whero great meatal excruion was mado
frequontly.  In this wodification of the discaso buth tho glycosu-
ria and dysuria yieldod to treatment, ho had kaown ono case of
this kind, extending over twelve years, Professor Rochestor
of Buflalo, related to him an anfortunate tnal of the skim mille
treatmort.  The patient geew rapudly worse under the regimen,
took early to his bed, and suuk from tho discase 1 2 manner
that shewed the treatment Lad no influcnce for good.

Dr. Comfort mentioned & caso, treated by smail doses of
Morphine at regular intervaly, porsevered m’lh, tur about four
months and terminating very ief; 1ly 1 con
although the quantity of urino, passed 1u the twenty-four hom-s
bad reached a3 high as cight quarts.

December 12 —Dr. Mnck in tho chair.

Tho chairman.said ho would occupy a portion of the time
this ovening, in describing bis cxpericnce of the mancuvres
for dilating, incising, and dividing tho cervix utern. About
twenty-thrco years ago, he commonced with tho uso of bougies
08 recommended by Mackintosh, to relieve dysmonorrhes from
obstruction ; he had, after this fashion, attempted tn many and
varions way» to effect dilatation-of the canalof the ecrnix, and ho
could not now recall-any very cncouraging results. Sir James
Simpson’s metallic dilators were next cmployed, with botter
effect ; then sponge-tonts, or-the tonts aod different dilators occa-
sionally, botween the employment of the sponges, laminana &e,
Theso procedurcs proved to be servicoablo occasionally in
rolieving dyamenorrhees, and sterility, and faciluating local
{reatment. Totra-uterine galvanic pessarics, following tho en.
largoment of tho canal aod rolalned for a fow weeks proved to bo
8 great improvemont, obviating ob ions, gently |
tho intorior of the uterus-and remedying.ante-floxion, yet tham
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still remaned a Awitus valde deflcadas.  The conviction was ere
long forced upou him that unlihe the urothea a very large num-
bor ot cases existed whorein this conduit must Lo split-Ly some
means ftuw subscquent mcastres aduptad to insure a proper
degreo ot permanent patulondy , for this end, he adeptcd the
bistouro caché of Simpaun, subsequently Di. White's Cterotemo.
From this moment, success bugan o dawn upon his efforts and
after expertmentiog with cach and Wl of the varivus methods for
mawing the corvix, he finally settdled upon the plan of Sims in
all 1its minutie ot operation and aftes treatment, as the best
operation now hnown, to relicve a cunsiricted condition of tho
tho os cervix and to rolicve cficuiually snd promptly a
7ast aumber of cases of ioflammauve subracuto and chronie
and_congestions ot tho cervix aud budy of tho uterus when
a freo opemng does not alreudy oxist.  Aftur this manner, ho
had operated, certainly moro than ono hundred times, and ho
couid not recall to mind azingle iostance of having to regret the
act, whilo 12 has beon followed in many cases with brilliant sue-
cess, and thero are nuw many humao boings living why would
nover havo scen tho hight of day, Lad the « peration been omitted.

The systematie works of Dr, Marion Sims, and Dr. T. G.
Thomas, deseribe the oporation most graphically and succinetly;
ho had only to add, that ho had geucrally found it a very diff-
cult matter to amprove upon Sims in auy of his oporations. He
often preferred, WWHeo U is iceessary, tu sncisc the os internum &0
effect his purposo, with an utcrowmy, mvenied by Dr. White of
Charloston.  Atter using tho scissors he divided tho cervix as
much-as he considered safo and necessasy, with Dr. Emmotts
kmifo. Tho operation thus porfurmed, 13 safo, eflcctual, and after
a hitilo practico not very difficult, but it must Lo fiemly borne in
mind that to cnsuro suceess, subscquent treatmont should be
porsovered in for at least thico weeks,  On this account, it i3
not advisablo to perform the vperation at a period exceeding
threo days from the completion of & moustuial opoch, to regular-

Tho operation has fuiled to reliove the symptoms for wmcﬂ'ﬁ
was intonded, in porhaps from four to five por cent of the cascs.
How many operations arc thero in Surgoery for whieh moro
can be claimed ? Ho had only met with two cases of hoemorrhage
followiag tho oporation , unc oceurring five ot six days aftor, and
be was inclined to think causul by tvo much torco n drawing
down with the tengzeulum, while intreducing tho cotton pledgot,
soaed with glycerine fur the purposo of obviating moro of the
lie of incision. They wore both ecasily cuntrotled, Ono sevoro
caso of polvic abscess occured in & woman who had not perfectly
reervorod from Gonorrhees, or who had not been ontirety freo
f-om that discase for many months, acircumstancounknown to lum
previous to oporating.  Onpe casc of polvic cellulitis, which yield-
ded speedily to treatment. Ta two or threo instances protty sharp
sargical fever occured, within the first five or six days after the
operation.

In oporating with Simpson's or Greenhalgh's-instrument  he
bad met with heemorrbage, much more frequently. Pelvie
collulitis has also followed mechanical dilatatien, moro often than
incision of any kind. Septicwmia is frequontly provented by
dressings of Glycorine, Carbolic Acid and appropriate constitu-
tional moasures.

As to tho cases domandiog tho operation, thoso which were
positively benofitted by it, wore dysmenorrhaa frora cervical
varrowness, with or without chronis inflammation of the mucous
or Sbrous tissues or ante-flexion and induration, this last condi-
tion disappoars very speedily or yiolds promptly to treatmont,
by blistoring, Collodion, lodide of Brominv, or small issues, with
Pot. cum caleo aftor recovery frum the vporation, to chock the
growth of sub-mucous or intorstitial fibrous tumours snd to re-
liove tho heemorrhago resulting trom tho same.

