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THE LATE MEETING OF SYNOD.

In another part of the Record our rcaders will find a detailed account of
the proceedings of the Synod of the Canada Presbyteriun Church, at its first
ordinary meeting since the accomplishment of the Union.  We have neither
space noz time to ealarge on these proceedings.  Still we cannot forbear ex-
pressing very brietly a few theughts which have again and again risen in our
mind in looking back to the past meeting of Synod.

In the first place, we Lave often thought, and the same has been felt and
expressed by many, how completely all traces of separation have heen oblite-
rated.  Until a year azo, we were two separate bodies, not knowing much of
cach other personally or ecclesiastically. But now all mark of a dividing line
is gone, and a stranger cuming into the Synod could not possibly have known
that a state of separation had ever eaisted  Iave we not abundant reason to
be thankful for this? May we not belicve that it is the full low of spiritual
influence and « 7 christian love that has so effectually obliterated all traces of
separation, just as the full-lowing tide washes out every mark in the sand, and
unites together the little pools that furmerly were scparated and isolated.  Let
us pray that brotherly love may coxtisve.  In our future progress let us take
care that we fall not out by the way.

One giving any attention to the business of the Synod could not but see
that there was a determination to look well into every case and to settle it
thoroughly and righicously. There were several cases which might have tricd
the patience of the Court, and which no doubt did so.  But there was no dis-
position to pass any of them lightly. They were gone into thoroughly, even
at the sacrifice of much precious time. It was perhaps best that they should
have been thoroughly discussed. It is not likely that so many cases will be
beiure the supreme court again.  Several of the decisions too will he prece-
dents, which will gwde inferivr courts in their proceedings for the future. But
at the same time, while we adwire the patience of the Synod in dealing withs -
the cases of appeal, &c., which came before it, we feel that it is absolutely
neeessary that greater effurts be made for the future to have the real business
of the church—the Home and Foreign Mission work, and the report of the Col-
lege—Dbrought un at an earlier period of the session.  This would be greatly
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facilitated were the Conveners of the Standing Committees to have their re-
ports ready when the Synod meets. We know that from the fact of the
members of committee being scattered over the chureh, there is great difficulty
in accomplishing this.  Still it should be aimed at, and we trust that in this
respecet there will be an improvement next year.

We cannot but take it as a token for good that so many doors of usecfulness
arc opening before us as a church.  We have an application from the French
Canadians in the western part of the Province, and we have Mr. Chiniquy and
his congregation making application to be connected with us; and, if this
application shall be granted, what a door of usefulness and influence may be
opened to us among the French Canadians in our own Province, as well as in
tho United States. May these calls have the cffect of causing us to put forth
all our energies for the advancement of the cause and kingdom of our Lord
Jesus Christ.

From the discussion which took place in our own Synod and the discussions
in the Synods and mectings of other Bodics, it is cvident that a struggle is
impending, in connexion with our national education.  While in Britain enlight
ened educationists and christian patriots are giving up a denominational system,
and scehing the establishment of a national oue, some here are apparently go-
ing back from the broad national platform to the narrow platform of denomi-
nationalism. Our Synod has spoken out with no ambiguous voice on this
matter. Let our people speak out too. The cause of a national common
school system, and the cause of & national unrestricted college and university
gystem arc one.  We believe an attempt is being now made to attack both.
Let our people be prepared for the defence.  Let them speak out in tones
that cannot be misunderstood, and carnestly and emphatically forbid, so far as
their influence can go, the impairing of our present system of unrestricted and
unsectarian education. ’

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MEETING OF SYNOD OF CANADA PRESBYTERIAN CHURCIL

The Synod met aceordine to appointment in Knox's Church, Teronto, on
the evening of Tuesday, 3rd June, and was opened with sermon by the Mode-
rator, the Rev. Dr W. Taylor of Montreal, from Mark xv. 16: * Go ye into all
the world, and preach the gospel to every ereature.”  The sermon, which was
most appropriate and impressive, sct farth both the duty, and the privilege
and encowragements of the chureh in seehing to extend the knowledge of sal-
vation throughout the whole world,  'The thanks of the Synod were cordially
tendered to Dr. Taylor both fir hix suitable and excellent sermon, and for the
manner in which he had discharged the duties of Moderator.

After public worship, the Synod was constituted for business.

"Fhe retiring Moderator, after referring to certain correspondence with other
churches, &e., wnd laying on the table letters reedived since last meeting of
Synod, brietly addressed the Syuod, warinly thanking them for the honour
which last year they had confurred upon biim by placing him in the chair, and
for the hindness wlieh he lial received during lis term of office, anclintimating
that the time was now come for electing another to take the chair which he
had occupied.

On proceeding to elect 1 Moderator, it was found that the following nomina-
tions had been made by Presbyteries, namely : Dr. Burns, Mr. Robert Ure and
Mr. Alexander Topp  Mr. Topp not being pre<ent, having gone to Kurope, the
list contamed the names of Dr. Buyns and Mr. Ure.  On a vote being tahen, Dr.
Burns was clected by a large majonty. The result of the vote buing announced,
Dr. Burns addrested the Synod, acknowledging the honour conferred upon
him, but intimating that on 2ecount of the state of Iis health he did not feel
able to discharge the duties of Moderator, and therefore respectfully declining
the appointment.  Mr. Ure was tiien unanimousty and cordully clected Mode-
rator, and on taking the chair addressed the Synod in appropriate terins.

The Synod called for the Report of the Committee on Business, and on Bills
and Overtures, which was presented by Mr. Kemp, Chairman of the Commit-
tee. ‘The Synod, in accordance with the recommendation of the Commuttee,
added to it an cider from each of the Presbyteries.

The Basiness Committee was appointed to examme and report on the returns
of Presbyterics to overtures and remits from last Synod.

After some other routine business the first sederunt was closed.

On the second day of the Synod’s meeting the principal part of the forenoon
sederunt was ~pent in devotional exercises, which were conducted by the Mode-
rator, Dr Burns, Mr., Caw, and Principal Willis,

Committees were appointed to examine and report on the Records of Pres-
byteries and of the 8ynod.

The Rev. Messrs. G, Murray, A, McGlashan, A, McColl, R. Watlace, Dr.
Caitns, and al-o the Rev. Mr. Duclos of the French Canadian Mi-sion, and

«Rev Mr Clark of the Congrezational Church, were invited to sit as corres-
ponding members,

The afternoon sedernnt of Wednesday, and part of the evening were occu-
pied with the coasideration of the repurt on the returns of Presbyteries on the
standing orders as sent down by last Synod for consideration. These were
agreed on with slight alterations from last year.

In the evening two overtures were considered.  One was from the Presby-
tery of Hamiltun, having referance to the constitution of Kirk Sessions in cases
in which two or more congregations are under the charge of one minister. Af-
ter discussion and a diviaon, the Synod agreed to dismiss the overture, and to
con-iler the whole ~ubject to which it refers, when the report on the returns of
Presbyteties to the remit of Synucd, on the question of the representation of
sesstons it the superior chiurch vounts, is brought up by the Comumittee on Bills
and Overtures.
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The other overture was transmitted by the Preshyt-ry of Ottawa, and was
with reference to the desirableness of of a Synodical obzervance of the Lord’s
Supper at tho annual meeting of Synod. The overture was read, and was sup-
ported by Mr. ‘T, Wardrope and Mr. Gomtlay.  The overture was favourably
received and was referred to a Committee to report at an carly sederunt.  We
may here state that tais Committee reported at a subsequent sederunt, theie
report embodying a recommendation that the ordinance of the Lord's Supper
be dispensed in connection with the meeting 0" Synod in Hamilton next year,
and that a Committee be appointed to mature a plan to be submitted at an
carly diet of next Synod for the carrying out of this desirable object. ‘The
ministers of the several churches in humlton and the representative elders
were appointed a Commiitee for this purpuse, Dr. Ormiston, Convener,

At the morning sederunt of Thursday, 3th, the Synod proeceded to fix the
time and place of the neat ordinary meceting of Synod — After considerable
discussion it was agreed that Hamilton and the Central Church there (Dr. Or-
nnston's) should Le thie place of meeting, and that the time ~hould ¢ the first
Tuesday of June, 1863, at half-past seven ». a.

CASES OF APPEAL, L€,

The Ashburn (Case.~In conncction with this caze there were several ap-
peals, &e.

1. A protest and appeal of Mr. Thomas Sharp, minister at Ashburn, against
the action of the Presbytery of Ontario in appointing a epeeial mecting at Ash-
buarn fur the purpose of investigating certain difficultics between Mr. Sharp and
members of that congregation.

2. Appeal of Mr. Sharp against the Presbytery of Ontario in recognizing
Mr. William Heron as a representative elder, and a member of Preshytery.

3. Complaint of Mr. Sharp agains the Presbytery of Outarvio for denying to
him certain rights and privileges as a member of Presbytery and for granting
certificates to certain parties,

4. A reference by the Presbytery of Ontario of the whole Ashburn case,

The several parties in these appeals, &e., were heard at length, and all papers
read.

With reference to Mr. Sharp’s first appeal three motions were submitted.
The first by Mr. Kemp, was to the effect that the Synod dismiss the dissent
and complaint of Mr. Sharp and declare the action of the Presbytery compe-
tent and lawful.  An amendiment was moved by Principal Willis to the effect
that the Synod sustain the appeal to the effect that in the resolution against
which the apvellant reclaims there was some ground for dirsatisfaction in so
far as the Presbytery’s visitation of Ashburn, althougl competent, was liable,
at the stage at which the matter had arrived, to be :nisinterpreted, as a re-
opening of the entire question of Mr. Sharp’s continued relation to his congre-
gation, instead of a measure for determing the question as to separate supply
of religious ordirances to the dissentients, or effecting such reconciliation of
the parties as the Preshytery seems honourably to have aimed at.  Another
amendment was wmoved by Mr. William Inglis to the effeet that the Synod sus-
tuin the protest and appeal and declare that the Presby tery of Ontario having,
with the assistance of Synodical assessors, come to a decision on the whole
case, were not justified, without new matter having emerged, to reopen what
was already res judicatu,

The amendraent of Prineipal Willis was ultimately carried and adopted as
the deliverance of the court.  Against this decision a large number of mem-
liers dis~ented for reasons given in.

