THE JAMAICA SCIIEME.

We eau draw no other inference from
what the Globe has written on the sub-
ject of the admission of the Island of
Jamaica into the Caiadian Confederation
thian that our contemporary seriously
believes- that the Dominion Government
is disposed to favour such a proposition.

We presime that there is no doubt that
some persons interested in Jamaii, one
of wvhom is Mr. Solomon, have sought
interviews with Sir Charles Tupper,
the Highs CommiEsioner for Canada, and
have possibly induced him to listen to

their proposals. We do not imagine for

a moment that Sir Charles Tupper would
commit himself so far as to give anY
countenancé to such a scheme, without
the previous authority of the Govern.
)ent w.hbich he represents, and ve hardly

lered it possible even ta bring the sub-
ject under the consideration of that
Goverinment.

It will, we presume, be admitted, with-
out argument, that negotiations of such
an important character could only be
conducted by parties clothed with proper
authority. Jamaica, it is scarcely neces-
sary to remind our readers, is a Crown
colony, and Mr. Solomon and bis confreres
in London have no authority whatever ta
make proposals of the character which we
find detailed at sone length in the
Toronto Mail under the headings of " The
Janaica Boom" " Jamaicans are willing "
"l listory of the negotiations in London."
It is alleged by the Mail's Ottawa carres-
pondent that the Jamaicans are favor-
able ta the scherne of a federal union
iwith Canada. It is known that some
tine ago a commissioner was appointed
to enquire into and report on the con-
dition of several of the West Indian col-
onies, and that more than six months ago
the Earl of Derby, Secretary ofState com-
niunicated ta the Governor of Jamaica
the conclusions lie had arrived at after
consideration of its report. The' Mail's
correspondent refers ta the desire of the
Janiaicans for il a restoration of the self-
goveniment they enjoyed for 200 years."
The Globe describes " a population which
the Imperial Government deprived of
Responsible Governent," and the London
Adrertiser writes " when they possessed
se(f-gorernmient.' Our contemporaries
are all completely astray. No West In-
dian colony bas ever-enjoyed ' self:gov-
ernment," as the expression is understood
in Canada. There are two systems of
government in the West Indies, viz: the
Crown Colony system, vhich prevails in
Janaica as it does in British Guiana, Trin-
idad, and St. Lucia, and the colonies
described in the Colonial office list as
" Colonies possessing representative
institutions, but not responsible Govern-
ment," in other words, the system which
prevailed in Upper and Lower Canada
prior to the Union in 1840, and fora few
years afterwards. It is desirable that our
contemporaries should bear this distinc-
tion in mind.

We are not willing ta assume, in the
absence of a particle of evidence, that Sir
Charles Tupper bas entered into nego.
tiations with personsin the position of r.
Solonion, who is said ta have resigned bis

-position as a member of Council because
the Imperial Government arrived at a
decision in the case of the Florence,
w'hich displeased him. It appears that
a Mr. Spencer Jones, said ta be a Cana-
dian, is acting in concert with Mr. Solo-
nlon, and, that he wrote a letter ta the

Mail on'Jamaica affairs, which was pub-
lished in June, 1882. IL is stated in the
Mail that a number of Jamaicans wished
a public meeting ta be called in London,
"ta discuss the advisability of asking the
Imperial authorities ta allow the Island
ta make overtures ta Canada." This is
an admission that nothing could be done
ivithout the previous sanction of the
Imperial authorities, and yet it appears
from the Mail that at the request of cer-
tain Jamnaican proprietors in London I the
Hon. Michael Solomon bas had informal
interviews with Sir Charles Tupper," and
that proposals for terme of union have
actually been printed.

