the marchants and manufacturers in the long run.

PECUNIARY FORESIGET.

This is the caption given by the London Spectator of the 16th

ult, to a commentary on an item of news taken from the Standard

of a few days before. The circumnstauce recorded affords a
melancholy illustration of that preference for present enjoy-

ment rather than sacrifice any share of it to provide for probable
future state of want, so characteri- tic of the great majority

of the working classes. Some five or six yearsago the

directors of the North-Western Railway Company persuaded
the five thousand skilled bands employed in their factories at
Crewe to consent to the establishment of a pension fund, some.
what after the manner of that adopted by the Grand Trunk
JRailway Company in this country, and in some degree followed by
the employes in our large banking establishments. They were to
deduct a percentage from all wages, and to form with the snum
thus saved a fund, out of which every workman would, on at-
taining the age of sixty-five, receive for the remainder of his
days a living allowance. After the scheme has been in oper-
ation for five years the workmen now revolt against it. They
are, it is alleged, practically unanimnous in saying that the benc-
fit promised is too far distant, and that they would rather have
the whole of their wages nowv; to " eat the cake; not bave it."
They do not, apparently, object to the rate charged, which is, of
course, a matter to be détermined by an actuary, nor do tbey
seem to question the good faith or permanence of the company,
but pload inply that they prefer present advantage to any
chance of security or ease after the expiry of so many years.
The compnny probably overlooked the experience of life insur-
ance companies in respect of lapses which constituted so large a



lu'

proportion of profits until quite recent years. It is quite evi-
dent that the philanthropie endeavors in this direction of leaders
en large communities cannot he made to compete with lift. in-
surance, and it furnishes perbaps one of the strongest arguments
as against compulsory life insurance by the state. Every com-
munity of wage earners is divided into two great classes, those
who save and those who spend, and the abandonment of the
laudable method introducod at Crewe l in ail likelihood due to
the impossibility of making these two great divisions agree.
At ail events the decision arrived at by the Crewe workmen
(who are probably the best of their chiss) long after the novelty
of the payments has passed away, is on the face of it most dis-
couragimg.

The experience of one or two of our native life companies in
respect of industrial insurance la not much more hopeful.
The business is gradually falling off, not alone because of the
disproportionate oxpense of collecting premiums, bat because of
the indifference in the minds of artisans and workmen generally
in respect of any provision for the future. We do nut agree with
the Spectator "that the cultivated, especially journaliste, habi-
tually exaggerate the difference in foresight between the edu-
cated and uneducated classes." It la not that the former uni-
versally save; but the latter do almost unanimously spend.

IL is true a large proportion of the educated never save
at -all and of those that do save a still larger proportion do
nut begin the process until the last 15 or 20 years of their work-
ing lives. The nuimber of educated men, who hegin to save
carly is very sma'll indeed, and the number of bachelors wio
save at any time, is scarcely larger; but these proportions are
vastly greater than thliose of the artisan and working classes.
1h seems, says the Spectalor, to be part of the national tempera-
ment not to dread old age until it is close at hand, or rather to
keep thinîking that strength muet last, until it lias disappeared.
More than lialf the savings of the saving classes are made
between 40 and 55, sometimes even later etill; while there are
those who will confess that up to 60 they have never given the
matter a thoughlt. The fear of the future, whichi ls the root of
thrift, has never entered thoir minds. A great many "put by "
inYarious ways just enough to keep themnselves and families
going until they dis. They think that their children wll get
along as they did, without any etored up meanus. The wage-
earning classes are less concerned about their children than
those in the professional and mercantile walks of life, because
the boys of the family grow up earlier,.and their girls can work.

It is the thriftless among workmen who would benefit most
by compulsory subscription to a life insurance or pension fund,
and, therefore, it is they who are most inclined to regard it'as
un oppression. The Spectator accounts for the unthriftiness
among thriftless workmen on the theory that owing to their
work they have more youth in their natures than the middle
classes, or rather (for the remark is not true of the women) the
men keep their boyishness of spirit very much longer. They
eau smile, for example, at horseplay until they are 60, and pro-
fessionails, as a rule, cannot after 35. IL is the essential quality
of boys to b hopeful as to the future, to think little or nothing
of its risks, and to deem saving needless while the reservoir of
hiealth and strength is stili full to overfiowing. The workman
retains much of this quality, which is in part recklessness, but
in part alan cheerfulness and courage .and so in a very singular
degree do the laborers employed in agricultural pursuits, who
are thouglt to be the worst off of all. The laborer, who told his
master, "I am a braver man than you. for I dare apend my last
shilling, and you darsn't;" revealed the truth of temperament,
which is at the bottom of much of the workingman's unthrift,

Let us yet liope that the benefits of life insurancewill he more
generally understood by all classes of the community, and with
such able preachers in the field, purauing their avocations in
every corner of the Dominion, there can be no doubt that the
future of our people is more hopeful than we should be war-
ranted in believing from the action of the men at Crewe.

