The Canadian Thames.

Navigation has closed at London, Out.
It may seem rather early in the season, yet
the Advertizer says: “‘Owing to the low nessof
the water all the steamboats have stopped
runnibg on the Thames.” This state of things
is deplorable when the lowness is due to
natural canses, but this is not the case in
London. The utter stoppage in the vessel
interests is caused by the new water works

umping too much out of the river, and it
s feared that if this bot weather continues
the river will be forced into bankrupw{; and
London will have to forego all hope of being
’ ‘n’ominent maritime c¢ity. No doubt seve-
ral pails of water bhave been taken on the sly
from this mumwmoth stream, and thus the
interests of pavigation have been seriously

jeopardized by unthinking persons. Any
person who has had the privilege of gazing
on the magnificent proportions of the

Thames at London might imagine that the
steamers were about the size of a Detroit
River skiff, but in reality they are large
hoats that wilt carry 300 persons. Last year
200 Detroiters, who were visiting Loudon,
creatly enjoyed their four-mile ride on the
little river and big steamer. The steamers
are Lroad and flat and draw very little
water.  During the season of 1878 a rumor
reached this city that one of the steamers
was lost by running ashore on an oyster can,
but Mr. WasTiE, Chief of the Fire Depart-
ment there, and owner of the steamer, cal
led at the Free Press office shortly after und
contradicted the rumor, He told some inter-
esting anecdotes about the dangers of the
deep as shown by the uavigation of the
Thames at London. Oop one occasion the
boat with a bundred and fifty persons on
board was returning from a voyage when a
cow was standing on the track—that is in
the river. The cow was perfectly satisfied
with her position and would not move. Un-
fortuna-ely the hoats are not provided with
cowcatchers. For half an bour that cow kept
the tired Londoners from their home. Every
movable article ou board except the anchor
was flung at the cow. The boat was run up
to the cow and the whistle tooted, but the
bovine merely moved up the stream and
chewed the cud of sweet and bitter fancies.
At last o boy, for ten cents, rolled up his
trowsers, stepped over the guard and drove
the cow ashore, and then climbed back on the
stenmer which went on its way rejoicing.
Another time the steamer, which had on a
heavy load, did not return at the hour it was
expected. Mr. WASTIE, becoming alarmed,
started down the river bank in search of the
missing boat. About a mile down he saw her
in the centre of the stream stuck on a sandbar,
while some dozens of men were out in the riv-
er trying to shove her back. Taking the sit-
untion in at a glaonce, Mr WasTIE mounted a
bluff, made a trumpet of his hands and shout-
ed to the eaptain: “‘Get all the passengers
aft: then back out and take the north chan-
nol.” The captain, who did not recognize his
employcr in the dusk, cried: “ See here,
granger, you go and tend to yourcows. I'm
running this boat.” Iu ten minutes after
W ASTIE was Tunning the boat and running
her toward Londoun too.~—Detroit Free Press.
