Sie
is indieei'a glorious Citurchl, not iivinig
spot or rrinkle or any sieh tiinitg, int
h1oily and wiholiut lîeli. She ile 'the

holy City, the niew Jeruisailei,' vhich the
beloved ap<ostle sw ' coming donI ont of
heaven iroi God, prepared as a bride
adorned for ber itusband,' and regarding
whon St. Joht îheard a gret t voice fron
the Lhrone saying: 'Beliold tie taber-
nacle of God with men, and He shall
dweil with theim. And they sha b1) i-lis
people. and God }Iiinself with ieni
shalol b thcir God.' If the spirit of

TUE PILGERIYKAGE 0F LOUGI D1ERG,
COLNTY DONEGAL, IRELAND.

The love of Faiith ad Fatheriand
which Irish emigrants carry with themi
te the greater Ireland beyond the sea is
proverbial. An Irishuan may by integ-
rity and ability raise hiiself to a posi-
tion of prominence a-d independence in
a fereign land, or he may toit all day
long for the mere necessaries of lite; but
whatever his position may be, lie never
allows lis love for his native land to
grow cold. The remal explanation of the
attachment of the Irish people to their
native land i. to be found in the fact
that they associate the love of country
with the love of religion. There is no
spot in Ireland with which are associated
so many holy meniories in the minds of
Irishmen and especially of Irish emi-
grants as "St. Patrick's Purgatory,"
Lough Derg. Lougli De is situated in
the County .Doiegal, and docese cf Cleg-
her, at a distanqe of a few iles froin
Pettigo, a flourishing village on the Bun-
doran branch of the Great Northern Rail-

Ihis well-known pilgrimage was, ac-
cording to a tradition which has never
been contradited founded by the Na-
tional Apostle of Irlnd. We are told
that our Saint vra accustomed, when
laboring in the southern parts of Done-
gal, to retire for prayer to an island in
the secluded lake of Lough Derg. On
one occasion, whilst the saint was ab-
sorbed in earnest piyer, he besought
Heaven to give him a glimpse of the
tires of Purgatory. Hie prayer was
granted, and such a deep impression
wras produced on thte mind of St. Patrick
by te sighit cf the 'tormènte endura!
by seuls dotained in these cleansing
fianmes that bhe directed tat titis retrutat
should hencefortht b; used as a pîaco
whero poniltent seuls mtight, by' te

rigor et thoir exorcises, make atone-
nent fer their cwn sinîs sud Uhe aine cf
the world. The pilgrimage cf Lought
Derg rapidily grew in popularity'. Pil-
grime thronuged te iLs shtores freom all
parts of te Chrisitianu world. Through-
eut te Middie Âges St. Patrick's Pur-
gatory' wats the must rcewned pilgrimî-
ago ini Europe. Wbon tho lay' of' trialt
cameo fer Ireiand, w'hen hier citurches
and monasterics more levelled to the
grounid by te persecutor, and hor
ecclesia.stical property mas seized bv
avaricious plunde'rers, Lought Derg
camne in l'or its share cf atten-
tion. The pigrinmage had tirst been
pludered by te Daines; and after-
wrdus in te carily part cf the seven-

toPnth century-when 'Englaind deter-
mtined to tract the faithî ef St. Patriek
nt cf Ireband, lte Âugustin2ian Menas-

liery' in Loughi Derg was destroyied, and

the good mîtotnks ibaniished from its ial-
lowed shores. To shuiow o vait are Lte
efforts of' atn to thwirt the designs tf
Providence', Lough Derg sprang into al
new, texisience, which i ,--destined to
eclipse the gloiry u' the past. To this
sacred shirinii t ioustuinds of îjilgrints nii-
nually proced, tinîy of theni comiing
front England, Scothm d, and Anericam,
and soni' evei froi distant Australia.
Ilither goes main a souli weigled down
witi the guilt (of [ y't' t how dowi ii
humlmî' 2ciknuowîîi'ilgintent of its in sin-

lnîess, nîd to wash away its sins in
bitter tî'arvs of oiipunicttion. Hither

proceed inay who are ol in virtue
tntd in yiiears toi plia'e te crowniig

stoie on the ediice if snitty' in] the
building 1up)of whlich theirl. i'vehve
been sptit. fither tou go iiany iut h<-
ful souls to offer to (od the lirst fruits of
tieir innocent hearts, md preparei hîi-
selves l'or the battie of life.

Amnong the pilgriis to Lougu IDerg
aimay he seen every ye mnillyitt]i3' youting

men and omie, t fe juy of their homes
and the pride cf ltheirt'cOunttry, Vho ncomî

to invoke a iblessing tupoul their journey
before setting nut for the htospitalelî
shores of Amiierica. It is paintfuilly toucîh-
ing to witness thesegeinerous yotiths and
virtuous girls depart froin the shores of
the holy retreat witi ieivy hearts and

withi eyes dimminned with tears, and a feel-
ing iumperceptibly growinig utpoin thii of
the supremie importance of the step hliey
are about to take and thit Ldangers ofi t
unknown world into witieli hey are' oi
the eve of enîteriig.

