Fenianiem in Treland bas takea a phase not so
novel ag it isgtartling. Parliament haviog adjon:n.
ed without aflnrdiog, or promising the least re-
Yief 10 the Trish people from the wosi bardensowe
of tbeir wrongs, a Bequel 18 1mminent which I shall
strive not to exaggerate, but which it is impossible
1ot to anticipate with dread.

In a word, the Irish tensntry appear to be prepar-
jng for another and more extended series of the
agrarain outrages which formerly stoined the lower
apd middle counties of Ireland with the blood of
iandlords and their agents, and which the ruthless
punisbments jcflicted by the government only gradu.
ally sufficed to check. The conditiona to which the
msgses of this people find themselves redaoced are 80
exasperating and degrading that no one who is ac.
quainted with the facte, and who understands history
traditions, arnd character or toe peasantry, will be

. surprised by the statementa made in this letter.

The Scully difficulty was not & deliberate pre.
moniton of what msy be expected to oceur, yet the
canse which produced it waa the same sere and bitter
one which exists, exceptin a few coanties, sll over
Jreland. Itispno! the .Established Cburch system,
nor the resteiction ot the elective franchisge, nor any
merely political or religious cause whatever, which
bas rendered this people deaperate.

kad advanced money to defray 1he expenses of the
war And thus a pew colory of pew cettlrs, com.
posed of all :he various'sects which infested Eagland
—Independents, Anabaptiste, Seceders, Browniets,
Socinians, Mil'enarisne, dissenters of every diserip-
tion—many of them infected with the leaven of de-
mocracy, poured into Ireland, and were put ioto
possession of tke ancient inheritance of its inhabit-
ants.

tion, and their decendants, found it their interest to
retaln the native population on their estates instead
of enforcing the order of the bapishmen:. They
were retsioed as Inborers and tenants. {.eaaws were
granted thew, and in time s sort of feudal attach-
ment grew 0p between the peassats &nd their larda.
The pessant came %0 have b’ custom a tenure upen
the Jand he tilled. The times changed; a monst-
ary crieis occured ; landlords tock to oppression
Fipally, when they found it convenieat—landlords
—reviving the ancient legal right which brd so loog
lein dormant, began to ture out theit tenants wheu-
ever the latter could not or did not submit to demands
fos higher rents, or whenever their occupasney of the
small farms proved in some other way disagresable.
I have not space, however, to revamp the histury of
the lacd tenure in Ireland. It is enough to say thet
st thia time the condition of affaira in Ireland 13
practicaily as follows:

1. Almost the entite 8oil nf [reland ia beld by the
deacendants of a pack of English ad ventarers under
titles of confiscation from the orignal Irish proprie-~
tora.

2. Thenative population of Ireland —that is the
willions, who bora ou the soil, of parents descended
from generation after generation of reople also bora
on the soil —have no secure tenure upon the land.

3. The reason why they bave no tenure ig, jn the
firat place, that they have no ownership of land;
aod in the second place, that they canoot obtain a
lease of apny patch of ground for a considerable time.
4. The *rack rent’ system which prevails permits
them to occupy sm il farma at 8 certuia reat; but ia
few cases (except in ote or two counties were the
usage 18 different) does 1his rent ex'end longer than
a year, and even within that year tbe landlord mny
at his own free will rejsct the tenams and seid them
adrift.

6. The tenantry who occupy the soil under gach
cooditioas are, in poiat of fact, in the condition of
gerfs. Therelation between them aad their land-
lords is oot —as said by recant writer —* the relation
between landlord and tenant;ir is that of the con-
quering lord over the cooguered tiller of the soil. a
relation ic which the former exacta from the latter a
tribute under the name of rent’

G, The state of affairs between landlorda and the
people is, naturally and chrooically, a state of war.
The doom ordained by the original corquerers of the
goi! upon the natives corquered i3 being visited by
the descendants of the nativea The latier exporieace
the ban ; they exist in Ireland, their oative and
rightfal place of abode, withou! the powser to clsim
it as their own. The law and the landlords are alike
inmicsl to them. Lnok where they may, they can
fiad no placs where they can securely settle, They
are pushed to tke wall.

