TRY TO GET RAILWAY|

Plan Now Appears to Be to|
Hold Russian Lateral Lines
for Winter.

PETROGRAD. Sept. 14.—Hitherto |
the German advance has been made by i
a monotonous employment of a single|
method, the continued and repeated |
threat of one gigantic encircling
movement after another, compelling
the retirement of the Russian centre-

The belief that the Germans are near-
ing an immediate objective is strength-
ened by the fact that they now
threaten no large encircling move-
ment, but only a eeries of smaller
movements.

The experts are of the opinion that the
enemies are giving up the hope of sur-
rounding or destroying the Russian army
and are now merely seeking positions
which will allow them to dig in and turn
attention to the western front. They can-
not stop exactly where they are and
send forces westward without exposing
the army that remains to extreme
danger. They must either retire a con-
siderable distance, an operation so
hazardous that it is very unlikely, or
obtain a firm hold on the Dwinsk, ‘Wilna,
Liga, Rowno Railway. They must also
secure this line from being outflanked
in the south and must seize and hold
the River Dwina and the railways on the
eastern side of it, running from Dwinsk
to Riga

On Line at Several Points.

As a result of the new movement the
Germans have already reached the
Dwinsk, Wilna, Liga, Rowno line at sev-
eral points and the present efforts are
directed to compel a Russian retirement
between these points. The most im-
portant of the operations are goncerned
with Dwinsk and Wilna. The German |
occupation of Szentziary cuts the line be-
tween the places and gives the Germans
a means of quick transport by railway
from Tonewitz southward to Wilna.

NISH, Serbia, Sept. 14 (via London,
2.30 p.m.)—The following official com-
munication was issued today by the
Serbian war office:

Russian Offensive in Galicia
is Unchecked, Germans
Dangerous Near Dvinsk.

MAY ENCIRCLE RIGA

Teuton Battering Ram Led by
Von Hindenburg is

LONDON, Sept. 14, 11 pm. — Tae
German drive towards Dvinsk goes
forward unchecked, according to the
Berlin official statement issued today,
and Field Marshal Von Hindenburg's
army has taken 5000 prisoners in the
encounters of the last 24 hours and
forged ahead to within about 30 miles
of the Dvinsk fortress.

Riga for the time being is left un-
threatened by direct attack, but should
Von Hindenburg succeed in getting ef-
fectively astride the Petrograd rail-
way further south it would expose the
Baltic port to a serious enveloping
movement.

All the mid-Poland fighting, the Ger-
mans claim, is progressing in taeir
favor, but the Russidns are still on the
cffensive in Gali¢ia, pressing the Aus-
trians with a vigor that recalls their
dash thru Galicia in tne latter part of
iast winter,

Arabic Cage Presented Fully
to Bernstorff in Final
Effort.

ALMOST TOOK PLUNGE

Wilson Cabinet Hesitated on
Brink of Ending Diplo-

matic Relations.

WASHINGTQN, Sept. 14—Prospects
for a favorable adjustment of the
controversies between the United
States and ‘Germany -depend’ entirely
on the attitude which the Berlin for-
eign office will take toward the re-
commendations made today by Count
Von Bernstorff, the German ambassa-
dor, following his conference yesterday
with Secrétary of State Lansing. .

Details of the conference became
known today, throwing light on the
critical point that had been reached
in the relations between the two coun-
tries. The WasHhington Government
was almost ready to sever diplomatic
relations, but decided to delay taking
any step until Germany could be fur-
nished the evidehce -in its possession
of the Arabic case.

Friendliness and candor are under-
stood to have characterized the con-
versation between Mr. Lansing and the
ambassador. The latter now has been
given an opportunity to communicate
freely with his government, so that it
may be clearly understood in Berlin
why officials here are convinced that
the .torpedoing of the Arabic could
not have been a mistake, justified or
unjustified. :

Insist on Disavowal.

In wview of the evidence, the United
States wants a disavowal of the act
and this was made clear to Count Vor
Bernstorff. Arbitration cannot be an
issue for consideration until the atti-
tude of the German Government to-
ward the act itself is placed on record.
Later the American Government may
take under consideration a proposal to
arbitrate, not the principle, but what
indemnity should be paid for lives lost.

The evidence which has been com-
municated by the United States is
regarded here as proving conclusively
that until she submerged to lJaunch
the torpedo against the Arabie, the
German submarine was concealed be-
nind the sinking British steamer Duns-
ley and could not have been seen by
the captain of the Arablic. Further-
more, it is shown that the Arabic was
struck in such a way that the sub-
marine must have been at right angles
from her when the torpedo was fired,
instead ot in a position to make ram-
ming by the liner a possibility.

May Yet Sever Relations.

Ambassador Von Bernstorff is un-
derstood to have scrutinized this evi-
dence carefully and to have made cer-
tain suggestions to his foreign office.
It probably will be ten days before a
reply can be zeceived. If = disavowal

PETROGRAD, Sept. 14.—The Rus-
sian frmies are continuing their ad-
vance in eastern Galicia, with the
Austrians and Germans in full retreat,
and they have nlso begur a successfu!

