That in St. Michael’s Hospital -one
night nurse was required to do the
work of three to four day nurses at
the time when all sickness (s most
dangerous, was evidence brought out
at the inquest into the death of Miss
Ella Hunter, who died as a result o
jumping from 2 window in the hos-
pital while delirious from typhoid

| fever.

The inquest was continued yester-
day, under Coroner Geo. W. Graham,
with Crown Attorney Monahan ex-
amining the witnesses, who were
chiefly medical. /

Dr. W. J. MeColluin, m‘h‘o had the
patient in charge, was the first wit-
negs, and he teld of the arrangement
of the wards in that part of the hos-
pital. BEight of these gemi-private
rooms opened into one corridor, and
iat night only one nurse was "present
'i-n ¢harge of all the patients therein.
! The physiclan said the girl’'s case had
grown worse until he had been forced
to call in Dr. Dwyer for consultation,
and that both had considered hers
.a serious case. “She was muttering
all the time,” he said, “but it was not
an active case. She made no effort to
get out of bed before.”

Asked if he thought the girl's delirium
might become more active, Dr. Mc-
Collum said he did not think so, as it
was a different kind from delirium tre-
mens or that induced by pneumonia.
When Mr. Monahan told him of case®
in the city where such patients had
jumped out ‘of iwindows, the doctor de-
clared they were very rare.

“Bjit don't you think the patients
in delirium should be guarded more
carefully ?”’ asked the crown.

“There was no indication that she
intended doing anything {like that,”
answered Dr. MeCollum, “I would have
liked to have had a private nurse, but
she told me she could not afford it.
I told one of the nurses one day to
watch her carefully, as she might get
out of bed, and they told me they
were watching her.” §

ALBANY, N.Y.. May 81.—If there is
any great interest entertained in the
two amendments to the penal law pro-
posed in the b!lls introduced by Senator
Gittine, and which, thelr opponents de-
clare, would let down the bars erected
by Gov. Hughes against gambling at
race tracks, it was not evinced by the
attendance at the codes committee hear-
ing.

Where hundreds of persons formerly
provided ovefflow meeuings, there were
not more than thirty present, and if
among them there were representatives
of the “Millionaire Jockey Club Direc-
tors,” they managed to keep themselves
discreetly in the background. except,
perhaps., R. T. Wilson, president of the
Saratoga Racing Assoclation,

__Those supporting the bills insisted
they are as harmless as they appear on
the surface. ‘“There is no zecret mean-
ing in them,” said Mr. Wilson. “They
don't upset the Hart-Agnew law or the
Percy-Gray law. What they design to
accomplish is to_give meaning to cer-
tain indefinite features of the law as it
stands.” .

On the other hand, <Canon W. M.
Chasge of Brooklyn, the Rev. Dr. George
. Pe¢k of Buffalo, the Rev. O. R. Mil-
ler of New York and others in opposi-
tion expressed their fears rather than
their convictions hat the bills -were
simply a trick on the part of race track
owners to provide loopholes so that the
drastic Hughes laws might be set at
naught.

One of the bills seeks to define what
“bookmaking without writing” is. The
proposed amendment reads. ‘“‘Bookmak-
ing without writing referred to in this
article, shall mean the raying or pub-
lishing of odds to all comers or to the
pubtiic.”

The other bill amends the Directors’
Liability Act so as to eliminate from
the section making an owner or dgent
responsible for gambling onh his pre-
mises, the words ‘“‘or any other inclo-
sure or place,” and adds the words “to
be,” so that it reads “to be used for
gambling,”’ etec.

The first of these amendments is tak-
en by those in opposition to giye the
race track owners a chance to“reopen
the betting rings, and the second to give
them a loophole to prove the “inclos-
ures’”’ were not knowingly to be used for
betting.

MANY KILLED 1N LONDON
B b TERIFC STORM

Altogether Seven Deaths Recorded
—Five in Neighborhood of
Derby Couf!e?‘

LONDON, May 31.—The exceptional-
ly high temperature that prevailed
during the month of May culminated
this evening in a terrific thunderstorm

in London and the southern and west-
ern suburbs. Many persons were kill-
lightning, - which also struck

| pumerous churches and other buildings.

An electric wire fused in the building
of the Royal Exchange and started a
fire which, however, Wwas speedily
quenched.

The storm was accompanied by a
deluge of rain, which caused a landslip
on the . Southeastern Railway near
Merstham, blocking the line and flood-
ed the Great Western Rallwayv at Eal-
ing, severelyy deranging traffic. The
full fury o f the storm was felt at Ep-
som shortly after the horse races had
ended, and thousands of the spectators
were drenched.. ' g

The storm- was. the most severe that
has visited London in many years.

| The thunder crashed and vivid light-

ning played with terrifying effect along
the rails of the railroads and in the
telephone and telegraph instruments,
while the deluge of rain stopped motor
vehicles, causing great inconvenience.

Altogether seven deaths as the result
of the storm have been recorded. [Five
of these—two policemen and three civi-
llans—occurred in tise neighborhood of
Epsom Downs.

ALL OVER THE CITY

Order of Dominion Railway Board
to Express Companies Goes
Inte Effect To-day.

To-day, in accordance with an or-
der issued by the DLominion Rallway
Boardy a couple of months ago, the
vanious express companiés must de-
llveg- expressed goods to the extreme
bounds of the city in all directions.
This means that the territory, on
which the companies have to send out
goods trans-shipped by thelr routes, is
virtually - doubled in extent.

Since the order was issued the com-
panies have been preparing to put it
into effect on this date. They have
been put to considerable expense, see-
ing that the additional territory calls
tor much bigger equipment of horses
and rigs and a large staff Of express-
men.

“We have not invested very largely
in equipment, so far,” said W. Walsh,
general superintendent of the Domin-
ion Express Co. “We will feel our
way along before deciding from the
needs of the case just how much ad-
ditional equipment we will take on.”

“The order of the board entailed 2
great deal of additional work on our
company,”’ said General Agent Wilson
of the Canadian Express Co.. ‘“but we
ure doing everything to carry it out
to the full. We now have twice as
much territory to oover and are in-
creasing our staff proportionately.”

This order has secured a great boon
for business men living outside the
old narrow limits for express delivery.
and it was largely obtained from the
raflway board thru the representations
of the city council.

The agitation in council was started
by Ald. J. A. MeCausland, who is de-
serving of a great deal of credit in
this connection.
