Investigation in Europe.
The treatment of the criminal insane was

in 1878, under the auspices of La Societe
Generale des Prisons de Paris. In the year
1897 the same soclety asked the commis-
sioner for the United States on the Inter-
national Prison Commission to conduct a
similar enquiry In the United States.
To secure conformity the following ques-
tions were sent to all the States and coun-
tries appealed to.
1. If a person accused of misdemeanor or
crime s adjudged irresponsible on account
of his mental condition, is he immedidtely
set at liberty by the judge as acquitted and
free from further proceedings, or Is he sub-
mitted to some speclal treatment and care?
If the latter, what 1s that special treat-
ment? = 4
2. In what way Is that irresponsibility de-
cided? By the examining magistrate or by
a criminal court? Is there any special form
that decides?
8. Is there a speclal question lald before
ihe jury as to the mental condition of ihe
accused, and if so0, what Is the form?
4. Does the judicial or executive authority
order the ftment or rel of an in-
sane convict either in an insane asylum or
in prison? .
5. To what extent are medlcal experts
called upon for opinions at the time of
commitment or release?
6. Please send any legislative documents
bearing upon.the question of the criminal
insane, and state whether the law has been
eriticised; and If so, upon what points,
There Were Other Queries.
The other questions ask for statistics, giv
ing approximately the number of convicts
found to be insane after sentence, and ;&
are the special asylums for criminal insane
annexes or specially designed for insane
eriminals?
Answers from 45 States took from six
months to a year to come in. It would
be impractieable to print all, or even a
synopsis, of the replies received, but the
compller says: ‘“One is surprised less at
the rarity than at the degree of conformity
which prevalls in the conception of socla]
duty toward the criminal Insane as aow
expressed in laws and institutions throagh-
out the civilized world. Such a uniform
conception of social and national obligatin
is the proof of a new standard in modern
civilization.”
