He went to Cape
Spear to determine on the fitness of that
promontory for the wireless telegraph sta-
tion. The inventor will use a mast 200 feet
high. 2

'Thomas FEdison discredited the announce-
ment of signals having been received here
last week from Cornwall, replied that
the signals were received by him-
self, and added that they were ab-
solutely genuine.

Ottawa, Dec. 16.—The City Councll sat
till midnight wrangling over the several
civic propositions which have earned for
the Ottawa aldermanic board such an un-
enviable notoriety for vacillation and in-
competence. After profuse private lame:a-
tation over the incident which robbed the
Council of its elected head by disqualifica-
tion, the Councll to-night, by 19 to 3, vot-
ed down a resolution deprecating thie meth-
od by which that disqualification had been
brought about.

Then the whole scheme for purchasing a
site for a contagious disease hospitil was
wiped out, and, whith a recrudescence of
the smallpox épidemic om, the Council vot-
ed agalnst a proposal to enforce the com-
pulsory vaccination proclamation igsued at
an earlier and less serious stage of the
epidemic.

The irony of the situation lies in the

fact that, while in the opinion of the City
Solicitor the proclamation remains effec-
tive, despite to-night’s action of the Coun-
cil, its course is calculated to encourage
contempt for a very necessary precaution.

Plaintiff having secured
on Rideau-street a transfer to Bank, got
off the Rideau-street car at the corner of
Rideau and Sussex, five blocks om the
rear side of the transfer poimt, which I8
ait Sparks and Bank. A minute later he
boarded a Bank-street car at the corner of
Rideau and Sussex, and tendered his trans-
fer slip. The conductor refused to accept
it, as it was not a transfer paint for that
line, amd, laying his hand on the passen-
ger's shoulder, ordered him off the car.
Porter paid another five, under protest,
and took action against the company for
assault and damages. The jury awarded
him $100 for assault, and held he was en-

titled to damages in five cents, the price
of his second ticket. The verdict makes
good plaintifi's contemtion that notwith-
standing the printed wconditions on the
ticket a passenger is entitled to transfer
at any point on the line of a comtinuous
passage.

LORD ROSEBERY’S SPREECH.

The Earl of Rosebery has at last spoken,
and has said practically oothing. It was
expected he would announce some definite
policy on “How to end the war’’; instead
he simply found fault with the govern-
ment. He called upon the Liberals to
got together, but did not tell them how
to do it. He said the Ministry was all
wrong, but did not specify In what par-
ticulars; cautioned the Liberals to be care-
ful how they attacked the administration;
grew sarcastic; “roasted” Lord Halsbury
for saying only a “sort of warfare”’ was
going on, and pltched into the Mipistry
for having brought om an election when
the Liberals were not ready for it.

The brief report of the speech. which
the cable has brought s as usual blased
against Lord Salisbury and his colleagues,
whose ‘“‘tactlcssness” had brought wupon
Great Britain the il-will of all Europe.
Of course Mr. Chambenlain had to be
specially aimed at, but the ex-Premler was
careful not to go lnto details.

On the war he sald nothing new. He
packed up Lord Kitchener and acknow-
ledged the necessity of vigorously pushing
on the campaign. He thought the gov-
ernment should be prepared to listem to
peace overtures, neglecting the point that
no such overtures had been made.

In fact the whole speech, which was
so much heralded, was merely & lot of
useless talk, vold of definiteness dnd ut-
terly unworthy of a great statesman.
Those who hoped he would point the
way or plow that promised furrow in-
to some practical policy or suggestions
must have been sadly dtsappointed. The
Liberals, who hoped Resebery would be
the Moses to lead them out of the wilder-
ness, are not a whit nearer deliverance
than' they were six' months ago. word
Rogebery is an Imperialist, but tled by
tradition to the Liberal party; be knows
the government has exhausted every means
to bring the Boers to & reasopable frame
of mind, and he knows that any reason-
able -overtures from the Boers would wve
eonsidered to-day; he knows the govern-
ment has made overtures to the Boers
which have been rejected, and he knows
the government cannot repeat those over-
tures without a sacrifice of dignity, which
would bring sneers from all Europe, -and
would weaken British prestige to a hu-
miliating extent in the eyes of the world.
Small wonder, then, that he could say
nothing new, that he fglked round the
point, and made a showing that was not
to his credit. When full reports of his
speech come to hand there may be some-
thing In them which the cable reporter
has mot Indicated, but In the présent
Hght Lord Rosebery's deliverance bas been

a mere flash in the pan.

BRITISH RETALIATION ON
GERMANY,

The anti-British outburst in Germamy his
worked like a boomerang, just as Presi-
dent Cleveland’s Venezuelan manifesto did
some years ago. When the ex-President,
egged on by the tai]-twisting Democratic
press and the ignorant amd hot-headed sec-
tion of the population, proposed to coerce
Great Britain into ecceptance of the Mon-
roe Doctrine as the fire eaters viewed that
doctrine, there was such a tumble-up i
the financial and commercial world of the
Unmited States as speedily brought them to
their jenses. Within a week raliway
and other stocks slumped until Wall-street
was in a panic and values had shrunk to
such an extent that the whole country was
alarmed. It is said the shinkage im values
of ‘securities amounted to $100,000,000 in
the sevem days following the ill-advised
pronouncement, and extraordinary effoits
were put forth in all offitial circies thru-
out the country to undo the harm, The
English press took the matter with char-
‘act(-risﬁc coolmess, but there was = de-
cidedly firm tone in the editorials of The
London Times and other leading jourmals,
which could not be misunderstood. Engiish
holders of American railroad and other
securities became fearfml, and took steps
to safeguard themselves by withdrawing
their holdings from Wall-street; In faef.
they began to press for the cash which
their investmemts called for, and financ'ai
America then discovered, to its consterna-
tion, that British antipathy meant ruin
to many interests which had never been
thought of by Mr. Cleveland and the men
‘ who forced him to send out the menifesto.
The anti-British sentiment in the United
States at that time was stronger than It
is to-day, and the fact that it was made
official thru the President himself gave
(it a significance beyond that which wouid
attend any popular outburst, not
|backed by the official sanction of the na-
| tion.

