The Globe must claim the merit of
discovering a method by which Liberals
may throw their principles overboard,
not only without discredit but with
glory.

In sup-
porting this comfgrtaBle doctrine, The
Glohe talks as if the principle of par-
liamentary authority over charges of
ministerial corruption was some thirty
yvears old, and that it went out of
fashion about the time that the trial
of election petitions was transferred
to the courts. In this The Globe is in
error. The principle was strongly con-
tended for by Mr. Mills ahd the other
Liberal leaders, in connection with the
Carén charges in 1802, Mr, Mills said:
The use of public money for the
deliberate corruption of the.electors
by a mémber of the administration
is a proper matter for inguiry by
this House, and is not in the small-
est degree restricted in any way
by reason of the trial of election
petitions having been transferred to
the courts.

What is most impartant, however, is
that the right of parliament to inquire
into these cases was solemnly affirm-
ed by the great Liberal convention of
1803. Consequently, The Glohé's new
doctrine is of the most far-reaching
chara¢ter. The whole of the ILiberal
platform of 1803, which has so long
iroubled the old Liberals, and stood in
the way of the plans of the brisk young
men of the party, may now be ignor-
ed without scruple.

“Confessed liar” is the mildest phrase
that occurs ito Archibald Campbell,
M.P., in his criticism of Mr. R. R.

Experience of the Passengars,

C. H- Passmore, traveler for Brophy
Cains of Montreal, who lives at 79
Yorkville-avenue, Toronto, was one of
the passengers. Mr. Passmore was
seen by The World last night.

Mr. Passmore
talked freely of the wreck in spite of
his painful injuries. “I have been tra-
veling for years and have had the mis-
fortune to be in many railroad wrecks,

but the one of yesterday was the wors?

The rear car jump-
ed the track, and before anyone could}
wrealize what had happened we were ly=-
ing at the bottom of the embankment
with the icy waters of the swollen
creek filling the car. 1t is a great
wonder that some of those pinned un-
der the wreckage were not drowned.
One little child died before help could
reach it. It was pinned under one ot
the seats.”

The uninjured passengers, according
to Mir. Passmore, worked heroically at
the piteous task of rescuing the in-
jured. Conductor Lillis, - who is a
Brantford man, was in the rear car at
the time of the accident and was badly
hurt- He had to be cut out. His face
was smashed and internal injuries are
feared. The baggage man and conduc-
tor escaped. Mail Clerk Cheney was
very seriously injured. His chest vias
completely crushed in, and he
sent on to Fergus Hospital immediate-
lyv. Mr. Passmofe is under the impres-
sion that many of the passengers will
be found to have been fatally hurt,

Mr. Passmore was in the rear coach,
which was the only, passenger car on
the train. It was in this cdr that
most of the serious injuries were sus-
tained. It fell on its side in the creek,
some fifty feet from the track. The
passengens were piled in a heap, and
few escaped unscathed. Mr. Passmore
attributes his comparatively slight in
juries to the fact that when the cur
was falling he managed to keep ho
of something.

“One man—I think his name was
Farley,” said Mr. Passmore, ‘‘was bad
ly burned by the stove in the smoker.
