When parliament re-assembled aflter
.the Easter recess, the premier said,
_the government would present reso-
lutions affirming the necessity of ex-
cluding the house of lords altogether
from the domain of finance and rz-
stricting its power of veto to other
Megislation.

To secure this the government, he
added, would use all methods that

=

the limits of the constitution, and
upon its successful accomplishment
the cabinet and Liberal party would
_ stake mot only the fortunes of the
ministry, but their very existence s
a party.
‘The exigencies of the financial situ-
ation were such, the premier declared,
that the vote on the army and navy
bills, covering the -borrowings and
other urgent demands,must occupy the
whole time of the house up te March
24, when adjournment would be taken
to March 29. ; 2
Immediately parliament was re-ice
semblediihe -said, the government
would infroduce resolutions excluding
the house of lords altogether from the
domain of finance, and declaring that
in other Ildgislation the lords’ power
of veto would remain as at present.
“The Liberals propose to take every
constitutional step,” he said, *“to ac-
complished the outlined reforms in the
hcuse: of lords. None ‘need fear thit
we have weakened in the least,

The premier’'s declaration met wiith
hearty dpplause from the less radicul
members of the party.

He
said the only consideration that dom-
inated the government was how the
cabinet could he kept together and
what lightning conductor could be
found to dissipate the electric storm
threatening from the Irish and labor
benches. :

John Redmond expressed his anxiety
that the premier should not recede
f}om his Albert Hall speech. The Na-
tionalists were in exactly the same
pnsmnn as last week. If the premier
intended to ask the King for guaran-
tees, why did he not say s0? Let
him also say that if he refused guar-
antees, he would not hold office.
Sir Henry Dalziel admitted an im-
provement in the government’'s posi-
tion. The government would get his
loyal support if, should the lords re-
ject the Trezolutions, tliey. would ask,
for guarantees. ?
Lloyd-George said there would
1o Injury to trade if the budget were
postponed a little longer, and declared
emphatically “Assuré our friends we
do not propose to plow the sands
unless we find ourselves in a position
to ensure that all our proposals will
not only pass the commons but will
pass into law or we shall not continue
in office."

In bringing to an issue the question
of the predominancy of the commons,
there will be no shirking, no hesita-
tion. The government would stake
their existence upon the advice which
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they would give the sovereign. If it
became necessary, the government
“would not touch the budget until the

resolutions dealing with the lords had
been dispased of.”

Tt I8 ‘admittedly’ a’strohg
arraignment of racetrack betting. -
“No one has ®aid a word in their
defence,” heysayp; ‘in beginning// re-

touts, and newspaper advertisements,
“the case against all these.goes by
default.”

He quotes Sir Fitzjames S.te'phens
statement that the business of gamb-
ling is in defiance of the general body
of the law of England, and adds,
“What the Canadian jockey clubs and
Mr. Orpen ask, is that they shall be
licensed by statute to violate this
wholesome body of the law at certain
defined places and_for certain days
of the year..* * * * They ask that they
be given a monopoly of bookmaking,
and as a consideration they offer to
give the farmers of Canada the cast-
offs of the race tracks for breeding
purposes. That is the license fee they

Hon. Sir Edgar Speyer concluded an
instructive and inspjring address to the
Canadian Club yesterday noon. Sir
Edgar gave out as his subject ‘‘British
Finance and the Export of Capital.”
He began by referring to the recent
election, gtating that the budget was
the most important financial question
affecting business men, adding, amid
laughter, that the ‘‘public becomes
frightened, not by what is really nap-
pening, but by what the politicians say
is happening.”

A great deal has been said, remark-
ed Sir Edgar, about the unpopularity
of home investments and the export of
capital. Home investments, he said,

{ were an expensive article, and, com-

pared with foreign investments, rela-
tively too high. Great Britain still en-
joyved the highest credit in Europe—in
fact in the whole world. Consols were
still on a 3 per cent. basis. It was_ an
adequate rate taking everything into
consideration.

FOR NEW THOBK ROADS

Provincial Treasurer Brings Down
‘Additional Estimates— $125,000

for New Government:-House.

/
Over half of the additional supple-
mentary estimates for the year ending
pct. 31, 1910, amounting to $804,584.14,
which were  presented by Hon. Col
Matheson in the legislature yesterday
afternoon, were for colonization roads,
for which no provision was made in
the main supple'mentar_v estimates.
The total expenditure under this head
is $464,356.99. The largest item!is an
appropriation of $60,000 for new! trunk
roads. In addition to this sum, $30,-

000 is asked for the Sudbury-Soo
trunk road, $35,000 for the Elk Lake
to Gowganda . road, $30,000 for the
Charlton to Elk Lake road, and $5000
for drainage on Railny River roads.
Inspection and incidental expenses in
connection with trunk roads is set at
$15,000. The purchase of road mak-
ing machinery will cost the province
$3000, Individual expenditures in the
Timiskaming district are South Lor-
rain roads $5000, Mountain 'Chute to
Elk Lake road $3000, Charlton and
! Englehart road $1000, Larder Lake road

| $1000. ;
i Included in the estimates for the
! public works department are $20,000

for the Dog Lake dam near Fort Wil-
liam, and $1315 for improving the Lake
Shore road adjoining the Mimico Asy-
! lum. !

For New Government House.

The sum of $125,000 is set aside for
the purchase of new grounds for gov-
ernment house and for plans and
buildings.

For fire protection to the parlia-
ment buildings, enlarging water mains,
hydrants, ete., $4000 is appropriated.
Other public buildings thruout the
province are to have fire protection
provided or improved. " y

Electric plants for the London In-
sane Asylum will cost $25,000, for the
Hamilton Asylum $12,000, and for the
Ontario Agricultural College $15,000.

fully more than the cities anpd towns |
from the scarcity of domestic help. |

Hon. A. J. Matheson made a state-
nent to the house regarding the $3,-

up, with the exception of about $20,-
000.

