?New York, Feb. 2.—An outline of
the plan for a merger of approximate-
ly 22 evangelical Protestant church
. bodiles, ‘under the name of the United
Church of Christ in America, which

is to be acted upon by th9 Inter-
church Council on QOrganic Umon at a
three-day conference beginning in
Philadelphia tomorrow, was made
public here today at the headqua}'ters
of the Presbyterian church, the origin-
ators of the movement. :
The plan approved by an ad interim
committee of 50 Protestant clergymen
of various denominations appointed
last December carries a preamble, de-
claring faith in God and other funda-
mentals of Christianity as “a com-
mon hefitage of the evangelical
churches.” It provides (1) complete
autonomy in purely denominational
affairs; (2) formation af a council, a
representative body, meeting biennial-
ly, thru which the united church will
act; (3) representation Yo be on the
basis of two ministers and two lay-
men for the- first 100,000 communi-
cants, and two ministers and two
laymen for each additional 200,000, or
major fraction thereof; (4) that con-
stituent churches, except as limited
by the plan, “shall continue the exer-.
cise of their several powers and func-
tions as the same exist under the de-
. nominational constitution”; (5) that
' the. council shall harmonize and unify
the work of the churches, including
missionary activitieg, evangelism, so-
cial service and religious education.
‘Real Ecclesiastical Entity.
It is pointed out that the recom-
mendations of the ad interim com-
mittee are but steps in a movement
for creating “a real ecclesiastical ent-
ity, with ecclesiastical powers, holding

Flu and Pneumonia Sérum ‘
Found by Pasteur Institute

Special Cable to Toronto World.

BY C. F. BERTILLL
Paris, Feb. 2.—The only sure cure
of the flu exists at the tamous'Pastevfr

Institute, .where doctérs are now. per-
fecting a vaccine called “type B.”
which is expected definitely to rid the
world of the influenza epidemics.

The vaccine, which contains four-
teen billion dead baccilli per cubic
centimetre, can’ be used both for cure
nd prevention.

One sub-cutaneous injection of from
one-half to two cubic centrementres
has been found sufficient to render a
healthy person immune for the period
of the epidemic.

One injection per day, from one-
fourth of a cubic centremetre on the
first day to two cubic centremsetres on
the fourth day, when the danger point
is passed, is sufficient to cure the
“flu,” as well as the resultant
bronchial pneumonia, except in the
most severe cases.

When a patient’s life is in extreme
danger, the effect of the vaccine
tredtment is increased by additional
sub-cutaneous and intervenial hypo-
dermic injections with a new anti-

pneumonia serum called type 11. ob-
tained from animal baccili, causing
bronchial pneumonia.

As a matter of fact, the use of this
serum is probably unnecessary in the
majority of cases, even severe ones.
The Pasteur doctors declare that “filu”
sufferers they have treated with the
«“Type B” vaccine have invariably re-
covered.

Asked whether the present fashion
of women’s dress did not expose the
wearers to the “flu” 'germs, a Pasteur
professor said: “I believe the so-called
undressy dresses are the most health-

British Press Comment on
British and U. S. Relations
—Endorse His Appeal for
Fair Consideration of the
American Viewpoint.

London, Feb. 2—The relations be-
tween Great Britain and the United
States fill a large space in the London
morning papers, several of which print
long despatches from their American
correspondents_and comment thereon,
with references to the letters of Vis-

count Grey and Secretary Glass. The
despatches report ‘that a bitter cam-
vaign is being waged in the United
States against Great Britain, and the
napers which deplere this regard Vis-
sount Grey’s letter as particularly op-
portune, and hope it will tend to mu-
tual enlightenment. They endorse his
appeal for fair consideration from the
American point of view.

The Times, Morning Telegraph and
Daily Mail are amongst these. The
Mail does not doubt that the United
States will do the right thing with
regard to the league of nations, add-
ing: “But she must be allowed to do
it in her own time.”

The Chronicle agrees with Lord
Grey that it is better to have the
United States in the league at almost
any terms.and with any reservations
than not at all.

The ‘Morning Post, on the other
hand, regards the league as more dan-
gerous to Great Britain than to the
United States; dissents from Lord
Grey’'s advocacy of ‘the American
reservations, and contends tha if the
United States is to be admitted\under
special reservations the other nations
must also have special reservations.

Some of the papers which profess to
recognize the wholesomeness of Sec-
retary Glass’ statements, regret that:

Brown, and. his partner. George
Frederick, have- been conducting a
market garden and piggery on their
five-acre lot. They are both of Ger-
man birth, Brown having lived here 10
years, while Frederick came over
eight years earlier.

On Saturday night a friend dropped
in to see them and remained until
midnight. Brown then retired to bed,
while Frederick sat up reading and
later fell asleep in his chair. About 2
o'clock’ - Brown rushed downstairs,
shouting “fire.’’ and together the part-
ners rushed ‘out the house. The
whole upstairs wak blazing by this
time. Frederick ran to a neighbor's
house,  that ' of Thomas Anderson,
thinking ‘'that Brown was following,
but when he reached the burning
house with Anderson, Brown had dis-
appeared. After the fire had con-
sumed the house his charred bones
were found amid the ashes. It is pre-
sumed that he had re-entered the
house to save his valuables.

The ‘cause of the fire is belleved to
have been a defective chimney. High-
ly inflammable coal was being used,
and as the night was exceedingly cold,
the stove dampers were left open and
the flames shooting up the chimney
started a fire on the second storey.

