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An uppcul was made bv the Board during 
the past year to such as had not hitherto sub­
scribed, hoping thereby to raise a fund suffi­
cient for the erection of the Country House, 
which it was decided to build on the farm be­
queathed by the late Thomas Molson, Esq.

This hope has been disappointed, for instead 
of the $20,000 so contidenti) expected, the 
subscription only amounts to $5,600.

Under these circumstances the Board did 
not feel warranted in proceeding with the 
building until a farther sum had been 
raised, or until they haul sufficient surplus of 
funds that could be legitimately used for that 
purpose, the forty per cent allowed by the Act 
being absorbed by the present site and build­
ings.

The Board has been for some time in treaty 
for fhe sale of the vacant lot in Bleury Street, 
and should the négociation bo completed a 
considerable sum will thus be realized for per­
manent investment. These lots were offered 
lor sale at Public Auction but subsequently 
withdrawn, and thanks are due to Mr. Aruton 
for his gratuituous services on that occasion. It 
is hoped that at the close of the current year 
the Board will lie enabled to make an exact 
statement of the funds of the Institution, 
showing the amount then at their disposal for 
investment and building purposes. We would 
further notice that various important improve­
ments have been effected during the past year. 
Clothing of a uniform character has been, and 
continues to be provided under the direction of 
the Ladies’ Committee. Two large Baths have 
recently been placed in the basement, supplied 
with hot and cold water, and are in daily use 
with the most salutary results.

The Board would call to your notice the re­
ports of the visiting surgeon, Dr. Tew, of the 
General Hospital, whose valuable services given 
gratuitously they have much pleasure in ac- 
knowltdging.

The thanks of the Board are also tendered to 
Messrs. Rose and llitchie and Messrs. Gibb and 
Hunter for their gratuitous services and advice. 
They desire also to record their appreciation of 
the services of the Secretary, Mr. Brown, whose 
duties, much increased by the distribution of 
the out-door relief, have been laborious and in­
cessant.

The duties of the Matron have also been 
performed with zeal and fidelity. It is con­
fidently hoped when the organization of the 
House has been mr-ie systematised the func­
tion of its officers will become less onerous and 
harassing.

Forty-ninv men, thirty-four w# nun, nineteen 
boys and six girls ; further tlnu a good female 
teacher has been provided for the children, who 
attend school regularly.

Many of these inmates it should be noticed 
are aged and infirm, and hardly fit for any kind 
of work.

One of the greatest difficulties experienced 
by the Board, and one which as yet they see 
little prospect of obviating even when the 
Country House lias been established, is that of 
timing out-door employment adequate and 
suitable for the male inmates. Stone breaking 
is almost the only employment that van be 
procured, and that van only be undertaken dur­
ing the inclement «cast n of the year, by those 
of robust health who are able to staud the ex­
posure to cold. To this end a quant ity of stone 
has been procured during the winter, and the 
labour task being imposed upon the Mcasual” 
inmates had the effect of sending away a num­
ber of those who declined to work for their 
breakfast in the morning.

There is much less difficulty about work in 
the Female Department, as the Ladies’ Indus­
trial Committee have been able to provide em­
ployment for the families of applicants at their 
own homes, and for all such inmates as were 
t apablc of undertaking it.

Their Report will show that the most im­
portant function of providing employment fur 
the Female inmates and many other offices 
connected with their maintenance and well 
being, besides the personal superintendence 
of the Children’s School, have been performed 
by the Ladies’ Industrial Committee with effi­
ciency and success.
It will be seen by the report of the Finance 
Committee that there has been received during

aid. It may well he that many faults inevit­
able to the first establishment of a charitable 
institution have been committed, many errors 
yet unrectified, many details left imperfect, 
hut we do feel assured that as we gain expe­
rience our conceptions will become more en­
larged, our organization more matured, our 
victory over pauperism and its attendant vices 
and misery each year more triumphant and 
complete. This, no doubt, will demand 
stont and sustained effort on our part, but the 
liberality with which the calls of benevolence 
have been responded to in the past is our surest 
warrant that these results will not be allowed 
to become nugatory and unavailing in the 
future.

