Charles Jordan Pleads Not Gulity of the Murder
of His Wife---The Defence Will Try to Prove
Insanity to Save His Neck..

Boston, Sept. 4.—But four points in con-
pection with the most horrible and grue-
jome murder in the annals of crime in
grester Boston, that of Mrs. Honora
Jordan, an actress, known on the stage as
Irene Shannon, by her husband, Chester
. "B. Jordan, remained to be cleared up
Sy the police to-day, although the severed
portions of the woman's body were die-
covered only last night. The confession
of the husband to the police, following
his arrest after the accidental discovery
of the mutilated torso of his wife in® a
trunk which he caused to be placed in &
room at 7 Hancock street this city, was
believed to be a substantial recital of the
Incidents of the brutal crime, but several
minor details of his confession conflicted
with each other and his story was uncon-
nected in parts. As a result of his exam-
ination by the police at the headquarters
In this city last night, he disclosed all the
;Qparently important facts in connection
with the murder and gave the information
which led to the discovery of the thighs
and scalped head of the murdered woman,
‘the only parts not contained in ' the
trunk at his home at 509 Medford street,
Bomerville. i
He also gave a plausible reason in a
temark by his wife, which was incited,
according to the story, by a belief that
he was unfaithful. He' stated that fol-
lowing her epithet he struck her, knock,
fng her down a flight of stairs, He
claimed that this blow was the only
cause by which he is responsible, so far
as he knows, for death, as fog?wing his
striking her, he remebered n hing un-
til the next morning, and on awakening

he found her body at the foot of the
stairs. At this latter time, however, his
wife’'s meck was slashed from ear to ear.
On this portion of his confession, the
police placed the least credence; and their
efforts in today’s investigation are eenteg'ed
in a search for another stronger motive
while -the medical jexaminer carefully ex-
amined the body for marks of the blow
which caused her death. The eyldence
of the gashing of the neck was plain, nnld
it may be that this caused the woman's
death, but Jordan’s denial of any’ know-
ledge of this act made tme matter one
for close attention. His story, of aphasia
following the blow which knocked ' Mrs.
Jordan down the stairs, and ‘also the
point upon which the police: have laid
particular stress in their report to tne
medical examiner during the latter’s. ex-
amination of Jordan himself, as it was
supposed ‘that he might be a victim of
drugs. The latter idea he denies.

cured for the defence of Jordan‘ by his
brother-in-law, Jesse Livermore, the cot-
ton market operator of New York, states
that he already has evidence of Jordan’s
mental derangement several weeks before
the murder, and in this case the mur-
derer’s ipsanity may account for some of
the lapses in his ponfession, although as
a whole, it was remarkably clear. In
anticipation of a plea of not guilty, whae®
Jordan was arraigned before Judge ‘Wen-
wright in the Somerville Police Court to-
day, the police had arranged Ao ask for
a continuation of the case, while a plea
of guilty would ‘mean his com:!mttal to
the East Cambridge jail to await a hear-
ing by the grand jury.

PLAN TO TELEPHONE ACROSS

~ THE OCEAN

IS NOT PRACTICAL

Experiments in Talking Frem
New York to Paris Have
Not Been Successful

Paris, Sept. 3~The public imagination
here has been stirred to activity by the
pews cabled from New York that ar-
rangemenfs are being completéd to estab-
lish wireless telephonic communication
between a station on the roof of the
Metropolitan Life building in New York
and the military station on the Kittel
tower in Paris.

All Paris is enthusiastic to see the day
when New York will be brought to speak
into Paris, when the familiar “Hello!”
will open conversation between a broker
perspiring in Wall street and his wife
comfortably installed in the Ritz Hotel
here. Telegraphic experts, however, are
pot quite so sanguine. Mr. Roger, one
of -the leading electrical engineers here,
says cautiously that he is quite ready
to believe attempts to converse by wire-
jess telephony between New York and
Paris may be made, but he has great
difficulty in believing them likely to be
‘Juccessful for some time to come.

“I know,” he added, the instrument
with which Mr. De Forest made ex-
periments last April between the Hitfel
tower and several suburban stations, His
radiophone only just succeeded in estab-
lishing communication with  Medun,
some forty-five kilometres from the Kif-
fel tower. Before admitting the possi-
bility of wireless telephony between Paris

and New York it is necessary to prove
that Mr, De Forest has made most de-
cided improvements in his apparatus in
such a very few months.

