The Nightingale’s Song

Here is a fine deseriptive Wwriting on
the wonderful effect of the nightingale’s
son:—

Then, in the solemn’ stiliness, the night-
ingale began to sing. Three clear notes
rang out from the echoing coppice; it
was like the'voice of the organ in a great
church. It sounded over the fields, to
die away in a low,hushed fluting. Now,
louder and staccato, like the spiral stair
of metallic gound, the notes rang out,
high and low alternately, in quickening
time, a running, rustling and rioting
with long-drawn pipings, wonderfully
sweet, that rose in a storm of bell-like
tinklings, limpid as water, with a
strength, a vlolence, a precision exceed-
ing the musie of a hundred: thousand
tipsy carillons pealing through the silent
night And now again the notes were
softly weaving their fabric of sound; be-
witchingly -quiet, intimately sweet; mus-
ingly careful, like the music of tiny
glass bells; and once more they were
louder and again they fainted away,
borne on the still wind like the murmur
of angels praying.

THE SCHOOLS OF ST. JOHN.

Dr. Manning is performing a public
service in presenting the situation with
regard to school buildings before the
people from the standpoint of the school
board. He is also presenting an argu-

ment in favor of a wider use of school

buildings. If the people whose children
attend any particular school were in the
habit of meeting within its walls to dis-
cuss matters of special neighborhood in-
terest, including the more profitable use
to which school buildings r{)ight be put,
they would learn the exact state of af-
fairs and would not let the bugbear of
taxation stand between'the schools and
the efficiency which should characterize
them.

The direct statements which Dr. Man-
ning makes regarding the condition of
‘existing school buildings, the need of new
buildings, and the comparisons of tax-
.ation for school purposes with that of
other cities, ought to be read and
‘thoughtfully considered by. every citiz-
en. It is as much a matter of interest
’for women as for men, since mothers
are as much concerned as fathers in the
efficiency of the schools and the gen-
eral welfare of the community.

The school board has perhaps been at
fault in not presenting its case more fre-
quently and fully. - Perhaps there'is a
feeling on the part of the public that
‘the board is less competent than it
should be, and that its personnel could
be strengthened with advantage. Pos-

sibly the city council has been too much

-disposed to hamper the board in its

work. Whatever the cause, the present
situation is not satisfactory.

What is the remedy? Is it not clear
hat 3 _more active and widespread pub-

lic interest must be aroused? This city

“can afford as well as any other to have

ample school accommodation and the
"best possible Whatever
stands in the way must be removed.
Would it not be wise to appoint a re-
presentative committee, to serve without
remuneration, to u}ake a study of the
educational situation in St. John, get the
views of the school board and city coun-
cil on the questions of finance and ad-

equipment.

“ministration, and present to the citizens
a comprehensive report on the needs of
the time?

There are of course those who would
object to any increase in taxation, but
they must be reckoned with in any mat-
ter involving public expenditure; ‘and
so long as St. John needs more and bet-
ter schools, their objections should car-
ry no weight whatever. The community
interests in such a matter override those
of any penurious individual.

No doubt it will be said that no in-
creased expenditure should be cons/ider—
“ed in war-time. Such a plea might car-

lry weight if there were any evidence
that the pinch of the war were being felt
in St. John, but there is not. The ma-
‘ jority of the people a;e spending money
as freely and as carelessly as before ‘the
war. They have the money to spend,
and the very small increase in taxation
which a progressive school policy would
involve should not trouble them at all-
People are not averse to spending
money when they know 1t is needed.
The magnificent response to every appeal
in these past two years proves the truth
of this asserltion- “The city needs more
and better schools.
to make an enormous expenditure at
once. Let a progressive policy be adopt-
ed, with the full assent of the citizens,
and within five years 8t. John will be
able to point with pride to its school
buildings, and their value as educational
snd community centres. The board of
trade, the Rotary Club and other or-
ganizations ought to interest themselves
in the matter. Let us have an education-
el suwwey and a publicity campaign to
zally the people fo the support of the
schools whieh mean so much to their
children and to the welfare of the whole

community.

