Dominion Commission Holding

a Session

SOME DECIONS

Fairville Crossing to Be Protected
—Fredericton Passenger Rates
—The Milk Question Comes in

For Some Consideration

A session of the Board of Railway
Commissioners was held in St, John to-
day to héar arguments on several appli-
cations.

On the protest of the Fredericton
Board of Trade that the railway pas-
senger rates from Fredericton to Boston
and other points west of Vanceboro
were greater, in proportion, than to
Moncton and to other points east of
Fredericton, the Board postponed decis-
jon until further information regarding
the exact rates could be secured and
furnished. Counsel for the Frederictbn
Board of Trade drew attention to the
desirability of both C. P. R. and L C. R.
using the same station, but the board
seid they had no jurisdiction in such a
matter, :

As a result of an accident when a
street car and a C. P. R. locomotive col-
lided ' at the crossing.on Main street,
Fairville, the board made inquiries re-
garding the safeguards at the crossing
and ordered the St. John Railway Com-
pany to install an interlocking signal and
deralling .device.

The Farmers’ Dairy and Produce Com-
pany of St. John applied for a rate on
milk shipped from St. John to Boston
on a similar basis to a rate from the
Xastern Townships, Quebec, to Boston.
On the evidence submitted the commis-
sioners said that no case had been made,
but they were willing to receive further
$nformation and arguments by corre-
spondence and would defer their decis-
fon.

No order was issued on the applica-
tion of J. E. Gilmore of Bonny River

- asking that the C. P. R. be required to
fence a section of their line runiing
through wilderness lands.

H. L. Drayton, K. C., chief commis-
sioner, presided, with Commissioner S.
J. McLean and acting secretary R. Rich-
ardson of Ottawa were present. The Fred-
ericton Board of Trade was represented
by A. R. Slipp, K. C., as counsel, J. D.
Palmer, presidgnt; R. iFitz-Randolph,
chairman. of transportgtion committee;

treal, general baggage agent; George C.
‘Wells, Montreal, general passenger traf-
fic agent; H. C. Grout, general super-
intendent Atlantic Division. W. H. Burr,
general traffic agent, Toronto, appeared
for the Dominion Express Company; H.
M. Hopper, general manager, was pres-
ent for the St. John Railway Company.
County Secretary J. King Kelley, Ward-
en McLellan, Councillors Bryant and
Golding for the Municipal Council, and
F. R. Taylor appearel as counsel for the
C. P. R, the St. John Railway Company
and the Dominion Express Company.

The Cases.

The first matter taken up was the
complaint of the Fredeicton Board of
Trade. ;

The matter of protection at the C. P. R.
and street railway crossing at Fairville
was next taken up. The chairman in-
quired if there was any reason why the
usual rule should not apply and as there
_secemed to be none he ordered the install-
ation, by the St. John Railway Com-
pany, of an interlocking device including
a derail on the street railway and duto-
matic signals on the steam railway,
making it impossible for a collision to
occur. This was assented to by those
interested and the company was ordered
to submit plans within thirty days and
complete the installation in sixty days
after the' plans were approved.

On the application of J. E. Gilmore
jt was shown that this is wilderness
land. No specific order was made, the
general rules applying.

The presentation of the application of
the Farmers’ Dairy and Produce Com-
pany for a better rate on milk from St.
John to Boston was hampered by the
fact that E. A. Schofield, president of
the company, is out of the city. A. C.
Thompson, local manager, was not
equipped with the full information re-
quired. The application was based on
~4 rate from the Fastern Townships to
Boston but it was hown that this rate
had never been official and had recently
been cancelled.

The argument then dealt with the
feasibility of shipping milk this distance
end Mr. Thompson said it was possible

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GET A TOWN PLAN.
1t is satisfactory to learn that St. John
will be well represented at the town-
' planning conference to be held in To-
ronto the last week in this month. As
" Mr. W. F. Burditt has repeatedly point-
ed out, various sections in this city and
{ts outskirts are being laid out without
regard to such a plan as would provide
for future traffic and development along
right lines. This is one of the most
‘important matters before the city coun-
cil at the present time, and if action is
long delayed the St. John of the future
will be called on to pay dearly for the
blunders made by the St. John of to-
day. It should not be difficult to get
a comprehensive town plan, but how-
ever great the difficulty or whatever the
cost the money would be well expended.
There has been too much of haphazard
in the past, and we should learn and
profit from the experience of other cit-
jes which find it necessary to tear down
whole blocks and remake the map of
portions of the city at enormous cost in
order to prbvidc for traffic and breath-
ing spaces. St. John is destined to en-
joy fairly rapid growth for years to
come. Let that growth be in accord-
ance with a town plan which will make
ample provision for the traffic of the
future, and for parks and playgrounds
and breathing spaces for the citizens
of the future. With a good representa-
tion at the town planning conference in
Toronto, St. John should be able to look
forward with confidence to the early
adoption of a comprehensive town-plan-
ning scheme for this city.

