Evidently Many Willing to Pay London Cable Declares There is
Gloomy Industrial Outlook in 
England

New York, May 23—A London cable to 
the New York -Times this morning eays:

“Freeh industrial disturbances, sagging 
markets, with rumors of probable failures 
and the expectation of enforced reduc­
tions of railroad dividends, and an inter­
national situation which, while not criti­
cal, contains obscure and disquieting ele­
ments, all combine to render the outlook 
in England gloomy.

“The most serious question is the in­
dustrial unrest. London’s food supply is 
again menaced. Fifteen thousand work­
ers at the port of London are on strike 
and unless a committee of inquiry appoint- 
ed by the government discovers a solu­
tion of the quarrel, it is feared that 100,- 
000 men connected with the London docks 
will be idle by the end of the week.

“The spectre of another national coal 
strike has not been removed. Indeed it 
gains greater consistency by a resolution 
of the miners’ federation, passed at a 
meeting in London yesterday, indicating 
profound dissatisfaction with the awards 
made by the district boards created under 
the minimum act.

“The federation declares that Premier 
Asquith promised & reasonable living wage 
and that the awards do not give it. The 
federation calls upon the government tô 
take immediate action. A deputation is 
seeking an interview with the premier.”

ery that carry an officer creditably 
through a campaign.

In England it is a felony to send a chal­

lenge, to fight a duel, or to leave the king­
dom for the purpose of fighting one on 
foreign soil. Three yeans ago the national 
Cortes of Spain passed a law strictly pro­
hibiting duels, and rendering the princi­
pals and their seconds criminally account­
able, especially in the case of fatal duels. 
Austria Hungary, Italy and Rumania pro­
hibit, under heavy penalties, the fighting 
of a duel which has not previously re­
ceived the sanction of a "court of hon­
or.” Where duelling cannot be suppress­
ed altogether, perhaps the next best thing 
is to make such affairs perfectly harmless, 
as is practically the case in France, 
where such meetings furnish material for 
the comic papers, and are generally re­
garded as attempts to obtain free adver­
tising.

THE ANTI-FLY CAMPAIGN“Yes, Harold, It Makes Grandma’s Feet 
Feel Just Like Years, Free From 
Tiredness, Aches and Corns!” VETERAN STRANGLED (Victoria Colonist)

All over the east of Canada and the
London, Ont., May 22—Leonard Brooks, 

aged eighty years, a veteran of the Crim­
ean War of 1854-58, and of the Fenian 
Raid of 1866, was found dead in a tent 
in which he lived on a lot in Prospect 
avenue, West London.

United States there is an active campaign 
against the house-fly. In some parts of 
the United States it is assuming very gro­
tesque forms. We commend the anti-fly 
campaign to the consideration of the peo­
ple, but suggest that it should be direct­
ed against the source of tile pest. It is 
better to prevent the breeding of flies than 
to try to kill them when they are on the 
wing. One frequent and very dangerous 
source of flies is in the cans in which fruit 
or vegetables have been sold. If these 
are thrown out without care being taken 
to see that they are clean, there is always 
sure to be more or less of the contents 
adhering to them. In this flies are bred, 
or at least they feed on it, and they are 
likely to carry away from it germs of the 
most poisonous character.

Stables are breeding places of flies, and 
every person owning one should see to it 
that it and its surroundings are kept as 
clean as possible. There should be no open 
receptacles of kitchen refuse. The com­
mon house-fly is a sure indication that 
there is filth somewhere at hand. Profes­
sor Hodge of the Clark University, says:—

“The extermination of the fly as the uni­
versal distributor of filth and disease, is 
the first step in the prevention of dis­
ease. We are living in what is being call­
ed the age of good health. We are in the 
dawning of that age of good health and 
we shall save in the coming years enor­
mously through prevention of diseases.”

Fly screens no more settle the question 
for us than a mud hole does for hogs. The 
hogs hide from the flies in the mud, but 
still the flies carry hog cholera to the ani­
mals’ food. We must catch the flies, not 
drive them front place to place. When 
your fly-trap is filled, hold it under the hot

HERE’S A NEW
TOWN COING

(St. Andrew’s Beacon).
Men, money and machinery, combined 

with brains and enterprise, can work 
marvels with the face of nature. In the 
space of a few weeks they have worked 
wonders in the development of the new 
village at Chamcook, near St. Andrews. 
And the half has not been revealed.

The factory plant will occupy the ex­
treme end of the peninsula. This struc­
ture composed of reinforced concrete, 185x 
76 feet, is now more than half constructed. 
In another fortnight perhaps, the third 
storey will be built and the roof on.

