Many. Sorrowing Irishmen
Look on Face of Dead
Leader

Government Will Continue
Policy of Griffith and Col-
lins—Meeting of Dail Post-
poned — Ulster Calls Off
Races on Funeral Day.

Dublin, Aug. 25—The body of Michael
Collins lay on its bier in Dublin city
hall today, while sorrowing Irishmen of
all classes and creeds filed past for a last
look at the features, set in the look of
determined defiance with which the Free
State commander-in-chief faced his foes

The flag covered coffin was first placed
in St. Vincent’s Hospital, wheré Arthur
Grifith died recently, and last night to
the city hall, where the body will lie in
state until Bunday. The funeral has
been set for Monday morning, with
solemn high requiem mas¢ in the pro-
Cathedral and inbterment in Glasnevin
cemetery,

Government’s Plans,

It has been announced that the gov-
ernment will be continued along the ex~
act lines laid down by Collins and Grif-
fith, and those left in charge, William
Cosgrave and Richard Mulcahy, have ex-
pressed their determination to see the
Free State for which the two lost leaders
worked so indefatigably, set on a “firm
foundation.

Mulcahy succeeds Collins as command-
er-in-chief of the National army, and
Cosgrave is acting as head of the gov-
ernment., What actual changes will be
made in the ministry is unknown, and
the Dail session, set for Saturday, has
been postponed until Sept. 8.

House Blown Up

Earlier disorders at Jacskonville, Fla.,,
were followed by the blowing up of the
home of J. A. Williams, foreman in the
Seaboard Air Line road shops, and a
member of the city council. The front
of the house was damaged, but Williams
and his wife escaped injury.

Governor McCray, of Indiana, asked
federal authorities to intercede in strike
disorders at Garrett, Ind., where work-
men were threatened, their homes paint-
ed yellow, and where bombs were dis-
covered.

Charged With Murder

Chicago, Aug. 25.—Charges of 'murder
were made against a negro commisscry
worker of the Atchison, Topeka - and
Santa Fe at San Bernardino, Cal,, where
a striking electrician was shot and killed.
The striker, it was charged, was: killed
in a running pistol fight with the negro.

The Santa Fe offered rewards for iden-

tification of persons who have been
guilty of recent bombings.

An Illinois Central suburban train
running between New Orleans and the
company’s shops at Harahan, was stoned
by a crowd.

Proposals were made to United States
Marshal McDonald by striking shopmen
at Shawnee, Okla., to replace federal
and company guards at railroad shops
with strikers. Union leaders said if they
were permitted to take over the situa-
tion they would afford protection to all
workers which the railroads might im-
port. Marshal McDonald replied that
the proposal was impracticable.

The Santa Fe announced at Topeka,
Kas., that conditions had so improved
it would be impossible to take back all
strikers. The announcement said the
road would take back only such strik-
ers as there might be places for, and
that they must return as new employes.

Quiet was restored in the Chicago,
Rock Island and Pacific yards at Her-
ington, following the shooting of a rail-
road guard by a fireman, and a gen-
eral suspension of work. State troops
remained on duty, but the railroad
guards were taking no part in patrolling
the yards. Although operations were
badly crippled passenger traffic was kept
going.

Workmen agreed not-to object to the
presence of soldiers if company guards
were withdrawn.

The Seniority Tangle.

New York, Aug. 25. — Five to five,
mediating brotherhood chiefs and rail-
| way executives again face one another
today across the conference table in their
attempt to test the possibility of settling
the shopmen’s strike by effecting agree-
ments with individual roads.

There are indications that more roads
are coming to the conference.

In some quarters belief prevails that
the railroad men are employing the plan
of the United Mine Workers, in signing
up a sizeable number of bituminous
workers at the Cleveland conference and
expecting more to follow.

The question of whether the strikers
should receive back their seniority, the
stumbling block from the very first, is
still confronting the opposing factions.

A 34 Per Cent Drop in Four
Months Period

New Restrictions Chiefly Re-
sponsible — Relaxation Ex-
pected—The Figures.

+ Ottaws, .. Apg. 28—Im to
Canada continues to fall off, according
to statistics eovering April, May, June
and July, The decrease compared with
the corresponding months is thirty-four
per cent. Arrivals totalled 82,849, Of
this number 16,000 came from the British
Igles, 10,449 from the U, S, and 6.400
from other countries.

In the same months of last year, 26,280
came from Great Britain 14,219 from the
U. 8. and 9,477 from other countries.

The newer restrictions which nake it
harder for immigrants to come in ex-
cept from Great Britain and the United
States are mainly responsible for the de-
crease especially those coming under the
classification of “other countries.’

