The entire area of moon land ap-
pears to be an utter desert—a desert,
too, not of sand, but of rough rocks,
carven into the wildest forms, and pre-
senting every difficulty to one who
should try to move across such a country.
Lilliputians trying to run races overa
heap of bricks would, I fancy, have an
easy task of it as compared with the
conditions under which you or I would
try to walk upon the mdon. 5
You know how in climbing over an
Alpine glacier the presence of a yawn-
ing crevasse is a difficulty which some-
times baffles the mountaineer. The lunar
rambler will find his way occasionally
barred by a fearful chasm half a mile or
more in width, descending to & depth
which his eye cannot fathom. Never in
the course of his travels will he megt
with any features resembling those with
which he is happily familiar on the
earth. He will never meet with a brook
or river; he will never see a grassy field
or a tree; in fact, water being now en-
tirely absent from the moon, it is almost
needless to add that vegetation of any
sort is not to be found there, either. It
follows also that there can be no
lifo on the moon, for every animal we
know of contains water as a part of its
ization,—Sir Robert Ball.

The Turks and the Crescent.
The crescent was not originally anem-
blem of the Turk. It was first used by
the primitive Christians of Constantino-
ple and the eastern provinces of the old
Roman Empire as an emblem of the
growing influence of Christianity. It
was not until about the year 1458, after
the Turks had overrun Asia Minor and
parts of southeastern Europe, and had
captured Constantinople, that the Turks
adopted the crescent as their national
emblem. The Koran prohibits the use
of images and symbols in the religious
ceremonies of the strict Turk, or the in-
ternal decorations of their temples and
mosques, the rule being so strict as not
to allow the martial or civic decoration
of their greatest generals or pashas, suc-
cessful commanders or other distinguish-
ed persons. The adoption of the cres-
cent by the Turk as a national emblem
is an oddity which has, so far, remained
unexplained.—Exchange.

Artificial Teeth.

The finest artificial teeth are made of
the best ivory, but the great majority of
false masticators now in use are simply
pieces of specially prepared hard por-
celain, The following is one of the pro-
cesses adopted for their manufacture:
Fine calcined or roasted quartz powder,
well ground fluorspar, china clay, and a
very little oxide of tin are very intimate-
ly mixed and ground together, and af-
terwards made into a soft paste with
water. This paste is poured into molds
of various kinds and sizes of teeth, and
allowed to set. The plastic grinders are
then transferred to a furnace, where
they are ‘‘cured”—that is, half baked or
bardened. When this has been done
they are covered with an enamel made
of paste of spar and quartz, and finally
subjected to an intense heat, until they
are sufficiently baked, when they are
ready for the dentist.—Surgical Reporter.

Spoiled His Programme.

A thug who was recently imprisoned
in India, having been canght almost in
the actual commission of a murder, com-
plained bitterly to an English officer at
having been deprived of the opportunity
to fulfill his ambition. He had begun
life with the fixed determination to kill
an even thousand human beings, and at
the time of his capture was in a fair way
to carry out his design. He had already
killed 700 persons, and if the authorities
would have let him alone for quite a lit-
tle while longer he would have reached
the 1,000 mark. He was willing to agree
to give himself up again if he were al-
lowed to go free long enough to bag the
additional 800 needed, and he thought it
great hardship that so reasonable a re-
uest should be refused.—San Francisco
ronicle.

I dressed and, following a cov-
ered passage, found myself in the center
hut. Here the table was set for break-
fast with all manner of good things, such
as I had not seen for many a month,
which I contemplated with healthy sat-
isfaction. Presently I looked up, and
there before me was a more delightful
sight, for standing in one of the door-
ways which led to the sleeping huts was
Stella, leading little Tota by the hand.

She was very-simply dressed in a loose
blue dress, with wide collar, and girdled
in at the waist by a little leather belt.
In the bosom of her robe was a bunch of
orange blooms, and her rippling hair
was tied in a single knot behind her
shapely head. She greeted me with a
smile, asking me how I had slept, and
then held Tota up for me to kiss. Under
her loving care the child had been quite
transformed. She was neatly dressed in
a garment of the same stuff that Stella
wore, her fair hair was brushed; indeed.
had it not been for the sun blisters on her
face and hands, one would scarcely have
believed that this was the same child
that Indaba-zimbi and I had dragged for
hour after hour through the burning.

““We must breakfast alone, Mr. Allan,”
she said; *‘my father is so upset by your
arrival that he will not get.up yet.

