The Odessa Disorders.

Odessa, Nov, 6:—Qut of the 6,000
casualties daring £he recent rioting those
who were killed or who died of their
wounds aggregate up to midday 964, of
which number 713 were taken to Jewish
cemeteries, and 251 to ‘Christian ceme-
teries.

Anti-Semitic, distarbances are report-
ed from all the outlying districts. The
Deasants are greatly excited and are
urged on by agitators from Odessa.
Troops have bheen dispatched to the dis-
turbed regions.

Fresh disorders were reported = at 5
o'clock this evening in the:suburb of
Dalnea Melnizi. Troops have been dis-
patched there,

The theatre of the town of Akker-
man, near Odessa, is in flames.

In view of the entire devastation of
nearly all the Jewish mills, shops and
factories, the trade of Odessa is threat-
ened with complete ruin, and wholesale
bankrupteies are feared involving the in-
ternational credit of Russia. Some of
the banks and all the shops have re-
opened ‘and- the streets are being cleared
of debris,

It is claimed in some quarters here
that estimates higher than 2,000 killed
and 5,000 wounded were exaggerated.

The Czar's Manifesto.

St. Petersburg, Nov. 6.—Following is
the ‘text of the imperial manifesto con-
cerning Finland:

“By the grace of God, we, Nicholas
1., Emperor and Autocrat of all the
Russiag, Czar of Poland, Grand Duke of
IYinland, ete., in virtue of the law of the
diet of April 25th, 1869, command the
opening at Helsingfors, December 20th,
f an extraordinary diet to consider the

llowing questions:

“First—The proposals for the budget
f 1903-7, provisional’ taxes and a loan
for railway construetion,

“Seeond—A bilk providing hy a new

indamental law of parliament for Fin-
ind on the basis of universal suffrage

Train service
will be resumed to-morrow. Everything
is quiet in Einland and trade has been
resumed.

The appointment of Count Witte as
president of the council of ministers is
announced by the Official Messenger this
morning.

On the heels of the successful issue of
the Finnish national movement comes the
news of a strong revival of the struggle
for autonomy in Poland.

War in the Caucasus.

London, Nov. 7.—The St. Petersburg
correspondent of the Daily Mail says:
“War, hopeless war, prevails in the Cau-
casuas. The trans-Cauncasion railwiy, the
sole line, is efféctually crippled and rein-
forcements have been compelled to
march. ‘Seventeen bridges have been
wrecked and the rails have been torn up
in forty places. The telegraph lines have
been destroyed, and Georgia and Dag-
hestan are isolated. Every man is in
arms and the war office is helpless.”

More Fighting.

St. Petersburg, Nov. 7.—The news from
the Caucasus is particularly bad to-day.

Fighting between Armenians, Tartars
and Russians assumed a ferocious char-
acter and every attempt of the troops to
restore order resulted in the deputations
turning upon the soldiers and fighting
them wih arms and bombs. Two com-
panies of Cossacks are reported to have
been entirely wiped out.

The entire trouble is of a revolutionary
character, but it gives the people an op-
portunity to manifest their race hatreds,
and the most horrible atrocities have been
committed.

According to a merchant who has just
arrived from Baku, the scenes there were

legs were amputated by Tartars, aud she
was allowed-to expire in untold agony.

“ Trenches Filled With Bodies.

Odessa, Noy. 7.—The mobs completely
devastated, plundered and burned all the
Jewish houses in the suburb of Dalnik.
In the large villages of Severinovka and
Anatolievka and the towns of Ovidiopol,
Maoaki, Akkeran, Ataki, Olviopol and
Winitza many hundreds of persons are
reported . to" have been killed and thou-
sands wounded.

The details of last week’s massacres are
gradually leaking out, and only serve to
add to the horrors. It appears that the
soldiers ruthlessly slaughtered the de-
fenders of Jewish houses. In one case
46 railway workmen who defended Jews
on Crokhorovskai street were shot.

At the Jewish agricultural school the
rioters first secured a large sum of money
from the principal as a guarantee of his
safety amd afterwards returned and de-
manded more. Failing in obtaining any
more money they slaughtered a number
of the pupils. The rest escaped.

In another case under horrible torture
rioters forced a rabbi to surrender the
key of his safe containing $1.500 deposit-
ed in his keeping, and then killed the rab-
bi and his wife.

The scenes of grief were heart-rend-
ing as the bodies were placed in the
trenches, each trench containing seventy.
Similar “funerals will continue for three
days.

Four hundred and twelve Jews, vic-
tims of the massacres of last week, were
buried to-day. A majority of the shops
were closed, including many -of those
belonging to Christians. 3

Berlin, Nov. 7.—Wm. T. Stead, fresh
from Russia by way of Finland. stopped
over in Berlin to-day on his way to Paris.
For one hour and a half he poured out
his vivid imaginations of “Hell, pretty
welly at Odessa,” as he called it, of the
horrors he had seen and heard of—‘“the
ghastly welter into which Russian so-
ciety has drifted.”

I
will-support him.,”

Count Witte continsies to ¢omplain bit-
terly of the laek of cenfidence manifest-
ed toward him by all the elements of the
opposition at a time when he stands so
‘| much in need of the Liberals.

TELL OF SUFFERINGS OF
MEMBERS OF EXPEDITION

No News From Mrs. Hubbard—It is
Fesred Two Parties Have Perished
i Interior.

St. Johns, Nfid., Nov. 8.-—The mail
boat " Virginian arrrved yesterday from
Northern ILabrador, - bringing James
Richards and Peter Stevens, members of
the Dillon Wallace expedition who went
to explore the interior of Labrador.
They left Wallace and Faston in Sep-
tember in the wildest part of Labrador.
When provisions were growing scarce,
Wallace and Easten decided to attempt
to reach the Caribou country. Before
| this the party had suffered greatly owing
| to the searcity of game, being on short
rations for a considerable period.

Richards 'and Stevens gave Wallace
and Hasten every ounce of food they
could spare and suffered terrible priva-
tions themselves m reaching the coast.

The mail boat brought no news of Mrs.
Hubbard’s expedition, which has not
been heard of since it left -the coast last
Jue.  Reliable authorities along the
coast express grave fears that both ex-
peditions have perished, the season hav-
ing been anusually poor for game, while
snow has fallen early. It is altogether
likely that the expeditions can reach the
coast ]a‘e«x‘j‘in the- geason. If .they fail
of do-so™they—~must - almost  certainly
perish.

GROWIH OF PON
OFFICE BUSINEDS

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Iacreased Deposits in the Savings Banks |

—Chaages Under Libzral Rale—De=
partment Shows Surp'ns.

(Special Correspondence of the Times.)

Ottawa, Nov. 1.—The records of few
departments show as plainly the great
progress which Canada has made since
Confederation as do those of the post
office department, and at the present
time. when the regretted retirement of
Sir William Mulock from the position of |
postmaster-general is still cansing con-
siderable notice to be paid to the affairs
of that department it is singularly oppor |
tune to investigate some of the facts
shown by the figures of its records.

In 1868, the first year after Confeder-
ation, there were 3,638 post offices in ex-
istence in Canada, according to the Sta-
tistical Year Book. In 1881 these had
grown to 5,985, and in 1896 to 9,103,
whilst in 1904 the number was 10,460.
Thus it will be seen that the number in
existence last year was nearly three
times that in existence in 1868.
zTurning to the number of letters, one
finds that the increase was immensely
greater than in the number of offices. In
1868 the

Number of Letters

handled by the post office was 18,000,000
but in 1881 this had nearly trebled and
the number was 48,170,000.

DISTRESS AMONG THE
POOR OF METROPOLIS

Wives and Relatives of the Unmﬂoﬁd
in London Wait on Premier
Balfour.

Evormous crowds of women from all
parts of London marched through -the
streets headed by a deputation whieh
My, Balfour received at the office.of the
local government board. Only thirty of
the women were admitted to the. pres-
ence of Mr. Balfour. The Premier was
very sympathetic. He acknowledged
that the evil was very real, but hg
had little to suggest in the way of allevi-
ating it except an expression of hope
that publie-charity would come to the aid
of the unemployed.. They had his genu-
ine xympahty, and he felt the magnitude
of the evil from which they were suffer-
ing.

A mass-mecting of the women were
held at 3 o’clock in the afternoon to hear
the report of the delegation. Mr. Croeks,
M. P.. and others mmade speeches, 'Mr,
Crooks said tirat Mr, Balfour's reply to
the delegation was unworthy of the
Premier of a great country. He added
that they had started an agitation which
would not cease until every man who
wanted food was supplied with suffi-
cient to support his wife and children.
The speaker urged his hearers to eom-
tinue the agitation. He said that a
revolution in England would not be be-
hind the revolution in Russia in securing
the demands of the people.

A resolution was unanimously adopted
to continue the fight for the employment
of the wnemployed. The meeting broke
up amidst stenes of uproar and singing
of the “Marseillaise.”

Tammany Candidate For District Attor-
ney Defeated—Hearst Will Carry
Mayoralty Contest to Courts.

New York, Nov. S.—Election day
came to a close with a dramatic scene at
the Hoffman- House, where Wm. R.
Hearst gathered his friends and advisers
around him. for the preparations of his
legal contest.of the returns which indi-
cated thé success of his Democratie op-
ponent, 'Geo. B. MecClelland. As the
late vote coming in showed McClelland
only a ‘few:thousand ahead and it was
noticed that figures from some of the
Bast  Side districts were missing, Mr.
Hearst 'said he believed lhe was being
cheated out of a hard fought and hen-
estly won yictory and announced his in-
tentien to makKe 'a contest in the courts.

Mr.:Hearst sent out a eall at once for
the ‘meinbers of the law committee of
the Municipal Ownership League, and
soon they began to arrive, many of them
in- evening clothes., they having been
found at social gatherings or the the-
atres. At the hotel waiting for the law-
yers were scores of Hearst voters with
stories’ of violence and outrage at polls
where they had gone to count their bal-
lots. . Men were coming into the hotel
constantly with bruised and blackened
faces. One man had his arm broken and
another’s head was cut so badly that
Mr. . Heéarst had him sent to bed in the
hotel.  Reports were brought in telling
of one man_having his eye gouged out
and of a. Hearst man whose finger had
been chewed off in.a polling place.

After considering' the. situation fully
Mr. Hearst gave out the following state-
ment, > which is repeated to-day in his
newspaper, ‘thé: Evening ‘Journal:

“We have won this election. All Tam-
many’s fraud, all Tammany’s corrup-
tion, all Tammany’s intimidation and
violence, all Tammany’'s false registra-
tion and illegal voting and- dishonest
coumt have not been able to overcome
a great popular majority. The re-count
will show that we have won the election
by many thousands of votes.

Will Go te Court.

New York, Nov. 8. —This city yesterday
elected Geo. B. McClellan, the candidate
of the Democratic party, mayor by a
plurality of 3,455 over Wm. H. Hearst,
the nominee of the Municipal Ownership
League.

Mr. Hearst refuses to admit MeClel-
lan’s election, and will make a contest in
the courts.. Hearst received 225,166
votes and Wm. M. Ivans, the Republi-
can candiddte, 137,049.

Wni. ‘Travers * Jerome, Independent
candidate  for district attorney, was ap-
parently elected. With 46 electoral dis-
tricts to be reported to-day he had a lead
of 3,525 votes over James W. Osborne,
the Tammany candidate.

‘The new city government, exclusive of
the board of aldermen, will be constitut-
ed as follows: Mayor, Geo. B..McClellan,
Democrat; comptroller, Herman A.
Metz,  Demoerat; president of the board
of aldermen, - Patrick F. MecGowan,
Democrat; borough presidents, Manhat-
tan, John K. Ahearn, Democrat; Bronx,
Lounis F. Haffen, Democrat; Brooklyn,
Bird 8.

At an early hour this morning Wm. R.
Hearst left his headquarters in the
Hoffman house for his residence, follow-
ing a conference with his campaign man-
agers and the heads of the Municipal
Owner%eﬁgue. Mr. Hearst himself
would ‘no Etafement; and‘ referred
all questions to Max F. Thmsen. The
latter said that Mr. Hearst claimed his
election as mayor by a good majority.
That a fraudulent vote of at least 40,000
has been cast in Greater New York was
the claim of the Hearst managers. It
had, been decided, Mr. IThmsen said, to
denrand a recount of the entire ticket if
after the 194 missing ballot boxes had
been located and counted it was found
that Mr. Hearst still lacked sufficient
votes to elect him.

“It must have been that those.boxes
contained many Hearst votes,” Mr.
Thmsen declared, “otherwise they would
not be missing. Certain it is they would
not carry away boxes. containing a ma-
jority of McClellan votes. But one
thing is certain, Mr. Hearst will demand
a .proper recount, even should the vote
in thede missing boxes elect him. It is
also eertain that we will carry this mat-
ter to the courts as a last resort if neces-
sary. - Mr. Hearst feels that he has been
elected, and -that a majority of the citi-
zens of New York have cast votes for
him, and he proposes to have these votes
honestly counted as well as the many
thousands of illegal votes thrown out. We
have evidence of many thousands of these
votes.”

Charles F. Murphy,- the leader of
Tammany hall, refused this morning to
comment on the result of the voting. It
was: éxplained for him that as the poll-
ing was so close he realized that a contest
would be made, and that while he was
confident that the ultimate decision would
be © in favor of Mayor McClellan, he
thought it ‘would .be out of place for him
t6 say anything.

* Reform I’ni;ty's Victory.

