AN AUTO

Several Lives Lost—Woman’s
Despairing Scream as Waters
Close Over Her — Dashed
Over Bridge;

Chicago, Wo. 5—-A huge touring car
plunged into the river at Jackson' Boule-
vard from the east approach of the bridge
a little after 10 o’clock last night while
the bridge was turned. A man and a
‘woman were seen to come to the surface
and float down the stream, the man en-

_deavoring to save the woman by carrying
/“her on his back. After drifting more than
8 block, both sank with last depairing
- eries for help.

That three others, perhaps four, went
down with the automobile, is the belief
of the bridge tenders at Jackson Boule-
vard and at Vanburen street, and of other
witnesses of the tragedy. The other vic-
tims, it is believed, are under the machine
at the bottom of the river. The automo-
bile was speeding at twenty-five miles an
hour and when it struck the water it dove
into the mud at the bottom of the river.

C. Douglass, a chaffeur, and four 'pas-
sengers, left the Congress Hotel last night
and were on the way to the Union pas-
senger station a few minutes before the
accident occurred. The chaffeur failed to
the garage of the Chicago Automobile
Club and this fact is viewed seriously by
employes of the place. They said that-had
not Douglass met with a mishap, he would

- return to the garage of the Automobile
o’clock. The machine may have been sent
over Jackson Boulevard Bridge, and as he
had but a few minutes to reach his train,
it may have been driven at high speed
across the boulevard. ol

GREAT RUSH OF GRAIN

Fear Now That Enough Vessels on
Great Lakes Cannot Be Secured
To Handle it

Montreal, Nov. 8—With the greatly im-
proved railway facilities in the west, the
grain is being rushed to the head of the
lakes at such a rate that the fear of the
dealers has now changed from dread of a
car famine to anxiety as to whether suf-
ficient vessels can be secured to carry the
wheat down before the close of naviga-
tion. The usual rush of grain and other
freight for the final period of navigation
is= now starting. and it is estimated that
10,000,000 bushels of wheat will have to be
shipped from Port. William and Port Ar-
thur during the first weck of Deccmber,
navigation officially closing on the 5th.
The cause of this rush during the last
days is that if the orders were filed from
the east earlier it would involve the ex-
nense of storage, which the grain men do
nt want. It is not thought that suffi-
cient vessels can be secured to handle this
immense quantity of wheat in so short a
time, so that the position looks as though
"if the grain dealers did not spread their
huying over a longer period, with the cost
of storage until shipment, they may be
caught in a shipping blockade, and have
to pay not only clevator charges, but the
cost of shipment by rail.

At present there are between seven and
eight million bushels of wheat in the ele-
vators at Fort William and Port Arthur,
while the railroads are pouring grain in
faster than the boats can take it away.

BRAVE NUNS PUT |
" OUT FIRE IN'
ORPHANAGE

Four Hundred Boys in Institution

But Good Work Quells Panic!
Which Started

Cleveland, O., Nov. 8 — Twelve brave
nuns in St. Vincent's Orphan Asylum,
organizing a bucket brigade, put out a
fire in the top of the building last night
and quelled an incipient panic which might
have been of more danger than the fire.

The boys in the asylum, which houses
400 little ones, were the first to learn that
there was danger. The sisters, pagsing
buckets of water.up the stairs and pour-
ing it on the blaze, sent the biggest boys
to oversee the little ones at their studies.
Those who attempted to rush out were
ordered back, and when help arrived from
outside, the children, part of them still un-
conscious of the peril, were at their books
and the nuns, almost dropping from
fatigue, held the fire under control.

URUGUAY AND
BRAZIL IN TREATY

Rio Janeiro, Nov. 8—A treaty has been
signed by Baron Rio Branco, Uruguayan
minister to Brazil, defining the frontiers
between Brazil and Uruguay at Lake Mir-
im and the Jaguarao river.

that they would make mistakes and have
‘misfortunes. The British navy had reach-
'ed its present excellence through such
{lessons. The Japanese had developed. a
{ reasonably efficient. navy by following the
| English example and training its men in

the British fleet. .

‘ A navy, he said, was an extraordinary
{ mixture of tradition, scientific shell and
| discipline. The-British navy was the one
| which was worked most. It was ‘constant-
ily at eea. That accounted for the occasion-
i al disasters and the immunity of some
| other navies was, due .to the fact that
 their ships were never out of harbor.

As Canadians had more sea knowledge
and traditions than the Japanese, they
should be able to perfect a navy quicker
than Japan had done.

“But still I do not think you will be
able to do it as quickly, as some of your
{ newspapers -seem to think; some of them
{:tppear to be of the opinion that a mnavy
lcan be ' ordered like a dinner. You

pal body and has been received into the
Roman Catholic church.

The prior or superior of the order, Rev.
Father Paul James Francis, who was can-
onically attached to the Episcopal diocese
of Delaware, has been deposed from the
priesthood by Bishop Kinsman because of
his defection from 'that denomination.

