The other part of the story about tea. 
was that the imposition of a duty of ten 
per cent, ou tea not imported directly, 
built up a great domestic tea trade and 
encouraged the shipping interest, and that 
the abolitiou of that duty forced a large 
number of merchants to remove their 
business to the United States. We won- 
dered to hear Mr. Tilley repeat this ab­
surd old story. While that ten per cent, 
duty was iu operation a few merchants did 
engage in the importing trade, and all the 
grocers in all parts of Canada, who for any 
reasons were compelled to buy tea at this 
side of the Atlantic, were compelled to go 
to those importers, and pay them nearly 
if not quite the full ten per cent, in ad­
dition to the prices current at New York, 
and what was the advantage to the busi­
ness of the country, which, according to ^ 
Mr. Tilley, must have more than offset • 
this trouble and inconvenience to grocers 
and loss to the purchasers. Two or three 
times our tea laden vessels sailed direct 
from China to Montreal. The year before 
the duty was abolished no vessel from 
China arrived in any part of this Domin- 
on, wc believe. Tea imported by Cana­
dians from China, via New York, was ad­
mitted as a direct importation. The mer­
chants in the trade found it convenient to 
have the markets of the United States 
open to them, and the markets of Canady 
closed against the merchants of the United 
States, and therefore they imported nearly 
all the tea they hoped to sell, through 
New York, keeping it there in bond so 
that they could dispose of it in either mar­
ket, so that the people of Canada, after 
the first year or so, did not receive the 
slightest benefit for the ten per cent, on 
tea they were forced to pay a few Mon­
treal merchants. Mr. Cartwright deserves 
the thanks of the people of all the Province 
for the abolition of that duty, and we be­

J j the hundreds who heard his speech'or of 
the thousands who read the reports of it 
has any clearer or more distinct ide'a of 
what the Tories would do if they got into 
power than he had when Mr. Boyd called 
upon us all to suspend discussion.

Mr. Tilley said it was absurd or im­
possible that Sir John A. Macdonald ever 
named 35 per cent, as the rate of duty. 
That is a point to be settled between Sir 
John and the reporter of the London Ad­
vertiser. For the public the only impor­
tance of the statement was that it gave 
outline to a policy previously shadowy and 
shapeless, and that it seriously restricted 
the extent of the threatened retaliation, 
as the American duties on several articles 
run as high as fifty, sixty, and even eighty 
per cent

Mr. Tilley declared that Sir John never 
could have said that the Canadian tariff 
was reduced to fifteen per cent, to induce 
the Maritime Provinces to accept Con­
federation. It may be he thought, that some • 
thing Sir John said of reductions made 
after Confederation was misunderstood. 
That Sir John made the statement on this 
point attributed to him was never l>efore 
even questioned, and we all know as a 
matter of fact that we were assured that 
the Canadian duty on what we called un­
enumerated articles would be reduced to 
fifteen per cent. ; that fifteen percent, was 
the duty fixed by the Act passed in the 
first session of the Dominion Parliament, 
and that, although several changes were 
made afterwards, increases of various 
kinds, and not reductions, were made un­
til 187*2, when the dutiee on tea and coffee 
were abolished because the duties on these 
articles had been abolished by the United 
States Congress. Mr. Tilley’s declaration 
on this point is contradicted by the evi­
dence of several Ontario papers, and the 
fact that no contradiction was previously 
attempted anywhere by anyone.

He asserted that no increase of dutiee 
was necessary to meet the expenditure of 
1873-4, but admitted that some change 
which would increase the revenue would 
have been necessary for the next year, as 
he stated in his Budget speech in 1873. 
That statement, which fortunately was 
recorded, was evidently embarrassing. It 
prevented his repeating many of the reck­
less assertions in which the Ontario Tories 
so frequently indulge.

