Seeing it was the hciff, I hesitated and
said ‘‘the letters for LlLtIe Shippegan are
not delivered at this office ; they only
pass through it to Alexandre’s Point for
Little Shippegan.,” The Sheriff replied,
*‘He knew that, but the letter he was
looking for had not left my office, it only
came last night.”  He said is was a regis.
tered letter addreesed to P, J. Leslie,
Little Shippegan, I asked him how he
got his information and he said that was
none of my businese, that was his busi.
nesx. He then said he was the Sherift
and that he wanted that letter. I under-
stood he wanted to seize it. He said the
letter was in my office and he would have
it; he would seach for it and break open
the safe, I asked him where was his
authority. He took a paper out of his
pocket and laid it on the table and said
that was his authority, I thindy he said
it was & writ. 1 read the paper. I said
it did not say anything about; a registered
letter in this papsr—that it said levy of
the goods and chattels of Peter J, Leslie,
ete. The Sheriff then said that letters
and all such papers were comprised under
the heading of goods and chattels, I told
him 1 did not think such was the case.
I donot think I told him in as many
words I was Postmistress, but I presumed
he was talking to me in that capacity, I
said I did not think the Shefiff could
come in and take anything out of the
Post Office ; that there would be no pro.
tection to any onme if that were so. I
told him this was the Postmaster General’s
property. Sheriff then said he would not
leave the office till he got the letter and
repeated what he said about searching:
I did not know but perhaps he had a
right and said that before he would make
any search to wait until I would telegraph
Inspector McMillan for instructions. He
made no reply but remained in the office,
I telegraphed and Sherift Doucet asked
how long before I would get a reply. I
said I did not kmow, but would tell
operator to use all dispatch, I got no
reply that evening. I waited several
hours for one and none came. Both gen-
tlemen staid all the time. I asked \them
into my sitting room while we were wait-
ing for a reply. Itold the Sheriff I felt
badly about his coming to the office, know-
ing & woman was in charge; that if he
had a right to take the letter he should
have brought me some authority to
satiefy me, - Mr. Landry and he went
aside in a passage and spoke a few words
in an undertone. Mr. Doucet then said
to me, “ I do not want you to feel that I
am taking any undue advantage of you
because you are woman, but you telegraph
the Attorney General and ask him if I have
not a right.” I replied I was not under
obedience to the Attorney General ; that if
the Attorney General did tell him he had
a right I would not give him the letter;
that I was under obedience from the P,
0. Department ; that if they wanted any
advice from the Att'y General I would
send their despatch as operator—that I
wanted none, They both stayed till 8
p. m. The Sheriff said I was giving a
great deal of unnecessary delay ; that if I
were a man he would have the letter long
ago; that if McMillan had béen here he
would have had it without trouble. The
Sheriff then came out into the office and
took some books off the telegraph table
into the sitting room, where I had lighted
a lamp, and looked through them, Ifsaid
they were the telegraph office books and
he looked through them and laid them
down again, He said the registered
letters weré kept in these books in Bath-
urst. He then came to the P. O. table
and took three or four. books off it and
Mr. Landry took the lamp from the sitting
room table and brought it out and laid it
on the Post Office tsble near the Sheritf,
while he examined the Post Office books.
told the Sheriff he had no right to inspect
those books, The Sheriff then opened a
drawer in the Post Oftice table and looked
through it, passing his hands through the
contents. The contents were stamps,
cards and papers belonging to the Post
Office Department. Every time I spoke I
told him I thought he was exceeding his
authority very much in doing these things,
He said as a Sheriff he had very great
authority. I said I knew that and nasty
uuthority too. He said I had given him
a great deal of unnecessary trouble and to
take care I was not making myself liable

to the penitentiary; ﬂul"l’xe ought to re.
main here until such time as he got the
letter, all night, I said the letter would
not go out of my office except in the
ordinary way to-morrow morning te
Alexandre’s Point. < He then asked what
time the mail left for Alexandre’s Point.
I said about seven thirty in the morning.
He said 1 might make away with the
letter out of my office in the meantime.
I think I said I had no interest in making
away with the letter, that I would not
pay 8 for a ipecial to take Leslie’s
letter. Both gentlemen then left. About
seven the next morning I was assorting
the mail and I heard a knock at the front
door. Ilooked out of the window, and
saw Mr. Landry in front of ths window.
I did not see the Sheriff. The' door was
not opened to the knock. Sheriff Doucet
then came around by the kitchen door
and came into the office. I was then
sorting the mail that had arrived during
the night.  There were bags from Cara-
quet and Bathurst, He bade me good
morning and asked me if I had changed
my mind on the matter of last night. I
said I had not; I was stil of the same
opinion, He said neither have I, so we
arc both pretty obstinate. He then sat
down on a chair in the Post Office. I
continued sorting the mail and made up
the bags for Alexandre’'s Point, Little
Shippegan und Miscou. After I° had \
made up aud ,closed one Post Office bag
for Alexandréls Point, in which were ¢
letters for Little Shippegau, th

bag;areferring to the one I had closed up.
I said he would not, and held (ﬁ to the
bag. The Sheriff took hold of |
and we both had hold of it. He
take the bag and eaid the fact of it is Mrs,
I have had legal advice on this matter,
and he took the bag from me. I resisted
all I ceuld, trying to hold the bag. The
Sheriff took the bag and opened it. He
cut the twine that tied it aw® looked
through the contents of it. I got vexed
and threw the bags on the floor and went
out into the adjoining room, and said to
him as he had done that he might take
charge. Isat in the doorway where I
could see him and he had the bag on the
telegraph table and going through the
contents of it. He said *“ I have taken
three letters and a paper addressed to
Leslie”—I understood, P: J. Leslie, of
Little Shippegan. He showed me the
letters and paper. Sheriff Doucet taok
three letters and a fpaper addressed to
P, J. Leslie, Little Shippegan, out of a
Post Office bag I had made up. He then
said, ‘“‘But I have not got the valuable
letter.” He put back the remaining let-
ters and papers in the bag and laid 1t on
the Post Office table, and kept the three
letters. Meantime, I.made up a bag for
Miscou Lighthouse, which he also took,
and looked through it. The courier then
came for the mail and I resealed the bags
and dispatched them. The Sheriff left
with the courier, and crossed over to
Alexaundre’s Point in the same boat with
the courier. I never saw the letters or
newspaper he took from the bag again.
Cross-examined by N. A. Luandry—It is
about seven months and & day since this
took place. I think I have not spoken
very much about the matter, « The cir-
cumstances are as fresh.in my mind to-
day as they were then, but perhaps the
conversations are not so fresh. The sub-
stance of the conversation is fresh in my
mind. It is on account of my good mem-
ory. I have given the facts and conver-
sations truly and whelly as fa¥as I re.
member, 1t would be impossible for me
to give all that was said between tive and
eight o’clock—you said —‘‘I hope Doucet
you will get that letter as it will be a
featkter in your cap”—(sensation!) I
think you were. talking to the Sheriff
when you said it. When I told Doucet
he' had not the power to do this you said
it had been proved in court that a letter
once mailed was the property of the party
to whom it was addressed — I said, yes,
that was in my book of instructions bLut
I did not interpret it that way, but that
it was that a person who had mailed it
could not take {t back. I said I was un.
der bonds for the property, and Doucet
said he was under bonds also, and it was
in that part of the conversation that you
said *“well now Doucet I hope you will

