St. John's Carnival

St. John sppears to have come out
of the carnival business with little,pro-
fit and no glory, and although a grant
was made last week by the common
council to pay off cerlain outstanding
amounts, there are still . unsatisfied
claims which aggregate a thousand del-
lars or more. The whole amount of
the deficiency was $2,151.03 and the
duty of auditing and reporting to°the
Council thereon was referred to a sub,
commistee. The committee recom-
wended that $1,084 be paid, as tf:oy
considered that over one half of the
claims were the result of recklessmess
or worse. The citizens’ subscription
lists ‘also found their way into $he
hands of the committee, and from them
it was Jearned that several promiuent
citizens who subscribed to the carnival
fund bad so far neglected to make geod
their amounts. Indeed, a thoroagh
wzposure of the whole carnival busitiéss
would likely surprise some people.
Out of n 1d ata
meotiog held last Thuud;y, éight voted
for paywment of the bills as recommend-
ed by the committee, and she remain-
der against. The.next day the slder-
men came out in -force, having been
hunted up by the parties interested, so
that twenty-five out of the full number
—twenty-six—were present. All the
aldermen interested financially (sixin
number) were present, and of -course
voted for payment. The scene daring
1 the discussion on the question ﬂf‘l
lively one, and revealed several curions
transactions. "For instande, James Y.
Fellows, of Loudon, Englmd, a0 .o4d
St. John wman, donated a hundred
pounds sterling, on condition that it
should be used -exclusively - for five-
works, but"the Boston firm of whom
the works were got have not’ yet begn
paid, and two of the committee on fire-
works expressed great surprise that the
bill had not heen paid and that as far
as their knowledge went no mesting: of
their committee had been called siftes
the carnival, to, pass thebills or fgke
any action regarding them. It is atat-
ed that the money of Mr. Fellows #as
received and part of it used fo pay
duty, freights, etc,, on fireworks; and
that the remainder of it is still*on
hand. This information, however,
was never communicated ‘ to the com.
mittee as a whole, and Frank Pufts
sud John McLaughlin, two members of
the committee referred to, had been
kept in total ignorance regardiny the
whole busirjess. About the only ones
jn the city who are happy over the
action of the council are aldermen’ who
either did not pay their promised g’hb‘
scriptions or had bills to be paid, and
other citizeus who failed to pay“their
subsgriptions or haye bills aganst fhe
carnival committee. The chances are
thaf St. John has had its last summer
carnival.

THE BRAZILIAN COUP D'ETAT.

The news of a revolation in Brazil
will be received by the world with a
iderable of = surprise,
That country has, compared with most
of the other states of South America,
where revolutions and counter-revo-
lutions  have been the rule, enjoyed
almost phenomenal tranquillity. When
the royal family of Portugal, driven
before the French in - 1808, took refuge
1n Brazil, the new empire was created
without more excitement than might
attend snywhere an expansion of self-
goveroment and an increase of
prestige. Founded under happy
auspices, and with scarcely a murmur
of, _discontent, it passed peacefully
udder the mild rule of the house of
Braganza, through the rvormy period
of 1821-25, when one after another the
Spanish colonies of South America and
Mexico threw off the yoka of their
mother country, Braszil could not but
feel a little of the turmoil around it at
that time and the various internal com-
motions that have from time to time
disturbed the states along its frontier,
but beyond a few insurrections in
distant provinces of the empire, in-
surrections  generally attempted by
adventurers encouraged from abroad,
and receiving little* local support, the
course of government has been sinooth.

Dom Pedro, whose reign has been
longer than that of any sovereign in
the world, has followed, under the
form of a most democratic monarchy,
8 policy of mild and hberal reform.
His personal disposition and his private
virtues have given him popularity,
and there is little ground to suppose
that he quits Brazil . withont. .a general
feeling of respect on the part of the
peaple.

