being Dr. Stockton the leader of the op­
position. VVhy the Globe h.'-s abandon­
ed Dr. Stockton we w;ll not attempt to 
explain but it is unkind particularly alter 
that campaigning tour in the up river 
counties which the leader of the opposition 
and his abusive lieutenant Mr. Finder 
made.

“The leadership of the government is 
not yet vacant. Should it become so the 
gentlemen who have the selection of a 
leader will not be those who have the ear 
of the gentleman who presides over the 
sanctum of the variegated front on Prince 
William street.

Calgary, was appointed to administer 
justice in the Yukon.

At yesterday’s cabinet 
meeting, however, it was decided to ask 
some chartered bank—probably the Cana­
dian Bank of Commerce—to undertake 
this, the government affording them 
ample police protection. Altogether the 
government’s policy in reference to the 
Yukon is a good one, and it may be de­
pended upon that Canadian interests in 
that section will be carefully looked after.

natives of Michigan and got their first ex­
perience in mining in the famous Calumet 
and Heula copper mires. They have been 
in Leadville for eleven years, and have 
been actively engaged all that time in 
mining and leasing. Both are married 
men, and each has a wife and two children, 
who will be left at Leadville duiiug their 
Klondyke trip. Mr. Dwyer is 36 year* of 
age, and Mr. Campbell is three years Lis 
junior. Both are strong, well devtbped 
working men, in perfect health, are fn ly 
equipped physically to withstand the rigors 
of the Arctic ciimste.

“Oar plane have not been fully complet­
ed,” said Mr. Campbell, in speaking of the 
trip last night. “We expect to leave here 
on Tuesday morning for Seattle, and will 
probably sail on the George W. Elder from 
Seattle on August 14. We will put in the 
day tomorrow laying in onr supplies, and 
will buy everything possible here In Den­
ver. We will buy a supply of Indian 
moccasins, Germain socks, two suits of 
chamois underwear each and a supply of 
blankets. We will take provisions for a 
yesr, and will buy most of that supply 
here. We found a man here who makes 
those big, fine wool sleeping bags, without 
which no Klondyke outfit is complete, and 
we will get one of them each. That is 
about all we know as yet. We will take 
six horses from Seattle, and will probably 
make the trip over the White pass. This 
is longer than the usual trip by the Chilooot 
pass, bat it is easier travelling, and we un­
derstand, can be made all the way with 
horses. Still, we have not fully decided 
upon that point or upon any of the details. 
We will be in no frightful hurry about the 
matter or the choice of routes. We ivill 
have all of the provisions and supplies that 
we will need for a year or two years, and 
be furnished with money to buy more if we 
ran short. We will decide after we get to 
Juneau just what course we will take.

PLANS FOR THE WINTER.

“If we cannot get into Klondyke this 
winter, we CJ*a go part of the way and fin­
ish the trip in the spring. We have left 
onr families provided for, have had our 
lives insured, and are going into the busi­
ness fully equipped to accomplish the pur­
pose. We will, of course, go first to Daw­
son City, and commence work at once. If 
we can locate on new territory we will 
adopt that plan, but will find it moie advis­
able to bay claims already located and part­
ly developed. There is no ironclad rule 
laid down for onr guidance, but we are ex­
pected to nee onr own judgment, and the 
men who are backing us will abide by that.

We will stay one year at least, and may 
remain there for several years. I am not at 
liberty to state the terms of the an ange- 
ments we have made for a division of any 
territory or claims we may locate, farther 
than that all the expenses will be borne by 
Colonel Adams and his friends, and we will 
get a reasonable share of whatever we find. 
Both Mr. Dwyer and myself are perfectly 
satisfied with the arrangements, and expect 
to make our everlasting stake in the coun­
try. We have both had long experience in 
mining, and think that with the backing 
we have we can locate something up there 
that will make a good deal of money for all 
interested in the project.’'

SAM ADAMS SURPRISED.

