The Work of Goldwin Sm« .. in Behalf of the
Cause of Continenthi Ualon—The French
and the British—-The Unpleasant Espi-
onage Under the Former Regime.

(From the Chicago Record.)

Toronto, Ont.,, Aug. b.—As we were
passing a quaint old colondal house,
surrounded by large grounds and
shaded oaks, in the very centre of
this city the other day, the coachman
turned on the box and remarked:

‘“That is the oldest house in Toronto.
It stood there when the city was
nothing but a small cluster of cabins
along the bank of the lake. It was
80 well built that it ‘has mever meeded
repair, and it is as good today ae it
ever was, and as it will be 100 years
from now. The man who lives there
is the greatest man in Camnada. He
has forgot more than all the ministry
ever knew, with the governor-general
on top o them, and he keeps learn
ing something every day in his big k-
brary that stretches out £rom the
house there, as you see westward.”

“What's his name?”’

“Goldwin “Smith; and he's the 'best
‘friend the United States has on this
side of the border. Some of the tory
‘snobs call him a traitor to old Eng-
land, but that's because bheaILz:.nt to
stand in with the Qneen and d Sal-
isbury, while he’s thinkin’ all the while
what'll be the ‘best for the people.”

That is a fair sample of local pub-
Iic opiniom concerning the eminent
British statesman and historian who
has come over to make his home on
this side of the water, and spend - his
wealth and leisure in aiding to solve
the Canadian problem. Prof. Smith
occupied the chair of English history
at the University of Oxford for many
years, and during the civil war in the
United States was a friend of the
north, which fact made him unpopu-
lar in that community. He resigned
his chair thirty years ago and came
to Toronto to write a. book on Canada.
At the same time he accepted a pro-
fessorship at Cornell, and  lectured
there each winter for several years.
He presented a magnificent historical
Hbrary to that imstitution also. But
he finally gave up active work, and
has since been Hving in retirement at
his beautiful home here, which, as the
driver said, is the oldest residence in
Toronto, and perhaps the most attrac- |
tive. One could scarcely imagine a
more charming retreat for a student
and a lover of nature and books. It
is called “The Grange,” and has been
in the family of the finst husband of
Mrs. Smith since the settlement of
Canada West.

Prof. Smith was a bachelor when
he came ito live in Toronto, but he soon
surrendered to the charms of Mrs.
Boulton, a Boston lady, who had mar-
ried a rich Camadian lumberman in
Per younger days, and was living there
at ‘“The Grange.” He had a large for-
tune of his owm, and their united
wealth makes them one of the richest
couples in Canada.

Prof. Smith is no dmibt the most
scholarly man and the most famous
writer in the dominion ,and is the rec-
ognized head of the movement for an-
nexation, which he has always advo-
cated as the inevitable resuit of nat-
ural laws and the mamifest destiny of
the colony.

In Montreal the annexation senti-
ment has been. more outspoken, par-
ticularly among the French popula-
tion, who do not attempt to disguise
their disloyalty. La Patrie, the lead-
ing French newspaper of Canada,
which has the largest circulation of
any published in the dominion, talks
annexation every day. It does not
use that term, however, for it might
be offensive. ‘“‘Continantal union” is
the term. There are 500,000 French-
‘Canadians in New England who are
constantly mwulling on their friends
and relatives at home. There are fif-
teen French newspapers in New Eng-
land which have a large clientage in
Canada and are continually discuss-
ing the advantages of annexation.
The recent overturn of the conserva-
tive government was largely due to
the influence of -he Canadians in New
England. Laurier received his larg-
est support and made his largest gains
in the French Catholic communities,
although the question of government
support for church schools was one of
the prominent issues of the campaign.
In Montreal he got a majority of 25;
in Quebec, out of a total of sixty-five
members of the house of commeons, he
got a majority of 33, although Sir
Charles Tupper, the conservative lead-
er, was certain of carrying both prov-
inces through the influence of the
priests 6nr the school issue. But “Com-
tinenal union,” as they call it, had a
stronger claim upon the Frenchmen
than the church. When some one said
that Laurlers’ election meamt ‘“Con-
tinental urion,” a French bishop said:

‘“Yes, perhaps; but it is much more
likely that the American flag will float

i over the citadel of Quebec than that

the Canadian flag will float at the top
of Bunker hill monument.”

