THE TODDY PALM,

This palm is really the Indian date, but is com-
conly known as the loddy paim. . Like other trees
of the same family, it has a long, branchleéss, tru.k,
crowned with a clusier of leaves drooping guodﬂlly
earthward and more feathery than those of any palm_
I have seen in India. A near approwch, however,'
proves that ‘appearavces are deceitful’, for esch
. small division of the leal ends in a stiff, sharp point,

Because of this, they are Irequently stuck upright
it the ground to form a temporary fence, They are
used in plailing mats aud the thick mild tib furnish-
e splints for baskets, etc, »

The tree {8 not especially valaed for ite fraits, as
it does mot bear ttat varlety of date so highly
prized by the Arab, The Indian date provably com-
pares with that cholce product of Arabia, as does
vatural frolt among apples with a good graveunstein,
Nevertheless, when ripe, the dates are picked and
brought around by the frait women ; for children
are fond of the fruit or, at least, prefer it to sone at
all

The trunk of this palm is generally very rough,
due tothe fact that as the tree grows lnf{ the v'd
leaves fall-off, the base of the stalk of the dead leal
adberes to the trunk of the tree. It yields an fn-
ferior wood nsed by the poor class,

As the name suggests, the most valuible produnet
of the toddy pa'm 1s its sap. The free is tapped by
catting a deep notch in its truwk, beneath which
an earthen pot is fastened 10 receive the sap.  Alter
ounece tapppiag, it is allowad to rest for a season qr
two and when agaln tapped, it is notched on the op-
posite side, Thus we find these trees with deep
gashes alterniting on both sid s of the trunk
throughout its entire length. The tapping is done
about the first of September and the sap-ailowed to
ron putil april or longer. The palmyra palm hes,
by this time, produced mew froit stalks which sre
then tapped and duriog the remainder of the year,
toddy is largely obtained from that tree, When
fresh, the sap i# sweet and bharmless, but it soon
ferments aa ! becomss the tntoxicating toddy—oneof