By the advice of Dr. Thomas of Now York, bo had lately
operated by removing a quadnilatoral poruon of the postorior lip
aod sogmont of the Os and Corvis in & caso- of Aato-flexion with
induration, Tho operation was performed by tho aid of a cut-
ting plicrs which ho placed boforo tho Soctoty, sent to him by
Dr. T for the purpose.

derived from experience in former cpidemics would, ho was sure,
bo of very great bouefit to the youager members, from the maturo
and eolightonod thought which they may bring to bear upon the
discussion of any matter, and thus that wo may bo tho bettor able
to meot thus droad visitaot, which has happily only made a tompo-
rary sojourn with us perhaps fortunately to warn us of a mor
permanent stay next summer as well as to teach us somé |
usoful sessons, 1sl. As to it prophylaxis, Sir J. Y. Simpsop,
strongly advocated isolation in Small-pox, and alse in cholers.
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There can Lo no doubt, ho thought that an eflicicat (Quarantine
was of the tirst importance, and he huped that Into investigations
would causo tho oxcentive to provido tho proper officers, and
ample monos to insure a3 strict A suporvision s that which bas
beon o successful in Now Yourk. Tho contrat board should
select Physicians and nucses aud distribute copresof woll-propared
rules to Jocal boards, espevially along tho routo of omigrants to
the west,-50 that infected localitics mightZbo strictly 1solated.—
Of course the hypothesis of contagion 13 fully admtted by this
line of action, and ho was inclincd to betiovo with Dr. Watson,
that*t is at least portable, as proven tu the caso of « The Frank-
lin” 'Tho many-striking oxcoptions may bo ensiy accounted
for, from absonce of pro-lisposition, or lack of susecpibility,
this exception ho had frequently witnossed sn tho -attendant on
thoso sick with tho smalipox.

the confined lanes of-largocitios. There Woro-a good many other
¢suses given by writors, which to his mind had vory little to do
with cholera oxcopt as by weakening tho body, thoy might ex-
¢ito all diseases, such as irregularity of diot, unripe frait, exposuro
% night uir and ono which scoms to bo exeiting moro thau usual
interest just now as a cause of onteric fover, that is, paludal ex-
balations and animal offfuvia, which aro requont in a great
many places at various tiows, yot do not produco epidemic
Cholora overy summer, or Typhoid 1n midwwninter. He hod
5o nlways looked apon this lattor diseaso as an opidemic ansing
from a specific poisun, propsgated by means wo cannot oxphun;
not by o tainted atmosphoiv, but requiring actual contact, and
tho conditions of impaired health, cummunly called predisposition.

In tho swamps of Bengal and throughout the thickly popu-
hted countries of Asis, tho Barbaric modo of lifo 10 closo and
flthy*huts, and want of poryonal cleanliness may chango an
ondinary type of diarrheea into a specific or epidemic form
of disease. Mo hold to the bolief that it 1s tho same discaso
deseribod by Hippocrates and other ancient sritors, but many
Stato ita origin in 1817.  After a lapse of Sifteon yeary, it mado
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its appoarnnco in 1832, in this country. Its more rapid course
in b or 6 visits subsequoatly may bo attributed oithor to its nover
haviog complotoly left ourpopulous citivs, or its moro swift trans-
mission by the modern modes of travolling.

Tho theory a3 to pathology is that tho poison produces its
primary effoct on tho stumach and nlimentary, canal and second-
araly through tho ganglivnic systom thonce to tho spinal norves,
marrow and brain producing dobility and congestion of the viseera
and finally altoration of the blood. .

With tegard o curability, ho Lelieved that when the multipli-
city of remedices was so great, tho chances of cure were proportion-
ately.small.  Wo havo in cholera tho most direr~cremedial measures
recommonded, boginniog with emetics and ending withdrastics. It
is hard to conceivo how vomiting and purging could bo relieved by
full doses of Sulphato of zing, tartic omotic, ealomol, rhubarb and
alocs,

It has boen proposed to supply the drain of sorum by a freo
supply of albumen, chiorido of sudium, and carbonate of soda.

Opwm has been wndemned for ombarassing tho corobral
functions and causing wakefulness, still it must prove usoful to
allay spasm and pain, and combined with astringents, and seda-
ives, ho thought should not Lo lightly condomned. Ef-
fervescing draughts and iced lemonade allay theest, turpontine
stupes, stnapisas, fricon with capsicam vver tho-surfnco and hot
packing aro cxpedionts of promiso. If the ‘ungs, liver or kidnoys
were seriously embarassed he should try dry cquing Electricity
might bo useful, and perhaps seruplo dosos of Ipecacuanha.

Dr. Goodman thought that the specific disoase was not eagily
diagnoscd from some of the most sovero forms of cholera-mordus.
Dr. Mack stated that the physiwgnumy of tho diseaso was very

b 1, tho fulig s nspect, stridulous voico and shrink
ing of the intoguments were such as ho nad nover witnessed in
any othor opidomic.

In tho treatmont of the cholerine accompanying tho pro-
valenco of this malady the sol. of the persesqui-mitrate of iros
first brought nnder the nutive of tho protession by Dr. Kerr had
proved efficacious in tho highest dogreo, in his hands  The
romedios ho had placed tho greatest rolianco vpon in the
last cpidemio wero hor uotil full ion was blished,
thon calomel, opium and creosoto, and ho should now feol in-
clined to givoa tathful trial to Dr. Chapman's spinal ico bags.

Houso to houso visitation appeaced lo him tho wisest of all
measures. along with the most stringent hygicnic rogulations
for stamping out or mitigating tho opidemic after its jnrasion.

EXCISION OF THE ULNA, INVULVING THE ELBOW.