On the sccond point, viz: the recognition 01 the part of the Presbytery of
Mr. Heron as a member of the court four different motions were brought for-
ward. ‘That by Mr. Kemp was adopted. Tt was to the following effect : dis-
miss the dissent and complaint of Mr. Sharp against the decision of the
Presbytery regarding Mr. Heron and confirm the action of the Presbytery.
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On the third point the Synad on a division decided in the fuliowing terms
The Synod having read the memorial of Mr. Sharp find that the action of the
Presby tery of Ontario was unconstitational in so far as they refused to Mr.
Sharp certain rights and privileges duce to him as a member of that court with-
out any provess of discipline, but at the same time sustain the action of the
Presby tery in reference to the certificate granted to Mr Mitchell.

On the sulyect of the referenee to the Synod by the Prisbytery of Ontario
of the wlnle ¢ase of Ashibun three motives were subiitted. The first was
by Mr Gillespie to the effect that the Synod appoint a Commission to proceed
to Ashburn with full ponwers to guire o all the dreumstances of the case
and tnadly dispose of (. The second was by Mr. T. McPherson recommend-
inge that Mr. Sharp amd his congreg: tion be pliced under the supervision of the
PresbYtery of Toronts, and that the members of the congregation who could
not con~crentionsly yemam under Mr. Sharp's ministry might umte thewrselves
with any of the neighbourimg congregations,  The third motion, which was
carried on a division, was by Principal Wallis, It was m the following terms:

“Phat the Synod reecive the reference, approve the Preshytery’s procedure
50 far as they lunve givon supply to the dissentients, and considering from the
case now o fully befure them that there seems httle prospeet of agreement
betwoen the divuded partics, the Synod appoint Commissioners to visit the
locality, not to reopen the general question. (unless in the case of new eircum-
stances lavine energed fitted to anest the Commissioners’ procedure) but to
deal finally with the minonty on the question, —shoulid rcunion beampracticable
—of thet” separate congregational orgamization on the spot, empowering the
Comuna~ioners to sanction such organization, amd to diyoin dissentient elders
and members fiom the existing conaregation of Ashburn, or to dircet them {this
fathngy 1o apply for catticates of di-junction to the session or Preshytery with
the view of annening themselves to other congregations.”

The Cartiwright Case -—=Fhis case, hike that of Ashburn, embraced several
distinet dissents and complaints, &c.

1. Appeal by Mr. Windell fiom decision of Preshytery of Ontario, to rebuke
him for contumacy.

2, Dissent and complaint of Mr. Windell in regard to the sustaining of a
minute of Presbytery.

3. Disent and complaint of Mr. Windell against Presbytery for resolving
to grant cevtifieates to certain parties.

‘The papers in these cases were read, and parties were fully heard.  Your
different motions were proposed to the Synod for the settlement of this ease.
We do not consider it necessary to give all the motions. We may observe that
all of them were in favour of dismissing the two dissents and complaints, while
two were in favour of sustaining the appeal  The motion which caried was
proposed by Mr. J. Mitchell and was as follows:

“The Synod having heard the papers and the parties in the case, dismiss
the di~sents and appeals of Mr. Windell, and sustain the action of the Presby-
tery of Untarto” )

The Soathampton Cage —This case arose out of the resolution of the Pres-
bytery of Grey to grant a moderation i a call to a minister in the vacant con-
gregation al Southuwapton mconneswn with West Arran. Against this
resolution of Presbytay, M Dowar, Mr. Stevenson and others dissented, and
compluncd to the Synod, va ~overal grounds embracing the following, viz:
That the whole number of Presby terians iu Southamy _un were not suflicient
to forin tho congzregmtions, and (hat those forining the congregation that desire
a minster had v charge aganst the minster alicady settied in Southampton.
‘Fhe papere were read and partics fully heard.  Four wotions were proposed,
all ol thew woving to dismiss the di-~ent and complaint and to confirm the
actiun of the Piusby tery, but, in vatious terms expressing the desirabloness of
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having but one congregation at Southampton-  The wmation of Mr. Scott of
London w fiich ullnu.m-l) carried is as follows . —

* Disnss the protest and appeal, amd sustain the action of the Presbytery,
bt at the some time declare the desnableness of thie members and adliereuts
of this Church in Southampton forming but one congiczation, and with a view
of effecting this, instruct the Presbytery to defer the  atter of granting
the moderation of a call, and appuint a committee to meet at S‘uutluunpton,
advise the parties unuum-d and act as assessurs with the Presbytery in
determining its future action.’

The Commission was appointed as l'ul]m\ 8, viz.—Messrs, Shinner, Scott, of

Loudun, Do McKenzie, W, 8. Ball, miinisters ; and tiie Hon, J. McMuaiich elder.

The Orwen Sound Cuse,.—There were several different papers connected with
this case which were read  From these it appeared that the former Presbytery
of Hamilton of the Presbyterian Church of Canada had declared the congre-
gation of Chalimers” Church, Owen Sound, extinet, and that the eongregation
of Mr. Grant was the only congrezation in commumon with the Presbrterian
Church of Canada.  Several individuals, trastees, &e., of Chalmers Chureh,
prepared & memorial praying the Synod to recognize them as «till a congrega-
tinte and thus set aside the decision of the Presbytery of Humilton.  This
memorial they leid befere the Presbytery of Giey for transmission to Synod.
The Presbytery refused to transmit it.  Agmnst this decision memorialists
protested and appealed, mving o due time their reasons.  The Presbytery at
first received the protest and rea<ons amd named a Committee to answer them.,
Subsequently they resolved that the parties should not be alloweald to appeal.
Against this decision of Presby tery Mesars, Stevenson and Waters dissented
and compluned.  The parties connected with Chalmers’ Church sent up a
memorial stating the arcumstances and praying that the Synod might tahe up
the whole case.

The Synod, on motion of Mr. Kemp, came to the following deliverance on
the subject of the dissents and complaints and the petition from Mr. Crichton,
representative of the congregation of Chalmers’ Church:

*That puities having been heard on the petition of Mr. Crichton, and on
the dissent and complaint of Mr. Stevenson and Mr. Waters vegarding the
action of the Preshytery of Girey anent partics desiving to petition the Synod
in reference to Chalmery’ Church, Owen Sound, the Sy nod sustain said petition
and siid complaint, and reverse the decision of the Presbytery of Grey, refus-
ing to grant said pmtics the right of appeal, and rcfusing to transmit their
pcmmn and memorial to the Mnod ?

The original petition of the ‘members of Chalmers’ Chureh, which hrought
up the real merits of the case, was on a division remitted to a Committee Tor
full examination.  Subsequently this Committee brought in & report which
was nnanimously adopted by the Synod. 1t i< as follows :

“That, withont interfering with the decision of the late Preshytery of Hamil-
ton in the case of Chalmers’ Church, Owen Sound, they would yet «tate it as
their decided conviction that the property of Chalmers” Chureh, Sydenham or
Owen Sound, belongs to and is in right{ul possession of Mr., Crichton and other
trustees and members of said church, aud that culy by wen can the said pro-
porty be <old or otherwise disposed of.

*Lhie Syuod would therefore indicate to the parties that the diflicalty in the
cace would in all probalulity be removed, were the cousent of the tiustees
and members of Chalisers' Church given i witting to value the property, and
to offer 1t to the second congregation (Mr. Grant'sy on the condition of their
paying hall ats appraised value to the other congregation, or cico cerse; and
i the event of neither party agrecing to aceept ol said property, would recom-
mend that it be suld and the money divided between thie two congrezations in
Owen Sound.  Appomnt further My, Scott, mimster, and Mr. Clark, clder, Lon-
don, to counsel the parties in this case, and instruct the Presbytery of Grey
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to implement anv arrangzement which may in aecordance with this decision be
brought before them by the parties in this case.” .

The St. Mary's eve —In connection with this cace therewere: 1. Anap-
peal by Mr. D). Beattie againzt a decision of the Presbytery of Stratford with
reference to a claim of Mr Reattic for arrcars of stipend to the amount of
381 75 due by the congregation ¢f Chalmers’ Chureh, St. Mary’s, and 2. A
dissent and complunt on the part of Mr Thomas McPherson and others with
reference to the same decision. P'apers having been read and parties having
been heard, several motions were submitted.  These were all withdrawn with
the exception of wne, by Mr. Dick, whieh was adopted by the Synod as its
deliverance in the case. 1t was in the following terms:

*The Synod sustain the protest and appeal, and find that the congregation
of St. Mary's is under moral obligation to pay the arrears of salary due to Mr.
Beattie, and mstruet the Presbytery of Stratford to use all legitimate means
that this obligation be implemented by the congregation; also, disapprove of
individual negotintions betw cen ministers and people, irrespeetive of the action
of the Presbytery.”

Dissent and Complaint of Me. D. Inglis — This was a dissent and compiaint
of Mr. D. Inulis and others against the action of the Pre<bytery of Ham-
ilton in refusing to examine certain minutes of Kirk Sessions, viz: those
entered in the <everal records from the time of the last attestation by the
Preshytery until the time of the Union.  Parties having been heard and
remov: 1, two mations were submitted.  One was by Dr. Thornton to the effect
that the Synod dismiss the dissent and complaint and confirm ihe action of the
Presbytery.  The other, by Mr. Kemp, was carried. It was to the following
offect -

“The Synod having heard partics in the dixsent and complaiut of Mr. Inglis
against the Preshytery of Hamilton refusing to confirm the minutes of Sessions
prior to the union of the chwehes in June last, sustain said dissent and com-
plaint, reverse the decision of the Presbytery and declare that it is in confor-
mity with the final declarations of the two churches at the Union that said
minutes should be examined and certified in the usual manner.”

We subjoin the other proceedings of Synoa as much as possible in the order
in which they took place.

FRENCHT CANADIAN MISSIONARY SOCIETY.