IL is tolerably clear that not Jamaica
only, but British Guinea, Barbados,
Trinidad and the minor colonies are all
suffering most severely 'from the present
low price of sugar, and that it is at least
problematical whether the cultivation of
cane sugarcan be maintained in competi-
tion with beet. Canada is peculiarly
situated. Without discussing at present
the merits of her policy as regards the
sugar trade, she bas imposed heavy duties
on raw sugar, avowedly ta protect hier
sugar refineries, and she bas moreover
given great encouragement to the culti-
vation of beet sugar, and the establish-
ment of factories -for its manufacture.
To permit the introduction of cane sugar
from one island duty free, would be a
complete reversal of ber own policy, and
would, moreover, inflict a serious loss on
the more prosperous sugar colonies,-all of
which would probably, if the sugar plan-
ters alone were consulted, be as ready as
Jamaica to try the experiment of joining
the Canadian Federation. Of all these
colonies Jamaica is probably the one which
is most discontented.

The M1fait bas publisbed several extracts
from Jamaica newspapers with the viewv
of establisbing the popularity of the
scheme, which, we regret ta notice, seems
ta meet the approval of the ministerial
papers. We must own that we place not
the slightest reliance oe the extracts
furnislhed by the Mail being faithful
representations of the dpinions of the
black or colored classes constituting
about 97 per cent of the aggregate popu-
lation. The people in London who are
trying to negotiate with Sir Char-les
Tupper are of course interested in sugar
cultivation, as are the merchants, and
other ihite inhabitants, including the
professional men; but no one iho con-
siders the question can for a moment
imagine that the people at large would be
satisfied with our high tariff on articles
of general consumption. We sincerely
hope -that the Globe is mistaken in bis

supposition that the ministerial organs
have been instructed to write up thé
admission of Jamaica, and yet we must
admit that the course taken by the Mail
and tie Citizen is calculated to excite
suspicion. What strikes us as most
extraordinary is that, although Jamaica
is a Crown Colony, there is not-before us
a particle of information as ta the views
of the Secretary of State on the subject
and yet- it is ditticult ta believe that,
without the express authority of the Earl
of Derby, Sir Charles Tupper would have
held informal interviews with Mr.
Solonion, or' that "an official paper,"
containing "proposals for terms of union "
would have been sent ta Canada, and
published in the leading organ of the
Government. The Imperial Government
can bardly fail to realize the consequences
of its being committed even ta the discus-

-sion of such a scheme. That there would
be intense dissatisfaction iii the sugar
colonies generally at the admission of
Jamaica sugar into another British Colony
on more favorable terme than their own
can no more be doubted, than that there
would be an outcry from the manufac-
turers of Great Britain at the Canadian
tariff being extended to Jamaica, while ail
the products of Jamaica are admitted duty
free into the United Ringdom. We have
probably treated the subject too seriously,
for in truth the scheme is-impracticable,
but the tone of the Ministerial press lias
been, to Say the least, not a little alarming.

S11IPMENTS OF COTTON GOODS.
The shipment of about 500 bales of

grey côttons ta England last week has
alarmed one or two of those journals whb
never can believe that good can come af
any enterprise not under the special
sanction of their ovri omniscient wisdom.
This movement of cottons is in accord-
ance with the conclusions arrived at by

'manufacturers early the present year in
arder ta relieve the market of its surplus
goods, although the'endeavor, for one
reason or other, bas not met with any
great> degree of success. It is not alone
in cottons that this course has been
deemed necessary; the system inaugura
ted so successfully in 1869 of placing
quantities of Canadian woolens in the
British market, and which bas meantime
been discontinued, was again attempted
early the present season, and bas bee
going on for some time. This presumably
is the basis for the statement in a city
contemporary that a Montreal wholesale
bouse had instructed their agent ta pur-
chase Canadian goods in »England where

they would be disposed of at an exceed-
ingly low figure.' for we cannot fancy
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any firm instructing their agent in Eng.-
]and to run after the few bales of white
cotton sent over as an experiment. We
have authority for saying that only some
four or five bales of white cottois were in-
cluded in the recent shipment from this
city ; aiso that the price-cash-at
which the grey cottons have been placed
is a fraction above that paid a short time
since fer a large lot by a leading Toronto
wholesale house. The directors and mana-
gers of our cotton aanufactories, com-
prising as they tIo many of the ablest
merchants of the country, are not so
blind to theirown interests as to allov any
Canadian wholesale dealier to send across
the ocean l'or Canadian cottons, by which
ha must pay two freighits, insurance, etc.,
over the price at which ihe can buy theim
here.