À LEATHER EXCHANGL
The ferment in which many in the shoe and leatier trades

have found themselves for some weeks past will not be wholly
devoid of good if all those concerned will but seize the oppor-
tunity and lay some plan to prevent a recurrence of the lesson.
It is generally considered too late to lock the stable when the
steed is stolen, but if a man have more than one horse itis -better
late than never. It lias often been remarked that the business
community of Montreal is slow to adopt nlew systems. This is
probably deserved, but once fairly roused, and oir fellow-citizens
of other racial origin yield a little encouraging support, we do
move with the momentum of large bodies, and are as thorough-
going as the verieBt reformer eau desire. Now that 80 many of
the shoe and leather men of Canada have been shaken to their
foundations so effectively of late, it is to be hoped that some
steps may b taken to form an association for mutual protection
such as is to be found in this and other departments of trade in
cities of aless population elsowhere. A Shoe and Leather
Exchange could probably be organized now with little difliculty,
less trouble than later on wlhen the lessons have again lest their
hold upon us. Such an Exchange could be formed wiLh very
little expense,; it would afford a place where the members
could meet for half au hour or au hour every business
day to discuss subjects of common interest and, if properly
conducted, would be the means of preventing undue credits to
designing traders, by something of the multual confidences that
seem 80 practicable in other places. As it is now, a diehonest
trader can, as a rule, buy from several in the tradeïmany times
what ha should be trusted with, while eacli seller is under the
delusion that ho is buying from him alone. The goods once in
band can he hypothecated, or disposed of in some ei4ually fraudu-
lent manner, leaving the creditors to reflect after the disclosure
has been made, that the only comfort in the matter is that there
are others taken in as badlî as themselves. It le a common
remark-" If I allow a man to cheat me once, it je bis hfault; but
if ha cheat me a second time, it is my own." Now, let us sec
how many mon of the several score houses interested more or
less in leather and ils products or manufactures will respond to
the call for a meeting, at which sonel steps may be taken to
organize such an Exchange for the purposes of mutual protec-
tion to themselves and'their honest customers against the
knaveries of designing traders. Sucli a list should not fall short
of one hundred names, for there are many interestld in the
business beyond the wholesale manufacturers and dealers in
leather and boots and shocs. Probably as ready a way as any
to ascertain who should b eligible for membership would be to
consult a list of the creditora in. soie of the recent heavy
failure.-Ih je a matter for satisfaction to learn that somue de-
cided stops have already been taken in the directioa indicated;
and as the project is in good bands, there je every probability of
its proving an unqualifled success.

SHOWY CUSTOMERS.
The concentration of great wealth among a few persóne in

the community, while productive of benefit to tradesmen, shop-
keepers and artiste whom they patronize, is, on the -other hand,
likely to be the cause of much evil. An oxaniple iso ften set
which persons of moderato means or income are apt to emulate,
and thence arise those habits of extravagance which lie at the
bottom of fully half the business troubles recorded. The desire
to live in an elegant house, to exhibit fine equipages and liveried
servants on our principal avenues, and to own expansive 'works
of art is natural enough and, Joubtless, praiseworthy where the
means o afford it exist; but it is not Bo commendable when the
money which should go to the storekeeper, the man of dry-goods,
thie tailor, the grocer, the hiatter, the haberdasher and the ehoe-
makèr, is spent on a showy pair of horsos, elegant carriage and
liveried coachimen and footnen, as ridiculous as they are out of
place. There is a sort of semi-divinity that sereens sucli peolté
from the importunities of shopkeepers and tradesmeri--whose
solvency may depend on being able Vo collect their accounts.
We have a city physician in our mind's eye who although not
yet emerged from the chrysalis state, may at any moment bure t
forth. A poor shopkeeper on one of our principal squares van-
tured a few days ago in humble tones to request the payrment of
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a little account, long enough standing. For reply lie received the
intimation that if he bothered him any more about it, lie would
be obliged to take his custom somewhere else. City physicians
are not always overpaid, and they often attend the poor gratis,
but they should not expect the grocer or the shoemaker to be
taxed for it in return. It is too much like robbing one apostle
to pay another.

Ourcity retailers are themeolves much to blame for encor-
aging this extravagance on the part of a clase of aur citizens.
The shopkeeper does not exist, however, who is not delightod to
see a fino carriage and horses, well caparisoned and attended,
drawn up in front of his establishment, whoever pays for them,
and thore le no doubt that credit in many such cases ie apt to
be stretched to the utmost bounds, "So-and-so muet be mak-
ing lots of money." ronarks a citizen when lie secs a friend driv-
ing by in one of these turnouts. The ordinary man of business,
who mnay at the same time have a less showy .though .quite as
extravagant a hobby of his own, may reniark in reply that such
an exhibit le not sO much an evidence that money le being nmade
or saved, as that it le being spent. But we are all led by out-
ward appearance, and there are but few who have the resolution
to follow the line of action whiclh thîey set themselves at the
outset oLlheir carer.