TIHE SUCCESSORS OF FATIIER DAM.
1EN AT 3OLOi&AI.

To Fatiers Wendelii and conrrd
felit the task 'of continuing the noble
work of the mission. Faliter WendtEli
being made euperior, and continuing to
look after the settlement at K aliaupapa,
and Father Conirardy, his assitant, tank-
ing his residence and his field of mis-
sionary labor in the district of Kalawao.

Father Wendeliin, whose full naime is
Rev. Wendelin Moeller, is a Gernian
priet iwo, prior to coming to this iîis-
cion, iad labored long and earnestly im
the islaitinds of the Marqesas group,
learing that field when theco islands
pased unrder the jurisdiction of France,
and attaching hilmseif to the Hawiuian
mission, volunteering for service at
Molokai.

Rev. Louis Conrardy is a secular priest
who is well known in the archdiocese of
Oregon, whiere lie labored for years
anong the Indians. He was Iuter pas-
tor of a church in Portland in that arch-
diocese ; but on learning of Father
Damien's dying condition and his need
for priestly asaistance, lie resigned hile
pastorate, took leave oft is ecclesiastical
superior, hils brothcr priests and his be-
lova! people, and started immediately
for Honolulu to offer himself to the
bishop of those islands for duty in Mole-
kai, an offering of which that prelate
gladly availed himself.

These two priests bave but a single
thought, the doing of ail in their power
for the afflicted lepers, naking théir
lives as comfortable and happy eas i
consistent with a peuple so serely tried>
and brightening their passages to the'
grave iith the hope of blessed immor-
tality. With wiat goed purpose they
have labored together, both before and
since the death of Father Damien, le
materially .shown 'in the 'advancement
the mission ha' enjoyed in the way of
increased provision for the care of the
lepers and the improved social aspects
of the two settiements. Only the tab-
lots cf the recording augel ea reveil
mhat they' bave accotnplished for the

seule cf thoso to whom they' minieteor.-

board.

In themîiorning, having at length ob-
tained leave to go and see the town, lie
dressed himîself as tough on ant excur-
sëionî of pleasure, anîd wentt ashiore with
t-he surgeon ini the jolily boat.

The' old mian procured a pickaxe, a
shtovel tan rope, anti insisted on beinîg
lit down,. out of a.porthtole close to the
bîeaîch. Somne of bis more juvemile comt-

The very sane Hand that lit the
torch of poetry in his mind can, at any
moment, extinguish that light and re-
duce the gifted child of genius to the
condition of a poor, denented creature.
He has no positive leaise of his faculty:

Ratlier should the
one whio cllins to enjoy the advanitage
of a poetic itind be careful and tremble
under the weighit of his responsibility.

And
now lie is in the thick of the fight, he ise
not discouraged by reverses, and he prac-
tises what he preaches to others. -

It was said of Meagher that he could
speak of the sword but perhapsaho could
net wield it. On the American con-
tinent he proved his capacity of execut-
ing what he had adviaed. It was then
said that te neglected the interests of
his soldiers and led themi into unneces-
sary dangers. He again vindicated
himself by proving that every order he
gave was in obedience te one fron a
suiperior officer, and that he never asked,
his men to face a danger thiat hie was
not the tirmt te meet.

Board has beei in existence, allits memi-
hers were equally entitled to remiain.
Conseqtiertly lots were drawn and the
tlree wî'hio drew the lowest nmiîlbers were
considered as the retiring mtîeibers. .li
the ecclesiastical sectiot I-ls Grace re-
appointed the Reverend gentleman who
drew tlIe retiring inniuber; the samie
course was followel regarding thecity's
noiniiee ; but in the case of those ap-
pointed by thie Prov-inciail Goverlnient-
or Lieuteniant-Governor in Council-the
retiring mieiber, who liais donue good
service and lais devoted muelt Of lis
tine and talents to the cause of educa-
tion, does not desire to continue ii ofhiee.
Were lie desirous of the place w-e have
no doubf t that the Quebec auth)oritieei
iotild litve recogiiize(l his rintaniy services

and hais great merit, by re-ntamtinig hint
for the next terni. But matters being
otherwise it is now incuumbeit utpon the
(overmuienit fto uappoint ,oimle person to

replace the retirinîg officer.
We must here state, in jiustice to all1

concerned, that since teLi appointiento o
the new Board, and particularly since thel
eitry of its meibers uipon the exercise
cf tlheir duties, great changes have taken
place, aumeliorations in the administra-
tion of*i' affairs have been mîost noticable,
the old heaten path has been left whe itl
was necessauy, and, fit all cases, it lis
been repaircd and made more in har-
mioniy with the new requireients. The
different miienbers of the Board have
well, faîithftully and coniscientiously per-
formetd thîeir. duties. 0f course inonme
vear they could nef- lie expectedl to dhe
nuiracles and to deail with every questioni

thmat required paurticulauîr mttenutionî. Btut
thîey have commuenced the work, havîe
eleaîrd awvay the undter-b rush, anîd pr-e-
pared f-be soiu ; in anothern yearntheyu wuill
be ale lti sovW the mauch rea-giired seed;
:iinui-forte lonig a tuane hatrvest- ill bt-
readly for reapinig.