7. Pending an active war againat their oppreasors,
thousanda, even millions, of the oative Irizh have flad
and are flesing the country. They cannat live here
under present circumstances. Poverty, sence of
shame, and hatred of the landlords and the Govern
ment, impel them either to quit or ight. The senti-
ments of those who reach the United Statea in emi-
grant ships must be pretty familiar to jou. The
gentiments and intentions of large numbers who re-
main bave accidently become, within the last two
months, pretty familiar.

-, The famine times—even the times of O'Coacell —
ware 88 nothing to this. Fenianism and its aims
were aod are slike milk, honey, or dew, in the com-
parison, Fenianism hag, as I believe, a great per-
manent higtorical object iz view—tho naticnal inde-
pendence of [reland. The Irieh tecantry, who un.
doubtedls sympathize with such a cause, have
formed the more immediate reaclve to crush or at
least intim:date their landlords. Intimationa of the
policy to be pursued are received from half a dczen
counties To narratethe diffurent echemes proposed,
and to describs circamatances ic tbe difterent corn-
ties. would take up too much of my time aod too
much of yoor type, and poasibly, érain the patience
of moat of your readers. Theend sought everywhere
ia the same,

Landlords, or agents who represent them, are, ac-
cording to theae repor's, to be put under the ban of
the Irish, and dealt with according to Irish
law !

¢ Irish law ’ may sound like & misnomer. People
gay, correctly, that there i8 no written law in Ireland
save the British statutes, which do sot hsif apply,
here, and the old confiacation lawe which have never
been repealed. Irishmen who feel these laws to be
hideously najust, and who have no hope that tiey
will be altered by the British Parliament it seems,
propose to create a law for themselves. What judge
or minister was it who declared that he *could not
draw an indiotment againat a whole people? Yot
tbe Brhish Government hag done this. The whole
Irish people are conviaced that such an indictmentis
of no avail.

They reason, briefly, in this way: ¢ We are the in-
habitsnts, native and many of thie realm. The few
who are over us abide here iz the attitude, and are
supported by the military power of foreign tyranta.
We are a people~a nation. They are a band of ad-
venturers. They have laws for their own hencfit
and onr exclusion. Bince they deny us every decent
privilege under- those laws, why are we nol justified
in adopting lawa for our owa protection 7 They
visit capital punishment upoa u3, why ehall we not-
visit chpital punishment upon. them— we, who .are
the people, upon themythe malefactors and digturbers
.of society and the publio peace:? It.is absurd to gay
that we, the people, aré subordinite to them, the
orimina’s ? Beoause a robber is trebly armed is-he less

a roboer 2. Becando he.exbibita a gtatate authoriziog
fug crime, i8 he less a oriminal ? If we are reduced
to auch & povertg-stricken state that we have not the
weapons Bor the meana to resist these banditti openly,
are We not just fied ia the deliberate resolve to ex-
ecuto tbem Rod rid ourselves of them in any way?
Is not apy measure of nddance from a pack of ‘alien
oppresaof-s who ate absorbing a'l the reaoa ced of tte
8oil, and degradiug ite inbabitauts for their personal
bepefit, ratker a national, public ard socisl duty,
ihao 8 matter of jndtvidusl conscience 7 To shoot
or hang a orimins! is in otber countrieg justifi d by
law. To shoot ¢r hang a criwinal ig ia this country
equally Justifiabie by a law ssoctioned by a mejority
ol the inbabiteats.’ . .

This log'e sounds terrible. Bat it is a carious fact
that it bas po ! terrible’ sound oc meaniog to Irizh
eara. The fact is most curicus, when we reflect that
the ['ish people are comparalively free from ivdul-
gence in gross, extreme crimes.