Galician border in eastern Poland,
Forty thousand prisoners were taken
by ‘the Russians in their so far suc-
cessful attacks on the German right
flank, and about 13,000 prisoners were
taken yesterday alone in eastsrn Po-
land by the victorious troops of the

zZar,

In Galicla the Germans and Aus-
trians are retreating westward from
the Sereth River front and the czar's
troops have set them in violent en-
gagements at three points west of
Sarnonol and the Zalesiki region.
Success attended the fighting in this
district, when 2700 soldiers and 35 of,
flcers were captured yesterday. \

.. Success. in Poland. -

In the Derajno district, eastern Po-
land, the Russians effected a success-
ful crosing of the ryn River and
fought their way onward, capturing an
entire .Atistrian battalion. The Aus-
tro-Germans were checked in the Kle-
van .region when they attempted to
assume an offensive and counter-at-
tacking, the Russians advanced to
Klevan. West of that point they took
over 1300 prisoners in fighting near
the Village of Oeszwa.

The Austro-Germans were also driven
from Rydomel, in the region west of
Wysznewec, and the neighborhood was
soon afterwards cleared of them, great
losses being inflicted on them when th
were beating a hurried retreat, in whic
they were driven tronf Postoka Village.
The Ruesian column advancing in this
area took 20 officers and 2000 men pri-
&oners,

Disastrous Counter-Attacks.

The cablegram reads as follows:
“Total money eight thousand, seven
hundred and twenty-three pounds re-
ceived from Canada for tobacco fund
from October to end August. One hun-
dred and fifty-two thousand parcels
despatched in same period, each parcel
value twenty-five cents. Total contents
seven million, six hundred thousand
cigarettes and thirty-eight thousand
pounds tobacco. Balance Canadian
cash in hand, eleven hundred and
twenty-three pounds. Please appreci-
ate that two months and more must
necessarily elapse before subscribers
can receive poet cards from the front.
Delays arise thru ecustoms formalities,
military authorities and war exigencies
generally. Everything possible being
done expedite deliveries but abnormal
timés abnormal delays. Post c.z'ards
should be delivered Canada free.

“From this it will be seen that the
total sum subscribed, £57238 sterling,
represents 174,460 packets, at the rate
twenty packets to the pound sterling
or four to the dollar, each packet re-
presenting twenty-five cents.
these, 152,000 packets have been for-
warded to the front, leaving a balance
of 22,460 to be forwarded. The cash
in hand, £1128, if muiltiplied by twenty
covers the exact number, 22,460," and
it will thus be seen that a
complete balance sheet is presented
so far as moneys remitted to London
are concerned,

“Of course there are other moneys
in transit and which are being paid
into the bank each day, and it should
be borne in mind, as pointed out by
the cablegram, that a period of some-
thing like two months must elapse be-
fore the packets subscribed for can
reach the front and an acknowledg-
ment be received by the donors in
Canada; and further, it is impossible
to ensure that every recipient of a
packet will take the trouble to fill up
the postcard addressed to the donor
which is enclosed in each packet sent.

Questions Answered.

“In the issue of The Toronto Sun-
day World of Sept. 12, 1915, answers
were demanded to various questions.

“1. It was pointed out that on or
about June 12 last Mr. Private cabled
to a tobacco firm in London asking
for quotations. We do not know hiow
The World became possessed of a ca-
blegram from Mr. Private to Messrs.
Martins, Limited, who are the buying
agents and contractors for. the supply
of tobacco to the Overseas Club, but
there is no doubt that such a cable
was sent, and when it is understood
that great pressure was being brought
to bear on Mr. Private to secure the
sending of Canadian tobacco to the
Canadian troops, it should be appre-
ciated that in getting into direct con-
tact with the suppliers in England he
was doing what he could to forward
uae expressed wishes of the Canadian
public.

2. It is stated that in The Evening
Telegram of July 20, 1915, an adver-
tisement announced the sendaing of
full four ounce packages of tobacco,
and a reference is made to packets
weighing 3 1-5 ounces, but at this
time arrangements had not been con-
cluded for the supply of Canadian to-
bacco, and it was when a supply of
the best Canadian tobacco was ar-
ranged for, and an improvement eg-
fected in the size and quality of the
cigarets that the wording of the ad-
vertisement was altered to malte it
read:

“Your donations provides ‘50 cigar-
ots, a packet of Canadian ‘manufac-
tured smoking tobacco, a supply of
matches, and a return postcard ad-
dressed to the donor of the package.”

“It will be seen, therefore, that no
attempt was made to misrepresent,
but rather every pains taken to state
exactly what would be given in re-
turn for the money subscribed

“8. Further reference is made to the
cablegram and statements contained
therein, but it should be

¢ borne in
mind that Mr. Private was, in the
interests of the Canadian iroops,

bringing pressure to bear on the head
office of the club in London, in order
to secure a supply of the Canadian
tobacco for which he had been asked
As to his statement that in the event
of its being arranged he would take
over all existing Canadian funds, etc.,
this may well be dismissed as mere
boastfulness.