There has been a great depreciation In |
British railway stocks within the last llxi
months. In many Instances the depreclu-;
tion has been from 20 to 50 per cent. ltl
is generaily believed, says an English ex |
change, that the companies are handicapped
with such an immense unproductive eapital
fhat a return to the old-time dividends 18
tmpossible. The depression In the, busi-
ness has been jncreasing for three yem‘l‘h
back, and the prospects are 'by 1o means
bright for the future. We imagine a rail-
way man like Mr. €. M. Hays could do as
much for the railways of Great Britain as
te has done for the Grand Trunk in Can-
ada. The British railways will have to
be Americanized or Canadianized before
they can be placed on a satisfactory basis,
When Sir Christopher Furness was here he
was struck by the great carrying capacily
of our rolling stock. A Canadian freight
train will carry four or five times as much
merchandise as an English goods train.
And the same thing prevails in the carriage
of coal and coarse freight.

The London and Northwestern Company,
for instance, which is the largest earrier
of mineral trafflc in the United KMmgdom,
sonl furnishing over 60 per cent. of its
freight traffic, last year reports an aver-
age coal train load of 100 kons only. This
is only a little over ome-fifth of the train-
joad carried by the United States coal
lines. The charges ong‘he Lomdon and
Northrwestern are nearly three thmes as
much as the charges that prevail on this
contiment. Concurrently with the adoption
of, the Americam trolley ldea #t will pay
the people of the United Kingdom to 18-
trodnce our big trains and our mogul en-
gines.

Then The Times proceeds : ‘That Is the
judgiment of the Admiral of the United
States navy, the most disfinguished naval
officer of his time; it- was already ‘he
judgment of the American people, and it
will be the judgment of history.”

“The most distinguished naval'officer of
his time,” is a rich expression. Distin-
guished for what? The “Hero of Mani'a"
was distinguished, eertainly, by his com-
duct of the battle in Manila Bay. With
a well-equipped modern fleet he battered
to pleces a few obsolete hulks, called off
the fight to get breakfast, then went back
and finished the job. A year later he came
home and had a reception which would
have made him ‘“‘distinguished’” had he
done nothing. The battle &f Manila was
like sending a first-class ironclad against
an ancient freight barge. If Dewey fs
“the most distinguished naval officer of
his time” the other admirals of the wor'd
must be a happy lot of inconpetents. Had
Dewey won a victory om anything like
equal terms there could be'no objection
to his being called one of the most dis-
tinguished naval officers of his time; but
to refer to him in the superiative sense
for,smashing a few out-of-date amnd badly
equipped warships, manned by a lot of offi-
cers and men who knew they had ro
chance, is mdiculous.

Le Roi Mine Looks Well.

The English shareholders some time ago
sent an eipert out to examine the Le Roi
mine. Following is the resalt:

Rossland, B.C,, Dec. 10.—The report of
R. J. Frecheville on the Le Roi mine,
which has been looked forward to with
the keenest Interest, has been made pub-
ie. Frecheville’s report shows that

387,000, and that there is enough ore now
in sight to give a net profit of $1,221,-
000. The tonnage in reserve Is estimatad
at 484,000 tons. On the basis of 20,000
tons a month, which is about the normal
rate of shipment, there {8 enough ore in
sight to keep the mine running for two
years, even the ne fresh ore supplies are
opened. Mr. Frecheville’s report on the
condition of the bottom of the mine is es-

ecially interesting. He says that on the
owest level there ig an ore bedy 24 feet
wide, averaging $15 a ten. The average
value of all the ere in the mine is $11.75
a ton, and the total cost of treating it in
future should be not more than $9.

Mr. Frecheyille’'s repert was . cabled to
the company from Rassland ynder date of
Nov. 23. It has been made public by the
directors in a eircular, together with some
explanatory remarks.

Advance of Australasia.

Australia saw the consummation of the
great mission which was the most im-
mediate object of our journey, and you cai
imagine the feelings of pride with which I
presided over the inauguration of the first
representative assembly
Australian Commonwealth, in whose hands
are placed the destinies of that great island
continent. During a happy-stay of many
weeks in different cities we were able to
galh an insight into the working of com-
mercial, - social and political institutions
which the country boasts, and to see some-
thing of the great progress which it has
already made and of its great capabilities,
while making the acquaintance of many of
the warm-hearted and large-minded men-to
whose personality and energy so much of
its progress is due.

New Zealand offered to us a splendid ex-
ample of a vigorous, independent and pi1os-
perous people, lving in the full enjoyment
of free and liberal institutions, and where
many interesting soctal experiments are
belng put to the test' of experience. Here
we also had the satisfaction of meeting large
gatherings of the Maori people, once brave
and resolute foes, now loyal and devoted
subjects of the King. Tasmania, which in

natural characteristics and climate remind-

ed us of the Old Country, was visited when
our faces were at length turned homewards.