The Great Bread Question.

W. K McNaught (North Toronto), in
moving the second reading of his bill
respecting the manufacture and sale
of bread, said he hoped the question
would be settled for good, as yearly
changes disturbed trade.

W. F. Nickle (Kingston) sald he
was convinced of the necessity of a
provincial standard of weight.
Toronto bakers were -now ship-
ping all over the country. He de-
cidedly objected to allowing a contract
between consumer and baker-for bread
of any weight.. The result would be
the issuing of tickets stamped “Good
for one loaf.”” This might be argued
as an implied contract to take what-

weight loaf the baker chose to
supply.

Consideration for Smaller Towns.

Mr. McNaught also made provision
only for inspection at the bake shop.
Outside municipalities would thus be
deprived of all power of ingpection

“1 fail to see,” said Mr. Nickle,
“why bread should be the only com-
modity in which the consumer should
not be legally entitled to full weight
at the time of delivery to him. The
loaf of bread should be the same as

a ton of coal, a unit of weight.”
Hon. A. G. MacKay agreed with
Mr. Nickle that the smaller places

were entitled to participation in the
irspection.

_Sir James Whitney stated that he
had received a considerable number
of letters from people in the smaller
towns. None of these favored either
bill. The legislation on the subject
should be uniform thruout the pro-
vince. >

BEVISED BASEBALL CODE
CHANGES IN THE RULES

gated by the Major League
Cqmmitleo.

. NEW YORK, Feb. 28—The joint rules
committee of the major baseball leagues,
composed of C. W. Somers (chairman),

Charles A. Comiskey, B. F. Shibe, T d:
Lyneh, Clark Griffith and John A, Heyd-

ler (seeretary), have promulgated the
official changes in the playing code.

To Rule 28 a new section has been add-
ed, which reads as follows :

Section 4—Whenever one player is sub-
stituted for another, whether as batsman,
baserunner or fielder, the captain of the
gide making the change must immediate-
ly notify the umpire, who in turn must
announce the same to the spectators. A
fine of $ shall be assessed by the um-
pire against the captain for each violation
of this rule, and the president of the
league shall impose a similar fine against
the umpire who, after having been noti-
fied of a change, falls to make proper
announcement. Play shall be suspended
while ‘announcement is being made, and
the player substituted shall become ac-
tively engaged in the game immediately
upon his captain’s notice of the change to
the umpire. i

Rule 5 has a new section, No. 7, which
reads : .

If a thrown or pitched ball strike the
person or clothing of an umpire on foul
ground the ball shall be considered in
play, and the baserunner or runners shall
be entitled to all the bases they can make.

Rule %6, governing runners returning to
bases, has new sections, 6 and 7, which
read :

If the t;mpire pe struck by a fair hit
ball before touching a flelder, an illegally
batted ball shall be declared, in which
case no bage shall be run uniess necessi-
tated by the batsman hecoming & base-
rupner, and no run shall be gcored un-
Tess all the bases are occupled.

if the umpire declares the batsman or
another baserunner out for interference.

The duties of the umpires are more
clearly defined by Rules 61, 62 and 63, as
follows ;-

Umpires and Their Duties.

The umpires are the representatives of
the league, and as such are authori
and required to enforce each section of
this code. They shall have the power to
order a player, captain or manager to do
or omit to do any act which in their
judgment is necessary to give force and
effect to one or all of these rules, and to
inflict penalties for violations of the rules
as hereinafter prescribed. In order to de-
fine their respective duties the umpire
judging balls and strikes shall be desig-
nated as the ‘‘umpire-in-chief,” the um-
pire judging base decisions as the ‘“‘field
umpire.” g

Section 1—The umpire-in-chief shall take
position- back of the catcber; he shall
have full charge of and be responsible for
the proper conduct of the game. With
exception of the base decisions to be
made by the field umpire, the umpire-in-
chief shall render all the decisions that
ordinarily would. devolve upon a single
umpire, an%;w‘mpb are: prescribed fof the
umpire In A fsmzplwmg rules,

"Section 2—He shall c¢all and count as a

ball any fair ball delivered by the pitcher
to the batsman.. “He shall also call and

count a8 a strike and fairly delvered ball

which passes over any portion of the
home base and within the batsman’s legal
range, as defi) in Rule 31, whether
struck at or not by the batsman; or a foul
tip which is ¢caught by the catcher stand-
ing within the 1ines of his pesition with-

Section 1—The field umpire shall take

and all decisions at third base, except
those to be madé by the umpire-in-chief
in accordance with Section 3, Rule 61.

Section 2—He sghall ajd the umplre-in-
chiet in every instance in enforcing the
rules of the games, and, with the excep-
tion of declaring a forfeiture, shall have
equal authority with the umpire-in-chief
in fining or removing from the game play-
ers who violate these rules.

There shall be no dppeal from any de-
cision of either umpire on the ground that
he was not correct in his conciusion as to
whether a batted ball was fair or foul, a
base-runner safe or out, a pitched ball a
strike or ball, or on any othef play in-
volving accuracy of judgment, and no de-
cision rendered by him shall be reversed,
except that he be convinced that it is in
violation of one of these rules. The cap-
tain shall alone have the right to protest
agalust a decision and geek its reversal on
a clalm that it is in conflict with a sec-
tion_of these rules. In case the captain
does “not seek a reversal of a decision
based solely on a point of rules, the um-
pire making the decision shall, if he is in
doubt, ask his assoclate for information
before acting on the captain’s appeal. Un-
der no circumstances shall either umpire
criticise or interfere with a decision un-
less asked to do so by his assoclate.