‘The foregoing were the chief points
mentioned in -an interesfing address at
the Barlscourt Puplic ' School _last
night by W. F, Maclean, =M.P.tor
sSouth York, at a meeting of the North
End Ward Six -Ratepayers’ Associa-
tion. W, Gane, president, occupied the
chair, . 7w

Mr. Maclean said that if improve-
ments were wanted in any locality, the
best way to get them was thru rate-
payers’ associations. This district,
hike Danforth in the east, said the
speaker, was growing rapidly.' He was
one of those who believed that in
seven years Toronto would be a city
of a million people. It was all very
well to depend on your member and
the city council, but agitation was
needed, and the ratepayers’ associa-
tions were the proper channel thru
which a great amount of good could
be done.

Touching on the transportation
problem, Mr. Maclean said the lines
should be linked up in a great cross-
town thorofare from the Humber to
Dundas. The development had been
stopped thru the ravines, which in
many cases extended a quarter of a
mile, but as in the case of the Bloor
viaduct the physical impediments had
been—-overcome, as witness the high-
level bridge erected recently.

A Popuiar Province.

Supporting ' the Hydro power de-
velopment of Sir Adam Beck, Mr.
Maclean was of the opinion that with
the coming industrial activity Ontario
would in the very near future become
a province of two to five millions. *“I
understand that the transportation
problems can be adjusted much soon-
er than was generally expected, as the
Mackenzie & Mann interests are will-
ing to negotiate with the city right
away, and to call this year 1921 in-
stead of 1920, thus pushing the busi-
ness a year ahead,” he sald.

The day of a6 consolidated single
fare is near at hand, sald the member
for South York, and the double fares
must be done away with. Ten years
ago he, with others, suggested a tube
running from the union station to
North Toronto, and with his other
friends had been called a fool for
bringing forward the scheme. Today,
said the speaker, what would you have
to pay for such a convenience and
solution to the transportation prob-
lem?

Maclean promised last night was a
new postoffice for St. Clair avenue,
and the meeting cheered ‘when he stat-
ed that the new postoffice was soon to
be an accomplished fact, that the
building had already been leased, and
the station would be at the northwest
corner of Appleton and St. Clair. It
would be a fully-equipped postoffice—
a- money order departmerit, eonduct-
ing general postoffice business. There
would be twenty letter carriers and
collectors. Altho this building would
be leased, he said, a larger and bet-
ter building, publicly-owned, wpuld
follow, so that this growing .section
of Toronto would be properly provided
for. In addition, he said there would
be three deliveries per day instead of
two, and two in sections where at
present there was but one.

Unsatisfactory Service.

The very unsatisfactory telephone
service was also scored by the speak-
er, who, replying to the chairman’s
complaint, that he had waited nearly
two years for a telephone, said: “Take
your deputation down to the Bell Tele-
phoné Company, and see whether they
are living up to their charter.”

The only remedy is the nationaliz-
ing of both the telephone and the
telegraph services. The people should
own both the services. The new idea
is public service, said the speaker, not
for it, but for the benefit of the
whole.

On the motion of C. Cryderman,
seconded by Comrade Welch, Mr.
Maclean was accorded a hearty vote
of thanks for his interesting and in-
structive eddress.

Chairman Gane gave credit to the
ussociation for preventing a second
poolroom cn St. Clair avenue, as a
large petition had been signed for
presentdtion to the police commis-
sioners, but the local clergy, includ-
ing thc Salvation Army, had stepped
in, and, assisted by their ‘association,
had put the quietus on the proposi-
tion.

FRENCH CABINET
DISCUSSES WHEAT

Country Has Decreased War
Area of Cultivatioff by
1,500,000 Hectares.

e <

Paris, Feb. 2.—The ‘ministers and
their under-secretaries met in cabinet
council yesterday, with Premier Mil-
lerand presiding. The object of the
‘council was to make a thoro examina-
tion into the wheat situation, which
is eonsidered one of the most import-
ant problems that they are called upon
to solve. The deliberations will be

continued Tuesday.

During the session of the council, M.
Thoumyre, under-secretary for food,
submitted a reéport on
France’'s wheat production, her avail-
able stocks, and the imports which
will be necessary in order to maintain
supplies until the next harvest. Fred-
eric Francois-Marcel, minister of fin-
ance, explained the financial side of
the question. .

‘The meeting was devoted exclusive-
Iy to the question of wheat. It had
been anticipated that a decision would
be reached on the question of raising
the price of bread from 50 centimes
per kilogram to 95 centimes,-either
immediately or by _successive in-
creases. But a decision was postpon-
ed.

Official reports read at the meet-
ing showed that France, which before
the war could 'support’ its population,
had decreased its wheat-raising area
by a million and a half hectares since
1913, while th> quantity of wheat pro-
c¢uced had fzallen during the same per-
10d from §8.000,000 quintals to 48,-
000,000 cuintels.

The report showed also that the
food mimstry had bought since Sep-
temebr, 1919, nearly two and three-
quarter million tons of wheat, cover-
ing the country’s needs until June, but
leaving . from June to September to
be provided for.

The finance report showed that the
state had kept the price of bread at
the pre-war price by buying French
‘}'heat at 73 finnes per quintal, and
foreign wheat at an average of 85
francs, and sepplying millers at 43

francs. The cperation was so costly

On that date no Canadian textile
manufacturer had complied with the
terms of such questionnaire. Since
that date  several communications by
letter ijave been received from indi-
vidua] manufacturers, but none of such
manufacturers have complied with the
terms of section 19 of the combines
axd fair, prices act, which provides
that in the case of necessity for
extension of time to answer ques-
tionnaires there must be “special ap-
lication’” . to the beard. Such letters
as have been received by the board
aave|been considered by it to evince
a lack of any sincere attempt to comply
withr the board’s requirements. Most
of the questions included in the board's
questiommaire are answerable at sight.
Failed to Explain,

No manufacturer who has yet ad-
dressed the board, infdrmally as men-
tioned, has attempted to explain the
reasons for entire omission to answer
the bulk of the questions asked. The
reasons provided for asking extension
of time have been of the flimsiest
character. The board has answered
all such requests in similar terms, to
the effect that applications for exten-
sion “of time ‘must be supported by
affidavit- or statutory declaration, and
must® disclose not merely the reasons
far ‘€xtenston ‘of time, but also reasons
why,. each - ‘specific question of the
questionnaire had not been answered,
and cannot Be answered forthwith.