The average number of permanent inmates 
sustained in the Keluge during the past sum­
mer is 80—the average number during the win­
ter has increased to aboui 115. The number on 
the 12th April was 108, namely : males 40, le- 
nialcs 34; boys 10, girls 6. There has been 
during the year a much larger proportion of 
hoys than girls. Quite a number »! these in­
mates are aged or invalids and hardly fit lor 
any sort ot work.
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SURGEON’S REPORT'.
The report ot Dr. Tew, the visiting surgeon, 

will be laid before the Board The general 
health of the inmates has been good during the 
past year, only two deaths having occurred. 
The house has all along enjoyed a remarkable 
immunity from disease. Your Committee are 
under much obligation to Dr lew for the val- 
uuble daily services which lie renders gratui­
tously to the lustitution, and are gratified with 
the kindness and patience which he lias shown 
in attending upon the poor. Any cases requir­
ing more than ordinary care, he has removed 
at once to the Montreal General Hospital; an 
Institution which, in this way, gives no small

REPORT OF THE LADIES’ COMMITTEE 

OF THE INDUSTRIAL ROOMS.

The Ladies’ Committee of the Industrial 
Rooms beg to present their annual report to the 
Board of Management.

The Committee would desire to express their 
grateful acknowledgments to their former 
friends and supporters that they have kindly 
continued their assistance and sympathy to 
them since they have united themselves to this 
Institution in ordc. that their sphere of useful­
ness may be more extended.

The number of women to whom employment 
has been given during the past year is about 
200. During the winter months the average 
number of women receiving work has been 80 
weekly. Many deserving poor who have ap­
plied for work but who aro not able to do the 
finer kinds of sewing have been refused

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in connexion with the Refuge, having lx en 
undertaken by them. On this subject the 
Committee report as follows :—Employment 
has been given in sewing and knitting to as 
many cf the inmates as were capable of doing 
work of that nature, and vho wer : not other­
wise employed in the House either in clean­
ing, e listing in the kitchen, washing, or at­
tending to their children. The school is under 
the management cf a paid teacher, and is in 
excellent order. A donation of school books 
from Mr. Lovell is gratefully acknowledged.

Seeing the urgent necessity for clothing to 
assist in maintaining the cleanliness of the 
House, the sum of $190.25 was collected by 
the ladies at the suggestion of Mrs. Champion 
Brown, who herself collected $100. 1‘art of 
this money was spent in clothes and pillow 
cases, the rest is in the hands of the treasurer 
of the fund for future use. A sub-Committeo 
was requested to meet to prepare some addi­
tional rules for the more efficient conducting 
of the House. These rules were submitted and 
approved by the Board of Management.

In conclusion, the Committee earnestly hope 
that the suggestions they have so frequently 
tirgct. on the Board will shortly be carried out. 
The most essential of these are : To establish a 
hospital for the sick, who at present sleep in 
the same room with the other inmates. To 
provide a day room for the inmates, so that the 
bedrooms may be properly ventilated and used 
as dormitories only, and to give the boys a 
separate room. There is sufficient accommoda­
tion in the H ruse to allow of all these sug­
gestions being carried into effect by making a 
few alterations.

REPORT OF THE VISITING SURGEON.

The Surgeon in attendance on the inmates of 
tho '' Protestant House of Refuge," feels deeply 
gratified in being able to state that during the 
past six months, various improvements of a 
most important character have been made in 
the House. Among such improvements tho 
Surgeon would call special attention to the 
system of classification and separation, of tho 
more respcctulle and sensitive from tho mile and 
noisy, as having an important moral influence 

Also to the better means of ventilation and 
heating, which have been adopted and enforced. 
Hot and cold water have been abundantly sup 
plied to all parts of the building, and a proper 
apparatus tor a regular and systematic mode of 
bathing has been supplied. The double wooden 
bedsteads arc condemned, and in their place 

igle iron bedsteads arc to be introduced.
The “Niçbt Refuge " is confined to a sepa­

rate part ot the building, and its inmates are 
not allowed to come into contact with tho per­
manent residents.

The permanent inmates are, to some extent, 
now supplied with clean clothing, instead of