“The best well-authenticated result ob-
tained up to the present in wireless tele-
phony is the communication established
during the night of Aug. 5 between the
Eiffel tower station and the experiment-
al station at Dieppe, a distance of 150
kilometres. This essay was satistactory
in every respect. Moreover, it was un-
dertaken in favorable stormy weather
conditions. Since then Lieutenants Colin
and Jeance of the French Army, working
with M. Mercier, of the naval engineers’
corps, succeeded in telephoning with an
apparatus of their invention between
the Eiffel tower and a point on the coast
of Brittainy some 500 kilometres away.
But M. Roger says this experiment was
not so completely satisfactory as to es,
tablish conclusively the possibility of
telephoning at any time by the wireless
system within distances of 500 kilometres.

“He appears to think the success of
the experiment was due to one of those
favorable combinations of atmospheric
conditions which telegraphists describe as
freak ~conditions. Still' M. Roger’s skep-
ticism is based on knowledge of the tech-
nical difficulties that must be overcome
before the new world can make its voice
heard in the old and not on any preju-
dice against Mr. De Forest’s apparatus.

“He admits that the great heigth of
the two stations between which the at-
tempt to establish communication is to
be made is a strong point in favor of the
experiment. His attitude is one of ex-
pectancy mixed with hope and not very

much conldence.”

GERMANY WILL NOT RECEDE .

HER POSITION

IN THE MOROCCAN AFFAIR

Berlin, Sept. 4—The French. policy in
Morocc has been interpreted in this oLy
as designed pricinpally: ‘to,’ manoeuvre
Germany out of any direct in Moroccan
affairs \with the 'ultimate purpose, sup-
ported by Great - Britain, of acquiring
that paramount position which was the
object of France previous to the .Alge-
ciras conference. i

French aims are regarded today as be-
ing precisely what they ‘were before Ger-
many brought about this conference, and
they come, therefore, into conflict with
the present determination of Germany.
This also may be described as_exactly
what was held to previous to the Al-
geciras conference, namely;, the indepen-
dence of Morocco politically and commer-,
cially, with no superior position for
France or any other power.

Germany declines to recognize the the-
ory of the French foreign office, that
France and Spain, being the Mandatery’s
of the powers in Morocco, hgve the right
to initiate suggestions, and are not' pro-
posed to allow Mulai Hafid to be com-
pelled to take over large and indetinite
French pecuniary claims, the effect of
which at the outset of®’his reign would
be to reduce him to the position of a
French vassal. . I

Paris, Sept.. 4—French -official circles
resent deeply the intimation conveyed ‘n
the inspired communications from Berlin,

but the real pnrpose of France in delaying
the recognition of Mulai ‘Hafid is to per-
mit the republic to make advance private
arrangements for the protection of specia}
French interests. The -associated press
was to-day anthorized to publish the fol-
lowing: - You can categorically deny any
such intimations.. We are condueting no
private negotiations.. What we are doing
is in the, general interests. of all the pow#-
ers. After Mulai Hafid is recognized we
are confident that we will be able to take
care of ourselves.

The German attempt to make it appear
that France some time ago sent a con-
sular official like Dr. Vassel to Fez, also is
officially repudiated. It is explained that
the man France sent Wwas a native of
Algeria, whose mission was simply to act
as- custodian of the valuable French ar-
chives there. He was in no €ense a con-
sul. With reference to the German sug-
gestion that France is trying to secure
from Mulai Hafid advance endorsement
of the loans made by French interests to
Abd El Aziz, it is explained that the
French creditors of Abd El Aziz hold his
jewels as eecurity and that the other
Joans were made by the Moroccan state
bank in which Germany, like the other
powers, has a representative. France is
still awaiting Spain’s final approval - of
the terms of the joint mote before com-
.municating it to the powers.

OBITUARY

' Rev. J. M. Jerge

There passed away last evening at 11
o’clock in St. Vincent’s convent, Cliff
street, a noted member of the Jesuit or-
der, in the person of the Rev. Joseph M.
Jerge, who came here on July 31 to preach
the annual retreat to the Sisters of Char
ity. Fr. Jerge began the exercises of a
first retreat on July 31 and this he con-
ducted with great fervor and devotion.

The retreat closed on August 8, and on
the evening of that day a second retreat
was opened, but it was soon evident that
the zealous priest was far from well. In
fact from the very beginning of his stay
he had complained of the excessive chilli-
ness of the climate here, and an attack
of intestinal trouble was the result. This
80 enfeebled him that on Aug. 12 he was un-
able to return to the Bishop’s Palace from
the convent, and it was necessary to
make temporary prevision for him in the
parlors of St. Vincent’s institution.