THE WAR NEWS
Another week begins with very satis-
lactory reports from the British, French
nd Russian fronts. The British have
pade further substantial gains of ter-
ltory, captured more prisoners and

tken some large guns and large qua.n-}against taking risks of any sort in frail

ties of war material. They have pene-

‘{able number of prisoners and war ma-

jshe has progressed until now her ascen-

trated the third German line at one
point, and have been able to use cav-
alry in a small dperation—for the first
time since 1914

The French have also made some pro-
gress on the right bank of the Meuse,
and successfully  repulsed German
counter attacks. The Italians also re-
port some advantage gained over the
Austrians. -

The_ Russians have captured Baiburt,
in Turkish Armenia and forced the
Turks to retreat at two other points in
the Caucasus region, leaving a consider-

terial. They have also forced the Aus-
trians and Germans to retreat in Volhy-
nia, and have captured a number of guns
and upwards of three thousand prison-
ers. German attacks in massed forma-
tion in the Barnovichi region were re-
pulsed. and Russian counter-attacks
made progress. On every front the tide
of l)atvtle continues to set strongly
against the Central Powers.

British aerial supremacy becomes
more notable. At the outbreak of the
war it was feared she would not be
able to match the Germans in air fight-
ing, but in that, as in everything else,
dancy is daily demonstrated. Last
night’s cables said:

“In the aerial combats in the last 24;*

hours we destroyed three Fokkers, three
biplanes and 'a double-engined
plane, and forced another Fokker to
land in a damaged gondition. All our
machines returned safely to our lines.”

The French airmen are also doing
splendid work.+ Last night’s cables said:

“On the morning of July 16, two
enemy aeroplanes were brought down in
the Somme region, one of them by Sub-
Lieut. Guynemer. This is the tenth
aeroplane brought down by that officer.
On July 15, Sergt. Rochfort brought
down his fifth enemy aeroplane.”

The relative scarcity of German air-
craft is noted by the correspondents at
the front, and is another evidence - of
the growing supremacy of the Allies in
this kind of warfare.

There are renewed rumors that Aus-
tria is weary of the war and may sue
for a separate peace. There are also
rumors of an anti-monarchical move-
ment in Greece. In Arabia the Turks
are losing their influence and the Arab
revolt is spreading. Near the Gulf of
Suez the British have raided sixty miles
of territory held by the Turks, and
brought back prisoners and live stock.
Nowhere can the Central Powers find a
ray of light. However long they may
continue the struggle the more over-
whelming will be their final defeat.

THE PAROLE SYSTEM.

That the method of parole “positive-
ly spells the height of perfection in re-
forming men everywhere” is the view
of the New Era, the prison journal of
Leavenworth, Kansas. It says fufther:

“From observation of prisoners, sta-
tistics, and records of penal institutions,
we find the indeterminate sentence the
most advanced step of practical reform.
It offers an opportunity for offenders
and removes the barrier of hatred to-
ward society so prevalent among many
prisoners sentenced to long terms. Yet
it seems reasonable to suppose that if
men are ever going to reform they will
do it in one year as easily as they will
in ten years.' Long sentences tend to
embitter men and seem to breed seeds
of revenge in the minds of many men.
These men often carry in their hearts a
feeling that they are being severely pun-
ished. It hardens offenders and encour-
ages them to cruelly condemn every
one. This makes it doubly hard for
others in their attempts to sway their
minds in the right direction of thinking.
Fortunately, however, the parole system
occasionally steps in and removes this
obstacle by giving men an opportunity
to redeem themselves.”

Canada’s chief parole officer heartily
agrees with this view, and reports excel-
lent results from the qualified parole
system adooted in Canadign prisons.

St. Paul Railroad.

He sought
$84,000 damages bud Judge Van Valk-
enburgh evidently was not impressed
by the arguments for heavy compensa-
tion. He said to the jury: “It is the duty
of a railroad to the public it serves to
protect its patrons by discharging men
who use intoxicants.