AN OTTAWA HUMORIST

It is worth while now and then to
read the Ottawa correspondence of the
Standard, treating it as the production
of a humorist. For instance, the follow-
ing entertaining paragraph appears in
today’s issue:

“If ever a man-was crucified in par-
liament it was Sir Wilfrid Laurier this
evening by young Arthur Meighen, the
solicitor-general, to whom was delegated
the task of following the leader of the
opposition in the debate over the gov-
ernment’s agreement with the Canadian
Northern Railway. He did it merciless-
ly yet courteously, and with all the de-
ferenceé of youth to old age, but he tore
the iiberal leader’s arguments into
shr(ids, caught him in his own trap,
Weiidered him ridiculous and ended a
magnificent speech amid an inspiring
ovation.”

The spectacle of young Mr. Meighen
“crucifying” Sir Wilfrid Laurier and
rendering him ridiculous is as diverting
as the exploits of Mutt and Jeff. From
a fair report of the discussion in the
house it appears that Sir Wilfrid Laur-
ier insisted upon fuller information and
better security for the country before
the bond guarantee to the Canadian
Northern was endorsed. In this atti-
tude Sir Wilfrid was supported by Mr.
Nickle, M. P., the Conservative member
for Kingston, who read a letter from
Sir William MacKenzle, published in
the Kingston Whig, and added to it a
declaration made by Sir William, to the
effect that his company would not give
the city of Kingston a terminal or give
its locomotive shops work because of
Mr. Nickle’s opposition to the proposed
C. N. R. deal. Mr. Nickle asked if the
representatives of  the Canadian people
were to be bullied into allegiance by the
plutocrats of Canada, and declared that
it was better that he should go out of
public life than that MacKenzie & Mann
should throttle him into obedience to
their demands.

In view of the whole situation in re-
gard to this Canadian Northern guar-
antee, the reference of the Standard cor-
respondent to the crucifixion of Sir
Wilfrid Laurier by young Mr. Meighen

has its merits as a somewhat dlvcrting}

fable.

WHAT WOMEN ARE DOING

The evolution of women’s clubs in the
United States is an interesting feature of
life in American cities. At first these
clubs were chiefly of a social and liter-
ary character, or dealt primarily with
subjects of special interest to women.
Of late, however, we find them appoint-
ing committees to deal with a great
variety of practical affairs. The Christ-
jan Science Monitor enumerates some of
their more recent activities, and points
out that they have to do with “such
practical matters as neighborhood and
school centres, playgrounds, the creation
and care of parks and park-ways; the
care of lawns, schools and general gar-
dening, cultivation of vacant lots, civic
cleanliness and beautification and muni-
cipal improvement in general; as well as
with educational extension, libraries, art
galleries and public entertainments.”
Their work is thus of an intensely prac-
tical nature, and the sphere of their use-
fullness greatly broadened.

As an {llustration of the evolution of
these clubs the Civic League of Keokuk,
Jowa, may be cited: It began as a small
self-improvement club for women, but
it has broadened out and secured the es-
tablishment of modern drinking foun-
tains and waste paper boxes on the pub-
lic streets established city clean-up days,
aroused a sense of civic pride among the
citizens, developed vacant-lot gardening,
conducted & successful campaign for
pure food, clean sbores and bakeries, pro-

vided free public lectures on housing,
sanitation and domestic science, brought
about the adoption of a better system

-of disposal of the city’s garbage, and it

is now laboring to secure school gardens
and supervised playgrounds for the
children. The league, in addition to the
officers a and directors hwi outline its
policy, has a chairman in every ward in
the city, and a lieutenant in every block,

and it brings women of wealth and so-
cial position into working relations with

those who possess less of this world’s
goods.

What this club in Keokuk has really
done has been to develop the community
spirit, and to get all classes of society to
come together in united effort to im-
prove living conditions for all the people.
We are rapidly moving toward the de-
velopment of a real community spirit in
St. John, and every citizen who has the
city’s welfare at heart should lend it
hearty support.