On the western side of the factory build­
ing, the can-making plant is now in pro­
cess of erection. This building will be 130 
x67 feet, and like the other buildings, will 
be composed of reinforced concrete. To 
place its foundations it was found neces­
sary to erect a cofferdam around the werk 
to keep out the tide. Between the can­
making building and the factory the power­
house is placed. This building will be 50 
feet square. Its foundation has been laid 
and the superstructure is being erected.

The office building, 56 x 38, Is immedi­
ately to the, northeast df the factory, and 
will be so arranged that all the employee 
in entering or leaving must pass the of­
fice window. The second storey of this 
building is now being worked on.

Stretching out' from the office towards 
Chamcook Narrows, is the pier, which 
will be 400 feet in length. At the end of 
this pier there will 
of eighteen feet at l<Jw tide. The cutting 
shed will be placed on this wharf. A part 
of the wharf has, been built.

On Saturday last, Mr. Jones, the archi­
tect, was on the ground laying out the 
site - of the residential section, This will 
occupy the upland immediately to the 
south of the track. It will be in semi-cir­
cular form, with the station in the centre 
and a little square in frorit. On .the east­
ern side of the station, occupying the up­
land alongside the property of James Scal­
lion, the women’s boarding-house will be 
placed, while at the western slope will be 
the men’s boarding house. These buildings 
will be uniform in size, three stories in 
height. Then there will be about thirty 
small cottages, also a larger building to 
contain stores aùd a concert hall. Concrete 
blocks will be used in the construction of 
the cottages. A building, for the manufac­
ture of the blocks hag been erected. As 
Çir William Van Horne undertook the re­
sponsibility for the townsite plan there 
can be no question as to its artistic appear­
ance. .

A broad avenue from the works ttf the 
residential section has been cut out and 
is now being graded. An ample supply 
of fresh water will be obtained from the 
Chamcook lake main. A thorough system 
df sewerage will also be carried out. The 
C. P. R. has a large crew of, men with 
steam shovel employed in laying a spur 
track from its main line to the works, 
The rails will run along the western side 
of the factory. This spur will be com­
pleted and ready for use in a few weeks.

To the Editor of The Telegraph.
Sir,—The Standard this morning re­

prints froln the Gleaner, of Fredericton, 
a personal attack upon me as a Liberal 
organizer and another of certain articles 
criticizing the Flemming government. I 
have no fault,to find with the Gleaner's 
objections to criticism of the government. 
That is the stand this or any government 
newspaper is expected to take and is part 
of the game of politics.

But near the close of its article the 
Gleaner says that while I was not a car­
penter nor a contractor, ”1 received 
$348.86 for the construction and placing 
of certain ferry approaches on thé Kenne- 
beccasis river and ten per cent, commis­
sion on the above amount. This, in a 
sense, is true. In 1907 I was secretary and 
manager of the Clifton Steamship Com­
pany, a small corporation formed by resi­
dents in this neighborhood afid in Clifton 
without regard to politics. We'had spent 
over $6,000 upon a ferry steamer, The 
Premier, and when it was about ready to 
go upon the route I was instructed, as sec­
retary of the company, to write the pro­
vincial government setting forth the neces­
sity of there being shore approaches to 
enable teams to drive on the ferry steam­
er. I was requested to give an estimate 
of the cost, which I obtained. from W. E. 
Cronk, a practical and competent work­
man and wharf builder, who since that 
time has been almost constantly employed 
by this government.
. I have forgotten at this mofnent just 

what that contract was, but I received, 
as secretary of the company, a telegram 
from Chief Commissioner LaBillois, asking 
me to seé that the approaches were built, 
the cost of each not to exceed $63. There­
upon I purchased the lumber and engaged 
Mr. Cronk to do the work, and afterward 
superintended the placing of the ap­
proaches at the different landing places.

I was rather proud that we succeeded 
in building the six approaches for less 
than tfte limit placed upon us by some $12 
and I saw no harm th«n and I see none 
now in accepting $34.88 for my services 
in connection with the work. I am as 
sure, at this time-five years after the 
work was done—that I earned the money 
as I was then.

My only regret in connection with this 
matter is that, in spite of the efforts of 
the people, the transportation question 
upon the Kennebeccnsis is still in a great 
measure unsolved.

While it is true that an improved sys­

tem of civic government does not dispense 
with the necessity for able and honest ad­
ministration, it is equally certain it makes 
their task easier and the results of great- ! 
er advantage to the citizens. Expérienc­
es clearly shown that power without in­
dividual responsibility leads directly to 
waste of time in needless and useless dis­
cussion, and to an unjustifiable interfer­
ence with the executive heads of ci£y de­
partments. Over in the United States 
the municipal situation has been affected 
adversely through its control by the pol­
itical boss and the gross corruption attend­
ing the exploitation of valuable municipal 
franchises for private profit.