The whole immigration act, it is ex-
pected, will be.gone over and revised next
session, when, it in view of the linproved
conditions throughout the country, it is
expected that there may be some let vp
in the stringency of present regulations.

G. W. V. A. Waging Legal
Battle for D. Stanley Mac-
Neil in Connection With
Valuable Gypsum Land.

(G. W. V. A. News Service.)

Ottawa, Aug. 25.—Although D. Stan-
ley MacNeil, Sydney, N. S, war veteran,
is mow in actual possession of the very
valuable gypsum property at Island
Point, Cape Breton, for which he has
fought a continuous legal batile since re-
turning from overseas, there may yet be
further attempts to disprove his title. In
May, 1921, the Nova Scotis legislature
passed a bill vesting the property in the
title of Jane E. MacNelil, the sister, who
afterwards deeded it to Stanley MacNeil.
He now believes that efforts are being
made to have the federal government
quash the legislation and is in Ottawa.

The property was originally purchased
by older members of the MacNeil fam-
ily, the title to go to Stanley MacNeil
when he became of age. An elder
brother was a member of & Montreal
contracting firm which subsequently
went into the hands of the receiver, and
efforts were made to prove that the gyp-
sum property had been purchased with
funds of the firm and was, therefore, an
asset of the company. The first action
failed, but succeeded upon appeal. The
matter was brought to the attention of
the Alberta Command, G. W. V. A,
upon the return of Stanley MacNeil
from overseas. The Dominion Command
subsequently investigated and assisted
Stanley MacNeil in his fight until the
property was finally transferred to him.

Due to the fact that a small loop aerial is not as efficient as the usual form
of outdoor antenna, the signals brought in on the loop are very weak, For
this reason it is necessary to employ amplification to render the signals audible.
An example of amplification used in connection with a small loop serial is
shown in the accompanying diagram. The terminals of the loop are connected
across the variable condenser (C). By means of two stages of radio-frequency
amplification, the weak incoming signal is increased in strength so that it will
act upon a third vacuum tube which is used as a detector. It is absolutely
necessary to have a certain strength of signal impressed upon the detector tube

in order to secure rectification.

The detector tube converts the signals of inaudible frequency into signals
of audible frequency, which are further amplified or increased in strength, by !
two stages of audio-frequency and rendered audible fn the receiving telephones.

Radio-frequency amplification, therefore, compensates for the lack of sen-
sitiveness of the detector tube while audio frequency compensates for the lack |
of sensitiveness of the human ear.

In the above diagram a wooden framework four and one-half - feet '
square is used as a support for. the turns of wire and the terminals of the coil
connected across a variable condenser (C) having a capacity of 0.001 microfarad,
the resultant relations between the range of wave lengths to which the set will
tune and the number of turns of the coil will be as follows:

AN ITZENSHP

History of Service Outlined to

Rotarians by Lt. Colonel | P

Keefler.

e arem—e.

Cadet trhining and its influence in
inducing a sense of good citizenship
in the mind of the young, was the key-
note of an address delivered on Tues-
day by Lt.-Col. J. K. Keefler, Inspector
of Cadets, Military District No. 4, before
members of the Rotary Club of Mont-
real at their luncheon held in the Wind-
sor Hotel. The speaker, who outlined
the history of the Canadian cadet service
since its inception, stated that the first
important impetus g'ven to the move-|
ment was the donation of Lord Strath-|
cona for promoting competition among
the various cadet districts, with which,
a trust fund, administered from Ot-|
tawa, was established. ° ,

The cadet, said Col. Keefler, was |
trained not merely to be a good soldier, '
but also a good citizen, and so make
the coming generation physically fitter
than the present one. The training had
been -put on a scientific basis whereby
the cadet’s mind was considered no less
than his chest, while there was also a
strict regard for discipline, as it taught
self respect and respect for others. The
training also developed executive ability
and educated the cadets to a sense of
leadership, and impressed upon them the!
necessity of giving good service without
thought of reward; not to accept privi-
leges unless prepared to hold responsi-
bilities; to practice personal cleanliness
in mind, body and speech, and to search
for knowledge. ¢ i

It was a service, declared the speaker,
that had amply Jjustified its existence,
since the crucial test during the war was
adequately met in that over 40,000 cadets
joined the Canadian forces; over 2,000
whom were killed, while eleven gatned
the Victoria Cross; eighty-five were
awarded other distinctions, and over 400
given commissions. At the present time
there were over 100,000 cadets tralning
in the Dominion, some {30,000 of whom |
were in this district.