“Be careful, Hendrika; you are spill-
ing the coffee,” said Stella. “‘Don’t you
wonder how we come to have coffee
here, Mr. Allan? I will tell you—we
grow it. That was my idea. Oh, 1
have lots of things to show you. You
don’t know what we have managed to
doin the time that we have been here.
You see, we have plenty of labor, for
the people about look upon my father as
their chief.”

“Yes,” I said, “but how do you get
all of these luxuries of civilization?” and
I pointed to the books, the crockery, and
the knives and forks.

“Very simply. Most of the books my
father brought with him when he first
trekked into the wilds; there was nearly
a wagon load of them. But every three
years we have sent an expedition of
these wagons right down to Port Natal.
The wagons are loaded with ivory and
other goods, and come back with all
kinds of things that have been sent out
from England for us. You see, although
we live in this wild place, we are not al-
together cut off. We can send runners
to Natal and back in three months, and
the wagons get there and back ina year.”

“Have you ever been with the wag-
ons?” I asked.

“Since I was a child I have never been
more than thirty miles from Babyan's
Peak,” she answered. ‘Do you know,
Mr. Allan, that you are, with one ex-
ception, the first Englishman that I
have known out of a book. I suppose
that I must seem very wild and savage
to you, but I have had one advantage—
a good education. My father has taught
me everything, and perhaps I know
some things that you don’t. I can read
French and German for instance. 1
think that my father’s first idea was to
let me run wild altogether, but he gave
it up.”

“And don’t you wish to go into the
world?” I asked.

“Sometimes,” she said, “when I get
lonely. But perhaps my father is right
—perhaps it would frighten and bewil-
der me. At any rate, he would never
return to civilization. It is his idea, you
know, though I am sure I do not know
where he got it from, nor why he cannot
bear that our name should be spoken.
In short, Mr. Quatermain, we do not
make our lives; we must take them as
we find them. Have you done your
breakfast? Let us go out and I will
show you our domain.”

1 rose and went to my sleeping place
to fetch my hat., When I returned, Mr.
Carson—for, after all, that was hisname,
though he would never allow it to be
spoken—had come into the hut. He felt
better now, he said, and would accom-
pany us on our walk if Stella would give

-him an arm.

So we started, and after us came

zimbi, whom I found sitting outside as
fresh as paint. Nothing could tire that
old man.

The view from the platform was al-
most as beautiful as that from the lower
ground looking up to the peak. The
marble kraals, as I have said, faced west,
consequently all the upper terrace lay in
the shadow of the great peak till nearly 11
o'clock in the morning, which wasa great
advantage in that warm latitude. First
we walked through the garden, which
was beautifully cultivated, and one of
the most productive that Iever saw.
There were three or four natives work-
ing in it, and they all saluted my host as
“Baba,” or father. Then we visited the
other two groups of marble huts. One
of these was used for stables and out-
buildings, the other as storehouses, the
center hut having been, however, turned
mto a chapel. Mz, Carson was not or~
dained, but he earnestly tried to convert
the natives, mostof whom were refugees
who had come to him for shelter, and he
had practiced the more elementary rites
of the church for so long that I think he
began to believe that he really wasa
clergyman. For instance, he always
married those of his people who would
consent to a monogamous existence, and
baptized their children.

‘When we had examined these wonder-
ful remains of antiquity, the marble huts,
and admired the orange trees, the vines
and fruits which thrive like wéeds in this
marvelous soil and climate, we descended
to the next platform and saw the farming
operations in full swing. I think that it
was the best farm I have ever seen in
Africa, There wasample water for pur-
poses of irrigation, the grass lands below
gave pasturage for hundreds of head of
cattle and horses, and, for natives, the
people, were most industrious. More-
over, the whole place was managed by
Mr, Carson on the co-operative system;
he only took a tithe of the produce—in-
deed, in this land of teeming plenty,
what was he to do with more? Conse-
quently the tnbsmen, who, by the way,
called Ives the *‘Child of
Thomas,” were able to accumulate con-
siderabls wealth, All their disputes were
referred to their ‘“father,” and he also
was judge o( oﬂenses and crimes, Some

THE DOCK SCHEME.

THE ST. JOHN DEPUTATION AND
MR. LEARY INTERVIEW THE
GOVERNMENT.

The Mayor Stafes the Case for St. Johm,
and Mr. Leary Produces and Exe
pinins His Plans—Interview with
the ctory.