Philadelphia, Pa., Nov. 8.—The politi-
cal. revolution i this ecity and the state |
yesterday was the greafest’ that has oc-
curreu in Pennsylvania in nearly a gen-
eration. There ‘haye been .previous up-
heavals, but this is the first time in years |
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that every office for which there was any
semblance of a contest jas been lost to
the Republicans. It is also the first time
in a quarter of a century that the regu-
lar Repubiicans have been defeated for
control of the state treasury. The plur-
ality of Wm. {1, Berry, who was nomin-
ated by the Democrats’ Independence
party, Lincoln party and prohibitionists
for state treasurer, will be nearly 100;-
000. J. Lee Plummer, the Republican
candidate, ran far behind his ticket in
every county in the state. The remain-
der of the Republican ticket was elected
by the usual Republican plurality.

The victory of the city party over the
regular :Republican party in Philadel-
phia exceeded the expectations of the re-
form leaders. The city reform plurality
is43,333. The city party elaims that in-
asmuch ds 51,000 alleged -fradulent
names ‘were stricken from‘the voting list
since the fight against the Republican
organization began last May, the 'vote
cast yesterday was the highest ever poll-
ed in the city.

Mr. Hearst in making his eon-
test- may demand that each of the 1,894
ballot boxes used in the elections be
brought before the board of aldermen
and a count of the ballots be made vy
that body. Then if dissatisfied, Mr.
Hearst may throw the whole matter into
the court for a decision, and if that s
done the battle probably will be .a. long
and intricate one.

Although McClellan, on the face of
comyplete but unofficial returns was elect-
ed by a plurality of 3,485, the Demo-
crats lost heavily in yesterday’s contest.
The election of Wm. T. Jérome, Inde-
pendent, as distriet attorney, is a severe
blow to the Tammany organization,
which exerted all-the force at its com-
mand to defeat him. His victory is re-
markable when it is considered that he
was the candidate of no party, and made
his appeal for ¥otes solely on his record
in office for the last four years, and that
every man who voted for him had to
split his ticket. The board of aldermen,
too, is lost to Tammany. They have but
25 members of the board against 38
Republicans and 9 Municipal Ownership
members.

[HE LIBERAL PARTY'S
FREIGN POLICY

AN INTERVIEW WITH
SIR EDWARD GREY

Will Not Enter Into Agreements Incop=
sistant With Japanese Alliance avd
Anglo=French Understanding.

London, Nov. 8.—In an interview at
Manchester Sir Edward Grey threw the
most significant light which has recently
been shed upon the mueh debated mat-
ter of -the Liberal foreign policy by any
of the English statesmen.

Sir Edward. said that he believed that
the party as a whole accepted the Anglo-
Japanese allianee and -the Anglo-French
understanding both in the letter and in
the spirit, and it was the spirit that per-
vaded those agreements that would be
looked after by the new Liberal govern-
ment. The Liberals would enter into no
engagements and no relations with any
other powers which were inconsistent
with or prejudicial to those governments.
But if it were fairly understood and aec-
cepted in the world that the alliance
with Japan and agreements with France
implied no hostility to any other power
then there was no reason why they
should not be on cordial and friendly
terms with every power which accepted
these two agreements as integral parts
of the British policy, There was ne
need- at the present moment to get into
controversy on foreign affairs, and there-
fore he ruled foreign affairs out as not
a subject on which the next election
should be fought, because an election
must be fought upon something upon
which the two parties differed.

It was said that a Liberal government
would be a danger to the empire because
the Liberals were opposed to the im-
portation of Chinese labor into the
Transvaal, apd they were also opposed
to the putting of taxes upon food. Sir
Edward said the next ILiberal govemn-
ment would take its stand in opposition
to both these things. - What was not
true was that the empire was founded
either upon Ohinese labor or food taxes.
He said that he had heard that the
prime minister would have liked a few
months ago to take the issue of the next
election on Chinese labor. Sir Edward
Grey said that he was quite prepared
to take that issne. The conditions under
which the Chinese were now working in
the Transvaal were unnatural and de-
grading and the time would come when
the Transvaal itself would wish that no
such experiment had been tried,

The Liberal party must have a com-
plete and overwhelming majority in
savor of free trade. The Colonial Con-
ference if held under the Liberals would
be free and honest and under no re-
straint.

TROUBLE IN SAN DOMINGO.

News of an Uprising Has Reached
Washington—Warship Sent to
Scene.

Washington, Nov. 8, —News of an up-
rising, the first in many months, or, in-
deed, since Morales installed American
customs eollectors at the island ports,
came to the Amerniean state department
last night from one of its representatives
in Santo Domingo. There was a lack of
details, the statement being merely that
an uprising had occurred at Macoris
directed against the administration of

President Morales.

The news was immediately. communi-
cated to the navy department and an
order was dispatched by cable to Rear-
Admiral Gradford, who is at Guantana-
mo, Cola, to send a warship at once to
the scene of the trouble. A ship can be

| sent to Macoris in half a day.

Unofficial advices had reached here be-

| fore this news came to the effect that

there was danger of an uprising in the
island, but the 20th inst. was the date
fixed for the attack. Nothing is known
definitely as.to the cause of this out-
break, but it is said here that the leaders
were financed from New York with a
purpose of stirring up strife just in sea-
son to advepsely -influence the United
States senate on the pending Santo Dom-
ingo treaty.

It is stated that the activity of the

| United States warships will now be con-
| fined to the protection of American inter-

ests and there will bé no attempt 4o in-
terefere between the parties unless these
interests are threatened or anarchy pre-
valls

HEARST TAKES
PRONPT ACTION

DEVELOPMENTS IN NEW
YORK MAYORALTY FIGHT

Sudden Move By Defeated Candidate
Followed Report That Boxes Were
to Be Stuffed.

New York, Nov. 9.—Sensational de-
velopments followed rapidly this morning
in the fight of Wm. R. Hearst to contest
the mayoralty election of Geo. B. Mec-
Clellan. Having secured last nmight an
order from Jnsti}e Gayner, in Brooklyn,
directing the police department to deliver
the ballot boxes to the board of elections
forthwith, the Hearst men lost no time
in dispatching fifty automobiles cartying
men armed with the court’s order to the
various police stations where they de-
manded the ballot boxes. In most in-
stances the officers in charge at police
stations directed that the boxes be 7

Placed in Patrpl Wagons,

and each lot guarded by five policemen,
hurried to the office of the board of elec-
tions at West Forty-First street.

Meantime other Hearst men had gone
to the home of John R. Voorhees, presi-
dent of the board of elections, and arous-
ing him, asked him to immediately go to
his office and receive the ballot boxes as
fast as they reached his office. Presi-
dent Voorhees was surprigsed at the pre-
emptory demand, and was quickly  in-
formed of the court’s;order. Later he ap-
peared at a window and addressing the
Hearst ‘men, who fairly surrounded the
house, said that he would not go to the
office of the bureau of elections at such
an unreasonable hour, but he would ap-
pear at his office and receive same at the
usual hour, 9 o’clock to-morrow.

At 3 o’clock, this morning wagons and
automovoiles filled with ballot boxes, po-
lice officers and Hearst watchers, began
to arrive at the office of the board of
elections, and an hour later West Forty-
First street, in thaf vicinity, was fairly
impassable.

Unable to get rid of their charges, there
was notling for the police to do but to
await the opening of the office, and as
every 12 or 14 boxes were guarded by
five policemen, a most

Impresesive Array of Officers

was in evidence. As the morning ad-
vanced the remainder of the 8,000 boxes
continued to arrive, and Hearst watchers
and numerous policemen helped to swell
the erowd, which was further-added to
as the report spread that some startling
political move had been made necessitat-
ing a great body-of officers at the office
of the board of elections.

When they failed! to secure the presence
of President Voorhees, the Hearst men
called upon A. C.sAllen, chief clerk of the
board, at his home;: Mr. Allen could do
nothing for them, and expressed the opin-
ion that the court order resulted from a
misunderstanding. He said that a literal
compliance with the order syould be im-
possible, as the 8,000 ballot boxes used in
Greater New York could mot. by any
means be gotten into the rooms, occupied
by the board. He could give no advice
as to the immediate disposition of the
fast accumulating boxes, and thought that
there was nothing .to do but to await the
opening of the board’s office and let
President Voorhees decide what to do
with them.

It was said this morning that the sud-
den move made by Mr. Hearst last night
followed a report received by him that a
printing company had been at work Tues-
day night

Printing Ballots.

The report was further to the effect that
the ballot boxes were to be openéd while
in the hands of the police and stuffed. Mr.
Hearst decided to act at once.

The order sceured from Judge Gaynor
directed the police commissioner and all
his subordinates in the five boroughs to
turn over to the board of elections forth-
with all ballot boxes containing ballots
and stubs of ballots, and also to file with
the county clerk before noon to-morrow
all envelopes containing tally sheéts, in-
spectors’ returns, defective ballots and
ballots marked for identification. This
order was issued on the afidavit of Mr.
Hearst himself.

John V. Voorhees, president of the
board of elections, refused early to-day
to receive the official ballot boxes. Be-
fore refusing he consulted Police Com-
missicner . McAdoo, Attorney-General
Mayer, Corporation Counsel Delaney and
Superintendent of Elections Morgan, who
were notified of the situation, and the
boxes were

Kept in the Police Wagons

in front of the office of the board of elec-
tions, pending a decision by the corpora-
tion counsel. Mr. Voorhees said that the
New York Supreme court had held in a
recent decision that the board of elections
is not the proper custodian of the boxes,
but that the police are.

When Mr. Voorhees refused to accept
the ballot boxes he ordered that they be
returned to the police station houses. At
that time 25 police wagons were_lined
up in front of the board of elections, and
policemen were unloading some of them.
When they learned the order they placed
the boxes back in-the wagon again, but
did'not at once return them to the police
stations.

Mr. Voorhees said he had asked the
corporation counsel for an opinion as to
whether he should receive the boxes, and
would not accept them until he had re
ceived that opinion.

INSURANCE INQUIRY.

Legislative Committee Has Resumed.Its:
Investigations at New York.

New . York, Nov. 8.—The . legislative
committee to-day resumed its investiga-
tion of the methods of life insurance
companies. A member of the investiga-
tion committee said to-day. that the de-
feat of Assemblyman McKeen, who yes-
terday failed of re-election, wounld not
affect the constitutionality of the pro-
ceedings of the committee. He said that
Mr. McKeen'’s terms.did not expire until
the end of this year, by which -time. it
was hoped the hearings would be ended.

In the testimony of John R. Hegeman,
president of the Metropolitan' Life Insur-
ance Company, before the legislative
committee, it was brought out that in-
dustrial insurance was considerably
more expensive than other forms of life
insurance; and Mr. Hegeman, after class-
ing industrial insurance as retail and
ordinary life as wholesale, illustrated the
fact -by an example, in which, for a
stated age, it was shown that for a
$1,000 policy of ordinary life the Metro-
politan charged $16.50 annually; while
for $984, the nearest amount for stated
age for the industrial plan, $31.20 was
charged. To show that industrial busi-
ness was more expensive than ordinary
business, Mr. Hegeman said that a pre-
mium of $65 on an eld-line plan is paid
once, twice, or at the outside four times
a year; in the industrial field the aver-
age premiom is 10 cents a week, and for
the same money 650 persons have to be
called upon, and this has to be done 52
times a year. Mr. Hegtman was on- the
stand the greater part of the afternoon,
and his testimony dwelt upon the amount
of the company’s increase in business.

At the morning session FEmery Me-
Clintock, actuary of the Mnuftual Life
Insurance Company, who had been ex-
amined in part at previous sessions, was
called and continued his testimony on
the techniecal insurance;

It was announced to-day that Stuyve-
sant Fish, president of the Illinois Cen-
tral Railroad, has “consented to serve on
a committee of three trustees of the Mu-
tual Life Insurance Company tg inves-
tigate -the affairs of that company. The
other members of the committee are W.
H. Truesdale and John Auchincloss.

Certificate Suspended.

Jefferson City, Mo., Nov, 8—W. D.
Vandiver, state superintendent of insur-
ance, to-day suspended the certificate of
authority of the New York Life Insur-
ance Company to do business in this
state. 'The order says:

“Notice is hereby given that whereas
information in my possession and veri-
fied by examination of the official steno-
grapher’s report of the recent investiga-
tions of the officers of the New York
Life Insurance Company of New York
by the executive investigation committee
of the state of New York gives meas-
urable cause to suspect, and I do sus-
peet and believe, that the funds of the
said company have been impaired-by the
diversion of large swms for illegal and
wrong purposes, and that ‘the further
continmance of the said New York -Life
Insurance Company in the writing of life
insurance in this state under the present
management is hazardous to the public;
and to those who hold its policies; there«
fore I, W. D. Vandiver, superintendént
of the insurance department of the state
of Missouri, have this day suspended the
certificate of authority heretofere grant~
ed to said company to do the business
of ‘writing life insurance in this state.”

THE VICTORIA FALLS.

Water Power is Infinitely Less Than It
Was in 1883,

Mafeking, Nov. 9.—Ralph Williams,
the resident eommissioner of the
Hechuanaland Protectorate, who has just
visited the Victoria Falls, says that the
amount of water passing over the falls
is infinitely less than it was in 1883. He
says that Dr. Livingston even during his
times asserted that the water supplies.of
Central and South Africa are getting
less. . Among.other things he says in his
report:

“There is a serious side to this gues-
tion which it is desirable should not be
lost,sight of. It is stated that certain
water power rights have been conceded
on the assumption that the power of the
falls is greatly in excess of what it is,
and that there is some ground to believe
that if the manufacturer is allowed to
work his will under any concession which
may exist the water passing over the
falls in the drier season may be seriously
interfered with.