Father Paul formerly resided in Del-
aware and was the founder of “The First
Order of the Society of the Amyemmt,”
which had for its object the edueation of
Episcopalians to regard the Pope as the
leadér and temporal father of Christen-
dom.

The Society of the Atonement will re-
tain its corporal and monastic existence
in, the Catholic church and will be attach-
ed to the Francoisian Order in the third
degree.

With Father Paul, the only priest in
the monastery, a number of lay brothers
go over to the Roman Catholic church.

DEATH IN STREET DUST

Washington, D. C., Nov. 7—That ap-
proximately 25 per cent of the deaths of
persons whose occupations expose them to
municipal or street dust and to general
organic dust, ave due to tuberculosis, is
the startling fact disclosed in a .bulletin
prepared at the bureau of labor by Fred-
erick L. Hoffman. Though the statistics
studied by Mr. Hoffman indicate that
municipal and general organic dusts are
less serious in their effect than metallie
or mineral dust, the consequences to
health and life, he says, are sufficiently
serious to demand most careful attention
to the whole problem of dust prevention
and removal.

According to insurance mortality ex-
perience, 25.5 per cent of deaths in occu-
pations with exposure to municipal dust
{ were due to consumption, and in occupa-
i tions exposed to general organic dust the
proportion was 23 per cent. As compared
| with these proportions, 14.8 per cent of
| deaths of males, 13 years of age and over
in the registration in the United States
| were from consumption.

MONOPOIIES GRASP
~ WATER AND COAL

New" York, Nov. 8-Dr. Chas. W. El-
liott, as president of the National Conser-
vation Association today issued a state-
ment en the danger of the monopolisttic
control“of . the sources of power in this
country, which is declared to be urgent.
The statement is in the'form of an appeal
to the American people, and deals parti-
cularly with the much discussed question

! of the coal fields of Alaska and sheds new

light on that situation. It says:

“The :National Conservation Association
is convinced of the urgent need of im-
medihte ‘measutes to: prevent the control
of the great sourches of heat and mechani-

seized by monopolistie organizations, and
to secure the best development of these
sources in the interest of the whole people.
These sources are waterfalls and coal.
Under the existing laws, the wisest devel-
opment is practically impossible. .
The following . statement . describes th
situation with respect to coal lands: “The
present coal land law attempts to prevent
coal monopoly by requiring small entries
by claimants who intend to "develop the
mines for their own benefit, but the law
faiis of its object and in other respects
does not protect the public interests.”

Surely there is here a warning for those
addicted to the drink habit, and for those
who have not as yet formed the habit. The
growth of public sentiment in opposition
to the social custom of drinking has been
very marked in the last year or two, all
over the world, One reason for the change
is ‘the deeper and more widespread inter-
est in social reform and the improvement
of the condition of the very poor.
Whether it be the settlement worker, the
social visitor, the advocate of better tene-
nient house conditions, the society. for the
prevention of tuberculosis, the children’s
aid society, the free kindergart‘én teacher,
or any other individual or organization
seeking to accomplish something along the
line of social betterment, the ugly fact al-
ways prevents itself at an early stage that
intemperance lies at the root as the great-
est contributing cause of ignorance,
misery, insanity and crime.

+which in its origin dates from the Eliza-
bethan era. It was Sir Walter Raleigh
who first drew attention to the national
and commercial importance of - Dover,
“‘situated on a promontory next fronting a
puissant ' foreign king and in the very
| straight passage in Christendom.”

The modern history of Dover Harpor
dates from 1840, when a royal commission
recommended a scheme at a cost of $10,-
000,000. Four years later another ommis-
sion appointed to report concurred in giv-
iing a fdvorable opinion of Dover as a
{ harbor of refuge, and a further commis-
| sion which sat in 1845 had under consider-
ation plans submitted by eading engineers
for the proposed works. . The outcome of
all these 'inquiries Was & decision to. con-
stfuct the Ad!mra,lty Pier, a contract for
which was let in 1847, but‘ which was not
completed for over twenty years.

Meanwhile pothing had been done with
regard to the construction of a naval har-
bor, and the Dover Harbor Board pre-
p&red plans of its own for a small com-
mercial harbor, which’ Was, sanctioned in
1861, but the plans dnderwent some icdi-
fications owing to the development »f the
national harbor scheme. The construction
of the Prince of Wales Pier was a part of
the scheme carried out by. the Dover Har-
bor Board.

It was not until the end of 1895 that
the many proposals for the construction
of a national and refuge harbor in Dover
Bay assumed deﬁmte shape. Orders were
then given for a’ complete engineering sur-
vey with a view to drawing up designs and
estimates. The result was the sanctioning
of the scheme which has now been car-
ried out, and the contract was let in No-
vember, 1897. The scheme has included
an extension of  the Admiralty Pier for. 2,-

TURKEY TO
BUILD WARSHIPS

Washington, D. C., Nov. 7—The Turk-
ish ministry will urge upon the Ottoman
parliament soon after it reconvenes Nov.
15, the adoption of a naval programme,
providing for the expenditure within the
next seven years of $100,000,000.