But, while admitting that an increase of 
revenue was then necessary, he declared 
that if he had been a member of Parlia­
ment he would lia-ve opposed almost every 
proposition submitted by Mr. Cartwright. 

ships’ materials.
It was always the policy of the Govern­

ment of New Brunswick to encourage ship­
building, one or the most important in­
dustries, by admitting duty free all the 
articles used iu the construction of ships.
It was true that Mr. Tilley himself once 
caused a duty of 2^ per cent, to lie im­
posed upon all those articles, but in fram­
ing the Canadian Tariff that was struck 
off, and he would have opposed the im­
position of the duties proposed by Mr. 
Cartwright. This was a fair criticism on 
the tariff, and in all probability the duties, 
although trilling, are objectionable to 
many. Vessels to be owned aud sailed by 
our own people may undoubtedly be 
taxed like any other property without in­
jury to the business of the country, but 
nothing used in the construction of vessels 
built for sale in British or Foreign markets 
should be taxed. Mr. Tilley xvas right 
when lie said that the abolition of Light 
House dues does not afford any ground for 
the imposition of a duty on any part of a 
ship’s materials, as foreign ships derive as 
much benefit as our ом и from the abolitiou 
of Light dues.

as he did about/tea. According to his 
prepent views the people of Canada suffer 
seriously because they do nof pay a higher 
price for sugar. The two or three re- 
fineries of Canada are closed, and this, he 
says, is '‘because* the refineries of the 
United States receive a bounty in the 
name ofti drawback, and so are enabled to 
undersell onr refineries. The duties on 
raw and refined sugars, etc.6, are to-day 
precisely what they where when( Sir F. 
Hincks was Finance Minister and when 
Mr. Tilley was Finance Minister, only 
that by an order in Council the Macken­
zie Government made a change which 

would operate to the benefit of Canadian 
refineries to the extent of about a farthing 
a pound. This did not satisfy those 
gentlemen who were accustomed to the 
large profits which enabled them to ec- 
umulate enormous fortunes a few years 
imd they suspended work. That the 

really e do recei ve a 
bounty is questioned by many, and when 
the refiners were summoned before a com­
mittee of the Hoaye ,of Commons they re­
fused to give the evidence which would 
enable the committee to form a judgment 
on that point. Those whe are in the trade 
could tell Mr. Tilley that the refined 
sugar now chiefly used in this Province, 
and probably in the others, is .Scotch 
sugar, and the Scotch^refiners certainly do 
not receive a bounty, and they have to 
take the raw sugar from the West Indies 
to the Clyde, and send the refined all the 
way back to this country. If refiners in 
Montreal or in Halifax, where Mr. Tilley 
assumed that a great refining business 
could lie done, although none was done 
under the Macdonald-Tilley regime, with 
all the advantages of position, can not 
compete witli the Scotch refiners in Cana­
da, should we all pay an additional price 
for the sugar we use for the sake of hav­
ing it refined in Canada, and for the sake 
of adding to the wealth of a few refiners 
and affording employment to a few people? 
Mr. Tilley argued that we should. He 
hinted that a farthing or half cent a pound 
would be sufficient protection, but if his 
principles arc sound he should be prepar­
ed to go further if necessary. Now we 
use in .Canada not much less than а Ддіп- 
dred million pounds of sugar every year. 
A farthing a pound on this quantify 

would be a half a million dollars. A cent 
a pound would be л million dollars, апц 
one or other of these amounts Mr. Tjlley 
would have us pay. Six hundred men at 
most would do all the work of refining, 
ami he would tax us from $850 to $1,700 p. 
year for each of the men so employed. 
Could any proposal be more preposterous 
tliaa this? In justice it should not be for­
gotten that he alleged that if the sugar 
we use were brought, as in olden times, 
direct from the West Indies our trade 
with those Islands would be larger and 
more profitable, our vessels getting return 
cargoes, etc., but on the other hand there 
is more than double the freightage when 
sugar is sent from the West Indies to 

•Scotland and brought thence to Canada, 
ami wc get a large share of all the carry­
ing trade. It would, all will admit, be 
desirable that we should import our 
sugar direct and refine it in Canada, but 
the Messrs Red path and Mr. Tilley ami 
the Tory party wish us to pay entirely too 
much for the sentimental satisfaction of