succeed in getting this as it will be—a-

feather in your cap¥—this wasin the ait.
ting room, The very first question Dou-
cet asked me was if there was a letter for
P. J. Leslie, Little Shippegan. I did not
tell him the mail left for Little Shippegan
on Monday but on Tuesday and Satur-
day. Idid not say in any part of the
conversation that I had the letter. I
never snid anything to the effect that I
was sorry I did not follow my first im.
pression anl send the letter down by
special, or last courier as I could have
done. The letter came into the office
either Wednesdoy or Thursday night
prior to the Sheriff’s visit, Doucet was
very gentl ly on both in his
language. He did not say he had author-
ity under executions to break open safes
and that letters were not protected in the
Post Offce and that he would have the same
authority in reference to my safe. I had
no safe, To the best of my knowledge
Doucet said nothing about protection of
letters to me. I took down Jhe book of

instructions and looked through it for the .

purpose of seeing if there wasaunything in
it contrary to Doucet’s contention that he
had a right, under an execution, to take
the letter, stilk I do not remember that he
spoke of protection of letters. When he
said he would search the place I said I
would defy him to search our house when
we did not owe bim or anyone else any-
thing. He said he had & right to search
the boune\—he told me he wanted nothing
else than tho letters. 4

Adjourned until to-morrow morning at

ten o'clock.
THURSDAY MORNING,

Examination of Mrs. Hammond,
resumed. I wish to correct my evidence
of yesterday in the statement that Doucet
cut the string of the bag. ‘I do not think
the bag was actually tied and sealed, but
I was in the act of tying and scaling it
when Doucet took it out of my hand, I
was making up the mail for Alexandre’s
Point, in which bag. letters for Little
Shippegan are sent, When the mail was
made up and I was in the act of closing
the bag, Doucet said he should see the
contents of that bag before it was closed.
The Sheriff had "risen from the chair
where he was seated before he said this
aud stood by me at the table where I
was closing the bag. The Sheriff tried
to take the bag from me, I held on to
the bag while the Sheriff held on also,
and after making more resistance the
Sheriff wrenched the bag from me, He
then took it from this table to a’table
near the window and lvoked through the
contents of itand took therefrom three
letters and a paper addressed P. J. Leslie,
Little Shippegan, to the best of my know-
ledge as regards the address. I never
saw those letters after.

Cross-examination resumedby, Mr. Lan.
dry. I have hot conversed with any one,
including Mr. Harrison, respecting thig
matter since giving my testimony yester-
day. Islept nong last night from the

\
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excitement of yesterday and in thinking

the matter over I thonght it just to the

Sheriff to make this explanation. I was

not inflaenced by Mr. Harrison or any one
" else. You prevented me yesterday from

making a full statement. Sheriff Doucet
spoke abont the “Queen’s Palace.” No

one else spoke ofit. No one spoke of a

Crystal Palace. When I left the office

vexed by the sheriff’s taking the bag, my

husband wished to interfere and said*‘you
have no right to touch the Queen’s prop-
erty, sir.” Sheriff Doucet said *‘yes, and
go into the Queen’s palace and on board a
man-of-war and take the Captain.” My
husband replied ‘“They would soon settle
you there.” Doucet said he . could stop
traina. I may havesaid on the evening
of the 7th, when we were sitting in the
sitting room I had been at the Crystal
Palace.

Mr. L.—Is there a Crystal Palace in
England? /

Mrs. H.—Have you never been in Eng-
land ? You are not an Englishman.

I dont remember you stating in the room
thata Sheriff with an execution could
break- open a Crystal Palace. When I
said there would be no protection to pub-
lic property I do not remember of Doucet
asking “Do yeu know of there being such
protection.” ‘I will swear he did not say
that. I took the book down to see if
there was anything of the liability of let-
ters to seizure under execution. It is
not thefact that I telegraphed to Mec-
Milian after I took the boek down and
failed to find instructions in it touching
the mattor. I cannot sWear whether it
was before or after I took the book down
that I telegraphed. The whole point of
controversy between me and the sheriff was
whether he had or had not a ri;_hbJa‘.tnke
those letters. You and the ‘sheriff re-
mained as much as.two hours,in the sitting
room. It would be8 or 10 minutes at
the most from the time you arrived until
I telegraphed. "

Mr. Landry—*‘ I would not be able to
bring these things to your mind if I had’
not been present and I am sorry I was,
but never mind it has happened_now. I
am defending the Sheriff, and as as I
am concerned, if it comes to that I can
defend myself. I wish to show from
words that fell from the Sheriff’s lips and
from words that fell from my lips, that
the Sherifl intended to wait for an answer
to the telegram. I wish to show there
was no evil intent.” -

Mr. Harrison—‘ We are prepared to
admit that the Sheriff acted vnder Mr.
Landry’s advice and ander claim of right.”

Mrs. H. (to Mr. Landry)—*1I had no
conversation with youn before the telegram
was sent. You never asked me to ask
MocMillan in the telegram to, point to the
particular section that protected letters;
such never took place. Doucet was stand-
ing on my right side when I was writing
the telegram. Landry was standing at
the door. Idid not know what expres-
sion to ase in telegram and I asked Dou-
cet if I would say ‘‘seize,” and he said
*levy.” I telegraphed in these words—
‘‘ Sheriff Douncet wants seize registered
letter addressed P. J. Leslie. I refuse.
Should I let him ?’ .

Mr. Landry—*Did I not go into the
office after the telegram was written and
before it was sent ?”

Mrs. H.—“You were standing iggthe
door. No one asked me to add anyfhing
toit. Ido ndf/ remember if ina loud
voice, I read the telegram. 1 did not do
80, After I got the telegram off I went

got my tea and if you had been on any
other errand I would have had asked you
too to have some. I told the Sheriff the
office closed at eight o’clock, but the
reply might come later. It was iu the
commencement of the conversation that
you and Doucet went aside in the passage
and spoke together, and before you came
into the sitting room. And it was after
this Doucet asked me to telegraph the
Attorney General and I refused.”

Adjourned for dinner.

Resumed at 2 p. m., Mrs. H. continues—

To the best of my knowledge the Sheriff
did not say if letter was in my office and
he knew it and did nof’ seize it under ex-
ecution he would lay himself open to
action of damages. The Sheriff did not
tell me that he or Mr. Landry did not
know the letters were protected. Protec-
tion of letters was not spoken of. The
whole question was as to the Sheriff's
authority. {Mr. Landry here protested
against the gentlepren present langhing at
the clever answers of the witness. The
answers rather turned the tables on Mr.
L.—Reporter.] I did not tell him to
come back in the morning. I did not tell
him he would have same chance to get the
letter in the morning as he would have in
the evening. Doucet said he would wait
until morning and did not add “‘provided,

mail was not made up before usual hour,

in the morning. He said “I might send
out the mail before the ordinary time.” - I
said I would not send it out before the
nsual time. On his return in the morning
and during that visit he asked me if I bad
an answer from Inspector McMillan. I
replied I had not, I cannot say at what
time he asked me if I had got an answer
from McMillan. I make up the mails for
Alexandre’s Point and Miscou in the
morning to suit my own convenience, so
the courier can get them when he ealls.