The cirpumstanges which have pro-
voked the coup d’ etat just accomplish-
ed are not yet known to the outside
world. As the sable isin the control
of the revolutionists it is unlikely that
the whole truth, either as to the causes
qor course of recent events, will be given
to the public. No doubt, for a consid-
erable length of time, tha world will
hear most of the pase of the revalution-
jota snd eomparatively little of that of
their opponents. The charge is made
that the overwhelming success of the
administration in the recent electi
was due to tyranny and fraud at the
polls, but the fact that the leader of
the revqlytiqnisis had been punished
for insvbordination oreates the sue-
picion that personal grievances on the
part of himself and his colleagues may
haye been the immediate cayse of the
successful blaw strunck by him at Rio
Janeiro. Dom Pedro’s Ministry went
to the pevple with a yery liberal bill of
reforms, including univepsal suffrage,
fpee education, extension of municipal
powers, reorg tion of the te,
abolition of ocustom charges on exports
and various other proposals “that ap-
pealed t2 the commeorcial, industrial
and agricultural interests. The Govern-
ment programme seemed quite suf-
ficient fo gecount for the largg majority
retyrned in fts support, without re-
course being had to corruption and
ocoercion to secure a victory. \Jt is said

THE OTTAWA SAWDUST DEPOSITS.

The coutract for dredging the saw-
dust from the foot of the Rideau canal
locks is completed. A passage 100 feet
wide has been cleared from the locks to
the running water for a uniform depth
of eight feet below the lock sills. It is
calculated that 15,000 square yards
have- been removed. Although the
channel cleared was originally only 100
feet wide, the sawdust at the sides of
this kept falling and was removed until
now there is five or six feet of water
along the shores where formerly there
was hardly any. The contract price is,
it is understood, to be about $2,500

and is footed by the lumbermen of the
Chaudiere.

A TERRIBLE FIGHT WITH BEARS.

The
odds were great, but the courage of
despair added to his strength and he
eventually, after a desperate struggle,
managed to overpower his assailants.
Then he despatched the mother, and
proceeded, as fast as his wounds would
allow him, to his home. Dc. Grignon,
of Ste. Agathe, was speedily snmmoned
and gave him relief, but it is feared
that as Boivin has only recently re-
covered from a long illness, his wounds
may prove fatal.

MORE BIG RAFTS.

Mcr. James D. Leary, the millionaire
contrastor of New York, and well
known as the'builder of the celebrated
Joggins raft, is building another raft,
which he hopes to launch next spring.
Mr. Leary gives the following interest-
ing particulars of the proposed raft.
It will be 100 feet longer than the last

and a width of 65 feet. It will be 456
fest deep and will draw about 25 or 26
feet of water. It will consist of from
27,000 to 28,000 sticks and will weigh
about 11,000 tons. 1t will have six
masts rigged with fore and aft sails.
One of the greatest improvements over
the former raft will be in the ateam
steering gear and capstan for the
handling of the anchor and chains.
The raft will be built entirely of
piling and spars, and will have about
one million feet of hardwood for 2
core.

Mr.. Leary also states that he is
building an immense raft at Paget
Sound, which will weigh about 13 000
tons and will be taken to San Fran-
cisco. He has strong hopes that the
difficulties ~experienced in .the last
experiment will not be encountered in
the next raft.

To the Editor of the Advance,

DeAr Sir : —Haviug spent some ten or
twelve months 1n the oil regions of this
State, I thought perhaps, a description of
the locality and the methods adopted in
procuring the oil might be of soute inter-
est to yoar numerous readers, I therefore
tender you this, my first paper on the sab-
ject, to be extended to three or four more
such artioles, if they prove of suffizient
interést to you. This, my first article, will
bedevoted to estimating in what part of
this Continent the oil-belt or oil-bearing
rock may possibly bs fouad. I shall base
my premises, not on’ the theory of the
average geologistj but on the resuits of
practical operations of experienced men as
found by ‘‘the point-of 4rill.”