Colonel Adams, before the arrival of the 
Leadville miners, spent the afternoon in 
renewiug hie acquaintance with Denver 
citizens with whom he was associated 
during his residence in Colorado. He 
spent part of the afternoon with Senator 
John Poole and L N. Stevens, making a 
trip through the city, and was completely 
astonished at the evidences of development. 
He said that he had heard from time to 
time of the remarkable growth of Denver 
and Colorado, but was not prepared for the 
changes which had been called to his atten­
tion. He expects to spend several weeks in 
the city before his return to New York. 
Referring to the Klondyke project and his 
part in it, Colonel Adams said: “There has 
been an increasing interest in gold mining 
in the East for severs! years, and it found 
its culmination a few weeks ago when the 
men began to come back from Klondyke 
with large same of gold, which they claimed 
to have washed out in a very short time. 
Then the fever broke out in New York, and 
everybody went wild over it. Every other 
man you meet is talking Klondyke, and all 
sorts of plans and schemes are afoot to get 
moneÿ for gold bunting in Alaska. Com­
panies are being formed every day. All of 
them claim to have claims in some stage of 
development, hnt my opinion is that most 
of them are on wind or on prospects of get­
ting claims. Still, there are buyers of the 
stock in plenty, and a very large amount of 
money has been pat into different ventures. 
Companies have been organized to buy 
steamers to start for Klondyke in the spring, 
and a great many poor men have managed 
to get enough money to start for the gold 
fields. The men who are associated with 
me have simply pat in the money for the 
purpose of making an investigation. All of 
the men who have returned from Klondyke 
have told the same story ef plenty of gold 
and untold hardships in getting it. If the 
gold is there, as they ssy, money will lighten 
the hardships, and, if onr prospecting trip 
returns satisfactory reports, we will have 
no d fficulty in raising all of the money 
needed to carry on the mining with machin­
ery or with the most approved methods that 
can be adopted in that region. My brother 
will go with Mr. Dwyer and Mr. Campbell 
to Seattle, and will probably go on to Klon­
dyke in the spring.

“There is no difficulty in getting money 
in New York now for legitimate gold min­
ing enterprises, and this Klondyke excite­
ment will probably result in great good to 
Colorado, as it will attract attention gener­
ally to gold mining. I see by the reports 
that the gold ontpnt of the sta te is increas­
ing very rapidly, and when the people in the 
East are furnished with evidence that gold 
exists here in the proper quantities there 
will be no trouble in getting all of the 
money needed for development ”

The petitions in New Brunswick 
■ljpiinst the return of members of 
pxiliament are sli declared off. In­
cluded in them is that against Hon. 
Mr. Blair in Qneens. We often 
wonder why such petitions are ever 
entered, for the fate of most of them is 
to die a natural death, simply because 
they are undertaken by hot-headed 
people before they recover from the 
excitement which unbalances them at 
election times, and who become 
ashamed of themselves^ when they are 
restored to their normal condition of 
mind. We observe that the party 
papeis are attributing all kind of 
motives in explanation of the action of 
the petitioners and respondents, but it 
will be readily understood by honest 
people that the withdrawals are due to 
the natural subsidence of party excite­
ment. In Mr. Blair’s case, his popu­
larity as a minister and recognised 
ability, have commended him to all 
who wish to see the province strongly 
and creditably represented in the Otta­
wa cabinet. He has, of course, some 
powerful opponents, whose enmity 
increases in proportion as he wins 
success in public life, but he is amply 
compensated by the general support 
and approval of the people at large.

A Victoria despatch of 15h says there 
were a thousand men in that city on that 
morning bound for Klondyke.

A demented patient in the Chatham, 
Ont., hospital leaped from a window and 
killed himself on Saturday morning lasÇ 
and some rumors located the event in 
Chatham, Miramichi.

A telegram was received at Richibucto 
on Saturday telling of the accidental 
death of Daniel O’Leary of Richibucto 
who was in Tacoma. No particulars 
have as yet been ascertained.

The Behring Sea seals commission will 
meet in Halifax on August 25th, when it 
is expected that arguments on bc$h sides 
will be concluded and possibly the de­
cision of the commission handed down.

London, Oot., Aug. 13. —The Adver­
tiser makes the following announcement : 
“Hon. Edward Blake, M. P. for South 
Longford, leaves London for Canada to­
day. He will spend a month at Murray 
Bay and afterwards visit friends in 
London and Toronto. It is likely the 
honorable gentleman will stay in Canada 
till the end of the year,”

A Rome despatch of lai-t Thursday 
says:—The Pope yesterday received the 
Canadian premier. Sir Wilfrid Laurier, 
and Lady Laurier. The audience, which 
began at noon, lasted an hour and was of 
a very cordial nature. His Holiness ask­
ed for detailed information regarding the 
situation of affairs in Canada, and especi­
ally questioned the Canadian statesman 
on the subject of the Manitoba schools.