French Canada has no cause for at-
tachment to Great Britain, and makes
no pretence. It is said that a French-
man can never be denationalized, and
that fact is daily demonstrated In
Quebec, Montreal and the other cities
of lower Canada. Whenever there is
a demonstration or a feast day he
hangs out a tricolored flag, not a
Union Jack, although he has " been
under British rule since 1769.

The French and the English will
not mix. ‘Canada is two countries,
and race prejudice is more bitter and
pronounced here than sectional feel-
ing in the United States ~has ever
been. Every election in Canada for
fifty-five years has involved either a
race or a religious issue, and the
French population have invariably
voted against the Interests of Great
Britain if they could determine what
they were. The Fremnch ,population
r2tain their own religion, their own
language, their own customs, their
own schools, and even their own laws.
The  Code Napoleon is used in Mont-
real and Quebec for commercial law,
but in the other nrovinces the laws of
England are recognized. = Criminal
law alone is uniform throughout the
dominion. And in official life the same
prejudice exists. If an ‘Englishman
gets.a job under the government a
Frenchman must have as good a one
at the same time.

At the doors of the Parliament
house and executive departments are
two ushers, one French, one BEmnglish.
There are always twn customs inspec-
tors at every post, and wherever there
is a French clerk on any public duty,
there is an Englishman also. All the
government veports, and all official
proclamations, announcements, and
advertisements are printed in both

"languages. This duplication is awk-

ward amd expensive, but it is abso-
lutely necessary to satisfy both races,
and although the Englishman knows
that he is ' master here, he is wise
lenougrh not to assert himself too bold-
y.

Board of Trade Delegates to the Mari-
time Meeting—The Cold Stor-
age Question,

Chatham, N. B., Sept. 1.—A meet-
ing of the council of the Chatham
Board of Trade was held at the Cyprus
club rooms this afternoon. It was
presided over by the president, W. S.
Loggie, who annourced that a part
of the business of the meeting was to
appoint delegatées to the Maritime
Board of Trade to be held in St. John
during exhibition week. Appoint-
ments were made as follows: Dele-
gates, W. 8. Loggie, J. D. B. F. Mac-
Kenzie, M. 8. Hocken; substitutes, W.
B. Snowball, R. A. Murdock, R. Flan-
agan. ;

Provincial Secretary Tweedie, who
was present with Surveyor General
Dunn, presented to the board the sub-
Ject of cold storage. He referred to
the general muse into which cold stor-
age was coming as an auxiliary of the
shipping business in food commodities:
and also the act passed at last session
of the Ilegislature empowering the
government to aid cold storage enter-
prises in the province. A number of
gentlemen of Ontario and New Bruns-
wick were about to secure letters
patent under the New Brunswick
Joint Stock Company’s Act, and had
applied to the government for aid in
the promotion of their emterprise. They
propose to establish a central cold
storage station at St. John, and four
auxilary stations in other parts of
the province, Woodstock and Monc-
ton being already selected as two of
these, while amother point proposed
w28 either Chatham or Newecastle. Of
the $300,000 cepital of the company,
$150,000 is to be preferred stock, and
the government had been asked to
guarantee the preferred stock to the
extent of five r cent per annum for
sevan years. nder tke arrangement
entered into by the company with the
government, any income over and
above the working expenses is to go
in paymeat of interest, and to that
extent relieve the government of any
charge, and it was expected that the
enterprise will be a paying one after
the first year at least.

(Montreal Witness, Liberal.)
“So far as I am concerned,” said
the Hon. Mr. Davies, minister of mar-
ine, ““when I meet a man on the plat-

“form who is a government employe,
“and he abuses me and my leader
“and my party, and I subsequently
‘“have the power, that man shall
“cease to be a public officer.” We

i have no hesitation in saying that this

remark of Mr. Davies’ is a piece of
the most dangerous political immor-

- ality. Mr. Davies here takes an at-

titude from whi¢h there is no logical
stopping place till we reach Andrew
{ Jackson’s dictum, ‘“To the victors be-
long the spoils,” which reduced popu-
lar government to mere brigandage.
Either civil servants have political
rights and duties or they are political-
iy dead. If they are politically dead,
i as Mr. Davies does not claim, then
#t would be the simple duty of the
govermment to depose them from thielj
places the 'moment they committed
any political act. In fact, it would