Tho subjoined caso 13 roported by Dr W. W. 3hiner. in the
Buffalo Medical and Surgical Journal, Octobor, 1871;

William J. Leech, aged 32, residing on Carrollstreot, Buffalo,
whilo employed as brakesman on tho Lako Shora R. R, was, on
the Gth day of Novomber, 1869, caught betwoon car.couplings in
such a manner asto crush tho upper third of tho ulna, and to
lacorato to some considorablo oxtent tho soft parts on tho postor-
ior parts of tho foro.arm and immediately surrounding tho com-
minuted ulna.  Tho injury was reccived on tho road somo dis-
tanco from-Dunkirk, Tho physisians who woro called at Dan-
kirk adviscd immediato smputation of tho arm. Tho pationt
preforred riding to Buffalo, whore he might obtain furthor advice
a3 to the pecessity of amputativn,  Though the injury occastoned
somowhat romarkablo cumminution of bone, and somo constdor
ablo lacoration of tho tissuo, still it was found tbat the ulaa was
alone tho seat of fracture, and that cireulation and sonsibility in
the hand and forearm wns not in any pacucular dogreo atfected.
‘Tho longitudinal opuning in the wdtogument was iengthened by
incision 50 83 to oxtend as far down asdid the fractured-bone.
Theo upper and middle thirds of the ulna wero romoved by exeis-
ion, whilo tho radius was left intact. Tho limb was afterwards
placed upon an angular splint why o obliquity was varied as was
necessary.  Though the shuch of the injury was vory consider-
ablo, still the attompt attho preservation of the hmb gave the
patient courage, which was a valuable adjuvant in his recovery.
Carbolic acid water dressings were assiduusly omployed, and
tho cloansing of the parts wilh waler was carefuily androgularly
altended to. Suppurative discharge was abuudaat, and 10 ths,
from tho position of tho wouad on the posterior part of tho {ro-
arm, there was afforded roady exit.  Visits to tho pationt at his
bouso were required for & poriod of six weoks, aftor whih timo
bo eamo regularly to the uflice, whoro the last drossing the caso
recoived was on tho 20th day of December, only fifty-four days
afior tho recoipt ot tho injury. Tho xesult of tho oxcision is a
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most satisfactory onv. The motionsof tho foro-arm and hand
are admirably rotainod. Theimanis snow at work in n stove
monufactory in this city, and hisompluyor states the e is abloto
notico no differenco in tho efliiency of this workman from that
of his follows, Tho caso gues to shuw that injury to tho bony
structuro of & limd, though it invulves twolurds the extont of
that bono and implicates its wrticular extremity, is nut uf as serious
consequenco a8 if the same oxtent of ginjury involvod an cqual
oxtont of surrounding soft tissue. This conclusion was svory
strongly affirmod by a case of cuntusion of the soft parts of the
forc-arm of tho samo oxtent as that of fracturo ju tho caso alroady
narrated, which also was sithout co-extensive cuntusion of soft
tissuo, Tho pationt with simplo cuntusivn and without fracturo
died, whilo that with fracturo anavcumpaniod with wv-oxtensive
contusion was at no time very dangervnsly ill.  Tho mavim
which sooms to bo in process of adoptiuvn by surgevns is . —Never
amputate a limb for-simple injury of its bony structure.

ARSENIC IN MENORRHAGIA AND LEUCORRIEA.

BY DR. J. H. AVELING.

Whon thoso affoctiuns dopund upon the presonco of polpyl,
fibroids, cancer, cte., Dr Aveling thinks that arsonic is of no
uso0, but whon hyporemia is the cause of the fluw, arsonic, ho
belioves, arrests tho Iatter by caring the former. Ho says”
Hyperremia of thio passive or atonic charactor is that which is
most bonefitted by the use of arsenic. The uterus, when in this
condition, is largor and softor than in its normal state. It is
usually tender to the touch, bat not always so. To tho oyo it
appears of & decper red than is natural.  After death, tho capil-
laries aro found dilated, and tho tissues tinged with red. Un-
like thocolor produced by inflammation, howeser, this rednoss can
bo removed by caroful washing.

A patient coming to you with Lr uterus in the state just
deseribed, will, in addition to a host of other subjective and ob
jective symptoms, most probably comp'an of the toa frequent
rocurrenco of tho catamenial porivd, of' the uxcessive discharge
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at that timo, and, 10 the intor-catamemal poriod, of persistont
and distressing loucorrhweal flow.  Now, mn such 4 ense as this, 1
shoald commonco by administering two drops of tho liquor ar-
senicalis, or uno granulo (ono muligramme) of arsonions acid,
threo times a day, at moal-times. This doso 1 saould continuo
for a fortnight. If, at the ond of that timo, no conjunctival irri-
tation bad displayed itevif, I should 1ncrease tho doso to four
drops of tho solution, or two of the granules; znd thon again,
aftcr another intorval, to mx, vight, ton, or ovon mord drops or
granules in proportion, watching the pationt, and boing guided
Ly ber tolerance of tho remedy.

Besidos the genoral offect of arsemic atready alluded to, tho
first cesult of-this tr will bo Jongtt & of the inter-
catamonial period, and 1t 13 romarkablo how this 13 somotimos
extonded, ono or twu days being only gained at a timo. By per-
sisting in the romedy, howover, the interval witl becoms groats
er until it arrives at ua normal duration. Uceasionatly the pro.
gress is moro rapid, and the propor intorval is at onco attained.
Besides tho improvemont in this respect, tho amount of the dis-
chargos will gradually deerease, and in liko mannor all tho other
hyperomic symptoms disappear. I havo found 1t nccossary to
administor largo doscs, and cannot rcmcmbor over h:wmg pro-
dneedany of the p it ! f | 1z bo-
youd that of wn;un«,mal wndorno*x. 1 havu been obhgcd how-
over, to continuo the remedy fur soveral months, and havo had to
recur to its use moro than vnco whon tho hyporxmic symptoms
bave reappoared.  In bume casvs an excessive loucorrheeal dis-
charge has tho offet of supplanung tho catamomal.

RUPTURE OF THE GRAVID UTERUS.