A commission was laid on the table appointing Mr. Duclos, with Messrs,
Kemp, MeViear and Wallace, to represent the French Canadian Missionary
Socicty before the Synod, to state the present condition and progress of the
Missionary work and plead their claims to the increased sympathy and sup-
port of the Protestant community, and especially of the congiegations of this
church. On the evening of Thursday, 5th, Mr. Duclos addressed the Synod
in an able and effective manner on the position and prospects of the Society.

At a subsequent scderunt the following resolution was adopted :

“The Synad having, at a former sederunt, heard Mr. Duclos, representing
the French Canadman Missionary Society, desire to express thar sincere con-
gratulations at the good work conducted with so much effect and promise,
pray that the divine Llessing may rest upon the various educational and evan-
gehstic labonrs conda ted under the auspices of the Mission, and commend
the Mission to ihe continned aid and sympathy of the members of the church
throughout the Provinee ™

In connectien with thi- subjeet it nay be mentioned that at onc sede-
rant there was presented a memorial from French Protestants residing in the
neighhow hood of Sandwich, praying for the establishment of an Edueational
Institute,  'Tlas wemorial was transmitted by the Preshytery of London, and
was supported by Mr. Benunett of Windsor,  The following was the delivery
of Synod with regird to it:
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“ The Synod having heard the memorial from the French Canadians at Sand.,
wigh remit the memorial to the Presbytery of London to consider and report
on the subject of it, instructing them to take such steps in the neantime ag
they may sce fit, in eopgunetion with the Home Mission Committee, for pro-
viding chiristian instruction for the French Canadian people in that district.”

FORLCIGN MISSION RETORT.

On the cvening of Thursday, 5th, the Synod ealled for the Report of tho
Foreizn Misston Comnuttee.  The same was gven in hy Mr, Burns, Convener.
The Report referred to the steps taken by the Committee which had resulted
in the appointmient of Mr. Jemicson to British Columbia and Mr. Nisbet to
Red River,  The state of the funds wis reported as in a satisfactory state, tho
amount available at the end of the year being $6,157 32,

At a subsequent dict the following resolutions were adopted with reference
to the Poreign Mission Report :

1. ‘That the Synod do hereby express their gratitude to God for the safe
arrival of the Rev Mr. Jamiceson at the distant field of his future labours, and
heartily pray for his suceess in the important work in which he has now en-
tered.  They commend the Rev. James Nisbet to the gracious care of God in
tHe journey which lic contemplates, and they recommend the brethren to the
prayerful sympathy of the congregations under their care.

<2, The Synod desire to express their deep inteiest in the Foreign Missions
of the Presbyterian Church of the Lower Pravince, and their cordial sympathy
with that Cliurch, both in the successes and trials of their evangelical efforts
among the heathen, and express their readiness to couperate with them in this
work in <o far as this may be deemed advisable.

“3. That the Synod, in terms of the recommendation of the report, com-
mend the Church of Assiniboine to the special interest of the children of the
Church, and recommend that the attention of the Sabbath Schools and Bible
Ciasses be direeted to the missions of the Church, with the view of enlisting
the sympathics of our youth in the great work of cvangelizing the world.

4. That the Commuttee be reappointed, with instruetions to tale into con-
sideration the desirableness of seeuring a second missionary for British Colum-
bia, and that if it be deemed advisable, and if the funds at their disposal admit
of it, they be empowered to take the necessary steps for his sclection and
designaticn,

“5. That the Synod, deeply alive to the duty of sending the Gospel to the
heatlien nations, do further instruct the Committee to tahe into their conside-
ration the propriety of entering more fully acd di-tinctly upon the Foreign
Mission work, and cnjoin them to use all diligence to collert such information
as may enable the Synod at its next mecting tocarry this arrangement into
cffect, either Ly codperating with the Presby teran Church of the Lower Pro-
vinces, or by the establishment of a mission in a new field,

6. That the Committee be empowered, if the fundx at their disposal admit
of it, to grant to the Presbyterian Churchy of the Lower Provinees a sum equal
to the support of a missivnary in the South Sca Iilands for one year”

DONATION OF TRACTS FROM JOHN HENDERSON, EMQ, OF PARK.

John Henderson of Park, whose cinisdan benevolence has on various occa-
sions been manifested in this as well as in other lands, trausmitted through
Dr. Taylor, the Moderator for last ycar, a donation of Tract+ on the subject of
the Sabbath, for distnibution among congregations of the church.  The cordial
thanks of the Synod were voted to Mr. Henderson for his valuable donation.

SABBATH OBSERVANCEL,

A memorial from the Kingston Sabbath Observance Society was laid before
before the Synod. It was favorally received and referred to a Committee con-
sisting of Messrs. P. Gray, A. Wilson, W. McLaren and 1. Gordon. It may
be here mentioned that the attention of Synod was called to an attempt that
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was being made to obtain the sanetion of the City Council for runming cars on
4he street ralways= in Torouto. The Synod appointed a Commniittee on the sub-
jeet, who prepared a memorial which was transmitted to the Counell.  The
Synod had the satisfaction of hearing, before the canclusion of their sessions,
that the sanction sought was unanimously refused by the Coundl.

ADDRESS OF CONDOLENCE TO THE QUEEN.

The Synod, on motion made and seconded, unanimously agreed to draw up
and transmit an address of condolence to the Queen. At a subscquent sede-
runt the draft was approved. It was in the following terms.

« Ty the Queen's Most Erxcellent Majesty.
“ May it please your Maje-ty.

“We the Ministers and Elders composing the Supreme Court of the Canada
Presbyterian Chureh, and now et in Sy nod, desire. in common with all classes
of your Majesty's subjects, to express on the carliest opportunity available to
us, our heartfeit sympathy with your Majesty and the Royal Family on the
death of your Royat Consort, Prince Albert.  Deeply dowe feel that the event
is no less a national loss, than it has been to vour Majesty and the Royal Family,
an unspeakably severe domestic bereavement. It is our sineere prayer, thal,
by the blessing of God on the inst-uctions and example by which it was the
care of the distinguished and lamented Prince Consort to form the minds of the
youthful cirdle, so dear to your Majesty’s heart, your Majesty may experience
all the solace that is to be found in withessing the development in your Royal
offspring, of cach Christian grace.  And it is witha satisfaction, well warranted
by our observation of your Majesty’s course, as wellas of that of yourlamented
Royal Consort, that we recogmse the good Providence that has spared your
Majesty as the head of a family ~o interesting to the nation, and as the occu-
pant of a throne which your Muyesty's virtues have adorned

“May the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of Mercies
and the God of all comfort, sustain your Majesty by the faith of that glorious
wospel which enables the deeply sorrowing to be yet “alway rejoicing?”  May
He guide your Majesty's councils, and may it please Him to continue peace in
your Majesty's days to every purtion of the extended realms that own with
unabated contentment and increased gratitude to the British sceptre.

“ Sjgned in the name and by appointment of the Synod, by, &

The address was adopted, and ordered to be signed by the Moderator and
Clerks, and to be trausmitted to Her Majesty in the usual way.

DELEGATE FIOW CONGRFGATIONAL UNION.

The Rev. W F. Clarke Iaid before the Synod a Commission appeinting him
delegate to thus Synod from the Congre; atioual Union of Canada My, Clarke
addressed the Synod, conveying in warm terms the fraternal greetinzs of the
body with which he i~ connected, and informing the Synod that the Congrega-
tional Lnion would meet in Hamilton this week, and requesting the Synod to
appoint a delegation to attend the meeting of the Union.

The Synod cordilly 1ecipre ated the sentiments of Christian regard expressed
by Mr (larke. and resolved to appoint deputation to attend the meeting of
the Union.  Dr. Burns and Mr. 11 Young were appointed deputies.

APPTICATION OF MR. CHINIQUY.

An cvent in connenion with the mecting of Synod, not the least interesting,
was the appheation of Mr. Chiniquy.  His papers having been laid biefore the
Biinees Consmittee, it w.as recommended by them that his case should be <ub-
mitted O the Synod. A ordingly, at the morning ~cderunt of Tuesday, 10th,
hie was introduced to the Svnod and gave a lengthened address with referenee
1o the poution of things at St Anne'’s, and conclinled with the expression of
a most carnest desire on the part of bimself aud congregation (hiaving resolved
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to leave their present connexion,) to be reccived into connexion with this church,
The addresss was listened to with deep interest, and a comumittee was appointed -
to consider the application of Mr. Chinquy, to confer with him, and to report
at a future seaerunt.  This committee at a subsequent sederunt presented &
report embracing statistical statements with relation to the condition of the
mission to St. Anne's, and recommending that a small committee should pro-
ceed to St Anne's at an early date, to make full inquiry, and in the way of
their finding the way clear, to commit the congregation and Mr. Chiniquy to
the care of the Presbytery of London, to be by them brought before neat meet-
ing of Synod in due form The Synod adopted the report and appointed as the
Committee Messrs. Kemp, Caven, and Scott, of London.

IECEPTION OF MINISTERS, AND LICENSING OF STUDENTS.

On applicatious made, the Synod agreed to sanction the reception of the
following Ministers, viz: Mr. Constantinides, Mr. A. McColl, and Mr. Martin,
Leave was given to take the following students on trials for Course : —Messrs,
W. 1. Murdoch, W. Iuchardson, T. Kellough, L. Cameron, J. K. Hislep, A.
Stewart, and W. McWilliam.

EXAMINATION OF PRESRYTERY AND SYNOD RECORDS,

‘The Records of the several Preshyteries, and of the Synod were examined in
the usual way, and ordered to be attested in terms of the several reperts,

SABBATH SCHOOLS.

A Report on the subject of Sabbath-schools was presented in behalf of the
committee appointed last year by Mr. J. C. Becket.  The Report (which will
be published,) was reccived and adopted.

SUPPRESSION OF INTEMPERANCE.

The Synod took up an overture on the subject of Intemperance, signed by
Mi J. C. Becket and other clders attending the Synod.