While our grey cottons and woolens
can find a market abroal, it would appear'
that there are almost insurnouitable
obstacles in the way of' placing bleaclied
goods. The special finish so necessary for
the latter is in Canada as diffierent from
that whiclh obtains in Great Britain, the
West Indies and South America, as is the
style of the shoe worn by the Brazilians
and their neighbors from the less arched
instep of our home wants, whicha the
manufacturers of these goocs discovered
some years ago whien South America
seemed to offer an outlet. Bleachei cot-
tons would probably have to be ofl'ered as
job lots abroadi at all events, our mants-
facturers, who have all along been kept
regularly and thoroughly advised as to
the possibilities of the foreign market
for cotton and woolen goods, see no prao-
ticable outlet for bleached goods; so that
the remedy must be found at home-
probably in the direction of curtaile.d
production tilt suchs time as goos
made or held in comimon are nearly ex-
hausted, or a more equitable distribution of
classes and kinds among the different mille.

A COOL PROPOSITION.

The members of the " Jobbers Union'"
of St. Paul have been payinsg a visit to
Manitoba, and have made the discovery
that if they could only obtain admission
for tieir goods, of whiclh unfortunately
there is an oversupply everywhere at
present, without the payment of duty,
they would have a convenient slaugiter
market in Winnipeg. On their return thiey
held a meeting, as we are told, that three
tailors once did in Tooley st., London,
and proceeded to pass resolutions based
on the following preaimble: " Whereas
" the commerce of the Province of Mani-
" toba is naturally tributary to the United
" States; and the productions, of the

country and the wants of the people are
" identical with those of Minnesota, and
" Dakota, therefore ha it resolved : That

as merchants we are in favor of the
" early establishment of reciprocal com-
" mercial relations with that Province,
" whereby the present artificial obstruc-
" tions to trade may be renoved, and our
"amutual interest promoted." Such is the 1
preamuble and resolution which is followed
up by one urging all merchants unions,
chambers of commerce, and boards of
trade in the North-West to agitate this
important matter until a satislaetory
result shall have been accomplislhed.

It is tolerably clear that the St. Paul
jobbers mean by " reciprocal commercial
relations " with Manlitoba alone, the
annexation of thsat Province to the United
States; and if we iay judge by the tone
of sone of the newrspapers in Manitoba
and the territories,there would be a certain
amount of sympathy with any moveinent
in that direction. We are told that " the

political relations," which exist between
the eastern portion of the Doinion. and
its territories in the West, aie held to be
a positive barrier to the establisiment of
that free commercial intercourse, which
is pronounced absolutely necessary for
the material welfare of the people in the
territories; but.then we are fairly warned
that -any political question standing in
the way niust be swept asile." h is just
as well that iL should be clearly nde,'-
stood that there is a party in the niew" terri-
tories, prepared to demand " free trade
with the United States as a sine qua noi
and to consider " Canadian connection"
as of very secondary importance.

It seems to be the opinion of tiewest-
ern revolutionists that tley will be

joiined by the people of the Maritime
Provinces, who are I equally interested in
commercial union," and the logical con-
clusion is drawn that, " as the two extrem-
" ities go, the centre must also go, unless
le there is [to be a rupture." 'hie advo-
cates of such views as we have placed be-
fore our readers seen really to have
taken leave of their senses, for they pro-
fess to believe that Il it is absurd and

nonsensical to allege that the establish-
ment of commercial union would be

Sfatal to conftederat ion,' whereas in their
opinion it is the onîly methoid by which
con federation can be preserved. We have
repeatedly asked of the advocates of
4 commercial union " to state whether
they believe in the possibility. of main-
taning our present connection with Great
Britain, if we admit United States man-
ufactures diuty free, and at thesame time
impose heavy duties on those of the
Mother Country. And, further, we have

asked how the common tariff is to be
adjusted. Is it meant that Canada is to
sacrifice its independence altogetlier, anld
subnit to whatever fiscal policy may be
adopted at Washington, without havinig
even a voice in determining it.