THE MEETING OF THE FIRE-UNDERWRITERS.

As one annuel meeting succeeds another with the Canadian
Fire Underwriters' Association, insurers are beginning to dis-
cover that the membners thereof are not, as Mr. Clark Wallace
would have us believe, a body of merciless conspirators whose
sole object is te grind the highestpossible rates out of the public.
The average rate of premium was, we find, lower by the latest
government roturns thau in the year 1884l, just after the associa-
tion lad started, and thougli this inay appear strange at first
siglht to the uninitiated, it le very easy of explanation from a
few enquiries wo made during the meeting which took place in
Montreal last week. At that meeting thore was, naturally, a
great deal of neroly tochnical business of no interest ta the
goeral public, but from wlat we can gather, there were several
matters accomplisled during the past year by thle association
whlich goes ta prove that it le doing its best ta place lire insur-
ance upon an equitable basis and that it le becoming as essen-
tial ta the community as a Board of Trade or Chamber of Coin-
inorce.

The docline in thle average rate of preinium results fron the
improveient of certain special hazarde, and also from the botter
lire protection provided in certain towns and villages, whereby
the rates on mercantile risks have been lowered in those places;
and these have bean brought about in the first place by sche-
(tle ratings, and,secondly, by the classification of municipalities
according ta the fire protection afforded, and we cannot lelp
tlinkiig that those facts should be made known inasnuch as
they show, tlat the Fire Underwriter's Association ie benefiting
the public equally with the companies. No honest insurer
wants a tire; the loss froin the stoppage to his business, and
other contingencies net covered by insurance, is not only felt by
him, individually, but by the whole community, while it is liard
to calculate the danage inllicted upon lie country by serious
conflagrations, so that it muet b admitted, when we learn that
sole hundrede of mille and factories have been improved of
late in order ta obtain a lowor rate, and many towns raised in
their classification by providing botter protection against fire,
that the Underwritor's Association lias donc some good work.

It le somewhbat curious and wortby of note as an illustration
of the differont characteristicsof tlie respective populations of
Quebec and Ontario that all the smialler towns which have
made improvemnents in thoir fire protection appliances during
the past year are situated ln the sister province, showing the
progressive or restless spirit of the one race as opposed to the'
conservative spirit of the otlier. Again, while in our Province
we have nio system of inspection for electric lighting, in Ontario
two experienced electricians have beau employed by the.asso-
ciation ta oxamine, not only the public lighting of the various
cities using electricity, but also the private establishments and
stores, fron which a good deal of useful information was ob-
tained.

The legislative conmmitteoe of the association may be congra-
tulated in having assisted ta remove one or two of the most oh-
jectionable clauses in the Montreal City Bill latoly before our
Provincial Parlianent, while we trust the samue committee suc-

ceeded at Ottawa in proving that the association was not a com-
bine inimical ta the intereste of fire insurance.

We believe we have now given the principal subjects of in-
terest ta the outside public whicli were discnssed at the recent
meeting, and whatever short.siglted people-whose vision is
limited to their own footsteps-may say, there le no doubt that
the Canadian Fire Underwriters' Association bas placed the
business of fire insurance on a botter footing for both the com-
panies and the public to what it was six years ago.

THE OUTLOOK FOR IRON AND STEEL.
It l an interesting fact that the old platesof the Greai EasIem,

now boing broken up at Birkenhead, England, are in great de-
mand as scrap iron, and about 2,000 tons have been bouglit at a
good price on Montreal account. Much higher prices bave been
realized than for ordinary plates as it le tirst class iron such as
ships are not built of in these days. We understand that a firm
cable offer for 500 tons was declined. There bas been a large
demand this spring for iron and steel beams for building pur-
poses, not only in this city, but from other points in Canada.
IIigh prices are being paid for iron and most of the heavy met-
als for spring delivery and private cable and mail advices pre-
dict a continuance of the present outlook. In the United States,
business in iron and metals has been somewhat fiat and de-
pressed, but in face of a reduction in thi European exports ta
that country, prices on the other side have steadily advanced,
whici goes to prove that the improvement, generally, je genuine.
German makers take the view that if a demand springs up in
the United States the European iron trade will experience the
biggest 'boom' even known. The B Verein works recently
booked an order for 30,000 wrought iron dise wheels for the gov-
crnment railways of Germany which je one of many instances
of a decided change for the better in that country.

The position of the British matal markets continues strong
with a generally upward tendency, but the improvement bas
been caused by European ana local causes, not as on former
occasions, by an increased American demand.