In another column will be found aneditorial which we wrote last week while

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AN AIBLE SKETCH.

it is interesting to note the share
'which Canadian Catholic women writers
have taken in the up-building of a Cana-
diain .iteraiture. We hear so little of
theseintellectual heroines through the
pres, so mild is the trumpet-blast of
their achievements, that we are dispoed
to ask ourselves at the outset: Have
Catholic women writers in Canada done
any thing for Caadulian literature? But
a few weeks go Mrs. James Sidlier, of
Montrial,--in athiolic literattureerIarum
et venerabile nomen--ias honore( by
Notre Daie University with the gift of
the LIotaUre Medal-a distinction and
honor in which Canadians can justly
claim at least a share. Few' Catholie
readers in Canada have not read the
works of Mrs. Sadilier, whoseu ifted peu

aiis, l'or nearly half a centwy, labored
uneensiingly for faith and f'ttierlandi.
Like I)esdemona, Mrs. Sadlier ewes aL
douhle allegiance1 by% right of domicile-
having resided during one part of hier
life in New York, aînd during anther
part in Montreal.

Saillier,
who is wull known iin the literar'y irl's
ot' Canada, occupies veriy nieh thie samilie

Hers ais indeed beu an initustrious
literary life which at its noontide iinigs
the satisfacti of labiior well pe rfriaineI,
andI a share l ihie gloriuis work if her
noble-haeirted and giftedil motier, il,

builliig up aI. Caîtholîic literature uipon
this conitinent.

Another nane w'iclh straiglitwuy
springs to miieniory whvin discussinag tle
Catholic wonei writers of aiaia, is
Mrs. Berlinguet (iei A. M. Pose'.) Mirs.
Berlinîguet, like lier brother, Mr. Jseph
Pope, late private secretarv to Sir .lohn
Madonauîid, is a convert to the ('alteuoli'
faith. She belonugs to a liigliy. intel-
lectual family w'hich has givei to Cuula
judges and stat'smien of acknowedged
eminence. Her first literary work was
done l'or McGee's Weekly-a suries of
sketches of Montreal - aind whe
that journal passed out .of the
hands of Mr. MecGee, sue i'-
came a contriblitor to the Citieli'
World. In 1883 Mrs. Berlinguet visiteîd
the LIzaretto at Tracadie, New Briiiun:-
wick, where she reiained the guiest if
the nuns, visiting thxe lepers daily, anil
having free accss to aill the recordls o'
the institution. This visit to the Lazar-
etto as well au oie to the Magdalen Is-
lands, she afterwairds wrote up l'or the
Catholie World. She was also a regular
contributor till 1889 to the Ave Maria,
and was for a year on the staff of the
Toronto Empire, the London (Ont.)
Catholie Record, and has also contri-
bited frequently to the Montreai Gazette
and Star. Her published works are ia
translation of the Memoirs of Pere Vin-
cent, the Trappist, which she fouînd in
the Trappiat Monasutery at Tracadie, and
her pper contributed te the Catholic
Wonl on the Magdalen Islands, which
'was issued in pamphlet form. 4[rs.
Berlinguet bas done a good deal cf
transhating fromn the French for va$rious

paera, among others for the " American
(oic Researches" of Philadelphia.

Sho also prepared for the la.te Bisop
McIntire, of Charlottetown, P.E.L., a
history of each parish in bis dioceue,
with a short biography of bis prede-
cessora in the epîscopal office, and of
each priest cf the diocese.

Eterati whose contributions to some cf
the leading magazines of the day give
amp.e proof of the intellectual character
ôfthis.people of the North. Anong the
Cathohies of the Capital whose names
stand fo. acholarshi and literary cul-
ture, one of the brightest and most
promising is Miss K. Madeleine Barry,
whose name attached to any article is
always a guarantee of scholarship and
good taste.

. Miss Barry's first printed effort was a
novel, ." Honor Edgeworth," whic'h ap
peared in 1882 under the nom de plutme
of "Vera." As the writer was then but
a sechool girl in lier seventeenth year, it
could not be expected that the work
would be without imperfections. Miss
Barry pereived this, and decided
aguinst issuing a.second edit ion, though
he firat edition waa exhausted a few
Iouths after ita'appearance. The book
céived very favorable criticism from

Barry, enco réged-bY this, essayled a
second novel, bearing the title of The
Doctor's Daughiter," which met with a
favorable reception at the hands of both
critics and re iers. Untortunately, just
at this promaising period, our young
author's health gave way and shae was
forced to abandon ber litrrairy work in-
definitely. Happily, 'Miss Barry's ill-
ness passed away, but since lier recovery
she lias not seriously turned her atten-
tion to literature.