Irisbmen in Ergland, Irishmen io America—at
least the ignorant classes—are geperally, and sooc,
transformed to semetbing better or worse than they
bave been in [relend. The statistica of crime in the
three kinpdoms srave that, iu proporiion to the ppu-
lation Eogland hss foriy per cenl. mora crime than
Ireland, apd that Scotland has ocly & fraction lesa
crime than Treland, thongh Ireland bas nesrly double
the populatiun. The official returns of couvictions
for criminal off-nces in 1866, were 83 follows: In
England and Wales, with a population of twenty
millions, there were 14,254 convictions ;in Scotlind,
with & ponulation nf mora 1ban thcree millions, 2,~
259 ; and in Ireland. with a population of over five
and a half millions, 2,418 1t cannotbe eaid, even
admitting the pronenecs of this bot tempered race to
enqgage in rows, election fighs, riote, &e, &o , that
they nre diaposed to great erimes. Therefore, if it i3
actaslly meditated by the masses of the people to
institute n delibarate srstem of wurder sgainst
foreign iandlords snd their ageats, we must believe
that such a system is organzed in the belief that it
i3 a messnre of public necesarty, ard that it is pot
congidered as & crimiaal measurs. any more than an
exacution at Newgste oc the rhooting down of A de-
clared egemv in arms from behiad ao ambush can be
consideced criminal. In ihe carrying out of the pur-
pose in view, evary indivitaal frihbman would act
a3 a goldier or as a sheriff's cfficer, and with as iittle
congsiousness of personsl guilt.  Backed by the sen.
timent and the will of the commuasity, apd taught
from big childhood to look upna the landlords ant
the agente as ontlaws nnd oppressors, he wonld be
fortifiad by the conviction that he was merely enforc
ing & jast edict. .

Prightful as such reagoniog is, Irishmen find liitle
diffienlty in enfirelog it upon their eonntrymen at
thig time. They recall the significant fact that the
British Government and the people of ev:ry land
ware aronsed to the consideratvn of Irish grievinces,
after all other appes's had faiied, by the riots and ex-
¢closi:ng acroas the chapael last year. Thers out

ragag were gupposed, whether justly or not, to bave
oeen perpetrated by Fenians. The Government had
its attention turned by them to Ireland, aad at once
began potering away at the proposed * reforms’ Ia
the charch and election systems, which are Inid over
until the next session. The real grievaoce——the
land aystem in Irelard and the despotism of the land-
lorda — is not yet touched by Parliameat. Nor have
the Irisk people any hope that the relief they demand
will be granted them. Hence the alatming insinua.
tiona. and alleged preparations for tha cooflict Just

foreshadowed.

+THERS.— We are happy to learn that, mn spite
of the disfavor with which these schools are
wiewed by the Mountreal Witness, they, to the
-number of forty or fifty classes, reopened with a
Qarge number of pupils at the commencement of
the present month.

n only one otber place buve the Brotbers® school
‘been suspended, but that was in consequence of
the great fire at St. Sauveur, Quebec, some two
years ago, when the school house was burnt
down, Yet even there this bulding has been
-restored, and will soon be tenanted by the Bro-
thers and their pupsls.  Their College at Powte
‘Levi being convenieatly situsted for Quedec
scholars, bas given place to the present Coinmer-
cial Academy, ‘which by the showing of the

Quebec press annually” sends out some twenty-
five or thirty young men who, becaose of their
excelient educativn can always command imme—
diate and remunerative employment. We may
add that m no less than fifleen other places within
the Dominion bave the inhabitants put up fine
buildings for the use of the Brothers, anxiously
awaitiog the day whep the Superior shall bave it
m his power to comply with the desires of the
Clergy and laity. This will show 1 what esteem
the Christian Brothers are held in Canada.

The best reply lo the insinuations of the it
ness with respect to the status of the Christian
Brothers in France may ve found in the facts
that, at the last year’s Ezhibition Unwerselle,
one Gol¢ Medal, and three or four Bronze
Medals were awarded to the said schools: that
at a Concour General of the students of the
different Institutions, 34 diplomas or medals out

Brothers : and that in France alone there are be-
tween twenty and thirty boarding schools under
the management of the Brothers, of which ooe,
in Paris, contans 800 pupils. These are facts
which the Witness canoot rail away.

It 1s the same throughout the U. States—as
may be seen from the words of John Magurre,
M.P., in Lis great work The Irish In America.
The writer devotes much space to the statistics
of those noble institutions, Z%e Christian Bro-
thers' Schools, which are, as 1t seems from these
statistics, daily spreading, furmishing an efficient
anhdote to the moral wirus commuoicated by the
Commoa Schoals of the republic. Tins 1s why
evangelical editors stand aghast at the progress
of Romanism: this 15 what they seek to put
down, when they declaim about the sidious pro
gress of the priests and religious Orders. And
as the Catholic laity of the United States, are
keen sighted enough to know that, 1f bebind band
in their secular trainiog, their children will never
be able to compete ‘successfully with their Pro-
testant fellow-citizens 1o the battle of life, it 1s to
be presumed from the fact that Catholic parents
do send in ever mcreasing numbers their cinldren
tc the Christian Brothers’ schools, that these
schools are in things secular, fully equal to those
that the State supplies. The former are 1 de-
mand in the United States: and that demand
can,n such a country, With its peculiar social
surroundings be due only to therr iotrinsic excel-
lence. This is a truly commerctal argument
which the EVimess will be able to appreciate,