“4. On the question of the size of
the packet, Mr. Private pointed out
that Canada could only supply 50
cigarets without tobacco for 25 cents,
and, in proof of this, it may be men-
tioned that advertisements appearing
in Canadian papers previous to this
time were advertising a package of
60 cigarets and a quarter of
a pound of tobacco for 50
cents, or double the price
charged. As has been already pointed
out, it is only the extraordinary facili-
ties secured by the club and their con-
tractors for packing in bond and for-
warding carriage free to the front that
Imakes it possible to supply a packet for
twenty-five cents which contains thrae
times that amount in.retail value.

‘5. The talk about co-operation is
quite in order and is easily explained
when it is pointed out that by getting
the contractors to accept and use Cana-
dian tobacco Mr. Private hoped eventu-
ally to overcome the opposition of some

of the Canadian manufacturers to the
Et;pgl\'mg of tobacco by the Overseas
Tt g ;

‘6. The statement as to a co-operative
collecting arrangement with The Mont-
real Gazette is not true. Mr. Private
rnever made any arrangement with The
Montreal Gazette, but before the Over-
seas Club had commenced to operate n
Canada The Gazette had started a fuail
of their own and were availing " them-
selw_‘s of the services of Messrs .\Iartih:
Limited, to supply the tobacco for which
their readers subsecribed. -

“In coming to Canada, Mr. Private had
clear and definite instructions as Lto ntil

““The Overseas Club has been defray-
ing Mr. Private's expenses by direct re-
mittances from London, England but :n
all cases his account is subject to Sll‘r‘-‘
charge for {tems that are considered pe--
sonal, extravagant or unnecessary.

Letter From Montreal.

The World yesterday received the fol-
lowing letter from E. F. Slack, managing
director of The Montreal Gazette:

Editor World :

Our attention has been called to, an
article in last Sunday’'s World dealing
with the operations in Canada of Mrs
Arthur Private and the Overseas Tobacco
Fund, in which it is stated that “he (Mr.
Private) further’pointed out that it was
necessary to conceal from The Montreal
Gazette, with whom he had made a co-
operative arranfement, the details of the
proposed deal.”™

This statement, attributed to Mr. Pri-
vate, is not correct. The Gaszette Tobac-
co Fund has never had, has not now, and,
50 long as the prevailing disposition ex-
ists, will neéver have, any connection
whatsoever with either Mr. Arthur Pri-
vate or the Overzeas Club Tobacco Fund.

When Mr, Private tiist came to Tan-
ada he was kind enough to inform ws
that we would be allowed to assist the
Overseas Club in the work of supplying
tobacco to the Canadian soldiers at the
front. We thanked Mr. Private, but in-
timated that we were quite satisfied to
remain independent. Then Mr. Private
proposed a partnership, which we also
declined. His third proposition was that
we should allow him to explain his mis-
sion to Canada l, the columns of The
Gazette, and that we should give him
letters of introduction to the editors of
the leading Canadian newspapers, Again
we were compelled to decline. On the
occasion of Mr. Private’'s last call he in-
timated that he might find it necessary
to place the interests of the Overseas
Club in the hands of some other Mont-
real newspaper. To this, we assured
him, we had no objection.

Every cent subscribed to The Gazette
Tobacco Fund is acknowledged in the
columns of The Gazette, and it is the
intention, and our books and vouchers
have been kept from the first with that
intention in viéw, of submitting to the
public at the proper time a statement of
the workings of the fund, showing, on the
one side, all receipts, trade and cash dis-

EUROPE IS CALM
INSPITE OF WAR

Prof. Carruthers Returns Af—
ter Visit to England, France,
Italy and Greece.

SEEN FROM CLOSE ANGLE

Opinion of Situation Gathered
Best From Talks With
Returned Soldiers.

England is in a stronger position
than before the declaration of war,”’
said Prof. Adam Carruthers of the de-
partment og classics of Toronto Uni-
versity, after a trip last year to Eu-
rope, while on, leave of absence from
his academic duties, on account of {ll-
health. Prof. Carruthers arrived in
Canada last week and had his first
opportunity of seeing the effects which
the war has had upon the spirits of
the Canadian people, as he was in
the mid-Atlantic on his way o Havre
when war was 'declared, and the ves-
sel was landed at Liverpool instead
of the French port. Canada has been
affected fully as much as England has,
in the opinion of Prof. Carruthers,

Accompanied by his wife and daugh-
ter, Prof. Carruthers went to Paris,
tren to Italy, and left the last-named
country for Greece one day before the
Italian Government declared war
against Austria. A deep impression
of the abilities of the Italian soldier,
and the effectiveness of the military
machine perfected by Italy, a convic-
tion that nine-tenths of the people of
Greece were strongly pro-allies,and a
divination that Britain’s strength has
been growing greater with the passing
of time, while that of her opponents
has been crumbling, were gathered
by Prof. Carruthers during the course
of his extended visit to troublel Eu-
rope.