Allow Up to Feb. 10.

The -board has' further advised the
applicants. that unless on or hefore
Feb. 10 -formal application has been
made for extension of time, and such
application has been made, supported
by dffidavit or stdtutory declaration,
disclosing as -aforesaid the companies
in default and their directors and offi-
cers :acquies¢ing will bé prosecuted as
for default. /E :in defamit are guilty
of an indictable offence, companies
and-directors and officers cumulative-
ly, for a penalty not exceeding $5000
fine, or to imprisonment not exceeding
two years, or to both fine and impri-
sonment., | B

The companies have also been: ad-
viséd that in addition to prosecution,
they, their office staffs and books and
records, will. be subpoerded to Otta-
wa for "public ihvestigation and the
necessary information will be extract-
ed by that means. The board has
power to enter the premises and seize
the books’ and records’ of these com-
panies,. which action, if the board de-
cides that' it is being attempted to
frustrate ‘its efforts, it will not hesi-
tate to take. The board has notified
the companies concerned that it will
impose, upon them severally such costs
as the securing of the necessary legal
and accountancy expert assistance
may; entail in the event of it being
necessary for the board to resort to
the processes mentioned. The board is
satisfled that no serious attempt has
as yet been made to comply with the
terms of its questionnaires. It is re-
solved that its lawful demands shall
be complied with.

Desire Understanding.

This statement is issued so that all
concerned- may clearly understand
that applications for extension of time
to this' court must be made in the
same manner as to other courts, and
that . the requirements of this court
must be as seriously received as the
requirements of any other court.

The board appreciates that, as the
result of certain ill-advised efforts of
some to whom questionnaires had
been addressed, the board’s question-
naires to the textile manufacturers
have been, up to the present, practic-
ally ignored. The board, notwith-
standing, is open to receive’ and to
consider: all bona fide and properly
made applications for extensions of
time.

“Accidental death”” was tae wverdict
returned, by a corener's jury at the

morgue Jlast night in connection with
the death of Alexander Campbell, who
was Tatelly burned at 315 CHurch street
on Jan. 25.
The evidence showed that Campbell
had been drinking ' heavily during the
evening in company with Norman Barc-
lay, a nephew. In some unkn,wn man-
ner his clothes caught fire and  when
found by the proprietor of ihe HO
g was in a critical condit’on. He died
soon after. L

Norman Barclay, who was placed un-
der arrest by the policé on a charge of
drunkenness following the accident,
testified that he and his uncle had been
drinking heavily. He himself became 80
drunk that he was incapable of remem-
‘bering what happeéned after about &
o'clock in ‘the afternocon and did not re-
collect anything about the fire or of hav-
ing changed his sleeping quarters from
the room in which Campbell was burn-
ed to death to the the next room, where
he was found by one of the firemen. He
remembered his uncle having fallen to
the floor and of having pickéd him up
and placing him on the bed. This was
the dast he remembered, however, until
next morning when he woke up in the
police station. He bore his uncle no ill
feeling whatever; in fact he was one of
his best friends.
Chief Coroner A. J. Johnson, who per-
formed the post-mortem examination,
stated that death was due to the shock
from such a large surface being burned.
In the advanced stage of Bright's dis-
ease, in which he found the deceased, it
was quite probable that the ligquor had
effected him to such an extent that he
had become dizzy and fallen into the
fire. There were no signs of any ex-
ternal violence.

Bad Liquor.

“The liquors that are
deaths are some liquors we never thin
of as being used as beverages,” said
the chief coroner, adding that some of
these poor liquors set up such a condi-
tion as was seen in the case of this
man. . &
During the course of .his diagnosis of
the physical condition of the deceased an
interesting statement was made by the
chief coroner. It was to the effeet that
“over 90 per cent. of the bodies received
at the morgue were tubercular.” Going
still further, Dr. Johnson stated . that
“probably 756 per cent. of the people. of
Toronto had tuberculosis in some shape
or_form.”
Martin G. Tustin, proprietor of the
house in which Campbell met his death,
testified to his being awakened out of
bed hy a passerby on the street, who
informed him that flames were {0 be
seen in the front of his house. Hs im-
mediately rushed upstairs and found the
curtains and part of the matress on
fire. Ceampbell was-lying on- the-floor,
eight feet from the grate, with his cloth-
ing all burned off him. He dragged him
from the burning room and first ail was
administered by the firemen, who had
arrived by that. time.

Mr. Lowe, who had demonstrated that
the county of Peel would not stand
for even profiteering by the painting
of horses' faces, and who had redeem-
ed the county against a miserable
profiteer in 1915, was the Liberal can-
didate.

“If, however, ministers are to be held
responsible for efficiency in their depart-
ments they should be able to select those
with whom they surround themselves.

Responsible Government.

“I would like also to make this observa-
tion upon ministerial responsibility, - It
has been said that the government does
not .propose to bring down measures to
the house on its own behalf, buthmvpilx
leave it to private members to introduce
the bills and let the house decide upon
them. From 1837 ‘until 1864 Canada
struggled for ' responsible government.
Responsible government was achieved
and both parties—Liberal and Conserva-
tive—have since recognized ‘the principle.
Responsible’ government, which means a
free parliament, was born out of the loins
of the British people, and I say now with
full cognizance of what it means, that
the Liberal-Conservative party in the
legislature will not permit any evasion of
the principle of responsible government in
Ontario, The ministry which now directs
the afrairs of this province must accept
full responsibility for measures and poli-
cies, tor it is oniy under that system that
legisiative efficiency can be assured.