To add to the gravity of the situation,
an attack of heart trouble developed and
soon precipitated a crisis. On Sunday,
Aug. 20, the zealous priest was so low
that it was deemed advisable to administ-
er the last rites of the Church, and this
was performed by Rev. A. W. Meahan,
rector of the cathedral.

; Many readers will be pained to learn of
‘the death of Rev. A. Judson Kempéon,
at- Madison, Wisconsin, on Sunday even-
ing, May 30, of typhoid fever. Mr. Kemp-
ton was a graduate of Acadia College, of
the class of 1889. He also graduated in
theology at the Rochester "Theological
Seminary. He was a young man of ex-
ceptional ability and sterling Christian
character. His first settlement was in St.
John West, as pastor of the Ludlow
street Baptist church. Here he labored
for about three years, when he removed
to the United States and settled in Madi-
son, Wisconsin. Here he took a first
place among the preachers of that city
and was highly esteemed by his brethren
in the state. Xe identitied himself with
every cffort which was put forth to bene-
fit and bless his fellows. He became a
strong advocate of the cause of temper-
ancd and moral reform. After a success-
ful ministry in Madison, the seat of the
State University, he removed to Musca-
tine, Illinois, where he also. was abund-
ant in labors. He was the pastor of the
church at this place when he was called
to higher sérvice. Mr., Kempton was a
most genial friend, a most sympathetic
pastor, and a strong and vigorous preach-
er. His imagination was vivid and hij
sermons sometimes were interspersed with
beautiful word pictures. The last year of
his life was a most strenuous one. In a
revival service which was held in that city
and in which the different congregations
united, Mr. Kempton threw himself with
all possible energy. Following these ser-
vices he had the exalted privilege of wel-
coming some 300 persons into church
fellowship. The strain upon his physical
strength was greater than even his friends
had any idea of. In his exhausted condi-
tion he was stricken with the deadly ty-
phoid, which he greatly dreaded and
which proved fatal. Mr. Kempton leaves
a widow and three children, a widowed
mother and a large circle of relatives and
personal friends to mourn his early de-
mise.

AD A FIRST CLASS TIME

A “Gentleman From Hants County” Talks of the Harvesters’
Rough House Excursion to the West---Fights and Card

Piaying All the Way.

(Ottawa Citizen.)

The first man home from the famous
trains which raised rough-house all along
the C. P. R. line to Winnipeg passed
through Ottawa on Saturday on his way
home. He lives in Hants County, N. 8.,
and hoped to have enough money to reach
the province by the sea. He was a har-
vester who had taken passage on the
scandalous third train of the harvesters’
excursion, the train from which the for-
aging party emanated whijch raided the
hotel at Chalk River and carried off all
the booze they could tramsport. 1t was
the train which rolled into Winnipeg
with not a solid. door in agy of the
coaches. He was very willing to talk of
that rough erowd, and being one who en-
joyed himself very much on the trip told
some of the funny. incidents in an easy
way, not knowing lie was talking for pub-
lication. He, however, claimed that there
was not enough work in the Northwest
for all the mhen who went out.

It was freely stated that over 1,000 men
would not get a job at all during the
harvesting. At every station there were
men Jlooking for jobs. He said he got a
job soon after he went out and worked
for. six days. He got $2 a day, which
were the highest wages that were being
paid, and many were- working for their
board. After the six'days all the work
had been done for this farmer, and it
would be ten days before the threshing
would come on. Then, he stated, he
would only have gotten ten days more
work. He was sick from the change, and
decided to go back home and not work
the ten days. :

.“We certainly had a good time,” he
began, when asked about the trip. “l
never remember six days going so fast
as did the time I was on that trip from
St. John to Winnipeg. We left on Mon-
day night and did not reach Winnipeg
mntil Saturday night, But we did not
notice the time. Most of the men were
drunk or nearly drunk all the way. Some
were crazy, entirely.. But ‘1 would not
have taken $100 and missed that time.
There were 1,000 men on our train.

He leaned back in his seat and began
to recall that rough time. ‘“There was
a fight about every ten minutes,” he
broke out. “If we were playing cards
and the fight was bothering us, we would
all get up and stop the row. But if we
were not, why we just let them fight,
and many a good fight there was. The
only trouble it was a pretty poor place,
as there was not room enough in the cars
for a good fight. I don’t know anything
about the names of the places we passed
through when 'we left St. John except
that the hotel was raided at Chalk River.
I suppose you heard about that.