This simple sentence covers the ques-
tion involved in the suit and the sound-
ness of the court’s opinion will not be
doubted by the thousands of people who
use the railroads.

A conductor like an engineer has a
position of great responsibility. The
safety of the passengers depends upon
the judgment and vigilance of the men
in charge of the trains. One whose brain
is clouded by alcohol is unfitted for his

HE DESERTED FROM
THREE OF THE ARMIES

German Who Was With His OM:.
French and Belgian {

The adventurous career of a young
German was disclosed as a result of his
appearance in the dock at Marlborough
Street police court, London, recently.
His name, as it appeared on the charge
sheet, is Rene Ghiot Max Kohler. He
was born in Germany of German par-
ents twenty-six years ago. He has join-
ed at one time or other the German, the
French, and the Belgian armies, and de-
serted from all three. Max Kohler—
that is his real name—is a well-educated
man, and .speaks English, French and
German fluently, and has such a com-
mand of the three languages that he
rarely betrays himself in conversation.

All that happened in court was that In-
spector Jacobs, the aliens officer at Vine
street, formally asked the magistrate,
Mr. Mead, to discharge Kohler, in sor-

the military authorities to be transferred
to the French authorities.

At a previous hearing Inspector
Jacobs said that on May 6 he armested
Kohler at a house in Church street,.Soho,
where he was residing with his English
wife. He said his name was. ' Rene
Ghiot, and that he was born at Ixelles,
near Brussels, but on being charged
with contravening a deportation order
and with being an alien enemy, he con-
fessed that he was a German, and that
he was born at Saulgua, Wurtemberg,

Deserted the German Army,

The Daily Express has gathered de-
tails of Kohler's amazing life story.
There is no doubt of his pure German
origin. All his family are Germans, and
two of his sisters are married to German
officers. At the age of twenty he was
called up for service in the German
army, but after a few weeks’ service he
deserted from the army and made his
way to England and then to America.
From America he went to France, and
for some time lived in Paris. A few
months before war broke out he married
a French girl in Paris, and she is still
living.- Then, on the declaration of war,
he joined the Fre.uach army, and was

front.

On the very first day he was in action
—August 22, 1914—he was reported to
be missing, and later it was found that

i he had deserted and had been taken by

the Germans at Charlerox. He told them
he was a German, and persuaded them
to allow him to make his way through
Belgium to Holland. Later he posed as
a Belgian refugee, and as such boarded a
steamer, came to Tilbury, and was duly
admitted as a Belgian. He visited sev-
eral towns in England and Scotland, and
finally settled down in Newcutle, where
he obtained employment in. a well-
known munitions works. Six months|
| later he married a daughter of a fore-
man at the munitions works.

Last March he was arrested by the
police for being a deserter from the
French army, and handed over to a
French military escort in the steamer Sus-
sex on March 24 last. While crossing the
Channel the Sussex was torpedoed by
a German submarine, and about 100
lives were lost. Kohler managed, in the
excitement, to escape from his military

. escort, and jumped into the sea. He was

rescued with other survivors by a Brit-
ish destroyer and taken into Folkestone.
As he spoke English fluently and with
no trace of a foreign accent, he was
able to get back to London a free and
unsuspected man. He again went to
Newcastle and explained his return to
the English girl whom he had married
by stating that the authorities had made
a mistake in arresting him, and had sent
him back home. Meanwhile, both the
police and military officials had learned
that Kohler was not one of the victims
of the Sussex, and he was adroitly traced
from one place to another. For a few days
during his short period of freedom he
was engaged as a pantryman in a well-
known West End club, and he also had
the audacity to go to the Belgian Con-
sulate in London, and join the Belgian
.army, for which he was duly passed as

Growing Death Rate

The misery is indescribable. In Aug-
ust, 1915—that is, in the first month of
the German occupation—the death-rate
was 15.88 per 1,000 (calculated to the
year). It has risén steadily since Oc-
tober, 1915, and has now reached the
figure of 84 per 1,000. (Here follows a
significant deletion by the Austrian cen-
sor in the text of the memorandum as
published in the Czas.) . At the time
when Warsaw passed into the hands of
the Germans about £4814 a month was
being spent by the city, on the free
feeding of the population; by March,
1916, this item of expenditure had risen
to £51,680! In view of the rapid pau-
perization of the city, its financial needs