A TRADE OPPORTUNITY,

The Journal of Commerce has an ar-
ticle urging greater effort on the part of
Canada to take advantage of trade open-
ings in South America. Reference is
made to an intervilw with Mr. H. R.
Poussette, who recently held a confer-
ence with the council of the St. John
board of trade. After pointing out that
the South American countries import
large quantities of manufactured goods,
such as are produced in Canada, the
Journal says:

“At a time like the present, when
there is a tendency for trade to slow up,
our business men should see the neces-
sity and value of cultivating foreign
fields. It would mean a great deal to
them if they could send their goods
abroad when the home demand eased
off. To obtain this result, there must
be intelligent effort on the part of our
business men and a thorough co-opera-
tion with the trade commissioners,
steamship companies and other trade
agencies. There is an added reason that
Canada should bestir itself in connection
with L.atin America, owing to the near
completion of the Panama Canal. As a
nation, we are doing little or nothing to
take advantage of the opportunities af-
forded for the increased trade which will
undoubtedly result from the completion
of the Big Ditch.”

The Fairville community council has
decided to proceed with the work of pro-
viding a well-equipped supervised play-
ground for use this summer. The coun-
cil will find many useful things to do
from time to time, and its work will be
of great benefit to the town.

(Power.)

One of the most hopeful signs of the
times is the tendency of buyers to buy
supplies instead of simply having them
sold to them. In other words, the engi-
neers are deciding what is needed, then
what maker’s:- product seems best suited
to meet the requirements peculiar to
their plants. It then becomes a matter
of price and delivery, ‘tt“" and not who
happens first to come in to get the or-
der or in some cases to make the’ sug-
gestion primarily, comments the editor
of Power.

Time was when salesmen walked in
and looked the plant over and prescribed
such cure-all supplies as they might hap-
pen to be exploiting as absolute neces-
sities to the welfare of the plant and
happiness of the engineer in charge. But
conditions are changing rapidly, for the

T——

reason that broader reading and more
and better advertising have given the
buyer an insight into the possible use-
fulness of all standard equipment.

No plant has in it every possible re-
fincment, but no engineer worthy of the
name is so obtuse as not to know what
his plant ldacks far better than a strang-
er. He.should decide for himself before-
hand and be able to say that he consid-
ers the purchase advisable or inadvis-
able.

Rummage-sale buying makes rum-
mage plants and nothing can jar on the
trained senses more than a plant fitted

out claborately or luxuriously in some

particular and neglected to a like degree
in some other. It shows that a sales-
man has been there, and the buyer, like
the old colored mammy, “just done fol-
lowed off after the band.”

STEAM PLANT BEATS
SUN MOTOR

(Power.)

The cost of an equipment to absorb
energy from the sun would be about
$152 per horse-power, says Frank Shu-
man in the current issue of Power. An
excellent steam plant could be put down
for $40 and the standard charges on the
one hundred odd in excess of this would
pay for coal enough to operate such a
plant ten hours a day with coal at three
dollars a long ton. It would appear that
for the present the sun motor is in the
same category as the wave motor. En-
ergy which is now being dissipated can
be conserved with either, but at a cost
for investment which makes the yearly
outlay greater than it would be at the
present price of fuel.

Professor Miller, In Address In Praise of Founders, Finds More To!
Praise In Work of Successors—Dalhousie President ‘
Speaks on University and State

‘ Fredericton, May 18—The Encaenia
exercises of the University of New
Brunswick were held today with large
numbers of friends and relatives of the
graduates and other students in attend-
ance.

The first event of the day was the

meeting of the University Senate which
was held at ten o’clock this morning.
At eleven o'clock the new engineering
and physics building was thrown open
for the inspection of the building and its
equipment and many took advantage
of the opportunity to see the advance
which has been made in this department.

At two oclock this afternoon the
academical procession swas formed for
the march to the encaenia hall where the
chair was taken by His Honor Lieuten-
ant Governor Wood at 2.80 o’clock. The
programme of the afternoon exercises
commenced with an address in praise of
the founders by Professor Miller. This
was followed by the distribution of med-
als, prizes and honor certificates and the
conferring of degrees. The address to
the graduating class was made by Bur-
ton C. Foster, M. A, LL. D, and the
alumni oration by President A. Stanley
Mackenzie, Ph. D, D. C. L., of Dal-
housie University, Halifax, N. S. The
exercises were brought to a close with
the valedictory address by Robert L.
Simms.