Realization of these evils accounts for 
the rise and rapid growth of the move­
ment for civic government by commission. 
The last and most important city to adopt 
that system is St. Paul, where it carried 
by a vote of five to one. In 1914 St. Paul 

‘will have a city government, consisting of 
an elected mayor, controller and six coun- 
cilmen, each of whom will be the admin­
istrative head of one of the six depart­
ments into which the business of the city 
has been divided. The mayor is president 
of the council, with a vote, and has pow­
er to appoint a purchasing agent, while 
the city attorney and the city clerk are 
to be elected by the council.

The d^artments are those of finance, 
safety, public works, education, parks, 
playgrounds and public buildings and pub­
lic utilities. Provision is made in the new 
charter for non-partisan election, civil ser­
vice and for the initiative and referendum 
in franchises and bond issues. The result 
of the election was received with great sat­
isfaction by the citizens, and from the re­
ports in the St. Paul daily press, it ap­
pears that every possible means was used 
to prevent the success of the cause of good 
government by the political machine. Of 
additional significance was the even 
emphatic vote taken at Duluth in favor 
of direct legislation.

RAISING ALFALFA
While efforts are being made in a small 

way to interest New Brunswick farmers 
and dairymen in the cultivation of alfalfa, 
the province of Quebec is also giving at­
tention to this very important matter. 
Conservation for May says:—

“One feature of the work of the Lands 
Committee last year was the beginning 
of an investigation into the conditions un­
der which alfalfa can be successfully grown 
in the province of Quebec. Three farms 
in each of the. counties of L’Assomption, 
Brome and Huntingdon, and two farms in 
Chicoutimi were nsed for this illustration 
work. Professor Klinck of Macdonald Col­
lege had charge of,the work. The follow­
ing is taken from his report of the work 
conducted last year: — ‘The farmers in 
these districts appreciate very much the 
opportunity that is being afforded'them 
for co-operating with the Commission of 
Conservation. Without exception, every 
man with whom the commission ie co­
operating in these counties has done his 
utmost to ensure the success of the under­
taking. The communities, as a whole, have 
•hown unusual interest in the work and 
seem to appreciate the fact that, if this 
high yielding, nutritious plant can oe 
grown successfully, it will hot only be 
boon to the farmers themselves, but a 
blessing to the entire community.’ ’’

our potatoes would have gone into the Un­
ited States free of duty' and would there­
fore have had a decided advantage over 
tubers from across the water which would 
still have been subject to the regular tax. 
Under the favored nations treaty we 
might, had we cared to do so, have sold 
our entire crop of potatoes to Uncle Sam 
and then turned around and imported a 
supply for our own use at the same price 
which the Yankees are paying for theirs, 
lees twenty-five cents a bushel duty.

Some figures relating to our export trade 
with the United States, supplied by Mr. 
W. W. Boyce, a local produce shipper, 
are found in another part of this issue 
and certainly make interesting reading. 
Mr. Boyce says that he paid out the sum 
of $20,000 in six days to the farmers of 
this section in exchange for produce which 
he sent to the United States. He also 
says that he has so far this season ship­
ped across the line 1,600 tons of hay, 4,- 
500 barrels of potatoes and 12,000 bar­
rels of turnips. He purchased them from 
people of all shades of politics, and we 
are not aware that as a result of the 
transaction, the parties to it are any less 
devoted to British institutions than they 
were a year ago. Certainly they have an­
nexed a lot of American greenbacks, and 
we sincerely trust, for the good of the 
country that they will annex all they can 
lay their hands on in the same way.

Flag-fiapping Tory politicians and news­
papers are constantly singing the praises 
of the wonderful home market and there 
are one-horse farmers in some sections of 
this country who apparently take some 
stock in what they say. They evidently 
are unaware of the fact that the pries 
of farm products is regulated by the law 
of supply and demand, and if it were not 
for the large quantities purchased in Fred­
ericton for shipment abroad the prices 
would be a great deal lower than they 
are. Why a score or so of up-to-date 
farmers could easily raise all the produce 
that the Fredericton market requires. One 
Kingsclear farmer alone last year raised 
sixteen hundred barrels of potatoes or suf­
ficient to supply every family in Fred­
ericton for two months.