If patriotism, said Lt-Col. Keefler,'
meant anything, it surely meant that we
should square cut theories with prac-
tical ideas for child health, and he could
imagine no better way in building and
saving manhood than training boys in
the cadet services. He reminded his
euditors that something like fortyjﬂve

Pittsburgh, Pa., Aug. 25—A printing
plant which has been flooding the eoun-
try with fake whiskey labels has been
uncovered here, its operators taken into
custody and counterfeit stamps whose
face value is estimated at $250,000 seized.

According to secret service operatives
the seizure on the plant of the Golden
Rod Printing Company unearthed the
greatest revenue stamp counterfeiting
plot in the history of the United States.

The operatives say that this plant has
been - the source of most of the fake
revenue stamps and labels whiech bave
found their way into the hands of boot-
leggers in all sections of the country. It
has been operating for three years. By
use of these labels synthetic liquors got
the outward appearance of the ‘“real
stuff.”

Three men, a woman and a high
school boy were arrested when city pol-
ice closed in on the plant.

Following the arrests, Zaslov made a
complete confession to Lieutenant of
Detectives - Brophy, in which he said
that he, Millstone and Shaffman operated
the counterfeiting plant and that his
wife acted as sales agent for the stamps
and labels. The boy’s connection with
the plot has not/yet been disclosed, but
officers say he is implicated. The pris-
oners were turned over to federal of-
ficials and released under $5,000 bond
each.

Federal agents say the seizure of the
plant has ended a three-year search. The
plant, they said, was one of the most
complete counterfeiting outfits they ever
saw.

In his statement, Zasjov gaid the
stamps and labels were distributed in the
{main by mail in counterfelt Treasury
| Department envelopes, which were also
turned out at the plant. The stamps
were sold for $60 a hundred, he said.

This comprises a
specially built brassbox, in which is
placed an ingenious electrical device, so
aranged that if the box is moved in
the slighest degree a loud buzzing
sound will be emmitted that cannot be
stopped by any one except the owner
with his special key. The electrical
mechanism is very simple and requireg-<
practically no attention, the current for
its operation being supplied by a small
battery secured at any electrical supply
store. The box is made of solid brass
and is finished in either plain brass,
brongze, silver or wood. It is roomy and

IRON, STEEL, METAL
AND MACHINERY

(Canadian Machinery and Manufactur-
ing News).

Production of pig iron and steel is de-
clining as stocks of coal at steel mills
and by-product coking plants play out.
It would take weeks to restore the In-
dustry to a smooth running basis, no
matter what the settlement of the pre-
sent troubles might be. Shortage of
coal naturally cuts down consumption
of steel, and some consumers have cur-
tailegd their shipments, while others are
urging heavier shipments as they see pro-
duction falling off. When prompt lots
are required, premiums of from $2 to $6
a ton are being paid, but the tonnages
involved are not large. This describes
the condition in the basic American mar-
kets.

The Canadian situation is largely ‘a
reflection, or rather a result of the other.
Canadian furnaces are practieally out of
the running so far as new business is
concerned. Bookings, it is said, will run
them into October, and they have suffi-
cient material on hand to take care of
these. Meantime, shortages are develop-
ing, not only in pig iron, but in such ur-
gent lines as steel and iron bars, and
sheets of all kinds. Price trends are up-
ward, but as yet the situation has not
become so serious as to make advances
a matter of unanimity. That is different
houses, while apparently agreed that ad-
vances are opportune, are not agreed as
to the time or extent of advances. It is
a very firm market, with a growing de-
mand for larger quantities.

From Pittsburg comes the report that
the policy among steel, mills to keep
prices down, so that buyers would not
be afraid to take hold freely after the
coal strike, has disappeared. There is,
of course, very little autumn business
left to be done, and the average mill is
pretty wrll sold up to the end of the
year. Restriction of production means
restriction of consumption and orders
placed will therefore last longer.

It is comsidered doubtful if present
prices of pig iron and steel products will
hold for any length of time, after indus-
try again recovers its stride. Consum-
ers tried to build up stoeks at low prices,
and it may develop that they have large
tonnages of steel to liguidate.
minimum prices on bars, shapes and
plates is now $1.80 or $2 a ton advanced
in a week, and $4 advance in thirty days.
In sheets, some mills are practically out
of the market, and the real trading mar-
ket is confined to premium prices such
as $2.60 for blue annealed; $3.40 for
black; $4.40 for galvanived, and $4.85
for auto sheets. As to pig iron, there
is reported to be scarcely any merchant
production and consumption is restricted.

Machine tool business in Canada shows
some evidence of improvement, and the