Mayor Lockhart, Ald. Kelly, Baskin
and Connor, the deputation for St. John,
accompanied by Mr. J. D. Leary, of New
York, waited on the local government, on
Saturday evening, to urge upon the gov-
ernment the propriety of granting a sub-
sidy in aid of the dry dock and harbor
improvements at St. John.

Provincial secretary McLellan having
-introduced the deputation, Mayor Lock-
hart presented a memorial from the St.
John City Council reciting that their
body had agreed fo give Mr. Leary an
annual subsidy of $10,000 for 20 years,
Mr. Leary’s expenditure to be fixed at
about $1,000,000.

The necessity for the provision of dock
accomodation and terminal facilities at
St. John, was referred to by His Wor-
ship. These improvements will be of
great benefit to St. John; would undoubt~
edly be recognized as of equal import-
ance to the whole province which would
benefit by the "growth and prosperty its
chief commercial city.

Mr. Leary next spoke producing his
plans which he explained fally showing
accommodations to be provided. He said
he would ask no money until the whole
was completed to the satisfaction of the
Local and Dominion governments and
the City Council. He also said that
while his present contract would only
involve the expenditure of $1,000,000 he
bad in contemplation further improve-
ments, which he located on his plan, and
which would involve before long the out-
lay of at least $3.000,000. In reply to Mr.
Blair, Mr. Leary said he thought a dock
built of concrete and faced with timber
would be better than oue constructed of
stone. Ald. Kelly next spoke of this
great improvement and trusted there
would be little delay in giving
a favorable answer as Mr. Leary
desired to complete his ar-
rangements at once. Ald Baskin also
spoke, and said Mr Leary’s proposition
was the first business-like offer that had
been made to the council, which bad
promptly given a subsidy, and he also
spoke of the advantages Carleton present-
ed for these improvements.

Ald. Connor next spoke, dealing with
the bridge tolls and €arleton’s advan-
tages, and shewed how deeply. interested
the whole province should feel in the
prosperity of St. John. Any increase of
population in St John,said the alderman
meant increased value to the farms and
a better market, He also quoted from the
report of a mercantile agency, showing
that Mr Leary was worth $3,000,000, that
he had never failed in any work he had
undertaken, and was a man that could
be relied upon to carry out to the fullest
extent whatever he undertook.

Hon. Mr. Blair said the government
were pleased to hear the views of the
delegates. The extent of assistance at
present permitted to the government
was $2,500 annually for 20years. This
however was simply provided for a dry
dock. He was glad tosee Mr. Leary’s
proposal embraced so much more. The
depulation might be assured, the govern-
ment were anxious to go to the utmost
practicable extent in assisting these
most desirable improvements. They
felt also the heartiest interest in the snc-
cess of the present undertaking and that
the future prosperity of St.John was much
involved in the completion of the work at
the earliest possible period, and wished
these assurances conveyed to the St. John
City Council until a full executive council
could be cunvened they might not make
to the Common Council or Mr. Leary any
more precise statement. He might add
that until the legislature met the govern-
ment could only deal with the $2500
authorized by existing legislation. Two
applications were now before the govern-
ment and they were bound in duty to
consider both, He could not now name
a day for giving the answer of the gov-
ernment but no time would be lost in
considering the whole question.

The depulation withdrew after the
Mayor and Mr. Leary had thanked the
Conncil for the courteous and satifactory
hearing given them.

After the interview Provincial Secre-
tary Mc¢Lellan expressed himself as hav-
ing from the first recognized the great
importance of the proposed improvements
and that other improvements beside a
dry dock alone were needed at 8t. John.
His colleagues viewing it as a provincial
measure are equally impressed with St.
John’s strong claims for assistance. He
further said they desired tosee the works
carried on by competent people and
hoped no friction would arise because of
two applications being in, but as an in-
dividual he does not think the party
having the city subsidy and the Domin-
ion subsidy would be refused by the
Provincial government. Solicitor Gen-
eral Pugsley also expressed himself in
terms of admiration for the evident in-
tention of the people of the city of St.Jobn
to help themselves first, and that they
have realized the necessity of action in
regard to harbor improvements and
placing  themselves in a position
which will permit them to do the trade
which inevitably must come to St. John
if proper facilities were provided. These
improvements were provincial in their
effect and he was satisfied thoroughly
that the action of the government will
fully meet the just expectations of .the
people of 8t. John.