“It may be that a scheme exists for ob-
taining such power without diverting the
waters, but there is no doubt that the
matter should be carefully watched in the
interests of the public who have a very
real ownership of the beauties of.the
river and falls, if not actually the owner-
ship of the land and the water.

“The policy of the Chartered Company
up to the present has been to' carefully
conserve the natural features, and con-
sidering the difficulties -with which they
have had to contend they have in my
opinion been singularly suecessful.”

POE'S RELATIONS
WITH THE AT

BETTER THAN FOR A .
THIRD OF A CENTURY

His Holinéss in an Encycical to Catholics
—Exhorts Men to Resist
Socialism.

Rome, Nov. 9.—Interest is being re-
vived in the old dispute between the
Vatiean and the Italian government by
the.conjectures that are now being made
whether the Pope will openly break
through the legend of his so-called cap-
tivity and leave the Vatican for the sake
of his health.

During the past summer the Pope suf-
fered yery much. from the exceptional.
heat which was experienced in Rome,
and- personally wished to go. fto  the
Papal palace at Castel Gandolfe, among
the Alban hills, the usual summer resi-
dence of the Pope before 1870. But
there are so many currents /in.the Vafi--
can which appear. to be even more power-
ful in matters like this than the  will
of the Pope himself. .

Still it has been noticed that relations
between the Holy See and Italy are much
better than they have been in a third of
a century, and while the Pope in the last
resort did not elect to leave Rome, it
was finally felt that there was no rea-’
son why he should not have done so if
he had really been determined fn his own
mind c¢oncerning the matter.

In fact very seldom in the history of
United Italy has the political outlook of
the country presented an aspect 80 peace-
ful and so free from imniediate or even
future concern as it does to-day. If there
is a cloud on the horizon at all it relates
undoubtedly to a possible conflict be-
tween the government and the Socialists,
and it is interésting to note in this con-
nection that the real gist of the'encycli-
cal which the Pope recently addressed to
the Italian bishops s that it is the duty
of the Italian Catholics to make ready to
fight Socialism by active participation in
the political life of their country.

The kernel is imbedded in a good deal
of more or less extraneous matter. -But
it is unmistakably there. The encyclical
iays down the pri#ciple that the chiurch is
the guardian and protectress of Christian
civilization. The ideal of that civiliza-
tion is unattainable, the Pope' ‘admits.
He holds. however, that the function of
the church is to restore it so far'as pos-
sible. 5

There are in Italy, as in other Catholie'
countries, numerous guilds which labor
for that end. They are largely composed
of laymen, and the Pope deseribes the
aggregate of these bodies by using the
term “Catholic action.” He enumerates
some of the purposes to which they at
present devote their energies, mentioning
that they, strive to reintroduce “Jesus
Christ iuto the family, into ¢he ‘school,
into society; ‘to re-establish the principle
of human authority as representative of
the authority of God.” They have at
heart “the interests of the people, and
particularly of the mass of workingmen
and ' of ‘agriculturists.” They ‘devote
themselves to the improvement of the
economic condition of the poor, and ac-
cordingly they labor ‘“that the public
laws may be framéd on just principles,
and those which dre opposed to justice
may be amended or repealed.”

I believe we will
have some difficulty in securing a suit-
able man. We would like a university
man who is also up to date in commer-
cial branches.

Trustee Hugget—I understand the To-
ronto” University now has a course of
study which will turn out such a' man
as we are looking for.

Trustée Mowat—I meve we advertise
in the Montreal and -Toronto papers, and
algo ingtruct the secretary to address a
letter fo the MeGill and the Toronto uni-
versities, and see if we can secure a man
to fill the place: also include in the ad-
vertisement and letters the fact that the
salary “will be $1,200 per year. This
was. adopted.

Supt. Eaton called attention to the
Mission hall in Victoria West, used as
a_schoolroom. He said that it was very
unsatisfactory. That the building was
rented some eight years ago, and his un-
derstanding was that the school was to
have use of same every day, also to pro-
vide Jruntor service and fuel.

Residents of Victoria West Held Meet-
ing Last Evening—Will Take
Up Water Question,

At a well attended meeting of  the
Victoria West Munieipal Association,
held last evening,.plans for the ensuing
election were discnssed. Nothing definite
was done along that line, however, it be-
ing determined that the - better policy
would be to thoroughly eorganize before
taking steps to put on record the reforms
desired by residents ~of _the district.
These will be outlined at a gathering to
be held next Monday evening, and, it is
understood, will include demands for
some radicat-changes.

A prominent member of the Victoria
Waest, association,, in. conversation. with a
reporter this- morning; ‘stated that the
water: question 'was” going to be one of

as the section he represented was con-
cerned, in the forthcoming election. The
people of the western district, he said,
had suffered long enough from the exor-
botant rates enforced by the Esquimalt
Waterworks Company, and would use
every means in their power to appoint
aldermen who might be depended upon
to do everything possible to bring the
chdarges down - to a more reasonable
figure.

- Why
one district should.: contribute as much
general revenue as another and receive
such comparatively small return <was
hard to understand.—The residents were
becoming detérinined and might be de-
pended upon to insist upon pledges from
each of the candidates.

Last yedr, the voter referred to affirm-
ed, the Victoria West association was a
body with considerable influence among
the voters of. the district. It will be a
power to be reckoned with at the next
elections, for past experience has shown
the principal weaknesses and these will
be avoided and the organization made
perfect. At last evening’s meeting it
was decided to appoint an executive com-
posed of representatives of the various
residential distriets of Victoria West.
These delegates will be appointed from
the members of the association belong-
ing to their respective sections. In this
way a ‘small cempact’ body controlling
the majority of the voters of the entire
district will be obtained. It will hold
frequent meetings and submit recom-
mendations to.the general association be-
fore placing them on record.

REVOLT OF TROOPS
AT KRONSTADI

THEY HAVE STARTED
TO PILLAGE THE CITY

Panic=Stricken Inhabitants Seek Safety
in Flight —The Massacres of
Jews in Bessarabia.

Kronstadt, Russia, Nov. 9.—The troops
here has ‘mutinied and are pillaging the
city.

Firing is going on in the streets and
the inhabitants are panic-stricken, and
are fleeing from the town.

Sailors Mutinied.

London, Nov. 9.—A dispatch to. a
news agency from ‘St. Petersburg says
that the sailors of the Russian squadron
at Kronstadt mutinied last night, over-
powered their officers and landed ' and
attacked the shops, public buildings and
spirit stores.

The troops were called out and fight-
ing ensued, during which machine guns
were used and many persons were killed
or wounded. In addition a number of
houses were set on fire,

The fighting lasted all' night long.

Report of Massacre.

St. Petersburg, Nov. 9.—It is reported
that a massacre occurred at Kronstadt
last night, and that the infantry using
machine guns fired on the people. The
city is reported to be in flames. Tele-
phone communication with St. Petersburg
is interrupted, but the telegraph lines are
working.

Outbreaks in Bessarabia.

Odessa, Nov. 9.—Authentic accounts
received here from various points in Bes-
sarabia show that the anti-Jewish = out-
breaks there followed the same lines:as
at Odessa, varying only in the number of
victims, s

At Kishineff the disturbances were pre-
ceded by inflamatory speeches, gendarmes
and city officials near the governor's
house asserting that the Jews attemptgd
to take the life of the local bishop, and
intended to loot the treasury. The mob
thus incited started the bloody work.
Carrying ikons and porraits of the Em-
peror the mob proceeded to the Jewish

Ninety per cent. of the. killed and
wounded were victims of bayonets and
rifle bullets,

The looting was accompanied by atroc-
ities similar to those witnessed at Qdessa
and continued for two days. They stop-
ped as soon as the governor received an
order from - St. - Petersburg. Seventy
Jews were killed and one hundred and
twenty were wounded. Quiet is now:re-
stored.

A mob at Ismaile, Bessarabia, burned
alive eleven Jews who had hidden in'a
hay rack.

It is gradu-
ally dawning upon the minds of those in
authority and of those having great in-
terests here that the game of British
Columbia is one of the most important
assets of the province., The dawning
recognition of this faet is the inspiration
which is awakening us to the necessity
of taking effective measures for the pro-
tection of our native wild animals and
birds, and of introducipg new species, of
the feathered creation especially.

We realize that there are in the com-
munity a goodly unmber of intensely prac-
tical and admittedly well-meaning per-
sons who scoff at and feel in their hearts
the deepest contempt for the man with
the dog and ‘gun, and have no sympathy
whatever for his aspirations or achieve-
ments, “Slaughter for amusement” is to
their minds an abomination. Perhaps
they forget that creatures are being put
to death every day for the satisfaction of
their appetites. The lower crders may
not have been created for such a destiny,
but they have been devoted to like uses
ever since the beginning of history; ac-
cording to competent authorities the
assimilative or digestive organs of
man have 'been developed along
dual lines. Wild game was the natural
food of man, at any rate after his fall.
His desire to go forth and kill things
has come to him as an inheritance, and
is it not the most natural thing in the
world for him to be seized wih an occa-
sional longing to go forth and gratify it?
It is certain that game cannot be domes-
ticated and appropriated to man’s- uses
by the methods applied to chickens,
If the killing be not brutal,

assaults of those who inveigh against the
cruelties of the chase.

Whatever our views or the opinions of
the majority of our readers may be, it
is apparent that the pursuit of wild
gdme is becoming a very popular pastime
with the people of all sections of the
earth in which the Anglo-Saxon ele-
ment predominates.

RECIPROCITY UNATTAINABLE.

Reciprocity in coal would be of great
benefit to the majority of the people of
both Canada and the United States. It

would cheapen manufaceturing and
transportation, and therefore stimulate
development in the East and the West.
It would reduce the cost of fuel, and
would add o the comfort of thousands
of people during the bitter winter season
in the BEastern and middle states and in
almost all portions of Canada. All per-
sons of broad, common sense views
realise these things. But the difficulty
lies in the necessity of convincing the
majority that reciprocity or free trade
in coal would have a stimulative effect
upon business in the United States and
Canada, and would add immensely to the
material comforts of the average resi-
dent of the two countries. It is regret-
table that the bare idea of reciprocity
of trade or freedom of trade is repugnant
| to~the ‘minds of ‘the people of the United
States. They seem to associate freedom
of trade with low wages, lack of em-
ployment, povertj,‘, and distress as these
evils exist in the old countries of
Burope. They have been falsely taught
to ascribe the wealth and comparative
affluence of the Xdperican people not to
the true cause g ealth and affluence,
the magnificent - #8Bources’ of a young,
opulent and but partially developed
country, but to the protectionist system
of false economigs which ‘had not its
original conception in the mind of any
particular statesmian, but is a growth
from the taxation which it was neces-
sary to impose to meet the cost of the
war of the rebellion. That taxation
created monopolies. The beneficiaries of
the monopolies, seeing the advantages
that acerued to them under the system
of high duties, determined that the system
should never be departed from if they
could secure its perpetuation. They have
succeeded well, so well, indeed, that they
have carried. the tariff to altitudes never
dreamt of by the original “protection-
ists on principle.”’ MecKinley and Ding-
ley have arisen and passed away, leaving
their works behind them. It is true one
of these saw the errors he had committed
and recanted, but he was cut off hefore
he had an opportunity to shed abroad
the light that had - permeated to his
understanding. There was mno one to
take up the garment President McKinley
dropped when he fell under the hand of
an assassin. it is very doubtful whether,
had he lived, he would have succeeded
in convincing his countrymen of the
error of their policy. "Nothing less than
a movement approaching in violence to
the force of a political volcano could
shake the faith of the American people
in the virtues of a system they sincerely
believe to be at the root of their excep-
tionally prosperous state as compared
with the state of their fellow men in
less favored portions of the earth. If
we take the state of Massachusetts, in
which the demand for reciprocity with
Canada is most /pronounced and em-
phatic, we find that in the elections held
yesterday the Republicans, the party of
Drotection extreme and unfaltering, car-
ried practically all before them. It may
be true that their candidates hedged on
the question of reciprocity, and vied with
the Democrats in their expressions of
fervency of desire for more liberal trade
relations. But it is perfectly well under-
stood that the result in Maine will be
accepted by the politicians as a blow at
the weak reciprocity movement. Thepe
is little prospect of reciprocity in coal
between Canada and the United States,
There has not of late years been any
hope in the minds of public men con-
versant with the trend of publie opinion
of any relaxation of trade restrictions,
We must continue indefinitely along
established lines, .each country striving
to do the best for itself under present
conditions.

W. T. 8tead says the Czar is the cool-
est man in Russia. Well, the Czar at
the present timeé with all his guards
around him is perhaps the safest man in
Russia. And yet we doubt whether Mr.
Stéad is cool-headed enough in times of
crises to judge as to the temper of the

Czar,

FIENDISH OUTRAGES
BY MOB OF CHINESE

HORRIBLE ATROCITIES ON
BODIES OF MISSIONARIES

Several of Victims Were Thrown Into
River—Mr. and Mrs. Peale
Clubbed to Death,

Hongkong, Nov. 9.—Dr. Machle, the
American missionary who escaped the
massacre at Lienchow, confirmed the
previous accounts of the outbreaks, and
adds horrifying details of the atrocities
committed on the American women.

When the disturbances commenced the
mob ‘seizéd Miss Chestnut and Mrs.
Machle and exposed them to public view
in the Chinese temple, Amy Machle, a
ten year old child, was carried off and
flung alive into the river.  The rioters
stripped Miss Chestnut naked and flung
her into the river. While the two were
struggling in the water three Chinamen
speared them with tridents. Miss Ches-
nut’s body and Amy Machle's head were
pierced.