He has been
heard in“St. John mény times and he is
sure to be: greeted by-large and attentive
audiences. The commissioner has un-
deubted eloquence. coupled with an un-
erring dramatie /instinct, and his appeals
and denunciation go straight ~to ' the
hearts of his hearers.

' The 27th annual convention: of the. Sal-
vation Army in the Maritime Provinces
opened in the Charlotte street barracks
Saturday afternoon. The first gathering
waé in the nature of a welcome meeting
and was conducted by the:commissioner,
‘more than 100 officers &f the”army from.
all parts-of the provinees being present.
Besides these, Mrs. Coombs, Colonel and
Mrs. Mapp, Lieut. Col. Pugmire and Ma-
jor Finlay, the commissioner’s private sec-
retary, were on the platform. Following
the welcome meeting a.conference of of-
ficers, soldiers and ex-soldiers was held at
7 p. m. in the citadel. A great holiness
meeting was held in. the Opera House
vesterday morning at 11 ¢’clock.

There was a great gathering at 3 o’clock
when the commissioner, §poke on the ‘pri-
son and social work of the army. Dr.
J. W. Daniel, M. P.,-oceupied the chair,
and ‘among the prominent citizens who
had seats on the platferm, were: Hon.
J. G. Forbes, Hon. Robert Maxwell, D.
J. Purdy, Dr. H. 8. Bridges, L. P.. D.
Tilley. ‘and many others.

After a few intrdductory remarks from
"the chairman, the commissioner sketched
the beginning of the Salvation Army in
London. The inception of the social work
was due to the strong’impression made
upon the. mind of General. Booth by the
misery and destitution existing among the
inhabitants of the east ‘end of that great
city. He told ‘Mrs. Booth that he had
found his destiny in working for the bet-
terment of these people; and as it turned
out- his consecration was-dgstined  to be
for the benefit of the whole of mankind.

The Salvation Army now works in
fifty-three countries preaching the ever-
lasting .gospel - in  thirty-seven = different
languages, and is still rapidly spreading.

Vineyard Haven, Mass., Nov. 6—A col-

schooner William L. Douglas bound from
Baltimore for Boston, and the four-mast-
ed schooner Marguerite, by which the lat-
ter was badly damaged, was reported by
the William L. Douglas on her arrival
at this port tonight.

al . What a shelter it would be from
the temptations of the streets.” But we have
not such a lding to work from, to work
with; we must just go slowly, where there
ie such need of touching many and in His
name to lift up and strengthen.

All through the summer we have worked
quietly for the sale and tea which we pur-
pose to hold this week in Keith’s assembly
rooms. We have met willing response when
asking contributions, for which we are
grateful. We hope for generous patronage;
and we will carefully ponder the uee for
every dollar' we make. :

OQur winter ‘work .is, beginning. Each circle
plans its own way:of. carrying out the motto,
“Look up and not. dewn; deok.out and not
in; lend a hand.” Work is frequently done
which none but the all-seeing One knows
about.

There is work we cannot undertake for lack
of funds. . For years we have wished to es-
tablish a rest room. Is there a quiet
resting place in our city into which girls
can walk and feel it is theirs to enter and
enjoy—a place that would seem to some al-
most a bit of home—and, alas, to many far
far better than the squalid places they were
born and brought up in.

Strong, pure womanhood ie the outgrowth
of protected child life. How is our city sup~
plying this to the girls and women who go
about the streets even into the small hourg
of the night.

We need workers, we-need good plans, we
need funds unstinted to radically change life
for hundreds in’ St. John. In this order, as
in others, there is a form of bequest that
will pass to us the money or property which
can no longer be retained by its owner. Tha$
is well, but a more excellent way is to give
with strong:outreaching hand while life per-
mits, and see blessing come through the gift.
Strong help cannot come in a year and a day.
It is slow work to rebulld a character, and
the marred life can pever preseni the beauty
of what might have been. The bird with the
broken pinion can never -soar as before. How
much better prevention is than cure.

Will those who read this consider the wark
and need of our order? Will you help these
women who labor among you?

THE DOGGER BANK
' AFFAIR REVIVED

Berlin, Nov. 6—The serious charge that
(Great Britain was invoived in machina-
tions against Germany at the time of the
Dogger Bank affair on Oct. 22, 1004, is
brought by former chancellor of legation,
Von Rath, who served at Berné and Con-
stantinople, in today’s issue of a local
paper.

The Dogger bank incident referred to
was the firing on the Gamecock trawling
fleet of Hull by the Russian Baltic squad-
ron under the ' delusion; as -alleged, that
the fishing smacke were Japanese tor-
pedo boats.

Herr Von Rath accused Great Britain
of having stationed war ships off Vigo
and six submarines in the vicinity of
Heligoland preparatory to sinking the Ger-
man warships in event of Germany tak-
ing sides with Russia in the then expect-
ed war.

The commanders of British .vessels, ac-
cording to the writer, had direct orders
from Downing Street to watch the Ger-
mans and blow them into the air in the
event of suspicious movemeénts,