He did not say whether the circumstances < 
which would induce him to vote for them 
hxist now. His associates say they do. 
He wisely preferred to be silent on that 
point, but, like Mr. Pope, of Prince Ed­
ward Island, he professed to be willing to 
impose those duties only as a means of 
coercing the Americans to make a Treaty 
of Reciprocity. He denied that duties on 
coal, flour, etc., bore unduly on the Maritime 
Provinces, and asserted that while these 
duties were in operation we paid only five 
per cent, more than Ontario and Quebec. 
This assertion is, of course, based on the 
assumption that when such duties are im­
posed the people are taxed only to the 
amount which goes into the revenue. 
This fallacy underlies every argument in 
favor of Protection, and cannot be too 
often or too fully disproved. On this 
point Mr. Tilley was astray in his history 
too. The National policy, so called, was 
not adopted to prevent the success of the 
negotiations at Washington. When it 
was forced on Parliament under pressure 
from the Government, which was itself 
forced to this action by Dr. Tupper, then 
not in the Ministry, there was no 
idea that negotiations would soon be 
opened between the British and Ameri­
can Governments, and in the year follow­
ing, when the Joint High Commissioners 
were actually in session in Washington, 
the National policy was repealed, the 
Ministers, Mr. Tilley, we believe, included, 
voting for its repeal.

WHAT WILL THEY SAY IN ENGLAND.
One objection made to the policy of pro­

tection is, that as the British Government 
will not consent to a system of differential 
duties, and as, indeed, in many cases it is 
against the English manufacturer protec­
tion is required. Protection means the 
deliberate, studied exclusion of English 
manufactures, and this the people of Eng­
land may resent. Mr. Tilley’s reply to 
this was that those who complained that 
compensation for the losses inflicted by 
the Fenian Raids, was not insisted upon 
at Washington, and the hopes of a settle­
ment which so strengthened the hands of 
England were nott destroyed, cared little 
then what England may say. This is 
scarcely a satisfactory answer in any sense, 
but Mr. Tilley said we should rather ask 
what our own half employed, half paid, 
half fed operatives say. In so describing 
the operatives of these Provinces he did 
great injustice to them and to the country. 
Few of our people are unemployed or half 
paid, and we may say none are half fed 
to-day. There has been some distress 
amongst operatives and labourers, owing 
to causes which not even a Tory Govern­
ment could control, nor all the wisdom of 
Macdonald and Tilley and Tupper and 
Palmer, could sensibly alleviate ; but they 
never suffered half as much as the opera­
tives and labourers of the United States 
suffered at the same time, and are suffer­
ing to-day. Notwithstanding the hard 
times our people have on the whole suffered 
little, the condition of our operatives is 
immensely better than that of the opera­
tives in the United States, where Protec­
tion is so high, and instead of the whole­
some exodus of our people in search of 
employment and food, such^ts Mr. Tilley 
pictured, there never was a time during 
the past twenty years when so few were 
leaving this country for the United States, 
or when so many were leaving the United 
States to seek employment and food in 
Canada.

It is gratifying to know that the 
people of the whole country are realis­
ing the great issue of the approaching 
Dominion Elections and that personal 
considerations will, to a much greater 
extent than usual, be recognized or vot­
ed upon. It can hardly be believed 
that such men as Mr. Tilley, Mr. King, 
Mr. Mitchell and others who have 
heretofore professed to be Liberals and 
Free Traders, would be found endors­
ing Sir John A. Macdonald’s tariff 
principles and endeavoring to carry the 
country with them thereon, yet such 
is the dissapointing fact. The people 
of New Brunswick are, however, open­
ing their eyes to the danger that threat­
ens them and will show that even those 
who have once been trusted leaders will 
nofc be permitted to make political mer­
chandize of the most vital interests of 
the country. Sir John’s policy is thus 
outlined in his Bury speech

It is not a matter of doubt but of cer­
tainty if we are to have this country 
developed, if we are going to make this 
great country what the United States 
have made theirs,ire must take aleaffrom 
their book. I told them in the House 
and I tell you now, it cannot be called 
a retaliatory or vindictive policy to 
adopt their tariff.

In the same speech Sir John plainly 
indicated what he would propose in the 
way of a tariff. He said :—

If they (the Americans) will raise up 
a Chinese wall by which not a single 
article you produce can go untaxed, we 
will raise a similar wall. What do we 
see now? We see Sherbrooke, Cornwall 
and all the great centres of manufac­
tures of Canadian goods have to pay 
to 85 per cent duty, when they export to 
the United Stages, while we allow the 
same kind of goods to come into our 
country at 174 per cent. If they will 
build a Chinese wall we must do the same.