- He has a contract hour for calling, I
have no contract time for making them
up. The one courier takes the mails for
Alexandre’s Point, Little Shippegan and
Miscou at the same time. SolongaslI
perform my office duties properly I do
them to snit my convenience. It makes
no difference which of these bags is made
up first. On-tHat morning I made up the
Alexandre Point bag first and always do.
‘When the Sheriff rose and said he should
see the contents of that bag there were
letters and papers on the table, as [ was
sorting the mail. Ido not think he con-
versed with me while he was sitting down,
as I was busy. He could see the letters
going in the bag, but I de not think he
could read the addresses from where he
was sitting. He got up and stood at the
end of the table. I was making up the
bag for Alexandre’s Point, and he said,
‘‘ I must see the contents of that bag be-
fore I leave this office, or I will keep the
mail here until noon.” I ssid he would
not. He said he would and took hold of
the bag.

Question—When Doucet took hold of
the bag was it closed and 1eady to be de-
livered to courier ? .

Ans.—It was not ready to be delivered
to the courier. I was in the act of closing
it ; I will not swear it was closed. When
I close a bag I tie it and seal it— this was
not sealed. I donot think it was tied.
If it was not tied he could not have cut
the string. If I said he did not use force
in taking the bag I meant he did not push
me nor misuse me. I did not drop it—he
pulled it from me. When I found further
resistance was useless I let the bag go to

the Sheriff. I found it useless on account
of his determination and not on account
of his foree. I then went into the dining
room and sat near the partition. . The
doorway to the dining room would be
about two feet wide. Doucet took the
bag to the other table and went over all
of its contents, I counld see from where

 here for Leslie,”

I was sittin,; thut he went through the
contents. The letters are all tied up in a
bundle and registered letters are in the

look at:one without undoing all.
are no letters in the bag but what are in
the bundle. I cannot say he emptied out
any part of the bag. He took out three
leiters and a paper and showed them to
me and agid he took them.

Mr. Landry here provoked Mrs. H. to
an entburst of tears and a scene ensued
between Messrs. Harrison, Landry and
Doucet. Mr. Harrison stated that Lan-
dry was Doucet’s legal adviser, which
Landry denied, but on Mr. Harrison ask-
ing him if Doucet did not' ask him ques-
tions as to whether he could not seize this
letter, Landry said hedid.

Mr. Harrison (warmly) Do you say you
did not advise the Sherif, sir, in this mat-
ter ? .

Mr. Landry—*“I am not a witness”—
Landry said he had been misrepresented
and his business injured by false news-
paper reports, lle afterwards apologised
very humbly to Mrs. Hammond and Mr.
Harrison and the witness resumed. After
I sort the mail I do not remember how
many letters there are for each particular
party. Ido not remember how many let-
ters were in that bag for P. J. Leslie.
Doucet looked through two bags. To the
best of my knowledge Doucet did nog
look through the main@.}ter on the table
that I was sorting. Ai}er looking through
the bag he did not say, *‘ there is nothing
bere were three per-
sons in the house at this time but they
could not see what was going on. They
were in the dining room. They were my
husband, John De LaParcile and the ser-
vant girl. Doucet stood by the table and
said ‘“ here are three letters and a paper
for Leslie which I take, but not the valu-
able letter.” He then handed back the
bag to the table from which he had taken
it, with the remsining contents, having
taken three letters from it. He told me
there were three. I did not count them.
Except from what he told me I do not
know how many letters he took out of the
bag. Thebag for Miscon was made up
when he took hold of it. I cannot say if
it were tied and sealed, When I said I
resealed the bags I meant I sealed them,
as on having the matter brought to my
memory I was under a wrong impression
and do not think they were sealed .before.
Re-examined by Mr. Harrison—Letters
for Little Shippegan are put in Alexandre’s
Point bag. The mouth of the bag was
folded and gathered for the purpose of
tying, and I was in the act of tying it.
All the contents Iintended to go in that
bag were M it at that time. Letters
going to Isittle Shippegan were all in that
bag, - Letters addressed to Leslie must
have been in that bag.

This closed evidence for the prosesution:
Adjourned for tea and resumed at 8 p. m.
when the evidence of Mrs. Hammond read
gver to and signed by her.

Mr. Landry moves for the discharge of
the defendant on following grounds,—
1st. There is before*the Justice no reliable
evidence which would bring reasonable
conviction to any man’s mind that the
defendant is guilty of the crime charged ;
the evidence bearing on the face of it
the stamp of contradiction and unreliabil-
ity. 2nd. No evidence of the opening by
defendant of a certain or any post letter
bag, nor of the unlawful taking of three or
any letters therefrom addressed to Peter
J. Leslie or any other person. 3rd. That,
admitting the offence proven and true,
the Sheriff acting.bona fide under an ex-
ecution directed against the goods and
chattels of P. J. Leslie, could not be and
was not guilty of the offence charged.

Mr. Landry thought the proper course
was for Mr. Harrison to argue his objec-
tions firft and he would then reply to him.

Mr. Harrison' did not agree with Mr.

Landry and advised him te now take the
only opportunity he had of addressing the
Court.
Mr. Landry then addressed the Court on
his objections. He attacked the testimony
of Mrs. Hammond and characterised it as
a mass of contradictions, exaggerations
and misstatements. He contended no
case had been made out against the Sheriff
and that the sections under which the
Crown was proceeding did not apply.

Mr. Harrison replied briefly, contend-
ing a good prima facie case had been made
out and that Doucet had brought bim.
self under the Act. "He called upon the
Justice to commit the Sheriff for trial;
otherwise all protection to merchants and
the public intended by the Act would be
removed and the Postal Service be ren-
dered useless.

Court adjourned uatil ten o'clock Satur.
day morning, when the evidence was read
over to Douce* and he was asked m the
usual form if | : had any statement to
make. Dou - 5said “I amnot guilty.”

Mr. Maclauchlan then addressed Doucct
as follows., ““You, sir, have been charged
with a very serious offence and you have
been ably defended by a young counsel,
and have been treated with every court-
esy by the counsel for the Crown and have
had every chance given you. You
did this offence, but I believe you did it
innocently and without any malicious in-
tent. You did it I believe in ignorance
of your daty and I hope you will never
do so again while you are in the offiec
of Sheriff. But allow me to tell you, sir,
if you think you can or had a right
under an execution to go into a Posts
Office and take letters yon are most un-
mistakeably and  wofully mistaken.
There is vo doubt inmy mind you did
this innocently, thinking you had a right
to doso. Mrs. Haminoad the witness in
this matter may be a very nice wouwman,
but to my mind, she is a wowan with a
very flippant tongue and appears to have
come here for the purposc of ising a
jeer and a laugh. I feel ITmast her
evidence cum grano salis. Duesshe thiuk
she will take away the liberty of a subject
on such an evidence? Ile then referred
to one or two points of the evidence(which
he thonght contradict.ry) and continued—
I have a duty to perform - to myseif, my
country,my Queen find my God.
a very unenviable and -uncomfortable
position. In my hands is the power to
take away your liberty or to discharge
you. I feel my:elf ina very
position to Pontius Pilate, but with not
such a serious responsibility, and I in-
cline to mercy. I have passed two
sleepless nights communing with a higher
than an earthly power as to my decision.