London, Aug. 13.—A despatch from 
Milan says that three anarchists were 
arrested there this morning and that the 
police seized a number of documents, 
bombs and explosives. The documents 
captured by the police, it is further stated, 
include Utters from Caesario Santo», 
the assassin of President Carnot, and 
Pietre Acciarite, who attempted to 
assatsinate King Humbert in April last. 
Other arrests are expected to follow.

The Italian police claim they have 
conclusive evidence of the existence of an 
international anarchist plot.

Chicago, Aug. 13.—Capt. John Wind­
row, of San Francisco, does not believe 
the story that Professor Andrée’* balloon 
was seen floating in the ocean by a ship’s 
captain. The captain has just returned 
from Sweden, where he visited his rela­
tives, among whom is the family of Pro­
fessor Andree’s brother.

The captain said:—“I was in Stock­
holm when the news arrived that Andree 
bad left Spitsbergen in hie balloon. Hie 
family, that is his brothers and sisters, 
for he is not married, fully believe that 
he is safe. He, himself told them that if 
no news was received from him in two 
months, probably nothing would be heard 
of him for a year, as he would have then 
landed in such localities that it would 
take months for him and his party to 
reach a point where they could commun­
icate with the outside world.

“My own belief is, that Audree has 
btruck a south-west wind, as those are the 
winds that almost usually prevail at that 
time of the year in the northern latitudes, 
aud that he has been carried into Siberia 
and it may be months before he is heard 
from.

Interest here just now centres largely 
on that portion of the Dingley bill, 
recently made law in the United States, 
which imposes a discriminating duty 
against goods entering that country in 
“foreign vessels,” which term some across 
the line wish to apply to Canadian rail­
way cars. The proposed action of the 
United States (the attorney general at 
Washington has not yet given his decision 
arid nothing definite has yet been done) 
is looked upon in official quarters here as 
a direct contravention of the Washington 
treaty, clause 29 of which grants the 
bonding privileges to both countries.

What the Americans are after is to try 
and divert to their own ports such traffic 
as comes from China by way of Vancouver 
and also from Great Britain by way of 
Halifax, St. John and Montreal entering 
the United States.

m The Local Government an 1 “tne 
Globe.’

The St John Globe’s periodical 
snarl at Hon. Mr. Tweedie was indul­
ged in on Friday in connection with 
the reconstruction of the local govern­
ment, which that paper thinks should 
take place at once and be effected on 
Dominion party lines. It seems to 
think that Liberals and Conservtives 
should oppose each other in everything, 
and if its ideas are consistently worked 
out, we may look forward to Domin­
ion jiarty politics being carried into 
religious, domestic and social life with 
the result that everything that makes 
life woith living will be marred by the 

jarrings, discords and contentions of 
partyism. Mr. Ellis of the Globe, 
who appears to be in politics for the 
purpose of disagreeing with everybody 
else, and whose hand is against almost 
every man who has succeeded where 
he, himself, has failed, may be expect­
ed to continue his endeavors to break 
up the present local government, but 
it may be assumed that he will be no 
more successful in the future than he 
has been in the past, for the effect of 
his attacks—both open and covert—if 
they may be credited with any effect 
at all, has been to strengthen the gov­
ernment as it is now constituted in the 
in the regard of the electors of the pro­
vince.

Referring to this subject, the Tele­
graph, which is a much better Liberal 
paper than the Globe, says: —

“Our evening contemporary, the Globe, 
seem» to be somewhat worried about the 
government’s reconstruction. It states 
the ‘recent reports indicate that whatever 
Mr. Tweedie’e chances were a shoit time 
ago (for the premiership) they are not as 
good now, and that there are more causes 
than one for these indications.’ We do 
not pretend to know what information 
the Globe possesses with reference to Mr. 
Tweedie or whether it is in possession 
of facta which, if known, would damage 
Mr. Tweedie’e reputation as a public m»n, 
We can only speak of a public man from 
hie public record, but if our contemporary' 
knows anything that unfits Mr. Tweedie 
for the position of trust which he holds 
at present, dr which he may hold in the 
future, it surely is a duty which it owes 
to the public to make known the facts. 
It may be that The Telegraph if in posses­
sion of the information which the Globe 
pretends to possess would agree with that 
journal. The Telegraph has never be­
lieved in dealing with a public man by 
insinuation, but by what is publicly 
known of him. During last session of the 
local legislature, we think that Mr. 
Tweedie showed marked ability when 
leading the house and in dealing with the 
several important matters that came 
before it for discussion and enactment.”