; need no action on the part of govern-

ment, as any one could impeach them.
1 If, on the contrary, they have politi-
‘cal rights, they are bound to use them,
“and that actively. Mr. Davies draws
a distinction between the passive cast-
ing of a vote and offensive partisan-
ship. This distinction is at least a
compreheisible one and might be a
valid one if offensive partisanship
could be legally defined. The danger
about it is that it is ‘the government
of the day which is the judge as to
whether the partizanship has been too
active or not. That practically means
that no partisanship on behalf of the
government of the day could be too
active. The danger, if any, would be
when it was not active enough. Omn
the other hand, any partisanship what-
ever against the party which wins the
victory would be too great to be par-
doned. Mr. Davies indeed makes ‘“no
bones’” about the matter. He plainly
tells us that the partisanship he means
to pumish is partisanship against him-
gelf and his party. We do not here
refer to Mr. Davies as though he
were alone in thus offending, for we
have heard far too much of this kind of
talk, though priacipally from the rank
and file, since the liberals came Into
powed., But Mr. Davies has succeed-
ed in priting the heresy Into epigram-
matic form which makes it easily
handled. We hope that the doctrine
thus so plainly enunciated, will be in
theory and in practice renounced by
the party to which he belongs.

Dean Harris ‘of To-’
ronto was recognized by the chair
and ‘Ymmediately commenced a heated
aftack upon -the 'Dublin: newspape.s,
aSserting indignantly .that they had
“ifoully insulted” one of the delegates
from’ Ottawa, Mr. Heany, in charging
that he was.“ths companion aud con-
gort of the spy, LeCaron.”

_ T2 a momeat the alr resounded with
yeils of “Cowards, traitors,” etc., atec.,
and a tumult followed. When' order
was somewhat restored,  Dean Harris
deseribed Mr. Heany’'s career in Can-
ada,’ assarting that it was - a most
honorable one, and finally called upoa
the offended Ottawsa delegate to stand
up. Mr. Heamey did so, and  made . a
telling #peech, duricg swhich he hotly
repudiated the charges made against
hiri by ths Dublin press. At thz con-
clusion of his remarks Mr, Heanoy
was ‘louily cheered and was warmly.
congratu‘ﬂ.te«l by a number of his
friends.

‘The regular business of the day was
then’ commenced.

Following the close of. the Irish con-
vention today there was almost a riot
in Suckville street, and John Dillcn
and’'a number of his friends were com-
pelled to seek refuge in the Imperial
hotel.

Affter leaving Leinster hall, Mr.
Dallon, escorted by fifty cr sixty mem-
bers ‘of the convemntion, walked up
Sackville strect, which was densely
crowded. The delegates were follow-
ed by a noisy mob of about one thou-
sand roughs, vhe had been gathered
about the hall, and who were evident-
ly tot in. sympathy with the. Dillon-
ites." The leaders of the mob  kept
shouting ““TO hell with Dillon,”: ete.,
etc!, and :stones and - other missiles
began flying through the air. To these
criés” the Dillonites replied by singing
“3c@ 'save Ircland,” increasing the
ridtous ' demonstration’ ‘and ' larzely:
wdding to she number of the mob fol-
léwing them up Sackville street. The
poliée -on_duty were not.able to cope
with: the roughs, and .reinfarcements
'had to' be. hurried to the .scene. The
polige soon turned into Sackviile street
in strong mumbers and were just in
time t8 stop what was beyond doubt
a growing riot waich might have had
most ssrious congsequenzes, for there
were threats of Ilynching, thrashing
and ducking Dillon, causing him and
his pariy to nurciedly take refuge in
the Tmperial hotel; which was after-
wards surrounded by a strong force
{ of police, which kept the rioters at
bay.

Ottawa, Sept. 2.—Thére is one man
on the government side of the house,
who, disdaining all subterfuge, would
d.scharge -every civil servant who
voted for the tories.