At tho mocting of tho Philadelpbia Obstotrical Socioty
roporivd in the Amerrcan Journal of Obstetrics, Aagust, 1561, Dre
A. IO Smuts, prosented a specimen of rupturo ot tho gravid uterus
at tho sovonta month of niero-gestalon, frvm  grangronous  in-
fammation of its tissue. Tho patient at twenty-sovon had beon
married cighteen yonrs, and Dr.Smuth had dobvered her with
forceps of hor only living child-uwght years ago. Sho had not
concvived sinco until tho presout tmo, and, when about six
and a half months-gono, sho was suddenly seized, whilo in good
health, with vivlent pain in the umbilical region, not attonded,
howeser, by coilapso, and, Dr. Smuth being absont from the
city, sho was placed andor the caro of & neighburing physician.
On Dr. Smith's roturn, which was in o fow days, ho found that
sho was much prostrated from the >overo pain, and had not folt
feetal movements since hor atiack. Tho corvox utenn was thick
denso, aod nun-patulvus, and the pams had no effect upon it
The pain was quioted, and sLo wus put upun tonics and stimuli,
and for a fow days soomed to improve, but soon passed into 3
conditivn of sopticomia. At this time it was deomed advicablo
to indavo Jabor, but tho rapadly increasing prostration prévent-
cd its accomplishmont, and cho died andulivored 1o days after
wards. Ca post'mortem osamisativu tho utorus was found in 3
gangronous wadibg, the anterivr wall ruptured ncar the fundus
and tho futes aud placontay in an advanad stuge of decomposi-
tion, woro freo in the abduminal cavity, their prusoncy there
having given risujtv somo acute peritvucal inflammation.
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TREATMENT OF HYDRARTIIROSIS BY ASPIRATION.

Dr Diounlafoy has rocontly published a pamphiot on this
subject in Pariy, in which ho reports a numbor of cases both
neuto and chronic, traumatie, rheamatismal, and without obvi-
on causo, in which aspiration of the kncejoint was practised
with good result.  Tho following aro a vory fow of tho cases
given :—Doublo hydrartbrosis of fifteen day’s duration, attend-
od with great pain, in 4 man aged 47, Botwcen the 26th of
October and tho 29th of Novomber five operations wero perform-
ed on eqch knee, tho liquid reproducing itself so rapidiy that
in twenty four hours 120 gramsues of flad would re-colicet m
cach joint, and the pains, which would ub fiese <ase, would re-
appear with the effusion  The applicativn ot wo was found ef
ficacioue.

Mydrarthrosis, of «ix months’ duratiun, of right knee, with-
out obvious cause, in & conscript. 35 grammes wero takon out*
The man thon walked ten hilumetres (abvut s miles) without
saffering  Twelve days afterwards thy hgud had reappoared,
40 grammes were evacnated, paintings with uncturo ot iodino
wero practied, and no further cffusion vceurred. s

Rheumatic hydrartbrosis of the loft kneo, of aight days
duration, in @ man aged 38 70 grammes of fud contaming a
large number off leucouytes were drawn ofl.  Bandages were
applied, and three daye afterwards, tho oltusivn having re-appear-
ed, 45 grammes of liquud, contwuing fower loucocytes, were
drawn off  TPwo days after 30 grammes wore ovacuated ; com-
prossion ; cure after nine days' treatmont.

_ Reskcrion or Tue (Bsornaaus.—In the eurrent numbor of
Langenbeck's Archiv, Professor BiLLrorH, of Vienna, contributes
a most anteresting and suggestive papor bearing the title, « Ue
ber die Rescction des (Bsophuagus * e state that some time 2go
after a post-mortem examinativa of his first pationt affecte 1 with
carcinoma of tho wsephogus, the possibility suggested itself of
making a resoction of tius part of the alimontary tube The
fact that tho lymphatic glands i the neighburhood of the discas-
ed part aro not geaerally affecled, and the partial sinceess which
had hithorto attended the vperation of wsophagotomny in the di-
scase, togother with the analugy of cxternal urethrotomy in
cases of gangreno or ulcorativn of the urethra, seemed to lend
support to sucb an idea. Tho passing, morcover, of bougies
through cicatrivial tissue was far preferablo to the manipulation
of such instruments in a tubo with ulcerated and weakoned walfs.

On April 21st of last yoar, a largo dog was put under thoin-
fluonco of chloroform, and a piece, about an inch and a half in
length, was cut out of tho whole circumiironce of tho wsopha-
gus. The lower end of the divided tubo was thon fastened by &
couplo of sutures to the skin at the margin of tho oxternal
wound. Up to the 26th of the samo month the animal was fed
with milk through & tubo passed into the wound, buton and after
this date tho tubo was passed vie the mouth. A week aftor the
operation tho sutures woro romoved. By tho end of Juno the
fi poning had complotely closed, and the process of heal:
ing would have been quickor if it had not beon that the dog,
liko human pationts, dissatisfied with “milk diet,” purloined tho
more solid food of neighboring victims to science. After the
closurv of tho asophageal fistula, which took place at tho ood of
Juue, the tubo was daily dilated by & bougio of tae diamotor of
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alargo indox fingor. After tho healing of tho wound the dog
was in capital condation, oating meat, potatocs, otc., but the va~
rioty of fare was not allowed to extend to bones. On July 26th
the animal was killed with cyanido of potassium; and all that

1t might be affrmed that 1o au eshaustive foser this system was an
slarming one. It had occurred cven 1 convalescence , vartous astrin-
geats had been ded, but their op were Dot always
satisfactory. e gavo tho history of a case whero blood was passing
largoly, and tho progrusis was most unfavorablo. The styptic proper-
ties of the oil of turpentiue occurred to hum, sud he resotved to givet
atrial, he gave tea-spoonful doses repeated twice 1n thirty minutes,
20d then in smaller quantities, as the cases'scemed te require, several
other cases of a similar and very sovero character, in which tarpeatioe
bad always been given with complete success, were related.—Aedical
World.