On motion of Rev. R. F. Burns, scconded by Rev. Dr. Thornton, it was
unanimously resolved :

1. That the Synod deeply deplore the sad ravages of intemperance in the
Church and in the world, and earnestly entreat all the office-bearers of the
church to use their utmost endeavour by precept and example, to restrain and
remove this widely-extended and destructive vice,

“2. That the liquor traffic, as now legally conducted, tends directly to pro-
mote and perpetuate the evils deplored, and that all legitimate cfforts be
employed to prevent the wider extension and to bring about the ultimate
extinction of this great and growing cvil.

“3. That the several Presbyteries and Sessions of the Church are hereby
recommended to take such steps as in their judgment may seem most expe-
dient and efficignt for the suppression of intemperance, and for the mainte-
nance of a pure and scriptural discipline on this matter, in cach of their
respective congregations,

4. That a standing committee be appointed to take charge of this subject.”

Tho Synod appointed the following as the Committee : Mr. John Smith, Mr,
McLaren, Dr. Thornton, Mr. A. Keunedy, ministers ; and Messrs. D. Kennedy
and J. C. Becket, clders,

REPOKRT OF COLLEGE ROARD.

The College Report was presented by Dr. W. Taylor, who had been ap-
pointed Chairman in the absence of Mr. Topp. The Report, with the exception
(;f the rather important matter of the ordinary College fund, was encouraging.

t stated :

“‘That in the senior class in theology the number of students was 73 in the
second, 12 and in the first, or junior class, 115 in all, 50.  In the senior pre-
paratory class, there were 8 students ; in the second, 14; and in the first, 53
in 2ll 27.  There were thus 57 young ien in trainung for the ministry at vari-

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ous stages of progress—being, as one of the expected fruits of the Union, a
considerable merease since tast year,  The Board further reported that, by the
special effort which hed been made, the greater part of the sum required to
pay off the debt resting on the College bwlding, had heen raised and paid over
to the partics who held the mortgage, and that, if the congregations which
Iitherto had remntted nothing to the fund, would euch send a moderate con-
tribution, the whole debt would be wiped aswvay.  With regard to the ordinary
fund, the Board regretted that there was a very considerable deficiency, as
would be shown by the published accounts  The Board called attention to the
changes sought for in the University of Toronto, in order that the Synod might
take ~uch action in reference thereto as in its wisdom might appear proper in
the circumstances.”

The following resolutions were severally moved, seconded and agreed to,
with reference to the report of the College Board :

“ That the Synod remit to the Finance Committee to take such steps as it
may deem best to secure the regular payment of the Professors’ salaries.

¢ That the cordial thanks of the Synod be given to the Rev, Alexander Topp
for hix Jaborious efforts in devising, and for carrying out the scheme for ligni-
dating the debt on the College building

“That all proper means be used to secure that those congregations that have
not vet centributed to the College Buildings Fund, do their part, so that, if
possible, the entire debt may be ligquidated this year.”

Rev. J. M. King woved, scconded by Rev. Dr. Thornton,

“That a special committee be appointed to take into con~ideration the whole
subject of the preparatory and theological education of candidates for the min-
istry, to consult with the Scnate if they deem it necessary, and to report to the
meeting of Synod next June.”

The motion was carried, and the following members appointed as said com-
mittee : The Moderator, Rev. Dr Thomson, Rev. Messrs. Caven, Dr. Inglis,
Gillespie, Scott (London), Proudfoot, and King.

The Synod agreed that the Pre<by teries shall not send up students to Knox
Colleze, w the theological course, out of the order preseribed in the curricu-
tum enjoined by the Synod.

It was also agreed to recommend to the Board of Management of the Col-
lege, to take into earnest and careful consideration the rate of charges in the
College Boarding House, with the view of having the charges, if possible,
reduced.

On the University question the fullowing motion was submitted by Mr. R.
F. Burns:

“That the Synod instruct the College Board to watch the proceedings of
the Legislature in the matter of the Umwversity of Toronto, and if they see fit
to petition in the name of the Synod, as well a< in their own name, against
any partition of the Univer<ity Fund among the denominationa colleges. They
farther recommend Presbyteries and Sessions to tahe similar action in the
event of arcumstances emerging to rnder such action necessary.”

It was moved in amendment by Dr. Burns, seconded by Dr. Willis:

“That in the present circumstances of the Province and of this Church,
the Xy nod does not deem it expedient to move in this matter.”

My Kemp submitted the following amendment-

“That this Synod resolve to pettion the Legislature and Governor in Coun-
¢il aganst any appropriation of the funds of the University of Toronto, or for
the appropriation of the public funds for the mainteninee or endowment of
denonunational colleges in Canada West, it being the decided opinion of this
Syned that such appropriatim would lead to the destruction of our unsecta-
rian ~ystem of education i this portion of the Provinee, and be a grievous
igustice to a large and influential portion of the community who cannot con-
geientionsly participate in such grants of money.  Appaint al<o a speeial com-
mittee to wateh over any proposed legislation in regard to the above matter,
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and to nse their utmost efforts by petition or otherwise, through the Preshyte-
ries and Sessions of this Chureh, to prevent any such legislative proceedings.”

After lengthened diseussion, Mr. Burns’ motion having been withdrawn, the
vote of the Synod was taken, when 4 voted for the amendment by Dr. Burng,
and 46 by Mr Kemp.

wivows' Frxn.

The Report of the Widow's Fund Committee was read, It presented an
encouraging position of the Fund, which amounts now to upwards of $32,300,
There has been no increase in the number of annuitants.  The Report wag
received and adopted.

The Report presented by Mr. J. M King, on the part of the Committee
appointed to take steps to raice a certain amount from congregations connected
with the former Umted Presbyterian Church, wis of a very gratifying nature.

*The Committee reported that already 50 ministers had sigmfied their inten-
tion to connect thémselves with the fund; that 36492 had been promised
within the three years, and that £2,111 had already been paid.  The Committee
exvressed the hope that by June, 1864, the whole amount would be raised, and
that all the ministers of the late United Presbyterian Synod who had any desire
to yon the fund would be connccted with it.”

The Report was received and adopted, and the Committee re-appointed.

REPORT OF COMMITTEE ON FINANCES OF THE CHURCH.

The Hon J. MeMurrich presented the report of the Committee on the Finances

of the Church, together with the accounts of all the schemes. The report

stated that all the funds were in a favourable state, with the exception of the

College Fund.  The Report was received and adopted, and the thanks of the
Synod given to the Committee.

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON THE AGED AND INFIRM MINISTERS.

Mr J McTavish pre<ented the Report of the Commttee on the Aged and
Infirm Ministers’ Fund.  From the report, it appeared that there were now
three ministers in the fund, so that there is a neces=ity for continued and increas-
ed liberality.  The amount at present available is §715 00. The Repert was
adopted, aud certain regulations which were proposed by the Committee, were
sent down for the consideration of Presbyters The cace of Dr. Cairny, an
aged minister and missionary, was referred to the consideration of the Committee.

PRAYER FOR COLLEGE, &C.

The Synod appointed the first Sabbath of Octolier as a day of special prayer
for Knox College.  The Synod farther agreed to leave it with the Moderator, to
appoint a day for specinl religious services, adapted to the conthition of the
country, when the results of the coming harvest shall have been ascertained,

HOME MISSION COMMITTIE.

The Report of the Ifome Mis~ion Committee was presented by Dr. Thornton,
Convener, on the evening of Thursday, 12th.  The Report will be published
cither in the present or in a future number of the Record. 'rhe Report stated
that at the first mecting for distribution there were 59 applications and ounly
HU missionaries available | at the second meeting the applications were 39, while
the number of preachers was outy 22, The Committee had admitted claims for
aid to the amount of $1,393 73, which they were in a condition to meet, with
a balanee still left. The Synod sustained the Report, and agreed to vecord theie
thanks to the Church in Ircland for their liheral assistance, instructing the
Convener to forward to the Convener of the Miswian Board of tlic Church in
Licland a detached statement of the apphration of funds so hindly furnished
by ther hiberality, together with an expression of their thanks for the assist-
ance furnished during the vear

In connexion with the Home Mis<ion Repart, there was read by Mr. King
areport of the Buxton Mission.  The Report related that * there are two schools
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in connexion with the mission, at which 120 pupils are receiving education,
A school has also been established about four miles from the mussion, attended
by forty-five pupils.  Seven hundred Bibles have been distributed amonyg the
settlers. The library contains six hundred volumes. The mission is out of
debt, and there is 1000 in hand for the erection of new buildings.  Inaddition
to thie usual eapenses of the past year, the sum of 3200 has been expended for
repairs; and for providing materials for a new Lnlding, $327.  The report con-
cluded by stating that a large portion of the missionary expenditure had been
borne Ly the General Asseiubly of the Irish Presbyterian Church,”

RESIGNATION OF PRINCIPAL WILLIS,

On the cevening of Thursday 12th, Principal Willis tendered the resignation
of hi~ position in the Synad, and his connexion with Knox College.  After some
conversation, the Synod appuinted a committee to confer with Dr. Whllis, and
to report the same evening. The committee accordingly reported to the effect
that they had met in conference with Principal Willis, but that he stll con-
sudered it better to tender lus resignation.  The Synod appointed a committee
to confer further with Dr. Willis, empowering them, iff he shall adhere to hig
resignation, to request the Moderator to call a special meeting of Synod, for
the purpose of taking necessary action in the matter.

We may here state that Dr. Willis subsequently intimated to the Committee
his withdrawal of his resignation vn certain grounds stated to the Comnuttee.

APPOINTMENT CF STANDING COMMITTEES.

A Counnittee appointed previously for the purpose of nominating members
for the Standing Committees presented a report embodying the names of mem-
bers of Xynod for the Standing Committees.  The Committees were nominated
accordingly.

REPORT ON STATISTICS.

The Report of the Committee on Statistics was presented by Mr. J. Gray
before the close ef the Synod.  The Report was received and sustained, and
the thauks of the Synad given to the Committee, and especially to the Con-
vener, fur the care and labour expended upon the Report.

REPORT ON HOME AND FOREIGN RECORD.