Our quotations have chiefly been taken
from the Malnitoba Free Press, a paper
which protesses to belong to hie party of
the opposition, but which certainly does
not confine itseli within the constituted
limits that other organs of -tliat party
have hitherto maintained. . It is desirable
that it slould be clearly understood that
there is a wide diff'erence between the
views of members of the opposition on
te vitally important question under
consideration. " Commercial union is
only atiainable in one way, and thatis
by political annexation Lo. the Unite-d
Sttes, mid that., nostassureily, will only
be accomplished after' the termination
of a most disa.trous civil war. The po-
ple in the Nrth-west seem to imaginle
that they cat separate from the Doriinion
at their own option, and tley have even
threatened Iliat, umiless all the institu-
tions of the older prpvinces are at once
conferred on the Territories, they will
sepaiate. They will not aven wait for
admission as long as the Territories have
done before admission to the United
States.

TE CATTLE TRADE.

IL is annoinced, apparently on gond
authority, that Sir John Macdonald lias
pronounced' himself as opposed to the
scheme of sending cattle fromi the
ranches in the Western States thîrough
Canada. We cannot be mucli surprised
that those interested in the 8t. Lawrence
trade should have been anxious, if pos-
sitle, to secure the tratlic referred to, but
there is much to be said on the other
side of the question, and thete would be
practical difficulties in placing one por-
tion of a great country like the Unitel
States on a different footing from others.
Our own conviction is that the Imperial
Government vould have been mable to
give any countenance to sueh a scleme
as that of Mr. Frewin in the face of tthe
strong opposition that it ivoubl certainly
meet with in England. There lias been a
prevailing impressioi that some mem-
bers of the administration lsad given
encout agement to those who havebeen
endeavoring to. procure the admission
ot cattle from Wyoming into England
wien shipped from Cana dian ports,
but there cai be no doubt now that the
influence of the Canadian Governmient
will be employed to prevent the success
of Mr. Frewin's sclieme.........
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The reverses whiel have overtaken
soie of the larger Canadian cattle ship-
pers driing the present season have

léd ta a cotnplete change in the relation

of sellers and buyers. 'In previous years
shippers or their agents were vont ta
scour the country in every direction, in
search of cattle, and farmers and other.
breeders w'ere enabled ta obtain fair pricemy
while they saved the time and expense of

driving them ta market. Tlie middle of the

present season finds the shipper immov-
able, and those who have entered into
the raising of cattle ta any extent are
coiipelltd ta ship the animals them
selves, take cat-e of thori on the voy-
lge, and act as their owrn salesmen on

the other side,-or' accept the poor alter-
native of an advance of four or five cents
per pound. One large raiser in the
Eastern townships is now.shipping sonie
250 head and performing the whole ser-
vices in his own p'rson. 'The cattle
mîen wlto have mAde money the present
seasoi aire chiefly those vho have sold ta
the insiratice compainies. But all thtese,
things waill prove ofsome value foranothter
sea-oit.

STATISTICS OF CAUSES OF FIlRES.