A glance through the coluimns of the Econoial gives us an
idea of the state of trade in the chief centres. At Middles-
borough pig-iron le steady ; ehil pments are increasing, and stocke
are being reduced considerably. The demand le entirely legiti-
mate, the iron being wanted for home consumption and export.
Very little je doing il warrants, or other speculative mediums
but prices have ruled strong. The hematite trade of the north-
west remailns firm. There bas been a heavy rise in the prices
of manufactured iron in the North of England, plates being now
£6 and over, angles £5 10s and common bars £5 7a Gd and £5 10.
Saome works are refusing orders as they bave enough booked for
saone time ta come. A large business is being donc on the Tyne
in manufactured iron Prices are 5s per ton higlier, and for for-
ward delivery up to Juie manufacturers and merchants ask s
per ton above present rates. Finished iron lias been in tolerable
request in Lancashire, but so far any actual advance in prices
lias been contined ta some of the cheap local makes, which
could b obtained at a trifle under the full market rates. In
south Staffordshire trade bas had a distinctly stronger tone. The
production of black sheoets is increasing. Business in the
finisbed hardware industries keeps satisfactory. The tinplate
trade shows a decided improvement, and prices have been ad-
vanced. In the steel trade of the north-west country the de-
malnd las been exceptionally good for rails, plates, angles, and
general hîeavy goods. There le no diminution ta report in the
active enquiry for steel shipbuilding material. Orders are large,
both on home and foreign account, and prices are improving.
[lates now stand at £7 15s and angles at £7, and makers find it
impossible ta keep up deliveries with the large engagements they
have entered ito. In the north there has also been an advance
in both steel anglb a and plates. Steel le in.strong request on the
Tyne and Wear for ship material and prices are etiff. The
Bessemer and Siemens steel trade of Shelield has improved and
convertors have again put up prices, £5 s being obtained for
guaranteed Bessemer billets and Siemens standing about is
higler. No for ward contracta at these rates are being entered
into. Works engaged in the turning ont of solid steel castings
are very actively engaged.

Speaking of the Continental iron trade Iro;i esay:-" The
Austrian market is active and prices bave an upward tendency.
Oficial quotations have not been altered, but higher prices are -
being secured for current business. There is a large denîand for
crude and ßlnished iron and steel,'notably railway requirements.

The Belgian iron market ie firmer. Finished iron mnakers are
buying more largely of pig iron at the higher prices, and values
of manufactured iron and steel are stronger. The Belgian in-
ports of iron and steel during January lest amounted to 16,892
tons, compared with 9,101 tons and 6,352 tons in January 1888
and 1887, respectively ; the exports to 23,399 tons in January,
1889, against23,843 in 1888, and 20,384 in 1887. The French iron
market continues depressed, and reasons have been sought for
in vain to explain its weakness, The publication of the
statistices of the French production of iron and steel in 1888
furnishes thein. It appears that there bas been an over-produc-
tion as compared vith the output of 1887. In pig iron the
excess bas been 121,354 tons (1,688,976 against 1,567,622) ; in
finished iron, 62,229 tons (833,839, against 771,010) ; in steel,
32,352 tons (525,646, against 493,294). The Germais iron trade la
still active, and promises to be more so as the season advances.
Works are fulI of orders at prices which are remunerative. The
future aspect of the trade je hopeful, and this hope appears to
be justified by the upward tendency of the market, all.descripi
tions of iron and steel going up steadily." The efl'ect of-the anti-
cipated large additional expenditure upon navai armaments je
being discussed more freely by British ship builders and pro.
ducers of iron and steel. The assumption l that the Govern-
ment vill propose to spend £20,000,000 during the next three or
four years, or et the rate of £6,t00,000 per annum. It je believed
that 14 ironclade will be built within this period at a cost of
nearly a million sterling for each vessel, besides about 50 cruisers
and other smaller ships. From 250,000 to 300,000 tons of steel
is the quantity needed for an outlay on this scale, besides -the
weiglt of the extra armor required. At present the ship-
building yards are so fully occupied in ali directions in producing
new vessels for trading purposes that these further requirements,
should they bu actually sanctioned, cean hardly fail, it is thought,
to give further strength to the price of new vessels. In view,
however, of current fears that the building of mercantile
steamers ie being overdone, it is quite possible that the Govern-
ment orders nay do no more thanaiustain current rates.