The best, because the most prudent and far-
sighted friends of the Protestant church of Eng
land, always deprecated the granting to 1t of the
hberty of synndal action. They knew what
would be the inevitable result of such action upon
all bodies constituted as is that church: a body
destitute of all cohesive principle from within, so
heterogeneous are its component parts: and kept
together, or rather prevented from bursting
asunder, only by the application of strong and
steady pressure from without, in the shape ot
State supremacy. These more prudent Angl-
cans felt and reasoned 2s does Paterfamilias
when his little Johony clamors for a knife. ¢ No
my boy: you will but cut your fingers with a
koife, and make yourself a spectacle, and a terror
to olbers. You will do yourself some mischief
with it, and I can’t let you have ope.”

But our ecclesiastical Joheny persisted in s
clamors for a kaife ; and weakly yelding to his
impostunities, his foolish pareots, for the sake of
quiet perhaps, at last foolishly let bim bave the
long asked for, muck coveted sharp edged instru-
ment. Johnny has got s knife: the Aaglican
body v Canada has got its freedom, and its so
called liberty of synodal action. And a pretty
mess Jobony has made of it! He has already
gashed and acored his fingers with it ; bis face is
all scarred, his clothes are stained with blood,
and 1f some judicious friend does not quickly in-
terfere, and snatch the dangerous weapon from
the 1ll-starred younpster’s kaads, it is greatly to
be feared that he will ere long cut his own throat
with 1it.  Johony however won’t part with his
kuife.

Let any one read the proceedings of the An
glican Synod, as reported in the Protestant press,

Synod. Scarce could we have believed that

such angry passions could bave found shelter in
celestial, or rather ecclesiastical minds.

Weare told ime after time that the differences
betwixt Protestants are apparent ratber tbaa
real : that they coocern, not the essentials of reli-
gion, but only some matters of ceremony, but
that at heart and substantially, all Protestants are
one. Without however msisting on the irrecon-
cilable and essectial differences betwixt Armmian
and Calvinist, betwixt the Uaitarian. and the
Trinitarian Protestant sects, let us look at the
differences betwixt the members of one Protest-
aot sect, as exemplified o the debates and pro-
ceedings of the Anghcan synod, and we shall see
how ludicrous is this claim to Protestant uity
we shall bave practical assurance of the impos-
sibility of attaining to anythwng like oneness of
spirit, amongit men whose rule of faith 1s private
judgment ; with whom religion is but a mode of
thinking 2bout the relations betwixt God and
man ; and for whom revelation i3 oo more than a
mattar of opinion.

The wisdon, of the course pursued by those
amongst Anglicans, who opposed freedom of
synodal action as certain to lead to disorgamsa.
tion, and deprecated the throwing off of the tram
mels of the State as the precursor of anarchy, bas
sow been fully vindicated. The worst enemy of
Anglicamsm could not posstbly desire a greater
evil to befall it thao that which its imprudent
friends have inflicted upon upen it in giving to it
the power of action independent of the State,—
Subject to the latter, taking practically ite faith,
its doctrines, its religtous observances from the
Civil Courts, there was about i!s proceedings a
certain gravity and air of decorum, which pre
vented it from making unseemly display of 1its in-
ternal disseosions. The State had 1ndeed a tur-
bulent and very quarrelsome lot of children to
deal with: but by a timely mterposition of its
supreme authonty, by judicious temporising, and
ambiguous judgmenis in which both the contend-
ing parties found a verdict 1 ther favor, it, the
State, did contrive to keep the peace, and to
preveot the angry combataots from proceeding
to extremities with one another, But now that
this salutary check has been removed, that the
reins of disciphine have been abandoned, and free-
dom of action has been granted to the different
antagonistic parties within the Anglican fold, that
which sage statesmea, and calm onlookers had
predicted bas come to pass. Arglicamsm is
to fall, not so much by the blows of its assailants
from without,as from its own wternal dissensions.
Tts enemies have 9o need to Iift a hand agast
it, for 1ts own members are doiog the enemy’s
work., Give 1t liberty of action, and it will cut
its own ibloat; give1t but rope enough, and it
will quickly hang itseif. s it not written ?7—
“ Every Kingdom divided agawst itself is brought
to desolation : and every city or house divided
against itself shall not stand.”—St. Matt. xii,
25,