Saw Zeppelin Raids.

The stoicism of the people of both
France and - England when danger
threatens was thought by Prof. Car-
ruthers to be remarkable. He wit-
nessed Zeppelin raids in both London
and Paris, and felt that no fear was
experienced by the inhabitants of the
danger zones. The feeling was de-
scribed as being more of anger than
anything else. ‘‘Paople were killed in
one block while those living in the
next square were perfectly passive,”
said Prof Carruthers, referring to a
Zeppelin raid on Paris.

In England everything was military,
he said. Men in khaki were encount-
ered everywhere. What gave the Eng-
lish more assurance than any-
thing else was that thou-
sands of men were drilling
without uniforms and that even officers
were dressed in mufti while training
in England. Reasoning on the bg.sls
that there were more recruits. than
uniforms, the feeling was that the
British public did not take the idea of
conscription seriously.

Universities Do Their Share.

“The universities have taken on a
military aspect as well as every other
nook and cranny of the United King-
dom,” sald Prof. Carruthers. County
forces were quartered in ‘university
buildings and officers were living in
the college residences. Oxford and
Cambridge were much changed, with
only one-third of the usual number of
students in attendance last year.

Wiaile crossing from Greece to the
Ttalian port of Bari, the - ship on
which Mr. Carruthers and hig family
were sailing was stopped by the
French cruiser Victor Hugo, which
was then patrolling the waters of the
southern Adriatic. The French crui-
ser which was the consort of the Vic-
tor Hugo nad been destroyed by an
Austrian submarine filve hours pre-
vious to the visit of this boat, but the
news had not yet been received by the
French captain.

Prof. Carruthers, with his wife and
daughter and his son Clive H.|, who
is a Rhodes scholar at Oxford, sailed
for Canada by the C. P. R. steamer
Metagama just a week before the
Hesperian left port on her last voyage.
Outside of the fact that the passen-
gers were called at daybreak on the
second day out to take life-preservers,
there were no-untoward events on the
homeward trip. altho the captain was
advieed that undersea craft were in
his immediate vicinity.

Prof. Carruthers has recovered his
health sufficiently to resume his uni-
versity duties. His son will leave for
England at the end of September to
finish the term of his scholarshipp at
Oxford.

PLANS FOR DEFENDING
LONDON NOT DISCUSSED

MacNamara Declined to Throw
Light in Answer to
Query.

LONDON, Sept. 14—The unusual
amount of interest in the reopening of
parliament was shown by the large
attendance today, but the more im-
portant matters which are absorbing
public attention were postponed until
tomorrow. Premier Asquith will then
move a new vote of credit, and will
utilize the occasion to give the coun-
try a general review of the military
and financial situation.

The question of defence agalnst air-
ship raids was brought up in the
house of commons today, an attempt
being made to interrogate Thomas J.
MacNamara,-financial secretary of the
admiralty. Mr. MacNamara evaded
discussion of this point by saying it
would be improper to give any infor-
mation in regard to what was being
done. The member who questioned
Mr. MacNamara was anxious to know:
whether the government at tbis late
date was seriously considering for the
first time the defence of London, and
whether the admiralty had studied
carefully the steps so successfully
taken for the protection of Paris from
air attacks. Beyond saying that he
could not accept the proposition that
the government was not prepared to
defend London and announcing that
Admiral Sir Percy M. Scott had al-
ready assumed his duties in charge of
the gunnery defences of London
against aircraft, Mr. MacNamara de-
clined to be drawn out.

CONSCRIPTION MAY
COME TO ENGLAND

Premier Asquith Admits Mat-
ter Studied by British
Cabinet.

BARS CONTROVERSY

Regrets Question of Best
Way to Win War Became
Public Debate.

LONDON, Sept. 14—Official admis-
sion that the cabinet is seriously de-
tating the subject of conscription was
made public for the first time in the
house of commons this afternoon.

The subject was raised when the
motion for adjournment was made.
It was brought up by both the op-
ponents and the advocates of con-
scription. Premier Asquith finally
\arose and announced:

“This is not a matter which has
escaped the attention of the govern-
ment. When the government, with-
out unduc delay and with due deliber-
ation, which the gravity of the sub-
ject demands. have arrived at their
conclusions they will be presented to
the house and will then become thc
subject of parliamentary discussion.”

The premier 'expressed regret that
the question of the best way “in
which this country ehall meet the call
to bring the war to a successful con-
clusion” had become a matter of pub-
lic controversy. He hoped there
would be no further dehate on this
subject for the present.

The session was preceded by a
meeting of the privy council and tnc
cabinet. The cabinet meeting was de-
voted to consideration of statements
on the progress of the war, the re-
vised budget, a vote of credit, post-
ponement of the general election,
naval and military pensions, and na-
tional service ,particularly recruiting
and the mobilization of industry.