““The view of the Liberal-Conservative
party is that time and experience will
satisfy even the followers of the presént
government that while every ciass in the
community should and must have its fe-
presentatives in parliament, no one ciass
as such should dominate the councils or
the country.” et oy

Coming to the question of free trade
and protection, Mr. ‘Ferguson said: ‘“The
avowed purpose of the Farmers’ move-
ment is to accomplish such a revolution
‘in the fiscal policy of this country as will
bring’ about disaster to the agricuitural
interests as well as to the industrial life
of Canada.. The recent convention of the
United Farmers of Alberta declared for
free trade, So impatient was he to give
aid and impetus to that movement that
Premer Drury could scarcely wait uatil
he was sworn into office to announce his
unqualified and enthusiastic support of
that policy. The forces of the United
Farmers’ movement thruout Canada are
to be marshalled in provincial units for a
combined attack upon the well-establish-
ed and time-tried fiscal policy of this
country, and the present premier proposes
to lead the Ontario contingent.

A Real Menace.
- “This is a real menace, and we must
seriously consider how We are going to
meet it. This foe of our national pros-
perity is by no means a stranger. We
haye encountered it on several occasions
in the past. We have met it masquer-
ading as ‘commercial union,’ ‘unrestrict-
ed reciprocity,’ and now it is heralded
as ‘free trade.’ ¢ But no matter under
what disguise it may appear we recog-
nize it as a very close and intimate kins-
man of annexation. In the past this
country has survived many critical per-
iods. History shows that on every oc-
casion our autonomy and self-respect
have been preserved by the common

citizens of all shades of politics.

“The inauguration of the National Pol-
icy founded by Sir J. A. Macdonald res-
cued Canada from depression and despair
and has given an era of progress un-
fequalled by few countries in the world,
Broadminded Liberals who recognized in
#his the pro fiscal policy for Canada |
did not hesitate to adopt the course fol-
lowed by the same type of Liberals who
had joined in the beginning to form the
Liberal-Conservative party,

“In 1891 another attempt was made to
bring about commercial union between
Canada and the United States; and again
the Liberal-Conservative party voiced the
national spirit and sentiment of Canada.
Assisted by patriotic Liberals, those sup-
porting the LiberalsConsetvative . na-
tional policy defeated what undoubtedly
was the initial -teg toward political union
with the United States. In 1911 when
the Liberal party sought to impose upon
Canada a treaty arrangement that would
have placed us under the domination of
Washington, a further infusion of new
blood c&me to the Liberal-Conservative
party.

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The Need of an Obtervitory.

For many years the need of a good
astronomical observatory in Toronto
has been felt in many quarters. In the
first place, a large number of 5 the
citizens are anxious to have the oppor-
tunity of actually seeing thru a large
telescope the heavenly bodies. It is
especially desirable that the young
people should have this privilege, as a
single practical observation often ren-
ders the interest In the world about
us lasting and real. In the mnext
place. the University of Toronto is
without adequate means for astro-
nomical resedarch or for instruction in
practical astronomy. Also, the Royal
Astronomical Society has no suitable
headquarters or a Place for its library,
which it has been accumulating for 30
vyears, and which it is willing to put at
the service of the people.

Early -in 1914 the society appointed
& committee to consider the question
of securing an observatory. In its re-
port it outlined a plan to satisfy the
above interests, and in which it was
proposed that the city should provide
a suitable site, the ‘university should
maintain the institution and allow the
citizens access to it, and the society
should place its library in the build-
ing and permit the public to use it.

The outbreak of the war prevented
further attempts to carry out "the
scheme, but last summer it was re-
vived and was presented to the board
of control and the city council. By
them it wag considered favorably, and
an admirable site was allotted in a
ten-acre park newly dedicated for the
purpose, The university and the so-
ciety are willing to do their parts. so
that all that is lacking is the building
with its’' equipment. This should be
forthcoming without undue delay. The
cost will be small in.comparison with
that of many projects heard of these
days, and the benefits to be con-
ferred on the community will be very
great,

On its practical side astronomy is
simply indispensable, but it has ideal
aspects, too, Indeed its great interest
to the majority of people is thru its

appeal to the dmagination and its at-<

tempt Lo satisfy our thirst for knowl-
edge about the universe, about us and
our place in it. An observatory would
be a noble memorial to' those who
pave their ‘llves while fighting for a
sreat ideal. 'Will not some person or
persons supply this want?

The Female Franchise in Quebec.

In the province of Quebec, while the
women are eligible as voters under the
federal statute, the fact that there is
no provincial list in. which they are
included, disfranchises them. There
is. no way by which they can be re-
cognized by a returning officer. A bill
has been framed by G.- Ashby, the
member for Lachine, to provide for
the inclusion of female voters on the
provincial lists, but it is not at all
clear that the proverbial gallantry of
our Quebec citizens will extend as far
as to recognize the political equality
of the sexes. -

The Montreal Women’s Club, on the
principle that God helps those who
help themselves, has taken up the case,
and is appealing to every member of
the legislature in terms such as have
been ' effective in Britain and other
civilized countries,

It will seem to most people that the
argument that should be effective with
the Quebec legislators is the handicap
that will be placed on the women of
Quebec, as compared with those of the
other provinces, a handicap which will
extend to their children and eventu-
ally affect the whole province. The
influence of women in education, in
sanitation,- and particularly in child
welfare, is béund to be felt where it
can be exercised, and where it is éx-
cluded society is bound to suffer pro-
portionately.