. “One night we were iying on' the #id-
ing, I guess we had just stopped, when
a stone weighing gbout ten pounds crash-
ed through the car window and came
down with a thud on the floor of the
‘aisle. It came from some Italians who
had a shanty near where someone had
thrown something at one of them &nd
then rushed into the car. It did not hurt
anyone, but nearly struck a woman wha
was sitting up in a seat. 'The train
ahead got us into lots of trouble. They
got out and stole things, and when “we
came up, the residents would be waiting
and we would get what was coming to us,

“One siding had a lot of shanties neay
it, and as soon as any of us started to
get off, the windows. began to crash and
buckshot to whistle through the carst The
residents of the houses had likely been
roughly treated by the people in the train
ahead and they were going to get even
with us. Six people got slight shot
wounds, but they were pretty well spent
apd did not hurt much. In one window
of the shanty a girl sat with a revelver
and fired as fast as she could at the car,
but ‘only one or two bullets reached it
and no one was very badly hurt. tes
the first shots we all got wunder the
seats and let them fire. We did not
trouble those people any, I can tell you.

“We used to get out every time the
train stopped ang get a drink of watér,
At one place there was only one [talian
shanty, and the moment the train stope
ped about 200 men jumped out and starte
éd for the shanty. The owner seated hime
self in the doorway, and as the leaderg
came up he leveled a revolver at the
But I guess he was afraid to shoéot, an
in another moment they had kwocked
‘gim‘over, and rushed through into the
ut. :

‘At another place there was an orchard
along the track. That was the only ore
chard I saw along the line, and soms
got off to pick a few to eat. Then an
old lady came out and said she would
have. them all in jail if they touched ane
other apple. They began to'teasé her,
and at last all rushed and shook all ths
apples ‘off. They pelted every person
who came out of the house.

“All the way it was just like that.
Playing cards or fights when we were
going, the scraps with the farmeérs when
we were stopped., Oh, but it ‘'was a dandy
time. * The whiskey nearly ran out when
we reached Swan River, %ut we had lots
when we got there:

“I had a hard time getting a ticket
back. I do not think I will come out
again next year. Nova Scotia is good
enough for me, but that was a peach of
a trip and I would like to take it againg
Say, isn’t it an awful long ways back?”

BOSTON HAS ANOTHER HORRIBLE

MURDER CASE---A TRUNK MYSTERY

Chester Jordon Killed and Dismembered His Actress Wife---Placed Part of Bedy in a Trunk
Intending to Dispose of it but Suspicious Hackman Gave Him Away.

. Boston, Mass., Sept. 3.—The most hor-
rible and brutal crime committed in
Greater Boston since the ‘Susan ,Geary
murder of four years ago, and mllch re+
sembling it in its details,.was disclosed to-
night by the discovery of the dismember-
ed body and mutilated pieces of fiesh of
Mrs. Honorah Jordan, an actress, aged
93 years, of Somerville, in a trunk in a
boarding house at 7 Hancock street, on
Beacon Hill. Later the head and bones
of the limbs were found in the furnace
of the home of the woman in Somer-
ville, while the scalp and hair and other
parts of the body were found in the
kitchen range of the same home.

Chester Jordan, an actor, aged- .29
years, of 509a Medford street, Somerville,
is held by the police, charged with the
murder, and made a full and complete
confession of the crime according to the
police. Lo e

Chester R. Jordan is a_brother of Mrs.
Jesse L. Livermore, wife of the well-
known stock and cotton speculator. His
parents, Mr. and Mrs. Phineas Jordan,
and a sister, Mrs. Kendall, prominent n
Somerville social circles, live in that city.
Jordan is a large man, being. six feet
three inches tall, weighing 208 pounds.

‘According to Jordan’s confession he ac:
cidentally killed his wife Tuesday night
in a quarrel at their home and becom:
ing frightened at the consequences, went
out and bought a butcher’s knife and
hack-saw, cut up the body and placed it
in a trunk. He then planned to take
the steamer Harvard which would have
left, according to schedule; on Wednes-
day night, for New York and throw the
parts of the body overboard. The fact
that the Harvard was laid off, owing to
an accident, upset his plans, and he was
obliged to hire a hackman to take the
trunk to a Boston boarding house to
await a more fayorable opportuhity.

The discovery of the crime was due to
the suspicions of the hackman, James
Collins, who had in mind the numerous
robberies which have taken place in and
about Boston recently, and, believing the
trunk he was carrying about, from 113
weight, contained silverware, notified the
police early this afternoon.