THE CITY SCHOOLS

Explanatory Letter Frem Mr. Man-
ning of the Board of Trustees

To. the Editor of the Times:

Sir,—Your editorial of last week re-
ferring to the Monday meeting of the
school board was misleading in some
particulars, in that you did not secm
to understand the position taken by ac-
tive members of the board. Will you
kindly allow me some of your valuable
space in order to place school matters
in 'St. John correctly before the public?

The ‘Schools Act allows a maximum
assessment of $150,000 with any fur-
ther amount required for interest on de-
bentures and for repairing and furnish-
ing school buildings. The amount asked
for this year by the school board was
$180,462.44, which included $24,467.50
for coupon interest and only $6,000 for

airs.

Every child knows that expenses arc
. very much higher than in former years
and are increasing, so that money docs
not go so far in repairs as it did. Hav-
ing no way of increasing our allow-
ance for repairs except by increasing
the amount asked for from the city an
the commissioners being unfriendly to
such a request, much hds had to be left
undone. It is true that the school
board went to the legislature seven years
ago and got an addition of $20,000 ad-
ded to the limit to which they might
assess, but after careful consideration
we put this whole amount of increase
into teachers’ salaries, as it was abso-
lutely the first opportunity we had to
do any sort of justice to a notoriously
underpaid profession.

This was a God-send to_them, but it
did not help out the board in the carc
of their buildings: St. John has twenty-/
three school ‘buildings, many of them
old and with their original roofs on, and

d |dren; or who, having them, patronize

needing much repairing every year. 1f
they go unrepaired for several years, it
means waking up some day to find a
great big ‘expenditure needed to get even
again, and will mean much bitter criti-
cism,

Again, all our schools are crowded
to the limit and past it. Three (Alex-

|andra, Dufferin and LaTour) have each

two extra rooms boarded off from their
exhibition halls to hold the surplus and
more children are yearly coming for-
ward. This year we. have passed the
8,000 mark. Halifax, with about 150
more children, is spending this year
$60,000 more on schools than St. John.
Montreal, Toronto and Quebec spend
about 60 cents of every tax dollar on
schools. St. John spends 48 cents, and
growls at that. The average citizen has
been taught that our school board is
spending too much money. It is not
true! We have not had enough! We
need three new school buildings right
away. We cannot keep bright, clean,
sanitary, up-to-date schools for 8,000
pupils unless we are prepared to spend
more on them. Streets and their main-
tenance are costing St. John this year
$111,000. They do not compare in im-
portance with the education of our next
generation of citizens. We should be
ashamed of our 48 cent rate, which can
only appeal to those who have no cil-

private schools.

Now, I am jointly responsible for .the
condition of Victoria, Victoria Annex,
Centennial, Manual Training and Do-
mestic . Science and King Edward
schools. To put these in proper repair
there are mneeded new roofs, new iron
work, a new boiler, new hardwood floors,
new ceilings, new sanitaries, new radia-
tors, new blackboards, etc.; then, last-
ly and not least, inside painting and
kalsomining. Rather a large order, but
it is all needed and needed right mow.
Do you know what can be spared from
the repair fund this year to do any or
all of this work on these particular
schools? $1,150, How far do you think

lthis will go at present price of labor «nd
I materials? The fire ¢scapes on the Cen-
| tennial school are in a deplorable con-
dition, yet every year it has to wait.

The only reniedy for these conditions
is a more generous grant to our city
schools, The time has come when our
legal limit for assessment should be
increased at Fredericton as well as the
amount levied for schools at our city
hall. This must be done first before we
can undertake the additional charge of
about $3,000 per annum for rental and
expenses on the new Cliff street school.
It is a simple case of “no funds.”

It is most disheartening to one who is
 trying to do his whole duty to find so
{much misunderstanding on the part of
'the public and the press and such a
lack of sympathy at city hall.