In Praise of the Founders

Speaking on this subject, R. B. Miller,
M. A, M. F,, said:—

It is customary, upon this day, to
commend in a brief address those
staunch and hardy pioneers of New
Brunswick, among whose first acts was
the endowing of this institution.

A little farther south, on the shores
of New England, men of the same blood,
with the best of their meagre store, did
endow in the states of Massachusetts
and Connecticut two great institutions.
How could “Fair Harvard,” or that
other immortal classic, “Bingo”, have
been written, without those two historic
characters—exponents of the larger
thought and broader vision—John Har-
vard and Elihu Yale?

It fay be easy to found, but infinite-
ly harder to foster. It is easy to plant
a seed and go away and forget about it.
We praise the government, which, mind-
ful of the perils of the sea, erects the
light-hotse on the dangerous reef to
warn the mariner; we praise the hardy
engineers who fight the wind and waves
and plant its foundations upon the solid
rock, but do we not sometimes forget
the lonely man, who, vear after year,
keeps the great eye aglow—the keeper
of the light?

So, while honoring our founders, who
built more wisely and better than they
knew, allow me to direct your thought
for a moment to that noble body .of
men, recruited from colleges all over the
country, whose names will be found on
pages eleven and twelve of the Univer-
sity- Calendar, those men whose person-
ality and perseverance have been built
into it—I refer to the former chancel-
lors and professors of this institution.

After all, the faculty are the keepers
of this light upon the hill. New faces
may come and go, but the light must
still burn. This institution has some-
thing back of it better than the concep-
tions and ideals of its founders, noble
as these may have been—the personal
endowment of spirit and energy which
these teachers of the past have contrib-
uted out of an ever waning store, as the
bair whitened, the veoice lost its old
ring and the step became more feeble.
These men, more than  the founders,
would I praise today, whose rich herit-
age of mind and memory we enjoy.
Theirs is an unbroken line of kingly
succession. It was their devotion to duty

It is a common fact today that our!
most eminent men have come, originally"

at least, from the small college. This
may be attributed, in a very large meas-
ure, to the closer contact which exists
there between students and teacher. No;
doubt all of us can look back to the in-
fluence of some one man whose enthusi-
asm, devotion to duty and whose high
ideals dominated our earlier thought and
shaped our future destiny. Why are
some of our great institutions adopting
the preceptorial system—the placing of
masters over a little group of students?
Because they realize that one of the
greatest factors in education is she per-
sonal element in the moulding of life
and character.

In this close association between fac-
ulty and ‘students existing in the small
institution it was only natural that the
students should adopt abbreviated forms
of expression when .referring to their
professors and these names have become
almost a matter of tradition—like the
R. F. A. and the college observatory.
I dare say some of these names would
be recognized and more or less appreci-
ated by their respective owners, if men-
tioned here today. While these names are

tion naturally shrink from hearing them
used lightly by those who, not tall
enough to reach up to the walls of fame,
carve their initials on the college piano.

I would suggest that it might be a
help to incoming students if these
shorter catechism names, applied to
members of the faculty, might be insert-
ed after their names and degrees in the
Y. M. C. A. handbook. Here, along

University and State.

The alumni oration was delivered by
President A. Stanley Mackenzie of Dal-
housie on University and State. He said:

The subject that I have chosen to
speak to you about is University and
State. This phrase, I know, has not the
ring to it that it should have; and yet
the idea that is embraced by it is, one
that in’ the future will be put in some
such happy form as will make it spring
as slippingly from the tongue as that
well-worn phrase church and state,
from which it is copied.

That the things we denote by a col-
lege or university and the government
or the state are now being coupled to-
gether, rather than the church and the
state, is significant of a profound change
in social relations and corporate thought.
It would lead us too far afield if I were
to try, were it a subject I were proper-
ly qualified to speak upon, to place be-
fore you the causes that led to the close
connection of the prelates who were the
exponents of the religious feelings of a
people with the princes who were its
governing authorities. Apart from the
obvious fact that the religious and moral
beliefs of a people must find expression
in its constitution and its laws—are in-
deed the very fibre of its construction—
and that therefore those two essentials
of community life, faith and law, must
be linked together, there were two out-
standing reasons why in our early his-
tory church and state were named in
the same breath. Those were the great
temporal power and estates of the
church, so that they were themselves
governors in a large sense, and, second-
ly, the fact that the church contained a
very undue proportion of the learned
and intelectually trained men of the
time.