The quantity qf produce shipped out of 
York county to the United States this 
season seems large, hut after all what 
does it amount to. Why, we should he 
sending fifty times that quantity across 
the line every year and we would be doing 
it if we had free access to their great 
markets. All of the butter and cheese 
produced in this province last year could 
be consumed in the city of New York in 
a single day. All of the eggs laid in New 
Brunswick in 1911 would not last New 
York more than two or three days, while 
our total potato crop would be put out 
of eight in less than a fortnight in that 
great city. We have a fertile soil in New 
Brunswick and an intelligent class of farm­
ers who, if they were assured of a staple 
market, would have no difficulty in produc­
ing the goods. And it is not an exagger-

McBRIDE PRESSURE ON BORDEN (Fredericton Mail).
Ex-Aid. Walter Boyce, is the largest 

individual shipper in this locality and he 
does not conceal the fact that it has been 
his banner year, in the month of Febru­
ary he shipped no less than 8,000 barrels 
of turnips to the United States, and he 
has since disposed of 4,000 additional bar­
rels, making a total of 12,000. The duty 
on turnips is 25 cents a barrel, so tlAt 
on the entire shipment he was obliged to 
pay tribute to Uncle Sam to the tune of 
$3,000.

Mr. Boyce has shipped to the American 
market so far this season, about 4,500 bar­
rels of potatoes, which were purchased 
from farmers in the counties of York and 
Sunbury.
amounted to $3,000. Mr. Boyce has also 
shipped 1,600 tons of pressed hay to the 
United States this- season on which he 
payed duty at the raté, of $4 a ton or a 
total of $6,400.

The statement may seem surprising but 
nevertheless it is true that Mr. Boyce 
in a period of six days this spring dis­
persed among the fanners of this section 
the sum of $20,000, in exchange for pro­
duce. At Cardigan station in one week 
a representative of his paid out for pro­
duce the sum of $6,000.

Thomas Gray, a leading farmer of Kings 
clear, raised two acres of potatoes last 
year. He kept sufficient for hie own use 
and for seed and disposed of the balance 
to Mr. Boyce, for the tidy sum of $397.

Mr. Boyce is only one of a number 
of people who are making large shipments 
of farm produce to the United States this 
season. W. H. Allen of Penniac, has al­
ready sent forward 1,000 tons of hay and 
he has 500 tons yet to go. Canadian hay 
is now quoted in the Boston market at 
$31 a ton. Jt sells here for $11 and $12, 
but duty, freight and other charges eat 
up a good share of the shippers’ profits.

They asserted, 
moreover that it was intended to clothe 
the auditor-general with power to prevent 
the payment of accounts which he did not1 
deem proper.

Now what do the records show ? They 
have shown that in 1909 at>out $108,OOp 
was expended without legislative authority 
on the order of the treasury board, while 
the auditor general stood by helpless.They 
have shown that during the same year, 
a string of spindle legged Kentucky race 
horses imported for the encouragement of 
agriculture, were driven right through the 
act, apd one old skate among the num­
ber wag subsequently turned around and 
driven back again. -

They have shown that in 1910 and 1911 
the expenditures of money not voted by 
the legislature were even greater than 
they were in 1909 and again the outlays 
were made over the head of the auditor 
general. They have shown that amount-? 
which the auditor general declared to bo 
“exorbitant” were cheerfully paid by the 
government and the official who was to 
stop all manipulation of public monico 
could do nothing. They have shown that, 
work has been done without any author­
ity whatever from the department of pub­
lic works and that the bills for this 
authorized work were paid- for out of the 
public treasury despite the protest of the 
auditor general.

Does any man outside of a lunatic asy­
lum supposes that the unauthorized out­
lay of over $300,000 of public money in 
three years was necessitated by “emergen­
cies?”

In the maritime provinces spring seed­
ing on April 30 had only begun here and 
there, most of the ground being still un­
der snow. Very little progress had been 
made by the same date in Quebec tO.e 
amount of seeding done representing not 
more than about 3 or 4 per cent. In Oh 
tario about 15 per cent, of the total seed­
ing was completed, but this applies chief­
ly to tlje western and southern parts of 
the province. In the Northwest provinces 
the wet conditions of the ground coupled 
with cold weather and the small amount 
of fall ploughing completed last year has 
caused seeding operations to be somewhat 
backward. In Manitoba 50.13, in Sas­
katchewan 71.54 and in Alberta 61.26 per 
cent, of the seeding of spring wheat was 
completed by the end of April and of to­
tal seeding done the percentage propor­
tions were Manitoba 36.63, Saskatchewan, 
49.30, and Alberta, 51.50.

Nearly 14 per cent, of the hay and clov­
er meadows have been winter killed, and 
their average condition is represented by 
74.63 for all Canada, the figures for Que-* 
bec being 50, for Ontario 80.46, for Mani­
toba, 88.49; for Saskatchewan, 87..82: for 
Alberta, 95.60, and for British Columbia, 
97.72.

The report on the condition of live 
stock shows a high average for the domin­
ion being over 90 per cent, of a standard. 
West of Ontario the figures exceed 90 fdr 
all descriptions of live stock. In Ontario 
for milch cows and other-cattle, in Que­
bec for horses and milch cows and n 
Prince Edward Island for milch cows and 
other cattle the percentage figures of con­
dition fall below 90, the range being from 
83 to 88.