Mrs. Machle appealed to the rioters
but they stoned her brains out, stripped
the body and flung it into the river.

The mob then captured Mr. and Mrs.
Peale, stripped them naked, exposed
them for fifteen minutes, clubbed Mr.
Peale to death in his wife’s presence,
and subsequently killed Mrs. Peale in the
same brutal fashion.

EXPECTED T0-NIGHT

FEDERAL MINISTER
ON, INSPECTING TOUR

Wil Probably Return in Spring to Look
Over Grand Trunk Pacific
Terminal.

(From Thursday's Daily.)

Hon.. H. R.: Emmerson, minister of rail-
ways and canals, is expected to arrive in
Victoria this evening, after a trip through
the prairie provinces. The minister has
been making a careful inspection of the
railways and canal systems of the Do-
minion, thus familiarizing himself with the
details of the department.

Interviewed by the Vancouver Province,
Hon. Mr. Emmerson said:

“The exact location of the Pacific ter-
minus of the Grand Trunk Pacific has not
yet Dbeen definitely decided on, notwith-
standing all reports to the contrary. That
it will be somewhere in the vieinity of
Port Simpson may be taken for a' seytled
fact, but whether on Kaien Island ¢r onthe
Malnland is @ matter that is at present at
issue between the Indlan Department- of
the Dominlon government and the officials
of the Grand, Trunk Pacific.” Vo7t

Asked regarding his impressions of the
Western country, Hon. Mr. Emmepyson
said:

“I came West over the route of the Cana-
dian Northern as far as the rails would
take me, and then drove the remainder of
the way from rail-end to Edmonton. . It
was not very far—about thirty miles. when
I"was there. - By the end of this week, 1
am informed, the track will be completed
as far as Edmonton, and there will be
great ‘rejolcing in that city. Some . fast
work in rail layjng was belng done when I
was there, for they were laying the ratls
at the rate of three miies a day. And it
is all through ‘splendid territory that will
soon be yielding thousands of bushels of
fine grain. I also drove for some digtance
along the ‘surveyed route of the Grand
Tr\xnk_I’acIﬂc, and I must say that the
C. P. R. has nothing the best of it in the
matter of traversing a fertile part of the
country.

“With regard to future railway building
in the Northwest, I understand the Cana-
dian Northern will, early next spring, com-
mence the construction of a branch: line
from Edmonton to Battleford—a distance
of about nienty miles. This will give the
people areund' the Battleford section of the
country - direct ‘connmection with Edmonton,
instead of having to send grain and sup-
plies ground: a long triangle. The Battle-
ford people are very anxious to have this
line built, and from the trade outlook for
the line it would be a paying one,

VEatly next spring, when the Grand Trunk
Pacific terminus is definitely located, it'is
my intention to come out West with Mr.
Morse, - vice-president of the Grand Trunk

Pacific, and go north in company with him’

to inspect the terminal points, which 1
hope. will then .be. decided ‘op:- The' réd

MADE VOYAGE 10
NOME ON LEELANAW

B

W. A. WARD TELLS OF
CONDITIONS IN CITY

Newcastle Coal Favorite Fuel on That
Market—Large Gold Consigument
Brought Cut.

W. A. Ward returned to the city on
day at noon from Nome by the steamer
Leelanaw. He made the round trip by
that steamer. The Leelanaw made a re-
markably good voyage, the round trip
from Seattle and back occupying only 31
days. Throughout the weather was ex-
cellent, the conditions at Nome at pre-
sent being little different from what it
is in Victoria.

W. B. Hastings, of Seattle, who was
on the ship’s articles in the capacity of
clerk, returned by the Leelanaw and con-
tinued on to the Sound. In his ‘care was
the gold brought out from" companies
operating in the Nome district, the Lee-
lanaw being the last vessel for the year
from that northern mining centre. The
gold brought out by Mr. Hastings
amounted to about $181,000, consigned to
the Merchants bank and the Secandan-
avian bank at Seattle. The Leelanaw
also brought out some furs.

When the Leelanaw left one sailing
ship from San Francisco, which was un-
loding rails, ete., remained at the port.

Mr. Ward was pleased with Nome.
The city is quite up to date in every
way. It has eleetric lights, and the
stores are in every way well supplied.
The botels and restaurants are likewise
well ordered, and - the accommodation
provided is first class, the rafes not be-
ing exorbitant. There is no indication of
lawlessness in the eity, and Mr. Ward
says he did not see a single drunken man
duning his whole stay in the place. There
was gambling in the place, but it was
removed from the public parts of the
hotels.

Short ilines of railways running out
from the place gives quick communica-
tion with outlying camps, and makes
Nome an important centre. The gold is
confined to places mining and hydraulick-
ing. Several companies have large
plants operating there. One of these,
Mr. Ward says, is controlled by New
York capital, the plant representing an
expenditure of about $300,000.

In addition to the goid produetion tin
mines are being worked, adding to the
returns from that city.

Mr. Ward says that the coal, which
has first plaee in Nome ‘is the - New-
castle output ‘from Vancouver Island.
No other coal is taken if the Newcastle
product can be obtained.

Mr.~Ward raises a complaint against
the Race Rock lighthouse service. ' He
says that the Leelanaw arrived off the
Rocks with a —~feg- hanging over the
water. In spite of the fact that the
equipment at the: station is up to ddte
in every particular it was a consider-
able time, and only after repeated
whistling from the steamer - that an
answer could be got from the fog horn
at the station.

BOARD OF TRADE.

Meeting of Council Held To-day—Will
Be Addressed by Dr. Varicle
of Dawson,

A meeting of the council of the board
of trade was held on Tuesday and was
well attended. President Paterson pre-
sided. In the order of business the first
matter taken up was a communication
from the Kamloops Board of Trade com-
plaining that the rent of post office
boxes was'higher here than in the East.
With regard to this it-was shown from
correspendence  from Montreal and Tor-
onto that the rates here were the same
as those charged in the East. It was
therefore decided to notify the Kamloops
Board of Trade of this fact.

The special committee’s report on the
Rock Bay bridge was then mentioned.
It was reported that the minister of
marine and fisheries had complieq with
their request and had notified the ecity
council by telegram that the work could
now be commenced. 3

A communication from Dawson ad-
vised that Dr. Varicle would be in Vie-
toria soon and desired to address the
board of trade with a view to interesting
the members in a project for Polar ex-
ploration. The offer was accepted and
the board of trad> rooms will be placed
at the disposal of the doctor. The meet-
ing will be public.

A communication from the Locomotive
& Machine Company, of Montreal, ad-
vised the board that they understood that
a - steeel  bridge. was to be constructed
across the Seymour Narrows, and asked
to’ be allowed to make a tender on the
structure. It was received and filed.

The Montreal Board of Trade asked
for an expression of opinion as to the
advisability of holding a conferemce of
the various bhoards of trade throughout
the Dominion for the discussion of mat-
ters of current interest. The suggestion
was approved.

A report from C. H. Lugrin favoring
making -Victoria a free shipping port
was received and emdorsed and referred
to the general monthly meeting to be
held on Thursday.

The board then took up some freight
rate matters and appointed a committee
to wait upon Capt. Troup to discuss the
steambeoat seryice to Victoria generally.

BACK FROM EAST.

W. Spencer Has Returned From Busi-

ness Tour of States and Canada.

W. Spencer, who has been touring
Eastern Canada and the States during
the past month in the interests of D.
Spencer, Ltd., has returned. He reports
that an exceedingly prosperous condition
prevails throughout. all commercial cen-
tres, the large manufacturing houses be-
ing in the midst of extensive prepara-
tions for the Christmas season, While
away Mr. Spencer visited, among other
places, Chicago, Philadelphia, New
York, Grand Rapids, Mich., Montreal
and Toronto. At these points he made
quite a number of large purchases from
different wholesale ' establishments, de-
voting particular attention towards the
replenishment of the furniture, clothing
and Christmas novelties stock.

The former was secured for the most
part at Grand Rapids, and, according to
Mr. Spencer, is of a particalarly good
quality. Most of the holiday specialties
were obtained at New York, at which
metropolis the Victorian spent some
time, >

Speaking of his trip generally Mr.
Spencer states that he was much im-
pressed with the increased activity ap-
parent throughout Canada. This, he
said, was about the twelfth time he had
visited the east and on each occasion
New York and neighboring business cen-
tres as well as Toronto and other points
in Ontario had been included in the itin-
erary. At the former places he couldn’t
see much difference, commercially or
otherwise, They were always immense
seething hives of commercial and indus-
trial energy, and it appeared as though
there was very little room for further
development. One improvement, how-
ever, he had noticed while in New York,
namely, the new subway, a truly won-
derful line which zig-zagged through the
great city, touching at almost all points
of any importance or interest. But it
was in e Dominion that he had noticed
the most: radical changes. Returning he
had come by way of the Canadian Pa-
cific railway, the first time he had taken
that route for two years.

“] saw towns,” he remarked in con-
versation, “which had sprung into ex-
istence in that time and were apparently
enjoying every prosperity, and develop-
ment was proceeding with astonishing
rapidity, From Manitoba throughout the
two new provinces and extending into
British Colsmbia the wave of immigra-
tion was rolling at a rate which prom-
ised great things for the future. It was
really remarkable the changes which had
taken place during the compavatively
brief period since his last trip over thé
P R

“Tv some extent the same condition
existed in Ontarfo and in Eastern Can-
ada. In Toronto the same spirit of op-
timism seemed to prevail among the
merchants and was to be met with in
Montreal and, in fact, everywhere with-
in the Dominion.”

The trip from which Mr. Spencer has
just returned is made semi-annually by a
representative of the local firm. To-
morrow night Chris.

NEW OFFICES FOR
B. C. ELECTRIC COMPANY

Will Erect Building Near Coraer of Fort
and Langley—Large Sum_For
Gas Malns.

Impertant changes are .contemplated in
connection ‘with the B. C. Electric Rail-
way Company’s local system. Tenders
are now being invited by Architect Rat-
tenbury for the construction of a large
new building, near the corner of Fort
and Langley stre-ts, on the property ad-
joining the Robt. Ward  structure. It
will be made the headguarters of the
tramway company in Viectoria, and, when
completed, will be more commodious and
more modernly equipped than that of
Vancouver. The building will be con-
structed of grey pressed brick, and will
be 50 feet-by 90 feet. It will be two
stories high, the lower floor te be devoted
entirely to the office staff and other com-
pany business, while ‘the offices of the
upper floor will be rented in the usual
way. It is expected that everything will
be arranged for a changewof headquarters
by the month of February.

To Victoria business men, however, the
announcement of the company’s decision
to go in for the exploitation of gas for
domestic purposes should be of the -ut-
most interest. - With the expenditure
necessary for the construction of new
oftices the sum of $58.000 has been ap-
propriated by the directors for the exten-
sion of the gas mains within the city
This provides for the laying of
twelve miles of pipe, and the work will
be undertaken as soon as the best system
of carrying out the groject has been
agreed upon. All the business and most
thickly populated sections will be provid-
ed with gas connection, and nothing will
be omitted in the effort to impress the
citizens with the value of gas for heat-
ing, cooking and other -domestic uses.
The improvements contemplated by the
company, including the expenditure of the
$58,000 referred to, will reach a total of
more than $63.000. This money will all
be spent in Vietoria, the necessary ma-
terial being procured here and local labor
being given the preference in every in-
stance. ”

Provision has been made in the plans
for the new building for a demonstrating
apartment. The different methods of
utilizing gas and electricity in business
and in the home will be shown visitors
by a lady expert, employed for the pur-
pose. Then there is to be a show room
where stoves, heaters and ranges will be
In addition there will be
-a_large and comfortable waiting room.
All will be fitted up in the most elabor-
ate manner, the fixtures being as finely
finished as those of the most modern
buildings of the Pacific coast.

Another contemplated change is that of
the terminus of the Fort and Esquimalt
lines. - It is expected that this will be
altered from its present location on the
corner of Government and Yates streft
‘to the corner of the former and Fort
street. In order to do this it will be ne-
cessary fo construct a” double track for
some distance along the Esquimalt line,
a work which will commence in the early
spring,

Canadian Trade Commissiomer Uives
Iv erview in Winnipeg Relative to
Business With Australia,

r(f'rom Wednesday's Daily.)
J. 8. Larke, Canadian trade commis-

Victoria to-morrow and will attend the
monthly meeting of the local board of
trade in the evening. Mr. Larke on his
arrival here from Australia promised the
officers of the board of trade that on his
return he would endeavor to deliver an
address before them. It is therefore ex-
pected that he will speak at.to-morrow’s
meeting of the board.

who deals with trade affairs in a most
able manner, .

nipeg, Mr. Larke said: I have been in
Canada for four months on vacation,
and have been doing very hard work
during almost the entire period. I have
met boards ef trade in every important

ver to Halifax, and have discussed the
question of trade between Australia and
the Dominion in all its phases.

“Of Manitoba products there is de-
‘mand in Australia for oats and barley,
and i.t appears very probable that an ex-
tensive business in malt may spring wup.
The Northwestern flour mill companies
already have their agents in the country,
and there-is in consequence very little
that I can do for them. A considerable
quantity of Canadian flour is sold there,
although a high tariff is in force against
it. We are hoping to have a preferential
trade arrangement carrieqd throngh, and
under such a plan Canadian flour would
be admitted either without duty or at a
very low one. We had hoped that the
premier might arrange to make the trip
with a view to the deepening of the feel-
ing in favor of closer trade relations, and
we ghall expect that one of the ministers
will go to that country with this object
in view.