Yet Sir John, as said by the Toronto 
Globe, telegraphs to this Province that 
he never proposed an increase, but only 
a readjustment of the tariff. With 
Coal “readjusted” for the benefit of 
Nova Scotia as advocated by Dr. Tap­
per in the east and Flour, etc., “ read­
justed ” on the scale of the American 
tariff for the benefit of Sir John’s 
friends in the west, New Brunswick 
stands a fine chance of being nicely 
squeezed. New Brunswick understands 
this and will decline to elect the gentle­
men who would obtain réélection at 
such a sacrifice of our best interests.

He would have opposed the increase of 
the duty on the bulk pf our importations 
from 15 to 174 per cent. He denied that 
he and his Tory allies have any intention 
of increasing the volume of taxation. 
They only mean to readjust the tariff. 
Their opponents, he said, do not like this 
readjustment, but what the Liberal Party 
have frequently asked, and asked always 
in rain, is that the men who demand that 
there shall be a change of Government in 
order that there may be a change of tariff, 
should state intelligibly what they mean 
by readjustment. We only want, Mr. 
Tilley ssid, about 18 millions from Cus­
toms and Excise, and whether this amount 

« is raised in one way or another the people 
are not more heavily taxed, if the total 
amount of revenue raised is no greater. 
This is one ot the most gross, and palpable, 
and yet dangerous of the fallacies by 
means of which the Protectionists hope 
to delude tiie public. The tariff may be 
so readjusted that the taxation of the peo­
ple would be made two or three times 
what it »ow is, and yet the revenue be 
no larger, or be even smaller. Take the 
very article of sugar of which Mr. Tilley 
said so much. If the duty on refined 
sugar were increased a cent a pound, that 
on sugar imported for refining purposes 
remaining what it is, the price ot refined 
sugar would at once advance at. least a 
cent in our markets, and an additional 
tax of one-half million to one million dol­
lars would & once be imposed upon the 
people, and would be paid by them ; but 
as the refineries would then supply our 
market» foreign refined sugar would be 
kept out altogether by the tax paid by the 
people, the whole would go into the pockets 
of the refiners and, the revenue would not 
be increased. So of all other articles, 
and indeed Mr. Tilley, who did not per­
ceive how much some parte of his speech 
clashed with others, afterwards admitted 
that tiie direct effect of the imposition of 
protective duties is to exclude foreign 
manufactures and so diminish the revenue. 
Yet he repeatedly asuftted that the 
amount of taxation borne by the people 
under any Tariff, and the amount of the 
public revalue, are precisely the same, 
and that there can be no reason to com­
plain of an increase of taxation if the re­
venue be not augmented. Anything more 
preposterous was never uttered. Dr. Tup­
per loves to make such assertions, and Sir 
John A. Macdonald frequently indulges 
in them, but we thought that Mr. Tilley, 
when speaking to the business men of St. 
John, would not repeat such preposterous 
nonsense. After enunciating this extraor­
dinary doctrine he proceeded boldly to 
avow himself a Protectionist. The word 
Protection he knew is an odious word in 
St. John, but he said there are struggling 
industries which require the fostering 
of the Government, and these he would 
help by takingout of the 15 per cent such 
articles of those engaged in the struggling 
industries manufacture. He did not name 
any one of the industries he would pro­
tect, nor state the extent to which he 
would go in the way of protection. On 
these points he was absolutely silent or 
utterly vague and unintelligible, but he 
declaimed wildly about the importance of 
keeping our citizens at home by finding 
them employment, and inducing others to 
settle here, and so to provide customers 
for our shopkeepers and tenants for those 
whose wealth is invested in real estate, 
and he referred to the statement once pub­
lished by Mr. Everett, as president of an 
association, of the number of operatives 
employed in St. John, and the amount of 
wages paid them, and the increase which 
had taken place in>e few years, and the 
anticipations then indulged in, that they 
would double in ten years, and he asked 
whether these anticipations have been 
realized, and he said they have not, and 
he attributed the check in our manufac­
turing progress to the want of protection. 
And then he spoke of the competition 
manufacturers had to endure from the 
Americans who flood our markets, and he 
repeated the assertion which we have 
often heard made elsewhere, but which we 
never supposed we would hear repeated 
in St John, that manufacturers and job­
bers in the United States, when they sell 
to Canadians will take 20 percent off 
the lowest price at which they will sell 
their goods to parties resident in the 
United States. We saw a look of 
ment on the countenances of several busi­
ness men in the audience when this asser­
tion was made. Scores of those who 
listened to him do business constantly in 
the United States, and not one of them 
had ever obtained this twenty per cent* 
reduction, or believed that it is possible 
co obtain it, but then as an argument in 
favour of protection it was as good as any 