Mr. Harrison contended that all the
evidence shewed a direct wilfulness on the
part of the Sheriff, and the fact of his not
roturning the lett:r to the Post Offic e
shewed a wilful detention. The letter
was still the property of the P. M. Gener-
al, and not of Leslie, and the detention
was from the P. M. General, which was
the detention complained of. The deten-
tion from the individual had nothing to do
with it. The Justice had onmly to say
whether a prima facie case had been made
out, and not to try it.

In answer to the usual question, d¥fen-
dant said, “I am not guilty of the charge.”

Mr. Maclauchlan wished the Crown
counsel to consent tolan adjournment, in
order to allow him to obtain advice from
the Attorney General as to what he should
do.

Mr. Harrison objected, and demanded a
decision at once.

Mr. Maclauchlan gave judgment, and
said it was admitted by Doucet’s counsel
that the letter was taken by him, and he
recited the faets of the case, which he said
were admitted. The letter was not re.
turned to the Post Office, and he had no-
thing to do with its being taken to Leslie.

He continued—addressing the defendant
—There is no doubt you believed, when
you took it, that you had a right. gNo
doubt there was a wilful taking. As to
wilful keeping [ am in doubt, and will give
you the benefit of thedoubt. I think you
were wrong in taking the letter, but whe-
ther you did it wilfully, having an execu-
tion in your possession, I am in doubt, and
discharge you. The law of England says
to give the defendant the benefit of the
doubt, and I do sv. I cannot help what
the public will think. I am in doubt and
do not know what to do. I would like to
have had time to get advice, but cannot,
so I have nothing left for me to do but
discharge you.

The Soudanese War.

The news from the seat of war in the
Soudan is so conflicting that 1t is difi-
cult to understand with any degree of
certainty what is going on there. As
the New York Herald truly says,—

Oue depatch to-day tells us that Gor-
don regards his position as hopeless un-
less Zobehr Pacha is immediately sent
to him, while another represents that
the Mahdi himself is ‘‘hemmed in” by
hostile forces, and is consequently
harmless for the present. It is proba-
ble that these despatches, one of which
is intended to neutralise the other, and
both of which pretend to come from
Khartoum, originated respectively with
the warring cliques at Cairo. One side
has an interest to represent that Gordon
is all right, and the other to represent
that he is in a very evil case indeed ;
and, while they thus cloud the reports
and keep the world in ignorance, the
culmination of the tragedy may come
at any hour.”

The distance between Khartoum and
Cairo—the nearest large centre of civil-
ization--is about 1,600 miles and, con-
sidering the character of the country,
the obtaining of news must be a most
difficult matter. The public, however,
has great faith in General Gordon,
whe is well known to the people of that
vast country as one who, when he for-
merly ruled them, caused them to be
delivered from many political abuses
and burdens under which they had
suftered, although he is, on the other
hand, menaced by the fanaticism of El
Mahdi’s followers, incited by many of
the powerful sheiks who owe him no
good will for his former interferences
with their wicked monopolies.

The latest despatches from the dis-
turbed country are as follows,—

Catro, April 20.—A large number of
refugces, owing to the shortuess of pro-
visions, left Shendy a few days ago ina
steamer for Berber. The steamer ran
aground on a sand bink ucar El Balala
and was soon surrounded hy rebels, who
massacred everybody on board, number-
ing 450. -

LoxpoxN, April 2v.—General Gordon
telegraphs uuder date of April 8 : Owing
to delay and uncertainty of communica-
tion, I will hereafter act npon my own
responsibility. Our position will be
much better when the Nile rises.
Senaar, Kassla, Dongola and Berber are
quite safe for the present. Doya thinks
that if an appeal was made to the mil-
lionaites of England and the United
States for £200,000 it would be available.
If the Sultan of Turkey will send two
or three thousand Nizams to Berber
under Zebher Pasha, I could not only
settle the affairs of Khartoum, but do
for El Mahdi, in ““collapse, the
Sultan is necessarily interested.

Lospox, April 21.—The foreign con-
suls at Khartoum report, April 9th,
that General Gordon considers that the
time for retreating has arrived. Gen.
Gordon will send with Col. Stewart and
Vice Consul Power, who are to return to
Lower ligypt by way of Abyssinia, all
foreigners who choose to accompany
them., Gen. Gordon has himself no in-
tention of retiring. He hopes that
England will yet send him aid.

Loxpox April 20.—Recent lotters from
Vice-Consul Power represent Khartoum
as closely beset by the rebels upon all
sides. Mr, Power asserts that the posi-
tion is altogether hopeless, unless British
troops shall soon bring relief. Hedeclares
that Gen. Gordon’s idea of retreating up
the Nile to the equator, with the inten-
tion of marching through the unknown
interior to the Congo country, is quite
impracticable. Nobody would survive if
this course should be attempted. The
hostility of the native tribes and the
severity of the climate would conspire to-
gether to make the attempt an utter

|  PARIs April 21.—The Figaro correspon-
dent at Cairo sends the followiug details
of the recent Shendy massacre:—Three |
hundred Egyptian troops and six hundred |
non-combatants, preferring to make the {
hazardous attempt to march to Berber to
starving inside of Shendy, set out from
the latter place on the 15th inst. Part of
the number went slowly by steamer down
the river, while the others marched along
the river bank. When two hours distant
from Shendy, they were attacked by
Arabs, and after a short fight all the
troops excepting a fuw were massacred.
The Arabs afterwards visited Shendy.
The Egyptian troops here had discarded
their arms and uniforms in the hope of
being spared ; few, however, escaped
general massacre. Two thousand men,
women and children were slaughtered.
Many were refugees from Khartoum.
London, April 21.., A Standard cor-
respondent at Cairo says that Gen. Gor.
don hag sent a telegram to Sir Evelyn
Baring expressing his utmost indignation
at the manmer in which he has been
abandoned by the English Government,
and saying henceforth he will
himself entirely adrift from
who have deserted him on whom
be the blood - guiltiness of all
hercafter lost in the Soudan.

“This was done by Mr. Call, as
President and a recommendation was
got up by me and at my personal solici-
tation, was signed by a large number of
the members of the House of Com-
mons,” etec.

It seems, then, that Mr. Call happen-
ed to ‘ bob up serenely ” at Ottawa
on private business when Mr. Mit-
chell induced him to play the role
of ““President,” which was, no doubt,
a very agreeable thing to Mr. Call, who
simply did as he was told. He stood
in the same relationship to Mr. Mitchell
in the matter as the organ-blower does
to the organist. The trouble with him
seems to have been, however, that he

forgot he was merely the blower.