The St. John Gazette has this to say 
of the Globe and its method dealing 
with the local .Govern»; cut.

“The editor uf the Globe is evidently 
of opinion that the people of St. John 
have short memoi ids. Last evening he 
returned to the discussion of the Provin­
cial leadership although H in. James 
Mitchell is still Attorney General and 
leader of the government. The ghoulish 
glee with which Dr. Ellis, M.P. returns 
to the discussion of the question shows 
how deeply rooted hie hatred of Mr. Mit­
chell is. Some years ago before the 
University of New Brunswick adorned 
Mr. Ellis with the handle he now wears 
before hie name and when he was only an 
M.P.P., he was willing to follow a gov­
ernment in which Mr. Mitchell occupied 
an important position. Dr. Elbe thinks 
because he has changed the affix to hie 
name the people have forgotten this fact. 
The government was led by Mr. A. G. 
Blair, now minister of railways, and was 
composed of both Liberals and Conserva­
tives about equally divided in numbers. 
This division of offices was then warmly 
defended by Mr. Ellis in the legislature 
when a vote of want of confidence was 
moved in by the then leader of the 
opposition.

“Dr. Ellis has proved that he was not 
■teadfaat in hie faith. Ever since the 
government refused to create him a 
school trustee he has wavered and never 
missed an opportunity to stab at the 
government whenever he could do so in 
an underhand manner. After he had 
expended all his ammunition of insinua­
tion and slander he finally mustered up 
courage enough to make an open attack 
on Hon. H. R. Emmerson and Hon. 
A. T. Dunn the two most prominent 
Liberals in the government. It was a 
mean attack because the greatest friend­
ship was professed for both of the minis­
ters assailed. Both had stood by Mr. 
Ellis in Dominion campaigns and Mr. 
Dunn had been as active as any man in 
the county in assisting Col. Tucker the 
confrere of Mr. Ellis on the Liberal 
ticket to secure his election.

The Timber Trade- International S. S. Co.I 'У
The London Timber Trades Journal of 

7th inst., says :—
“Loudon people are very indifferent as 

to buying anything at the present 
moment on f.o.b. terms. Since the Jubi­
lee things have quieted down, and they 
have bought already enough stock to 
meet all probable requirements. This is 
the present position. There appears to 
be a flatness prevailing almost without 
precedent. One large firm state that they 
are not doing half their usual trade. The 
enormous influx of big steamers into the 
docks has caused a considerable block, 
and, coming altogether, the stevedores 
cannot get men sufficieut to unload them. 
Several that have been able to get a berth 
are in the same predicament—unable to 
secure enoiigh men to get the cargoes out. 
The dock quays are like miniature moun­
tains with huge p-les of deal», &c., on 
which it mukt necessarily be a wotk of 
considerable time to get them piled away 
in their proper stowages. We cannot re­
collect since the memorable strike such a 
fleet of steamers in the docks apparently 
waiting to discharge. The delay, how­
ever, will not fall on the importer, being 
a matter •‘for the steamship oaner to 
arrange with the dock company, and the 
latter now do not undeitike the woik of 
discharge, so the ship'has to bear the loss 
of delay—at least, we suppose so ”

Nitrogen, phosphoric acid and potash are 
indispensible to the growth of all plants.

Contrast the lives 
of ihe energetic, enthusiastic, self helpful 
and self supporting men and women who 
have graduated from this Institution with 
the miserable lot of those who have not enr 
joyed its advantages, aud then yon will no 
longer wonder at the constant and nnceas- 
ing efforts which have been and are being 
made to obtain information with respect to 
those who are totally blind or whose sight is 
so far impaired that they can no longer see 
to read.

Many persons express surprise that the 
parents or guardians of those who are 
partially or totally blind don’t at once com­
municate with the Superintendent of the 
School for the Blind at Halifax, and secure 
for their children the free education which 
the school affords, but experience has prov­
ed that few parents will admit that their 
children are hopelesily blind, that the one 
central thought in the minds of such par­
ents is the recovery of sight, and that 
owing to this often times false hope and to 
indifference the children are allowed to 
grow up and reach manhood and woman­
hood without any effort having bee n made 
to prepare them to lead useful lives.

I believe that each reader of this letter 
will admit that in this enlightened 19th 
century, no totally or partially blind child 
who has average mental capacity should be 
allowed to grow up in ignorance. I believe