In 1894, several-years afterwards, mot-
withistanding it was supposed the fish-
ery was nearly exhausted, the pack
increased owing to more intelligent
regulations ‘and more -efficient 'pro-
tection to 3,173,084 pounds, or an in-
crease of 1,163,977 pounds in the seven
years.” Prince Co., where nearly one-
half the whole island’s lobster pro-
duct is canned, was under , Mr. Mc-
Bride’s care, and Mr. Hackeét put this
fact so forcibly as to' show that Hon.

OWN T0O MANY HORSES.
Ranches on the Prairies Overflow
With 'l'hlll.

They are Crowding m,nu Stoek Off the
Western Plalns—Will Sell Them
at Any Price.

X

(Chicago Times-Herald.)

There are today 125,000 good horses
roaming around the prairies of North
Dacota, Montana, Northern Idaho and
Washington. They are eating the
grass than properly belongs to cattle
and sheep, and, in the mbience of a
market, are practically worthless. In
some- districts these horses are mudti-
plying rapidly, and actually crowding
other live stock off the ranges.

The owners of this army of horses
are helpless. From $5 to §16 a head
is the price asked, but there are no:
takers, so the horses continue to roam
the plains, too valuable to be destroy-
ed and too expensive to keep ailive.

In consequence of the liberal policy
adopted by some of the railroad com-
panies of the nbrtbhwest, since meas-
ures were taken by the government to
circumscribe and keep the ' Indians
within due bounds, the great ranges
once occupied by buffalo, elk and ante-
lope were rapidly taken up by ven-
‘turesome capitalists, awho, attracted
by the fame of this'region as a hunt-
ing ground, 1o es and turned
their attentlon %3 Wk‘ ‘raising, 'The
majority’ of these men invested great
sums in cattle, and large herds 'of
young stock were purchased ' from
stock raisers in Texas, Arizona and’
other states and ferritories in ' the
southwest' and driven ‘to the rich
ranges in the north to fdtten on the
nutritious bunch-grass. Large for-.
tunes were made in this way, and
soon ‘“‘cattle kings” could be anumber-
edby the score in Montana, Ydaho and
‘Washington. Those whé tlirned thelr
attention to sheep and wWeol were etic-
cessful in a few years, bust the rapid
multiplication of the herds amd the
changes in tariff laws affected ‘prices,
and for a time checked !.'urther invest-
ments in sheep.

ket products. Around the coal mines
and the iron mines and those manu-
facturing centres in +he province of
Nowva Scotia, we find that we can sell
our surplus products, our oats, our
pork, our butter and cheese and other
articles, while a few years ago no such
market at all existed. Now, this is
largely due to the imposition of the
duty on coal, and I would therefore
ask that, in the interests of the greater
portion of the lower provinces, noth-
.ing could be dome to discourage those
industnies, but that instead every pro-
tection bé given them. Speaking of
protection, we know very well that
oats are being sold at the seaboard in
| the city of Boston for about the same
price as in the city of Halifax. Only
remove the protection which the farm-
ers have of 10 cents a bushel on their
oats, and you would have the markets
of the manitithe provinces flooded with
American oats, and take away from
us the only means we have of dispos-
ing of our surplus products. There-
fore, while you keep the duty on the
raw  material of coal and iron, you
| also need to keep it on the raw ma-
terial of oats and pork and other pro-
ducts which come in from the south
&f ug, where they can be produced so
much ' cheaper than we can’' produce
them, bringing unduwe competition to
bear against our farmers and driving
us out of our own market. I hawve no
objection ‘whatever to a reciprocal
! treaty with the United States. I trust
' the hon. leader of the government will
! be able to negotiate such a treaty. But,
while they ‘impose upon our products
| a heavy duty and thus shut us out of
their markets, it is"only fair'and just
| and ‘right” that the people of Canade
should be protected in their owmn mar-
kets and the people to the sotith of the
line ‘kept out with their products.

8ir, we know the result of
giving the use of these Atlantic fish-
eries in years past to the Americans,
Today we have thousands of people

‘ma«t most valuable fish, the mackerel.