CuLonipE 1v PLACE oF BroMIDE oF Porasstoy.—Ds Lander
Das substituted the chloride for the bromide of potassium in thoe treat-
ment of epileptics with asuccess which he declares to be identical.
Mo begins with smatler doses, but doses of 75 to 105 grains daily have
been borne twithout inconveniesee for months in succession. Ho
states that it is moro active, one sixth of the price, and without thein-
¢onvenicnt secondary cffects of bromide of potassium Tlo belicves
that in the stomach, bromide is converted into chlorido of potassium,
20d that for many reasons it is desirable to administer it at onco in
that form.—British Medical Journal.

Deoarttatioy of TaE Farus ry BRAuN'S KN1FE—~Prof.
Valenta (Memorabulien, Masch, 1372) gwes geeat pruise to decapita-
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tion in case of shoulder prescntation. In one caso cited by him (loco
ait.) where twios wero born,tho second twin was found to be a shoulder
Ppresentation,  As the uterus was stropgly contracted round the faetus,
Dr. Valenta feared the uso of force, but decapitated the fotus, which
was dead, by Braun's koife, and extracted i about a quarter of an
hour uoder chloroform. Ia a sccond case where tho child had been
dead some days and tho shoulder presented, the head was decapitated
and tho child extracted in five minutes under chloroform, Both
mothers did well.  Xa tho third case of shoulder presentation the mid-
wife had sent for the physician, but acother midwifo had come and
given crgot of rye, pting to turn fully. This caso was
also rapidly delivered by decapitation ; but the mother having been so
maltreated by the midwife died in seven days It scems to us that
this operation ought to be more frequently practised in this country
instead of turning.—Doctor.

PROF. BILROTH AT MANNIEIM IN A DESPERATE
CASE OF WOUNDED ARTERY.

The following ing but most melancholy case, which oc-
curred at Maanheim, 13 tragslated from the Berltner Klin. Woken.
schrift

A German officer of tho Cuirassiers, young, handsome, and
strong as the wargod himsclf, had been wounded at tho battle of
Gravelotte, Aug. 18th. The ball had entered immediately below the
middlo of the right clavicio, and passiog backwards perforated the
scapula ia the suprascapular fossa, <loso to 1ts spme. A picee of his
cuirass had-been carried 1o with tho bail, but was cxtracted at tho
first hospital to which e was taken. The wouad was heahag well and
the patient was on his journey home. Oa the 6th of Sep (19 days
after receipt of the wound) as ho was sittiog at dinoer in the hotel 1o
Mannheim, he was suddenly seized with hemorrhage from the wouad
io the back  Dr. Stephany was d, applied a temporary dres-
s10g, and removed him to hospital, where, i spite of prolonged com-
pression of tho subclavino artery, carcfully applisd, compressive dies-
sisgs to tho wound, the uso of ice, and ab-olute rest of the patieat, the
h hag inued. Ho grew Iy paler, and by thomorn-
ing of the 16th it was cvideat that some more decisive action must bo
takea. On removal of tho dressings the blood gushed out of the pos-
terior wound, the autcrior cne did not bleed. It-was evident that
the blood came from behind tho perforated scapula, but whether from
the subclavian artery or a Jargo branch of the sama could ot bo told.
As digital compression of the subclavian (which arrested the bemorr-
hage) could not be boroe long cnough to be of permancat beneGt. on
acceuat of the severe pain it caused, as plugging the wound with and
witkout solutions of irop, had proved futiic, nothing scmmned but
ligature, But to apply o ligature 1 the wound wwplied a previous
partial rescetion of the scapula. The holo.through tins boac being so
near to its spine would also have d extepsive of
the attached muscles. I bave wi d P an i
Tesections of tho ceapula done by tho master-hapd of M. Langeobeck,
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and have thus consioced myself of the difficulty of the operation and
tho loss of blood it necessarily wuvolves. I may thurofurs bo pardoned
for not having undertahen st 1n the prescut instance, with the chances
thero were of baviug the patient, already wull pigh bloodless, dic under
my baod. It was det J to ligate the sublavian artery above the
clavicle, at tho well-huewn locus clzctionis.  Dr. Stephani conducted
the operation most successfully , as soon as the ligature was applied
tho hemorrhago ceased and never agsin recurred 4o the bullet wound.
But, as carly as the third day after, a profuso arterial bemorrhago oo-
curred at the pownt of hgature. It was durog the aight. The
assistant on duty, Dr. Uersung, was at huod imoiediately and made
tho.siccessary pressure, on wy arrival Dr. Stephani was also presont.
The confidenco of the paticat in my ability to holp lim was uo-
qualified. As I entered tho door ho erica out, “ thask God, I am
saved1”  The words cut me to the heart, for a glanco at tho situa.
tion showed that probably we were powerless to belp him. 'The only
thing possible was the application of another ligature ia the wound,
but as soon as the controlling finger was moved, or lessened its pres-
surc, the biovd burst forth with prodigious violenco! Tho former
ligatare.was 5till ju position. I thought wo might lift tho vessel out
by meaos of that, seizo the two cods and tie them. It was attempted,
but in vain. The patient, though p d o derful - cod 3
could no longer bear the paia of tho pressure needed to control tho
artery.  So now we had added to our other anxieties that of adminis-
teriog an angsthetie to this avemic map, Med wvot all of my
assistants on-this peeasion supported me with rare faithfulncss sad
abulity 1 shou d never bave succceded as I did. Dr. Stephami com-
pressed the artery, Dr. Gersuny, gave the apwsthetio and handed the
i , the iniag assi Were nurses.