The Report on the Record was presented by Dr. Jennings, Convener. It
stated the circulation was nearly 6900, while the receipts from 6th June, 1861
to 50th April, 1862, had been $2,137 02.  The Report was reccived and sus-
tained.

OVERTURE FOR GENERAL ASSEMBLY. )

The Synod took up an overture signed by a number of the ministers and
elders of the Synod, proposing to divide the Synod into three Synods and to
form a General Assembly composed of one-fourth of the members of the seve-
ral Preshyteries.  The overture having been read, it was moved by Mr. Cross,
seconded by Mr. T. Wardrope, thgt the overture be received, and sent down
to Presbyteries and Sessions, to be reported on at next meeting of Synod.

It was moved in amendment by Mr. J. Ress, seconded by Mr. Ferguson,
that the overture be rejected as premature.  The motion of My, Cross was
carried by a majority, and the Syned decided accordingly.

MEMORIAL FROM RED RIVER.

A memorial from Red Ruver on the subject of dancing was brought before
the Synod. It was referred to the Presby tery of Torounto.

STATED COLLYCTIONS.

The stated Synodical Colicctions were appointed to be taken up as last
Fear,
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OTITER MATTFRS.

A petition from Rev. Mr. A, F. Kemp with reference to a debt incurred by
tic publication of the Digest of the Minutes of the Nynod of the Preshyterian
Giareh of Canada,  The petitien was favourahly received, and it was agreed
tiat the debt be discharged out of the balance of the Synod Fund

On application made to the Synod the station of Orangeville, within the
ounds of Presbytery of Huron, was tranferred to the Presbytery of Grey.

Tt was agreed to present an adidress<to the Governor General of the Province.

Sundry matters were left over till next Synod, viz  two overtures with
wrference to the Standing Commitlees of the Synod, their constitution, and the
payment of expenses of members; two petiions for transference from the
2resbytery of Paris to that of London; the rcturns of Preshyteries with
seference to Home Missions, distribution of Preachers, and Forms of Process,
«c., &c, (with the exception of the Formulaand Questions which were adopted
with the change of the word *“never” into “ nn(,” and with the exeeption also
of the Standing Orders which were adopted at a previous sederunt)  The
regulations in Home Missions, &c. were agaia enacted ad inlerim until pext
stated meeting of Synod.

CONCLUSION. 3

After a cordial vote of thanks had been passed to the Committee of Accom-
modation, the Trustees of Knox's Churdi, and the Ladies of the several
congregations in Toionto for their hindness in promnoting the comfort of the
members of the Synod, the Moderator requested Dr. Burns to offer up prayer.
Part of the 122nd Psalin was then sung, and the Synod was closed with the
apostolic benediction, after a sumew hat tedivus but not unpleasant meeting

in our last number we referred to the opening of the annual meeting of this
court. The whole proceedings were mteresting, and the reports in connexion
with the nussions, both domestic and foreign, were eneouraging. At home,
there are 145 congregations receiving aid from the Home Mission fund, most of
these congregations being misstonary congrezations,  ‘Fheir Fordign Missions
now embrace 26 congregations in Jamaica, three in 1'rinidad, five stations in
01d Calabar, two congregations in South Africa, three stations in India, and
four in different parts of Aftica and Europe with special reference to the Jews,
The sum of £1,200 is also given annually to and the Dvangelical Socicties ia
France and Belgumn.  The amount contributed during the 3 car was, for Foreign
Missions, £17,578; for Home Missions, £5,810; and for the Gospel Ministry
Fund, £1,027; there was also raised for the Aged and Infirm Ministers’ Fund,
£1,225, making the capital now £18,000,

The subjeet of National Edueation, with special reference to the Lord Advo-
cate’s Bill occupied attention,  Resolutions were passed by a large majority,
affirming (1} the lawfulness of the civil government providing for the secular
education of the people; (2) that religious instruetion i< the provinee, not of
the civil government, but of parents and of the chur-h; (3) that any system
of natioral instrucdon should be aided move or less by local assessment, and
managed by local boards; (4) approval of the absence of any religious test in
the Bill introduced; (5) that the Synod shall seck the removal of certain
objectioaable features in the Bill, especally the provisions relating to rural
schools, and grants to Episcopalians and Roman Catholies ; and (6) that grants
to denominational sehools ave peculiarly obnoxions, and that all pretext for
such might be avoidad.

A Report was reee ved fraom the Committee on Royal Proclamations of Fasts,
Thank-givings, &c, staing the result of a conference with the Lord Advocate,
to the eifect that they haa sabmitted to him the importance of removing the
language of authority from such cdicts, and giving a simple invitation, and that
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the Tzord Advocate had explained himeelf as favourable to the cbject they hid
in view.

The subject of Theological Education engaged a large share of attentio.
There were several overtures brought forward and discussed at great lengh,
Many were favourgble to an extension of the sessjon, which bas hitherto ben
only two months.  This change would leave involved the separation of tie
Professors from Pastoral charge<. It has beeir agreed in the meantime tiat
no change shall take place. .\ proposal too to have a General Assembly car-
sisting of representatives of the several Presbyteries has not found favour.

A Committee was presented by the Committee on christian umon.  The
report stated that the Committee were not prepared to suggest any immedive
steps towards union with any of the sister churches; but they recommended
certain resolutions referring (1) to the ovils of division amony those who e
agreed in matters of faith and woership ; (2) to the progress made of late years
in liberality of sentiment and friendly feeling, a change which should eall forta
deep thankfulness to God; (3) to the umportance, as a means of promoting
christian union, of exercising matual forbearance in points on which there may
be differences.  The Report further recommended that the Synod re-appoiit
the Committee with instructions to report from time to time.  The Report was
received and the thanks of the Synod given to the Committee. 1t was not
deemed necessary, however, to re-appoint the Committee.

Several foreign deputies were present and addressed the Synod, viz D
Revel of Florence, Dr. Moned of Paris, and M Anct of Belgium.  The Synod
was addressed by Dr. Ormiston and Messes, Laing and McLaren, Mmisters of
our own church.  We are glad to =ay that our brethren were most warmly
received, and that the most friendly feelings were expressed towards our
Canada Presbyterian Church,

With reference to the Bicentenary of the Fjection of the Nonconforming
Ministers in 1602, the Synod recomniended that their congregations in England
should unite with their brethren there in the eommemoration, and that Minis-
ters in Scotland should direct the attention of their people to the subject on the
24th of Augast,

We should have stated that that Rev. Dr. John Taylor formerly of Toronto,
was warmly welcomed and received as a Minister without charge.

SYNOD OF PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH IN ENGLAXND.

The twentieth annual meeting of the Synod of the Presbyterian Church in
England was held in London, in Regent Square Church, beginning on the 12th
May. Rev. Mr. Ballantyne of Trinity Preshyterian Church, Islington, was unani-
mously chosen Moderator. On taking the chair he delivered an able and wmpres-
sive address, referring to the loss which the church had sustained in the death
of onc of their members, Mr. Duncan of Newecastle, and especially by the
death of Principal Cunningham ; and also to the measures which were being
adopted with a view to vnion, and dwelling particularly and at considerable
length on the gjection of the non-conforming ministers in 1662,

At the very outset of the proceedings at scemed as if the harmony of the
Synod would be disturbed by the introduction of the organ question. It
came up in this way .\ petition had been laid before the Committee on Bills
and Overtures from members of the congregation in Excter, prayving to be
allowed to use an organ.  The Committee on Bills, &e., had refused to trans-
nut the petition on the ground that it had not come up through the inferior
court~  After some discussion the action of the Comnuttee was sustained by
a vote of 71 to 45,

The Report on Foreign Missions was read by Dr. Hamilton, and was of a
very encouraging and gratifving nature.  The accounts of the China Missions
ware particuiarly grattying.  Connected with the Mission there are now five
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churches, and a station at Anhai, embracing in ali 335 church membere, the
acressions during the year being about 70 The want of additional missiona-
rics was greatly felt  One of the missionanies, Mr. Grant, is no longer avail-
able in conzequence of a change of view on the subject of baptism.  The
income of the year was £2500, including contributions fiom children and
Sabbath Schools to the amount of £270, The Report was unanimously
adopted.

The Report of the Comuittee on union with the United Presbyterian Church
wis given in by Dr. Hamilton, Tt seferred to the means adopted for the pro-
motion of union, especially several non-official meetings of office-bearers of the
tvo churchex, and the administration of the communion to members of the
two churches.  The Report was adopted and the Committee reappointed. A
deputation from the United Presbyterian Church was introduced and received
with applause.  The deputation consisted of Drs Robson and Lindsay of
Glasgow, Dr. Thomsoen of Fdinburgh, with Messrs, Scott of Manchester and
Stitt of Liverpool.  These deputies addressed the Synod on the desirableness
and importance of union, and en motion of Pr. McCrie a resolution was
adopted warmly reciprocating the friendly sentiments which they had ex-
pressed.

The College Report was given in by Mr. A T. Ritchie. The Report was on
the whole encouraging, but strongly urged the importance of two things, viz:
an endowment, and a more abundant supply of students.  The Report was
adopted and the thanks of the Snad voted to Mr. Fergucon for his exertions in
connection with the endowment fund, which amounted now to £2,333,

The subject of the St. Bartholomew Biventenary occupied the attention of
Synon. 1t was introduced by an overture from Dr. MeCrie. The Synod
adopted the following motion as their decision on this subject:

*That the Synod, approving of the overture, would eapress their sympa-
thies with the leading principles hield, as well as with the spirit displayed by
the 2,000 ministers ¢jected on the 24th of August, 1662 ; and, witheut intend-
ing to pronounce any judgment upon others, they cannot but admire, and
admiring record to the praise of Divine grace, tlie conduet of our Presbyterian
fathers, who were enabled to bear such a nolle testimony to the power of
Christian principle, and who chose rather to sufler aflfiction for their Noncon-
formity than to forfeit the inestimable privilege of having a conscience void of
oflence towards tiod and man ; and the Synod recommend that steps be taken
Ly the ministers of thus Church to bring before their people—from the pulpit
or otherwisc—that memorable example of love and loyvalty to the Divine Ilead
of the Church, ‘notwithstanding whatever tiibulation and persecution may
arise’—an example which has had so important a bearing on the social and
religious interests of these Jands.”