We draw the attention of our readers
to the following extract f-om the report
of the Insurance Cotimissioner for Massa-
citusetts, in the hope thtat those wh-lo
are owiers of propeirLy will digest the fact
of the '1 insurance tax " ; those who are

statesmten, the fact of tle loss of any pro-

perty being a " national loss " and those
whto tre underwiriters, to their duty ta
assess this " tax '" in such a manner as ta
cause measures for the reduction of this

national loss ":
I have, in a former communiration ta

fte Legisl;tui-e, invited attention ta the
inadequate piovision foir the collection
and aitlientication of these statistics, of
Lite causes of fires aild their consequett
imîperfect, value. The rel-orted facts are
not sufliciently verified by competent
investigation. The information souglt
and the object to be attainîed are of sult
value, in tiy estinmation, as ta justify ai
oflicial inquest and report upon the cir-
cunistances of every fire. Such a systein,
condlucted with vigilance, would aid the
detection and preven tion of incendiarism,
which prevails ta an extent that should
excite public alarm, and quite dispropor-
tionate ta the prevalence of that crime
as indicated by the records of our crim-
inal courts, if these statisîics. are in aîiy
resplectalle degree reliable. It wou,-
exhibit and enforce attention ta the con-
litions whicl expose property lo fite

perils, .and thetice . stimulate and en-
lighten efforts by private prudence and t
public authority ta secure the observance
of conditions of safety. This matter con-
cerns the whole public-the comnion
welfarep. Not the underwvriters, nor the
individual holders of property are alone
suirferers by the 'destruction of useful
weai th. By the beneficent helpfulness of
insurance the burden of injury may be
lightened to the. individual owner, but it
cannot restore lie human uses the valu-
able product of man's labor and skill i
and by the amount of such destruction
the community is inpoverislhed. h'lie
hundred millions of dollars paid annually
by the peoile for propeity insunance is
essentially a tax, taken from the fruits of
their industry ; an d whatever reduces th
hazard mnsured aîgainst, ta that extent re-
duces taxation.

Legislation seems ta have gone nearly
or quite as far as it usetully can go in the
direction of the regulation of the business
of fire insurance. For the rest, chiefly,
dependence must be put upon the pru-
dence and sagacity of the experienced
men of affairs in charge of ouir insurance
institutions, rather than in arbitiary pro-
visions of law. But in the field suggested
the function of the state has not ex-
hausted its usefulness. The commercial
vtilue of lte.systern of insurance in the
item of the preservation of property
tlirougli the compulsion of prudenuial
measures for its protection, is hardly
capable af over-estimation. The enter-
prise of te underwriters in their insist-
ance upon conditions of safety which
lessen the liazard may have iLs impulse in
a selfisht motive, but the result is public
good, and public spirit, represented by
the state, slould co-operate with private
aints in such ait enLterprise.

In1surance shduld mean indemnity for
loss fi-om misfortune, not imtnunity fron
consequences of crime or reckless faIlti
and. the comtpact to indemnify creates on
the part of the insured a moral obligation
which should be a legal one. If the in-
sured wilfully burn his property lie is
not entitled, morally or legally, ta re-
cover lis insurance. Wly shtould lie if it
burn. tlrotght his positive fuilt or care-
less omission ta reasonably provide for its
safety ? Why should not the law void the
insurance whien the loss is due ta the
owier's negligent act ? Such a provision
would be within the just rule of the com-
mon law that a man shall go use his own
as not ta injure another i and it accords
with social equity and the nature of the
insurance contract that the insured
should be bound toa reasonable diligence
in the .protectioii of the property in his

control. There would be no danger of
he tao rigorous enforcement of such a
aw, as juries could be trusted not ta find
lie fact .of negligence unless clearly
proven. While just in itself it would
Iaso consult public policy,.which desires
lie conservttion of useful wealth ; by the
nducement of self-interest it would offer
to owners ta exercise a greater care. for
lie safety of.their property, than though,
regardless of their conduct in relation ta
t, their indemnity was sure in case of

Nearly every large fire in Montreal lins
lisclosed causes or the origin ai increase
of extent of the fire which were easily
'emeJiable and which would have been
remelied.had the. building inspector, on
the one hand, and the insurance inspec-
tor, on the other, done their duty ; and
we have so ofteri and sa earnestly drawn
attention to these avoidable causes of
oss without rousing the insurance com-
paies ta action tliat it is quite possible
that our statesmen, for the purpose of
'rducing th- ire loss, and consequentßistrle
tax, may. supersede the insurate coin-

panies in their functions and duties,. un-
less, by proper inspection and proper
systemï of rating, they cause the adoption
of' necessary improvements.