In the United States, the great fact which je disturbing the
mcinds of al interested in the iron and allied trades is the
enormous production, notably of pig-iron. The monthly etatistices
show that the make je procueding at the rate of over 7,750,000
grosetons this year, or more by 1,250,000 tons than in 1888. A
point that must not be overlooked, however, je the increase of con-
sumption. The iron gC maintains that in spite of constant con-
plaints of poor business genurally, in spite of the fact that the
rail trade was very poor, the country consumed at the rate of
over 7,200,000 gross tons of pig iron per annumn during the
second ialf of 1888. The railroad outlook is described as dis-
couraging, and yet the sales of rails up to March 1 were 590,850
gross tons, to which muet be added at least 40,000 tons for a nev
mil]. Last year at the sae time the forward sales did not
exceed 505,629 tons. The deliveries to March 1 were 147,787
gross tons, against 98,361 last year. The Iron Age does not deny
that the situation is somewhat grave, chiefly owing to the large
inerease in the production of pig-iron, but as the foreign
importe will bu restricted owing to the improved market and
higher prices in Europe, and the consumption outside of the
rail trade continues large, it sees no cause for alarm. The sane
authority thinks it not unreasonabile that certain importe to the
States will be reduced as follows .--

points near the seaboard."

The difference in freight le unimportant. City express charges
for half a oile or so. are little lees than railway rates for one
hundred 'Miles, when we bear in mind that' the steam carriers
deliver the goods at the customers' doors. Certain of the figures
can hardly fail to staitle soma of our country subscriber, who
seldom get paid as promptly as the city dealers. By consulting
the wholesale prices of the above articles, as given in our price
current tables, il will be seen that there le a good margin for
profit, sufficient te provide against any contingency that might
occur in the way of loses, bad debte, &c.

bouse, posed as a mai of large neans, but it was eventually dis-
covered that bis wealth was mare pretonce, and almost the only
capital put ito the business was that furnished by the second

partner. h'le firm caie ta grief to he great astonislment of
everybody ; the expensive and showy warehonse and t
scarcely less conepieuous residence of lte head of the firn were

discovered t o i tortgaged lor nîearly ail tLey were worth; the
arch imposter went ta the INorthwest, where lie blazoned forth
for a while ts lie liad formerly in Montreal, and again came ta
grief. 'lite second partner accepted a situation as accounitatt in

ite oilice of att old lellow terchtant, and it was onlly a short Cime
ago lie fact leaked out tait lie was devoting a portion of bis
weckly wage to the repay ment of tlie stn borrowed sane yenrs
boforo from lis brother, who hîad meantime died, ostentatiously
beqthiientlîiîg large sume to charitieS in bis townt and county.
'l'ho unohtrusivo, econiomical and sterling old-baclielor merchant
holpes to pay oif theo whole of the deblt before Ie is called to pay
the final one, and his nany friends as sincerely trust lie may
long ieepl on growing oli among thim.

The other case Is hat of ait enlergetic retail city dry goods
dealer, and, lika those already roferred ta, from the "Northl
Couîntrie," thouigli iucl umore recently. This Main street mer-
chant in lis 111u in his resolves as lis rocky ntamesake off the
coast of A yr is upon its base. le foind himielf a few years ago
obliged to settle wili hie creditors at50 per cent. of his indebted-
ness; and ona of his comnumenidable resolves takes lie shape of a
deternination to repay the amount thon forgiven iim, wlhi
lis prosperity nieantiime onables hii gradually ta do

So uiines i golod deed in a iiaiughity worll.''

"Batntker askts-Is il pretended that a Canadian coinage
would chuk the ontlow of gold ? lWe have already Stated liat
il would not dIo so when the bullion poini was reached, but
"BIanker " mustt b awaro that whin Now York exchtange reaches
oven ont-half pr cent preitum, tnow eleinetîs come lo play.

Thore ara now sevoral million -dollars of United States paper-

curroany circulating in Cantada, displacintg our own bank notes

to that extent. These notes are sent lione for redomption when-
ever Anericat exchuaigo advances to a considerable proninum.
Under simillar conditions United States balances ara drawn
against, and ai drain of gold avoided.

Tlo adopt the proposal of " Banîker "l and require the govern-

-ment to redein ils issues in a foreign coin, 'would bu to disre-
garl Clite oxamîple of every important commercial colntry, to et-
tail an enornious expetse upon lite public Lxlioqutar, and to
prottote tlo circulation ii the Dominion of al foreign paper cur-
rency te the dotriient of our own circulation. Weu cannot ad-
mit lhat Now York is our iafuiral Iltancial market although te
price of mnoney and exchange, as well as Chat of grain and other

articles of commerce'is largely influenced by :that market. At
present our own business centres must, we tbink, be regarded as
our financial centres; but the adoption of United States gold as
Canada's sole standard would no doubt contribute largely to
transfer ber natural financial market to New York City.

EVADING THE LAW.