——

There is a great excitement amongst the
“ saints” in New York. A man named Johp
Allen, who proudly claimed the distmction of be.
ing the ¢ wickedest man” in New York, and had
for some time kept a drinking shop and dancing
saloon 1o the back-slums of that city—has been
balf converted, and bas taken to runaing a sort
of pious bouse, tn which prayer meetings are
beld, and addresses on religious topics are deh-
vered by city missionaries and others. This has
created quite a sensation. A sermon in a regu-
lar chureh or cbapel 1s a dull aftair enough, which
presents but few attractions to the multitude,—
But a sermon n a low groggery, but a refigious
exhortation in a dancing salooa s a novelty :
there 18 a piqnancy about it, which pleasantly
tickles the palate of the satiated sioner,and we are
oot surprised to learn that the thing draws well,
and that large sudiences daily testify to the dis-
cersment of the * wickedest man in New York.”

Many wonderful conversions are recorded—
notably that of an eminent pugilist who cn-e
stood up with Orful Gardener ; but who even
when he was in the act of drawmg up articles of
agreement for a fight or set-to,was suddenly con-
victed of the error of lis ways—just ¢ like Saul
of Tarsus” the reports in tle papers saiy—and
who went home with tears of joy n his eyes, and
a feeling that bis sms were pardoned.

As for John Allen himself, the conversion pro-
cess was not rapd, or complete. e 13 still
John Allen says the T'rbune, but ¢ a modified
and solemnized John Allen ;” a John Allea who
rucs a religious concern, and for whose © full
salvation” ins friends offer up anxicus prayers—
tor he is apparently only half saved as yet. In
fact ¢ Jokin Allen has not been 1n haste to flee
from the wrath to come” says the N. Y. T
bune, and 13 2 man inclined to take his own time
about 1t. Apparently he waits to see if tie
prayiog business will pay as well as did the
drinking and dancing business.

Upon the whole we are inclined to suspect
that, whilst the gloss of novelly is vpon the thing,
aod so0 long as the buwiness 1s not spoile? by too
many crowdiag into i, as was the Jew baptising
business in Syria—it will be more profitable to
run a good praying saloon, than a dancing saloon
— for we see by the N, Y. Z7idune that already
John Allen has several rivals. who dispute with

bim, not only the custom and patronsge of the
religious publie, but contest his right to the proud
distinction of bewng the * wickedest m INew
York :"—

Competition is the soul of business some say,
but the competition n this religiovs business
threatens to be so keep that it 1s to be expected
that it will kil it entirely. It will we fear be
horrible, and will tend to bring rehigion into gen-
eral disrepute. ¢ A religious meeting in Mr.
Burn’s dog-pit would indeed be remarkable” as
the T¥ibune says—but would 1t be edifying,
wonld it be conducive to natural morality, and
Cinishan holipess of liviog? It would attract
no doubt, and bring together large andiences, but
would 1t tarn souls to God, or hasten the estab-
lishment of Flis reign upon earth? We much
doubt 1t ; but io the meau time the thing takes
with the public, and apparently remunerates its
eaterprising promoters. All the world in fact is
going into the rehgious business m New York,
and the mania for runoing prayer saloons, versus
dancing dens is rapidly spreading all over the
City. At least so the N. Y. Tribune gives us
to understand :—

" The religious fire lighted in Jobn Allen’s Water
Street denca-house bids fair t0 become a roaviog
flame, aud spread over the land. The comiog winter
will evidenily be a season of intense religious ex-
citement.”

Let us pray that the roariog flame may wuot
spread ! That we at feast may be spared this
desecration of holy things, this vile ‘prostitution
of Christianity to the filiinest purposes'!

Tt was but the otber day that the Moatreal
Gazette described the condition of the United
States as as bad as that of Dahomey ; so regard-
less are our neighbors of buman life, so incom.
petent is thewr government to afford adequate
protection to its subjects, aganst an ever in-
creasing violence, bratality, and fawlessness.