The privy council considered a
proclamation concerning trading with
the enen.y, and also an order further
restricting the drinking area of Scot-
land.

LOSSES OF BRITISH

REACH LARGETOTAL

Casualties Nearly Four Hun-
dred Thousand is State-
ment of Asquith.

RATIO HAS DECLINED

Daily Loss in Recent Months
Averaged Fifteen
Hundred.

LONDON, Sept. 14—Official an-
nouncement was made today in the
house of commons that the total of
British war casualties up to August
21, for the British armies alone, was
881,988 officers and.:nen killed, wound-
ed or missing. Of this number 75,957
were killed, 261,060 wounded, and 54,-
967 are missing, and :nay be dead or
prisoners of war. These figures were
djyided as follows:

Losses of the British army during
the summer were
than in April and Ms&y. The past
previous statement for the total of
British casualties was made by Pre-
mier Asquith on June 9. It gave a
total of 268,069 up to May 81, The
losses from that time up to August
21 are therefore shown to have been
128,914, a dally average of about 1,-
500. In the two months before the
end of May, the period covered in the
préceding announcement, the losees
averaged roughly about 2000 a day.

Officers’ Death Rate High. ;

The British casualty lists issued to-
day show a high death rate among
British officers. Exactly 30.2 per cent.
of all officers included in tho casualty
lists were killed or died of wounds,
while only 19.4 per cent. of the casu-
alties among the men were of killed
and wounded.

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HE CERTAINLY HASY HRSN'T
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Ald. Wickett’s Review of City
Finance

Some three months ago Dr. Morley
Wickett, alderman of the second wanrd.
issued an open letter to the ratepayers
dealing with the conditions which our
system of local improvement has
brought about, and pointing out the
riecessity of early and drastic reform.
Dr. Wickett has followed up his pre-
vious letter 'with one on the need of
reform in the city’s financial affairs
which should give the ratepayers who
are more concerned with their own
interests than with political shuffles
or the howling of placemen and wire-
pullers, a portentous punch in their
pecuniary plexus.,

Dr. Morley Wickett may not be the
only alderman who has paid attention
to the- city’'s flnances, but he is the
only one who has hiad the courage to
set his conclusions in cold type, and
he ras had less gratitude than criti-
cism so far for his pains. People do
not like to be confronted with unwel-
come facts, and they are the less in-
clined to entertain them if they hava
been in any degrée responsible for

_their existence., Dr. Wickett has sim-
ply appeated from the city hall to the
people. Any newspaper which repre-
sents the people must pay attention
to his statements.

Toronto has a revenue of $16,000,000
and owns lands and buildings worth
$41,000,000, and administers other as-
sets worth $60,000,000. It is evident
that .any carelessness or tendency o
ieakage by lack of stringent supervi-
sion may result in ‘huge loss, altho
nothing but the strictest honesty gov-
erned the management,

Some of the costly mistakes made
by the city are mentioned by Dr.
Wickett. The main drainage plans
are wrong. The sewage disposal plant
will cost filve or six millions to make
right. The slow sand and water filter
system is a mistake. Property out-
side the city as well as in should have

contributed to improvements like ‘the;

Bloor street viaduct. Piegemeal an+
nexations have cost more than a pro-
perly comprehensive annexation. plan
would have-done. The bungling in the
sale of city debentures means-a heavy
loss to the city and the ratepayers.
Debentures which should have been
sold in block last January, as advised,

were dribbled out and are not, even.

inclined now to dribble. The future
alone can show how much this mis-
taken policy will cost.

It is on the exhaustion of the city’'s
borrowing powers that Dr. Wickett
chiefly concentrates his attention. The
present limit is roughly fifty millions.
The gross debt is upwards of ninety-
two millions. Of this, exempted in
accordance with the act covering re-
venue-producing * (property, ‘water-
works, car lines, hydro-electric, etc.,
are amounts reaching forty-two mil-
lions. The debt, exclusive of these
exemptions, is placed at $50,118,017.
The excess over the legal limit Dr,
Wickett figures at $407,411.

‘With an increase in the assessment
this year - of $25,000,000, additional
borrowing power dis bestowed at $1,-
900,000. But this is already much more
than absorbed by various commit-
ments. Dr. Wickett concludes that the
city’s borrowing powers are exhaust-
ed, and while nine millions of general
debt matures in the next six years,
fresh expenditures are in sight amount-
ing to forty-five millions, half of which
are non-revenue producing.

“All this means, if it means any-
thing,” he says, “that Toronto must
face the problem of either calling a
halt in her development or radically
changing her financial - policy. With-
out wasting words, the problem is
ome of considerable magnitude, and
demands our earnest consideration.”