In the latter case
Hamilton. would have supplied the
third successive royal deputy to the
province, and the Saskatoon precedent
would have been followed—Governor
Brown passed from a Regina alder-
mancy to the throne.

The Queensland example may yet
become an example for this proud
province. If it does and the Hamilton
leader should be chosen, his change of
chairs won’t be a greater surprise than
some of those to which the public is
becoming better accustomed than the
Prlnge Edward Island horses are to
automobiles,

Progress in Palestine.

Reports from Palestine indicate that
the British occupation is having the
same effect as in other regions in in-
troducing modern ideas of sanitation,
transport and other development
policies of up-to-date government. The
natural resources of the country are
of the most valuable character. Coal,
oil, bitumen, sulphur, copper, fine
building stone of various kinds, phos-
phates and salt are abundant. Yet in
the case of the latter commodity the
Turks imported it, from Asia Minor
and from England.
The River Jordan has been spanned
by new bridges and is to furnish water
for an f{rrigation scheme. The arable
plains of Moab only require this aid to
blossom as the prophet foretold. It is
possible that hydro-electric installa-
tions may yet be found on Jordan's
banks, but as a source of irrigation it
has a decided future. The water supply
of Jerusalem has been a problem,
solved by cleaning out the ancient cis-
terns and introducing a pure supply
thru ani, aqueduct from reservoirs
lying .south of Bethlehem,

been in operation for a term of years,”
the announcement states, “the import-
ance of divisive names and creeds
and methods will pass more and more
into the dim background of the past,
and acquire, even in the particular
denomination itself, a merely histori-
cal value, and the churches then will
be ready for and will demand a more
comiplete union.”

The form of union advocated, it ll
declared, “does not interject into the
deliberations of the council any dis-
putatious topic, any question of the
validity of orders or of the modes and
subjects of baptism or of the formu-
lation of a specific or comprehensive
creed. The hope is expressed that “the
evangelical churches may give them-
selves with a new faith and ardor to
the proclamation of the Gospel, which
is the only hope of our stricken world,
and to all those ministries of_ Chris-
tian love and leading for the commun-
ity, the nation and the nations, by
which they shall reveal to men the
mind of Christ and hasten the coming
of His kingdom.”

An Organic Union. k

Emphasis’is placed by the commit-
tee on the “fedéral union” feature of
the proposed amalgamation. “It is an
organic union,” the report says, “that
has the ‘vital principle of growth and
development. The council has definite
functions and duties and these func-
tions and duties may from time to
time 'be @developed in like manner as
the faunctions of our fgderal govern-
ment in the United~States may from
time to time, by constitutional
amendment, be modified or enlarged.”

'The proposed constitution of the
United Church of America, as revised,
sets forth the following as its article
of faith: -

“The United Church of Christ not
adopting any symbol or creed, recog-
nizes in the historic creeds of the
yevangelical communions varying ex-
pressions of their common Christian
faith. It avows their common belief in
God the Father, Infinite in wisdom,
goodness and love, and in Jesus
Christ, His Son, our Lord and Savior,
who for us and for our salvation lived
and died and rose again and liveth
evermore; in the Holy Spirit, who
taketh of the things of Christ and re-
vealeth them to us, renewing, com-
forting and inspiring the souls of
of men; in the Holy Secriptures by
which the will of God is revealed;
in the church, ‘the living %body of
Christ; in the sacraments of baptism
and the Lord's’ supper, instituted by
Christ and committed by him to the
church, and in life eternal beyond the
grave. It accords its members both
as groups and as individuals in all
lesser matters that broad liberty
‘wherewith Christ hath set us free'.”

Retain Authority.

Each local church belonging to the
United Church will have  authority
over the following: (a) Control of
property held by it, (b) The terms of
admission of members' on confession
of faith; (c) The times and modes of
administering the sacraments; (d)
The initiative in the settling or dis-
missal of 'a pastor; (e) The forms of
worship used; (f) Discipline of mem-

bers; (g) The causes to which it
shall contribute and the amounts to
be given,

In the interest of ‘‘fraternity, order
anc union of effort,”” each church also
agrees (1), to receive into its mem-
bership, without other- condition, any
person bearing a certificate of dis-
mission from any church of the
Urited Church; (2), it will maintain
the stated observance of the sacra-
ments of baptism, the Lord's Supper
and administer baptism by immer-
sion for those who desire that form;

FLU IN CANADA
NOT WIDESPREAD

Federal Health Department
Issues Statement—Disease

of Mild Character.

Ottawa, Feb. 2. (By Canadian
Press) — Reports from evVery province
of Canada indicate that there is as
yet no widespread epidemic of influ-
enza. The federal department of
health, which has been keeping in
close touch with the situation for the
past month, states that where cases
have developed they are of a compar-
atively mild type, with few complica-
tions. The eastern provinces of Prince
Edward Island, Nova Scotia and New
Brunswick report no influenza within
their boundaries. All of the eastern
section of Quebec is also free, but 92

cases have been reported in the city
of Montreal.

Ontario Situation.
In Ontario, several centres are
affected,

the disease spreading east
from the city of Windsor,.and sup-
posedly coming from the neighborhood
of Chicago. The type is mild in char-
acter. - Manitoba has a few cases in
various parts of the province, few of
which have developed into pneumonia.
Saskatchewan reports . three deaths
and a few cases in widely-separated
localities. Some of these cases have
been traced directly to the United
States. Alberta has some scattered
cases of a mild type, and Britfsh Col-
{ umbia reports a number of eases in
Victoria and vicinity. BExtensive prep-

Traveling Between Berlin and|
Soviet Russia on Red

Cross Trains.