Collins reported that he had first tak-
en the trunk from ‘the North Station
early in the day it having come in from
Somerville on a local train, It was first
taken to the South Station where he left
it. Later he was called upon by Jordan
to carry the same trunk to Hancock
street. Jordan tried to secure a room
at No. 5 on the street, but was unable
to find the landlord. He next tried No.
7 and secured a room from Mrs. Haley.
The hackman stated he left Jordan and
the trunk about 1 o’clock at No. 7. He
then notified the police of Station 3, which
is on Joy street, one street away.

Sergeant Crowley, was detailed to go to
the Hancock street house and investi-
gate. When he reached the house, Jor-
dan was not around. He was shown the
back room on the second floor, which
Jordan had engaged and found the trunk.

About 5 o’clock Jordan returned and
on being accosted by the officer, at first
denied he was Jordan. Later he admitted
his identity. Asked about his trunk he
professed not to know anything about
it. He was ordered to his room by the
officer, however, and commanded to open
the trunk.

Jordan did not appear nervous or alarm-
led, but showed some delay in opening the

! grunk, and it was not until after consider-

able argument on the part of the officer
that he produced the key to the trunk
and inserted it in the lock.

Turning his head, Jordan threw up the
cover of the trunk and then sank back on
his knees, burying his face im ‘his hands
and sobbing.-

Sergeant Crowley staggered back aghast
at the disclosure, for the open trunk dis-
closed a horrible mass of hacked flesh, a
woman’s torso filling the greater partof
the trunk, while, chopped up pieces
flesh from other parts of the body were
stuffed into the corners, the entire in-
terior of the trunk being spattered with
blood. There was no clothing of any sort
over the body.

Turning to Jordan, who was on the
floor, his face ashen white and every mus-
cle in his body quivering, Officer Crow-
ley said: :

“Yon are under arrest.”

Jordan submitted without protest to
the handcuffs and was' led to Station 3
and locked up. Giving his name and ad-
dress he declared the body in the trunk
was that of his wife and appeared perfect-
ly willing to tell the officials everything
concerning the case that they desired.

For more than four hours tonight, Jor-
dan was closeted with the police officials
of Boston and Somerville, and time after
time, it is said, went over the horrible de-
tails.

While professing that he was in a dazed
condition when the crime was committed,
by the clearness and concisiveness of his
tale it eeemed apparent that whatever
preceded the actual killing, the most care-
ful plans were laid for the disposal of the
body and the covering up of the crime,

Chester Jordan’s story of the murder,
which was given the officers, was substan-
tially as follows:

He stated that he was married in Sep-
tember, 1904, to Mrs. Honorah Eddy,
whose maiden name was O'Reilly and
whose home, was in Somerville. He did
not know who his wife’s first husband
was or what had become of him. The
couple went on the vaudeville stage, Mr.
Jordan taking the part of a tramp, and
his wife that of a nurse, in a sketch.
They went first to Butte (Mdnt.), four
yeams ago, but remained only | three or
four weeks, as the climate did not agree
with them. Later they went to Chicago,
and appeared in some of the smaller thea-
tres there, remaining three months.
About three years ago they returned to
Somerville and took the lower apartment
of a two-flat house at 509-A Medford
street.

Mrs. Jordan, according to her husband,
bad taken to drinking of late and, he
claims, was associating with other men
and he became jealous. It was in a
jealous quarrel Tuesday night last that
the trouble started which ended in the
death of his wife.

Jordan declares that his wife struck
him first and that he then knocked his
wife down and was terrified to find that
he had killed her. This happened at 7.30
o’clock Tuesday morning.

Fearing discovery of his crime he con-
ceived the idea of cutting the body up.
taking it away on omne of the steamers
and throwing the parts overboard and
then reporting to the police the fact that
his wife had left him.

Jordan, according to his alleged con-
fession, while in a daze over the awful-
ness of his deed, went out and bought a
butcher’s heavy cutting-up knife. With
this and a hack-saw he:severed the head

from the body and, after putting the
scalp and hair in the kitchen range, plac-
ed the skull in the fire-box of the furnace
in the cellar.  The legs and arms were
cut’ from the body and the fesh shced
off in strips, leaving the bonhes of the
limbs practically bare. The bones were
placed in the furnace;and the flesh piled
into a trunk with the torso.