With the decay of the temporal power
of the church came the first lessening of
its direct part and influence in govern-
ment; and with the spread of knowl-
edge and learning among the laity there,
ceased to be any reason why the latter:
should not fill many of the places fofin-
erly held by the clergy in the making
and execution of the laws.

Add to these the loss of unity in the
church and the consequent manifold sub-
division of the forms of religious belief,
and 1 think we have the essential ele-
ments of the spirit of the change that
has taken place in this regard during the
last century or two of our civilization.

The time was, too, and not so many
generations ago, that a learned man, be
he churchman or laymun, was learned
not in a special field, but practically all
domains of knowledge could be his. The
cleric was not only the learned man in
religion, philosophy and letters; but he
was competent to speak on any phase
of mental activity, be it in state-craft,

the follower of Aesculapius, the latter
poached on all his preserves except divin-
ity. ;
yIt is not so long since a professor in
one of our colleges would not hesitate
%o profess or lecture upon any subject
of curriculum, and in small colleges you
may still find this anomaly; and it was
a common saying that if you scratched a
professor you would find a minister, and
the kindly wag usually added that he
was made a professor because he was
no good for a minister. Traces of all
this still remain, and I feel sure that
Chancellor Jones and myself are viewed
askance as heads of colleges when it is
discovered that, though we may be call-
ed Doctor, there is no D. D. among the
letters after our names.

With the tremendous growth of know-
ledge in every realm of human mental
endeavor, the original unbounded domain
of the churchman became narrowed to
a small specialty, until today we do
not expect, nor receive, from the pulpit
the dogmatic statements our forebears
were wont to look for and require. The
very phrase ex cathedra has lost its

Manchester Robertson Allison,

meaning. The effect of this fact on our
attitude toward the churches has been
most serious and we are suffering from
a temporary numbness to religious in-
fluences; but I believe it is purely tem-

porary, and that as the occupants of our

pulpits orient themselves, as they must
and will, to the purposes they can best
fulfil, the benefits of religion will flow
in as full stream as they ever did.
Freedom of thought, freedom of con-
science, freedom of belief, so intrenched
themselves in our development of the
instinets and reasoning powers with
which we have been endowed, that it
was evident that the dogmatic stage in
man’s progress in civilization must pass
away. Faith will remain faith; but
when appeal is made to reason, it must
be to our reason, not to that of another.
It was only in the university that the
opportunity could be had for this ex-
panding view of man’s mental duectility,
for this untrammeled play of thought,
for this eternal questioning of the ac-
cepted, for this patient, unpromising
dissection of nature, for this unceasing

to land the milk in Boston within 36
hours after it left the cow and in good
order by the use of specially iced cans
and cold storage in St. John.

The next question was the desirability
of the commission interfering with exist-
ing economic arrangements. The chief
commissioner intimated that, if the
farmers had an opportunity to increase
their business by opening a new market
they should be encouraged. He suggest-
ed that the milk should get the usual
baggae car rate of twenty cents now in
force for a 150 mile radius.

Mr. Taylor said this baggage rate was
not a commercial rate but was prac-
tically philanthropy to meet conditions
existing in the cities. He argued that
the farmers do not need an outlet for
their dairy’ prolucts as they, did not pro-
duce enough forlocal consumption, large
quantities of butter being imported from
upper Canada and even from New Zea-
land while almost no cheese was made
in New Brunswick. From the high price
of milk and butter he argued that there
was no over production.

Mr. Thompson sail that they -sold
about a car load of milk daily in St.
John and could secure about a half car
for export. They paid the farmers
from three and three-quarter to four and
a half cents a quart for milk, sold it
wholesale in St. John for five or six
cents, and retail for eight cents. They
had an offer of four and a half cents in
Boston, and could come out even on this
rate. He said the local farmers did not
smake butter or cheese, because the;
could get more for their product by sell-
ing the milk, and at the same time
avoid the extra labor. They could not
compete with Upper Canadian - dairies

cheaper.

Mr. Apps furnished the information
that farmers around Montreal received
more for their milk than the witness said
he paid.

The chief commissioner finally decided
to allow Mr. Schofield to present his case
by mail and they would then decide.