“We are very anxious at the present
time to have a line of steamers running
from the Eastern ports of Canada to
Australia—that is, from Montreal in
summer and from some port in the Mari-
time provinces in winter. No -large
amount of Eastern freight svill ever be
shipped across the continent to Vancou-
ver and reshipped by steamer from there.
These goods are now being carried from
New York andvother BEastern ports.”

“There  is «already freight business
enough to warrant such a line of
steamers,” suggested the reporter.

“The shipments of paper alone
be sufficiént,” replied Mr. Larke.
have no wood pulp in Australia, and if
we had the wood we have no water
power to manufacture it, and no ade-
quate supply of water for the mecessary
manufacturing operations. All this pa-
per must be imported, and Canada ought
to supply am increasing quantity of it.
Then there are all the other lines of mer-
chandise. A steamship company oper-
ating between Montreal and Sydney
would make money from the beginning,
but the companies appear to be looking
for subsidies rather than for business.”

“How are conditions in Australia at
the present time?”’ asked the reporter.

“My last advices state that a year of
drought was much feared. The drought
may have been broken since my last
advice, but at the time of writing my
informant stated -that there was great
danger of the loss of the wheat and other
grain. The sheep and . the cattle are
safe,. but the wheat is undoubtedly in
danger. During the last year or two
conditions have improved in the country.
The harvest of 1903-1904 was the largest
ever grown, and that of 1904-1905 was
also good. »

“The season of 1902-1903 was exceed-
ingly disastrous. In that year the coun-
try imported $13,000,000 worth of bread-
stuffs. Of this Canada supplied $600,-
000, and it should have supplied $6,000,-
000. The difficultys was that Canada
could not get the ships. ‘We had the
goods, but could not make the shipments.
We ought to have sent ten times the
amount which we actually did send.”

“What specjal classes of goods can
(Canada hope to send permanently to the
sister colony?”

“In the first place, fish,”” replied Mr.
Larke, “chiefly salmon. We can also
send mackerel and herring if properly
prepared, codfish and lobsters. We send
plaster of paris, paper-and various man-
ufactured articles, such as mil machin-
ery and machinery for varicus manufac-
turing establishments.”

“How is it that this class of goods is
not manufactured in Australia?”

“The market in Australia is too dimited
to warrant their manufacture,” was the
reply. “The industrial troubles have
also served to prevent the development
of manufactures. The government of
Australia is endéavoring to legislate be-
tween capital and laber; and so far it
has not succeeded.”

It js now eleven years since Mr, Larke
left the Dominion, and during that time
the trade with Australia has increased
tenfold, according to the returns of the
department. In these returns are in-
cluded only the business done directly be-
tween the two countries. A large
amount of trade is done, however,
through New York and London, the ex-
act dimensions of which are net known.
The Dominion is just entering upon its
era of foreign trade. The question is
almost wholly vne of transportation, and
the ships for carriage have yet to be pro-
vided, if large increases are to bhe made.
A second great desideratum is a mercan-
tile company with sufficient capital to
buy the products of the smaller manufac-
_turing plants and sell the goods in Aus-
tralin. These factories are too small to
send men so far on their own account,
but a large corporation could handle the
business successfully to the great ad-
vantagegof all parties concerned.

“Phere is no possibility that the city
of Winnipeg could ever be particularly
interested in Australian trade,” said the
reporter,

“You can never tell,” said the commis-
sioner. “You do noet know what you can
do. It is now supposed that the time
will come when a very econsiderable
kamount of manufacturing will be done
in Winnipeg. It cannot be dome just

now, because wages are too high. But
present conditions ought not always to
prevail. Your food ought to be cheap in
Winnipeg. . You have the grain, the cat-
tle, and you will soon have the dairy
products. The time ought to come when
life in Winuipeg will be -as inexpeasive
as anywhere in Canada. Just as soon
as this begins to occur, various classes
of manufacturing will begin, and you
will be in the market with your goods
for sale. The time will come when your
furs will be manufactured here, and
there are some classes of fur goods
which are sold in Australia. You will
also need cheap power for your factories,
and I have learned that facilities -are
now being provided for a supply of elec-
trical power at a reasonable price.”

During the day Mr. Larke spent some
time with-Commissioner of Immigration
J. Obed Smith, securing information re-
garding the sunccess of the
farmers who came to Canada. The
change to Canada was a very great one,
and Mr. Larke was anxious to learn re-
garding the progress made by the Aus-
tralians in Canada.

FISHERY COMMISSION.

Preliminary Meeting Was Held To-Day
—Herring Expert Arrives on
Coast,

Prof. E. A. Prince, - B. A., commds
sioner and general inspector of fisheries
under the Dominion government, arrived
in the city last evening to attend the
meetings of the fishery commission, of
which he is chairman.

To-day a private meeting was held to
transact some business preliptinary to
the joint meeting with the Washington
state commission in Seattle and the
future sittings for taking evidence. All
the members were present at to-day’s
gitting with the exception of R. Hall,
M. P. P, of this city, who was too ill
to be in attendance. There were in ad-
dition to Prof. Prince . the following:
Campbell Sweeney, Vancourer; J. C.
Brown, New Westminster; J. P. Bab-
cock, fishery commissioner for British
Columbia; Rev. H. @. Taylor, of Wel-
lington; and the secretary, Chas. H. Mec-
Intosh.

Preliminary reports were received
from {wo sub-committeey appointed at
the previous meeting. One of these dealt
with the herring fisheries on the coast,
and the other had vreference to the
Fraser river fisheries.

There will be another meeting of the
commission to-morrow, and in the even-
img the members leave for Seaftle to
meet with the Washington commission
and diseuss with.them the question of
joimt arrangements for the preservation
of the fishing industry.

Prof. Prince, speaking of the arrival
of J. J. Cowie, the Scottish expert, at
Nanaimo, says that the results should
e to greatly improve the curing of the
Pacific coast fish. Mr. Cowie, he says,
selected his very best assistants to ac-
company him, and in addition to these
he has also brought a trained cooper.
The Scottish ywomen who came out with
Mr. Cowie are Misses Campbell, Wood
and Gault. i

British Columbia Fruit Has Been Taken
From Bavarian to Be Sent By

LOGGER’S DEATH.

Heroiec Action on Part of Louis Opheim
in Lumber Camp.

The death of L.ouis Larsen Opheim
from tetanus, on Saturday last, reealls
a story of rare heroism. Opheim was
a Swedish logger, who was operating
with a partner on Frederick Arm, on
the 25th of last month, when a log
which they were rolling down a hill,
“crushed the legs of the two men against
another log. Opheim’s foot was caught
and pinned, but his partner, Lundren,
had his leg erushed to the knee. Opheim
pluckily pulled out his foot, breaking the
ankle and tearing off the heel as he did
s0. In this manner he dragged along to
where his companion was and released
him. It was found when they were
brought down to the city three days
later that Lundren’s leg was crushed to
a pulp, and it had to be amputated
above the knee. Opheim’s foot, though
badly torn and sprained was not con-
sidered to-be so serious a case, but a
few days later lockjaw set in, and by a
strange fatality while the worst injured
man is still living his rescuer is dead.
Opheim was a fine specimen of man-
hood, and was 27 years of age.—Vancou-
ver News-Advertiser.

NOT SATISFIED
WITH JAP POLICY

BRITISH SUBJECTS IN
KOREA ARE DISAPPOINTED

Passengers Who Arrived on Empress of
China— Situation on Sakhalien
Island.

Rev. Mr. Grierson, a Presbyterian
missionary returning from Korea, was
a passenger from the Orient on the
stenmship Empress of China Tuesday
evening. He is accompanied by his wife
and two children, and was obliged to
leave Korea becfiuse of the changes in-
troduced by the Japanese since the war
ended. Rev. Mr. Grierson in the short
time at the mnewspapermen’s disposal
aboard -the ship was unable to explain
the situation, as it now exists in Korea,
but said he intended at the earliest op-
portunity to inform Canadians of what
it is. In a word he says he and all Bri-
tish residents in Korea hhve been' great-
ly disappointed with the Japanese.

Rev. Mr. Grierson was stafioned at
Wonson in the north of Korea, He re-
ports that the Japanese are adopting a
very crude policy in the country, and he
thinks that the Tokio authorities will
goon discover their mistake, The Jups
are applying harsh measures, and in-
flicting wrongs, for which there is no
excuse.

C. Cottier, inspector in the navy de-
partment of the British government, was
another of the passengers aboard the
Empress. Mr. Cottier is returning from
a three-years’ stay in Hongkong, where
he was sent by the government and at-
tached to the large navy yard maintain-
ed at that place. Mr. Cottier’s duty was
mainly to inspect the ship, and ial-
ly the warships which were stationed
there, an increased number of which were
made necessary on account of Russian-
Japanese war. He goes direct to Lon-
don where he makes his report to the
officials after which he will proceed ‘to
Portsmouth where he will be stationed
in future.

In conversation during the few
minutes that the Empress was in port
Mr. Cottier said:

“I was sent to Hongkong about three
years ago, at which place I have bheen
stationed almost continuously. I was
there as inspector, and- we were kept
pretty busy owing to the large number
of vessels which the government main-
tained in and out of that point. The
end of the war has decreased the work
there -at least seventy-five per cent.
There were six of the warships ordered
away from there just before I started
baek. There were still six cruisers
there, however, but in all probability
they will be ordered to other points be-
fore long. The Hongkong navy yard
was a most important point during the
recent war, and a large force was main-
tained there.”

Mr. Cottier said that the voyage from
Hongkong was uneventful, except that
some heavy seas were struck, which
made nearly all the ladies on board very
seasick. He said he was glad to return.

Among other saloon passengers on
board the Empress of China were Dr.
Diehl, surgeon in the TUnited States
navy; W. I. Crow, a well-known silk
merchant of New York city, who has
been abroad for the past six mwonths; 8.
Yamanaka and party of several Japanese
merchants, who are in this country to
purchase goods; Dr. G..N. Lewis, wlo
has been in Manila for some time; E.
H. Low, a civil engineer; Capt. Mid-
ford, of ohe of the prominent steamship
companies, who is enjoying a few
months’ recreation abroad.

Advices by the Empress gpeak in al-
most pitiful terms of the state of affairs
in southern Sakhalien. The Ruseian set-
tlers have all evacuated the region, but
there are no Japanese to take their
place. The farm houses lie uninhabited
except “by ownerless cattle, horses and
poultry, which seem to await the arrival
of human beings to tend them, and the
crops stand half reaped in the fields.
Many Japanese subjects had proceeded
to the island, vut their eyes were origin-
ally fixed on the opportunities offering
in the northera regions, and now that the
island has been partitioned, they see no
temptation to remaln, and are flocking
back to Japan before the winter sets in,
Haseba Junko, a member of the diet,
who visited Korsakoff recently and has
just returned to Japan, complaing bitter-
ly of the unsympathetic demeanour of
the civil officials, and says that, so far
from meeting with any assistance from
them, it was with no_little difficulty that
he succeeded in obtaining a small space
of land fo pitch a tent. It is prebable
that- large indubtements will have to be
offered to settlers who are not fishermen.

The Nichi Nichi Shimbun. says that
possibly the Japanese troops may not be
withdrawn from northern Sakhalien be-
fore next summer. The thermometer at
night already falls to 11 degrees F., and
the mountains are covered with snow,
while the weather is so inclement that
the embarkation of troops is quite out
of the question. An idea was enterain-
ed that the forces might be moved across
to Terpenia (Patience) Bay and there
put on board ship, but this project has
had te be abandoned, and as southera
Sakhalien offers no means of supporting
or housing several thousands of soldiers,
the only course at present apparent is to
keep the men where they are until next
summer,

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I MASS MEETING
ELD IN LONDON

TO OFFER UP THANKS
FOR CENTENARY FUND

Raised Among Supporters of Bible So-
ciety—Interesting Address By Sec.
retary Welsh Last Evening.

X (From Tuesday’s Daily.)

To-day at Albert hall, London, Eng-
land, a union Thanksgiving gervice is be-
ing held as an expression of the grati-
tude of all Christian denominations - in
the success achieved by the Bible Society
in raising a centenary fund approximat-
ing $1,800,000. It 1s being attended by
the leading clergy and speakers,from all
parts of the world. This announcement
was made last evening by the Rev. R. E.
Welsh, M. A., secretary of the Canadian
Bible Society, in his address at the First
Presbyterian church on the work of«that
organization. Although- the crowd gath-
ered to hear his remarks was nof large
it was attentive and appreciative his
description of the growth of the society
in China and other: ecountries, which have
not yet felt the influence of civilization to
a great extent, and his outline of the
work in Canada and proposed changes
were followed with evident interest.

Before the general meeting the Rev.
Mr.”Welsh conferred with the executive
of the Victoria branch of the Bible So-
ciety delivering a few remarks which
dealt almost entirely with the new policy
that had been adopted by the Canadian
society. This, he explained in a concise,
clear manmer, making all the details and
the advantages hoped for as a result of
the alterations perfectly apparent to all
present, The changes, it was pointed

out, would mean the complete reorgan-*

ization of the association in the Domin-
ion.  Under the conditions of the old sys-
tem all moneys raised in this country
were sent direct to the 'parent society,
and the officials ‘at headquarters made
grants from the general fund towards
the Canadian work as required. Such a
method, Rev. Mr. Welsh affirmed, could
never be safisfactory to those concerned
so that it was intended that hereafter
the Canadian work should be maintained
by Canadian money, and that whatever
was left over at the end of every year
would be forwarded to headquarterg in
support of the Bible Society work
throughout the world.