1 of the others he used, and had as Sub­
stantial a basis. That he is a Protection­
ist in the worst sense of the word was all 
that could be clearly deduced from all he 
said on this subject, and that he was 
ashamed to sa}* how far he would be will­
ing to go in that direction should party 
necessities be great He admitted that 
the duties he is willing to impose would 
exclude the foreign manufactures, and 
that the revenue would consequently be 
reduced and then in answer to an imagin­
ary question he said in quite a triumphant 
way; as if he really believed it, that the 
deficiency so created would be made good 
by the amount collected as duties on what 
the operatives employed in the manufac­
ture of the articles to take the place of 
those excluded would eat and drink and 
wear. Of this valuable discovery Mr. 
Cartwright will, we hope, take due notice. 
In answer to another imaginary question 
Mr. Tilley gave the usual stock 
for not having proposed Protection when 
he was in office. The American war de­
ranged everything and prices were so high 
in the United States that in those days 
they could not compete with our manu­
facturers in our markets and protection

There’s Money in it.—The Protection­
ists have hit upon a happy idea. They 
say they are going to protect the indus­
tries of the country by a readjustment of 
the tariff without adding anything to the 
present customs revenue. They plainly 
say that the object of the proposed “read­
justment” will be to prevent foreign 
articles that can be made at home from 
being imported. That means the loss of 
millions of revenue, if the Protectionists’ 
“slaughtermarket” and “strangle-infant* 
manufactures ” cries are not deceptive. 
To make up for the deficiency articles 
uhieh we canuot produce at home will be 
doubly taxed. Tea and coffee will have to 
bear the heaviest of the burden, while 
“protected” flour and coals, cottons, 
woollens, boots and shoes, fanning imple­
ments, etc., will be raised in price by 
about as much as the duties will be in­
creased. Farmers, lumbermen and fisher­
men will pay for the luxury of protection 
while a few manufacturers will make 
fortunes.

Changed Tu.\e.—On the eve of the last 
General Election in the Province of 
Quebec, the Montreal Gazette, the chief 
Tory organ in that Province said ;—

“ The battle that is being fought to-day 
will, in its results, xletermine the elections 
to be held in a few weeks hence for the 
Parliament of Canada. If by some acci­
dent Mr. July should succeed in this Pro­
vince the votes of gentlemen who talk 
about .being Conservative in Dominion 
politics and Liberal in Provincial ones, 
would avail nothing to prevent another 
five year’s tenure of office by Mr. Macken­
zie.”

It is fair to all parties to state that the 
Mackenzie Government prohibited seining 
in the Parish of Northesk, entirely, owing 
to the river being too narrow to admit of 
even gaspereaux being taken without en­
dangering other fish.

Paris, July 20.

In walking through the different 
tions of the Exposition, the American will 
naturally compare the exhibits of his 
country with those of other countries, 
and in spite of bis prejudices in favor of 
home, he will, after long inspection, 
tinued from day to day, be able to form a 
general idea and tell in a general way 
what his country has gained or lost by 
entering the lists of this grand artistic and 
industrial tournament.

In the first place the Government ap­
propriated $150,000, a large portion of 
which, had, as a matter of course, to be 
expended for sinecure salaries for Com­
missioners, figure heads in no way neces­
sary to the legitimate end of of our ap­
pearing here.

Of course the 
estimate will be erroneous, made from 
superficial inspection, but how many in 
ten thousand make more than a superficial, 
inspection of anything. The visitor who 
had never known the “J'Stats Unis" until 
he entered our section in the Champ de 
Mars would gather the impression that the 
United States was an immense country 
for the production of false teeth, drugs,
Waltham watches, pianos, photographs, 
carriages, axes, door locks, sewing ma­
chines, and school books. He would 
look in vain in the tine art department to 
find a single picture that suggests, like the 
works of European artists, anything that 
is legendary or typical of national life, 
habits, manners and native scenery.