Of the letter to Hon. Peter Mitchell
from one of his constituents, which we
transfer to our columns from the St.
John Telegraph, that paper says,—

¢ The wiiter of the letter says it was
not originally intended to be published,
s0 soon at least, but he has felt com-
pelled to place it before the public as an
answer to statements made in Parlia-
ment and elsewhere by the gentleman
to whom it is addressed.

The people of Northumberland will,
no doubt, be surprised when they read
the utterances of Sir Charles Tupper
and Mr. Mitchell in the House of Com-
mons on Wednesday last. Mr. Weldon
asked the Government not to take away
the subsidy provided last session for the
Miramichi end of the Valley Railway.
He pointed out that it was an entirely
new departure to repeal a subsidy and
showed that it was breaking faith with
the Company who had made a large
investment on-the faith of the subsidy.
Mr. Mitchell must be held largely re-
sponsible for Sir Charles Tupper’s mis-
understanding of the subject, although
Sir Charles’ memory must be bad or he
would not have forgotton that the Com-
pany had made a certain application to
him as Minister of Railways early in
the session just closed, with a view of
entering into an agreement when the
expected local legislation was passed.
It was also known to Str Charles that
the Company had made surveys and
purchased over $60,000 worth of rails.
It is stated that Sir Charles has been
induc¥d to doubt this, for which he is,
perhaps, not so much to blame, for Mr.
Mitchell appears to have surrounded
the whole subject with a tissue of mis-
representations, which are very dis-
creditable to him, considering his posi-
tion. His reiteration of his statement
that ‘‘nearly a year had elapsed and no
step has been taken except to get a
Chancery law suit up between two com-
panies,” shows the extent to which he
is prepared to go in positive and delib-
erate untruthfulness to serve the oppo-
nents of the Valley Railway. Mr.
Mitchell knew that there never was a
Chancery suit between the two com-
punies. He knew that Mr, Call’s so-
called company had abandoned the
undertaking for months and had done
nothing but annoy and labor to prevent
the Northern and Western Company
from carrying out their intention to
build the road. He knew the Company
had paid its $20,000 in local banks as
the law required, that it had caused
surveys of both sides of the river to be
made by a tirst class railway engineer ;
that it had entered intoa contract with
the Local Government to build the
road, and with the Barrow Steel Cém-
pany for some $60,000 worth of steel
rails, some of which were already
shipped. Mr. Mitchell knew all this
had been done, yet he wae so lost to
a proper sense of his duty and so willing
to pander to the interests of the coterie
at Newcastle,whom alone he represents,
as to conceal the facts and invent un-
truths. Shame owe such aman! He
has disgraced the constituency.

The Advocate has always, heretofore,
been more than ready—even anxious—
to place beforg-its ‘readers the parlia-
wentary utterances of Mr. Mitchell in
extenso, especialiy when they related to
Miramicht matters.

The editor of the ADVANCE comes in
for a fair whare of personal abuse in
connection with the discussion of the
railway question. Mr. Mitchell thought
proper to single him out for particular
reference and misrepresentation in Par-
liament where he discussed and endeav-
ored to justify the withdrawal of the
subsidy from the Miramichi end of the
road. He said,—

Mr. D. G. Smith, is the
gentleman who conducts the newspaper
organ of the Liberal party in_ that
County, a man who has never ceased to
villify the Government of the day, and
represents the party who have persist-
ently attacked the policy which this
Government have honored the country
by adopting.

Replying to a letter from Mr. Smith
on the subject of the Railway, Mr.
Mitchell says it comes ‘‘from one whose
hostility and unfairness to him has been
and is marked in no ordinary manner.”
Numerous sentences and paragraphs
embodying these ideas, have, from time
to time, appeared in the Advocate and
also in the World, before, the latter
paper awoke to Mr. Mitchell’s real
policy in County affairs, but particular
reference to them is not necessary just
now. We may, however, refer to a
“‘sample brick” in this week’s Advocate,
It says,— :

And now we make a quotation from
the irrepressible and ubiquitious Smith :

“Mr. Mitchell may have been believed when he
intimated to the House .that there had been no
purchase of mil-{ but the enterprising gentlemen
who were about to commence the work know that
they have entered into obligations to the amount
of $80,000 on the faith of their contract with the
Crown to build their road, and misrepresentations
of their affairs m Parliament, for the purpose of
crushing them, Were . infamously malicicus and fit
work only for a scoundrel. Hesaysthe Company
has “‘not taken the first step outside of litigation”
and, in view of the facts, it is not to be wondered
at that thie Conuty is amazed and thomufhlry ex-
asperated over the blow he has struck at it."”

Is not this rich ? Something new in
newspaper discussions—a new ‘‘menu” is
given to its readers. Well ! well ! poor
unfortunate, crooked Smith! Will not
the County respond to your eulogy on
Mr. Mitchell? Yes ! A rogue, scoundrel,
an infamous character, such is Peter
Mitchell, M. P.! Will not the people
after this demand this unfortunate man’s
resignation? Has not Smith said so?

Of course, it will, hereafter, be a set-
tled fact that ““Smith ™ has called Mr.
Mitchell a *‘rogue !” “‘scoundrel !” and
an ‘‘infamous chargeter !” What we
did say—viz., that Mr. Mitchell’s un-
truthful assertion in Parliament that
the Company had not taken the first step
outside of litigation, his efforts to make
the House gbelieve that no rails had
been purchdsed, and his other misre-
presentations of the company’s position
and work—all intended to influence the
withdrawal of the subsidy on the faith
of which the Company has incurred its
large obligations—were infamously ma-
licious and tit work only for a scoundrel.

The ohject which Mr. Mitchell and
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the association of Mr. Smith’s name
with all that is' objectionable, and to
present him constantly in that light be-
fore the public, for the purpose of
of the Av-
vance. This mode of warfare is pecu-
liar to men of their class. They cannot
succeed by merit. They know that
their purposes cannot be accomplished
by fair means,in the open field of truth,
under the test of honest discussion, 8o
tifey resort to the work ofedetraction,
They realibe that they can never rise
to thé plane occupied by those who are
oppused to them, sa they seek to drag
them down to their own level and, if
possible, to thrust them below it. They
do not seek to commend themselves J
and their purposes to the public on
grounds of excellence, but, after doing
all in their power to distort and mis-
represent the purposes of others and to
blacken their opponents’ character and
reputation, they ask acceptance because
they are no* quite so bad as they de-
clare their opponents to be. Fortu-
nately, however, we are all judged in
these mattera by the public, whose ver-
dict is generally a safe and correct one.

Second Valley Rallway Debate.

On Wednesday last, 16th, the Railway
Subsidies Resolution were before the
House of Cemmons in committee of the
whole for second reading, when the fol-
lowing debate took place, (Hansard report):

Mr. WEeLDON. With regard to the
Northern and Western subsidy of last
year, I would ask the hon. Minister
whether he would not allow it to remain,
It is an entirely new departure to repeal
a subsidy. I understand the parties have
spent a good deal of money, some $80,000,
for the purpose of carrying out that rail.
way, and the Minister said, last year,
he changed the vote, in Committee for the

urpose of giving the very &&tion the

cal Government have now en, It
seemns to me that, after the parties, on the _
faith of that subsidyg had gone in and
made expenditures, the hon. Minister
should allow the vote to remain, and not
make another vote in liew of it. The
matter can be discussed. by the parties
with the Local Government, and the eom-
pany being organized and having gone to
this expense, it is a very serious matter to
repeal that subsidy, and it is adopting a
very bad principle, where parties have,on
the faith, of these subsidies, entered into
this expenditure, to say that their sub.
sidies should be repealed.