* But that fish 8 not now to be found
in these waters. Week after week and
month after- month our fishermen are
out, returning often without any re-
! ward for their labor, which should af-
| ford support to themselves and  their
t‘aﬂnllles. ‘What is the reason for this?
| At follows from the use of purse seines
imtroduced in these waters by Ameri-
can fishermen. That engine of des-
truction has driven from our waters
this: valuable fish. Are we to hand
over without compensation these fish-
eries, which with proper protection

must be such an inexhaustible source

of wealth? I am glad to see the min-
ist:er of marine and fisheries in his
place, and I trust he will protect the
interests of the people wWho have sent
him here. . But,+as I have said, it

manilike thing to hand over theseé valu-
able fisheries to foreign comtrol with-
out recelving due compensation.

Partieulars of the Beseue of the Crew
of the Bark Zebina Goudy.

]

Was Sinking Three Hundred Miles at Sea ln
the Guif Stream.

(Portland Press, Tuesday,)

Capt. George L, O’'Brien of thie Brit-
igh bark Zezina Goudy, with officers
and crew, arrived in this city last
evening from Bangosr. The officers and
crewt were brought imto Bangor Sun-
day by the Italian bark Teresina, by
whom they were takemn off their ship,
which was waterlogged in the Gulf
stream August 19th.

The Zebina's crew hiad a terrible ex-
perience and it was only by the great-
est good luck in the world that they
were saved from drowning.

Captain O’Brien was seen last even-
ing and told the following story of
his experience ;

“We cleared from Mokile, Ala., July
the 23rd. We had a full cargo and
deck load of pitch pine and oak and
were bound for Sharpness, England.
The value of the cargo was $10,000. We
had wvariable, but not particularly
bad, weather up to August 16th, when
the barometer commenced falling, in-
dicating @ coming storm. There were
dlso heavy cross seas vrrom the southi
and sowtheast.

‘“Thhe ship was Labo-rlng heavily and

large quantites of water.

“On ‘the 17th a heavy squall blew
away the fore upper topsail.

‘“Thie bad weather continued on the
18th. There were heavy gales, rain and
much thunder and lightning, with
very high seas. The leak was con-
stantly - increasing and all the crew
were obliged to go o the pumps, the
water constantly gaining on ws. On
the morning of the I9th we had seven

seas and storm continued and it was
evident that the wvessel would not be

of that day we were so fortunate as
ito sight the Italian bark Teresina, and |
signalled her to ‘lay to.

‘“This she comsented to do, and at!
6 p. m. our crew and their effects were ,
‘put aboard.

‘“The Italian was commamnded by
Capt. Coffiero and was bound from
Leith to Bangor, and we wene safely ;
landed theére last Sunday.”

This is substantially the story of |
|the wreck as made by Captain O’Brien
to Vice Consul Keating of this city.

The crew were shown all the kindness |

i possible in Bangor by Howard Stew-
ant of the firm of T. J. Stewant & Co.,.
l-amxd spent the night in a sailor boand-
lmg house in that city. Monday fore-
noon Captain O’Brien communicated:
with Vice Consul Xeating by tele-
phone and he directed him te come
here with his crew, which he did on
the train whch left Bangor at 1.40 and
which was due to arrive here at 5.35,
i but which was an hour or so late.
! They were taken to the Atlantic house
on India street and today Mr. O’Bnien
will makKe arrangements to pay them
off and send them wherever they wish
to go or will be most likely to find a
ship. Most of them will probably go
to Boston. The men had been ‘greatly
troubled with malaria and #t was
thought three or four days ago 'that

hospital. All with the exception: of one,
Harry Hamsen of Norway, have, how-
ever, recovered, so that they are ready
to ship again.

Captain O’Brien and First Malte
Perry belong to Yarmouth, N. S., and
will leave for ‘their homes as soon as
the men are settled with.

The Zebina Goudy was a Bark of

N. 8., in 1881, and hafled from Yar-
mouth. She was worth, Capt. O'Briem
thinks, about $15,000. Sheisowned by
G. G. Sanderson of Yarmouth. It is
not known whether the bark was im-~
sured, but Captain O’Briéh says she
was probably partially covered. The
vessel was set on fire before the mem
left her, and that same' night a ter-
rnible gale came on, S0 that the vessel
probably would mnot thave  survived
until morning.