Evideotly my only course was to make room for ligature of the
central portion of the subelaviso, or for compression of -the same aod
ligature iu the wouod. I therofore divided the intcgument over the
olavicle, detached the clavicular portion of the sterno-mastoid muscle,
and then 1ntroduced my finger 1oto the depth, in order, if possible, to
get bebiod the scalenus anticas, aod “there compross the subclavian
with tho left hand, while with -the forceps in the- right -1 should seizo
that-portion of tho artery cut through by the previous ligature. As
I was carefully and luboriously feeling my way down, a suddea gush of
dark, venous blood wetled up about my finger. I.at once realized
that L had been o uofortunato as 1o toar the thin walls of the internal
Jugular vew, as of more complications were -peeded ! I succceded,
however, in quickly seizing the vein with the foreeps, tied it aboveand
below, avd cut throughin tho middle. Now, the scalcous anticus was
before me; with my forceps I toro it partly freo from its attachmeot
to the first rib, and thep, at last, I saw the subclavian artery lyiog
full sn view! 1t was promiptiy seized sod hgated.  As-I removed my
finger from tho wound, the peripheral extremity of the vessel oozed
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slightly  Tn make things sure, I tied this also. The catire affarr had
occupied threequarters of an hour, and we had at least gained o tew
hours of ife By the spplication of heat, the freo use of chawpagne,
cte, we succeeded in restuling our patint W cntue consciousuess and
reason e appreciated fully that ho lad oot iong to hive, com-
forted his weeping sister, spoke of his fulieo comrades, and the great
results this war was to nccemplish for the Germman fatherland , thaoked
us all io the heartiest maover for vur cflurts to save bis iite; com-
wmended his soul 10 God, and Jicd hike a herot

TREATMENT OF
COMPQUND FRACTURES uF THE LEy, AT BELLEVUE
HOSPITAL.

Suppose that tho ambulance bhas brought to the hospital a
young man who has just been run ovor with a car. A tourniquet
bas been applicd to the fomoral, the Landago arvund the leg and
the oakum in the fracture Lux are suit with bluwd, and the
ambulanco surgeon thinks thav tho anterior tibial has been
wonnded,

You havo a bed resdy, whioh, whon possible, 1t 1s best to bave
of springs for its upper half, but below, 3 thin horsc~hair mat-
tress must rest directly on buards. The man will bave o pass
many weary Wecks vn that bud, so make yvur mud casy by
horsc hair and sprivgs abose—as a prophylacuc agminst bed-
sores, but there must bo no inequalitics where tho extremty is
t0 rest, so you use boards below. A rubbercloth protecting tho
sheet whore the leg is to lis,.the padout, fracture-bux aad aliy s
carefully lifted upun this bed.  Tho man is in good dlesh, with
firra mascles, uses aicohol very excoptienaily, and 1s freo from
constitntional taint. Ho has bled freely, but the pulse is strong,
and shock of minimum amount. Tho trousers are cut away and
bandages slit up, discurering & staws of affairs such as tv mako of
amputation or cumservausm an open questwn, Tho decision
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must ba made at onco, for though yuu would not amputate to-
might, the dressing 13 not to bo dolayed till morning, lest swolling
defeat tho intontion. Horo 15 8 wound—~evidently mado by that
Jagged progecting ond of the lower fragment of tho tibia—which
commences at the seat of tracture yust bolow the knee—joint and
oxXtonds downwards two snches ur moure. Various nplinters of
bone may bo feitm tho wound, and perhaps a fivsuro running
far down tho shaft. Below, one or two inches above the ankle-
Joint, whoro the car-iwheol has passed, there is o fracture of both
bones, compound as to the tibia, of most difficult managemont,
becauso of tho sagging backwards of Luth the foot and the lower
fragments, bat presonting tho favorablo featuro of non-invasion
of the anklejont.  J considor the fact ono of the most signal
triutaphs of piaster tres , that the fuaturo of special odium
in such fractures, for which su groat a multitude of plans, both
by oxtension and othurwisu, have boen suggosted— Jhie backwand
tendency of foot and lowor fragments—nevor uceasions a second
thought atter thoe gypsum bandage has Leon put on.  There aro
ordinary cecbymosis and other usual symptoms in the supposed
caso. Tho man 13 young, docs not want to lose his leg, and - o
certanly do not want to cut it off. Suppose, then, it is decided
that be stands an equal chance of lifo whichever procedure 18
adopted, and tho Jeg s tw bo saved if pussible. Give chloroform
if the man bo tamnud, luoson tho tourniget, and wait long before
you are certmn that every lleeding point has been socured.
Wash the hmb, and shave the surface haur in the vicinity of the
wounds. Then draw vu the leg o flannel casing— preferably of
closety-fitung thick drawors—and uver the flanuel where the
wounds are, envelupe the circumforcnco of the leg by an annular
ring of rather closoly packed oakum wrapped in oilsilk or india-
rabber cloth. Theso rings ostond an inch or two above and bo-
low the margins of tho wounds.  Their purpose is v provent the
plaster rotlor from Iying immediately vver the wound, for if the
contacy was direct, or, what amounts to the same, if the plaster
bandago was appliod uver the flannel casiog vnly, tho cutting 3
- fenestra at tho sto of the wound would cause bulging of tho
tissnes through the opening, resulting in Lluud stasis and great
pan. By tho baod of onkum the edges of the fenestra arc kopt
from appeaning to constrict the leg—an appearance caused by
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the freedom from tho pressure of tho plaster bandago enjoyed by
the wound and that pact of the leg worresponding to the fenestra.
This is & vory importaut puini, and dispensos with the oft-roit-
orated objection tu the treatment, that the tissues swell i the
fencstrn  Boforo applying tlus oakum wrapping, which may be
looked on as a mould for the setting of the plastor, 1t is well to
provide ngainét tho soiling uf the fianncl wrapping of tho himb
with blood, by slitting the material at the wounds, and tem-
porarily dressing tho lattor with picked Lint and a fow tarns ot a
tightly applied bandage. Tlc fuot baving beon encased in a
bandage or any consonicnt material for provonting direct contact
of the plaster and okin, and tho leg baving beea broaght over
the foot of tho bed, an assistant grasps the heol with one hand,
holding tho fuot at right angles to tho log, aud with tho fingers
of the other surrvunds the luwer putat of fracture, thas acting as
a temporary splint.  Another assistant puts-hus fist i the poph-
teal spaco, kevping tho thigh eclevated and the koeejoint very
slightly bont, whilst the othor hand coutruls tho uppor point ot
fracturo. Two other aids attend to the bandages, and stand
ready to ralieve tho first. During this time thero have boen pro-
pared ¢ight or ten ordinary surgical bandages, or preferably of o
ligbter ~ . rial, in tho meshes ot which have been mited ovenly
and lightly a quantity of tho Lust mudellet's gypsum. One or
tiwa of these bandagus have beon placed 1n & bucket of iukowarm
salt water, whon thoy censu to bubbly aru squeezed dry, and, tho
extremity o position, aro apphied quickly aud ovonly 1n a single
layor  Tho object of this proluninary bandage 18 to rotamn tho
fragments in position and cuaplativn whilo the rost of tho dressing
is appliod. It is unnceesary w earry tho firstbandago above the
knoc or belyw the ankle. A pioce of thin blanket, intimatoly
rubbed with a quantity of plaster, Worked into pasto with-water,
15 next folded snto a traple layer, the dimensiuns, whon.s0 folded,
boing lvog enuugh-to reach trum the tocs to the upper thid of
the thigh, and tho widih buing cqual tv abuat four inchos. This
wass is applied pustorrorly, commeuing ae tho oot of tho toes,
continujng duwn the plautar surfaco of the foot, up the kack ot
the ey and thigh, i the pupieal space, sud sWwppiog at the
uppor third of tho fomur. The fingers ut the surgevn mould thus
“posterior suppurt "t the inequaliues of tho suriaco, and tho re-
3
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suit is, when sot, a plaster Joard fitted accurstoly to all irregu,
laritics, holding tho foot in position, rotaining the bend at the
knoe to tho comfort of tho pationt, aod is tho king of all splints,
When tho plastor is partially sot, tho rest of tho bandagos are
wouad round tho log und posterior support oz mass, three or
four layers beinyg required, and the oxtent ay boforo from tho
toes to tho upper-part of tho thigh, After fiftoon minutes the
thing s “sot,” and tho result of a halfhour's work is seon in an
apparatus that, with its maimed contonty, can bo rolled from