Several deputations from other churches addressed the Synod besides that
from the United Presbyterian Church, viz: one from the IFree Church of
Scotland and one from the Presbyterian Church in Ireland. Dr. M. I’ Aubigne
and Dr. Kevel were also present and were warinly recerved.

The Report on Statisties stated that,

** The number of congiegations had in the last seventeen years inereased
from 73 to 99, whilst a new Preshytery (Birmingham) had in the same period
been called into existen: There were 10 vacancies in process of being filled.
Several ministers havir fiiled to fill up and transmit the schedules issued by
the Synod, a complefe and accurate return could not be furnished in this re-
port; but, making allowance for the defaulting congregations, there were about
450 elders and 350 deacons in the Churel, with a considerable number, proba-
bly 50, managers in place of deacons.  The communicants were hetween
19,000 and 20,000 ; and the <ittings occupied from Sabhath to Sabhati 30,000,
There were 1,500 Sabbath School teachers, and 14,000 ccholar<,  The evisting
churches could contain 51,000 sitters, and new ones are being built.  Church
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debts amount to £20,000.  There are 31 manses in all, with debts amounting
to .£1,450.

*The stipends paid to all the ministers amount to upwards of £16,000 per
annum ;. and the sums raised throughout the Church for 2ll purposes during
the past year was £40,000.”

The Synod adopted the Report, approved the great ditigence of the Converer
and reappointed the Committee.

GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF FREE CHURCH OF SCOTLAND.

The Assembly met on the 22nd May. 'The opening serman was preached
by Dr. Candhsh, the retiring Moderator, from 1 Cox. \ii. 4, 5, 6, 12 and 13,
The sermon was claracterised by all the ability and cloquence of Iir. Candlish.
On the motion of Dr. Candlish, scconded by the Earl of Dalhousie, Dr. Guth-
rie was cleeted Moderator for the year, and on {aking the chair delivered an
cloquent address, which was received with great applause.

The matters which were hefore the Assembly were so numerous that it
would be utterly impossible for us to glance at them all. We shall notice a
few of the more important topies.

JEWISH MISSIONS,

The Report on the Jewish Missions was presented by Mr, Wood of Elie, in
the absence of Mr. Moady Stewart. The report was of a favourable character.
The financial “ate of the Mission was more favourable than in former years,
the receipts having been £2,857, a slight increase on the preceding year. The
report referred to the operations at Amsterdam, Breslau, Pesth, and Constan-
tinople, at all which places the missionaries are exerting a very considerable
influence. At Amsterdam the Sabbath serviees are attended by from 1,200 to
1,600, among whom many are Jews. At Pesth, the number of children en-
rolled in the schools 1s 308, of whom 18t are Jewish children. At Amsterdam
a family of <ix persons had been received into the church during the year.
'The Committee have sent a missionary to Haly to labour among the Jews.
Mr. Swartz from Amsterdam addiessed the Assembly, after which, on the
motion of Dr. Candlish, the report was adopted.

This was aa amount larcer than in in any year since the disruption, except
the year 18,8-9, when a large amount was received through legacies, for the
Aged and Infirm Ministers’ fund.

REPORT ON POPERY.

The Report on Popery was given in by Dr. Bege.  The report referred to
the Protestant Institute for Seotland, to the labours of Dr. Wyhe in conduct-
ing classes of students in Fdinburgh and Glasgow, where the young men were
instructed and trained in the Popish controversy, and o the necesaity of <ome-
thing being done to chieck the active support given to Popery by the British
Government, by whow upwards of £200,000 a year is given for the support of
Popery.  The report was approved and the Committee reappointed.
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REPORT OF COLONIAL COMMITTEE.

The Colonial Report was presented by Dr Bonar. It referred to the unions
lately effected in Nova Scotia, Canada, and Australia, te the progres< of Pres-
byterianism in the Colonies generally, and the importance of sending out
additional ministers.  In laying this report on the table Dr. Bonar gave an
able and lengthened address, earnestly pleading fir additional interest and aid
in behialf of the Colonies,  In connexion with this report addresses were
delivered by Dr. Ormiston, Messes, Lung and McLaren, as well as representa-
tives from some other Colonial churches. Ourown brethren were most heartily
received, and the characteristic address of Dr Ormiston called forth repeated
applause.  On the motion of Dr. Begg, seconded by Major General Andersen,
the report was adopted.

The part of Dr. Bonar's report bearing on the Continental Department was
presented at a subsequent dict. It referred to the evangelistic efforts earried
on in France, 1taly, Beleivm and othier places on the continent. Dr. Monod of
Paniz, M Anet of Bruseells, Dr. Revel of Florence and My, Swartz of Amster-
dam, addressed the Assembly and gave interesting information with veference
to the progress of religion on the Continent.

NEW COLLLGE ELECTIONS,

Ever since the lamented death of the late Principal Cunningham much inte-
rest has been felt and expressed with reference to filling up of the vacancy in
the principalship and the profescorship of Church History. Various names
were propesed, although throughout the church the general feeling was in
favour of Dr, Candlish being appointed to the principal-hip. The appoint-
ment came before the Assembly on Tuesday, the 27th ~ For the professorship
there were three nominations, viz: Mi. R. Runy of Edinburgh, Mr. Idlay
Burns of Dundee, and Mr. Laughton of Grenock.  On the first vote Mr. Burns
had 236 votes, and Mr. Laughton 156. On the second vote Mr Rainy had
230 and Mr. Burns 202, Mr. Rainy was accordingly declared elected. For
the principalship two were propused, viz. Dr. Candlish and Dr James Bucha-
nan, one of the professors of the New College.  The vote having been taken
Dr. Candish was clected by a majority of 162, the number being for Dr.
Candlish 253, and for Dr. Buchanan 126,

REPORT (¥ HOME MISSION COMMITTEE.

The THome Miz<ion Report was given in by Dr. Roxburgh. It stated that
the totalamount of contributions for the year had been £4307, leaving a balanee
in favor of the Committee of £1884, Mr, Webster had bequeathed £1000 to
Home Mission scheme.  The Report further stated that 44 probationers have
been employed at stations; five eatechists at missions not yet erected into
stations | nine ministers ordained in connenion with territorial churches; 14
probationers employed in tarritorial miscious in large towns; 17 students em-
ployed by the Committee ; 24 ministers of church extension charges, receiving
grants from Committee, and 46 ministers employed in evangelistic labours
during the summer.

‘I'he Report was adopted and the scheme commended to the sympathy and
support of the Church.

COLLEGE REPORT.

Dr. Henderson gave in the College Report. Tt stated the income of the
Genceral College Fund to he £3744 65 24, the eapenditure being £3403 95, 2d.
The debt on the College Building was £3,0:31 14, tud, for the liquidation of
which little had been done durmg the year.  The Report stated further the
arranzements which were i progress for having a colleague and successor
appointed to Dr. Duncan, Professor of Hebraw  The Repmt was adopted, the
Assembly making several arrangements with reference to the salunes of pro-
fessors at Aberdeen.
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RELIGIOUS KEVIVAL.

The important subjeet of Religious Revival was brought before the Assembly
by Dr. Wood, the convener of the Committee on Religion and Revivals. It
referted to the revival of religion which has been going on for some time, and
to the resalts of the revival moveent as tfested by the experience of the past
year. [t mentioned the fact that in a few places there had been a second
movement of revival, while in several places where there had not been any
1evival before, there had been during the past year a great work of conversion
and revival, 1t referred also to revivals abroad  Several members addressed
the Asscmbly on the salyeet, and on the motion of Dr. Candlish, the report
was adopted and its recommendations approved, especially the proposal to issue
pastoral letters for genaial arculation. It was agreed also that the week
beginning 220d June, should be observed as a scason of thanksgiving for the
outpouring of the Spirit as well of confession of sin, and prayer for still more
abundant awahenings,

BICENTENARY COMMEMORATION,

"Phe subject of the Commemoration of the cjectment of the non-conforming
mimsters of 1662, wias hrowght before the Asscmbly by several overtures from
Syauds and Presby teries. Dr. Walie and others addressed the As~embly on
the subject, and the Assembly agreed that * considermyg the importanee of
keeping before the minds of the people the areat prineiple for which so many
of the saints and servants of the Most High, both in England and Scotland
testified and sullered in 1662 and subsequent years, appont all ministers to
preach on the subjeet, on the first Sabbath of November, and that a committee
be appomted to prepare a suitable address on the subject, to be circulated
throughout the congregations of the Chweh,”

TOREIGN MI SION REPORT.

The Forcign mission Report was laid on the table by Dr. Tweedie, Convener
of the Committee.  The Report stated on the subject of funds, that the income
had been 14,712 H @d |, but that wath last year's balance, there was still a
balance in haud of £2,163 3x,  The Report gave a condensed view of all the
missions  Tn Caffraria there are 21 stations, d ordained European mis~ionaries,
4 Ewropean teachers, 15 native teachers, 613 communicants and 312 baptized
adherent~ thirty clildren during the past vear, and #7 adults had been baptized.
"The mi~~ton staiions themselves had conttibuted during the year, £297 11~ 8d
The following is a tabular view of the mis<jons in India,

The
Report was received, and the Committee reappointed, with Dr lanna as
Convener, Dr Tweedie, who has been Convena for 15 years, having, to the
great regret of all parties, resigned the convenership.

THE EDLCATION SCHEME.

The \~~embly agreed unanimously (o 2 motion approving of the Report of the
Committee un Education and a National Education, laid on the table by Dr.
Candhish The Lord Advocate havine withdrawn his Educational Bill, there
was Iintle for the Assembly to do o the matter The feeling was, however,
stranzly expressed in fvour of a national system instead of denouwmational.

The mecting of the Assembly was closed with a deeply impressive address
from the Modaator .
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GENFRAL ASSEMBLY OF THE ESTABLISHED CHURCH OF
SCOTLAND.