INFORMATION FOR :TIlE SCIENCE
ASSOCIATION.

It is of much importance that the
members of the "British Association for
the Advancement of Science," now visit-
ing this city should bear away with them.
correct information as ta the resources of
Canada,-what we are capable of in the
future as well as what we have accom-
plislied in the past. Witlh this abject in
view Mr. Samuel E Dawson, bookseller,
has issued a little work entitled "I- and.
Book for the Dominion of Canada," con-
taiiiing a vast amount of information com.
pressed into the usual handy volume
space. While appreciating the motive
which urged Mr. Dawson ta this timely

publication, we cannot but regret that
more care has not, been taken in* what is
at best but a -compilation. The useful-
ness of such a work must depend upon
its being free from glaring errors. Let
us take for example the article on the
lumber trade, page 24. With all due
respect ta Mr. Dawsoni as a statistician
we beg ta set him riglt in the statement
made in the second sentence. The pro-
ducts of the forest do not exceed in
value those.of the farm. • That portion of
the article an page 25, down -as fat as the
reference ta Prince Edward Island, is
generally correct, being taken from the
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paper on the subject, read ly Mr. J. K.
Ward of this city belore tie Young Men's
Christian Association last winter,-taken
without a word of credit to the writer.
On page 26, referring to timber lands
under license, Mr. Dawson gays: " The
" licenses.........are renewable every year,
" and may be continueil as long as thie

owner of the standinig timbier requires
" the use of the land for his operations."
This is anotèrié mistake ;-the land can
bo ield only until required for purposes
of settlenent, surveyed into townships,
&c. ''he next statement--respectinsg
crown dues requires correction also : In
Quebec, pine logs pay 22 cents each, for

logo of 17 inches and upwards in diaeneter
and 13" feet in length ; and pay i1 cents
for logs fron 12 to 17 inches, sanie length i
apruce logo pay 5! cents each, not 10
cents as Mr. Dawson puts it. h'lie state-
nient at the end of the paragraph is aise
incorrect: the "stunpage," as it is cen-
monly termed, in Ontario for pine and
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the past two weeks there bas been a com-
parative stand-off between buyers and
sellers,althouxgh the former have ordered
more than we expected under the cir-
cumstances. In round figures there have*
been exported fron Montreal this season,
to date about 670,000 boxes of cheese
againAt about 500,000 boxes for the corres-
ponding period last year, shoving an in-
creaso of li 000 boxes or about $1,000,-
000 in value, The grand secret attending
the success of our export cheese t rade up
to the present lias been what we have re-
peatedly pointed out, naxnely, the pro-
duction or a good article at a reasonable
cost ; and if we continuea to treat John
Bull in that style It will tax ail our ener-
gies to sat inte his capacioums appetite. 'l'ie
present situation of the market will ha
found in oir regular report.

Sir Leonard Tilley infornied.the depu-
tation that the administration did not
feel able to grapple with the question
last session, but that it would engage the
attention of Parlianent. Of course the
question must engage the attention of
Parliament, but, if left in the hands of' a
private nember, there is little hope of
any satisfactory resuit being obtained.
Sir Leonard gave little reason to hope
that bankruptcy legisiation is possible.
He stated that in and ont of Parlifament
the feeling was hostile te the discharge of
an insolvent debtor, although favorable to
the distribution of the assets fairly anong
the creditors. After seme further con-
versation and increased pressure for
legislation hy the Dominion Parliament
Sir Leonard asuredl the deputation thtfif
lie would taike an early opportunity of
conveying te his colleagues tie anxiety
feit in Eniglandl in regard to the import-
ance and necessity of' a law' on the sub-
ject, and further pronised thxat his
colleagues would give close attention to
the niatter before the next meeting of
Parliament. Ail this, ioiever', had been
perfectly well known te the members of
the administration long ago, and we own
thsat we find no encouragement whatever
fron the interview. 'l'he chief difficulty
it is vell known is within the adminis-
tration itself, and those wsho are sensible
of the importance of dealing writh the
question of insolvency, are not prepared
to insist on its being made e Cabinet
question. Were they te do so, ive do not
believe that many of the dissentients
would exiibit the virtue of resignation.