'lie arrangement under which tea is bonded from south-eastern
Asia via New York for Canada bas sometinies tempted the importer
in that city to attempt un evasion of the law by retaining the ta in
that port on somae pretext or other an'd shipping it on to Canada or
selling it i the American market according as the demand should
arise. The plan requires ail the papers (bills of lading, et-,) to be
malle out for direct shipment to Canada in bond. When the tes
arrives in New York IL is not forwarded Io Canada, as provided by
the Customns Act, but allowed to go into a sufferance "warehouse,
where it remains until a market in Canada has been fonnd for it,
when an îentry is made, ail the papers showing that it is a direct im-
portation. 'To this the Customs Depariment lias more than once
oljected. A representative of the firm of Carter, May & Co., of New
York, visited Ottawa recently, and had, says the Empire, an inttrview
with the Minister of Custons, frankly confessing that his house bad
adopted that plan in order to save the 10 per cent. duty, belleving
they werc within<the law. He admitted that the tea had remained in
warehouse sine last October as unclaimaed goods, and vas not entered
for Canada unti! it had been sold to lontreal merchants, and that had
a market been found for it in the United States It would have been
sold there. The Minister said il was an evasion of the law, that it
did not comle within the meaning of the words If direct importation,"

alnd that while under the ,circuistances ho did not feel justified .in
ifillcting a penalty, lie would insist uipon the payment of duty as
upon a purchase of ten in the United States' markets, and that IL
woultd not bo accepted under protest. This interpretation of the law
by the Minister was confirmed by the Departmient of Justice. Mr.
Tweddell, of the New York firmn, paid theduty, but declared he would
test the question in the courts. The gentleman signed a paper cover-
ing the usual notice, paid the duty and received an order for his tea.

WAtzwa Ut,.-The picturesque view obtained of the beautiful little
town of Dundas fronm the ledge on the slope of the mountain on
which is laid the track of Grand Trunk Railway from Hamilton, is
not satisfactory to the people fromu a practical point of view. The
distance front the principal manufactories ait the east end of the,town,
where the water-power is greaehst, renders cartage very expensive. A
petition las in consequence beeu prepared addressed to the Managing
Director of the Rafilway as follows :-(L) That they have been for
many years at a great disadvantage la receiving and shipping freight
at your station an oithe mounfain, and is inconvenient and almost
inaccessible position bas made the cost of cartage sncb a heavy and
burdensoie item as ta cause the loss of our once extensive grain and
milling trade, and of at least one large manufactory. (2.) That
those now doing business luere iind Chat the. position of the station
leavl)y handicaps ther, as against those living where every shipping
facility is given to business men. (3) That in respect ta the grain
and milling trade (which used to ba of large proportions, and whicl
naturally belongs to this point), it is now' diverted to either Gait or
Schîaw, where the Canadian Pacifie Railway cones into competition

with the Grand Trunk Railway, and tu Hanilton, whore such freight
is largely slipped by water, and thus not only is trade lost to Dundas,
but to the Grand Trunk Railway as well, If welad facilities wheroby
an elevator could bu placed on the track hero, the former trade could
be brought back ta tei town. To obviate the above difficulties your
petitioners pray that you will take ito carnoet consideration the
question, whether a spur lina would not bu in. the best interests of
not only the town of Dundas, but also the Grand Trunk Railroad.

Tna council of the Board of Trade is. reviving a question which
the JouRam& bas taken considerable inteiest in cver since the abrogation
of the insolvent law-the mixed and unsatisfactory nature of the laws
on insolvency throughout the Dominion. The attempted .legislation
in the Province of Quebec, the abnoxious laws of Nova Scotia sud
New Brunswick and the extraordinary provisions of the lanitoba act
makes the uecessity for a Dominion law, which vrould vipe ont these
local acte, very apparent. We are beatily in sympathy with the agi-
tation to secure the passage ofsuch a bill as that orIginatcd by the
Board of Trade soie time and known as the Carran bill. This mea-
sure w'as carefully prepared and approved of, niot only by our own
board, but aleo by those of Toronto, Hamilton and elsewbere. The

question'of the duties on lnland transportation, continues to engage
the close attention of the Montrent Board of Trade.

ELECTRIO STREET OARS.
The introduction of electrie motors in Boston bas aroused general

public luterest and It seems to bu the first stop towards a solution of
the much agitated question of rapid transit which is demanded by hic
patrons of the street cars. the Mayor, the members of the City Gov-
erument, Aldermen from the noighboring cities, State Senators and
railroad men from various parts of the country have been. investigat-
ing the system in operation botween Boston and Brookline, about
oeveu miles, and have Ileen considering the advantages of electric
power over horses all winter. The City Fathers have come to the
conclusion that, It is practicable, and that the overho.id wires are net
ao objectionable as it was at firet thonght that they might be, and
will, therefore, favor their extension throughout the city.

The systen uses a light silicon bronze trolley wire over the con-
tre of the streot, suspended fromi span-wires, which are supported by
iron poles at each curb at intervals of overy 120 foot. This trolley
vire is only 3-16 of au inch in diameter, making the overhead system
very lightunobtrusive and unobjectionable evon to the most critical
cye. Il scoms marvellous that so smalia ivire should conduct so
much power to any part of the lino. Contact is made with this wire
by liglut ornamental trolley poles carried on top of the cars, and the
return circuit to the dynamos Is made through the car-wiels dnd the
rails.