Remembering as we did the comparison 1n—
stituted but the other day by the Gazetle, be-
twixt the ceatre of Uunited States civilisation,
acd Dabomey, we contess that the perusal of the
above extract fairly took away our breath. Why
the mischiet, it struck us, it the Upited States
goveroment have all these geod thiogs within 1ts
gift, liberty, peace, plenty, and above all security
to persoa and properiy, does it not distribute
some of them to those beneaih its actual sway 9
peace and liberty to the unkappy Soutberners,
the Poles of N. America: security for life and
property to the denizens of New York, the Da-
homey of the New World. "And if it wili not,
or cauaot give these things to its own people,
what reason 13 there for expecting that it will give
them to Mexico when it shall bave conquered,
and annexed that country ?  Shall Dihomey then
give peace to the world, liberty and security to
the nattons! We fear that the G'azette's philo-
sophy is at fault.

What 1s the proper title to apply to the Lieu-
tenant Governors of the several component por—
tions of the Domiaion? we bear it asked, Were
we 1o be guided solely by oar own wishes, by
our own ideas of what is right, aod by our owa
theories of Confederation, we should say that
decidedly tbe said Executive Officers should be
severally addressed as, ¢ Your Excellency.”

Tarete Prizz Horses Bosxep.— About a quarter to
twelve o'clock Tuesday night 15:h imst., the alarm
sounded from box No. 8, for fire in & row of stables
in rear of Rapio's Ho'el. St. Joseph stre t. A high
wind waz blowiog at the time and 8 ‘ew minntes
after the discovery of the fire, it kad spread from Mr.
Rapin'a ptablen tc sheda of Mr, Parkia, dyer, and was
rapidly ee'zing the surrounding woodsn bnildings
when the reels arrived on the ground. By the time
the first stream waa laid the fire bad asgumed very
alarming proportions snd appesrencs ; the immence
volumes of flaraes fud by the bay and combustible
material of the buildinga. darting high into the air
whers it waa caught by the strong wind and blown
about the other buildings ina manner which threat-
ened their instant distruction. Mr McKenna's pro-
perty in St. Heary Street situsted to leeward of the
fire wag in imminent dsnger and oxe of his honses &
large orick building, was eeveral times on fi"e. But
now the gtreamy wera laid and the firemen witha
plentiful supply of water began to battle the flames
and it was qnickly evideat notbwithstandinz the
dense volumes of blinding amoke and the haat that
the latter would sooun have to sncecumb. [nahoutan
hnur the fire was completely pobdued. Atoae timo
the appesrence of the flumes was very terrifying and
tn add to 1be confusion the neighbourine atreots were
impassible from the quantity of smcke jn them. The
firemen must bave snffered terribly from ir. The
greatest credit 13 due to the fellowa for the manner
in which they went at the flumes.

Tha ma3t serioua wart of the fire h '8 naw to de re.
lated. Io anm interior gtab’e io rear of the oo~ which
firet tock fire, were three valuabie entire horses
which wera burnt, Every effort waz mnade to pet
the animals out, but ag they had actuzlly ta be
brought threugh the burning building, it wag nn
impossibility to get them to & vlace of safuty before
the flimes surrounded them. In fact, the stables
wore ve'y large and intricate and no better than so
many mateh-boxea. It i3 a pity that no safar place
wad chosen to put the valuable stock in. Perbaps
it wiil ba a lesson to o'hers to be more snlect. As
a genersll role, old-fashioned wonden stahles are not
worthy of any confiderce, and the man that nu's his
horse in ove should sit up all pight by its sile with
the hslter io his hand The brraea destroyed wera,
the famoug horse ! Emigrant! 5 yeara cld, the pro-
perty of the Huutingdon Agricultural Saciety, and
imported two years ago &% s cost Hl 700 ; a youog
Clydesdale horss, two years oid, also the property of
the Society, and imported only six mentua ago.
He cost $900. The third horse, ¢ Qld Beanharaais,’
annthar Olydesdale, was the property of the Bagubar-
nnis Agricuitural Society, and has been two years
in the coustry. He was valued at $1 100. The
loss of the animala will be a gource of regret to the
farmiog commnarnity from where they hail.

prove more damaging to future exhibitions of atock,
thon this evidont hazard which tbeir ownera run in
sending ibem here, under the clarge of unrelinble
parties, who apparently make up theic compuisory
abstemionsness through the day, by indulgingat
right to such an estent 83 not to be able to attlend
to the animals in charge, should en em rgendy arise;