It is well toremember that Dr. Wick-

ett 1s not pessimistic, except as to the
result of continuing the present dis-
astrous policy. He desires to intro-
duce publicity into the city's methods
of ‘hendling its financial affairs. This
swould help the city locally and in the
financial markets, he believes, for,
apart from errors of Juwdgment, the
city ‘has nothing to hide.

R Wiil be necessary to petition the
Jegislature to- increase temporarily the
city's borrowing powers. There must
be greater foresight, rigid economy,
an.end to Juggling with the tax rate,

”

and a realization of the danger of cre-
ating debts.

Dr. Wickett promises a further treat-
ment of his views of the city’s finances,
with suggestions for some possible re-
forms. Until he sets his construc-
tive program before the public it may
be well to refrain from criticism.

Lagging Behind

One business which the war has
crippled and war orders have failed
to stimulate is the lumber business.
That it is our most extensive indus-
try, with the exception of agriculture,
may account for a good deal of the
financial depression that is blamed
upon other causes. Nor is the situation
in Canada peculiar. The same indus-
try in the United States 1s also almost
stagnant, and many causes conducive
to this have operated alike upon both
sides of the line.

We get some idea of the trouble by
reviewing the situation on the Pacific
coast. The sawmills of British Colum-
bia and the Pacific states have a capa-
city of 7,500,000,000 feet, while their
entire market at home and abroad re-
quires scarcely more than 5.000,000,000
feet. Prices therefore have fallen
all along the Pacific coast, and many
mills have practically gone out of
business.

One cause of the depression in the
lumber trade undoubtedly is the halt
called upon all construction work at or
even hefore the oulbreak of the war.
An immense jncrease in the use of
iron and cement for building purposes
is also a hig factor. Even more serious
has been the lack of ocean tonnage,
which has almost extinguished exports.
Inability to export falls especially hard
upon New Brunswick. Here in On-
tario we believe that the output was
considerably restricted even before the
war. During the past season the log-
ging camps were almost deserted.

Two of the causes for the depression
in the United States probably do not
apply to Ontario. One is the severe tax
levied upon standing timber by many
states and the other is over-capitali-
zationg These states with a desire to
cripplé”the lords of the forest who had
engrossed that part of the public do-
main to an alarming extent, imposed
a tax upon standing timber which
compelled the owners either to part
with portions of their reserves or en-
terr actively into the manufacturing
business. This caused many pig mills
to be started, and the business was
financed by bonding the timber limits.
For a time such bonds were in great
demand by investors, altho now, it is
said, that standing timber is unsatis-
factory security for bond issues. The
lumber business, we are told, like the
steel business, is either a prinee or a
pauper and subject to violent fluctua-
tions. Interest upon many of the bond
issues is not being paid, and as a re-
sult foreclosure suits and receiverships
are threatened.

Here in Ontario. our forests have
made most of our great fortunes. But
the general policy of the province has
not been such as to promote general
speculation. Yet the deplorable re-
sult wrought by over-capitalization in
the lumber business of the TUnited
States cannot but have a reflex action
upon the business in this country. It
might be said 'in passing that while
the lumber business 1n all its ramifica-
tions employs & number of people and
is subject to many sharp reverses it is
on.the ‘whole an .interest which seldom
-appeals to the ‘government for aid or
'to the public for sympathy. The
workers who fell the trees and bring
t'hg logs to market retain something of
the happy-go-lucky spirit of former
days. The men who toil in the forest
live simply, work *hard, take long
-chances and accept without murmur-
ing” rather scant returns for a hard
but .venturesome life.

Gold Not Wanted

The National City . Bank of New
York still flies the storm signals on
account of the rising tide of gold im-
ports to the United States. In its bul-
letin for September we are told that
the United States has now more gold
than it needs, and that an excess sup-
ply can result in only one of two
things, either the gold will be hoarded
and later on returned to‘other coun-
tries, with a loss of interest, or it will
form a basis for a widening of credit
which must bring on a general period
o? inflation. " New enterprises, it is
said, will create an enormous demand
for labor in the market, already re-
stricted, and wages will rise to such
a level that, after the war, American
manufacturers will not be able to
cempete in foreign markets. That will
then rgsult, we are told, in a general
liquidation and something like ‘a
financial panic. This line of reason-
ir has been constantly followed by
1? National City Bank, credited with
béing the fiscal agent of the Standard
Oil group, and one of the main pillars
of the money trust. How well it is
grounded in reason we need not de-
termine. But it is significant that
Wall street today is as much alarmei
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at the prospect of a deluge of gold as
it would be by a deluge of paper cur-
rency. Indeed, President Vanderlip
has gone so far as to say that irre-
deemable currency is not of itself a
bad thing so long as it is not un-
limited.

The gold reserves of Europe have
been maintained remarkably well. The
Bank of England has increased its
reserve from 16 to 24 per cent., and
the French peopnle, in response to an
appeal from their government, have
voluntarily exchanged for paper oOver
a hundred mililon dollars of gold hid-
den away in stockings before the war.
Of all the continental Dbelligerents,
even including Germany, it may be
. said that while bank issues and de-
posits have increased out of propor-
tion to the increase in gold reserves,
yet there has been an increase rather
than a decrease in the stores of gold.
The British and French commission-
ers now in New York are fairly threat-
ening that city with a flood of gold
unless the United States financiers
treat the proposed loan and the ex-
change situation generally in a fair
and reasonable manner.