London, Feb. 2.—Bolshevist agents
entrusted with messages regarding
sensational widespread Red plans, have
been for a considerable time traveling
between Berlin and soviet Russia on
false credentials, it is stated officially.
Taey usually travel as American Red
Cross delegates on the pretext of ar-
ranging for the exchange of German
prisoners from Russia,

found to hawve letters concealed in
their neckties.

The German carried a  letter to
Tchitcherin, soviet minister of foreign
affairs, from tae head of a Spartacist
organization in Germany emphasizing
the communist sympathies of that
kody.

Washington, Femb. 2.-—Appoint-
ment of a presidential commission to
negotiate with the Canadian govern-
ment and with several provincial
governments for the withdrawal of
various official orders preventing the
exportation of pulpwood into the
United States, was proposed
reselution introduced today by,
Senator Underwood of Alabama:

- GHARGE OF MURDE

signed by Coppen on the morning of
his arrest. Briefly, the substance of
this statement was that Coppen had
gone to bed on the night of his wife’s
death at 10 o’clock, and that the first
thing he knew of the fire was his
mother calling that she smelt smoke.
He rushed out immediately and turned
in an alarm. Coming back to phe
house he tried te open the doors, but
was driven back by smoke. He rushed
back again and was met by the fire-
mén. He had told the firemen that
his wife was in the fire. i
Fire Captain’s Evidence.

Capt. A. J.. Everist of Balmoral
avenue fire station, said that the
alarm was- received at 12.40 on
the morning of November 28, and he
saw the prisoner coming out of the
house at 578 Merton street when the
fire reel arrived. By this time the
fire was burning fiercely, breaking
thru the rear wall of the house, but
Coppen had merely remarked. “Can 1
give you a hand?’ Someone told the
witness that-a woman was in the
house and he and District Chief Gunn
crawled thru a hole in the wall with a
lantern and discovered the  body
which was lying on the left side, 'leg
drawn up and the right leg held by
the divanette. The head of the body
was over a hole in the floor. .

In answer to a question by counsel
for accused if he had noticed any-
thing in regard to the conduct of the
prisoner. witnesg stated, “Nothing more
than I thought & man whose wite was
in there would have been more ex-
cited.” ;

District Fire Chief A. Gunn corrobor-
ated the evidence of the previous wit-

ness with regard to the time of ‘alarm, |

arrival at the scene of the fire and the
finding of the body. The head of the
body was over a hole in the floor and
one leg was held down by the divanette.
“Just before the police came,” said Dis-
trict Chief Gunn, “I asked if anyone knew
the woman, and Coppen said that she
was his wife. I asked him if they were
on friendly terms, and he said, ‘Oh, yes,
she is having me up in police court to-
morrow for non-support.’”
Called “Fannie.”

“I asked him what he did when the
fire occurred, and he replied that he im-
mediately rushed to the door of the room
and called ‘Fannie.” 1 further asked him
if he had made any further effort to get
her out and he replied, ‘No.” Lieut. Cal-
houn was then placed in charge of him.”

“What was the prisoner’s demeanor?”
asked Crown Attorney Waldron. ‘“‘His
demeanor was calm, There was no trace
of excitement.”

Fireman E. Price of Balmoral avenue
station, testified seeing the body lying on
the divanette with the right foot caught
and the head of the body over a hole
in the floor. A straw mattress was ly-
ing over the body, which fell to pieces
when removed.

BEdwin Saville of 511 Balliol street was
present at the fire and while standing
beside Coppen, whom he had not met
previously, the latter suddenly exclaim-
ed, “There is a woman in there.” Wit-
ness stated that Coppen had further told
him that the woman slept - under the
window and that she was his wife. He
appeared to be quite calm, said witness.

A. E. Canhan, 548 Merton street, was
awakened by screams and rapping and
noticed the fire at the Coppen home. He
met Cop when he went over io the
fire, butpggl not hear him say that his
wife was in the fire.

Coppen, ‘witness
said, was not excited.
The trial will continue this morning.

Russia Probable.

London, Feb. 2.—Confirmation was
received today that the Polieh gov-
ernment, in conjur®ion with the
allies, is considering the offer of peace
made by Premier Lenine of soviet
Russia, Foreign Minister Tchitcherin,
and Minister of War Trotzky, om be-
half of the council of the people's
commissaries. The offer, which was
contained in a wireless despatch re-
ceived from Moscow last week, in-
vited a friendly settlethent of all dis-
putes and outstanding questions be-
tween Poland and soviet Russia,

Stanislas Patek, minister of foreign
affairs for Poland, who has been in
London regently, consulting the
British prime minister, was due back
in Warsaw, Sunday.

It 1s belleved here that the allles
favor peace Degotiations bpetween
Poland and soviet Russia, but aocord-
ing to M. Sapleha, Polish minister
here, the entire matter will be de-
cided by the Polish diet after it has
heard  the result of M. Patlek's dis-
cussions in London and Paris.

M. Sapleha said today that the
Poles had no intention to attack soviet
Russia, altho they realized the neces-
sity of holding a sirong defensive
position. Pending a conclusion of
peace, he added, no territorial 4iffi-
culties were Hkely to prevent peace.

AT HART HOUSE

William Butler Yeats I%ectures
on “The Theatre of
the People.” "

‘William Butler Yeats, the Irish poet,
mystic and theatrician, lectured last

night in Hart House on “The_ Theatre |

of the-People.” Mr. Yeats speaks with
more confidence than he did ten years
ago, He was amusing. as well as in-
structive, and his revelation of the
artistic mind with its broad tolerance
of everything that God permits to
exist lent'no color to the political im-
port that it has been sought to atgach
to his descriptions of Irish life and
opinion. Like the dramatist Synge, he
might bs described in his own words
he was incapable of a political thought,
but capable of thin}ging all ° the
thoughts most inconvenient to a poli-
tician. At the close of his lecture he
declared that his own taste leaned to-
wards a very small theatrs, where no
more than 50 could be seated, and he
would prefer a;hostess to a publicity
man. There would be no make-up for
the actors, but masks, and no special
lighting. Tragic feeling,was not ex-
pressed by facial movements, l'mt in
movements of © the whole body.
Amswering questions, he de_clared Gor-
don Craig wag a great genius and hig
own play, “Where There is Nothing,
absurdity.