The trunk was taken to the Somerville
station and. shipped to Boston some time
Wednesday. Jordan came to Boston and
attempted to secure passage for New
York on the Harvard, but learned for the
first time that the steamer was not rum-
ning that day owing to an accident. The
body remained at the North Station over
night, therefore.  Early today, Jordan
engaged a ha¢kman, James Collins, to take
the trunk to the South_Station, with, the
idea of going to New York by train. . He
changed his mind, however, and, securing
ing house, Jordan accompanied it and sat
_tomorrow, again called the same .hack-
man and had him take the trunk’ to the
Hancock street house. When the trunk
was_taken into the Hancock stheet lodg-
ing house, Jordan accompanied it and sat
on it, smoking a cigarette while he talk-
ed with the landlady., Jordan then went
off and bought a roll of wire, wire nip-
pers and eight window weights, weighing
a pound and a half each, which he describ-
ed as “sinkers” and several sheets of
heavy wrapping paper. With these, he
stated to the officers, he intended to wrap
up the pieces of flesh of the body of his
wife, weight them with the window irons
and throw them into the Charles River,
inasmuch as he had failed to secure pas-
sage on the boat for New York. The
weights, paper and wire were found on a
mantel in the room with the trunk.

A gearch of the home at Somerville re-
vealed the skull and bones of the limbs

hair and other parts in the kitchen range.
Two sets of false teeth were also in the
furnace, one of the front upper teeth be-
ing set with a diamond. The razor, but-
cher-knife and shears, covered with
blood, were also found, and  the cloth-
ing of the woman was located in a tub
in the cellar. Marks of blood wWere also
found in the set tubs, where Jordan
stated he placed the dismembered parts
when cutting up the body, and where he
washed the woman’s clothes to free them
from blood stains.

For some weeks past “the Jordans,”
as they were known on the stage, have
been appearing in their sketch of the
tramp and the nurse at a moving picture
theatre on Washington street.

The trunk containing the remains was
taken in charge by Medical Examiner
Magrath, of Suffolk county, who ordered
it removed to North Grove street morgue.
It will be surrendered, however, to Medi-
cal Examiner Durrell, of Essex county,
who, with the police of Somerville, will
have charge of the case, since the alleged
confession of Jordan locates the crime
as having been committed in Somerville,
which is in Middlesex county.

Chester Jordan stated to the officers
that he was born in Indianapolis (Ind.),
and that his wife was born at sea.

D.:R. A. by the president,  Colonel Sam
Hu@eﬂ. On the right of the speaker Bir
Fregericki Borden, minister of militia, sat
and’ on the left Lord Aylmer. After tue
vstial loyal toests Colonel Hughes pro-
posed the health of the minister, speak-
ing in complimentary terms of his inter-
est in the militia force and his zeal and
energy in endeavoring to advance the wel-
fare, of the men, both ‘acting and perma-
nent. § .

Sir. . Frederick . Borden, replying, said
there was one thing above all others that
he admired about the president of the
association and that was that Colonel
Hughes always fought fairly and would
be one of the last men to resort to some
of the tactics and means which had been
attempted to make him (the minister)
unpopular, but which had not succeeded,
so far as the militia of Canada was con-
cerned. Militia men as a rule were fair-
minded, they fought with their faces to

fit soldiers of the king. The militia of
Canada had no better frienid than Colonel
Hughes. He had never- showed his pluck
and courage to a greater .extent than
when he stood up in the face of his own
party and fought a fight which ‘he thought
was honest and straightforward with re-
'gard to the introduction of ‘the Ross
rifie and he had been triumphantly vin-
- dicated.

- Sir Frederick  conveyed the kindly
i tings of Sir Wilfrid Laurier to the
’ ering and then went on to defend
‘the. increased expenditure of the militia
force. He did not believe that the peo-
ple ‘of Canada begrudged the annual pay-
ment of eighty or ninety cents per
on the militia for the purpose of insur-
ing the permanency of their institutions
of which they were so proud.

He expressed his fullest sympathy with
the cadet movement and announced that
an orderin-council had been passed ap-
proving of an agreement entered into by
the department of militia and the govern-
ment of Nova Scotia with reference to
the schools of that province.

This agreement provides that the de-

of militia will furnish all the
instructors free of cost from the perma-
pent force for service in the schools of
Nova Scotia, as instructors in drill, train-
ing and rifle shooting. In turn the edu-
cational authorities of Nova Bcotia_ are
required to adopt a compulsory regulation
that a teacher before securing his license
to teach in the schools of the province
ghall be compelled to pass an examination
in physical training and drill before he
received his teacher’s certificate. The
Nova Scotia government has agreed to
this and Sir Frederick regarded it as &
great step in advance. :
"~ The minjster further announced that
another order-in-council, supplementary to
the first, had been adopted, giving the de-
partment of militia authority, to make
similar agreements with all the other
provinces of the Dominion. :

Besides conferring a benefit on the

youth of the country an arrangement of
this kind would. be beneficial to the men
of the permanent forces. No better work
could be a.s:llﬁned to selected men of the
permenent militia than that of instructing
the boys in the schools of Canada.
- It was proposed that if the movement
became general throughout the Dominion
that the permanent force would largely
be promoted to be a teaching corps and
instructors so sent out would, of course,
receive better pay for their services.