Mr. Slipp said that the harvest’ex-
cursion rates from Fredericton were
higher than from St. John. He assent-
sed to the remark of the chief chairman
*that these excursions were bad for the
province by draining it of its young men,
and Mr. Drayton remarked that the
higher rate was then a protection to
them to that extent. No action was
taken on this matter, and the commis-
gsion adjourned.

in applying the results of investigations
to the service of man. We are perhiaps
more familiar with this fact in the realm
of science, but it is equally true in|
every department. This contribution of
the universities due to free play . of
thought is especially evident in the case
of the universities which are not con-
troled by corporate bodies who feel
it their duty to' uphold seme’ : special
theory or doctrine, or, to the body of
truth. ;

We must not forget, of course, that we
owe many of ouf colleges to thelegiti-
mate desire of some sehool “9r sect to
train up others to carry on their ways
of thought; but by its wery nature such
college is not intended to find out, but to
propagate. Legislate - as. it may seem
on the surface, it®is-a poor foundation
for a university, for it carries with it
fetters, and the university is the last
place for fetters. Of all institutions the
university should be the freest; it is no
place for formulas or framed and fitted
mental habiliments; but rather the place
where the mind of youth at its plastic
stage can browse in every meadow of
thought and speculation, where no pas-
ture is forbidden ground, guided and
restrained only by the imperceptible but
impelling force of the stern logic of the
accumulated experience and wisdom of
the ages stored in the writings of the
sages who have ranged the same fields
before them.

The place all this before the eager
mind is the only duty of the teacher,
with his. own personal experience and
conclusions thrown in if he likes; but
the choice of what is truth lies with the
student; else he is not a man, but a mere
automaton. The man of sound, stern
philosophy, of clear vision, of sturdy

ww—___sense of duty, of devotion to the truth,

vet open to great, but not sudden,
change of attitude to meet changing
conditions, is not moulded in quiet re-
treat, under the guidance of formulas.
He is the man who has had laid open
before him .the conflicting claims of
many views, and has, by thinking, chos-
en a belief of his own, and has followed
in the fixed and unbending path of sci-
ence to a realization of the eternal law
of action and reaction, and has formed
a purpose the steadier because it is all
his own. Such men the country needs;
and such men a proper upiversity should
produce.

1 would not say, of course, that such
men can not arise apart from the uni-
versity, for history is at hand to tell
us of them; but that no other institu-
tion but the tniversity is equal to the
task. Nor would anyone be so foolish
as to hope that the university could
turn all the metal that comes to its
mint into gold; but when it finds the ore
has the gold in its veins, it can extract
it, and refine it, and mould it into
noblest relief. Fortunate is the univer-
sity which can truly admire its handi-
work in one case out of every hundred.
But' that one may be made o influence
the lives of hundreds and thousands of
his fellow men. Such men, I say, the
country needs; but more than that, such
men the country needs in the country’s
service. This is true of every state; but
especially so in this young country where
the problems are not only great and com-
plicated, but where the idea of service
to the state is yet in its infancy.

State Universities

The need for trained men in its ser-
vice, not only in its greater aspects of
statecraft and constructive legislation,
but in all the ramifications of its admin-
istrative and executive work, has led
almost every enlightened government to
foster universities in its midst. These
state universities are as broad in' their
sympatheties, and as unschackled in
their teaching, and as wide in their in-
terests, as are the varied constituent ele-
ments of the state, What the German
universities, not only state-aided but
even state-directed, have done for that
country one does not need to urge upon
you. We all know the outcries that
have been raised against them, how
they have been hot-beds of agnosticism,
and of socialism, and even of anarchism;
but it only means that their government
has been wise enough and sane enough
and far-sighted enough to leave young
German mentality uncurbed, knowing
that only good can come in the end from
this Lehrfreiheit.

The philosophical and religious con-
ceptions and the social order. that will
not stand the acid test must submit to
modifications. To know is to believe,
and religion and society have nothing to
fear from knowledge; but rather from
darkness. The result has been progress
in every phase of human thought,
whether philosophical, scientific, religious
aesthetic or commercial. The state has
been the gainer, the body of truth has
been enriched, and the truth shall make
us free.

Under the quickening influence of the
state university in the United States,
American education has made great
strides, and American life has been
stimulated on many new sides by the
university-trained man, and the state is
drawing into its use a larger and larger
number of men trained for constructive
effort. In our own country Ontario has
seen the error of its earlier ways, and
the western provinces have made an en-
viable beginning. You in New Brux}s—
wick have here in this university an in-
stitution which deserves your support
in a way you can not overestimate,
you have not, as in my unfortunate
province, much to undo before you can

In California it
was suggested that the referee give his
decision at the end of every round and
thus let the newspaper writers decide
from the referee’s count. Another sug-
gestion was made that the fans in leav-
ing the building cast a vote as to the
man whom they thought won the con-
test. Still another was to the effect that
they go back to the old amateur rules
and appoint two judges, with the re-
feree as a third official. To my way
of thinking the best way is to follow the
old amateur rules and appoint the
judges; three of them—the majority to
decide. It is the fairest way of all.