Continuing, the speaker explained that
Canada was divided into five districts
by the Bible Society in order to simplify
the work. They were the Maritime
Provinces, Quebec, Western Ontario,
Manitoba and Saskatchewan, Alberta
and British Columbia. For each of
these it was expected that a district
travelling secretary, whose duties would
be to go among the people and stir up
interest in the movement as well as to
organize, would be appointed. His visit
to the coast, he said, was primarily for
the purpose of discovering fhe feeling
throughout Alberta and British Colum-
bia regarding the proposed installation of
a secretary. It was the desire of eastern
officials to ascertain whetier the branches
of the organization in this western see-
tion felt able to meet the expense in-
volved in the establishment of such an
office.. This was the muatter upon which
he wished an expression of opinion, and
he invited remarks along that line from
all present before taking his seat.

A general discussion followed, the con-
censuyg of opinion appearing to be that
if the right man were selectéd the re-
sults of his work would in a very short
time more than cover his remuneration.
However, no definite decision was reach-
ed, and it is not probable that a secre-
tary will be sent to Alberta and British
Columbia within a year.

Immediately afterwards the general
meeting referred to was held President
Shakespeare occupying the chair. Among
thbse present were His Lordship Bishop
Perrin, Archdeacon Scriven and Rev. T.
W. Gladstone. After the usuat prelim-
inaries Rev. Mr. Welsh was introduced
and proceeded to give a most interesting
bird’s-eye view of the worldwide work
undertaken by the Bible Society. Con-
sidering the brief space of time at his
disposal he succeeded admirably in
bringing before his hearers a clear under-
standing of its objects and the methods
adopted in their accomplishment.

In illustrating the character of the
society’s work and the indomintable pur-
pose of its suppcrters he told a story of
an Irish contractor who had constructed
a wall considerably broader tham it was
high. When asked why he had adopted
such a peculiar style of architecture he
had replied, with characteristic wit, that
he had decided upon the plan so that
should the wall be knocked over it would
be even higher than originally. It was
the same, the speaker said, with the
Bible Society work. Many setbacks and
discouragements has been met with from
time to time—and he instanced that of
the boxer rising in China—but the asso-
s#ation had always risen from the ashes
wrto great and more glorious success than
had ever previously been achieved.

Speaking of the society’s progress he
referred to . .the successful raising of
about $1,300,000 last year to mark the
centenary of the association’s inception.
He stated that to-day would witness the
gathering together at the world’s metro-
polis, Loondon, England, of one of the
most influential bodes of Christian work-
ers ever congregated within one building
in order to offer up thanksgiving to the
Almighty God for the mercies of the past
one hundred years. The leading clergy
of all denominations would be present
together with the best religious speakers
from different parts of the world,

- Rev. Mr. Welsh concluded his address
with a few appropriate words expressing
his appreciation of the hospitable treat-
ment accorded him during his all too
brief stay in Viectoria.

—The mission board of the W. C. T.

Miss Lothian, Who Was Belieyed to
Have Been Murdered, Is Visiting
at Rochester,

Rochester, N. Y., Nov. 6.—Although
the police of Toronto were said to have
identified the woman who was murdered
at Hamilton, Ont., as Miss' Lothian, a
wealthy young womamn of Denver, Col.,
Miss Lothian is alive and well in this
city, and tells the police she is unable
to account for the mistake.

Miss Lothian cannot account for the
rumors, she has never been in Toronto.

SOAP AND BIRDS FOUND.
James Bates Arrested, -Charged With
Committing Two Robberies in
This City.

The arrest of James Bates this morning
by Sergeant Hawton, charged with steal-
ing a number of carrier pigeons and about
$100 worth of soap, is" the culmination of
some good work on the part of the police.

About two months ago several very fine
carrier pigeons were stolen from a young
man named Roskamp, living on Oswego
street. These pigeons were to be taken to
the Dominion exhibition at New Westmins-
ter, and the theft was quite a loss ‘to Mr.
Roskamp. The police have been on the
look-out for these pigeons ever since the
robbery.

Last Saturday night the soap works of
Pendray & Company, on Humboldt street,
were broken into, and about $100 worth of
their very finest toilet soaps were taken.
Entrance was gained by crawling up a
chute at the back and cutting out a pane
of glass.

James Bates has been employed by Pen-
dray & Company for some time, and has
always borne a good reputation. He was
not suspected of committing the roboery.

Monday the police secured a search war-
rant to search a loft at young Bates’ home,
as they had good reasons te believe that
he had the stolen pigeons. Sergeant Haw-
ton went out to serve the warrant. He
found all but two of the stolen pigeons,
and in continuing the search he looked
under the house and was surprised there
to find a large amount of toilet soap, which
he immediately recognized as being some
stolen from Pendray & Company on Satur-
day night.

Then young Bates admitted that he.com-
mitted the robberies.

NOT VERY HEAVY

CLAIMS ARE BEING
QUICKLY ADJUSTED

Damage to Rolling Stock in Freight
‘l‘rah Wreck Will Be About Two
Thousand Dollars.

The Canadian Pacific Railway Com-
pany has almost completed the adjusting
of the claims for damage in connection
with the freight train wreck near Par-
son’s Bridge on Saturday evening.

J. Jones, of Vancouver, the -freight
claims agent of the Pacific division, is in
the city, and has the work well advanced.
He expects to have it completely adjust-
ed in a day or two longer at the outside.

All the freight which was concerned in
the wreck has been brought into the city,
and that which is undamaged is being
turned over to the consignees as fast as
possible.. Mr. Jones says the loss is not
heavy, being confined largely to the car
of coal oil, which naturally was more
easily damaged than any other class of
goods in the train. He says further that
therd has been mno trouble’ whatever in
adjusting the claims. The consignees
have accepted al Ithe undamaged goods,
and are being paid in full for all which
were destroyed or damaged.

Rapid progress has been made, and all
will soon be completed.

While all haste has been made to get
the merchandise into the city and the
claims adjusted, there has likewise been
no loss of time in removing the damaged
rolling stock. A heavy wrecking derrick
has been brought over from Vancouver,
and with a capable gang at work it is ex-
pected ‘that all-the debris will be removed
by to-morrow.

The loss in connection with the rolling
stock is estimated at $2,000. Superin-
tendent Goodfellow says that the trucks
and iron work will nearly all be of use
again, and some of the car frames are
not ‘badly damaged.

It will all be removed to the car shops
at Wellington, where disposition will be
made of all that is found to be of use in
the reconstructed cars.

'GUN. LICENSE WILL

BE RECOMMERDED

Mainland Farmers Favor That Pro-
posal and Want Other Changes
in Gan_ie Act.

A meeting of special importance, and
one that may influence the government
in the-consideration of the recommenda-
tion for the imposition of a lcense upon
all hunters ‘in ~ British Columbia, was
4eld on Thursdey last-at Laduners. Be-
sides a’ resolution in favor of that pro-
posal, it was. also decided that an effort
should. be made -to--have the season for
duck and* goose hunting shortened ' to
Some extent.

A. Bryan Williams, provincial game
warden, gives the following interesting
account of the proceedings of this gath-
ering in a communication to J.. Mus-
grave, secretary of the local fish and
game club:

“There were in the neighborhood of
fifty people present, including a  good
many farmers, amongst the latter being
Mr. Kirkland . and Dr. Wilson, two. of
the most prominent. Everybody down
there said it was by far the best meet-
ing of any kind that had been held in
Ladners for some time, and that it show-
ed the amount of interest mow being
taken in the protection of game, and I
was also told hy many that this is the
result of my being able, by means of
fonds subscribed in Vancogver, to have
paid wardens: in that and other. places
for the past two months. There has
never been any year before when there
was so little shooting of pheasants be-
fore the opening of the season and so
little damage done to farmers by people
from towns.

“The resolutions passed follow:

“l. That a gun tax be imposed. Car-
ried Wnanimously.

“2.. That a tax of $50 be imposed on
all persons dealing in game, Carried by
a vote of 23 to 16. (Some did not vote

at all on this or the majority would

have been greater.)

“3. That the season for ducks -be
changed from the present time to Octo-
ber 1st*to February 1st. Carried unan-
imously, ;

“4.That there  be a close season for
geese and brant the same as for ducks.
Carried unanimously.

“The ionly motion that was contested
at all was the second. It was argued
that if this‘became law it would be ‘the
sanmie thing as stopping the sale of ducks
altogether, as noboly could pay $50 to
be allowed to sell 250 ducks. It was
suggested that everybody who . chose
could be sold 250 government tags, each
to be numbered, and that each duck sold
had to haye a tag on. By this means the
limit could be enforced in' the case of
market hunters.

“I did not take part‘in any of the ‘dis-
cussions and only answered the ques-
tions asked me, and said a few words
to the effect that I hoped that the meet-
ing would be the forerunner of others,
and' that. they-would continue to take an
active interest in the game laws.

“Mr. Chaldecott made a couple of short
speeches, first of all -supporting the
game-dealers’ tax and quoting statistics
to show that the majority of game killed
in the United States was killed by mar-
ket hunters, and that stopping market
hunters made a big difference in the
game killed. He also made a short
speech about the money" subseribed in
Vancouver and explained that it - was
used to protect the farmers from the
undesirable class of shooter froh town
and was not subseribed to keep the
farmers from shooting so that the people
from town could have the benefit,

“ Dr. Wilson, one ‘of the principal
farmers of the district, made a short
speech to the effect that he was in faver
of the farmers themselves paying the li-
cense, as he was of the opinion that they
would get the most henefit from it and
that the license would save them a lot
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of trouble seeing that their cows and
chickens were not shot.

“Nobody had a word to say against the
farmers paying the tax.

“There was a good deal of talk about
the amount of damage or good that the
pheasants did, and it was agreed that
even if they did a little damage that they
did more good by the number of cut-
worms and grasshoppers they destroyed.

“W. Ladner, who was in the chair,
has expresed his intention of bringing up
these resolutions at the convention of
mubicipalities that is to be held at Kam-
loops.”

It is Mr. Musgrave’s intention to bring
these matters up for consideration at the
next meeting of the Fish and Game
Club.

GOOD IMMIGRATION WORK.

Methodist Superintendent of Missions
Doing Excellenf Work For
This District,

Rev. J. H. White, superintendent of
missions for the Methodist church in
British Columbia, has given an example
in a letter to the demominational organ,
the Christian Guardian, of Toronto, of
what clergymen in his posifion can do
to assist in securing immigration to Bri-
tish Columbia. Writing from New
Westminster, Mr, White says:

“Methodism in British Columbia has
been greatly strengthened during the
past two or three years by the coming of
many familiee from Eastern Canada,
and especially from Manitoba and the
Nonthwest. By far the larger number
‘have come to the Okanagan and contigu-
ous valleyg in the interior, and to Chilli-
wack and other points in the Fraser val-
ley at the coast. These portions of the
province are the best knmown and mosf
widely advertised. - New arrivals have
had little difficulty in securing homes
which suited them, and in many cases
properties purchased only a short time
ago have greatly increased in value. The
people themselves are generally well
pleased with the country, and have been
a great blessing to the communities in
whic¢h they have settled:

“Permit me to call the attention of in-
tending Methodist settlers to several dis-
tricts which are perhaps not as well
known, but which offer quite as many
attractions in the way of climate, soil,
and products as the most favored por-
tions of the province, and where the com-
ing of a few good families wouldi greatly
advanice our own church and further the
cause of God. I refer particularly to
Saanich and Cowichan districts, on Van-
couver Island, and to Salt Spring, a large
island in the vicinity. These districts
have all been settléd sparsely for years;
they have churches and schools built and
in operation; all are within a few miles
of Victoria; have a daily mail service by
train or steamboat, and were among the
first fields occupied by our missionaries,
The climate is mild, resembling that of
the south of England, being tempered
both in snmmer and winter by the close
proximity of the sea; the soil is especial-
ly adapted to: fruit growing, even
peaches, grapes and tomartoes doing well,
while apples, pears, prunes, plums, cher-
ries, and smaller fruits are produced in
great perfections Dairying is carried on
with great suqpess, several creameries
being established, and the product being
of the best. Penltry and sheep maising,
as well as mixed-farming, always give
splendid resuits, ~while uvoe -scenery is
among the finesf in the world,

Seftlement hag been retarded in vari-
ous ways. To begin with, the agricul-
tural population of British Columbia has
always beem small; the land, much of it,
is, somewhat heavily timbered, and peo-
ple are omly beginming to realize its
value; a considerable portion has been
within the railway belt, and has not been
open to settlement. -Even under these
circumstances, population has increased,
and at this moment attention is being at-
tracted, and there is an unwonted stir
throughout . this entire region.

Personally I know of no more delight-
ful 'portion -of the province, or one in
which I would rather make my home.
But it is particularly from the standpoint
of the church that I write. Several of
our mission fields are nearing self-sup-
port, and the coming in of a few good
families would mean immediate and
rapid advance. Should this meet the eye
of any who desire a beautiful home, with
an unusual opportunity to make life tell
in building up- the kingdom of God, let
him write to any of our missionaries:
Rev. R. B. Laidley, Sidney, B. C.; Reyv.
T. H. Wright, Duncan, B. C.: or Rev.
J. W. Miller, B. A., South Salt Spring,
B. O, who will be glad fo give informa-
tion and to assist him in finding the
location he desires.”