Sir CHARLES TupPPER, My hon. friend
will see that, by the legislation of
last Session, the company, if they
proposed entering iuto any engagements
whatever, were bound to make an 8-
ment with the Government. They have
never made any agreement. So far as
I am aware, they have never proposed
any agreement. 'That was the first step,
because ‘they did not know that the
terms that would be exacted -would be
the terms they would comply with, untid
they had come to the Government. The
legislation of last Session, while it gave
greater latitude in the selection of a route
still retained that selection, It did not
at all give that to the Government of
New Brunswick, or any other party than
this Government, sa that, until the Com-
pany made an arrangement and entered
into an agreement in the terms of the re-
solution, and until they had their route
located, by their_location of the route be-
ing adopted and contirmed by the Govern-
or in Council here, they had no ground of
complsint whatéver. In the next place,
the amount proposed to be given to that
Company is increased. They are getting,
for J:e samme line of railway, a larger lug-
sidy, and in addition they are getting the
construction of fourteen miles as a branch
of the Intercolonial Railway. I think they
have very little ground of complaint ; in
fact, they have no ground of complaint.

MRr. Wewpox, The hon. Mivister will
see that, up to this session of the New
Brunswick Legislature, to get the subsidy
given by the New Brunswick Government,
they .were fixed to a certain point and
were not in & position to come before this
Parliament. The charter was renewed in
1881, giving them ten years, and they
were not in a position to come here un.
til the legislation was passed by the New
Brlnawicﬁ Legislature. That has ouly
been passed within the last few weeks,
and itgseems to me unfair to take that
subsidy away from them. The subsidy
is for an entirely different portion of the
road, *

MRg. MircHELL, My hon, friend says
it is unfair to take that subsidy from them,
as the legislation which changed the sub-
sidy was passed in the last two wesks.
He forgets o tell the House that that
subsidy was fixed by the Local Parliamefit
of New Brunswick,and fixed in a particu-
lar place, and the subsidy last year was
granted for that place, It was agplied for
by me for that locality, from Derby Siding
upwards. It was upon that application
the Government granted it, and it was
only when the legislation was laid before
this House and was passing through, that
the telegrams were received, asking to
leave the junction an opén question.

| tell the whole facts in relation to it. He
has not told the whole facts. He has left
the impression on this House that the
changes had been made contrary to jus-
tice and to right.

England Shaken by an Earthquake|

CHIMNEYS FALL! BELLS RING ! ! BUSI-
NESS SUSPENDED !!!

A press telegram briugs the intelli-
gence of an earthquake of an alarming
character in Kngland on Tuesday morn-
ing, 22nd inst. The despatch is as fol-
lows,—

It was felt in the eastern counties the
localities in Essex and Suffolk being
the scenes of the greatest diaturbauce.
At Ipswich, the capital of Suffolk coun-4
ty, the shock was so severc that the
walls of houses were perceptibly shaken,

lates were rattled and bells rung.

eople have been thrown into sucha
state of comsternation that business is
for the time suspended. The shock
was still more severe at Colchester in
Essex. The zoncussion lasted half a
minute. The first symptom wasa deep
rumbling sound portentous and awe-1u-
spiring. This wus speedily followed by
a quaking and shaking of all buildings.
Church bells sounded as though rung
by unseen hands. Tall chimney stacks
of factories crashed in ruius to the earth
and other lofty structures were destroy-
ed. The_spire of one. of the largest
churches in the city, 150 feet in height,
fell with an awful crash to the ground.
In one part of the city fire was caused
by the shock. It is impossible to esti-
mate the amdunt of damage, but it is
known to be great. In private houses
the greatest confusion prevailed. 7'a-
bles were overturned, chairs. swayed
and nodded and fell sprawling wpon
the floor. China and glassware in cup-
boards and side boards rastled together
and were frequently shattered, while
pictares and other ornaments upon the
walls were loosened from their fasten-
ings and fell to the floor. People were
terror-stricken. Men, women and
children rushed shrieking iuto the
streets, where their agonized cries and
palefaces made a most impressive scene.

At Chelmsford, likewise in Essex and
only about 30 miles from Londov, the
shock was also severe and people were
filled with terror and dismay.

At South End, a watering place near
the mouth of the Thames, the earth
trembled for miles around, the win-
dows of many dwellings were broken,
chimneys were dashud to the earth and
crockery and glassware were smashed.

At Shoeburyness, a few miles beyond |
South End, the shoek was distinctly
felt. Itwas als, perceptible at Bury
8t. Edmunds, while at Maldon, ten
miles east of Chelmsford, the town
hall and private houses were swayed
several times. The wave passed from
south to north.

The Qlobe says that the shock was
felt in the Straud, London. A business
house it asserts rocked so much that
employes were affected and rushed iuto
the streets.

The duration of the shock at Ips-
wich is estimated at three seconds.

The earthquake has cansed a general
feeling of alaim and insecurity through-
out England.

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Tae New Chatham Ferry Boat.
One of the best boats yet built in Chat-

ham is that at present on the stocks and
nearly ready for launching in the Mir-

amichi Foundry Company's building yard,

and intended to take the place of the
g'ea;er in the Ferry route betweeu Chat-

am and the opposite side of the river.
The contract for the steamer com-
plete, is made between Capt. Thos. Havi-

land, the veteran ferry master, and the

Foundry Company. The hull however is
built under sub-contract, by Messrs,
Peter Loggie and Wm. Sioclair, Mr.
Siuclair having charge of construction and
Mr. Loggie of the joiner work. i

The general dimensions of the boat are,

81 feet from transom to transom.
20d&et beam—32 feet from guard to
uard.

6 feet hold amidships, with a 20 inch
sheer.

These dimensions show that the new
boat is about one third larger than the
Teazer.

The keel is of birch and is 9x7 inches ;
the main keelsons 10x10 and the sister
keelsons 9x9. The bilge keelsons are 9x7
and there are outside bilge-keels corres-
ponding with the bilge keelsons. The
keels and keelsons are all of juniper and
the keelsons and keels in centre and at
the bilges are all throngh-bolted with gal-
vanized iron.

The planking from the keel to the
water -line is of birch and from that to the
gunwale of jumiper all 2 inches thick.
The garboard strake is 3 in. thick and
rebated into the keel. The ceiling is of
juniper throughout and is two inches
thick.

The beams are of juniper 7x8, the two
principal ones, however, are 9x9 and form
the ends of the paddle-boxes. The hull is
strengthened outside by hanging knees
opposite every other beam which are
bolted through all work and fastened
with clinch rings. The stringers, into
which the beams are let down, are respec-
tively 4x10 and 3x10, the heaviest one on
the inside. These are bolted through and
through, the bolts passing through the
timber heads and being secured by clinch
rings.