Sudo to side, can be.rassed a fovt or moro from tho bed and drop- -

bed agaia without giving & twingo of pais to & patient who bad
_proviously suffored when any ono waiked sear his bed. The
fencatrw aro Dest cut bofore the plaster is dry, and thoro is

—six inches squaro if necessary—so firm is tho grip of the pos-
torior support. In such a caso as wo havo supposed an jdon may

Luster's antisoptic dressing can bo most advantageously usedio
connection Witk tho splint, but, howover the wound be managed,
1ts wmportant to guard against the discharges soaking botween
tho iimb and tho bandages, creating an atmosphore which would
poisos asy wound. At each dressing cotton must bo stuffed under
the margios of the fonestra before syringing, and fresh cofton
covered with oil-silk tftor tho same operation, Good drainage
must bo sceured, aod oakuw iy by far tho best waterial for ab
sorbing discharges.—Medical Record

<o-tomporary scoms (o havo got on tho wrong traclk, and to havo
entiroly lost his way. Wo do not advocato tho romission of ox-
amination to graduates of British Colloges as such, but to Cana*
dian Graduates, who haso received additional chmiesl nstruetion
and additional honory, to those already so nobly earned i Cana.
da. Noither havo wo nttompted in the feast, to “belittls our
own institutions , far fvumt.  On tho contrary wo juite agree
with our co-teraporary in the statemont, that “medical stadies
210 83 faithfully pursucd and taught with us, as abroad,” and
that ““Canadian Graduates will compare favorably iith thoso of
British Colloges.” But it must bo reraomberod that the facilitios
for Clinical instruction in England, aro much superior to those
i Toronto or Montreal—and whon we bear in mind, that all
Colonial Graduates, ato compolled to spond ono yoar in a metro
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politan Hospital, bofore their alminsion to examination at the
Colloge of Physicians or Surgeons, Londoo, we must acknow-
ledge that thexo men aro better qualitied, than those who have
not had such opportunitics. This, tos, i3 very oxpensivo, ro
much so, that fow aro able to affard it. Lhere i3 no dosive to
compel students to adopt this plan, az our cotomporary sooms to
think, nothing of the kiud, no need to <lose Canadian schools
and cease Medical elucation ontirely *  Wo might stato for the
bonont of wur co-temporary, and those who opposo this moasurs
that mombers of the Royal Colloge of Surgeons and Phyaicians,
who havo registored in England, are legally qualificd to practice,
inany part of Ior Majesty’s Damini The only obstacle in
ther way, hero, is that they cannot hold any public offico, such
as Coroner, ur mgn a cortitiuate to eommit apationt Lo the Luna-
tic Asylum, and tho Council may iofuso to accopt thoir certili-
cates with sofureuco to timo spent by stwdonts, in the pursuit of
Medical studios under their supervision

It is becanso wo think that Canadian graduttes who bave
tecoived such addilivnal Diplomas shanld hace vome advantage
oser mero outsidors, that wo have taken this wattor up.  Wo
havo uut duno su hastily, we haso given the cubjeet some careful
thought, and we huovw “ whereof we speak ”  Qur cotemporary
says * the wholy articlo in the Canada Lanecet grates unpleasant-
Iy." Ase, thors's the rub. Wo all vremember tho opposition
that ho and bis frionds brought to bear against the Ontario Med.
1cal Bul whon it was submitted vo the Local Logislature and wo
havo reason to apprehoud that a Yittle of the old leaven has been
the occasion of this fresh outburst.