The Assembly met on Thursday, 22nd May, and was opened ‘with sermon
by the retiving Moderator, Dr Smith, of Inverary.  Dr. Bisset, of Bourtie, was
elected Moderator,  Lord Belbaven was the Lord High Commissioner.  Dr.
Couk, of St Andrews, was then eleeted Prineipal Clerk of As<cmbly, in ropm
of the late Dr. Simpron, and Principal Tulloch was appointed to the sccond
clerkship, vacant by the promotion of Dr. Cook,

The Azcembly resotved, almost unanimously, to petition Parliament against
the Lord Advocate's Edacation Bill,

The Report of the Colonial Committee was presented vy Profescor Stevenson.
The Report was of an interesting and encouraging nature  ‘The income for the
Colomal scheme had been £6,000,

Professor Mitehell gave in the Report on the Jewish Missions. .\t all the
stations—Salonica, Smyrna, Alexandna, and Abyssinia, progress was reported.,
The income for the year had been £3,961 6+ 6d,

The Report on the Indian Mixsions was given in by Dr. Crack.  The Report
referred to the mode of conducting missionary operations, and to the opinion
that some attention should be given to putely evangelical cfforts, and less to
education.  This subject was sent down to Presbyteries for their consideration,
Theincome of the Mission, for the past year, had been £4,804, being an increase
of £675 on the preceding year.

The Dunlop case, or the chaige brought against Rev, My, Gebbie for heresy
and extravagance in connexion with the revival wmeetings in his parish, was
before the Assembly on Tuesday, 27th. Some of the counts of the libel were
found proven, and a Committee was appomted to confer with Lim - The Report
of thi~ Committee was, on the whole, favourable to Mr. Gebbie, who was
admonished to be more careful and circumspeet for the future, and to avoid alt
oceasion of unreasonable and unseriptural eacitement,

There was a lively dizenssion on the subject of the Scotel Benefice Act
(Lord Aberdeen’s). It was moved by Dr. Lee, that the Assembly petition the
Legislature for the repeal of this act. This was opposed by the Procurcter of
he Church, Mr. Cook, whese motion carried against Dr. Lee’s by a vote of 145
to 91,

Several other subjects, such as Education, the Eldership engaged the atten-
tion of the .A~sembly, which was divsed on Monday, 2nd June, with an address
from the Moderator.

ANNUAL MEETINGS OF ECCLESIASTICAL BODIES IN CANADA.

Svyxon or Pressyrertaxy Cuvren or Cavsna ax Covvexioy wird the
Citrent op Scoreavn.—This Body met the Jast Tuesday of May in St An-
drew’s Chureh, Toronto  The Rev. Principal Leiteh of Queen's College was
eleeted Moderutor for the year.

The Report of {he Trastees of Queen's College stated that the numhber of
students in the various faculties at the close of last Nession wus as follows
Auts, 39 5 Theolozy, 225 Medicine, 85 Law, T—total, 153 The report re-
ferred to the plan proposed with respeet to the University, viz - to have one
National Umiveraity Board at which cach College shall be equally represented,
to be called the University of Upper Canada, the course of study and the
graduation exanunation being regulated by this University Board.  The report
was adopted by the Synod.

An averture was presented by the Preshytery of Guelph i favour of Synod
sending one or more nu~~tonaries to Vancouver's Island and Biiti<h Columbis,
The overture was adopted and the subject refurred to a committee,
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The Annual Report on the Jewish and Forcign Mission was presented. The
resignation of Dr Epstein was mentioned.  The report was adopted.

The Report of the Temporalities Board was presented by Mr. J. Paton. The
report ~tated that owing to the increase of ministers the Board was compelled
to come to the conelusion not to put the names of any more ministers on the
list of those who receive allowances until the state of the fund enables them
tu.do ~o, amd that payments after 1t July neat must depend on the additional
funds which may be placed at the disposal of the Committee.  'The recipts
for the year had been 235,145 03, The expenditure had been $38, 10,

The subjects of Sablath observance, Sabbath Schools, and the French Caua-
dian Missious vecupned the attention of the 8ynod.  There were also a nuniber
of appeal vases which took up a large portion of time  With reference to the
musical instrument in St. Andrew's Chiarch, Toronte, the Synod decided by a
majority that the congregation be at hberty to retain it.

Meetine oF Coxereaationat. Usion.—The Congregativnal Union of Canada
tact in Hanadton on the second Wednesday of June. The Univn gave a very
decided espression of opimon as to the University question, Tt was anew
resolved to petition against the appropriation of the University funds or of
any other funds to denominational Colleges,

Addresses were delivered on the subjects of *English Nonconformity in
1662, and Canadian Nonconformity in 1862,

The Rev Dr Burns addressed the Union as a delegaie from the Canada
Presbyterian Church.

Svaub ok tuE Diocesk of Toroxto.—The Synod of the Diocese of Toronto
hald its annaal wecting duning the third week of June.  The procecdings were
of considerable intercst. After a lengthened discussion resolutions were
adopted i favour of scparate seliouls. .\ report was prescated approving of
the affiliation of Trinity College with the University of Upper Canada under
the proposed nuw arrangement,  But the Bishop was averse to the arrange-
ment, and after o discussion the report was withdrawn, and the proposal thus
fell to the ground.

Meeting o Westnyay Cozrerexce.—The Wesleyan Conference met at
Belleville in the beginmng of last month.  In the absence of the respected
Pre~ident of the Conference, who was seriously ill, Dr. Wood was chosen
President.

MEETINGS OF ECCLESIASTICAL BODIES IN THE UNITED STATES,

Geserar Assevpty or Pressyvrow N Cuaurcn, 0. 8 —This body met at
Columibus, Ui, on the Uth May.  After sarmon by the retiting Moderator,
the Rev, Dr. Buekus, of Baltimore, the Assembly proceeded to clect 2 Mode-
rator, when the Rev. Dr. Beatty was elected by a madority.

The usul matters connected with the work in the Home and Foreign field
occupicd the attention of the Assembly.  The Foreign Mission: Report was, on
the vhole encowraging A debt of $10,620, which had existed atthe beginning
of the year, had been cleared off entirely ; and the general work, at the same
time, curied on. The Committee, however, called for more hberality, as they
had thirteen new nussionaries under appointment, whose sending out would
require $30,0000,

The report on Theologieal Seminaries was encowmaging. At Princeton the
classes were well attended, there beng inall 171 students, of whom 4 com-
pleted their curriculum At Allegheny there were 148, of whom 33 completed
their course. At Danville, the number of students was greatly diminished by
tne war, the number in attendance being only 11, At Chicago there were 11
students, of whom 3 completed their course. Resolutions were adopted, sus-
taining the Report, and expressing gratitude to the Great Head of the Chnrch
for the measnre of success attwnding the older Seminarices of the Church.
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There was a protracted discussion on a paper introduced by ssr. Brecken-
ridge on the subject of the state of the country. The paper, whick was
decidedly i favour of the Union, w vas, after long discussion, adopted by a voto
of 206 to 20,

Gexerat, Assedpry or Pressvreriax Cnveon No S.—The General As<embly
of the New School Presby terian Church took place at Cincinnati. The Avsem-
bly had ats attention occupned withe the considaation of the wsual matters con-
nected with ther dotestic work and with their Foreign Missions. It was
resolved to engage again in missionary work in the South. The suhject of
urion with the O1d Scoo! Churcl cugaged their attention. There appears to
be a growiug desire for union, aud it Chias beea agreed that there shall be an
interchange of deputations.

Geaerat, Assevpiy o e Usiten Pressy reiiasy Cucrein.—This body met
in Pittsburgh.  The Rev. J.'T Conper was elected Moderator.  The reports in
conticction with the missions of the Churcl were cncouragng. It was resalved
to cuter on unssionary work 1o the Southiern States and w California g alvo to
re:nfuree the snission in China. It waswagreed to open up friendly intercourse
with the General Assembly of the Presby terian Church in the United States,
0. 8.

Misstoxvany axn Rentciovs Soctiries iy Brorars.—The Newsof the Cliurches
and other journals give full accounts of the recent Annual Meetings of the
Mis<ionary and Religious Socicties in Britain,  The great Miscionary Societies,
the Bible Society, the Tract Society, continue to prosper. The total 1eecipts
from ordinary income of the British and Foreign Bible Society, for the past
year, amounted to £167,654 Is. 4d, bemg £319 14s. 9d. more than in any
former year.  The Tract Society had issued, during the year, 41,661,007 pub-
heations.  The receipts for benevolent purposes amountad to £12,770 95, Sd.

not only have a house, but a decent one, and that, two, «f vur crpense.” Whe
could gun-ay such <ound practical theology as that.  Of comse, 1 had nn
conscientious seruples preventing my submission st once to such reasonable
and agrecable logic.

M. Hall has been preaching to large congregations there, as a great number
of peaple bound for Carrthoo have been wmpcllul to remain at that point,
owing to the ~carcity of provisions farther up.

I have had small congregaunns lere, composed, too, principally of strangers
on thuir way to the mines.  Lvery week we have some leaving us, the next
steamer Lringing in others to oceupy their places on Subbath, and <o on with
one relay after another; so that, though I never have had a lar ae eongregation
at one tune, 1 have preached toa ln;.:c number of people, en«lc‘uounng “farth-
fully to preach Chnist “exalted a Prince and a Saviour, for to give repentance
to Isracl and forgiveness of ~ins.™

I have felt a solemn responsibility resting upon me in such eircumstane:s,
knowmg that many for weehs hefore they Lune reachied this poiat, have had no
opportumty of attendimng pubilic worsinp, and that for a long time to come they
may be entirely destitute of the means of srace Forstancy, for the last two

Sabbath~ 1 hate had two Scotehmen who Tis u«l tany years in Canada, attend-
mg the services, one of whom las been for <ix and” the other for three vears
thrmwh Californ, Utab, and other Tonitorics, aud Lave nover in all that
time heard the voiee of a Presby tetan Minster. On the Sabbath after their
arnival here, <auntering up the stroet at the hour of ~ervicg, they heard what
they thought was !’u:\}:) tenan paalm singine. 1o they came to see what was
going on, and <o earnestly did they hsten, that my attention was particularly
turned towards them ;) and when at the close of the services 1 ashed them who
they were, and told them b was a Presbyterian Minister sent out from Canada
as a Missonary, oh! Siry it would have aliundantly recompensed you for a
week's hard and discouraging labour, to bave seen the lighiting up of the features,
and recewve the warm grecting that there took piace. May the God of all grace
plant deeply and water mehly the seed sown e these and many such unex-
pected and ‘providential mecting=!