SPECUJLATION IN QUININE.

There are feN articles that have bee
subjected togreater fluctuations in values
through the pernicious efforts to l corner"
the market, than quinine, although such
attempts have invariably proved fruitless
and entailed severe reverses upon those
who endeavored to profit by then,
The failure of C. J. Meier, of London, re-
ferred to by us at the time, as weil as the
Milan failuro, are the latest examples of
the folly of atteinpting te control the
market in the present advanced stage of
bark production. The London house
referred to was brought . doin chie y
through its la rge speculative purchases
of Peruvian bark, compelling it togo into
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the sarket fron time to time and pick
up suplus stocks, in the vain hope of
sustaining prices and saving it from the

heavy losses which, although staved off,
-ere inevitable. 'The same thing occured

to tihe Milan fi, who were loaded up
wi(ll bark to such an extent that the pro-
flts on the nianufactured article were

unable to offset te heavy depreciation
wlicl occurred on the raw product.

The cultivation of Teruvian bark in India
hs 1roved so successful that it has more
than conpensated for the decreased pro-
cisetion in, Peru. It is estimated by com-
petent authlorities that the worId's out-
pst of quinine bas now reached fully
5,030,003 ounces agaist 3,503,000 ounces
afewv years ago. Most of the manufac-
turing is clone in Germany, Italy and
Englanci, since the destruction by fire of
the phiiadelphia factory. The imports
of bark into the United States from the.
ElaIst lidies are largely increasing, and
give great satisfaction. We learn from
deales in this city that quinine has
provedi a very unsatis factory drug to
lIandle for years past, owing te the dis-
turbing speculative influences wvhich
have vepeatedly been at wosk in advauc-
ing rices to an exorbitant pitclh, and
tihen lropping them as suildenly to as
great a deptl. In spite of this, lowever,
quininse is such a valuable and necessary
tonic and febrifuge, tbat dealers have
been conpelled to have iL on hand, large
quantities beinig constantly consumed in
this city and throughou t the country. In
syrpatly with the recent collapse in
prices in Nýew York, London, and Berlin
quinine has declined in this market within
the past two or three weeks fully 25o to
30c per ounce, Howard's in ounce bottles
having sold froni $1.75 down to $1.50,
and Germnan in bulk from $1.50 to $1.20
aud i1.25, caused by large stocks held by
speculators who could carry them no
longer being thrown on the market. It
can therefore be readily understood how
the- speculative mania not only injures
those who dabble in it, but also the
regular dealers, wlio are obliged to have
it on band in order to keep the trade
regularly supplied. We trust, now that
the production of the bark in India bas
proved such a decided success that it
will increase at too rapid a ratio to admit
of any furthser onslaughts being made
upon the market by the speculative
element. It is estimated that the recent
break i prices has entailed .losses
anounting to hundreds of thousands of
dliars to the trade alone on both sides
of the Atlantic, besides the disastrous
lOsses to those who engineered the
crookad movemen .

PHOSPHATE MANURE.