Instead of the dim, amoky, korosene lamps îhich are carried on
msut street alilway cars, the Brookline cars a're:all brilliantly ligited
by incandescent electric lights, three inside and one on each platform
of the car. By meas of ihese il l possible to Éeàd inside of the car,
and passfngers are in ic danger of jumping ielto -a 'rnid hle upon
leaving l'ie palatrm.

The cars start easily and are under perfect control, being able to
rnove,backward or forward at any speed desired by a simple move-

ment of a switch, and ladies say they are a great improvement over
the oidinary horse car, since If the cars pass a crossing by accident
they can run easily back again, and allow thoir fair cargo to reach the
pavement dry-shod.

The speed of these cars reaches fifteen miles an hour, about twice
the speed of an ordinary horse car, and by tbls means the passengers
in the suburbs can reacl their offices in the city without the long,
tedious waits which used tu occur when animal power was used. At
the same time the cars can be stopped more quickly and are under
more perfect control than borse cars, since the electric motors can be
stopped by reversing the switches within a space of six to eight in-
ches, if necessary, even when going at full speed, and the electric cars
are for this reason much safer to the travelling public than the ordin-
ary horse car with only half their rate of speed.

The electric cars run over some of the finest streets in Boston.
From the centre of the oity, at Park Square, tbey run ont Boylston
strcet, past the public gardens, and crosaing to Beacon street by way
of Westchester Park, extend out the Beacon street boulevard.

The power station, where thu electricity is generated, is at Allston,
just outside the limnits of Boston. This contains three high-speed
automatie cut-off engines of 200 horse power each. Here are erected
four huge dynamos, two of which are operated by each of the en-
gines. These dynamos have a capacity of 80,000 volts each, the volt
being the unit of power or capacity for work, as the foot pound is in
steaim power. Thesa dynamos are wound for a maximum pressure of
600 vults, which is the highest electrical pressure used on any por-
tion of the lino. This pressure ls only about one quarter of tbat used
in ordinary street electriclighting, makitg the electric railway car-
rent absolutely harmies·t lifeand precluding ail possibility of dan-
ger from accidental contact with any of the railway wires.

The cost of the electrical equipment is greater than the expense
of a horse car system, àhile the cost o> maintenande is nuch less. A
single horse car uses about tan horses daily. The cost of keoping
them and incidentaIs, suchas repaira, is about $6 per day, while the
daily expense of an electrie motor is only about $2. Pay of conduct-
ors and drivers daily foots ni about $4 for the two, which, added th
the expense of horne living, makes $10 as the average daily cost~for a
single borse car, as against $6 for an electric car. With such a big
concern as tle Westhaid Company, owning 3,000 cars and nearly 9,000
borses, this shows a basis for the saving of many thousands of dollars
a year.-E. H. Gof in N. Y. Graphic.

A OANADIAN MINT.

To the Editor of the Jouaxsn& or Cosunzaos

DsAa Sia,--Your advocacy of a Canadian mint would, I fear, be
simply a means of adding to the load of our already debt-burthened
Dominion, and cortainly would in no way check the periodical export
of gold when tlo finanbial situation necessitates.

You state: " As a natural result the Government pays out the
cheapest coin for the time 'being, etc., etc.? To tbis I take Issue. The
contrary course is pursued, viz, the dearest coin is paid out by the
Governmont, as purchasers of American exchange from time to time
must have pain ful reminiscence of

What arè the facts of the case? At present we have a standard
consisting of two coins, one Amorican, the other Blitish. As long as
the former la obtainable, and an adverse balance of trade exista, its ex-
port as a natural consequence follows. Should the latter coin only be
forthcoming, il la remitted ; but mark the resuit-its destination boing
the melting pot, a loss of one-half per cent. is, involved In
the process, conBequently exchango In New York rises correspond-
ingly, and an unnecessary burden la thrown upon tho community.

la it preteuded that the possession of a Canadian coinage would
in'any way influence the outflow of gold? It would be interesting to
know in what manner, and lu what novel form an adverse balance of
trade could ba met.

Tho only panacca la the adoption of American gold as ,th'sole
standard, In which case, as las been pointed ont again and again, ex-
change in New York would never rise beyond ' par cent. promiun,
and rarely would excecd j per cent.

Canadian coin would only-for outEide purposes-be of value as
bullion, und the lobs attendig' iiis melting would be reflected lu the
rate of eacliange on New York-our natural financial market.