The money kings' desire is to con-
tract the currency. In order to keep
it contracted, they would like to have
the i)ower to issue the currency of
the country and regulate its volume,
Nearly everywhere the public are be~
coming seized of this, and are insist-
ing upon the goiernment issuing ani
controlling the currency of the na-
tion. Without repeating views often
set forth in these columns, The World
believes that the prosperity of Can-
ada in the near future will largely de-
pend upon a national currency issue
and the establishment of a national
bank of issue and rediscount, such as
| has been established in nearly all the
civilized countries of the world.

Would it not be possible, by an is-
sue of national currency against Bri-
tish consols and French rentes, to
bring a good deal of business to Can-
‘ada, which now seems headed for the
United States? No doubt Finance
Minister White will have something
to say along this line to Leord Read-
ing and the Anglo-French Commis-
sion, now visiting New York.

FRANGE WILL RASE
ARMY I COLOVES

Bill Prepared to Add Seven Hun-
dred Thousand Men to
Forces.

PARIS, Sept. 14.—Pierre Masse has
prepared for introduction in the cham-
ber of deputies a bill providing that
natives of French colonies and pro-
tectorates be recruited for service in
the army. It is estimated that this
step would add 700,000 men to t-he
forces in the fleld by next spring. Tae
excellent service given by the large
number of natives now at the front
has resulted in the proposal that they
be used on a much larger scale.

Leading French statesmen have ht‘a,d
under consideration for some time the
vast recruiting field which lies open to
France in the colonies, especially in
China and equatorial Africa. The
main features of the bill which Mr.
Masse will present to parliament wlaen
it reassembles were proposed by Gen.
Mangin, who has a distinguished re-
cord of service in Morocco and the
Soudan.

If the scheme is adopted the new
army of colonials will be composed
largely of colored troops.

NEWS AND NEAR NEWS.

Calgary Albertan, Sept. 9.

Mayor Tommy Church of Toronto,
who is remembered with some fond-
ness in Calgary, ever since he got lost
when he was visiting us a couple of
Years ago, and was retrieved by a
farmer with a load of hay, has dis-
covered the real hidden unwritten
reason for Germany starting the pres-
ent war. It is technical education.
That was what caused it. If the war
and Mayor Tommy Church had arriv-
ed on this terrestial ball a half cen-
tury ago, the Toronto luminary would
have said the same thing, only‘ he
would have left out the word “techni-
cal” and pronounced it “eddykation.”
So the world does change whatever
you may say about it. It was Mayor
Tommy at the big municipal conven-
tion in Saskatoon who - Genounced
commission form of government as a
Yankee experiment, which wouldn’t
be tolerated in Toronto and shouldn’t
be tolerated any place else. He made
that speech before he got lost in Cal-
gary. Doubtless when he says the
speech now he cites Calgary as a de-
generate place where people stray
away, because of their commission form
of government. He could quite as rea-
sonably blame his misfortune in Cal-
gary to our progressive form of gov-
ernment as to blame technical edu-
cation for Germany’s militant spirit.
One is as unreasonable as the otlaer.

However, it is well to .have mayors
like Tommy Church. To have such a
century-behind-the-times official showsg
up how rapidly we are progressing.
No country should have more than
one of him, and only one ity on earth
would make him mayor of it.

HIGH COURT ORDER
CHECKS MAGISTRATE

City Escapes Prosecution for Mor-
ley Avenue Sewage Odors.

By an order granted by Mr. Justice
Lernox at Osgoode Hall, Magistrate
Kingsford is restrained from proceed-
ing to hear and determine the charge
against the city of maintaining . a
nuisance in connection with the Mor-
ley avenue sewage disposal plant. It
was charged that the city committed
& nuisance by “maintaining and
operating the Morley avenue disposal
plant in such a manner that foul and
noxious smells are emitted from the
same ix}to the atmosphere, thereby en-
dangering the llves and health of the
public.”

No reasons are given for this action
of - the court, the order being en-
dorsed on the notice of motion. As a
result of the direction the city is im-
mune from prosecution at present and
the disposal plant wiin continue to be
operated.

The application of Edward Bayly.
K.C., solicitor to the attorney-general,
for .the issue of an order to take the
evidence of Carl Frederick Isler, now
in Toronto, was granted yesterday by
Mr. Justice Middleton. The motion is
based on letters rogatory from ths
Judge of Instruction of First Instance
of the Department of the Seine, in
the French Republic, which letters
seek the aid of the Ontario courts in
obtaining the testimony of Isler relat-
ing to vcertain criminal proceedings
pending in the French court, it is
stated. against Isler on a charge of
fraud. In making the order asked Jus-
tice Middleton expressesthe desire of
Ontario courts to assist as far as pos-
sible foreign institutions of justice.