. bcwmh"Samething Different.

Something rather different from the
ordinary popular theatre, he thought,
was the theatre of the peoble, about
which he desired to speak. In the
little taeatre in Abbey street he saw
audiences which represented every
class in the couniry, from the gover-
nor-general’s household—he could not
come himself—down to the messenger
boys on the street. ' The plays pre-
sented dealt with every class. The
plays presented to ﬂhe'usua‘l audie_nc?
represented only oae kind of life, taal
of the educated class. Tk}e drawing-
rooms of on&“country differed very
little from those of other pountrles.
and in Ireland they had d_ecxded they
thad had enough of that kind of play,
and they had drawn on tvhe peasant
class, tae tradesman class, every class
of society, with the result that all
classes were interested in them,

‘Another point was that the whole
of literature was devoted to the
glorification of the rich. In two novels
he read all whose incomes were under
£500 a year were turned into farce,
and every one with an income under
£1,000 was made tae subject of comedy.

He had no doubt that in other
countries as in Ireland, where the
whole of the population wasg drawn
upon for playwrights, for actors, for
subjects, the theatre operated on these
lines would succeed. He _said that
when he received a play in tae hand-
writing of a university man he felt
discouraged as he felt sure it would
convey a second-hand view of life.

The theatre in Abbey street was not
the kind of theatre Lady Gregory and
he had started out to establish twenty
years ago. They had Twoped to found
a poetical theatre after the tradition
of tradition, full of romance and
tragit beauty, but it had followed an-
other path.

The Irish people had ‘lmagina.hon,
and he read an Irish ballad in trans-
lation, in illustration of what he meant.
The simplicity and manner of it in-
dicated that _with such a ‘spirit a
miracle might happen at any time, h
said. : ‘

The art of <he country was sub-
jective; of the ecity, objective. Out
of the grim and serious Scotland was
born the poet of liquor and the devil
as a medicine for the national need,
and in Ireland, where political agita-
tion and propaganda were sougat, was
born Synge, incapable of politics,
equally necessary as & medicine for
the uaation.

CATTLE MARKET
HELD ITS OWN

e 2 (81

A Good‘ Many Held Over at
Close — Calves
' Weaker._ '

With around 2100 cattle on sale at the
Union Stock Yards yesterday, the gen-
eral tone of the market was inclined to
be weak, the market barely holding its
own with the close of last week. But

the close of last week’s market, it will |
be remembered, was considerably strong- |

er than its opening, so that by compari-
son yesterday's trading was probabiy 25
up over a week ago. But at that it was
not very strong, and, while the run, as
noted, was not heavy, it is estimated
that probably anywhere from 800 to 1000
cattle were left over at the close at four
o'clock. Some of the commission houses
report a good ciean-up at ‘stronger
prices, but this was the exception, and
the cattle in these cases were rather
above the average. -
There is no doubt that, with a heavy
run, yesterday's prices would have shown
‘a more marked decline, and the outlook
is not any too bright for the balance of
the week. Another: thing -is: that the
quality of the cattle generally arriving
on this market is far from what it ought
to be.  Theré is altogether too much
skimping of .feed on the part of the

the country.

There was a fair demand for good but-
cher cows and breedy stockers and feed-
ers, -while the better class of milkers
and springers are selling all right.

With a light run of sheep and lambs,
the.market ‘held about steady for these
classes,” but saleSmén are complaining of
too great a disparity between the sheep
‘and lamb prices, and elaim that sheep
relatively are altogether too low.

Thé calf market was decidedly weaker
and showed a decline of anywhere from
$1 to $2 per cwt. With a light run. of
hogs, the prevailing price was from 18%c
to 183c f.o.b, and 19%c¢ to 103c fed
and watered. . The packer buyers arc
trying to bid under these prices, but it
hard'y looks as tho they would succeed.

“Our currency position is relatively
strong, and is only a minor influence
in the high cost.of living & home and
the depreciation of our dollar at New 4
York.
“If from the proceeds of the last Vic-
tory loan, for instance, the Dominion
government had seen fit to set aside a
sum sufficient to retire the whole excess
issue of Dominion notes—quite a feasible
operation—what results would have fol-
lowed ? Possibly, for one thing, a slight
lowering in the cost of living at home.
The ability of the government to grant
credits to foreign buyers of Canadian
products would have been restricted, if
not destroyed, for the 'time being, That
would- have left a *surplus of certain pro-
ducfs to be absorbed by the home mar-
ket with two probable results of mixed
benefit—a decline in prices and an in-
crease in unemployment in the industries
affected. é - g
‘“With the. gold backing behind our
currency restored by this operation to a
parity with that of June, 1314, how would
the exchange rate' at New York have
been influenced? Not a dollar would
have been added to our balances at New
York, the deficiency in which is the
primary reason for the current discount
on our funds. Our ability to ship gold
to make up for the shortage would have
been dependent on our willingness.to sus-
tain a’ renewal of just such a -lowering
of the gold reserves against paper note
issues as is now deprecated, and this, too,
within very narrow limits. Our gold
supply, in normal times—but not now—
readily replenished from London, would
be quickly -exhausted, and our note cir-
culation left in a worse position. than
before. :