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VALUE $85,000,000

The following interesting statement of
the value of the Western wheat crop is
sent from Winnipeg to the New York
Journal of Commerce:—

“The value of this year’s Western
wheat crop, on the basis of current
prices, may be placed at about $85,100,000,
is compared with $50,000,000 last year,
$60,0000,000 in 1908, and $52,000,000 in 1905.
These figures are approximate, but for
the purposes of comparison they are fair-
ly accurate.

“The basis for the estimate regarding
the 1908 yield is the opinion given by the
secretary of the Northwest Grain Deal-
ers’ Association that the production for
the season is 107,000,000 bushels. 'ihe
average quality of the crop has not been
determined, but it is much better than
that of last year, superior to that of
1906, and as good as that of 1905. -.e
yield in 1907 was 77,000,000 bushels, in
1906, 101,000,000 bushels, and in 1905, 80,-
000,000 bushels. !

Prices are on the basis of delivery at
the lake ports and from the price must
be deducted the average freight on wheat
from the point of origin in Manitoba,
Saskatchewan or Alberta. This has been
calculated at 15c per cwt., or 8c per
bushel. Due allowance has also been
made for the variation in grades in the
various seasons. In 1905 the pric: was
comparatively low, but the average yield
was fairly large. In the following year
the price was 5c lower and the quality
was not so good. This year the price
{8 even better than it was a year ago, the
quality is generally good and the yield
is the largest in the history of the coun-

try.”

RAILROAD PROPLEMS

Some very striking statements were
made a few days ago by the eminent rail-
road president, Mr. Theodore P. Shonts,
in the course of a plea that the roads
be permitted to conduct their own busi-
ness without government interference. The
views he expressed would naturally be
somewhat prejudiced, and the assertion
that government interference is the great-
est menace to the country’s growth to-
day will not receive universal assent.
There are sometimes conditions whicn
warrant such interference, and the rail-
roads have themselves to blame for it.
Of course, there is also the danger that
the government may go too far. The ad-
dress of Mr. Shonts is worth reading,
since it is a very clear statement from the
viewpoint of a railroad operator.

“That man is no friend of labor who, on
any pretext, seeks to widen the breach
betwen the public and the railroads. The
effort should be to close it as quickly as
possible and to establish good feeling all
around, with each recognizing and respect-
ing the rights of the other and haying full
confidence that they will not be ignored.

“Honestly conceived laws to compel a
service that will meet with the reasonable
approval of the patrons of a road and
prevent discriminations, stock watering
and stock jobbery are right and proper,
but to go far beyond that and impose un-
reasonable burdens and unfair restrictions
looks to the defeat of the véry purpose
which it is sought to attain.

“We have before us an illustration of
what even a temporary cessation of the
transportation development of the coun-
try means. A year ago there were 1,675,
000 railroad employes in active service and
they received almost $1,100,000,000 in wa-
ges during the year, dccording to statistics
collected by the government. Fuly ome-
quarter of these men are now idle at &
loss in wages approximating $1,000,000 for
every working day.

“A year ago the railroads were spending
$1,250,000,000 for eupplies; now they are
spending not more than $500,000,000. This
means a falling off in railroad expendi-|.
tures of $3,000,000 a day, and it is impos-
sible to sccurately state the number of
men in forests, mines and factories who
have been thrown out of employment by
the shrinkage of the demand for equip-
ment and supplies, but they are numbered
by the tens of thousands.

STEEL €O. GETS COMPLETE

CONTROL OF WABANA ORE

(Montreal Witness.)
Mr. Frank P. Jones, the genera] man-
ager of the Dominion Iron and Steel Com-

nouncement in last night’s Witness that
the Steel Company had obtained a long
lease of the Wabana Iron Mines from the
Newfoundland government was perfectly
true. It appears that the traneaction was
much more favorable than was indicated,
for, under the agreement, the steel com-
pany gets complete control of the mines,
with liberty to mine the ore to the last
sunce. The documents ceding the control
of these immense deposits of iron ore were
received at Sydney last Friday from the
Newfoundland government.