MR. TWEEDIE'S CLAIM
15 FOR $30,800

Exchequer Court Today Takes up
a North Shore Matter

The case of the King on the informa-
tion of the attorney-general of Canada
vs. Lemuel J. Tweedie came up for trial
this morning before His Lordship Mr.
Justice Audette. This case involves ‘a
question of damages in connection with
the expropriation of certain lands at
Chatham for the purposes of/the I. C. R.
The crown admits the right of the de-
fendant to a wharf and offers to pay
$2,150 for it but denies that the defend-
ont has a title to other lands where a
boom is situated.

The defendant contends that he has a
good title to these lands if not by deed
by possession of upwards of 100 years
and claims $80,800 damages for the ex-
propriation of his lands, taking away
his right of approach by the building
of an embankment and destroying the
booming possibilities.

This morning’s session was taken up
with the receiving of' documentary evi-
dence concerning the question of title.
The _case was continued at 2.30 o’clock.

If Facil

ties Provided

Sir Thomas Shaughnessy Intimates Com-

pany Does Not

Desire Renewal of

Gutelius Agreement—Delegates Inter-

viewed on Return—Urgent Necessity
For Providing More Wharves

Interviews with members of the St.
John delegation who returned this morn-
ing from Ottawa and Montreal revealed
that the conference with Sir Thomas
Shaughnessy at Montreal yesterday was
much more satisfactory and complete
than indicated in the statement given
the Telegraph correspondent in Mon-
treal by Mr. Robinson after the con-
ference. According to the report of sev-
eral members. of the delegation, Sir
Thomas gave the impression that the
Gutelius-Bosworth agreement had work-
ed out very unsatisfactorily for the C.
P. R, and that from the C. P. R. stand-
point there was no desire to renew the
agreement if their steamers could be ac~
commodated at St. John.

He also made the important statement
that the C. P. R. would not divide their
mail service, that where the Calgarian
and Alsatian go there would also go the
Empresses. - This would mean that to
secure the C. P. R. service next winter
facilities for all four steamers must be
available, and Mayor Frink in this con-
nection made the suggestion in his in-
terview with the Times on arrival that
the city should in future undertake con-
tracts for harbor improvements, so that
there should be no delay in financing or
in progress of the work.

J. M. Robiason

J. M. Robinson, president of the board
of trade, when asked as to the success
of the delegation, said: “I am well sat-
isfied that the delegation met with a
‘much more favorable reception both at
Ottawg and Montreal than I had ex-
pected and with a continuation of our
efforts along the same line I hope to see
St. John get at least a fair share of the
winter port business next season.”

The Mayor.

Mayor Frink said:—“So far as our
meeting with the government was con-
cerned we were assured that the Gutel-
ius agreement would not be renewed un-
less it was submitted to the full cab-
inet council for discussion and considera-
tion. With regard to the mail service I
think we will be in as good a position
as we were last winter, if not better. In
our interview with Sir Thomas he re-
peated what he said last year that St.
Johin was the Canadian Atlantic term-
inus of the C. P. R., but it could only be
made a satisfactory terminus when prop-
er facilities were provided either by the
government or by the city to accommo-
date all classes of steamers. If facili-
ties were provided for these ships, he
said, St. John need have no fear as to
the intentions of the C. P. R. He urged
very strongly that time and attention
should be centred upon the development
of the west side of the harbor where
business was already established, and
said he thought it was an error to de-
vote so much time and energy to the de-
velopment of Courtenay Bay for a rail-
way which was not yet doing business

He urged the delegation to
exert every force in its power to expe-
dite wharf construction on the West
Side as the port had suffered in conse-
quence of the lack of facilities there.

“] ;might suggest myself that the city
should be a bidder on all contracts for
harbor work so that there need be no
delay for financing and that the work
can be driven if necessary.

Commissioner Wigmore

Commisisoner Wigmore said:—‘So far
as I am personally concerned I feel very
well satisfied with the result of the dele-
gation. I gathered myself from our in-
terview with the minister that they
would not agree to the renewal of the
Gutelius-Bosworth agreement and the
impression left upon the delegation by
Sir Thomas was certainly to the effect
that the renewal of the agreement would
not be sought by the C. P. R.