ANOTHER PIONEER
PASSED AWAY YESTERDAY

James Orr, Well Known Resident of
the Province, Died at Age
of 81,

The death of James Orr, one of the
pioneers of this, province, occurred at the
St. Joseph’s hospital Monday. The de-
cased had reached?the advanced age of
81 years. Up to a very.few weeks ago,
in spite of his advanced years, he was a
familiar figure, Entering the govern-
ment employ at the parliament buildings
in 1901 he remained until 1903, when, on
account of his. advaneed years, it.was
considered becoming that he should re-
tire upon a superannuation allowance.

He retained all his faculties up to the
last, his memory of events and ability to
recognize all friends remaining with him.
Having travelled over nearly every part
of the province he was acquainted with
all the older residents. and had a general
knowledge of every part of British Col-
umbia.

He was a native of Liverpool, England.
In early life he went to the Isle of Man,
where he spent several years. When
only ten years of age he came to America
with his father, the voyage being made
by the old sailing ships of those days
and occupying eight weeks’ time. After
hving in Ohio for a time the family
moved to Stratford, Ont., where Mr:
Orr later entered into business.

In 1858 Mr. Orr decided to come to
British Columbia. He came by way of
Panama and up the west Coast of Am,
erica. For several months he remained
in California, and coming on to this pro-
vince epgaged  in mining. From that
tilne on Mr. Orr lived at various points
in British Columbia. From 1863 to 1865
he was a member of the legislative coun-
cil, representing Cariboo East. Later,
from 1882 to 1890, he was a member of
the provincial legislature, sitting - for
New Westminster constituency.

The mayor was authorized
to sign the contract with Mr. Rockett at
the original figure, or in default of the
contractor doirg this new tenders would
be called for.

The chief engineer of the public works
at Ottawa telegraphed permission to
proceed with the construction of the
Rock Bay bridge, provided the span was
not interefered with.

The communication was received and
filed.

Thos. R. Rockett, contractor for the
Rock Bay bridge, wrote objecting that
the delay in proceeding with the bridge
made it necessary to ask for an addi-
tional sum for the carrying ount of it.
There woould not be the advantage of a
low tide now as there would have been
at the time the contract was fet. He
asked $170 additional, but pointed out
that the city would really be the gainer
as the piles cut at this time of the year
would last longer than if cut in the sum-
mer.

After comparing. the other tenders Ald.
Fell proposed that the mayor be instruct-
ed to award the contract to either Mr.

Rockett or Mr. Kpott, whichever was

found the lower.

Ald. Stewart was surprised that the
contractor ' asked only $170 more than
the original tender as it was worth a
good deal more to carry out fhe work
now than with the low tides of June.
He moveqd the tender be awarded at the
$170 additional.

Ald. Hanna moved an amendment,
that if Mr. Rockett did not sign the
agreement at the original award new
tenders should be called for. Ald. Hanna
said he did not think the sum of $170
asked for exorbitant. He made the mo-
tion because of the principle involved.

LONG RANGE SHOOTING
T0 BE HELD TO-MORROW

Providing Conditions Are Favorable-
R. G. A. Efficiency Will Be Tested
—The Arrangements.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

'If the boom of cannon should disturb
Victoria business men while engaged in
their usual mercantile pursumits to-mor-
row, or, if a noise resembling that of a
heavy nayal bombardment should shake
the stoufest buildings of the city in its
reverberations, there will be no ocecasion
for alarm. . The engagement—an imagin-
ary one with a target to represent the in-
vading fleet and the guns of Rodd Hill
fort, constituting the defence—will be in,
progress during the afternoon, providing
the' weather is clear and nothing more
than a light wind prevails. If these con-
ditions do not obtain to-morrow, 'the
event will be postponed’ until the follow-
ing day, but it it hoped by the officials
in charge that all necessary requirements
will be secured sometime' this week. Pre-
parations for the occasion have been in
progress for some weeks, and it Will be
the first test in long range shootitig given
the R. G. A., now stationed at Esquimalt,
for many months. 3

The method to be adopted is one of ex-
ceptional interest. In the first ‘place the
construction of a special target of pe-
culiar formation was necessary. This is
in the form of a triangle made to repre-
sent, as nearly as possible, a small ves-
sel. It will be placed somewhere off Al-
bert Head in plain view of the Rodd Hill
fortress, the distance between the two
points being approximately fcur miles,
In order to make the target clear‘'to the
gun-layers, a strip of white canvas has
been placed across each side.

As this is the first trial of its kind,
considerable interest centres in the re-
sults, not only among the officers and men
stationed at Esquimalt, but among the
militiamen and civilians interested in
military matters. The guns of the for-
tress ‘mentioned are of six-inch calibre,

the effective range of which is offieially’

fixed ‘at little more than four miles, al-
though it might be possible, in case of
necessity, to increase that to a consider-
ahle extent. The test, therefore, may be
taken to be at the full range of the guus
of the fort. which well severely test the
marksmanship and general efficiency of
the teams.

‘When the shooting takes plact Victori-
ans may obtain a good view from Macau-
lay Point, or somewhere in that neighbor-
hood.

- This bag, final-
ly, was tied round the widew's neck, and
hung on her back for two years, during
which period she was the slave of her
nearest -of kin. 'The

Etiquette required the prelimin-
ary gift, to each Indian, of several inches
of twist tobacco. I crossed the yard to
get that article at the store, and was
there detainéd opening a package. Mean-
while, unknown to me, another band—
Beaver Indians—rounding a mnear point
in the lake, had land<d, and entered the
room, from which a noise, as of dancing
reached my ears as I recrossed the yard.
The two bands were deadly epemies, dnd
were mingling in fight, when I entered.
This fact and the going in of the second
party without invitation, enraged me be-
yond control, and I hardly knew what
I did, but it appears that, with shouts
and mad effort, after seizing and throw-
ing most of their weapons, bows, arrows
and knives into the fire, a lane was made
between the combatants. One of my
hands was cut to the bone, through
grasping, by the blade, a knife about to
‘be plunged into the neck of an opponent.

With the completion of the new %Yoat,
Mr. Falconer took passage on her, and
made the trip to Dawson. Hege he de-
cided to give up the trade which he had
followed so long, and with the gold fever
burning in him he becpme a prospector.
Here is the story of the rest of his
travels in Mr. Falconer’s own words:

“When I got to Dawson.I thought
that it was a good time to do a little
| prospecting on my own hook. I stayed
in town a couple of months, and them
started up to the ereeks. The next three
years L followed the miner's life. Most
of my time was spent on Gold creek,
Hunker creek and Dominion oreek.
Some months I did well, others not so
good, but at the end of three years T

'To strengthen the waist rhuscles:

Girls suffer especially from weakness
of the waist muscles. Various causes
account for this condition—indoor .liv-
ing, lack of vigorous exercise, constant
sitting, and the use of the corsat are the
chief reasons.

The consequences of the weakness of
these muscles are most important and
alarming; many internal disorders are
due to this defect; the pelvic organs, the
kidneys, the liver, and ‘the bowels, all
suffer.

A simple exercise to strengthen these
waist muscles is to stand with 'the feet
close tougether, bend slowly forward,
without btending the knees, allowing
the arms to hang downward towafd the
floor; after going down as far as j
sible, raise. the body a few inches, and
then allow it to drop again toward the
floor. Finally, rise slowly to erect posi-
tion.

To develop the calf muscles nothing is
better than hill climbing; walking up-
stairs is also good, if it is done correct-
ly. A simple exercise for this purpose
is to rise on tip-toe, holding this posi-
tion a few seconds, then lowering the
body again. Do this alternately, now
with one foot, and then with the other,
and -finally with beth.

This not only develeps the muscles of
the calf, but also makes supple the
ankles and feet.- These poising exer-
cises may be done while standing be-
fore your toilet table in the morning.

STEAMERS FOR BRAZIL.

Report That Thirty Vessels "May Be
Built in Great Britain,

A London correspondent ;states that a
representative of the Brazilian carpora-
tion is in the Metropolis to arrange for
the construction of 30 steamers for the
Brazilian Lloyd.

This company enjoys a monopoly of
the Brazilian coasting trade, which is, of
course, confined to native- -owned vessels.
The . dock extensicn at Rio de Janeiro
has absorbed workshops and a dry dock
which belonged to the company, and the
compensation paid is the fund out of
which this fleet is to be built,

The boats are to range, from 600 to
2,500 tons gross. Most of thems will have
accommodation for passengers.

November 14th to 18th.

El Paso, Texas, Nov. 8.—4il plans are
well advanced for the meeting in El Paso
of the American mining congress, Novem-
ber 14th to 18th. A business men’s com-
mittee of 100 has been busy with the ar-
rangements for several months. Including
what has been spent already, the city of
El Paso will have spent $10,000 for the
congress by the opening day.

First, and most important, of course, are
the sessions of the congress itself. The
directors and officers of the congress have
planned the programme of the sessions so
that there shall be something of value to
everybody interested, directly or lmlirectlg,
in mines and mining. There will be some-
thing to interest the mine laborer and the
mine owner, promoter and capitalist, mer-
chant and engineer, prospector and In-
vestor.

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London, Oct 26.—“London w«ill‘ be
nice when it’s finished,” an American
visitor is reported to have said. And

we do not wonder at this remark when

applied to the Strand and district, which
during the summer months has beem in
a state of chaos. But gradually the
much talked of “improvements” are
nearing completion and the formal open-
ing of the new thoroughfare, Kingsway
and Aldwyeh, by the King this week, is
a big step.in this diréction. No less a
period seventy years ago was the ques-
tion of this Holborn-to-Strand avenue
first mooted, and the difficulties seemed
insuperable in the way of buildmg a
direct thoroughfare such as that which
has now been opened. The disappear-
ance of the tortuous lanes and byways
which formed an unsavory slum right in
the heart of the Strand district is not to
be regretted by any one. The cost has
been enormous, compensation to pro-
perty owners in the district forming the
greater part of it, but the spacious
buildings which will line the site will re-
pay to a great extent the owtlay. The
fact of the Kingsway being opened in
state by His Majesty shows the extent of
his interest in all that concerns the peo-
ple of London. Addresses from the
various corporations - of don were
presented to His Majesty at® different
points on the route, and the presence of
Queen Alexandra gave added zest to the
demonstration of loyalty from the tre-
mendous crowds that had assembled to
see their Majesties pass-to and from the
new thoroughfare.

The King’s Activity.

This "is a busy week with the King
and it is lucky that the clerk of the
weather has been in a paiticularly good
mood, sending cloudless skies and bril-
lKant sunshine for the various cere-
monies which His Majesty has been at-
tending. Not the least important of
these was the laying of the foundation
stone of the new post office, the site of
which is in the vicinity of Newgate
street. The Lord Mayor, sheriffs and
common councillors turned out in all
their civic splendor to welcome the King
to the dity, and awaited His Majesty’s
coming at Holborn Bars. The chief
méagistrate in 'his robe of purple velvet
trimmed with ermine, looked almost
regal, and behind him were the sword
and mace bearers and a big contingent
of municipal dignitaries. In accordance
with an old custom, on the arrival of
the King they surrendered to him the
great pearl sword which is their symbol
of authority. As is usual, however, it
was at once handed back and they pre-
ceded His Majesty to the scene of the
ceremony. Through the aequisition of
the telephone the need for further accom-
modation has become imperative with
the postal business increasing to such
an enormous extent. Lord Stanley in
his address to the King told a wonderful
story of its progress.

Visit of Parisians.

The members of the Paris municipal !

council have come over to visit London
and during the week have been the reci-
pients of the most flattering hospitality.
The King received them at Buckingham
Palace and they also visited and were
entertained at Windsor Castle,. Their
coming has forged another link in the
interchange of courtesies between the
two nations. The Paris councillors are
the guests of the London county council-
lors, and this visit is quite & municipal
entente. The Lord Mayor entertained
them to lancheon at the Mansion House
and they -have been distingnished guests
at the various important functions at
which His Majesty was present. Appar-
ently they are delighted wiith the hearti-
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ness of the welcome accorded to them
on all sides. This idea of the bringing
together of the municipal bodies of the
two cities is a very happy one. The
joining hands of the demeocracies will
knit the two nations. into closer union
and have a wide ‘influence in their joint
understanding one of the other. ;

Death of Irving.

The greatest tribute that the nation
could pay to Sir Henry Irving was to
alow his remains to be buried in West-
minster Abbey. He was laid close to
Garrick in the famous Poet's corner.
Hardly ever before has such a scene
been witnessed .as the funeral -of this
great aetor, who was = revered by the
world at large as much for his own-in-
trinsic worth as for his ‘wonderful
genius.  His sudden death . eomifg as
such a shock to - everyone, seemed, if
that were possible, to make his loss felt
all ‘the more keenly. ' If it were Irving’s
wish to die as he had lived—closely as-
socidted with his great art—we -cannot
regret that he got that desire and that he
pased ~away practically on. the stage
after portraying Bis favorite charaecter of
Becket. For some time past the great
actor had been showing signs not of
mental but of bodily decay, and those
who saw him perform during the last

few months have marvelled that he could

have stood the strain of the great im-
personation he gave. In the very part
of Becket, to which his death has given
an added touch of tragedy, he looked so
ethereal as to be almost spectral. -And
in the final scene when Becket dies, more
than one spectator is satd vo have felt a
thrill of terror lest not the semblance of
death but the reality ‘had come to the
great actor. From all parts of the earth
tributes are pouring in of love and ad-
miration for Irving both as a man and
an actor.

The Royal Tour.