The guard which is of *juniper 8x7
‘i’nge}, extends from transom to transon
on each side and is checked into the ends
ofthe beams. This has also a ribbon-

ﬁuard of beech 6x5 inches, which is pro-

tected by an iron plate about 4 in. wide
and § thick.

The hull is farther strengthened . by a
hog-frame extending  over nearly the
whole boat to within about three feet of
each end. The bow of the hog frame is
supported by seven 6x7 in. staunchions on
each side of the boat, the staunchions
being let down between the planking and
sheathing, with shoulders on the stringers
and through-fastencd. 'The bows are
composed of four strakes of juniper each
2x6 in. fitted closely together and securely
fastened at the endsinto the hull-timbers.
At each staunchion there is a juniper knee
extending fore and aft along the bow and
dewn the side and thoroughly fastened.
There is & strain-rod, running on iron
chairs about two ft. apart, over the top
of each bow securely fastened at each end
through ceiling, timbers and planking.
Iron rods also pass from the ends of the
paddle-box beams over the hog-frame,
supporting the strain of the shaft.

The deck is of princess pine 4x3 in. The
rail is of juniper, 2} ft. high from the deck
and supported by pitch pine stauchions.
On one side there ‘will be two cabins,
situated on each side of the paddle-boxes.
One of these will be 9x5 and the other 13
x5 feet. On the other side will be the

THE MIRAMICHI VALLEY RAILWAY.
A Letter Sent to Hon. Peter Mitchell

THE HISTORY OF THE ENTERPRISE RE-
VIEWED AND MR. MITCHELL'S
ERROR EXPOSED,

Cuarrawm, N. B, April 12,
Hon, Peter Mitchell, Ottawa :

Dear Sir : As an elector of Northumber-
land who cheerfully contributed to your
return as the representative of the County,
withcut om)ositiou, in 1882, and as ene
who at that time received from you the
assurance that you would, thenceforward,
represent all sections of the Cougpy justly,
I claim the right to express to you the
disappointment I have—in common with
a very large proportion of your constitu.
ents—experienced over your course in the
matter of the Miramichi Valley Railway.

No one knows better than you do the
intention of the original promoters of that
railway in respect to its route and deep
water terminus. You know that it was
projected to run vie Nelson Parish to
Chatham—that for ten years, from the
time the Act of Incorporation was passed,
in 1872, until 1882, no Miramichi termin-
us was provided for in said Act, but’ the
Town of Chatham. You know that in
1874, when the Subsidy Act was passed,
giving the Valley and other proposed
roads $5,000 a mile, a terminus in Nelson
was provided for, with the option of Derby,
also—the Chatham Branch Railway being
then projected and the Nelson terminus
being intended to complete the junction
with the Chatham road and,thus,virtually
make the terminus in Chatham. You
must be aware, also, of the fact that the
survey of 1875, under Mr, Buck,embraced
lines on both sides of the Southwest as
far up as Bartholmew River. You wmay
not know, butifis, nevertheless, true
that Mr. Gibaon, who wasso often spoken
of by the so-called ‘“‘Miramichi Valley
Railway Company ” as the capitalist
whose co-operation was desired in the
work, could not be induced to take hold
of it, because he always objected to the
Derby route, which Messrs. Call, Adams,
Park and others in Newcastle favored. It
was the determination of these gentlemen
to divert the road from the route which
nature and its projectors intended it
should follow, that prevented capitalists
from joining with ‘he‘ﬁl and, although
they asserted that they hiad one or more
Americans of means asseciated with them,
it is a fact that when they applied to the
Local Governmect for a contract,under the
Subsidy Act of 1874, they failed to secure
it, simply Because they could show oaly a
stock list (like many others, got up for
the purpose of starting railway balls roll-
ing) and a desire to obtain control of the
proposed subsidy. They could not even
secure a guarantee from the Dominion
Government for the loan of old raus, and
it was their'inability to satisty the Govern-
ment that they were able, even with the
subsidy of $5,000 per mile, to build the
road that led to their being refused the
contract. Had they, at any time, propos-
ed to build the road as_ the Act upder
which they professed to be incorporated
provided they should build it—had they
not proposed to build it, in fact,- by a
route for which their Act gave them no
authority—it is known th&t there would
have been little difficulty in securing  the
necessary capital.

In 1882, then, the alleged Company
was as far as ever from being in a posi-
tion to build. In that year Mr. Michael
Adams, being then a member of the Gove
ernment, and having a majority in the
Legislature disposed to assist him in his
schemes, had the Northern and Western
Railway Company’s Act smended, and,
for the first time, it was therein enacted
that the Company might build to the
parish of Derby or the parish of Southesk,
provision being still left in it for construc-
tion via Nelson,or to Chatham. He, also,
assisted by Mr. Davidson, had the provi-
sion in the Subsidy Act, passed that ses-
sion, s0 framed as to make it apply
to Derby and Southesk only—leav-
ing Nelson and Chatham out -altogether.

Thus the first legislative blow was
strack at Nelson and Chatham in the rail-
way matter. It was Mr. Adams who
first diverted the railway from . the route
by which it was to benefit two-thirds of
his constituents, who arbitrarily and un.
fairly used the position our people placed
him in to deprive them of the benetits of a
road which they had always been taught
was especially designed to be the local
road of Northumberland and a most im-
portant factor in promoting the welfare of
the people from Ludlow to Escuminac and
Portage River. The reduction of the
Local Government subsidy, from $5,000 to
$3,000 a mile, seemed to be a “‘wet
blanket” on the project, and when it be-
came generally known that Mr. Adams

had prevented even that $3,000 a mile

draughtsman of the whole work. Under ! Sir Charles, Sir Leonard Tilley, yourself,

Mr. Blake and others, as follows,:—
CHATHAM, May 18, 1883,

To secure construction Miramichi Valley Rail*
way as ed by p t and Govern.
ment with least delay, location between McLag-
gan's and Intercolonial should be lef€free as pos-
sible through available lands on either side Mira.
michi River, so as to meet views of the people of
tha difierent parishes —route, when decided on by
Company, to be subject to approval of Dominion
Government. This would fuse interests at present
conflicting and lead to immediate united action by
whole County. This is reasonable and can perju-
dice no section of County.

The above telegram was signed by lead-
ing citizens of Chatham, and it reached
Ottawa on the afternoon of the day the
resolutions relatingto the subsidy were
to come up. Sir Leonard, yourself and
others, replied that the request made was
4 reasonable one and would be complied
with. It was complied with. The res-
olution wag so altered as to make the
subsidy apply to *a point on the Inter-
colonial near the Miramichi,” as the
junction of the Valley Railway with that
road. Thus,the effort inspired from New-
castle to shut Nelson and (consequently)
Chatham out from participation in the
benefits of the Dominion subsidy, was frus.
trated, and Chatham stood an equal
chance, on its merits, with Newcastle.
This changed the feelings of many who
had suffered from your prejudices against
Chathaw while’ you “were the represen.
tative of the County, prior to your defeat
by Mr. Snowball, and encouraged the
belief that you were disposed to treat all
sections of the county fairly. To usea
familiar phrase, your stock went up—
you were gaining friends.