Disinfeetion of the Body. 483

DistyrrcrioN oF TuE Bopy.—The subject of disinfection ix one
of very great importance, but nevertheies< ong which hay ot recetv-
cd that attention which its importanco demande.  The employment
of a littlo chlorsdo of Jime, or a weak solution of permanganate of
potash, aprinkled on tho floor uf tho sick chamber or 1n tho bed pan
or thrown down in the priy, is about all that 13 ordinanily dene and
this not unirequently in the most perfunctory manocr. Even in
eases whore great caro is osereised and the process of disinfeotion
more completely carried out, it 13 limited to tho clothes, furmure
rooms, &¢., the origi al xourco of tho infectious matter—tho hving
subject, being ontircly overlooked. In some institutions tho con-
velescont from any infectious discas 1s bathed regularly every
day for & week or two beforo being dismissed from the Llosputal.
This is a very wise precaution and one that could Le made wuch
moro certain in its offect, by tho addition of a weak solution of
permanganate of potash or carbolic acid, to tho bath.

Dry beat at a high degreo of temperature 1s the most rohable
and trustworthy moans of disinfocting snanimato substances, such as
blankets, clothing, &c., and this can be readily dono by heating
thom o 0 uven or place for tho purpuso. A temperaturo of betwveon
200 and 300 degrees continued for sovsral hours 13 suficicnt to
render jnort, all contazgious matter which oxists 1 articles of cloth-
ing, &&. A writer in the Brish Medical Jornal tor Feb., 1872
ssks if' tho oxposuro of a Living being to tho abovo tomperature
would bo sufficicnt to disiafecs tho rurfaco? or can tho
wntagious principle on tho sarface of tho body be rawsed to tho
required tomporaturo 2 Tho abovo amount of dry beat can bo
borne with impumty by the living subject for a short time, butit
will not be sufficicnt to destruy the contagious matter. It 13 well
known that the evaporation which takes placo undor such circuin-
stancos is sufliciont to keop the surfaco ot the body cooled down
t the normal standard, 2od henee no dwsintectant offect would bo
produced.

Although high tomporature cannot be mado availablomn destroy-
ing the contagious matter on tho surtace of the body, much may be
dono by cleansing the budy by means of dissnfeoting baths and
tho uso of the flesh brush.  The clothing also should bo frequent-
ly changed and thorvughly washed and disinfected.  Such means
whc.n properly carried out will go far to prevent the spread of in-
fections discasos. Thoy are casily attcm}cd to, not exponsive, and
should in no case bo neglected.
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Losrorrxrs Syrainis CorruscLes.—This interesting subjest
is still under investigation. In the Medical Record for May are
two lettors in reference to this matter, one from Dr. Bumstead
and another from Dr. Bronson of New York both of whom are at
present in Vienna. These lotters will be read with interest by
the profession on this side of the Atlantic, not only onaccount of
the discovery which Prof. Wedl says ¢ if true is of little less im-
portance than the discovery of a planet,” but also from the well
knowan reputation of these gentlemen, andon account of the favor-
able circumstances under which they are pursuing their investi-
gations, having free access to the laboratory of DTrof. Stricker,
where Dr. Lostorfer’s experimonts are being carried on. The
committee appointed to investigato the subject has dissolved de-
claring tho question as one which can only be solved by personal
investigation. These corpuse’es have also been found in the blood
of lupus patients, and the question naturally arises as to
whethur or not lupus is a syphilitic affection.

Prof. Wedl in his report read before the Society of Arts, Vi-
enna, expressed his belief that these corpuscles were identical with
fat globules, or probably b'ts of protoplasm. Few of the critics,
however, support the opinion of Wedl. Dy, Lostorfer states thaf
on the addition of acetic acid to the blood the syphilis corpusclen
shrink and finally become indistinguishable, while bits of detached-
protoplasm are dissolved under its action. Iedine has no ecffect
upon them, and osmic acid fails to turn them black, hence they can-
not be fat globules.

Both thesc writers in the 3Medical Record also refer to the
paper by Prof. Salisbury of Ohio, published in 1868, in which re-
ference is mawe to simiiar bodies found in the bLlood of syphilitic
patients, and if it should prove ithat they are identical Wxth Los-
torfer's Corpuscles t!.e hoaor or priority in the dncovery "will uwr
doubtédly belong to Prof. Salisbury.

The latest accounts regarding this important subject are to thie:
effect that Lostorfer's corpuscles have been found by Prof. Stricker in-

the blood-of tubereulous and. carcinomatous patients that have never ~~

had syvphilis; also in a case of morbus Brightii. The conclusion i
evident, therefore, that the presence of these bodies is due to impair
ment of nutrition and the cacketic state of the patient, ang not to the
existence of syphilis.
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HOSPITAL OPERATING DAYS.

We would most respectfully desire to call the attention of the
proper authorities to the propriety of appointing certain days for the
performance of surgical operations at the Toronto General Hospital,
During the past month several most important surgical operauuns
have been performed; but as they were done on different
days, many of the Students in attendance and others who raight
wish to be present were not aware until afterwards that such opera-
tions were in contemplation. '

The students in attendance pay for the privilege of witnessing
the surgical practice of the Hospital, and should be made acquaint-
ed with the days and hours for such operations. In all the London
Hospitals certain days are st apart for operative surgery, and stu-
dents know when to expect them to take place. True there are
some cases that cannot well be postponed to a certain day, but
it is equally true that the great majority of cases in Hospital prac-
tice are of a chronic nature, and can as well be performed on one
day as another. )

Why cannot Saturday at one o'clock be named as the time for
all operations to be performed not of a very urgent nature? Lvery-
thing could be in readiness for that hour and thus.much ume would
not only be saved to the surgeons in attendance, but be a scurce of
great convenience to all those interested in such matters.

We have thus drawn attention to this matter in the interest of
the Medical Students who pay for the priviiege; in the interest of the
Medical Schools, because they suffer from any imperfection in refer-
ence to Hospital advantages afforded students in attendance at Col-
lege; and also in the interest and for the benefit of the attending
surgeons themselves. Weghope that some active steps will be taken
and such arrangements made as will be conducive to the general
interest of students and others, and jthe welfare of the Medical
Schools in Toronto.

He made s capnd recov-
ery and was soun sent Lome entiely cuted of his trouble.