Theugh oar congregations in Victoria are <mall, the place ix fall of Pre<by -
terians, or those who onee were, nany of thetr very wealthy and influential,
but who will not now give any suppart or countenance to the Church of thar
Fathers, or the Mimsters of that Church  Nor ean we reason: ably expeet they
wonid.  When men have been neglected for years by their own C hurch—are
attentively waited upon, and counsclied, and” comforted, and warned and flat-
tered, l|n1n\(1\u\ warried, ther cubileen baptized, their dead haried, and vfo-
ations and patronage ohtained for thomselzex and their Jriends, by ministers
of other denominations; and when, in addition to all this, lh(-v have contributed
hberally to ereet churches for these ministers, 1~ it to be wondered at by any
man who know~ what 1~ in man, that the cold <houlder is now turned to Pres-

byteriamsin, and Presbyterian Ministers, when they come so late upon the
field.
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Though there were none here whom we should specially care for, up to this
time our Mission ix of the utmost importance, as so many of our people are
comng here from all quarters.  In the suburbs of the city there is at present
a large encumpment of newly arrived emigrants, living in tents, resting for a
few dl\ <, getting formation and the nee essary outlit, .unll»ru-ll\mw lhvm\cl\'c
into the manner of living they must adopt When they reach the for-famed
Catriboo  On Wednesd: ny Last ™1 visited them, for the purpose of distributing
tracts, talhing with them, and announcing an open dir serviee beside their terts
n the evening, Here T met with Presbytarians from Seotland, breland, New
Brunswick, United States and Canada

In the evening Mr. Hall, who had anived from New Westminster, preached
in the midst of the tents to a very Inge congregation made up off ~1H denorni-
mtions, and most attentively did they listen to an able and appropriate dis-
course upon the parable of the lost sheep  Howas no sign of weakness Lo see
the tear start from the eyves of many of those young, hardy, energetie looking
adventurers, when aftecting 1eference was made to the lonely wanderer far
away from native land, dml home and friends, hut who at the same time had
the Lord to provide for them, and who could hete as well as at howme say in
filial confidence, * The Lord i my Father, yea, the Lord 1s my Shepherd—the
good Shepherd, and T shall not want.”  When T commenced the services by
giving out a P=alm, 1 was astonished to see so many Psalin books or Bibles
with Psalms, pulled out of coat pockets, and in good old Presby terian fushion,
each one reading for himeelf; and when Brother Hall, assisted Ly the Ru. G,
Murray’s son from Prine cton, Canada W, started woodold * Ballonma,” every
head was uncovered, and every voice se erned e out with an energy and earn-
cstness that pews and pulpits and ceiled houses ~eldom hear.  Aid as< we
pratsed and prayed, and 1ead, and hstened to the eloquent preacher of sound
Seriptural doctrine and precepts, and intereeded at a throne of grace, with the
woods behind us, the city before us, and the clear blue sky ~{h'>u' us, for eur-
selves, our n«l\)]»u\l wunu\ our dear fricnds, sud aative lands far aws v, v,
sir, we felt in the very depthis of our souls that it was goud to Le therg, and
that truly Tsraci's Shepherd was good wnto us

I have received a number of letters of intioduction Ly the hands of young
men, from ministers of vur charch in Kmg-ton, I wnilton, Puit Dover, mm-
heim, Gudph, London, St Mary’s, Erin, Innerhip, Grimsby, and Woodville.
Many youny men 1 have met with aceidentally fiom other conregations, such
as Galt, Sarn, Chnton, Bowmannville, &e. 1 would have Leen very much
aratitied, however, had they had a line to me, so that they might come and
tind aee out, and that I might et acquainted with them, K.

I do carnestly trust that you will have sent out here another missionary
Lefore this reaches you.  Victoria and New Westminstor shoulil be constantly

oceupied by us, and there should Le aie mgre, if not two, to g at unce up the
country wliere tie vast oty of the people will be fur the swmme months,
I am strongly of the opimon that 2 wonth w so 1 should go preaclung—
D. V.—in the towns l;\' the way, ‘lml holding services with our prop e at
the mines for a few Sabbaths, \Ir Flall and 1 have Just now under consudera-
ton the propricty of domg this, and having fortmghtly ~crviees in the places
now occupied. I you send us a brother soonat wall greatly relieve us i our
present diliculty, and be the means of carrying the glad tidings of 4 free and
full salvation to those beyond our reach.

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REPORT OF TIIE COMMITTEE ON HOME MISSIONS, AND FOR THE
IMSTRIBUTION OF PROBATIONERS,

The Committee on Home Missions (to which was entrusted the distribution
of Probationers) have to report that the first mecting was held on the 2nd of
October, 1561, at which period all the Preachers connected with both branches
of which the Synod s composed, were to be at dl\p0< L. Applications having
been presented fiom the different Presbyteries, your Committee,while fur nished
with tokens of the eatension of our cause throughout the l’lonnoe were, at
the outeet, met with no small ground of discouragement, owing to the very
inadequate supply.  For while the wants of Preshyteries required no fewer
than 59 Mobationers, your Comupttee had enly 50 to dispose of.  These were
allocated as follows, viz:—

To the Presbytery of Montreal, three, for the period of six months.

To Ottawa, two, for six month\, aud one more, ater three months

T'o Brockville, one for six months, and onc fur thrce months

To Kingston, two for three months cacli. To Colourg, one for six months,
and one for three.  To Ontario, three for three months each, extending
over the period of =ix months.

To Toronto, one for three months, with what assistance could be obtained
from the College.  To Guelph, three for three months each, and one for
six months  To Hamilton, two for three months each, and one for sia
months  To Paris, three for three months each.  To London, five for
three months cach, and two for six months each. To Stratford, two for
three months each.

To Iuron, two for six months, and two for three months each; and to Grey.
one for six monthg, and two for three months,

Tt was agreed that these appointments should extend fiom the third Sabbath
of October to the second Sabbath of April, inclusive

The Committee again met on 2nd April, 1862, for a rearrangement of the
Supply ; and to counsider and dispose of applications for aid from the Home
Miscion Central Fund.  The applications from Presbyteries; as well as the
number of Probationers, were found o be somewhat fess than before, the ap-
phications amounting to 53 and the Preachurs to 22 Yet there is reason to
believe that the decrease of Presbyterial demands is not attributable to de-
crease in their actual wants so much as to a more cortect pre<entation of these
claims, by Jdassing more carefully those stations within ther bounds which
could be supplied together.  To sceure accuracy in this matter, forms of ap
plication for the respective Preshyteries were, in accordance with the require-
ments of Synod, prepared and issued, by filling up which it may be clearly
seen what stations can e supplied tnrv( :ther—those which are in an advanced
condition and to be regarded as vacancies ready to call ministers, and sue l) a~
are to be more stricily regarded a< missionary labour.

To supplement the list of Probationers the number of 22 students was
added, and the list then presented an aggregate of 44 labourers for the mission
field  The whole were disposed of in the following manner, viz - —

To Montreal, three; to Ottawa, four, to Brochville, three; to Kingston, three,
to ( olmur" t‘u‘('c, to Ontarin, ilnco to Toronta, five for three monthis :
to (.u(lph four; to Hamilten, one Tor six months, and three for three
months cach to Paiis, two; to London, nine for three months each; to
Stratford, two for three wonths cach; to Huron, two; and to Girey, two
All, except where mentioned, were allotted for the period of six months

At the rocond meeting of Comnntiee & communication was laid before them
from Bruce Mines, and was referred to a sab-committee, but upen which ne
action has yet been taken,

In regard to applications for aid from the Central Fund, and the disposal of
them, your Committee feit no small difficulty. At the date of the Committec™s
meeting a very few Preshy terics only had contributed anything to the Fund,
and yet there seemed to have been a very general impression provnhn" that
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the funds in the hands of your Committee were very ample. Some of theso
applications were of such a nature as your Committee dul not feel warranted
to catertain. - After a careful consideration the following were recognized -

As the state of the Fund at that time, however, was wholly inadequate to
meet these demands, it was agreed that payment should be made to the amount
of one-half of each claim, and that in the meantime a notice should issued,
presenting a farther opportunity for all applications to be made in regard to
supposed existing claims, <uehr claims io be duly certificd by the Presbyteries
in whose bounds they eaisted; and a sub-committee composed of Messrs.
Reid, Dick, Fleteher, and Jolin McMurtich, E<q. with the Convener, were ap-
pointed, to meet at an early day and consider and settle all old obligations
duly certified, o far as additional means might enable them  That sub-com-
mittee accordingly met on the 23rd of April last, and the fullowing additional
claims were presented, viz: from

Fayment of these demands to the amount of one-half was agreed upon,
until it can be ascertained what the whole smount ultimately at the disposal
of the Commutice might be.  And with regard to the application from the
Presbytery of Hamlton, it was agreed that the Sceretary should correspond
with the Clerk of said Preshytery to ascertain whether the claimy sent in had
reference to serviees before the Union, inasmuch as the Commitiee did not
eonsider that they could with propricty attend to any claims for obligations
incurred previous to the Union, especially as all the other Preshyterics had
undertaken the liquidation of such claims witlun their bounds respectively.
The claims have now been all answered to the amount of three-fourths of the
whole, and there is now in hand sufhicient to liquidate all claims admitted, and
still leave a balance.

It may also be stated that there has been paid since last meeting of Synod,
by the late Treasurer of the United Presliyterian Synod, Robert Christie, Esq.,
and in liquidation of old claims not adjusted at the period of Union, the sum
of $1,591 23, The above obligations, let it also be observed, extended only
to the 28th June, 1861, ‘