ILt is not long since the use of raw-
phosphate flour for manure was rejected
by agricultural chemists, for the reason
that the phosphoric acid of this flour was
insoluble in pure water, as well as in
water containing carbonie acid, and that
the plant only absorbéd soluble matter;
besicles,, the distribution of the finely
ground phosphate flour in the soil would
never be as perfect as the soluble phos-
phoric acid. HoIvever, every day a con-
trary opinion seeis to gain ground. It is
asserted that the soluble phosphoric acid
in superphosphates becomes within a
short time insoluble, thereby largely de-
tracting from the fertilizing properties,
and that by means of phosphate flour,
prepared at a less cost than super-
phosphate, a larger amount of phosphoric
acid would be conveyed to the soil. It is
further asserted that in France, England,
and particularly in the Rhine provinces,
large quantities of raw phosphate of lime
have been in use by agriculturalists with
very good results, especially whben com-
post being in a state of putrefaction bas
been previously added to the soil. Re-
cent experinents have shown that the
application of raw phosphate flour to
grasses, vegetables, and cereals bas in all
cases lad.l wonderfully quickening effects,
and that the root crops have also shovn
its beautiful action in a marked degree.
The good effects of the raw material pre-
pared in this way is alse plainly dis-
cernible on moorlands, and all the results
seeni topoint to the fact that " phosphate
flour " is a much more efficient fertilizer
than the " superphosphate" now in use.
In consideration of these circumstances
severail manufacturers have turned their
attention to the manufacture of these
Il precipitates" which means :-LPhos-
phate:of lime that is not entirely soluble
in water, but sulliciently so in order to
convey the requisite nourishment to the
plants. The Anglo-Continental guano
works in London and Thornbury, are
putting this fertilizer on the market
under the nane of l'Thomas precipitate."
ILt is unnecessary to praise this new
article, as results of repeated experi-
ments already alluded to have turned out
so favorably that leading agricultural
societies have accorded a decided prefer-
ence to this fertilizer. Besides the phos-
phoric acid contained in this precipitate
is 5 to 6 fennigs (14 to 14 cents) per unit
cheaper than in superphosphates, which,
witi a fertilizer. like the '' Thomas Pre-
cipitate," containing 30 per cent ofphos-
pboric acid, is a considerable item. Our
Canadian phosphates, ranging from 75 to
90 per cent of phosphate of lime, and

which is exported to foreign parts to the
extent of half a million of dollars per
annum, might be most advantageously
employed in fertilizing our exhausted
lands. If our farmers couldi be induced
to use raw phosphate flour*ýit could be.
procured at a cheap price in Montreal,
and a valuable fertilizer might then be
utilized from our owni phosphate and the
Province of Q iebec migbt again become
the great wheat producer it was many
years ago before the phosphoric acid was
absorbed from its soil.

ONTARIO TOWNSEHPS.

This appellation applies to a brand of'
butter which bas been shipped from
Montreal to the English market, and,
appears to be the sequel to the packing
of Western.butter in Eastern Townships'
tubs. The idea, although a novel one, is
strongly objected to by parties in the
trade here, as a means of working off
Western brands in the English- market
uider an assumed name, which trespasses
a little too boldly upon the well-known
record of Canadian Townships, which is
understood by English buyers to repre-
sent the best quality of dairy butter
made in the Dominion. The following is the
standing order of precedence which our
principal grades of butter take in the
English market : First, Townshipsi
second, Morrisburgs : third, Brockvilles';
fourth, Western. Whan, therefore, the
fourths are not only rigged up in Town-
ships' livery to "kill," but bear the fas-
cinating coat of arms "Ontario Town-
ships," is it to he wondered at that when
offers of the genuine Townships are made
to parties on the other side they reply
that they are buying Townships at several
shillings per cwt. less money'? 0f course
not. So far as the new name is concerned
we must say that me prefer it to Western,
and as far as the packing in Eastern
Towvnships' tubs goes, it is a decided im-
provement upon the old style of package
used in the West. At the same time, if
these facts are not made known to Eng
lish buyers, the effect is to enhance the-
price of Western butter at the expense
of Townships.

At that tine ouir heavy miake w-as
linding a remarkably free export outlet, and to
our minds it w-as essentially neebssary that it
slouild lave continued te do so, iistead of
wliclh prices were suiddeuly.pushed up by lte
sputive movement, the Englisi demand
siultaneosly feull off, and the consequence was
tihe make, insteai of filiding its way, as uîstal,
into the ship's hold, was diverted into Mon-
tril storehoîtses, wihere it has been acc mnitt-
bting ever since.