Early in the week an effort was
made to t bull " Bank of Montreal by brokers
wIo havu somae months past been identified
witl proiounced " bearish " propensities,
and owin'g ta liglit offerings they succeeded ln
advanclng the price to 231-. The advance
brought ont considerable i long" stock, and
also soine investnent. This had a tendency
to weaken tho market, as only continued buy-
ing scns able to keep the price over 230.
There las beu a moro 'i bullish " feeling

mnife8tl, and he runor hus been well cir-
cuîIaLed that the bauk lias recovered a large
auounut of mnaney fromt a firm whichu failed a
few yeai-s ago in the dry.goods trade. This
report does not seaem ta b generally bolieved
by the street, and no information ta this
effect 14 cuirrent except by iliose interested on

ie " bull " side. The selling of sme invest-
ment stock by ane who should know its
value, indicates that those closely connected
with banilking businets think that the stock is
higi enoigli considering the present position
of mercantile affairs. Dry-goods mon are far
froiu cheerfuil over the situation, and it jooks
as If the rumor about the above-mentionel
bouse paying its liabilities in full was manu-
factured out of Vhole cloth. The statenent
of the Cas Company, slowing 15j per cent.
caringsg for the year falild ta materialize, as
after advancing ta 201a, ex-divlend, ýthe
prico rapidly declined on very lieavy stgls ta
197a, re-acting at the close ta 199. Tlere bas
undoubtedly beon large selling of this stock
by speculators who were aware of the appa.
reutly fine statement to be published, and
most of the light-waisted ( bulle " have got
loaded np on the advance. No .doubt the
cause of this decline was fron the fact that a
groat.m liany peop1le 'are looking ahiead to the

early lighting of the city. by electricity, and
the fear that before the year is out the electric
light company will contract ta supply the in-
candescent light ta private dwellings at a price
as cheap as the Gas Company charges. Should
this prove the case it would seem te hbo
impossible to prevent a serious decline ln gais
securities. Richelieu ·was tle only other
important stock ln which there was any
trading worth meutioning, and on compara-
tively large sales the price rapidly advanced
froin 6@58j, afterwards seling off ta E.7.
The cause of the srrength la this stock is a
possible early opening of navigation, and
prospects of a fine earning power for the
comIng eason. There are a number of be
lievers in higher prices, but as the Quebec
syndicale contrais about two-thirds of the
capital stock, speculators are rather wary
about going into large deals, thinking
the Quebec people May thon be inclined
ta unloadi saine of their holdings. There
le no change in the money market, bar-
rowers being able to supply al their de-
mands at 3@4 per cent. Sterling is dull and
very few trades have been made during the
week. The price ranges for 60-day bills at
9Qi¾;'demand bills 9j@10; New York fuià
1-10@d3-16 premium. The following record

Shipments of merchandise have shown
increased volume since our last as rallway
freights were reduced on the lst inst.· Rates
te Manitoba and the far west will shortly
suffer another reduction on the opening of the
western lake and rail route. Some very good
orders for hardware, dry-goods and boots and
shoes bave been placed during the week for
goods to go to the Prairie Province, It is
now admitted that the opening of navigation
in this district bas been delayed a week owing
to the recent cold speIl. Payments in lead-
ing staple lines were slightly better this week,
debtors, as usual, making an extra effort early
in the month but they are still far from satis-
factory, particularly so fer as the country
trade is concerned. The complaint is made
that many who can very well pay will not, so
long as there is any excuse, anid we would
strongly advise prompt settlements in the in-
terests of trade in general. Some feelings of
uneasiness are expressed provided payments
do not improve and banking accommodation
is necessarily callcd for more than usual. The
country roads are rapidly breakiug up and a
quantity of stuff will now lie over in the
warehouses until the boats run,

nominal; there are no receipts just now and
buyers' and sellers' views are far apart
Receipts since st Jan., Go9 bris. pots, 82 bris
peurls; deliveries, 323 bris. pots, 76 bris
pearls.

Latest cables from Japan report great scarcity
of good raw silks, and the bulk of the stock
te come forward will ha the rejections of the
erlier part of the season, and rSther.danger-
oud stock te handtl. Italians are somewbat
weakei, though holders of best grades refuse
ta shade prices materially. Speaking of dress
goods a New York paper says : The demand
was comparatively brisk, with mohairs challies
and Henriettas in the fashionable Parisian
shades in leading favor. Gashmeres also
secured some little attention, but the fabrie
bas greatly depreciated in popularity since the
opening of the season, when for a. month it
bild aimitted supremacy in the demand.
Printed chafies are growing in popularity as
the season advances, and are certainly amongst
the most picturesque goods te be found on
importers' counters. The favored styles are
those in which the large, scattered floral
patterns, now so' popular, are printed on
grounds of pale blue, rose, Nile green, buff and

lcream. A novelty in this class is one in
which old blue deif or rose colord grounds
are liberaly traced over ail, with irregular
white patterns very faintly outlined. The
suft surface of the challie wool fabrica is as
Deautifusl ii its subdued way as the more
brilliant lustre mohair, and is being used
largely for afternoon dresr.es made plaiuly,
witl sliglht trimmiugs of datk velvet.