Markell Yonopolsy, Oba, Algoma, ad-
ministrator of the estate of Bell Orde-
chuk. is suing the Abitibi Power and
Paper Company of Iroquois Falls for
damages. Ordechuk was killed in an
accident and negligence is charged
against the company.

Estimate From Saskatchewan
Gives High Figure and Pro-
gress Made in Alberta.

The preliminary estimate of the de-
partment of agriculture of Saskat-
chewan gives the yield of wheat for
that province as more than 130,000,
‘,000 bushels, according to telegraphic
advices received at the head office of
the Canadian Northern Railway yes-
terday. The wire reads:

“Department’s preliminary esti-
mate on grain yields 183;480,000 bush-
els of wheat, with an average yield
of 19.38 per acre for province.

“Oats: 113,884,000 bushels, on  an
average yield of 40 bushels per acre.

“Barley: With an average yield of
32.26 bushels, gives 8,792,000 bushels.

“There will ‘be approxitmately 5,000,-
000 bushels of flax. Wet weather is
delaying threshing and the remainder
of the cutting.”

From Alberta, the department
agriculture advised the C. N. R.:

“Harvesting +during past week has
been interrupted by local showers; 75
per cent. of the whole crops has been
harvested; balance safe from frost;
threshing will be «quite general by
end of present week; frost on 1ith.
but no camage to crops.”

GZAR AND KING GEORGE
EXCHANGE GABLEGRAMS

Confidence in Ultimate
Triumph of Allies is
Expressed.

LONDON, Sept. 14, 9.06 p.m.—Reu-
ter's Petrograd correspondent sends
the following telegram, forwarded by
Emperor Nicholas to King George:

“In this ‘serious time my country is
going thru I have decided to take the
leadership of my armies in my own
hands. In announging to you this fact
I once more express my conviction
that with God's help and thru the
combined efforts of the allies, their
final victory will crown this bloody
war.”

The emperor, according to the cor-
respondent, received this reply from
King George:

“] am delighted to hear that you

have now assumed command of your
armies in, the fleld. I heartily share
your convictions that with the help of
God you and your brave brothers will
finally assure victory with an honor-
able and lasting peace. My thoughts
will. be more than ever with you in
these anxious times.”

AUSTRALIA SHIPS GOLD

Five and Half Million Dollars Due,
to Arrive on - Steamer
Sonoma Today.

SAN FRANCISCO, Sept. 14.—More
British gold, consisting of nearly five
and one-half millions of dollars in
sovereigns, is due: to arrive here to-
morrow aboard the Oceanic liner So-
noma from Australian bankers. Banks
here to which it is consigned will han-
dle it directly to the mint for recoin-
age.

Including tomorrow's shipment . the
total of British money received here
from Australia and New Zealand since
June 30 approximates $20,000,000.

Kowkash Drew Hundreds of
Practical Men Into Terri-
tory Unknown Beforg.

FUTURE WILL SHOW

Gold Camp Needs Time to
Prove Itself — Sixty
Nickel Claims.

The first claim in Kowjash was
staked Aug. 23. Within ten days all-tha
promising ground in the vicinity of King
Dodds’ rich discovery was staked wup.
Six hundred prospectors, at least, rushed
into a section where there was not stak-
ing room for more than fifty. The six
hundred included the most skilled pros-
pectors in Ontario, and it also included
a lot of men who dropped jobs as clerks
and so forth, thinking that they could
make millions in one wild rush of luck.
Some of these latter men wouldn't know
a granite gravestone from a marble
ccunter. They got no gold and have
come back to say that there is nothing
in Kowkash.

There is in Kowkash precisely . what
The World and other papers that took
trouble to get the facts said was there—
one remarsably rich surface display of
gold and very promising formation. The
real prospectors who went in on the
biggest stampede the north country has
séen went in prepared not to be disap-
pointed. If there was no ground left at
Kowkash they were going to go right
or. looking for more good country. The
rich samples from Kowkash were only
the sign they had been walting years
for, -for that transcontinental _country
has the yellow stuff, and Kowkash
River indicated to them the general di-
rection of "their canoe routes.

The World has
Seen some of this ore; it is not rich, out
it is good nickel ore and a sign that
there is more in the way of mineral
wealth in the hitherto absolutely un-
known country along the Transcon-
tlnemq] Railway than-some good people
are willing to believe. The prospectors
who moved in there when they heard of

The
new field is 200 miles from Jackfish and
600 miles from Rainy River and the Lake
0! the Woods, They say it is in“the
same belt and therefore the ore must be
exactly the. same. One could just as
sensibly say that be¢cause Porcupine is
one hundred miles north of Cobalt
they .should have found silver and not
gold at Porcupine. Besides, mining is a
business in Ontario today. In the time
of the Empress and  the Lake of the
Woods it was a wasteful game for
amateurs to play at.