Trade Balances.
“It is essential that we keep clearly
in. mind that if. sterlihg is at a dis-
count in New York, it is at a -premium
in practically every important centre in
Europe. If London could transfer its
continental credits to New York, sterl-
ing would be quickly re-established: at
in t market. Similarly, if our
credits on London could be converted
into exchange on New York, our current
inuebtedness at that centre, could be
easily settled, and the Canadian dollar
would be worthijts face value. For rea-
sons of political and economic policy,
Great Britain has been selling to a con-
siderable extent to continental Europe on
a credit rather than a cash basis, just
as  Canada has been selling to Great
Britain, Obviously, the ability of Lon-
don and Montreal to make cash: settle-
ments in 'New York is restricted to the
extent of this acceptance of promises to
pay from other countries. That would
be depressing -on the rates for sterling
and Canadian dollars at: New York even
if British and Canadian purchases in the

| United States merely balanced off sales

to the United States. The depression
is acutely accentuated when. there is a
large surplus of buying over selling in
each case.”

PAISH PESSIMISTIC
ABOUT EXCHANGE

Says “God Help Human
Race” if Interndtional

Credit Fails.

Montreal, Feb. 2—“International

credit and exchange is very near a
eakdown, and if a brea.kgown
cbmes, God help the human race.”

This was the concluding sentence of
an intensely interest.ng speech before
tlke members of the Canadian Club at
the Windsor Hotel today, by Sir
Geonge Paish, who was the financial
advisor of the British government
during the war. The speech was a
revelation to the members of the
chaos brought about in international
relations by the excessive purchases
made by Buropean nations during the
war, and the excessive prices which
they were compelled to pay.

Europe Needs All.

Sir George said that at the present
time, Europe was in need of all the
food and all the raw materials which
this continent could produce. and in
addition needed all the food and raw
materials that could be obtained in
South America, India, Japan and
China. In fact, there was in Europe
a famine in food and raw materials,
and coincident with this there was a
famine in international wmoney, the
two combined were producing un-
believable chaos, and {f relief were
not speedily forthcoming, starvation
and anarchy would sweep like a
piague over Europe:

HOPEFUL OF OUTLOOK
FOR CROWN RESERVE

Ore Production Last Year Grezter Than
That in 1918.

Montreal, Feb. 2.—The report of the
Crown Reserve Mining Co. for the year
shows ore-productioni for the year af-
ter deduéting smelter chargas, amount-
ed to $223,054, an increase of some $25,-
000 over that of 1918, but some $42,000
under the 1517 figure. Mining and othar
expenses, including development and
milling charges, however, were reduced
by approximately $35,000 from the total
of the previous year, leaving the balancs
at credit of mining and operating ac-
count $77,230, es against $6756 at the
end of 1918, and $82,673 in the preceding
year.

Profit and loss 2ccount at the end of
the 1919 period showed a surplus of
$601,684, an increase of nearly $64,000
over that of the 1918 statement, and
§180,000 less than 1917. more favor-
able showirg last year, wever, wuas
effected at the expense of depreciation
allowance, no deduction having been
m~de for this purpose in 1919, as against
$174.338 a year ago, and $83,646 in the
1917 exhibit.

Sjr John Cerson, the president of the
co! ny, reviewing the results of the
year's operations, says in his report to
the shareholders: ‘““We have embarked
on a pokcy  of extensive development
work, both in Cobalt .and Porcupine;
have staked, with recessary develgpment
work done, or with the properties held
under option, extensive claims in tha
Larder lLake district, Gillies Limit,
Matiachewqan district. and Township of
Dubuisson, a!l promiging mining- dJdis-
tricts, and apparently good prospects.

ONTARIO REMOTE
F ormation ;f—— Great Gotd--

Bearing Veing One of
Nature’s Great Wonders. *

This is a very old world. It is now
believed that life began in a warm sea
1,000,000,000 years ago, and about this
time we had the age of gold in northera
Ontario.  The provincial geologists say
that the royal ‘metal was brought into
the existing veins by eruptions of gran-
ite’ ‘and syenite during the Algoman
epoch. - But archaean time stretches in
a nearly endless span still farther back,
when .the crust of - the earwn soliduied
and the heated vapors were co
and formed the cooier seas.:

The earth has been constantly chang-.
ing from the loss of stdtic heat. Mut
even this loss has been siow, :'gry slow, -
for: radio-activity is ever at work with
new: energy. In fact, recent v
as to the properties of radium have
given us greatly revised ideas as to the
age of the world. - The great clock of
geological time has been put back near-’
ly 1,000,000,000 years.

Geologists believe that there was an
age of gold long prior to the Algoman
epochi  But the veins of .this remoter:
age have been largely weathered away.
‘We are now dealing with a lower ho
zon in the earth’s crust. The Timiska-
ming series of clastic rocks have been
formed of the broken fragments of ear- -
lier rocks, and even this series ante:
dates our present age of gold, . From
this the great extent of surface m
dation cafh be seen. Thege mighty foh
have given no conside! n to the ele-
ment of time. .

The Algoman epoch is comparatively
recent when compared with that remote
period when the keewatin lavas were
Y ejected and the crust of the earth solidi-
fied. But in the Unitea States and most
other parts of the world the epoch of
gold deposition was long after the -
man. It synchronized with the moun' s
making of the Tertiary age, when the
Rockies and the Andes were formed.

fThere is one great difference between
the gold deposits of the Algoman and
the Tertiary ages. The former are deep-
seated; the latter are not. In fact, all
the great ;gold mines of the world belong
to the older metallogenetic epochs, Then
we had a globe btill very hot, and the
forces active in concentrating the gold
were very strong. They had a long time
in ‘which to operate, and the work of
collecting the gold was very effectively

one.

. Nature works without haste, but -
without rest, and nothing in her vast
operations is, more wonderful than the
formation of great gold-bearing veins.