Steel directors declare that this will be
a tremendous asset to the company, for
there are no 'fewer than 100 million tons
of ore in sight; in other words, the supply
is inexhaustible, This ore is declared by
mining experts to be probably the best
in the world for the manufacture of steel.
The steel company is making preparation
to develop these deposits at once, and will
mine one million tons a year. It is under-
stood that the company has to pay no
money down, but will pay a small royalty
to the Newfoundland government. The
transaction is regarded as one of the best
that the steel company has ever nego-
tiated.

Witness Say There Was no Graft |

in Transaction with Marine
- Department.

Montreal, Sept. 3.—From the evidence
produced before Judge Cassels today, at
the investigation into the business rela-
tions of the department of marine and
fisheries, it would appear that the govern-
men is in an unusually fortunate position
with regard to the buying of goods, being
able to buy them not only cheaper than
enybody else, but on occasions to get them
8o cheaply as to cause an absolute logs to
the dealers who sell them. This state-
ment was made by several witnesses this
afternoon,

After taking general evidence'to refute
the charges made in the famous report of

4 the civil service commission, G. H. Wat-
son, representing the government, pro-
ceeded to take up a number of concrete
cases and called several Montreal business

w. men to testify as to their business rela-

Ttions with the department of marine an

fisheries, the profits they made, and as to
whether or not they had ever been held
up by any of the government officials for
a “rake-off” or discount to go into their
official pockets. :

In every case the answer was that the
business with the government had been
less profitable than that with ordinary
customers, in many cases absolutely be-
Jow the cost of handling the goods, while
every witness denied having ever given
any graft to officials, or knowledge of any
such system. .

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NATURAL HISTORY
EXHIBITS AT EXPO.

. The>natural history -exhibit will be one
of the most interesting -and instructive
features of .the approaching exhibition.

William McIntosh, curator of the Natural
History Society, will have charge of the
display, which is_a guarantee that every
detail will be given close atténtion, and
that all will - be attractively arranged.
The display will be the most comprehen-
sive of its kind ever shown in St. John.

Valuable _collections of gems and prec-
jous stones have been secured, all the
best known minerals in their rough state
will be shown, glass casés containing liv-
ing reptites will be exhibited and epeci-
mens of plants, minerals and insects, col-
lected by schobl  children, alss otherin-
teresting reatures will make this part of
the main ‘puilding a place of great inter-

est.

Perhaps the main feature of the exhibit,
as it will take up a large portion of the
space, will be the school children’s com-
petition, with collections of plants, min-
erals and insects. A large number of en-
tries have come in already and some very
good collections will be ehown. More
than 2,000 specimens of plants will be ex-
hibited together with a number of min-
eral collections and several of insects.

A large. collection of the insects of the
province, comprising about 5,000 speci-
mens, and showing the destructive and
beneficial kinds, will be seen. A case will
be devoted. to a fine collection of corals
and shells, the most beautiful specimens
to be obtained from all parts of the
world. :

Photographs of the birds of New Bruns-
wick, in colors, and heads of wild ani-
mals and stuffed birds, will be displayed.
Plant life will be represented, in addition
to the school exhibit, by a etudy collec-
tion, and Mr. McIntosh will have a room
fitted> up where he can be conpulted about
various ‘phases of this interesting study.
A group of the coniferous trees of the
province will be set out in natural man-
ner.

The mineral collection will be a very
valuable one, a fine gathering of gems in
the rough, as well as cut stones having
been secured. There will also be a col-
lection of ores of various metals, such as
iron, copper, tin, zine, gold, silver, anti-
mony, manganese, aluminum, lead and
nickle. These are very rich specimens
and were taken from: some of the greatest
| mines in the world.

A representative collection of fossils,
showing ancient animal life at various,
periods will complete the list of attract-
ejons at this booth. It will be. seen that
this will be a most entertaining portion
of the big ghow. ;

One of the attractions of the exhibition,
will be the exhibit of the Free Kinder-
garten of St. John. This will be in charge
of Mrs. W. C. Matthews, who has a train-
ing class for kindergarteners. The work]
of the children attending the free kinder-
garten will be exhibited, and the gift and
occupation as carried on will be explained
by a trained teacher each day. Children
from the different kindergartens will
demonstrate the occupation period of the
work. On Monday and Friday afternoéns
tie children of St. Mary’s and Bruseells
atreet kindergarteng, will give a practical
demonstration in the Women’s Couneil
exhibit.

Through the kindness of T. J. Phillips,
the association are enabled to sell candy,
They will also have for eale perfumes,
soaps and a few pictures, inexpensive
copies of famous pictures by old masters.
The proceeds of these sales will go to-
wards their work. .