“Both at Ottawa and at Montreal our
statement of the unprofitable nature of
this agreement seems to have been borne
out by the experience of the government
and by the experience of the C. P. R.
Although he did not mention the Gutel-
ous agreement directly, I am convinced
from the frank manner in which Sir
Thomas discussed the difficulties which
had arisen last winter that from the
standpoint of the C. P. R. it would be
bad business to renew the agreement.
Sir Thomas was also very decided as to
the necessity for facilities for all four
mail steamers. He declared that the C.
P. R. would not divide its service, that
the Empresses would go where the Cal-
garian and Alsatian could also be ac-
commodated. He impressed upon us that
the only question as to making St. John
the Atlantic terminus of the C. P. R.
was as to whether we could provide
facilities for al these steamers. It seems
now to be up to us to get the new
wharves finished and I have been per-
sonally assured by ‘Mr. Clark that his
work will be completed in plenty of
time to allow of the concrete being laid
and the wharves made ready for use this
winter.” '

Board of Trade Secretary.

R. E. Armstrong, secretary of the
board of trade, said:—“On my behalf
you can say that I bélieve the sending
of the delegation to Ottawa and Mon-
treal had been abundantly justified by
the results. While the assurances from
the government are not as definite as
they might be they indicate that the
matter is receiving their very serious
consideration and the interview with
Sir Thomas Shaughnessy was eminently
satisfactory. He courteously received
the delegation although he had written
tu St. John that he could not meet them
before Thursday and throughout was
very frank in his statements to the dele-
gation that he regarded St. John as the
winter port of the C. P. R. as the only
one in touch with their own line. He
said he had found it unsatisfactory in
doing business with other railways and
that it was up to St. John to hasten
forward the work of harbor develop-
ment on the west side with the utmost
rapidity possible.

“The company stood ready to utilize
these facilities whenever they were com-
pleted. The absence of sufficient facili-
ties for their newer and larger vessels
might compel them to go to other ports
and unless St. John provided facilities
for them it might lead to the company.
securing the development of other ports.
The working conditions of handling the’
winter business during the last season
had not been at all satisfactory, he said.
It appeared that neither St. John nor
Halifax had adequate facilities at the
present time and with a mind to future
business it was absolutely essential to
hasten forward the development of the
harbor work on the west side.

“The C. P. R. had no quarrel with
St. John, he said, and he was glad to
know that the purpose of having the
delegation meet him was to arrive at
a bettef understanding. He made a very
candid statement concerning railway and
steamship matters in the last winter and
left the impression upon the minds of
the delegates that the Gutelius agree-
ment, so called, had not worked out sat-
isfactorily for the railway and for this
rcason would not be renewed,

“Alluding to labor matters Sir Thomas
said that he had no particular complaint
to make of this element in St. John. The
laboring men did a very important part
of the company’s work and he always
found them reasonable when treated
reasonably.”

D. F. Pidgeon

D. F. Pidgeon said:—‘Personally, I
think that the members of the delega-
tion can look upon the results secured
as most gratifying. We have the de-
finite assurance of Mr. Foster, chairman
of that section of the cabinet at the con-
ference that the Gutelius agreement or
any agreement between the C. P. R. and
the 1. C. R. for hauling freight and pas-
sengers between Halifax and St. John
will be considered by the cabinet coun-
cil with our minister present and both
the city council and board of trade will
have an opportunity of 'getting a full
knowledge of the matter as it is being
considered.

‘I think the delegation was  satisfled
with the interview with Sir Thomas,
particularly his statement that the wint-
er port was a business proposition and
would be handled in a business way
without regard to politics.”

EXTENDING LINE
10 EAST ST. J0AN

Street Railway Crew Promptly at
Work This Moraing

The St. John Railway Cempany have
lost no time in starting their extension
to Fast St. John, and this morning, with-
in thirty-six hours of the time that the
route surveyed by the railway company
was approved by the municipal council,
a crew of about twenty-five men were
started on the excavation for the sleep-
ers and rails,

The work was started at the Kane’s
corner end of the line, and on account
of the great amount of rock that will
have to be taken out there in order to
make a level road for the tracks, it is
expected that the excavation will take
a little longer than on the Kane’s corner
extension. The rock at this point is
from six to eight feet higher than the
road level, and will require considerable
blasting. Outside of this, with the ex-
ception of the hill opposite the East St.
John post office, little rock’ will be en-
countered.