The Prince and Princess of Wales left
amidst the loyal good wishes of thous-
ands of spectators for their long-planned
Indian tour. Both the ' Prince . and
Princess looked very well and departed
in apparently the best of spirits. But it
is. well known that Her Royal Highness,
who is a devoted mother, feels keenly
the prospect of so long a separation from
her children. During her say in Lon-
don, previous to her departure, she was
to be seen . constantly about, accom-

panied by her little ones. She spent |
several days in the West End shopping |

in the most informal manner, buying
presents for the children like any ordin-
ary fashionable lady. In the chocolate
department of one, of the big stores the
Princess and ber five children were
choosing sweets one afternoon, quite un-
recognized by the attenidants in the shop.
Not until they had left the establish-
ment did the attendants find they had
been waiting on the future Queen and
her children. Her Royal Highness had
also been taking them for informal
drives, ‘“doing” London in fact guite un-
recognized, few people realising that the
happy mother and children were the
Princess and her family.

Intérchange of Stamps.

AN ANCIENT BOOKMAN AND PIONEER

The international Sunday school lesson
for November 12th -is, ‘“Ezra’s Journey to
Jerusalem,” Ezra viil,, 21-32, The golden
text is, “The hand of our God is upon all
them that seek Him, for good.”

The literary president of the United
States, who hae shown how to' translate
the ideals of the library into the deeds of
the battlefield, forum and common
walks of life, is of the same type as an
ancient patriot who has won the title of
“‘the second founder of Israel.”” KEzra Wwas
a scholar. He loved books. He spent his
life among them and worked with them
and for them, with a passionate Interest
and devotion, incomprehensible to the un-
lettered. Doubtless many of the thrifty
business men among the Jews of Babylon
called him “Iimpractical,” and a dreamer;
their own vision had been so blurred by
devoilon to things material that they did
not percelve that It is only the dreamer
who Is always the saviour of Lne grubber.
The salt of every people’s life are the men
who care profoundly for the thitgs of the
fntellect, and whose devotion to truth and
hisiory is supreme.

L7 se Kzra was a bookman, the Jerusa-

nterprise was kept from going to
picces. What a power there Is in the
printed page to transform a life. It may
be only a single phrase that has come un-
expectedly before the éye of a sensitive
Yyouth, yet it is to him & visos of the pro-

mised 1and, and then he has no rest except
he follow that gleam. Omne of the most
distressing commentaries upon much of our
modern ‘‘society,” so-called, is that with
all its. wealth and leisure it does not take
time for worthy books. It buys big lib-
raries by wholesale, but they are mnever
touched except by the servants who dust
them. Wise old Paul’s injunction to young
Timothy ie¢ forever applicable, “Give heed
to reading.”

Narrowness and Effectiveness.

Like a red rag to a bull, thé spectacle

of a ‘“narrow’ man enrages the modern

man who is so “liberal” that he is will-
ing to give away all the fundamentals for
which his fathers fought, and whose only
attitude toward the universe is one of
tolerant genlallity. Of course there Is a
narrowness and an intolerance that are
incompatable with highest mental culture
and with #deals of Holy ‘Writ. But they
are no .more incompatable than the gelatin-
ous do-nothing-and-criticise-everything atti-
tude of others. Men who accomplish things
must have convietions. It took ploneers
of the Puritan stamp to establish a mew
country. It is the Ezra-like man, with a
tremendous passion for ‘one idea, who re-
habilitates a nation, and holds it steadfast
to i1ts best purposes.

The Threatened Monopoly.

In theatrical eircles the news that. a
new theatrical trust had been -establish-
ed in America . and. that - arrangements
have been completed for :the building of
eighteen first class theatres'in the. West-
ern States and Canada, ‘was heartily
welcomed, owing more especially to the
fact that the new houses will be “free”
theatres, where. visiting . companies  will
be their own .masters..  This enterprise
is of ‘the greatest importance to English
theatrical companieg _visiting America.
It means that there are now: two great
organizations in the United States for
them to choose from, whereas previously
they had perforce to tour under the aus-
pices of the original Frohman syndicate,
and the monopoly that placed all thecat-
rical affairs in America in the power of
one gigantic trust is at an end. Al-
though the Froham syndicate was very
liberal in its arrangements for contracts,
etc., yet the fact remained that they
were entire masters and companies had,
therefore, to do pretty well as they were
told. But a rival combination of equal
importance will considerably restrict
their powers of control.

The Fashions.

Distinctive touehes both eccentric and
daring are the-feature of the smart
gown of to-day. The note of originality
must be sounded whether it be in the
tying of a bow or the color of same, the
size or shape of a button, the trimming
of a collar. Bnt we must have some-
thing. that no -one else has—the some-
thing which is everything- and so very
difficult to find! Styles are so plain—
one could almost say severe—at the mo-
ment, that idiesyncracy of ornameénta-
tion must be introduced to save them
from being commonplace. The smart
Parisienne, of course, has no difficulty
in giving to a gown just the required
touch of novelty—her instinct guides her
in these matters.

Without Vision and Perishing.

Baek ‘n Jerusalem, to which three-quar-
ters of a century before a great host of
exiled Jews~had returned with rejoicing,
religious enthusiasts had died out. Spiritual
deadness obtained throughout the com-
munity. The enthusiasts had lost sight of
the star which had led them home to the
city of David. A similar coundition obtains
to-day, -when the city of Jernsalem and all
of Palestine, the birthplace.of the Chris-
tian religion, has become: a. mission field
for- Christtans in lands that were unknown
when the Gospel wae first promuigated.
In the day of Ezra conditions had grown
very bad at Jerusalem. The Jews, even
the priests, had intermarried with the sur-
rounding heathen, and, as always, laxity
of home iife meant, laxity in everything
else. Where the ideals of the family are
low, the ideals of religion are bound to be
even ' lower., The problem with the com-
munity was not one of ‘“tainted”’ money,
but one of ‘‘tainted’’ people. Thelr religion
itself had become tarnished.

Ezra saw it as his misslon to help his
compatriots to be true to type. He remem-
bered their past. In his life with the
books of Israel, he had caught a clear
vision of her auncient glory. False is the
proverb, “Happy is the mation that has no

history,” for in history are restraint  and
responsibility and inspiration. A past is a
plumb line for the present. Israel’s former
days, and the messages that had come to
her from of old, were finger-boards for
present duty. )

‘The reviyal.that Jerusalem needed, thils
Jerusalem that was perishing because it
had lost its vision, was a revival of the
law. It needed the sacred books with their
stimulus and restraint. Emotion = may
sweéep swarms. inte Jerusalem, but ounly
the word of God can keep them true atter
veaching there, The revival' that ie not
based on Holy Scripture, and which does
not exalt the inspired truth and make it a
part of the mew life of all comverts, can
only be a passing phaee.

Preparing for a March.

Preparation ‘time is the most important
time, though 'rare is the boy or the girl
who realiges this until too Iate. Ezra
made thorough spiritual preparation before
setting out om bis long three months’
journey through the desert to Jerusalem-—
® journey worse than anything the Ameri-
¢an pioneers In their storied pligrimage
ever knew. Teo carfy out this dream he
had to gecure permission from the King,
which Artsxorzes freely gave him. He
then issued & e¢all for volunteers—there are
no comseripts in God's army—and received
fifteen -hundred responees.

When all had ‘been made ready and the
desert was before them, they entered upon
a fast. Man’'s bést can only be done along
the line of God’s  plain previdence. The
‘“stralght way' ‘to success ls the way of
God’s will. Therefore, at Ahava the cara-
vén tarrfed for a prayer and coueecration
meeting.

Durlag the Torrey and Alexander meet-
inge in London, great use has been made
of a card, ‘“Get right with God.” The
same card has been circulated by thousands
throughout ‘America. It indicates the first
condition' of a religious revival, or of any
other divine blessing. A period of waiting
before God should precede every period of
working with men. The continental con-
gress significantly began its momentous
proceedings by calling upon a clergyman to
lead the body im supplication to the throne
of the Ruler of nations. Except a man’s
heart be right with God, his hand can do
no great work for God.

Equipped From Headquarters,

Is faith ever ' folly? The spectators
thought so on this occasion, even as did
Abraham’s neighbors in Ur of the Chaldees,
when he set out, knowing not whither he
went. Ezra started upon his perilous
jourpey without an escort of troops, al-
though carrying an immense treasure. He
had represented- to Artaxerxes the great
power of Jehovah, and now he was asham-
ed to ask for seldiers. This great mational
leader was keen for God’s glory—a charac-
teristic of every man who has been largely
used by the Aimighty. Jehovah is jealous
of his own mname and place. He insists
upon being God.

The faithful éhould walk by faith, and
not on' crutches supplied by the world.
There 18 too ‘mueh of this business of the
church standing®’as “& mendicant at the
door of-the world.:  Men cannot respect re-
ligion "when it ‘keeps appealing for sub-
stance to the -wobrld which it ‘denounces.
Let thosé who go forth in.God’s name and
for God's glory «#rust. to God’s help.

There is a prudence that mocks faith,
but’ Ezra was not gullty of it. By trust-
ing to the eqqui:’neii-t which he had recely-
ed from heaveénly*” headquarters, he was
able to prove ‘it Jehovah honors the
faith of his servalil§. So he could declare,
“The band of oUF Ged was upon us, and
He delivered us'‘from’the hand of the
enemy, and such8is lay' in wait by ‘the
way.” ! i N
Business.in Religion,

The King's buskness should be done in
business-like Taskffos.  The slackness -and
earelessness of the“financial transactions of
religlous' organizdtions are sometimes mo-
thing short of “amazing. They make pos-
sible such scanddls -as recently brought
shame to a great ‘denomination and suffer-
ing to its dependents. No matter what a
man’s standing, he should demand that his
accounts be audited. This rule applies
alike to congregations and boards, as well
as to banks.

This expeditioniof Ezra’s carried treasure
to the worth of ‘mearly five million dollars.
The leader wisely turned it over to the
priests with a full acéounting and charged
them witk its protection until it should be
delivered in the chambers of the temples
at Jerusalem. There is reason to infer
that these twelve chiefs of the priests were
picked men for physical power as well as
for faith. Be that as it may, the business-
Hke task ended 4w business-like fashion,
and when the final reckoning was made not
an ounce of. treasure was missing.

A Message to Garcia,

Like the officer who carried the message
from the United States government to
Garcla, the leader of the Cuban revolution-
ists, Eara performed his long, hard journey
well and sald@ nething about the bardships
by the way, What a field of romanece that
expedition afforded! A modern mnovelist
could: have madeé & Ubrary of books. out of
it; yet Ezra omits all mention of the par-
ticnlars. He tells how they started, then
he tells how they arrived—the two import-
ant facts about the enterprise. As Lord
Roberts marched to Bahadur and never
told ‘how mnear he came to falling by the
way, 80 Ezra, in'spite of heat and thirst
and eand and sickness and dreary, tedious
marches, finally’ won ,to Jerusalem. God
delights to help that sort of man.. He who
trusts in Jehovah, and then trusts in him-
self, wins the erewn of two worlds. Ezra’s
success was- honorable to him, profitable
to the ' people end for the glory of
Jehovah. >

Beyond question, the world is taking
notice of the temperance question as never
before. It may be said to have passed out
of the hande of the temperance reformers:
now it is belng conslidered hy the business
mam, the statesman and the  sociologist.

Instead of being the engrossing theme of
the few, temperance ‘has: become the con-
cern of the many. Daily newspapers treat
it vigorously, without fear of being called
marrow. Business concerns set a high
standard of temperance for their em-
ployees because cold calculation has cen-
vinced them that commercial efficiency &nd
indulgence In intoxicants are incompatible.
Soclal economists, those unsentimental ex-
perts in the massing of statistics, show
that intemperance is a gnawing worm at
the root of the life of the family, the neigh-
borhood and the nation. In a word, we
have come to the characteristic American
conclusion that intemperance dees’ 1ot
“pay.” The argument that is being pre-
sented with the most force to the youth of
to-day is that he will largely diminish, or
else entirely eliminate, his chances of suc-
cess if he goes in for liquor.

Suggestively enough, the gquestiom here
arises as to, whether the church still shows
her old time zeal in behalf of temperance,
While the political, social and commercia
arguments for abstinence from strong
drink are gathering added force every day,
it may be asked: “Is the church as keen
against indulgence in. liquor as she was
fifteen years ago?’ Possibly the temper-
ance movement has’ become so normal 2
part of religious activity that it creates
less commotionr than formerly; certainly
we hear less about temperance meetings,
pledge-signing crusades and work for the
reclamation of the drunkard.

It does look as if there were need for a
broad-guage, far-reaching and resolute agi-
tation of the entire temperance question,
in all its modern aspects, by the ehurches
of the country. True; something is being
done. The Methodist Episcopal church,
North, has organized a denominational tem-
perance society. Presbyterians of the
North have lately placed two temperance
secretaries in the field. Yet these, and
kindred movements, are only a beginning.
The enterprise has not loomed large enough
to command public recognition. It is mnot
generally regarded as a factor in public
life that must be reckoned with. Nor will
it be until all the churches federate their
forces for this particular gwork. There is
no good reason why the noble temperance
activities of the Roman Catholie - church
should not be prosecuted in co-operation
with the similar work being.done by many
Protestant bodies.

In this connection, it is to be said that
the most prominently potent and promis-
ing phase of the temperance work of the
times is the Anti-Saloon League. This
agency, which aims to be the voice of the
consolidated Christian ' sentiment  of . the
land, has done mere to secure temperance
legislation than any other body or bodies.
In intelligent, organized “and practical
fashion, it has set about to bring things
to pass in the direction of temperance re-
form. So mnotable has been its accom-
plishments that in some states it holds the
balance of political power,

powerful agency for the promotion of tem-
perance -is the resolution ,of the individual
to abstain totally from the use of all in-
toxicants, for his own sake and for the
sake of the brother who would be harmed
by his example. T