But little time elapsed after the pasa.
ing of the Dominion subsidy bill before
a meeting was held in Newcastle by some
of the directors of the alleged Valley
Railway Company. These gentlemen in.
structed Mr. Park, M. P. P., to go to
Fredericton and asc: “tain on what terms
the contract to build the road could be
obtained from the Local Goverament.
He went to Fredericton, and the geatle-
men who sent him—or several of them—
waited for some time in expectation of
his fultilling a portion of his instructions,
viz, to report back to them as to the re-
sult of his iesion. It transpired, how-
ever, that Mr. Park learned from
the Attorney-General that the com-
pany he represented was not in a position
to ask for a contract, because its ‘‘stuck.
holders” had failed to comply with the
provision of their Act, which' required
them to payup $20,000 of their subscribed
stock. It was known that Mr. Gibson
was desirous of joining in the undertaking,
provided the road by the south, or Nel-
son route, was determined upon, and
several ®of the ‘‘directors” of the old
‘“‘company” joined with him, and, with
other g of Chath Nelson,
Newcastle, Fredericton, etc., subscribed
some $200,000 stock, paid up the $20,000
required by law, and advertised a meeting
for organization,

Five days after these gentlemen paid up
their $20,000, Mesars. Call, Adains, Whit-
ney and others also paid up $20,000, and
advertised an organization meegjng for the
same day as Mr. Gibson and his associates
had advertised for, and the same hour.

This action seemed so obstructive in its
design that the Company applied to the
Supreme Court in Equity for an injunc-
tion to prevent Mr. Call and his associates
from proceeding with organization, and
obtained it, the papers being served about
the time the meeting was held, but, as
alleged, too late to prevent organization,
Meantime, the organization of the com
pany was duly effected at Fredericton,
nm%(r. Gibson was made president.

ith a promptness and enterprise
which inspired confidence in them among
the people, the Company employed Mr.
Maxwell, C. E.,, who, with an efficient
corps of assistants, made a thorough sure
vey of both sides of the river as far up as
a point just above Bartholemew River.
The result of this survey went to show
that the route from Derby Station to Bar-
tholemew, keeping the north side all the
way was, by far the most expensive to
build over, so they determined—as the
Dominion sabsidy applied to the south as
well as the north side route—to build by
the former, provided the Local Govern-
ment would assent to the restoration of
the provision therefor to the Subsidy Act,
as it had stood in the Act of 1874,

The surveys being finished the Com-
pany applied for a contract, under the
Local Subsidy Act, but the Local Govern-
ment did not at once award the contract,
as they said it would be only fair to hear
what the representatives of the ‘‘old com-
pany” had to say. In response to a notice
from the Government Messrs. M. Adams
and W. Park met the Attorney-General
and othersin St. John, where they are
stated to have failed in showing that they
were in a position to enter into a contract
and, finally, said they were willing to re-
tire from the field, claiming that the con-
tract with the Company must be made so
as to oblige the lattur to build from Derby
Station.

In a day or two after, the contract was
entered into between the Crown and the
Northern and Western Railway Company
to build a railway from Derby Station via
Valley of the Miramichi to St. Mary's,
subject to any alterations as to route
which might be authorized by the Legisla-
ture, thereafter.

The Company, at once, made prepara-
tions to begin its road as soon as spring
came. Rails were purchased and other
obligations emtered into.

Meantime, it having been stated that
the Company intended to seek legislati
by which the junctioncould be made with
the I. C. R. on the south side of the river
in Nelson instead of in Derby, Mr, Adams
and Mr. Park induced the Municipal
Coyncil to petition against such legisla-
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This was followed by the getting up of
counter petitions from the ratepayers of
the County, 75 per cent. of whom favored
the Company’s views and asked the Leg-
islature to restore the provision by which
a deep water terminus might be secured
at Chatham, to the Subsidy Act, as it was
in the Act of 1874

The Logislature, some three weeks
since, passed a bill by which the Govern-
ment is authorized to allow the Company
to build from a point on the Iatercolonial
in the parish of Nelson, so that while leg-
islation on the subject is p ly what it
was under the subsidy act of 1874, no al-
teration has yet been made in the contract
with the Crown.

You must be fully aware of the merits

of this question and of the importance to

the Valley Railway of its being free from
the disabilities it would be subject to were
it to have its junction with the I. C. R.
between the Miramichi bridges, instead of
at Chatham Junction, where trains might
proceed to at least one of the towns of the
river without being obliged to wait the
convenience of those controlling another
line.

It may be urged that the I. C. R. au-
thorities would be disposed to give the
Valley Co. every facility for ita traffic,
but when we consider the attitude they
have assumed towards the Chatham
Branch, which is one of their best feeders
—when they will not even allow I C. R.
tickets to be sold at Chatham Station—
we ought not to be unprepared for similar
treatment for a line terminating between
their two important and costly bridges.
But, grant ‘that they would give traffic
over the road every facility, would it
make any appreciable difference to New-
castle whether the cars, or freight, or
passengers for that place ran over five in
stead of three miles of I. C. R, rails?

You must remember that with the subsi-
dies available when the Company sought
their contract,no capitalists had been found
willing to embark in the enterprise by the
northern or Derby route. It was princi-
pally Chatham men who had taken the
matter up and, very properly joined with
Mr. Gibson, who would only favor the
road, as originally projected—to Chatham
via Nelson. I’have no doubt that, had
the enterprise'been aided Ly larger sub-
sidies, the Company would have been
prepared to not only bridge the river at
Millerton and run by the Derby side from
that place upwards to Bartholomew, but,
also, if deemed necessary, to build a
branch downwards to Derby Station on
thel. C. R.; and had you and your
friends shown a disposition to do anything
but crush the Company, there would have
been no difficulty—in view of the Domin.
ion Government'’s willingness to liberally
aid the project—in the Company meeting
the best understood views of all parties
principally interested.

What the representations made by
yourself and others in the selfish Newcas.
tle interest may have been we, in Chat.
ham have no means of knowing. That
you have done your worst against us is
the unanimous belief of your former bes;
friends here, in common with those who
were opposed to you, and, up to the pres.
ent writing, (Saturday night) some who
were. waiting for your explanations, and
waited in vain, have concluded you have
none to give that will satisfy your Coun.
ty, as a whole.

Knowing something of the fertile re-
sources of experienced politicians I antici-
pate an attempt, on your part, to delude
us with the hope that after the branch to
Indiantown is built you will secure for us
the subsidy for the south side route, but
that illusion will not mislead na. We
know that we had a Dominion subsidy al-
ready provided for the'road, to apply to
either side—as available for the south
as the north side—and that you have been
instrumental in having it taken from us,
We know that the Company which, to-
day, has a contract with the Crown to
build the Valley Railway from the 1. C.
R. to Fredericton, starting from Derby
siding, has been—as you and your friends
doubtless hope—crippled by the Domin-
ion’s attempt to wrest the ground from
them and leave their $80,000 investment

been and are earnestly engaged in vro-
moting the work—you have so wantonly
sought to crush their enterprise, and,
with it, the hopes of a large majority of
your constituents, that I am forced to
the conclusion thatyon are the enemy of
Northumberland, and, as such, deserve
to be plainly informed of, at least, one
of its electors’ belief in the matter.
